Borers in Apple Trees.

The borer is mow abt work upon
e enters the.

young apple trees.
body of the tree at or near the surface
ot the ground, and, continuing to
work his way in an upward direction,
it draws upon the sap for its nourish-
ment until the vitality of the tree i3
destroyed. His presence in the body
of the irec may be known by the
little sawdust-like chippings around
its base, and the surest way of reach-
ing and destroying him without dam-
age to the tree, is to provide yourself
with as many pieces of elder as there
are trees to be operated upon—said
pieces to be about as thick as your fin-
ger, and some six or eight inches long.
—XNow, after punching out the pith
and cutting the one end of each piece
of the elder a little sloping, so as to fit
up closely against the opening made by
the borer, tie one of the pieces firmly
in its place and plaster around the
point of junetion with a little moist-
ened clay, so as to make it perfectly
water-tight—the body of the tree and
the piece of elder then forming un an-
gle of lifteen degrees. Proceed then to
pour inlo the upper end of the piece of
elder as much coal oil as will complete-
ly (il it. In this way—no matter how
devious or winding the track of the
boarer may be—the coal oil will find
him ouf and ecffectually put an end to
iim, unless, indeed, the borer has as-
cended ihe opening in the tree higher
than ihe upper end of the elder, which

s not very likely. Garbolic acid, dilut-

ed with about twenty times the quan-
tity of water, may be used instead of
the coal 0il with an equally destrue-
tive eflect.—DBaltimore Sun.

THE VALUE OF FOODS.

The Simplest Articles of Diet Are the
Safest—Eating Long-Kept Game.

It has come to this, that tlie simplest
articles of diet are the safest, and that
is, in my opinion another argument in

:favor of plain living. Yes, the simplest
“are the safest, and, let me add, the best
are the chieapest. Tho butcher, for ex-
ample, or the.egg merchant can not
adulterate his wares, but he may have
several qualities; and therve is a stage at
which all animal foods arrive, when
kept in shops, which renders them to a
large extent poisonous, and this isas
bad if not worse than adulteration. )

‘We often hear it said that shop eggs,
as they are called, are good enough for
frying, with bacon for example. This
isa positive mistake; an egg that has
even a suspicion of staleness about it is
deleterious to healtly, not to say danger-
ous, no matter whether it Le fried or
boiled. And the same may be said of
flesh meats of all kinds and I will not
except a hare or venison, Iam quite
prepared to have this little sentence
pooh-poohed by the robust and healthy.
I only add that I adhere to it; thatl
have the courage of my convictions and
furthermore, that I have invalids and
dyspeptics, and those with delicato di-
gestions, in my thoughts as I write.

I grant you, my healthful athlete, who
can tramp over the moors with gun and
bag from morning dawn till dewey eve
and never feel tired, that the eating of
long-kept game may not seem to injure
you, but the bare fact that piquant
sauces andostimulants are needed to aid
its digestion is exceedingly suspicious.
There are two animals in particular that
Jikke their food high and tender; one is
the crocodile, the other our friend the
dog. Both have wonderfully strong di-
gestive powers; little inferior in point of
fact, to that of the ostrich, about which
bird so many fanciful stories have been
written and told. .

It may be said, without much fear of
contradiction, that any kind of food or
any mixed diet or meal which requires
the aid of stimulant, either of the nature
of condimient or wines, is not salutary.
Such diet as this is a tax upon the whole
system, and causes heat and discomfort,
and a feverish state of the blood, which
can only end in debility of the nervous
system and more or less of prostration.

But those who would obtain the great-
est amount of health and comfort from
the food they eat must be most careful
in its selection. Leaving idiosyncrasy
out of count for the present, although
everyons ought to know what agrees
with him and what does- not, there are
many things connected with the value
and digestibility of food obtained from
various sources that I do well to remind
the reader of.—Cassell's Magazine, .

Lincoln’s Cheerless Childhood.

Of all these years of Abraham Lin-
coln’s early childhood we know alinost
nothing, He lived a solitary life in the
woods, returning from his lonesome lit-
tle games to his cheerless home. He
never talked of these days to his inti-
mate friends. Once, when asked what
he remembered about the war with
Great Britian, he replied: “Nothing but
this, I had been fishing one day and
caught a little fish which I was taking
home. I meta soldier in the road, and
having always been told at home thaf
we must be good to soldiers, I gave lrim
my fish.” This is only a fainc glimpse,
but what it shows is rather pleasant—
the generous child and patriotic house-
hold.

But there isno question that these
first years of his lifehad their lasting
effect upon the temperament of this
great mirthful and melancholy man.
.Hehad little schooling. Ie accompa-
nied his sister Sarah to the only schools
that existed in their neighborhood, one
kept by Zachariah Riney, and another
by Caleb Hazel, where he learned the al-
phabet and a little more. But of all
those advantages for the cultivation of a
young mind and spirit which every home
now offers to its children, the boolks,
toys, ingenious games ‘and daily devo-
tion of parental love, he knew abso-
Intely nothing.—The Century.

rages so furiously. But the experienceof
any given seaside resident, and even of
migratory visitors, is limited, and al-
though geologists have from time to
time noted evidences of the erosion of
the coast, or derived important geologi-
cal evidence from new exposures of
surface by cliff falls, there does not yet
exist a complete record from which the
average Englishman may - know how
fast his counfry is wasting, and which
may guide our national and municipal
authorities as to the best means of limit-
ing the destruction and making it less
injurious if inevitable.—London Times.

“The attempt to destroy the Union of these

So declared the loval legistature of Ken-
tucky in the putumun of 1861, At the sameo
time a bill was passed calling out 40,000
Union volunteers.

In the southern part of the state, however,
there was streny secession seutiment, aud
carly in September, 1841, Bishop Leonidas
Pollk had ocvvcapied Columbus, Ky., with a
considerable Confederate foree.

Fiually it was resolved by the Confederates
to make a hold dash for the fertile and
famous Blue Grass vezion of Kentucky, Its
beeves and fast bowses, its wheat, e and
sugar cured hams were a sugmostion of a land
flowing with mille and honey ta the appetite
of the southwn army boys.  Confederate
soldiers were never over fed, Perhaps that
was one reason why they were such good
fighters.

KENTUCKY AXD TENNESSEE.

Shortly after heretreated from Coriuth in
May, Gen. Beauregard, who was in poor
health, gave up the command of the Confed-
erate department of the Mississippi.  His an-
thority was turned over to Maj. Gten. Drax-
ton Bragg, who took command of the army
June 16, 1562, It was then at Tupelo, Miss,,
a town on the Mobile and Ohio railvond, fifty
1miles southwest of Corinth.

On taking command of the Confederate
foree, Brazg at once started it towavds Chat-
tanocoga, Temn, Onece there, hehad an ulte-
rior dream, which e thought might be real-
ized. He would strike thewee into Kentucky,
strike boldly and quickly. His southern
army, powerful and enthusiastic, could
drive out alt the Union troops that were then
in the state. After that, what? What but
e cstablishing of a secessionist government,
and the gaining of Kentueky for the Coufed-
eracy.

Such was the dream of Maj. Gen. Braxton
Bragg, C. S, A, in June, 1862

B fore the grand expedition started there
hacd Leen various Confederate incursions and
raids.  Kuoxville and East Tennessee were in
possession of the Confederates,

MORGAN’S RAID, 1862,

July 4, Col. John H. AMorgan, with 876
“partisan rangers,” started from Knoxville,
Tenn., on o raid into Kentucky. Iis object
eas to get men and horses for the Confederate
army. His approach struck terror to the
hearts of the country people within 100 niles
of him. When rumor said ho wasnear the
lionrst farmer led his valuable horses and
cattle into the thick woods, into deep ravines,
aud tied them there till this terror shoulk! bo
passed. It is narrated that sometimes, just
when this had been done, AMorgan and his
men would suddenly appear as if they had
come out of the ground, and say to the
affrighted owner: “Herc they are. You've
put them just where we wanted them, all
ready for us.”

Morgzan crossed tho Cumberiand mountains
and galloped northward into the heart of
Kentucky. At Lebanon, on the Louisville
and Nashville railroad, July 12, he destroyed
$30,000 worth of United States government
property. There was a dash and a romancs
about him and his band that caused hun-
dreds of young Kentuckians to join them.

Still northward pressed Morgan. July 14,
15 and 16 he destroyed railroads, telegraphs

r s and bLridges, and
July 17 he cap-
tured the town of
Cynthiana, near
the Obio river. A
battalion of his
men, indeed, un-
der Basil Duke,
penetrated quite
to the river, burn-
ing tho svealthy
old town of Aun-
gusta, a few miles
below Aaysville.
In the fight at Au-
gusta. gras killed
Lient. Col. Wm.
Courtland Prentice, one of Basil Duke’s offi-
cers aul son of George D. Prentice, of The
Xouisville Journal. The TUnion editor’s obit-
wary notice in The Journal of his secessionist
son was a pathetic illustration of the state of
public sentiment in Kentucky at this time,

At Cynthiana the Federal troops were in
kot pursuit of Morgan. He therefore wheeled
and turned _southward, marching through
Richmond, Xy., to Clarksville, Tenn, Here
for the time he rested on his well won laurels.

Morgan was a well to do citizen of Ken-
tucky when the war began. He was born
in Huntsville, Ala., in 1825. His pictaresque
career ended in 1SGL He was shot dead
whilotrying to escape capture in East Ten-
nessee. He died with his boots on.

During his various raids be destroyed mil-
lions of dollars’ worth of property.

Maj. Gen. Don Carlos Buell at this timocom-
manded the United States armies of the depart-
ment of the Ohio. After theevacuation of
Corinth by the Confederates in May, 1862,
he established his headquartersat Huntsville,
Ala. Halleck at St. Louis was his superior
officer. =

Both. the Union and Confederate generals
decided in June that Chattanooga would be a
good point to occupy with their respective
armies. It would give command of XKast
Tennessce. But while Halleck and Buell
were debating about the best route to Chat-
tanoogzu, Bragg was already on the way there,
The race for the town between North and
Bouth was won by the South. This was
enly the first of the great racing matehes
between Brage and Buell.

At Chattanvoga Bragg prepared lis army
to invade Kentucky. He parted it into three
divisions under Hardee, Leonidas Polk and
E. Kirby Smith, respectively. Kirby Smith
was in commmaud in East Tennessee.

A portion of the Union forcesunder Gen.
Xelson was seut to Murfreesboro to oppose
the Confederate raider, N. B. Forrest, who
ha.f taken possession of Alarfreesboro with
valuable stores, July 13, after o sharp fight.

On the approach of Nelson Forrest left the

town. Nelson pursued but could not over-
take him, not having eavalry. Forrestsweps
aronud . Nashville like & tornado, aml then
went to McMinnville, Tenn.,«wwhence lie made

Buell bad been busy putting railroads in
order, the Nashville and Chattanooga and
the Mcemphis and Charleston, whereby to
trausport his trvops. The latter part of July
tho lost 6f his army crossed the Tennessce
river and moved eastward. This was Gen.
Thomas® division. It was on_this march
that the lamented Col. Robt. L. McCook was
kiMed in northern Alnbama., He was ill
and uparmed; traveling in an ambulance,
when Iie was shot dead by guerrillas. Heis
buried at the beautiful Spring Grove ceme-
tery, Cincinnati.

Nelson was ordered to McMinnville, still
after that industrious raider, Forrest, Early
in August, 1862, this wis the disposition of
tho Federal army: Nelson was at MeMinn-
ville, Tenn. ; Crittenden and McCools were at
Battle Creelc; Rousseaw was on the:Decatur
and Columbia railroad, and Thomas was on
the Nashville and Cbattanocoga railroad.

THE INVASION OF KENTUCKY.

Kirby Smith had been ordered into Ken-
tucky. He left Knoxville, passed rapidly
through a gap in the Cumberland mountains:
and sped northward, Heissued a proclama-
tion: awong the people as hoe weit, telling
them that every man who fired on his troops
should be banged.

Kirby Smith was a. Floridian, Lor

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Dragg, in arvanging the plan of campaign,

- lead an army through central Kentucky and
come out on the Ohio river at Louisville.
While in the interior thetwo gencrals were to
make a junction at Frankfort, tho capital of
thostate, it practicable, and proclaim a Con-
foderate govortment.

Gen. Willinm Nelson hiad been ordered by
Buell to take charge of the Uniou defenses
of Kenturky, At thig thme the federal gei-
cval, George W. Aorgan, was at Cumber-
Lond Giap; watehing lest the Confederates
should try to get through into I{entucky
there, Hesenit out detachments of cavalry
to waich the neighboring gaps. Kirby
Snith sent Gen, Stevenson with his brigade
to engage Morgan'’s small foree, while heluim-
self 1ad Dis main army with ail speed on into
Leatncky., Gon. Morgan was thus cub off
from re-enforcements and supplies. After

I can whip any army that is fol-
lowed by a flock of cattle,” was a saying of
Stonewall Jackson’s.

BATTLE OF RICHMOND.

Gen. AL D, Ranson was near Richmend,
Ky, with a small foree, wiich bad been cou-
siderally increased threpgh the patriotie ex-
ertions of Gen. Law Willlace, of Indiann.

The appearance of Kirby Swmith before
Richmond carried ceonsternation ‘into tae
heart of Kentucky. Frankiort, the capital,
was only {ifty miles distant.  With the legis-
Isture in session, that body hastily adjourned
to Louisviile, The state records were also 1e-
moved thither, with & million dollars of
money from the banks in this region.

(Gen. Manson's troops had been attacked by
Eirby Suith’s advance at Big Hill Aung.
=3, and retreated to Richmond. Iere
Manson was rc-enforced by o number of
newly erganized regiments from: Ohio, Ken-
furky awl Indiana.  This was just after
Peesilent Lincolns call for “G00,000 more,”
aunl the nporth was filled with the camps
of tse fresh volunteers. The new regiments
weler Manson hardly new how to form a
line of battle, ancd wero ignorant of the fivst
priceiples of field evolutions. The ofiicers
were, for the muin part, as green as tho men.
These raw, unpracticed troops were to meet
on the ficld at Richmond the Confederate
veterans of Shiloh, and other fields under
such leaders as Kirby Smith and Gen. Pat
Cleburne,

Aug. 29, Kirby Swmith came on and offered
ba‘tle, Aauson advanced to meeb him and
drove bim: back to Rogersville, two miles
from Rickmond. Iere Manson encamped for
the night,  What is called the battle of Rich-
mond toak plare next day, Aung. 0.

The tighting began anow on the morning
of this day. Aanson and Brig. Gen. Cruft,
whio badd distinguished himsell at Dounelson,
advaneslto meet the Confederato attack.

After heavy fighting one mile south of
Rozersville, the Union troops were routed
with beavy loss. In the action the leuten-
ant colonel and major of the Seventy-first
Indiana wero killed, leaving that regiment
without o field officer.

Near the old camps of the Union troops,
two miles northr from ttescene of the first en-
gagement, Manson madeanotherstand.  Hero
was some hard fighting, but again the Con-
federates were victorious, At this time Gen.
Nelson rrived, took command aml arranged
for a final stand on a slight clevation near the
cemetery in front of Richmond. Iere the
Tederal raw resruits, dechmated toabout 2,530
men, made their third and Iast rally agaiust
an enemy vastly superior innumbers and dis-
cipline.  The Confederate line was twice re-
puised imnediately to the xight of the come-
tery, Lut the Tnion line was {inally broken
amd flanked and the day was hopelessly- lost.
Gen. Nelson was twice wounded in this actiou.
Gen, Mansoa was captured.

In thehattle of Richmond there were 1:2,000
Confederate troops and  thirty-=ix pieces of
avtillery. The Union  {orees cotsisted of
abyatt 7.0 0 men, The Confederates lust over
Q0 Litled andwounded.  The Union troops
Tost 8250 Desices that, 2000 of them wess
made prisoncts, .

After the izbt at Richmond Kirby Smith
murebed Lisien to Lexingion, the vhief town
in the BDlue Grass vegivn.  Thenee b sent ouf,
Goen. Heth with 6,000 mew to. camnp within a
few miles of Covington, opposite Cincinnati.
Aunther datacbment was ordered in the di-
- rection of Louisville. Smith himself re-
mained at Lexington, waiting the word to
join Bragg, and recruiting his army among
the Blue (trass sympathizers with the Con-
federate cause,

Meantime consternation reigued at Cincin-
nati, and in the populous and well to do
smaller towns along the Obhio below. AS
Cincinnati martial Jaw was proclaimed, and
the indefatigable Gei. Lew Wallace began
fortifying with all speed in the region abouf
Covington, Iy. The remains of these de-
fenses ave still seen. Wallace ordered all
business houses closed, and the ferry boats
that plied between Cineinnation the Qhioside,
and Covington and Nawport on the Kentucky
side, were stopped. All this half an hour
after Wallace reached Cincinnati, Sept. 1.

The scene that followed is beyond descrip-
tion. Mothers of young infants had left
thent on one side of the river, and visited the
other for business or for pleasure. This iron
military order cut them off from refurn, and
for one unight at least both mothers and
babies were alike frantic. Mechanies and
other workingmen, by the thousand, had Jeft
their families that morning, expecting to re-
turn as usual, only to find themselves stopped
as Dby an adamantine wall at 6 ¢’clock. As
all sorts of rumors of capture and impressing
men into the soldiers’ ranks were prevalent,
none knew for the time what had become of
those mearcst them. Imagination supplied
tho lack of knowledge and drew pictures of
the fate of loved ones that did not erron the
side of tho commonplace and the safe. Cin-
cinnatians talle to this day of Tew Wallace's
military rule in Cincinnati.

He saved it from invasion. In a few bhours®

time he had an army of 40,000 men ready.
By bhis proclamation he sent prominent
wealthy citizens to the other side of tho river
to work on the fortifications. It was a cavi-
ous spectacle, white handed men with rings
and gold watches digging in the divt like rail-
- road Jaborers, and throwing up earthworks.

Such were the two leaders who were to try
against cach other, not only their racing powers,
but their strategic and fighting ability.

Bragg entered Kentucky Sept. 5 with over
40,000 men.  He, thus bad two days the
start of Buell.

This September, while the famous couvuiy
fairs take place at Richmond, Lexington,
Cynthiana and Paris, with their display of
fleet Liovses, shining Jerseys and short orned
cattle and Dbeautiful women, some gray-
DLeards doubtless vemember that twenty-five
yeavs ago, this month, there were very fewv
county fairs in tho maguificent Bluc Grass
region. They were broken up by the tramp
of armics, the hiss of bursting shells and the

1t was Buell’s concentration of his army ab
Murfreesboro that gave Bragg free scope to
start where he would unmolested.

Sept. 7 Buell started after him with
nearly 60,000 men. He meant to overtake
Bragg and force him to o battle. His divi-
sion commuanders were Gens. Ammnen, Thos.
1. Crittenden, Alex McDowell AeCaolk,
Wood, Llloussean and Robt. B. Mitebell., He
crossed the Cumberland at Nashville on
bis voad nortly, and left there three divisions
under Thomas as a garrison.

MUNFORDSVILLE.

Probably as singular an inoulent as ever
took place in the amnals of war happened
here.  On Sept. 14, Drage assaunited, and
was vrepulzed.  Sept. 13, Dragg again de-
manded surrender, and was a second time
refused. The Confederates withdrew then,
bLut reappearad a third tine in force. Dragg
sent a flag of truce to the garrison, however,
calling for its surrender in the naume of hw-
manity. ke had lhis whole army arouml
them, he declared, and it he was forced to
attack again it wonld bea useless shedding
of Livo., for the garrison was doomed at all
hazard.  The little Union garrisou held a
council of war. It was determinal not to
surrender nuless the commanding ofiicer of
the garrison was permitted to make a per-
soual inspeetion of Bragg's camp, to prove
the truth of his statement. This was the
answer sent back to the Confederate com-
mander. Strangely enough the offer was ac-
cepted by Bragz, and Col. Wilder went in
person and was escorted through the Confed-
crate quarters the evening of Sopt. 16, He
found an army of 23,000 men, with 43 pieces
of artilfory, against his handful of less than
2,000, Ho decided that further resistance was
useless, and surrendered Munfordsville, with
the hohors of war, to Bragg, Sept. 17. There
had been blooly fichting during the four
days. Theflag of the Fifty-seventh Indiana
was cub down after having 146 Dbullet holes
shof through it. Wilder's resistance had been
a gallant and stabborn one. A raw recruit
of the Seventeenth Indiana, a printer, sat ab
an embrasure and with his own hawds fired
over 500 shots. His comrades loaded for
him.

Newspaper. letters of the time say that
Bragg remarked to Wilder after the sur-
render: “You bave ruined the Lest brigade
of my army.”

After Munfordsville, Bragg marched to
Prewitt’s Kuob, Buell following liim with all
hisarmy. Buell had sent for Thomas from
Nashviile, leaving Negley in commaund there.
Thomas jeined Buell with the Fimst division
Sept. 20. Duell prepaved to give battle ab
onee, but while he did so Bragg’s army sud-
denly gave him the slip and marched toward
Louisville. . hey did not go there, however,
but again swhlenly chauged their course and

He won
the race, if Bragg had really meant to go
there. Dut Bragg aimself saysin his report
that at this time he found himself in o *“hostile
country,” wibth only three days’ food for his
men. He therefore determined to deflect his
course to the right instead of proceeding still
" further into a hostile country, to fix bis head-
quarters at Bardstown and draw supplies
from Lexington.

Buell and Bragg each claimed to be at-
tempting to draw the other into a battle.

At all events, however, this purposeless
tramping through Kentucky had done little
good for tho army of Gen. Buell. Reaching
Louisville, it encamped on the river shore, Le-
Iow tho city.

“And when we got there there wero only
six boys of my regiment who stacked arms
on the sand,” says a private who tells the
story of Duell's chasethrough Kentucky.

The other meh of the regiment had drop-
ped out by the way, either fallen through
fatigue orbeen lost by straggling. The other
regiments were in not inuch better condition
than the one mentioned when they encamped
on the sand below Louisville, And after
this river was reached thousands more drop-
ped out;, deserted or “straggled.”

Gon. Nelson was Litled at the Galt honse,
Louisville. His muanner had enraged Gon.
Davis beyowd all self contvol, Nelson, who

s o very Jargoe and powerful man, had
slapped Davis in the face. He is buried ab
Cave Il cemetery, Louisville. Iis pall
Leavers wore generals from Ducll’s army and
soldicr friends,  Eis body lay in state awhile,
and his own division attended the funeral in
procession,

At Louisville Buell reorgunized his scat~
tered army. ‘Thousands of new  reeruits
came and they were assigned to the thinned
old regiments, and these were filled. When
ready to movo oncs mora against Drage,
Buell bad an army of 100,000 men. It was
divided iuto threo corps, conmnanded respec-
tively by Maj. Gens. A. MeD. MeCoolk,
Thomas L. Crittenden and Drig. Gen. Charles
C. Gilbert. Gen. Gilbert was a West Point
graduate of 1840,

Practically Buell’s chase from Murfrees-
bLoro, Tenn,, to Louisville, Ky., bad the ap-
pearauce of a retreat. Ibwas contended that
he should have been more vigorous in action,
that heshonld have forced 33mgg to Dbattle
and driven him out of Kentucky. Halleck
at Washington took this view of it and re-
lieved Buell from conmmand and put Thomas
in his place the last of September. Thomas,
however, remonstrated earnestly against this
and the order was revoked. Thomasbaluog,
ab this time, confidencein his own power to
handle a large body of troops.

The next day, Oct. 1, Buell took command
again, with Thomas second, and once more
began the hunt after Bragg. He had 100,000

MARCHING THROUGH KENTUCKY.

We left Dragg at Bardstown Sept. 21
Qct. 1 he left Gen. leonidas Polk in com-
mand at that town, and himsell started to
Lexington. Polkk had ovders to “slowly re-
tive” to Bryantsville. Kirby Smith was at
this time in the interior of the state with his
army, waiting orders to join Bragg at Frank-
fort.

There veally was a Cenfederate governor
of Kentucky for a few days. Oct. 1 Bragg
and Kirby Smith united their forces at
Frankfort. <Then Bragg was good as his
word. Heand Kirby Smith installed Rich-
ard Hawes as provisional Confederate gov-
ernor of Kentucky. Bragg bhad set up a
Confederate government in the state.

Richard Hawes had been a member of the
United States congress. The Confederate
government in Kentucky did not, however,
last 1dng. A week later it retreated swiltly
southward, gevernor awl all.

DBragg learned as Lexington, Oct. 2, that
Buell had started after him again. Bragg's
own army had been considerably inereased
by young Ken-

Pollk decided not to obey the order, but to
follow his original instructions to slowly
retive to Dryantville. Bragg thén counter-
manded the order to attack that he bad given
to Smith,

During the last of September and first days
of October, Bragg’s ariny had been success-
fully and rapidly accumulating the spoils of
war. Cattle, horses, swine and mules wers
seized without stint by Confederate defach-
ments in various parts of the interior. At
Fraukfort a clotl factory was looted, and
1,000,000 yards of the famous Kentucky
butternut jeans were taken. In some in-
stances Confederate serip was offered in pay-
ment for Eroperty seized.

Bragg had issued a proclamation to the
h Kentuckians on entering the interior of the
state, in which he had said be must have the
supplies of war wherewith to liberate them
from the northern invader. To the ladies ho
said with poetic enthusiasm:

“Bueckle on the armor of your kindred, your
husbands, sons and brothers, and scoff with
shame him who would &n'ove recreant to you,
his country and bis God.”

The “supplies of war?” had been accumu-
lating at Lexington. Bragg ordered a suffi-
cient quantity sent to Polk at Bryantsville,
and Oet. 7 ordered Poll himself to march to
Perryville, Ky., with Cheatham’s division,
Ho was further to attack the Union army,
}oui{ it, and then join Kirby Smith at Frank-

onl.

BishoY Leonidas Polk, of Louisiana, on the
outbreak of the civil war, threw away his
priestly cassock and donned the Confederate
fighting gray. He had, however, been a
soldier before becoming a bishop, having
been graduated at West Point in 1827. He
was born at Raleigh, N, C., in 1806. He was
one of the most able and zealous of the minor
Confederate  gencrals, Wherever fighting
war, there Bishop Polk was. He always de-
clared, however, that when the war was over
he would go back and be a bishop again. A
Dritish officer who knew him in the army
wrote of the Confederate soldier bishop: “He
is very rich, and, I am told, owns 700 ne-
groes.”

Gen. Pollkk commanded a division at Shiloh,
and a corps at Chickameouga. His sense of
his own dignity and buportance sometimes
led Bim to disobey his superior officers, as he
did Bragg in Kentucky. For such disobe-

‘Taere was a perpetual sexies of cavalry and
artillery skivmishes with the Confederates
after leaving Louisville, which kept Buell's
army back and gave Bragg time to withdraw
from DBardstown. Buell reachied that place
eight hours after his enemy had left it Re-
ports reached Buell from time to time indi-
cating the direction Bragg had taken. Ho
changed his line of march accordingly, now
here, now there, till at length it seemed clear
that Bragg was either at Perryville or Har-~
rodsburg.

Oct. 7, Lucll came within: threo miles of
Perryville.

Thomas, éntered the

volunteers. 1le served at niany of the hardest
fought battles of the war, such as Shiloh, Stone
River and Chickamanga. Tu 1804 hé was sent
east, and commanded a corps there. Ile was o
major geueral of velunteers, and, by brevet. of
the regular army also. In the Buell campaign
against Brapg hie commanded tho right wing of
the Army of the Obio.

During the night of Oct. 7, Buell ordered
MeCook and Crittenden at once to advanco
and fovin in line of battle on the wings. Gil-
bert’s corps was the cenfer.  During the night
also Buell had a shaup little fight for a creck
whenee to get water for hisarmy. Ie ob-
tained possession of the pools. This fighting
was done on the Tederal side by Col. Daniel
McCoolz.

The Lattle of Perryville was bexan on the
morning of Oct. 8 by an attempt to drive
AleCook away fromy'the precious water pools.
It was repulsed, and in this preliminary fight
' a young Union division comuuander named
Philip Sheridan distinguished himself hand-
somely.

There was no more fighting till the arrival
of Al:Cook between 10 and 11 o'clock. Ie
immediately found his divisions, Jackson’s
and Rousseaw’s, in lino on Gilbert’s left.

The battleof Perryville began in a fight
for water. AfeCoolt’s position was near Doc-
tor's Fork of Ghaplin creck.  Rousseaw’s di-
vision advanced towaitds this creek to get
water, when they were fired on by the Con-
faderate artillery.  LI+Cook’s line formed on
Chaplin's Hilts. : -

Of McCooks forces, Rouszaan beld the
vight, and Gen. Tervell™: brigade of Jacksoun’s
division the extreme left. Starkweather’s
brigade was bebind Térrell’s as a reserve,

About 2 oelock the Confedevate Gen, Har-
dee ¢ame on to the attaek with 16,000 men,
the divisions of Cheathen, Backner and 8.
R. Awmlarson. The Muaxvillo road crossed
Doctor's Fork funnediately in front of the
Federal line, and this ivas the point the Con-
federates aimed at.

Tho Confederates attacked first the oxtreme
left under Terreil.  There was a strong fire
and Terrell’s vaw recruits wavered. Their
divisioi connmander, Gen. James S. Jackson,
rode gallantly to the front to rally them. In
a moment a fragment of shell struck him in
the Ureast and he fell from his hoirse dead in
amoment. A little
later and Gen, Ter-
rell was also Iilled.
The day would
have been lost on
the left only for
Starkwoenther’s
brigade. These be-
longed to Rous-
seau’s division, and
with stubborn bia
very they held the
Confederates back
after Perrell’s men N
bad been beaten, GEN. T 8. JACKSON.
Gen. Anderson made « fieree attacl on Rous-
senu on the vight. The Tederal brigades
were commanded by Gen. \V, H. Lytle and
Col. Len A. IIarrvis, both Cincinnati men.
Lytle was the author of the poem **L am dy-
ing, Egypt, dying.” 'The Army of the Cum-
berland society is erecting a. monument to him
at Cincinnati. _Anderson’s men far outnum-
bered those of Hurris and Liytle, yet they lield
their ground till thelr amnunition was ex-
hausted, when they fellback. Here the Fed-
eral Col. Webster was killed and Liytle was
soverely wounded. It wasn very hot fight.

MecCoolk had called carnestly for re-enforce-
ments.  Gooding’s Lrigade wassent him from
Gilbert’s corps. It euntered into the battle
where Lytle’s Lrigade left off, and fought
botly for two hours. A historic point of the
battle of Perryville is Russell'shouse.  About
it ihe battle ebbed and flowed, and swayed
back and forth. 1t swas on the Federal lino
in tbe morning, at the ground occupied by
Lylle's brigade, When that was driven
back, Russeli’s house was Jost. Gooding’s
brigade recovered the lost ground, and once
more Russell’s icuse was within the Federal
line.. But the brave brigade of Gooding lost
one-third of its number and its commander
himself was made prisoner.

Over on tho left of Gilbert’s corps, Gen.
Sheridan had engaged in the fight early in
the day, forced back the Confederate line and
advanced his own. This line was ascailed
when the attack was made on Roussean.
Sheridan withdrew to a better position and
poured musket balls and cannister shot into
their ranks. But being hard pressed, Cuar-
lin’s brigade from Gilbert’s corps was seut to
him in the nick of time.

This settled the fight. Carlin’s brigade
charged on the advancing Cornifederates, their
line broke and they fell back. Through Per-
ryville, Carlin pursued them, capturing
prisoners and military supplies m the town.

Sheridan also pursued some distatce, and
then trained his artillery fire upon the Con-
federates, who were still coming up against
the Federal left, and checked tlhiem. Dark-
ness ended the fight.

Buell was not awaire till night what heavy
fighting had been_doune by McCook's division
and Sheridan. He did not know what a
large battle he had had upon his hands, with
by Iar the larger portion of bis troops 1ot en-
gaged at all.” Crittenden’s corps did not
come up in time, and except one brigade did
not take part in the fight. .

The Confederate part of the batle was di-
rected by Bishop Polk. DBragg himself was
at Frankfort with Iirby Smith.

At Perryville Buell had 55,000 men, less
than half of them being in the fight.  Xo lost
in killed and wounded 4,345, The Counfeder-
ates lost 2,500; but Buell capturcd nearly
5,000 prisoners at Perryville during the days
Jjust previous.

Brage’s army at Perryville nombered be-
tween 35,000 and 40,000,

The Federal forces prepared to renew the
fight next movning, Oct. 9. But that night
Brageg and Kirby Swmith united, marched
their armies southeast through Ilarvodsburg
and out of Kentucky altogeiher., They re-
" tired in good order, and took with them an
immense quantity of supplies.

The last of October Buell was relieved of
his command and Gen, Roseerans 1.t in his
place.  About thie sume time his command,
the Army of the Obio, was alisorbed i the
Army of tie Cumberland, and thereafter
formed part of ik .
