Cold Coffee is a Goud Thing.

The boys of the national guard, who
haxe spent their week in camp at Peek-
skill, declare that cold coffee is the most
sustaining and the safest of drinks., In
speaking of the matter with the surgeon
of one of the regiments recently, a re-
porter was told that for the tourist and
the sportsman cold coffee was quite as
good as for the marching soldier. “You
see,”’ said the surgeon, *‘in places where
food is scarce or bad, cotfee prevents
typhus fever by counteracting rapid
waste of the tissues, There is no more
dangerous internal .wwaste than that
caused by fatigue, inasmuch as the vital-
ity is too low to throw it off, and thus all
the living stuff in the body is poisoned by
what is dead. I have scen persons suf-
fering from symptoms of viclent poison-
ing before now, simply because they had
walked more than their strength would
bear. In point of fact they were poi-
soned, but merely because they could not
get vid of wasted tissues. If tourists,
laboring men, soldiers, pedestrians, ex-
cursionists, and all persons out on holi-
day trips would fill up their flasks with
cold coffee instead of drinking of water,
they would never be troubled by a rapid
using up of their bodies.”’—New York
Mail and Express.

In RPlace of Dynamite.

Wood powder has recently been intro-
duced as an explosive in the Belgian
army in place of dynamite. The powder
is obtained by treating ordinary sawdust
with & mixture of nitric and sulphuric
acids, which is afterward formed into
cartridges by means of powerful presses.
To protect these cartridges from moisture
they are afterward covered with paraf-
fined paper.. The instantaneous produc-
tion of the gases avising upon the explo-
sion causes the air in contact with the
face surface of the cartridge to actfo
some extent as a light tamping, and the
power of the explosion is directed to the
other face. In comparative experiments
made with wood powder and dynamite
it was ascertained that, for equal weights,
charges of the first substance were at
least as powerful as those of the second,
and the results were more regulay.—Bos-
ton Budget.

Adolph von' Munchhausen, the minister of
Georze T, whoiad introsted him with this
important tagk. Munchbausen selected suit-
dble men and availed himself of the most
effidient fneans for the furthering of the
cause.

One of the foremost professors who lent
luster to the renowned university was Chris~
tian Gottlob Heyne, who was born Sept. 25,
1729, the son of a poor weaver. For a Jong
time misfortune pursued him, so that in those
turbulent: war times ke even lost his bocks.
When hé wasfound and engaged for a pro-
fessorship he was very poor and lived in
some out of the way place. But the man
becamo. f'star” of the first maguitude for
Georgia-Augusta—the official name of the
sniversity—and faithfully continued with it
for.almoss fifty years, notwithstanding he
repeatedly received the most tempting calls
to other places. But he would not swerve
from the promise given to Munchhausen nob
to leave his post.

He was with the same vessel in
the Western Gulf Blockading squadron in
1863, Subsequently, in 18G4, he was placed
on speeial duty at New Orleans, and was on
the staff of Acting Rear Admiral Thatcher
in the operations in Mobile bay in the spring
of 1863, where he was the naval representa-
tive demanding the surrender of the city of
Mobile, He was in command of the steamer
Saginaw of the Nortlr Pacific squadron in
1866-67. In September, 1866, he was com-
missioned commander, and was on ordnance
duty at Mare Island, Cal., in 1865-69; in
cominand of the steam sloop Mohican, North
Pacifle squadron, in 1869-70; from 1S70 to
1842 on eguipment duty, navy yard; Mare
Island, Cal. On Aug. 13, 1872, Franklin was
commissioned a captain and placed in com-
mand of the steam frigate Franklin, in the
Luropean station, where he was ou duty from
1873 to I876.

We are only now
entering the era of knowledge which enables
us to see that the horse, whether he bas a soul
t)save or not, has a body and some feelings
to be abused and wounded, Originally the
horse was sought after only for food. Then,
as man learned to cultivatethe soil, be looked
about for some animal to assist him. Vari-
ous ones were tried, aml without success,
until by natural ascent he 1reached the borse,

The primitive homu of ti.¢ horse was the
country lying between the Tigris aud the
Tuphrates in Mesoporania,  Ifrom this poing
he was brought to Egypt, where we tind fre-

uent mention of him i the carliess record
of the human family. In profanc history
Sesostris, au Bgyptian Ling, is represented as
the first one who taught men to train lorses
and use them for plensure. From Egypt
horses were taken into Assyrin aud Persia,
and finally all over the workl, *fhe Romans
Ieurned their horsemnanship from the Greeks
and soon rivaled their tese ers. They car-
ried their affection for the tiorse to the poing
of folly and madness. Caligula invited bis
horse to sup with him, giving him food fromn
golden vesgels. Finally, he made his horse
high priest and consul. Perbaps this was not
so foolish, after all. Has not history bristled
with stories of oflicinls beside whomn horsos

were professors? Verus, another Roman em-
peror, erected a statue of gold to bis horse
and fed him with raising and almonds from
bis own band. And when this horse died be
was buried with great pomp, all the dignita-
ries of the empire attending, probably be-
cause they were afraid of losing their heads
if they didn't.

In the days of Job, who eunthusiastically
wrote of him as having his neck “clothed with
the thunder flash,” the horse was never seen,
as now, a beast of burden. Ie ias, untila
comparatively modern time, a part of the
retinue of princes, and associated with the
glorious forthcoming of kings. In Arabia ke
is still preserved from labor, and is used only
to carry his master on errands of pleasure, or
engage with him in the strife of war. There
the horse is the intellectual companion of
man, outranking wives, The Arabs kave a
proverb: “He who forgets the Leanty of
horses for tho beauty of woman will never
prosper.”

Dean Swift'ssatire on hitmanity, wherein he
makes horses the suporiors of human beings,
and represents them as placidly sitting in car-
riages while men drew them, is not entirely
without a suggestion in history. Iomer rop-
resents horses as weeping, and also us speak-
ing. It 8 said, too, that the willest amd
fiercest Arabian horse, when mounted Ly a
woman, will grow suddenly mild and gentle.
They have a remarkable fondness for the
weaker sex,
