Some political Stories about John 

Van Buren told ’ in a late number of 
The Magazine of American History 
recalls a legal anecdote which even 
better illustrated his, talent for quick 
and telling repartee, and is quite au­
thentic.

Is there any 
cause to vile for you to take up ? Can 
a man do anything so low, disreputable 
dr villainous that you would not up­
hold and defend him in it?”

Mr. Van Buren looked at his inter­
locutor over calmly- and. speculatively. 
Then he replied, as i f  considering the 
question deeply: “Well, I  don’t know. 
What have you been doing?”

Striking Resemblances.
The policeman of Hew York say 

that Chinamen look so much alike, 
that when -a murder is committed in 
Chinatown, it is impossible to find out 
the murderer unless the Chinamen 
help iu tlie quest. Curiously enough 
people in China make the same com­
plaint of Europeans and Americans, 
that Ihev look so much alike that it is 
impossible to distinguish them. Peo­
ple who have not been accustomed to 
seeing negroes, think that all black 
people look alike, but in days of slavery 
no one had any difficulty m recogniz­
ing his slaves, whose differences of 
form and features are as apparent as 
those of any class of people. In strange 
species we see tlie resemblances, in the 
familiar we discern the differences. 
Members of the same family do not 
imagine they look alike, while to 
strangers the resemblance is very 
striking. To the shepherd every sheep 
of his flock is as distinctly individual 
as the dog that drives them, while to 
an unaccustomed eye, all sheep are as 
much alike as the shot that are run iu 
the same mold. Tlie Chinamen are not 
more similar to each other than Aunr- 
icans; it is that the police are not ac­
customed to them.

A  Severe Punishment.
In Germany, the criminal laws are 

severe. It is made a penal offence in 
that country to strike a man who 
wears spectacles or "eye-glasses. A  
case in point occurred not long ago, in 
which an American of ^vealth and ex­
cellent social position in our country, 
became involved in a trilling dispute 
with a German in one of their beer 
gardens. In the course of the alterca­
tion he, for a moment, lost his temper 
and struck the man, who wore glasses. 
He was not aware of tlie extent of the 
offence which he had committed, but 
he was at once placed under arrest, 
and was informed of tlie nature of the 
law. He at once did all in his power 
to right the wrong he had done and 
avoid the penalty. He caused the 
man’s eyes to be examined by one of 
the most celebrated oculists in Ger­
many, who pronounced them in good 
condition. He also presented the man 
with a large sum of money, about 
fifteen hundred dollars, with which to 
go into business. All this was of no 
avail, however, as the machinery of 
the law, once set in operation, continu­
ed its work, and tlie American was 
condemned to serve two years in the 
penitentiary. Tlie American consul at 
once began efforts for the release of 
the man, but it was not until he had 
served eight months of his sentence 
that the influence of the consul with 
the emperor prevailed and the man 
was pardoned.

A  Clock o f Skeletons.
W e are told of a strange clock that 

is said to have belonged to a Hindoo 
Prince. A  large gong was hung on 
poles near the dial, and all about upon 
the ground lay a pile, of artificial hu­
man .beads, ribs, legs, and arms. The 
whole number of bones in the pile was 
equal to ttie number of bones in twelve 
perfect bodies, but the pile appeared to 
have been thrown together in the 
greatest confusion. When the hands 
of the clock indicate the hour of 1 out 
from the pile crawled first the number 
of parts needed to form the frame of 
one man, part coming to part with a 
quick click, and when completed the 
figure sprang up, seized a mallet," and 
walking up to the gong, struck one 
blow. This done he returned to the 
pile and fell to pieces again. When 2 
o’clock came two arose and did like­
wise; and at the hours of noon and 
midnight the entire heap sprang up, 
and marching to the gong, struck one 
after another his blow, making twelve 
in all, then returning fell to pieces as 
before.

Very Queer Law.
I f  a decision just made by the Su­

preme Court; of Connecticut is sound 
law. real estate on the banks of rivers 
with a tendency to change the course 
of their channels is a dangerous invest­
ment for capital. The court holds'that 
rivers are natural boundaries are not 
affected by their former relations to 
lands. That no mistake may be made iu 
interpreting the meaning of the court, 
the decision gives a forcible illustra­
tion of a possible result from the way­
wardness of the river. “If,” the deci­
sion says, “ after washing away the in­
tervening lot, it should encroachupon 
the remoter lots, and should then begin 
to change its movement in the other 
direction, gradually restoring what it 
had taken from the intervening lot, 
the whole, by law of accretion, would 
belong to the remoter, but now approx­
imate, lot.” Under this statement of 
the law an owner on the river front is 
not only liable to see his property 
gradually disappear under bis own 
eyes, but if  it reappears subsequently 
it belongs, not to him. but to bis fortu­
nate next-door neighbor. —  Scientific 
American..

Great Piunps.

The Lawrence Machine Company, 
Lawrence, Mass., have been awarded 
the contract for one of the pumping 
ever planned in America. The plant 
is for the city o f Montreal, and consists 
of four centrifugal pumps, each with a 
discharging opening of 34 inches diam­
eter, and capable of handling 18,000 
gallons o f water per minute, and four 
similar pumps of 15 inches discharge 
opening, and a capacity ot’ 7,000 gallons 
per minute. Thus the four 24 inch 
pumps have a combined capacity of 
72.000 gallons per minute, 4,320,000 gal­
lons per hour, 103;6SO,000 gallons,or 
3SG.OOO tons, o f water per day of twen­
ty-four hours; and the 15 inch have a 
combined capacity of 28,000 gallons 
per minute, {or 1,(5SO,000 gallons per 
hour. These pumps are contracted for 
by the inundation Committee of Mon­
treal, and are designed to pump the 
sewage of the city over the walls and 
dikes now in process of erection to pro­
tect the lower portions of the city from 
the inundation caused by the floods 
and Ice gorges of the St. Lawrence 
river.

Facts About tlie Bible.
A  prisoner, condemned to solitary 

confinement, obtained a copy of the 
Bible, and by three years’ careful study 
obtained the following facts: The
Bible contains 3.5S6.489 letters; -773,- 
692 words; 31,173 verses; 1,188 chap­
ters, and 68 books. The word and oc­
curs 46,277 times. The word Lord 
occurs 1,855 times. The word rever­
end occurs but once, which is in the 
ninth verse of the 118th Psalm. The 
middle verse is the eighth verse of the 
liStli Psalm. The twenty-first verse 
o f the seventh chapter o f  Ezra con­
tains all the letters o f the alphabet 
except the letter J. The finest chap­
ter to read is the twenty-sixth chapter 
of the Acts of the Apostles. The 
nineteenth chapter o f 2 Kings and the 
thirty-seventh chapter o f Isaiah are 
alike. The longest verse is the.nintli 
verse o f  the eighth chapter of Estbeiv 
The shortest verse is the thirty-fifth 
verse o f the .eleventh chapter o f St. 
John. The eighth, fifteenth, twenty- 
first and thirty-first verses o f the 107th 
Psalm are alike. Each verse of t£e 

1 136th Psalm ends alike.

Don’t Box Your Child’s Ears.
Boxing the ears is a very unsafe 

mode o f punishment. Dr. Samuel 
Sexton has seen over fifty cases where 
the ear has been injured in this man­
ner. In one case a father was com­
pelled to witness the sudden death of 
hi3 child with inflammation of the 
brain, after a brief illness and great 
agony, brought about by a blow upon 
tbe ear. It so happens that even vio­
lent blows may not injure, wliile some­
times light blows by suddenly com­
pressing the air in the external audito­
ry canal, may rupture tlie ear-drum. 
“When the ears have been pulled and 
boxed repeatedly, some impairment of 
the organ o f hearing is nearly always 
found, and often very pronounced in 
degree.” Since nature has provided a 
suitable place for punishment, parents 
and teachers should avoid methods of 
punishment that are abusive and may. 
result in permanent in j ury.-_Z)r. Foote's 
Health Monthly.

Great W all o f China a Myth.

The famous great wall of China is 
stigmatized as merely a mith by a 
Erench Roman Catbolic missionary re­
cently returned from the Celestial Em­
pire. The prevailing idea of the wall 
is that it stretches right across China, 
over mountains and through valleys, 
without a break. But the missionary 
declares that he has lived just where 
the wall should have been liad it ex­
isted, and that through the idea of 
such a monster defence Was undoubt­
edly entertained by an early Chinese 
emperor, it was never fully carried out. 
Square towers at various distances and 
a few scattered village walls are the 
only signs of a great wall, asserts the 
Frenchman, and the tradition o f its 
existence is due to a Erench traveler 
of the seventeenth century who mis­
understood a Chinese expression. Hat- 
urally this assertion has aroused much 
controversy, and a correspondent of 
the London Standard energetically 
maintains that the great wall undoubt­
edly exists, and that be and a number 
of other travelers distinctly saw a con­
siderable portion of it some years 
since.

The Prussian Officer.

The Prussian officer has been much 
maligned. He is not tlie stiff, over­
bearing, uniformed aristocrat which 
some people have represented him as 
being. He is always in uniform, save 
on leave or In attending certain places 
of amusement at night, and he is sol­
dier-like in his bearing and somewhat 
ceremonious. His soldier-like bearing 
is, however, a merit, his reserve is that 
of a man who respects himself, and I 
have never seen any symptoms of an 
overbearing manner toward civilians, 
whether high or low. The great char­
acteristic of the German officers is the 
great camaraderie between them. 
There is an active freemasonry among 
all the officers of the army. Every of­
ficer treats every other officer as i f  he 
Were an acquaintance, or rather friend, 
whether lie knows him or not. In the 
streets German officers passing each 
other always exchange salutes, and if 
a German officer comes to a table d’hote 
or cafe lie always salutes, with an ac­
companying bow, every officer whom 
he may find there.

Amphibious Fish.
A  singular fact in connection with 

the pike is its habit of suddenly ap­
pearing iu ponds in which it did not 
previously exist. Experiments which 
have been made would seem to point 
to tbe inference that this fish, like the 
eel, will travel overland for a short 
distance through wet grass, to reach 
water. An instance of this kind once 
happened at the Zoological Gardens. 
During tlie night, a tank in which a 
pike was confined, burst, and the pike 
being left dry, was found in tlie morn­
ing by the keeper making its way 
along the path toward a pond at some 
distance. When picked up, it had al­
ready gone some-twenty yards, and 
seemed to have sufficient strength to 
accomplish the remainder of the jour­
ney.

A  Deadly E lectric Sword.
A  gentleman o f  Shanghai has, after 

considerable experimenting, invented 
a new deadly weapon. This is an elec­
tric sword, which, when the point 
touches the party attacked, sends a 
powerful shock through him, and if 
not immediately killing will -at least 
put him hors de combat. The sword is 
an ordinary military sabre, but along 
its whole length is let in a fine plati­
num wire, which ends at the foil of 
the'weapon. A  small but very power­
ful storage battery is carried strapped 
about the waist, much the same as a 
cartridge box. Insulated wires con­
nect tills battery with tbe sword, and 
by pressing a button the holder can 
complete the circuit at pleasure.

Before the interstate commerce law 
came into1 effect all large manufactur­
ing establishments congregated at rail­
road,.centers and large cities on ac­
count of competition and special ad­
vantages; m  freights. That law gives 
the manufacturer in the village the 
same freight privileges as those in the 
city, and the tendency now is to locate 
in the small town where rents, living, 
etc. are cheaper and where the manu­
facturer is much.less liable to bemolest- 
ed by strikes and other mischief result­
ing from the congregation o f large 
numbers of workmen as is found in the 
large "cities.

Every man who attempts 
to do business has his character, both in 
a business and moral sense, fully report­
ed in published books, so that every man 
from Maine to California may know 
whether he pays what he contracts or 
not; whether he is attending to his 
business or a poker table; whether 
when he attends to his business he 
makes it successful or not, in fact 
every point that has any bearing what­
ever upon his ability or willingness to 
pay when trusted, and unless his rec­
ord be decently clear he cannot buy 
goods without the cash. There should 
be no more reason why the consumer 
who buys of him should not have his 
record written in the same manner 
The man who always meets his obli­
gations should be glad to have the 
fact made known, and if  he does not 
meet anything it is but just to those 
who will he asked to give him credit, 
his grocer and dry goods dealer, should 
know it and keep his goods until he 
has the money for them. Under the 
system of reporting now being estab­
lished in this state, i f  two men move 
from this town to Grand Rapids, one 
of them clear from debts and the other 
leaves a lot o f debts unpaid every 
dealer in Grand Rapids is at once in­
formed o f the standing of these two 
men, so that they know at once which 
is worthy of credit and which is not. 
There is another phase of the same 
question. The terror of all kinds of 
retail business is the man who does 
n’ot pay for the goods he has and the 
dealer must add to the price of the 
goods he sells to the paying customer 
enough of a percentage to covea all 
chances of loss by the dead beat, who 
is encouraged in not paying by the 
state laws, which make it impossible 
to force collection from any one who 
does not possess a good-sized fortune. 
This system o f reporting will have 
a tendency to cultivate a better class 
of honesty among those who have 
pride about them to not want to be 
advertised throughout a half-dozen 
states as dead beats. By all means 
the collection and protective part of the 
association should be made as effective 
as possible.

Locals.

Niles Republican.
The first gas well was abandoned 

last week at a depth of 1,100 feet, and 
it was deemed best to add §400 to §400 
in the treasury and sink another well 
to the depth o f about 600 feet. The 
additional §400 was subscribed on 
Monday afternoon. This sum was re­
markably easily raised, considering the 
fact that every one has but little faith 
in the success of the venture.

A  stranger to American institutions 
might havo thought the day the monument 
was, unveiled was, being celebrated in 
Salem as one of America’s greatest anni­
versaries, for tho demonstration was the 
greatest over known in that city. Every 
bind of labor was suspended; every local 
society joined in tho iwoeessio;2, and every 
rafiroad brought immense delegations from 
nil tho neighboring cities and towns. Tho 
officials and clergy took a  prominent part, 
and the people of tho adjacent country turned 
out almost on masse.

The monument consists of statue and i>ede> 
tal—tho former life sizo and of tho purest 
Italian marble; tho latter a nino feet cube of 
light blue granite,

the statue was designed. Mr. Horgan then 
advertised that he would present it to a society 
which would place a suitable pedestal, costing 
not lass than S1.0CK). The Salem society soon 
raised the amount, and the city council grant­
ed a location in oao of tho principal squares. 
The pedestal of light blue granite is beauti­
fully polished and harmonizes well with tho 
white statue. The center stone bears the in­
scription:

Erected by the followers of Lev. 
THEOBALD MATHEW,
ApnstU- ot Temperance.

Born Oct. 10,1790.
Died Dec. P, 1KX5.

Below this an eagle's head discharges a 
stream of water into a half howl. Mr. W il­
liam F. Cass made the presentation speech. 
Maj. Raymond responded briefly and then 
Rev. Father County delivered tho oration of 
the day—a production very highly praised.

Father Mathew, bora in TAW, was a hard 
working priest in Cork in CS5, when a tem- 
pcra’ico movement was begun there by tho 
noted Quaker, William Martin, and other 
Protestant gentlemen. Most o f tho popula­
tion being Catholics, they appealed to Father 
Theobald - lathi-v for help; ho acceded and 
at once entered upon his career.

William Smith O'Brien, himself no mean 
orator, said of him: “Whether ho he canon­
ized or not, I  regard him as an apostle 
specially deputed by the Almighty and gifted 
with powers almost miraculous. To no hu­
man agency can I  ascriho his success.” A f­
ter doing his work ki Ireland, Scotland and 
England, in June, ISiO, ho came to America 
and was everywhere received with high 
honors. Ho traveled through twenty-five 
states, spoko in S00 towns and cities and ad­
ministered the pledge to over 000,000 per­
sons. But it wore him out. Ho lingered a 
short time in weakness and died Dee. $, if.'ifi.

THE BARRON MYSTERY.

Bc-Scoro Anotlici* for tlio Reporter ss 
tective.

Most readers of newspapers have already 
read of tho arrest of David Stain, a shoe­
maker of Franklin, Mass., who is implicated 
by tho confession of his own son in tho mur­
der of J. W . Barron, treasurer of tho only 
banking institution at Baxter, Me., in ISTS. 
Stain’s son, who knew of tho guilt of his 
father at tho time, was jailed about a year 
ago for a petty offense, and was
sworn to secrecy five years since, hut
had a vision and confessed. His
story was doubted for a time by all but
Sheriff John Mitchell, to whom the young 
man confessed, and this officer was greatly 
embarrassed for want of means to prosecute 
liis work.

Tho story of this rejxnter’s  workis a thrill­
ing one, and its. culmination is another tri­
umph for the reporter as a detective.

Mr. Barron, it may bo stated for tho bene­
fit o f those not already familiar with tho case, 
was found dead in front Of tho vault of tho in- 
stitution on Fob. 22 ,1S7S. He had been bound 
hand and foot and gagged by his murderers. 
Only a small sum was taken from tho bank, 
however. A  reward of SI,000 was offered 
for tho arrest of the murderers by the trus­
tees of tho bank, but no traco of them could 
bo found.

Barron was about 45 years of ago and had 
held the office of treasurer of the town for a 
number of years. Me was a deacon in tho 
Congrqgatioiialisi church and a prominent 
member of tlm Masonic fraternity.' His 
lifo was insured in, tho Mutual Life Insurance 
company, of Hew York, tho Connecticut 
Mutual and other companies to the amount 
of $10,000. It was this fact and the 
fact that there was a slight and now ex­
plained irregularity in Ms accounts that 
started tho story of liis suicide, and a deter- 
tivo who bound and gagged himself in tho 
same position as Barron was found fostered 
this belief.

Oliver Cronwoll, alias Smith, as one of 
Etein’s confederates is variously known, has 
also been arrested. Stain’s, life has been o:io 
long succession of unspoakablo had deeds, if 
his son’s story can be believed, and life alleged 
accomplice) gives him a very hard name, 
though denying knowledge of tho murder. 
Stain himself declares an alibi, but it  is 
thought doubtful if ho can provo it.

Such was the recent affray at Mitch- 
c-lbiowi,, when the pw'ice scattered tho erowd, 
were attacked in turn and shot several of 
their av.iilantA The corencr’s inquest has 
revolted in a verdict of murder against tho 
police; but as tho authorities sustain thorn 
we may concede that tho matter has two 
sides.

moment, and Broekway seemed a 
copy of tho plato in soft . metal;

After 
Broekway was released ho met Stonely in 
New York, and- told such a pitiful talo that 
Stonely invited him to his liouso in Kcyport. 
While a guest! at Dr. Stonely’s Broekway 
and liis confederates counterfeited a 85 not© 
of a New Jersey bank, and the money which 
ho obtained enabled liim to carry out his pet 
scheme, which was eloping with Mrs. Stonely. 
When-the doctor foundit out be was of courso 
enraged, and followed Broekway, but was 
caught trying to pass the 85 notes that he 
had received from Broekway. HO was ar­
rested, tried and sentenced tp servefivoyears. 
This left' everything dear for Broekway. 
.When the war broke out and the government 
began to issue bonds, Broekway got posses­
sion of load impressions of all tho principal 
securities of the United States, and be and 
his confederates succeeded in passing 880,000 
worth of 7.30 bonds upon Jay Cooko & Go. and 
other bankers. Tho engraving: o f these 
bonds was so well done as to deceive tho 
United State treasury officials; who re­
deemed thorn as genuine, but on. investigation 
was calico, when a  duplication of numbers 
was discovered. Broekway was arrested, but 
got looso on a  technicality. He finally 
turned his attention to railroad bonds, and 
it was for forging bonds of tho Morris and 
Essex! railroad that ho hhs just served his 
term of fivo years, which was shortened by 
his good behavior.

“ I suppose we havo had tho greatest trip 

that ever a dramatic company had,”  re­
marked a manager tho other evening. “ Wo 
have been within 400 miles of Alaska.

They erected a 
pavilion out of rough pino boards and placed 
a canvas top over it. The place was packed.
