How Btoves are Put Up.
This being the season of the year 

when multitudes of people are adjust­
ing their heating apparatus, preparing 
for cold weather, some will recognize 
their own experience in the following 
amusing description from the Ameri­
can Artisan of the way it is sometimes 
done:

In the first place, the man puts on an 
old and very ragged coat. Then he 
puts his hands inside the place where 
the pipe ought to go, and blackens his 
fingers, and then studiously makes a 
black mark down the side of his nose. 
Having got his nose properly frescoed, 
the man grasps one side of the bottom 
of the Stove, and his wife and hired 
girl take hold of the other side, and in 
this way the stove is started from the 
woodshed to the parlor. In  passing 
through the door, the man carefully 
swings his side of the stove around 
and jams his thumb nail against the 
door post. A t last the stove is set 
down in the proper place, and the man 
and his wife ana the hired girl set out 
in a triangular search after the stove 
legs.

Then the man and Ms wife 
and the hired , girl essay to put the 
blocks* under tlie legs, and the pipe
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comes out o f the chimney. The pipe 
is replaced in the chimney hole, when 
the elbow’ commences to topple over. 
The man’s wife is visibly agitated, and 
the man gets the dining table out of 
the kitchen and balances an old chair 
on it, and makes his wife bold the 
chair while lie performs acrobatic feats 
on the grand combine, in an effort to

Manuring Cannot be Overdone.
The venerable Peter Henderson thinks 

manuring cannot be overdone, and 
says: It is a great blunder to attempt 
to grow vegetable crops without the 
use of manures of the various kinds. 
I  never yet saw soils of any kind that 
had borne a crop of vegetables that 
would produce as good a crop the next 
season without the use of manure, no 
matter how rich the soil may be 
thought to be. An illustration of this 
came under my observation last season. 
One of my neighbors, a market garden­
er of tw’enty years’ experience, and 
whose grounds have always been a 
perfect model of productiveness, had 
it in prospect to run a sixty foot street 
through his grounds. Thinking his 
land sufficiently rich to carry through 
a crop of cabbages ■without manure, 
he thought it useless to waste money 
by using guano on that portion on 
which the street was to be, but on each 
side he sowrnd guano at the rate of 
12,000 pounds to the acre, and planted 
tne whole with early cabbages. The 
effect was the most markedl ever saw. 
That portion on which the guano had 
been used sold off readily at §12 per 
hundred, or about §1,400 per acre, both 
price and crop being more than the 
average; but the portion from which 
the guano had been witheld hardly 
averaged §3 per hundred. The street 
occupied fully an acre of ground, so 
that my friend actually lost over §1,- 
050 in crop by withholding §60 for 
manure. Another'-neighbor, with a 
lease only one year to run, also unwise­
ly concluded it would be foolish to 
waste manure on his last crop, and so 
planted and Sowed all without. The 
result w’as, as his experience should 
have taught him, a crop of inferior 
quality in every article grown and loss 
on his eight acres of probably §2,000 
for that season.—National Stockman.
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An AnarcMstic Confession.

The moment a 
man becomes a wage-earner he per­
ceives that beer and bunkum are obsta­
cles to his success, and he is not so 
anxious for riot and pillage, for he sees 
that whatever destroys or hampers 
capital must necessarily injure the 
workman to whom it furnishes employ­
ment. This pernicious knowledge 
weans him from our ranks to those of 
workingmen who seek only their just 
rights, and seek them by honorable and 
legitimate means.—New York World.

The other day the German 
stepped into his lawyer’s office and 
said:’

atlas for the use of the various county 
officers.

John T. Beckwith was re-elected 
count3r Supt. o f  the Poor for the term 
of .three years.

The report of the Judge of Probate 
was read, showing eight insane per­
sons had been sent to the asylum at 
the cost of the county.

The County Superintendents report 
that SO persons were supported at the 
poor house during the year. Of these 
there were:

Males, 44; females, 42; under 10 
years o f age, 13; insane, 16; idiotic, 11; 
blind, 3; mute, 2; average number, 4S; 
present number, 46; deaths during the 
year, 7; sent to As3'luin, 5; sent to 
State School, o.

Average cost of maintenance $1.30 
per week. Temporary relief outside 
poor house $744.75. Total expense of 
poor system, $4,723.45. Township and 
city relief granted, $4,745.29.

Many improvements were reported 
made about the poor house during the 
year.

The Superintendent asked for a sep­
arate building for the insane.

They also estimate that the sum of 
$4,000 would he required for the sup­
port of the poor and making necessary 
repairs.

The Laws III AU  tlio States Better Tlimi 
Thclv Execution—Buildings That Ilavo 
Ballon in the Past—Bnddonsteli Now 
in Sing Sing—Bather Kirnor.

. .Tho sudden fall whilo in  coursQ o f con­
struction o f largo buildings in. tbo United 
States has "bocomo altogether too common to 
W cem fortablo o f late years, and tho recent 
collapse o f a school building in Novr York 
city  has started; a very general inquiry 

;=fnto'teeiaw s of different states on tho so- 
enrity o f buildings. One painful fact is ap­
parent on a very brief examination: tho laws 
in  every state arc much better than their ad­
ministration., Indeed tho inspection of build­
ings is almost invariably a  mere matter of 
form  in every state Until some great ealamity 
occurs; then there is a  savage inquiry and 
for a long time after tho law is well enforced. 
Tho moral would seem to be, i f  you want to 
bo safe go where tho last great calamity oc­
curred.
, Of great fires, too, accompanied with de- 

' / stacuction o f life, wo have had decidedly more 
i ’ than onr share. The laws commanding fire 
; '  escapes in hotels have grown, correspondingly 
V.rigidj and the most careless reader o f tho 

"daily papers, when he is conducted through 
the devious corridors of a  big hotel into a re­
mote room, looks around nervously for the 
fire escape.

. In eases of fire tho chief danger is usually 
from panic, ns there is  frequently time for 
tho inmates o f a burning building to emergo 
in an orderly manner ;but in the sudden fall of 

. v  a  building coolness is in, vain and fire is often. 
* added to tho horror. In  all tho first century 
' '-'of5 United States history there were fewer 

calamities from falling buildings—at any 
rate, fewer reported—than in  tire last ten 
years. W ere builders more honest? Perhaps 
so, but there were then fewer cities and very

f few  buildings over five stories in height.
; Building was not done in haste, and eon- 
i tractors were conservative. Soon after the 

centennial year, however, a number o f casu­
alties were reported, but os only three orfour 
persons were killed and few injured, no spe- 

"cial action was taken. Finally, on the Sth of 
February, 1SS1, the whole heavy iron roof o f 
the Union depot in Buffalo, N. Y ., 
fell' with a crash that was hoard all 
pyer the city, and immediately after largo 
sections o f the wall fell in on it, crushing all 
beneath.: In  a few  hours every city in  the 
country was in anxiety, fo r  it  was taken as a 
matter o f course that the depot was crowded, 
as the tim e tables indicated several trains: in 
at tbo time. But by  an extraordinary chanco 
(shall wo say providenc-'O all trains were late 
but one, and over that the fallen roof formed 
n sort o f arch. Only frar men were killed 
and few  seriously injured.

Qu tbo 9th of November, 1SS3, theirouroof,

•buried forty  workmen. A  cry o f horror 
went through the city  and state, and was

disabled for life. On the same day a building 
fell in Cincinnati, killing one man and injur­
ing four others. The next August cno wing 
o f the old United States hotel in  "Washington 
fell,'burying the employes and two or three 
others; but only three deaths resulted. On 
the 21st o f the following December a new 
iron hotel in  process o f erection at New Or­
leans fell at a time when nearly all the 
workmen were on the roof. Though they 
fell nearly sixty feet only two were killed. 
Bate in the :70s there was an epiclfanie, so to 
speak, o f falling buildings in  Rochester, N. 
Y ., and in ’81 or ’S3 another, the most notable 
being the collapse o f a four story business 
block near the center o f tho city,, by which 
four men lost their lives. A  singular incident 
o f this calamity was th afa ft that tho owner 
o f the building was upon the roof at the 
time, and went down to the ground with tho 
falling mass unhurt and even without suffer­
ing any appreciable shock. Another calant- 

O ity  of this sort was tho falling o f the Ne­
braska State capitol while building, and there 
were many others, records o f which are not 
accessible to the present writer.

Down to this time, however, the public 
mind had not been greatly stirred, though 
many minor accidents o f a  like nature had 
occurred; but on A pril 13,1SS5, an appalling 
calamity m  New Y ork  city  excited the whole 

. nation', led to a  general examination o f the 
causes o f such acci­
dents and an over­
looking of the law, 
and made t h e  
m ine of Charles 
B u d d o n s ick  in­
famous. A  con­
tinuous block o f 
eight five story 
buildings, on Six­
ty-second street 
between Tenth and 
Eleventh; avenues, Charles  bcddexsiek . 

yljfeif fell in an instant. The wreck 
was complete. Nothing remained of the 

.1 ionce imposing block but a pile of debris, 
" from  which rose a cloud o f dust and among 
w hich a few mangled, struggling forms were 

., seen, while groans and agonizing cries for 
’ help excited the pitying spectators almost to 

madness. The police: at once formed a guard 
around tho ruins and hundreds o f men toiled 
to uncover the dead and rescue tho wounded. 
The shocking details need not bo repeated. 
By rare good fortune only a few  workmen 
were on the buildings; o f all theso but one 
was-killqd, while sixty were hurt in  various

Charles Buddensiek, the builder, was ar­
rested, and then all tho horrible details o f 
his career came out. He was a  habitual vio­
lator o f the law—building unsafe tenements, 
using poor mortar and weak supports in  in­
sufficient walls. A s the inquiry extended 
houses built by  him woro hastily evacuated, 
and out o f twenty-three it  was shown that 
not one was really safe. This roused the 
people at last,, and in New Y ork at least the 
law for the inspection o f buildings was rig­
id ly  enforced. Since the notorious lim e. 
Resteli no person in  New Y ork  has been the 
object o f  such universal horror as Budden- 
seik, was at that time: It was a charity to

A  Brave Soldier at Best,
Tho long delayed casket containing tho re­

mains of Gen. Hugh Judsou Kilpatrick, which, 
recently arrived at New York from  Chili, was 
later, after imposing funeral ceremonies, 
laid to rest. As ho died in  1SS1, the long de­
lay has caused tho circumstances to drop out 
of tho public mind; but as long as the mem-' 
ory of heroic deeds survives among men. the 
brilliantly heroic career of this soldier w ill 
be remembered. There is not probably 
another instance in  the history o f the United 
States army, and certainly very few  in any 
army, o f such a rapid rise; for nearly all the 
other generals o f the great civil war had had 
experience in Mexico or elsewhere, while K il­
patrick stepped at oneo from  tho academy to 
the field, and rose so rapidly from lieutenant 
to major general that ho was scarcely known 
by any ono titlo till ho had already acquired 
tho next higher. Napoleon Bonaparte may 
have risen more rapidly, but it may bo 
doubted if  history shows another* example.

H. J. Kilpatrick was bom  near Becker- 
toivn, in tho mountains o f northern New 
Jersey, on. the H th o f January, 1S3G, gradu­
ated at "IVcst Point in. 1SG1, went at once to 
the front as lieutenant in the First artillery, 
U. S. A ,  though given command as captain 
of volunteers o f Company H, Fifth New 
York, and was wounded as such at Big 
Bethel, Y a., in  June. He recovered in time 
to serve In the battle of Manassas, having re­
cruited for the Fifth Now York, with Ma j. 
Davies, o f tho same regiment, sufficient men 
to form  a cavalry regiment, o f which 
Davies was made colonel and “ K ill" lieu­
tenant colonel. In 3803 lie was made 
colonel o f the Second New Yarkcavalry.aaJ 
was brovetted major in the regular army for 
gallantry at the 
battle o f Aldie. It 
was common in 
those days for gal­
lant officers to ad­
vance rapidly in  
the volunteer ser­
vice nn.l slowly in 
tho regular ser­
vice, the places in 
the latter service 
being much fewer 
and precedent of 
moro force. Gen.
Custer, after being 
a  major general o f 
v o lu n te e rs , was 
colonel o f the Sev­
enth regular cavalry after tho war. So, 
after another year o f active, service in the 
Army o f the Potomac, we find Kilpatrick a 
general o f volunteer cavalry and colonel by 
brevet o f regulars. In ISfil he did brilliant 
service in Sherman's advance on Atlanta and 
was wounded at Rc-saea. In  the “ march to 
tho sea’’ he was severely wounded, and 
for conspicuous gallantry was trevelted 
colonel of regulars. As soon as able to ride 
he was again at the head o f his dashing cav­
alry, doing the hal'd skirmish and advance 
duty for Gherman's army all the way from 
Savannah to FayelteviUe, N. C. This was 
tho ro:iv,i'.'.ie t cried of his military life. 
Every soldier o f his command has some spe­
cial story to tell o f Kilpatrick’s courage and 
dash, his unfailing good humor and readi­
ness o f resource: anil old citizens all alengthe 
line o f march have strange tales to tell o f the 
wild hoi.ssnan and handsome swordsman 
who sw. ;.-. by their homes with a whirlwind 
of cavalry. He w aj in  that army what 
Murat was in Napoleon’s—Le Beau Sahreur, 
“ the handsome swordsman,”  in whom was 
incarnated th - romance of the great march. 
Y is achievement.! ended in  the brilliant cap­
ture Of Fa.vctt.vvilie. N. C., for which he was 
presetted iaaj -r general; and finally his title 
in the lvyv.U’.ro caught up, so to speak, with 
that in the volunteers, and at the close of the 
war he t o  made a fu ll major general of the 
■Tnited Etaa s regular army.

He soon eater resigned to accept the post of 
minister to C’tlli. In 1S73 and 1S70 lie was 
again i.i the United States, lecturing and 
writing. In lsTG he took a very active part 
in the political campaign, chiefly in O lio and 
Indiana, and soon after returned to Chili, 
.where ho died it- IbM. He left a widow and 
two daughters, of whom the youngest, 14 
years old, had never been in the United States 
till she c.i ne with her father's remains.

Hl-i presidential party 
have returned to "Wash­
ington. T h o r r  t r i p  
through the south was 
anything but sonny for 

-them, os Chattanooga and Atlanta welcomed 
them last week in tho'ruidst o f the heaviest 
rains o f the season. They had had a 
deal o f fun elsewhere, not only in tho 
cities, but in  every town big enough 
to get up an. arch or flag; and in  
Minnesota one enthusiastic patriot galloped 
after the flying train some distance, while 
Mr. and Mrs. Cleveland stood on the rear 
platform to receive the bouquet he held out 
to them. A t Chattanooga the programme 
was followed to the letter, though flags, ban­
ners and military trappings were soaked with 
rain, ancl the president and w ife had to: ride 
under dripping umbrellas' around tho pre­
scribed course of the parade. A t Atlanta 
part o f the programme was necessarily omit­
ted, as the rain fell in a blinding sheet dur­
ing all the horn's set apart for the street dis­
play. President Cleveland did, however, re­
view the militia, as designed, though they 
marched through mire and rain, and his 
carriago stuck so firmly in  tho mud that 
it had to ho righted by hand. The next 
two days were comparatively clear, and as 
the proceedings connected with the exposi­
tion were mostly under cover, there was 
more enjoyment,

The Piedmont exposition has been regarded 
from tbo start as the climax of tho presi­
dent’s trip, and has proved a great success in 
every particular.

“ Piedmont”  may be freely translated “ foot 
o f mountain,”  and is a  name given all the 
eastward slope o f the Blue ridge andAUe- 
ghonies from  Virginia to Alabama. Cheered 
by the success o f the great cotton exposition 
at Atlanta five years ago tho citizens deter­
mined on an exposition more specifically de­
voted to minerals and home made machinery. 
W hile the highland region o f the central 
south abounds everywhere in  minerals, three 
sections o f it are peculiarly rich—the Cum­
berland plateau o f Tennessee, tho .ridged 
region o f north central Alabama aucl tho 
mountain region o f Georgia—still called 
“ Cherokee,” because it was long the abode 
of the- Cherokees. Most o f the local

names, musical and descriptive, bear witness 
o f them, as Chicamaugu, “ River o f Death;”  
Etonah, “ High Tower;”  Chattanooga,

northeast to southwest runs the Chatta- 
hoochie. parallel with it, at an average dis­
tance of thirty miles, runs the last lino o f 
mountains; from tho average summit level of 
the mountains to the river is a fall o f 2,200 
feet, and, asthe hundreds o f inflowing streams 
must make that descent in thirty miles, water 
power is in  lavish abundance.

er; on tho next, to the northwest, liarcl 
woods and tho grasses usually found further 
north abound, while still further up, all tho 
way to Tennessee, indeed, are coal, iron, 
marble, roofing slate,building stono and other 
mineral treasures, each iu itsplaco, often the 
oldest and newest rock lying side by sido ns 
the great mountain axes have been heaved, 
bent over to the eastward and then broken 
across, forming immense anticlinal valleys. 
Following tho lino o f these mountain ranges . 
southwestward Into Alabama, we find theso 
anticlinal rifts still more abrupt and, con­
sequently, more valuable, as a narrow valley 
often has on ono side* tho best of iron oro,*and 
on the other various strata of coal. Tho 
Cumberland or East Tennessee plateau is 
rather more regular in its formation; hut for 
230 miles from northeast to northwest it ip 
ono vast storehouse of coal and iron ore. And 
from all these regions, ns well ■ as from  V ir­
ginia and North Carolina, tho promoters of 
tho Piedmont exposition havo drawn im­
mense and varied stores of minerals to ex­
hibit.

Tho fair opened on tho 10th, continuing 
several weeks. Tho inclosuro Consists of sev­
enty-five acres of tho Piedmont park, which 
contains 200 acres. The main hall, though 
on immense structure, proved too small for 
the exhibit, and other buildings had to bo 
erected. Forty thousand peoplowero present 
the first day, and when all tho machinery 
was set, ready for tho electric touch, Gov­
ernor Cordon introduced Hon. Samuel J. 
Randall, who delivered a speech well worthy 
c£ the occasion. His comparison between the 
old and new south was bold and eloquent, 
a-iil was received with enthusiastic cheers. 
As he finished ho touched tho electric button, 
all the batteries fired, the great engine began 
to beat and all the machinery o f tho exposi­
tion started. Tho visitors aro numbered by 
hundreds o f thousands. Tho display o f fire­
works is said to havo equaled, if  it 
did not exceed, any ever shown in 
New York. For all this success much 
credit mu .t be given to  Hon. Charles A  Col­
lier, president, o ld  Maj. W illiam BE. Smyth, 
secretary of tho exposition company, whoso 
association in  such an enterprise is a  happy 
illustration of tbo complete reunion o f north 
and south. Mr. Collier is ono o f the best 
representatives of tho young south; a native 
of Atlanta and member o f the board of 
aldermen, ho is a very prominent citizen 
despite his youth. Maj. Smyth is a son of 
Professor W illiam Smyth, long eminent as 
head of the department o f mathematics at 
Bowdoin college. He first visited Atlanta as 
ono o f Sherman’s conquering host; after tho 
war he located and married there, was for a 
while United States marshal, but for many 
year.: lia.; devoted himself to agricultural and 
engineering machinery. Capt. Robert J. 
Lowry, the treasurer, is by birth a Ten­
nessean, now pre sident o f the Atlanta drun­
ker o f commerce.

STATUE TO PRESIDENT HARRISON.

ItX s to Bo Set Up in Cincinnati— Ohio’s 
Centennial.

Ohio is to havo tho next centennial celebra­
tion, and proposes, with many other good 
things, to havo a beautiful statue o f Presi­
dent William Henry Harrison. Tho statue 
is to stand in  Cincinnati; but as the grave o f 
the hero is just over tho lino in Indiana, at 
tho obscure village o f North Bend, it is pro­
posed to join with the latter state and all dis­
posed to help in putting up an appropriate 
shaft at the grave. To that end a large party 
of Ohio men, including Benjamin But- 
terworth anil John Stevenson, with prom­
inent citizens from  Indiana and Kentucky, 
recently made an excursion to North Bend. 
Last winter the legislature of Ohio appro­
priated *•23,(100 for a bronze equestrian statue 
of Harrison. Thestatucisnowbeinginadeby 
Louis F. Rebisso, o f Cincinnati, and -will pre­
sent a striking figure o f tho great warrior 
governor on horseback, as he appeared, or is 
supposed to have appeared, in bis last cam­
paign against tho Indians. Tho first perma­
nent settlement in  Ohio was that at Marietta 
in  17SS, and so 1SSS, the year of tho centen­
nial, will bo an appropriate timo to unveil 
the monument o f tbo first territorial gov­
ernor.

W IL L L U I HEN RY HARRISON’S STATUE.
A t rue close of tlio revolution a body of 

New Enaiandcrs. largely veterans o f tho war. 
and led by Gen. Putnam, traveled to tho A l­
legheny river in Pennsylvania, and there 
constructing keel boats floated down to the 
site of Marietta; there they made a town, 
and there many Putnams and other descend­
ants of tho pioneers remain to this day. 
Soon after the French made a settlement at 
Gallipolis, and thereafter Ohio was rapidly 
settled. W illiam Henry Harrison, first gov­
ernor, was descended in  the male lino from 
tho noted Harrison who commanded the par­
liamentary army in tho civil war in Eng­
land and was in power for a short time, after 
the death of Cromwell. He is recorded in 
British history as “Harrison the Regicide."’ 
A  grandson o f Governor Harrison is Gen. 
Benjamin Harrison, o f Indiana, late United 
States senator. It was during the older 
Harrison’s governorship of the territory that 
ho effected those immense purchases o f land 
which extinguished the Indian title in  Ohio 
and in nearly all o f Indiana southeast of the 
Wabash river; but after Ohio was admitted 
to the Union RS02) his jurisdiction was 
confined to Indiana. He extinguished the 
Indian title, except to a few  reservations, up 
to Tippecanoe; there the great confederacy 
o f all the tribes and parts o f tribes hostile 
to the cession, tho Shawnee Teeumtha in 
command, formed its camp, and there they 
were defeated by  Harrison in  the autumn of 
1SIL It is a curious fact that Indiana’s 
centennial came long before Ohio’s, though 
most o f the state is forty years younger; for 
no authority places tho founding of Vin­
cennes later than 1785, while some place it 
as far back as 1G90, and there was a French 
Miami town containing foriy  well built 
houses and many lmts on W ea plains before 
Putnam landed at Marietta. The interlock 
of the heads of the Wabash and Maumee is 
so complete that the French made their 
courses the route from  Canada to Louisiana 
at least as early as 1700, Ohio is malting 
great preparations fo r  her centennial, and 
81,000,000 has already been guaranteed hv 
private subscription to a great interstate ex­
position at Cincinnati; while the legislatures 
o f Indiana and Kentucky have appointed 
commissioners to act for them.

. A  Bine Challenge Cup.
The American Yachting club offers a eup, 

to be contended for by all the steam yachts 
of the world, which is a marvel of art and 
beauty. It is o f silver, 3 feet 0 inches high, 
and weighing 1,000 ounces; tho designs are 
partly classical and partly modem and origi­
nal, but all represent speed, steam and vic­
tory upon the sea. A t the base aro Pluto 
and Neptune as types of fire and water; with 
clasped hands they unite in  producing steam , 
Which is figured as rising is graceful coils up 
the side o f the eup.

Yacht club. This body was organized in May, 
lSSS, and is the first in  the world giving 
special attention to steam pleasure ves­
sels. Its growth has been rapid, and from the 
fifteen members and six yachts with which it 
began it now includes fifty yachts and over 
200 members, wllilo steam yachting, at first 
looked upon with disfavor, is now ranked 
among "the leading sports o f the world. Tho 
annual regattas of the club aro seasons of 
great interest, and have already shown many 
exciting and Instructive races under widely 
varying Conditions. The cup is to remain a 
perpetual challenge cup for all the steam 
yachts o f the world, under the existing rules 
for racing, modified only as new inventions 
i nay create new conditions.

OFFENSE AND DEFENSE

Torpedo Boats and. tUo Atlanta—Other 
Naval Maneuvers.

The north Atlantic squadron of the United 
States navy, under tlio direction of Admiral 
Luce, has been making some very interesting 
experiments in naval warfare at Newport, R. 
I. Briefly stated, tho problem to be solved 
was: A  vessel is lying in  a harbor unable 
to go farther towards tho land because o f' 
land batteries, and shut off from  the open sea 
by a blockade—can sho defend herself against 
torpedo boats or submarine mines! The ves­
sel selected for tho test was tho Atlanta, the 
now steel cruiser of-tho navy, commanded by 
Captain Bunco; the attacking force consisted 
o f several torpedo boats under tho direction 
o f Commander Chester, o f the United States 
cruiser Galena, and tbo conditions were ns 
follows:

R E A D Y  FO R ATTACK.
Any torpedo boat long enough underfire 

to receive three rounds (say ono minute whero 
a  machine- gunfire could strike it  or a min­
ute and a half under small arm fire) to be 
considered as disabled and to retire from tho 
contest. Any such boat within the beams of 
Tho electric light for  fifteen seconds to bo 
similarly retired. Guard boats which should 
fa il to discover the approach of a torpedo 
boat till the same was within twenty feet 
were to be considered as destroyed. When 
her guard boats were thus put out, or the at­
tacking force had successfully attacked a 
torpedo, the Atlanta was to be considered as 
vanquished. The judges were to  signal either 
o f these contingencies by  fights previously 
arranged. The Atlanta Was put in oilectivo 
fighting trim. Everything aloft was put 
down except the lower yards, and all tho 
rigging securely lashed. A  stout five inch 
steel hawser was passed around the ship just 
high enough above water to prevent 
a  hostile boat going over or under 
it ; on this, thirty feet apart, were twenty 
torpedoes, each controlled electrically and 
arranged to be fired b y  contact. Towing 
astern was a whaleboat rigged with a steam 
pump hose, to throw (imaginary) hot water 
on any attacking boat that camenearenough; 
and forward was a somewhat different ar­
rangement for the same purpose. Our cut 
presents a day view of the Atlanta prepared 
for the attack, and shows various other de­
fensive apparatus, such as beams, nets, etc.

Thus mutually armed, the conflict began 
atT p. m ,, and at 8:45 the Atlanta was com­
pletely victorious—that is, the judges had 
•declared all the attacking boats disabled, and 
that none of them could have got near enough 
to plant a torpedo. And now all we need to 
find out is, would it work that way in  actual 
combat?

Various other interesting tests have also 
been made, and the general result seems to 
have been satisfactory.

NEW STATUE OF LINCOLN.

A  ?<Iagnificcnt Monument la te ly  Unveiled 
in Chicago.

On tho 22d of October a colossal bronze 
statue o f Abraham Lincoln was unveiled in 
Lincoln park, Chicago, tho work of the 
plastic artist St. Gaudens, pursuant to a do­
nation by the late E li Bates o f $40,000 for  the 
purpose. The location of tho statue is peculiar 
and unusual. There is a vast oval of cut 
stono sixty by thirty feet, tho interior 
fashioned to form a classic bench, and the 
statue stands oil a stone pedestal, on a level 
with the top of the circle, in the middle of the 
side opposite tho portal—the whole on a 
gentle, broad swell of ground which rises 
from  the Dearborn street entrance to the 
park. One enters the circle by a broad flight 
of steps, bounded right and left with large 
balls of bronze; on the one is a spray of 
laurel, on the other an ax to typify Lincoln's 
early life. On the wall to the right as one 
enters the circle is Lincoln’s famous perora­
tion :

"With malice towards none, with charity for all, 
with firmness in the right as God gives us to know 
the right, let us strive on.

On the other side is this quotation from 
the Cooper Union speech of 1SG0:

Let us have faith that right makes might, and 
in that faith let us to the end dare to do our duty 
as we understand it.

Mr. St. Gaudens has been long occupied iu 
p r e p a r i n g  the 
model for this 
statue, and made 
many changes as 
suggestions were 
offered or long 
study gave him a 
better conception; 
for he has had two 
almost insuperable 
difficulties to over­
come—one the un­
gainly form of Lin­
coln, the other the 
ludicrously unelas- 
sical nature of the 
American gentle­
man’s dress. For 
eighty years o r  
more s c u lp t o r s  
tried all sorts of 
•devices to soften 

___  the hard, inartistic

and pantaloons; butthecanventionalmethod 
was to strike a sort of compromise and either 
represent our great men in half Roman 
drapery or with a cloak so conventionally 
folded os to hide half the form  and make a 
sort of back ground relief. But it  was not a 
success. The irreverent laughed it  out of 
.fashion, and soon after the war the "bold, bald 
modern type of dress was sculptured, each 
suecejsivo attempt oxciting more and more 
amusement, until satire reached a climax 
over VinnioJReam’s Lincoln.

The friends of Mi'. St. Gaudens claim that 
ho has overcome all difficulties. The reader 
has our permission to glance at the cut of the 
statuo and form his own opinion. He cer­
tainly has not attempted to disguise the 
native ruggedness of Lincoln’s features; on 
the contrary, he seems to have given it a sort 
of f  oscillation. He represents him as an ora­
tor, just risen from  his chair, which is shown 
behind him, and waiting for the audience to 
become quiet before beginning his speech. 
The attitude is that always assumed by Lin­
coln at the beginning— ono hand behind him, 
tho other grasping the lapel of his coat, the 
left foot advanced and the weight o f his body 
reeling chiefly on the right. A t the start 
his ugliness seemed a  serious hindrance; ‘a 
little later, when ho warmed with the subject, 
and his great soul began to glow in  his eyes, 
it was a decided advantage. Attitudes Were 
forgotten; grace seemed a matter o f no con­
sequence, for the great man then appeared as 
the very incarnation o f rugged grandeur. As 
for the rest, the statue tells it  all. It shows 
the force, tlio ragged greatness of the tody 
which held the master mind o f this age.

. E I O T S  I I  L O N D O N .
MATTERS OF HISTORY SUGGESTED 

BY RECENT EVENTS.

The Lord George Gordon Biots of a  Hun­
dred Years Ago— How They Originated. 
Their Bosults—Homeless Poor in tho 
London o f Today.

Londo& has had a small riot, and there are 
well grounded fears o f a  very big one. A ll 
great cities aro liable to riots, and London is 
no exception; but it is a notable fa ct that 
that cityhas in the last century had fewer 
popular disturbances than any other great 
city in- Christendom, "While Paris- has w it­
nessed three revolutions and many minor 
events- Berlin has had the students’ insur­
rection o f 1848, Vienna has been in  actual 
possession o f a mob, only beaten down by  
the bombardment o f Wundischgratz, and 
New Y ork her great .draft riots‘and many 
smaller but terrible affairs, London lias suf­
fered no serious riot since the “ Wellington 
troubles,”  and, has not really suffered

great loss or fife or property.- since 
the terrible Gordon riots of 17S0. The Eng­
lish character is conservative, the govern­
ment is strong, and thoso who havo much to 
loso outnumber those who have anything to 
hope for from a riot more than twenty to 
one.

Certain parias and vacant places m London 
have, partly by law and partly by  long 
usage, become tho property—as it were, the 
resorts—of the poor and unemployed. Most 
noted of thoso is Trafalgar square, and of 
late many thousands have passed tho night 
there, sleeping on benches, on the walks or 
wherever they could. Of course this led to 
an abandonment of the squai-o by tho bet­
ter classes and so to ill feeling and per­
sonal combats. Tho unemployed talked over 
their grievances and decided to iiresent ape-- 
titiou to the homo secretary, demanding 
work or public Charity in some form. Each 
successive gathering became more riotous, 
and when a monster mass meeting was called 
tor tho 18th, ill Trafalgar square, tho police 
received orders to prevent it. The latter 
took possession of all entrances to the square ; 
the people gathered in the adjacent streets; 
there was a push for tho gates, and a few  
men were clubbed. Mass meetings were held 
in  tho vicinity and very incendiary speeches 
made. The statement by one workingman 
that “ they treat bus just as hif wo was hig- 
norant Hirishmen”  is an amusing illustra­
tion of the London laborer’s view of govern­
ment in the two islands. Traffic was com­
pletely stopped by theso mass meetings; so 
more police were sent to disperse them, and 
tho crowd moved towards Hyde park with 
the usual demonstrations.

Not more than 3,000 or 4,000 had got into 
Hyde park when the police again appeared 
in  force, and being appealed toby  the adja­
cent shopkeepers, who feared pillage, they 
dosed and fastened the gates. Tlio crowd 
attempted to force their way through a small 
gate, when the mounted police charged upon

them—an act generally condemned. Two 
men were so badly hurt that their death is 
expected, and many slightly injured. So the 
matter rests, witli the laborers threatening, 
the politicians defending and denouncing, 
and the papers commenting with various de­
grees of severity. Mr. Gladstone has drawn, 
on himself a deal of Tory wrath by publicly 
denouncing the police, and Lord Randolph 
Churchill has denounced Gladstone.

The Lord George Gordon riots have been 
made noted among all English reading peo­
ple by the genius of Charles Dickens, who 
makes them tho sensational subject and turn­
ing point of Ms “ Bamaby Rudge.”  For five 
days—from the 4th to the Sth of June, 1780— 
London was at the mercy of a m ob; whole 
blocks of stores were sacked, numerous 
Catholic churches and chapels were demol­
ished, prisons were broken open, arsenals 
plundered and scores of persons killed by ac­
cident or design, while on the 7th thirty-six 
fires were raging at ono time. The police 
wero completely defeated, nor could even the 
military disperse the mobs till they had 
lolled and wounded 500 people. Tho total 
loss could not be estimated, as scores of 
wounded wretches crept into abandoned 
cellars or sewers to die, while many drunken 
ones perished in the fires. And all this grew 
out of an attempt to disperse an assembly of 
00,000 to 80,000 people, who marched with 
Gordon to present a petition against the act 
removing the Catholic disabilities. He was 
acquitted, but afterwards sentenced to a long 
imprisonment for libel and died in prison at 
tho early age of 43, after having become a 
convert to Judaism. He was undoubtedly 
insane—a sort of George Francis Train on 
the Rritisli model. The misery caused by the 
Napoleonic wars created fearful riots aRover 
England, hut not so bad in London; the 
“ Luddites”  once numbered.SO,000rioters, who 
went about breaking the machinery which, 
they said, threw poor men out of work. A t 
length a mob attacked the house o f tho 
Duke of "Wellington and broke his windows; 
this in  1S32, during the agitation of the re- 
foi'm b ill During those troubled years also 
occurred the “ Massacre of Peterloo,” when 
the police charged upon an immense and 
closely packed mass of people gathered in 
the fields to hear a radical speech. Few were 
hurt by  the police, but hundreds were in­
jured and many killed, being squeezed and 
trampled upon in  the panic. Then followed 
that beneficent series o f measures for the re­
lief o f labor, end with them such an improve­
ment in the general condition that London 
has only known riots by tradition since 
tho accession of Victoria, and the most 
conservative statisticians admit that “ Brit­
ish laborers are 30 per cent, better led, 
40 pel' cent, better housed, 50 per cent, 
better clothed and 100 per cent, better edu­
cated than in tho reign of George IV .”
