How to Destroy Axnts.

A correspondent sends to the Boston
Journal this recipe for the destruction
of ants, and guarantees its certainty:
Mix with fine granulated or powdered
sugar paris green 1 suflicient quantity
to color the sugar, say one salt-spoonful
to a teaspoonful of sugar. Add a few
drops of water to the sugar, and stir
so that all the sugar will be sufficiently
moist to cause the pigment to adhere
to it. This'mixture placed in the path
of the ants Will be eaten by them and
will kill the whole colony in a few
days, whether in a building or upon a
lawn. This I have fried and know ib
to be effectual—The quantity named
ahove is sufficient to exterminate them
from anv house. Careshould be taken
in mixing not ‘to breathe any dust
which may arise from the ccmpound.
Vienna green, another compound of
arsenie, or the white arsenic itself, will
answer the same purpose. For tae
destruction of carpet bugs, pieces of
bright red flannel, placed where there
are carpet bugs, will be edten by them
in preference to most other fabries.
The flunnel soaked in solution of white
arsenic will probably be eaten by them
just as readily, and the result will be
death to the pests.

Saninel Fielden was born in Todmorden, Lan-
qashire; England, in 1847. He grew up to Le a
laborer and a Methodist field preacher. T 1868
hin came to America, and soon located in Chicago,
where he joined the Liberal league in 1880; there:
ho met Spies and Parsons, and thereafter grew
rapidly into anarchial views. Save him and Par-
sous, all the condemned are Germans,

Albert R. Parsons is the only native American
amonf* the condemnped men. Born in Alabama
in 1518 and early left. an orphau, he was reared
by his brother, who was afterwards the noted
Confederate general, W, H. Parsons. He served
in the Confederate artillery when but 14 years
old; but after the war he becaine a Repub-
licon, and in 1872 married awoman “suspecied
of having negro blood in bher veins,” for which
hxsbrother dlsmvnud him. Before this lie had
been first a printer- on The Galveston (Tex.) News
and late editor of The Waco (Tex.) Spectator.
Because of this marriage he was obliged to leave
Texas, and locating in Chicago he worked in
various printing offices, but aftera time becamo
