Edison on the Labor Question.

Thomas Edison, the electrician, when
asked by a newspaper interviewer
what he thought of the Keely motor,
replied: *“I have never seen it, so 1
have no opinion about it. But all the
results he is sa1d 1o have obtained can
be got from compressed air. All the
air in this room can be condensed into
a liquid that could Dbe carriedin afil-
bert shell,and its explosive force would
be tremendous. Skilifully released and
reconstructed, it wounld move a great
machine.” In reply to the question,
“When motive power gets to be four
times as cheap as it is, Mr. Edison,
what will become of the laboring
man?”’ “He will be enriched by it.
Machinery will be his slave. See how
machinery has muliiplied in the last
fifty years. .As a direct result, work-
ingmen get double the wages they did
then, and the necessities of life cost
only half as much. In other words,a
hand worker can to-day buy four times
as much with ten hours of work as
his father could fifty years ago. For
the first time in ihe world’s history, a
skilled mechanic can buy a barrel of
flour with a single day’s woik. The
machinery in the United States repre-
sents the labor of a thousand million
men, or fifty times as much labor as

that of all the men in the¥country..
When motive power is still further -

cheapened—say in another generation
—I believe that the unskilled laborer,
if sober and industrious, can have a
house of his own and a horse and car-
riage and a library and a piano. It is
terrible stupidity that leads some
laboring men to suppose that machine-
ry is their foe. It is the thing that
gives them independence and even
freedom. Without machirery society
would drift into the condition of
master and slave. The multiplication
of machinery means for every worker
more food, better clothes, better house,
less work. In fact, I beliéve that the
indefinite increase of machinery is go-
ing to solve what folks ecall ‘the labor
question’—that is, the desire of hand
workers to get a bigger slice of the
margin of profit.”

The Tramp Question.

Strange as it may appear, vagrancy
has become a regular profession. 1t
has members of every conceivable
worth and worthlessness. Itmay real
ly be termed a learned profession. To
live by one’s wits dnd endeavor above
all things to avoid any laber, requires
more skill, tact and training than it
would to earn 2 good support in some
legitimate business.

The very uncertaintiies, the utter
carelessness and abandon of the profes-
sion, constitute such a charm that its
members prefer its chances to the
certain rewards of honest labor. All
vagrants are not poor. There are
times when some people possessed of
considerable wealth are no less va-
grants than the miserable tramp who
begs from door to door.

FProperly speaking, every person who
is not engaged in the production. or
manipulation of the mental or material
products of the world is a vagrant.
Whoever is not a purveyor or producer
of those things whbhich are needful to
man as a humane, moral and intellec-
tual being, is a drone.

The tramp, the pirate, the man who
talks to you while you are busy, the
burglar, the midnight assassin and the
little girl who insists on selling you
tickets toa charity concert, are univer-
sally acknowledged to be vagrants,
who should be cut down and cast into
the oven. :

There are. olhers who are also va-
grants in reality, but are not generally
so regarded. The genteel and well to-
do gambler atthe farobank or on Wall
street, are pirates of private purses.

Gamblers and their refainers, pugi-
lists and their backers, are really
nothing but vagrants, and yet such
classes are not only tolerated but even
courted and encouraged Dby sociely.
As long as a man has money society
does not ask how he got it. His life
and antecedents are matters of minor
importance. While society recognizes
the fact that there is no real difference
between the poor vagrant and the
wealthy vagabond, so long it will be
possible for the worst classes to mingle
with the best, and so long will the at-
tendant evils curse and blight, hence
we say that society needs turning
inside out and scraping—Zevas Sift-
ings.

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Ivy Poisoning.

A writer in the Popular Science
News gives the treatment which he
has often found serviceable in his own
case when poisoned with ivy:

I have always been extremely suos-
ceptible to ivy and oak, so as to give
me great apnoyance, unless it isim-
mediately checked on its first appear-
ance. This common washing soda ac-
complishes for me, if properly applied.
I make the application by saturating a
slice of loaf bread with water, then
cover one surface with soda and apply
to the eruption, the soda next the flesh.
When the bread is dried by the animal
heat, I drop water on the other side, so.
as to keep it thoroughly moistened,
and disolve the soda crystals in contact
with the skin. This, vou will perceive
is merely a bread poultice, the bread
being a vehicle through whose moist-
ure the soda reaches the humor. I
find that washing or bathing with soda
water, even -continuously, will not suf-
fice with me. My skin requires the
heat and moisture of the bread in order
for the soda to act on and neutralize
the poison. I rarely have need to re-
tain this soda poultice for more than
thirty minutes to any affected part.
No pain ensues. Formerly I suffered
often for weeks, as the poison would
spread all over my body.

WILL THE CHOLERA GREAK OUT
IN AMERICA?

As Xt Has Already Reached New York
Harbor There ave Serious Fears for Next
Y¥eiiv—History of thé Scourge—Dr. Koeh.
Movements of Cholera Epidemies.

Once more we are told that the cholera has
como. The last of the so-called: twelve year
epidemics, which has been crecping along the
Mediterranban, in its usual slow way, for
four years; has crossed the ocean and cholera

thanks.to-men of science, we know as much
about cholera as: about scarlet feveror any
other regular diséase, and we know thdt
courage, cleanliness aud temperance are as
efficient prophylacijes against this as against
mosti other epidemics. Themysterious Lorror

excited by Asiafic cholern in 1832, and st |

mmore in 1844 is no longer possible; gur phy-
sicians bave proved beyond controversy the
following points:

CHOLERA. IN THE OLD WORLD.,

1. That cholera is a truc zymotic disease,
propagated by germs from cholera patients,
amnd” following the ordinary lines of travel,
and that rather slowly.

2, That it is not *in theair,™ On the con-
trary, one may live in the very midst of the
worst cholera. epidemic with safety—if the
germ does not in some way get into his stom-
ach from the excreta of a patient.

5. That the germs are almost always in-
troduced by drinking water which has be-
come infected, but they may be carvied Ly
flies, or, as some suppose, dried and blown
into food orwater. For all practical pur-
poses, however, infection in Amcrica is by
the medinm of wafer, and when pure water is
assured the danger is reduced to o minimum.

4. That; the germs or bacteria will not de-
velop in a healthy subject, for theacid of
the'stomach will destroy them. If, however,
they are carried through the stomach and

fnto the intestines by excessive draught of -

water on an empty stomach, then they pass
from: an acid to an alkali environment and
develop rapidly; or, if thesystem is weak-
oned by poor food, great fatiguc or debauch~
ery,the acid of the stomach may fail to do
its"work and: the germs survive. In short,
wo know of this as of so many other diseases,
that cleanly and temperate people, nob
overworked or scared or starved, need have
no fears. Buf the true point of defense is at
the coast; for there is no native cholera of
the severe type—it is always imported and
could always be excluded by a suficiently
rigid quarantine.

The history of Asiatic cholersa s full of in-
struction. Itisalways present in parts of
Hindostan, and all the virulent epidemics
have had. their start in the delta. of the
Ganges. Peculiar conditions—crowded pop-
ulaition, moist, warm climate, great filth,
overflowed land and extreme poverty—make
it a constant disecase there; but as the de-
structive epidemics have only spread to other
lands in: the track of religious pilgrimages,
two sorts of epidemics are recognized—the
Juggernaut and the Hurdwar:, At the twelve
year anniversaries pilgrims assemble by
millions; they lie thick upon the ground and
bathé.in and drink from the sacred stream;
the dead are buried where they die, while
excretions are so cardlessly disposed of that

thewhole carth becomes tainted. Thestreams
are horribly polluted; then cholera brenks
out and follows down the river, while the re-
turning caravans carry it to all the ports
and cities of Arabia, Egypt and Persia.
Every twelfth year sées from 1,500,000 to
8,000,000 pilgrims at Hurdwar, and in more
than one epidemic one-fifth of the entire
number bave died there or on the road home.
The main. route westward in the last great
epidemic was lined for 200 miles with corpses.

In various degrees the Asiatic cholera has
existed from: the earliest recorded times. Hip-
pocrates described it 400 B, C., and Aretzus
of Cdppadocia 50 B. C.; but 1756 was the first
year in which the twelve year recurrence
was noted. But as the disease travels with
~varying degrees of slowness, no snch regular-
ity is noticeable inEurope and America. The
firskepidemic to prove very fatal to the Eng-
lish in India was in 1781, but it was forgotten.
in the horrible destruction caused by that of
1817. In two weeks 9,000 British soldiers
were prostrated, and the dead lay thick along
the line of march. The epidemic traveled
around the coast of India and across from the
Ganges to Bombay; thence if extended along
the Persian gulf, destroying one-fourth of
the people in several towns. Inlandit{ol-
lowed the lines of travel to the cities of Per-
8is and across the Caspian to southern Rus-
gia, where it stopped for thetime. The west-
ward line of its march reached Egypt and
Constantinople, but it hadlost its force, and
ceased in1821. In 1826 the great Hurdwar
epidemic started, following the samo lines
westward, but sending out additional
branches north and east; one traveled across
the.country and the other around the coast to
Chins, from which it went withslow and hor-
Fible regularity northward into Siberia and
westward into Russia. Meanwhile another
lire of infection had gone northiwest across
Persia, and in the summer of 1820 the two
lines, united.in Russia and moved on Moscow.
Allwinterit raged thers with uncontrolled
violénee ind in the spring went into Poland
with the’ Russian soldiers. It also moved
northwess to Riga, on the Baltic, whence it
was carried by ship to Newcastlo, Eng-
land. Anotherline proceeded down the Oder
to:Berlin, and thence to Hamburg, whence it
t00 feached England. Thence it crossed to
Fratice, and: produced. in Paristhe horrible
scenes of 1832—scenes made horribly fasci-
nating by thegenius of Eugene Sue in his:
SWandering Jew.” Almost ab the same
time several emigrantistips carried it from
England and Ircland to Quebec; and
ouxco planted “n fhe new world, it
spread  with frightful rapidity to ali
the lake ports. - The United States army,
on its way to the Black Hawk war,
was: rendered incapable of action. In onc
company at Chicago forty-seven rien were
prostrated in two +weeks, and the regimen-
lost: 200 men in. one week. It followed the
military routes: to every post in the north-
wést, and from Fort Aimstrong, at Rock
Ysland, went down the Mississippi, decimating
many places, but reserving its utmost for
New Orleans, which it reached in October,
1832. The entire population was prostrated
or frightened into helplessness—6,000 died
out of a population of-55,000. And with this

the epidemic seemed to exhaust itself and

thereafter it rapidly died away.

The next twelve year epidemic began in
lower Bengakin 1Si1, and following nearly
the same routes; except that it. first came in
through: southern Europe, reached western
France in 1843 and was taken by German #mi-
grants from Havre to New Orleans. Once in
tkenew-‘world, it seemed to take the Ameri-
can character of rapid movement and ex-
tended "to the. head of every affluent of
the. Mississippi. I& went with the ‘‘gold
-hunfers of 49" to the PYacific coast;

scores of Indians who.came about the camps.
to beg were destroyed by it. Bad as it was
in America, its ravages were slight compared

to those in eastern Europe, where fhe

Austrian, Russian and Hungarian armies
were contending, T 1853 India missed the
twelve year epidemic (counting from. 1841),
but in 1865 it came with redoubled vioclence,
and, traveling much more rapidly than usual
along the Mediterranean, reached: New York
early in 1866, and went thence to almost
every section of the country, even: to- the
newest railroad towns on the plains. But
though the regular Hurdwar or twelve year
epidemic had not raged, there had beena
milder visitation of cholera whicl seriously
affected some parts of the United States in
1854-5. Some writers spedk of this'as the
Juggernaut-epidemic; but the distinction.is
not. very -clear. In Prussia there were
68,500 cases in less than a .year (1852-3).
In 1854 there: were 125725 deaths from
it in _Fiance. "In 18718 a com-

that it goes only as men go or as they ship
clothing or other stuff which can carry the
germs.

The naturcof the cholera germ has been
investigated by many, and no physician now
questions that, like most other discases,
cholera has its P -
specific germ—a
living organism;
but Dr. Robert
Koch has spoken
most positively on
the subject, and is.
regarded asthedis-

Germany, in 1846;
took his medical
dezree at theageof
S3and has since de- «
voted himself
chiefly to the study of microscopic objects in
disease, especially the minute animalcules
called microbes, or ba teria, which propa-
gate disease. The chief value of his discov-
cries thus far consists in proving one fact—
that tho microbes of cholera, as of many
. other diseases, ave almost always harm-
less in a healthy subject. Indeed, it
is probable they are constantly pres-
ent in the sceretions; but when the
| cholera bacterium, or comma bacillus, gets
into o weak stomach, the acid isnot suflicient
to destroy it, and cholern is gencrated. The
moral of his rescarches is: use only sound
" and well ripened fruit, avoid exeess, cat your
usnal food, don’t get seared—and, above all,
treat the first symptoms promptly. Do not
be misled by the fact thatno pain is felt with
the first watery discharges, If they are like
rice water, and a sense of languer accom-
panies the attack, bave treatment aé once,
and the chances are 250 to one in your faver.
Dr. Koch has also developed and described
the bacillus of consumption and some dis-
eases of caftle. Aany honors hdve been be-
stowed upon him, and ke isto have a pro-
fessorshin at the Berlin university as soon as
thereis a vacaney.

When 15
years old she was better informed than are
most men at 80. At this epoch of ber life she
meté Ferdinand Lasalle, the great Socialist
leader, if not the father of modern Socialism,
She had read his works and had taken a deep
interest in the author long before she had
met him in person.

Lasalle was in every wise a remarkable
man. He was very handsome, companion-
able and fascinating. To a powerful intellect
and great scholarship he added wit, humor
and deseriptive power seldom found among
Germans. Inspired, or pretending to Le in-
spired, by an intense love for hwmanity, he
was absolutely devoid of those qualities which
are usually sammed up in the word purity.

Naturally he was. attracied by the young
girl, who admired him as a superior being.
Shewas extraordinarily handsome. A sym-
metric and well developed form; an ovalface,
almost Greek in its purity and regularity; a
head of marvelous blonde hair, which varied
from pale gold to hummered copper; a grace-
ful carriage and charming manners made up
a woman that was bound fo rivet the atten-
tion of such.aman of the world as Lasalle.
The result of the meeting was disastrous to
both. She fell deeply in love with the bril-
liant writer, and he on his side perceived and
resolved fotake advantage of his new con-
quest. Letters many passed between them—
hers warm with a gihl's first love; his
cautious, calculating and sometimes puerile.

At Iast he induced her to elope; but ere she
could reach him she was captured by her

" father and his servants and brought back to

her home. Lasalle, chagrined by the disap-
pointment, challenged her father, an 0ld and
infirm man, to fight a duel.

The gauntlet was tuken up by Prince
Janeo von Racowifz, a relative and the
promiséd fiance of the lady. The duel, con.
trary to expectation, resulted in Lasalle’s re-
ceiving a mortal wound, trom which he died
in August, 18G4

Thereafter Miss von Doenniges married
von Racowitz, with whom. she lived a very
happy life. During this period she was an
important figure in the social civeles of Ber-
lin, Dresden and the other capitals of Eu-
rope.

Prince Racowitz dying, she retired from
society and devoted herself to study and
charitable work., Aftersix yearsof widow-
hood she espoused. Sergius E. Shevitch, now
editor of The New York Leader, then a
promising journalist and scholar. ]

Owing to political catises they came to the

TUnited States, where her varied accomplish~
meénts soon made her widely lmown. Her par-
lors became the headquarters of the inore ad-
vaneed thinkers in social and politieal scisnce
rs well as of the ‘‘expatrintes” of the differ-
céht European countries.

Sir Tyon Ilayfair,

Sir Liyon Playfair, who mado the principal
address to President Cleveland on the ocea-
sion of the call of the English peace commis-
sion, is much more a scientist than n politi-
cian, though he has done some good work in
the latter capacity. Heis, in truth, a native
of India, but calls himself an Englishman,
just as Dean Swift did, though born in Ire-
land, and as many

He was
born in 1819, in
Murat, India; was
educated at St. An-
drew’s, Scotland,
and soon became a
noted chemist,
often employed by
the government.

Palace exhibition of 1851. For many years
he held positions under government as a
chemist, and in 1857 was clected president of
the London Chemital society, and in 1858 was
made professor of chemistry in the Univer-
sity of Glasgow. In 1865 he was clected to
parliament, and for several yearsrepresented

. the Universities of Edinburgh and St. An-

drew's, acting always with the Liberals. In
1573 he thok office as postmaster general un-
der Gladstone's administration, and went oub
with the Gladstonian defeat in 1874,

DR. PETERS.

The Amecrican Who Has Received the
Cross of the Leglon of Honor.

Dr. . H. Peters, of Hamilton college,
Ctica, N. Y., who has been the victim of
more practical jokes, probably, than any
other professor in the United States, is also
the recipient of many honors, the last of
which is the “Cross of the Legion of Honor,"
conferred by the president of the French re-
public. The letter accompanying the orna-
ments is signed by AL Flourens, minister of
foreign affairs, and bears date of Aug. 8, but
theinsignia did nof reach Utica till some time
in October, as they had to come through the
office of the French
legation at Paris.
This high honor,
conferred by a
forcign govern-
ment, is but one of
many recent proofs
‘of the high reputa-
tion American as-
tronomers have ob-
tained abroad.

C.. .? )
highest honors of R F Q H ET E
his time, especinlly in Egypt, but, to the in-
tense regret of Michigan, he accepted a place
in the University of Wisconsin, and died there
from cold contracted in his very first obser-
vations. Professor Watson was a native of
Michigan, but Dr. Peters, despite his name,
s by birth & German; they were great rivals
in the discovery of asteroids until it became
oaneof the standing jokes of the semi-scientific
press.  Dr. Peters, however, has taken first
place, baving locatéd forty-four asteroids.
He has also catalogued 75,000 zodiachal
stars and recorded 12,000 solar spots. The
articles he has written, the charts he has pre-
pared and the valuable notes he has contrib-
ated to scientific works are almost beyond
computation, as he is singularly careless of
his claim to any production. He loves his
science for itself alone. He is a good general
scholar, a graduate in Greek and Latin and
modern languages; but celestial mechanics
are his specialty, and he loves astronomy
with such devotion that he has never found
time to woo and win a woman. '

Christian Henry Frederick Poters (his full
name) was born in Germany, Sept. 19, 1813,
graduated at the University of Berlin, took
the higher degree of Ph. D., and was about
to locate in Germany when the increasing
probability that he ywould have toserveseven
years in the army induced him to come {o
the United States, Ho was first employed in
the coast survey, but soon demonstrated his
capacity so thoroughly thatin 1858 he was
chosen professor of astronomy in Hamilton
college. In 1867 Edwin C. Litchfleld, of
Brooklyn, endowed the chair and observa-
tory with $30,000, since ‘which time it has
been kmown as Litchficld observatory, and
has been identified with the famo of Dr.
Peters. Among the doctor’s many noted
achievements was the observation of one
celipse of the sun from the station at Des
Moines, In., from which important deduc-
tions were made; and maps of the transit of
Venus made in 187 in New Zealand. The
doctor’s party on that occasion tool 237 pho-
tographs of the different phases of the tran-
sit, all of which have pfoved of great value.

D, Peters only teaches one class, for a part
of the teim, and has become so identified
with his telescope that lhe is thesubject of
many practical jokes. He is familiarly
known to the students as “Twinkle,” and is
so near sighted that it is a common thing for
the boys to slip out of his recitation room
without his knowledge. There was a marked
contrast between him and his great contem-~
porary, and in some sense rival, of Michigan.
Professor James Watson was the perfection
of physical manhood, with perfect sight and
digestion that an athlete might envy. Yeb
the deep chested and brawny YWatson died of
disease resulting from the exposure of an an-
stromer’s work., Dr. Peters is a very enter-
taining talker—to those who can understand
‘himj; but he has never mastered the English
Ianguage, and in moments of excitement the
German of his childhood comes out in accent
and idiom. e is extremely modest, and
never alludes to his own name, saying only
of a certain fact that *‘it was discovered at
Litchfield observatory on™ a given date.

The Deacon Chapin Statue at Springfield,
Mass.

Springfield, Alass., rejoices in the posses-
sion of a new statue which unites many at-
tractions—if represents the Puritan of early
days, the fonnder of the widespread Chapin
family of New England and the carly days
of Springficld.

. Ergland. The’ artist, Augustus St. Gau-
dens, has done his work well. We
see in tho statue the firm step of
the Puritan “on his way to church,
his cloak flung back, in his-hand a stoub
staff and under his arm a great leather
bound clasp Bible. The figure is bronze, of
heroic size, -and the impression is one of
rower and carnestness,
broad granite pedestal, The face is a sort
of composite—made up by a study of the
family features of the Chapins, The statue
is to stand on the Worthington street side of
Stearns park, facing Bridge street, with a
setting of trees and shruks to give a fine
effcct. The position was chosen by the
artist, St. Gaudons. The Springfield-critics

. statue in advange of the unveiling are warm
in praise ¢¢ if and claim that their city will
soon possess the masterpicce. of the foremost
of American sculptors.

and spoiled kiosks. An incident in connection
with her school in a Turkish village of the Dos-
phorus illustrates the mode by which sometimes
the young women are selected as wives. YWhen
the girls are assewmbled in the school, & strange,
weird, old woman enters. She produces a flutter
in the dovecote. ' The teacher makes inquiry:

**Who is she?™

“Oh! she comes to look at the girls.”

“For what purpose? asks the artist teacher.

“You will see soon,” reply the giggling beau-
ties.

The old woman scttles down in o special stare
at two of the houris, and then leaves, Then the
explanation comes. Sbe is picking out a wife for
some one. The school then becomes a sort of
maerital market. After such a scene, those se-
lected for matrimony begin to dress with ex-
traordinary attire und fantastic splendor. The
girls wear all theirjewelry and their head dresses,
with a “twittering® sor$ of conscious look and a
general airiness of manaer,
