Any school board
neglecting or refusing to comply with
any of the provisions of this act, shall
be subject to fine or forfeiture, the
same as neglect of any other duty per-
taining to their office.

This act shall apply to all schools in
the State, including schools in cities or
villages, whether incorporated under
special charter or under the general
Taws,

Some
allowance should be made, no doubt,
for the natural desite -of the brother-
hood to prevent undue competition
and the consequent loswvering of their
wages. But even when that allowance
is made there is a2 good deal of force in
what they say. There is enough in it,
at least, to put the mechanics of the
East upon inquiry before they buy
their tickets for the Paecifie slope.—De-
troit Free Press. .

" flour—chiefly that known as middlings—
. oatmeal, dates, beet rcot, and prairie
meat. Dates were the first article of a
veketable or fruity nature introduced,
and have had the anti-scorbutic effect so
desirable in the feeding of dogs.

«For muany years dates were the only
addition to the food employed, and ab
that time it was advised that fresh vege-
tables shotild be given twice a week addi-

heat to which the cakes are subjected in
balking is beet root; and as it has all the
desirablo clements, for some years past
all the biscuits sent out have contained
beet root. '

“The last ingredient is prairie meat,
which is not, as many persons suppose,
tallow, grease, or butchers’ refuse. Itis
meat from the west and South America.
From it all fat has been removed, but the
most valuable gristle and bones remain to
be ground up and is not only of the best
quality, {from a feeding poins of view,
but perfectly sweet and good. Analysis
has shown that it is much more nutritious
than the beef usually sold in the butchers’
shops, for it contains only five per cent.
