The PeppermintCrop Abundant. 7

Wayne County, N.. Y. is noted jor
its great growth of peppermint, anid
this vear the crop is very large, it
being estimated by a ¢ rresp mdent of
the Graphic that it will yield over
200,000 pounds of vil. ‘The size of the
crop is a detriment ito the growers.
because the oil is lower than it bas
been for thirty years past. “The usual
price is $2 a pound, but the present
quotation is $180. Aside from the
product in this one county jn the State
of New York, three counties in Michi-
gan yield a small produet. The crops
in these two States comprise nearly all
of the peppermint that is grown in the
world. Germany produces some, but
more is sent from this country to
Germany than is brought this way.
Nearly all thatis furnisbed to England,
France, Russia, and Austriais furnish-
ed by the United States. ’

The harvest begins usually in the
last of August. The plant is cut, like
clover, with a cradle, raked into cocks,
when it is allowed to wilt alittle be-
fore it is taken to the distillery. The
process in distillation continnes until -
the last of October. The plant 1s
brought from the fields in large
wagons and tightly packed in steam-
tight vats. The steam is let into the
bottom of the vat, and the oil from the
plants thus volatilized. Theoily vapor
and steam pass through a condensing
worm into a receiver, where the oil.
being lighter than water, is dipped off,
and is then put up in tin cans holding
twenty pounds and taken to the re-
finery, where it is refined and put into
twenty-one ounce bottles, eighteen
bottles to a case, labeled, and shipped
to all parts of the civilized world.

Eugene Clemencean was born at Mouil-
leron en Pareds in Septémber; 1841, and was.
graduated as a physteian in Parisin 1869, He
was chosen to the national assembly two
years later, but resigned bscause of com-
plications. between tha government and the
commune. He was made president of the
Paris municipal council in 1875 and in 1877
was again sent to the national assembly,
where he was accorded the position of one
of the leadersof the Republicans. He has
been promirent in French politics ever since.
His career has been full exciting episode, not.
the least.of which was a duel in 1871 with:
M, lo Commandant de Poussargues, in which

the commandant was wounded in theleg. |

Itis claimed that he already bitterly regrets
his fecent action toward M. Grevy,asit is
said that he inadvertently acted as the tool
of the Royalists. What will happen next no
one can foretell. Tho congress which meets
to: elect & successor to Grevy may abolish
thooffice. Then either the Anarchists or the
Royalists will take the reins.

Don Carlos Maria de los Dolores Juan Isi-
doro Josef Francesco Quivino Antonio
Miguel, etc. (the rest of his name will be
found in: the encyclopedia), who is called
Duke of Madrid, and calls himself ¢‘Charles
XIT, legitimate king of Spain,” has now put
in a claim to be considercd de jure kingof
France, as successor of the Comte de Cham-
bord or “Henry X.¥ And what has Don
Carlos, etc., done to deserve these high
gonors? ‘Well, he consented to be born, to be
a Bourboj, the descendant through one line
of the great Heary of Navarre and through
the other numerous monarchs of Spain, in-
cluding the great Charles V and the latter’s
nioted grandparents, Ferdinand and Isabella.
The issue involves the old Salic lawin France
and its abrogation in Spain; the question
of an ancestor’s right to remounce theinher-
itance of his children, and the much more im-
portant question as to Whether a people has a
right to choose its rulers.

His father; Don Juan, a Bourbon, died in
exils at Brighton, Eng:, Nov. 18. Hehad, in
1888, ebdicated in favor of hisson—that is,
starrenderad his unexecuted claim to the Span~
ish throne to Don Carlos. At that time the
Comte de Chambord claimed to be ‘“‘Henry
V¥ of France” by legitimate descent, and
there was in France a large party in
favor of restoring the old and origi-
nal: line of Bourbon kings. In French
palitics those: are called Legitimists. They
were greatly weakened by the deathof the
Comte de Chambord, as thero are several
claimants of nearly equal kin; but now Don
Carlos puts in his claim, and if Spanish
rights.are ziot barreq, it appears that: he is
really and truly the head of all the Bourbons.

To begin at the beginning, when the Franks
came down upon the old Roman province of
Gaul and' laid the foundation of the present
France, they had serious trouble in regard
to “woman's rights.” So the Salic (“‘sea-
side™ Franks enacted alaw that no woman
should ever reign; their party prevailed,
and ' 50 1o woman has ever been
ruling queen of France. If amonarch left
daughters only, the crown went to his
brother or nephew or remote relations in
their order. Thus, in 1589; Henry of Na-
varTe, son. of the Count of Bourbon, became
king of France and founded the noted Bour-
bon dynasties. His grandson, Louis XIV,
outlived all his children, and one of his
grandchildren, Philip of Anjou, by descent
on the other side, acquired. asortof title to
the Spanish crown. Charles IT, lunatic king:
of Spain and the last of the Spanish Haps-
burgs, died in 1700, and all the other lunatics
fell to cutting each other’s throats about the
*‘halance. of power™—that is, to prevent the
union of France and Spain. They fought
thirteen years, but Philip of Anjou gained

. the throns of Spain. He gave up, howaever,
all claims to the. French throne for
himself and heirs—a cession now in bar
against Don Carlos. There i3 already a
party of Legitimists in France kmown as the
“Blancs d’Espagne,” who favor Don Carlos
as nearest after “‘Henry V” or the Comte de
Chambord. The other claimants belong to
the Alfonsist branch of the Spanish royal
family and the descendants of the princes of
Naples and Parma. Now France oxpelled
ker Bourbons in 1785-93 and again in 1830,
£0 it is not likely she will trouble herself
much about Don Carlos, The Italians strug-
gled desperately against their Bourbons in
1848 and finally got rid of them.

FPhilip of Anjou, the first French and Bour-
bon king of Spain, outlived the talents of his

' race, for Jicentionsness sconsapped the origi-

~ nal vigor and intel-
lect of the Bour-
bons. His son,
Ferdinand VI, was
too weak minded
to reign, and his
half’ brother,
Charles I, took
the kingdom. His

AFTER. THE FIRE OF 1868.

The first great fire he suffered camo Dee.
18, 1857, while ho wasstill a bankrupt, and
destroyed kis noted residonce called “‘Tran-
istan,” on tho sale of which he relied to clear
him of debt. Thoe loss was §200,000, of which
but §25,000 was covered by insurance. The
second was that of the Great American mu-
seum, on the sito of tho present Herald build-
ing, on Broadway, New Ycrk, July 13, 1565.
The loss was $100,000; but it scemed at tha
timo that the public’s loss could never bo e
paired, es M. Barnum had collected thero
tho rarest curiosities from cvery part of the
world. Thet fire was mnde one of tho great
sensations of the day by the vivid word
painting of the reporters of the New York
press. An imaginary description of the
scenes in the interior when the animals got
loose—professedly witnessed from tho win-
dow of an opposite building—published in
The Tribune, was copied in cvery Inglish
reading country, and millions of readers be-
lieved it a truthful account. Barnum'’s next
misfortunc was the burning of the Chinese
bunilding on Broadway, March 8, 18GS; the
loss £506,000. Tho wenther was extremely
cold, and when the fire bad destroyed all the
wooden interior, the front was almost cased
in ice, as the wrater from the engines froze as
it ran down. l1mmense crowds visited the
spot for many days after to sce the curious
sight. His fourth firc was the destruetion of
the Hippotheatron, on TFourteenth street,
New York, Dec. 24, 1871~loss $300,000, with
but £90,000 insurance. Thus the great show-
man has lost by firc, beyond his insuranco,
about £1,250,000, and over £500,000 by the
Jerome failure. Yet he is a wealthy man,
still in gocd health and with scarcely dimin.
ished cnergy.

The recent lossof the Duteh steamer W,
A. Scholten in the Straits of Dover, and but
afew miles from that city, adds ono more to
the long list of shipwrecks and disasters at
sea. The Scholten was the twenty-sixth
vessel sunk ia the English channel since the
beginning of 1870. Tho record is indeed
appailing. Al the scenes and incidents of
the Scholten’s loss wero remarkably 1%e
those in the noted Arctic wreck in 1853—the
wreck so celebrated by the pathefic and
eloquent funeral sermons delivered by Henry
Ward Beecher. Thero was in both cases the
same happy confidence of scores of passen-
gers rudely interrupted by the fatal crash
into another vessel (in this case the Rosa
Mary, of Dover; in that of the: Arctic, the
French vessel Vesta); there was the same
mad rush of frightened passengers demoral-
izing the crew, the same loss of life-
boats in launching,
and, humiliating to
relate, the same cow-
ardly desertion by the
crew, which seized on
the means of escaps
and beat oF the pas-
sengers. Bub it isa
melancholy pleasure
to record that Capt.
Taat, of the Scholten,
like Capt. Luce, of the

Arctic, stood at his post to the last minute,
showed a sublime heroism and went down
with his ship. Out of all those on the Schol-
ton but eighty were saved, while at least as
many more found watery graves. Yet help
wassoon at hand. The officers of the sinking
vessel sent up roclkets, signals for help, and
the British steamer Ebro was soon on the
scene of the wreck; all her boats and life
lines were out and many articles were seb
floating, so that all who were still above
water wero saved. Two causes contributed
to the great mortality: Most of the passen-
gers were t0o badly frightened to put on life
preservers, of which there was an abundancs,
and the water was so cold that none could
keep afloat many minutes without them. It
is important to note that almost every one
who put on alife preserver ivas saved; the
few exceptions were those chilled to death or
helplessness by the cold. One peculiarly
touching case is recorded: A mother had
secured the cork jacket about herself and
two children, but the three weroTound dead
in the water, clinging to each other.

The survivorsof the Scholten insist that
the Rosa Mary-was steaming ahead in the
dense fog without proper signals. Tho offi-
cers of the latter declare they were at an-
chor, with lights to indicate that fact: that
the Scholten tried to pass too near the Rosa
Mary’s bows, and that the disaster resulted
from the former's officers making no allow-
ance for the ebb tide and misjudging their
distance. Here is a serious conflict of testd-
mony which the inquest must settle. This
fact alone is certain: At 10 o'clock-on the
night of Now. 19, in a dense fog, the Scholten
was struck on the port bow and cut to. the
water line, sinking in twenty minutes, .

Therecord of tho English channel for such
disasters is a black one, especially since 1470.
In March of that year the Normandy was
struck ina foz and sunk, thirty lives being
lost. Tho mext year the Madagascar went
down, but all on board escaped. Tho same
year the Costa Rica went down with seven-
teen of her crew. In July, 1873, occurred the
awiul loss of tho emigrant ship Northflect,
with 827 drowned and but eighty-five saved.
A Spanish steamer cut her to the water lino
and steamed away without' offering assist-
ance, But the greatest calamity of all ‘was
on. May 81, 1878, when the German ironiclad
Konig Wilhelm ran into the Grosser Kur-
furst and sank her with 400 persons. Alto-
gether, in not quite: eighteon years, thera
have been twenty-six such disasters in that
channel, with a loss of 1,818 lives!

- The recent storm ‘on the Mersey estuary,
England, shows the added dangers from
crowded shipping. The causes of this calam-
ity were unusual. Tho wind had blown all
night from the east, causing a tremendous
outward swell; suddenly the wind turned.
nearly to the west justas the tide.-began to
setin. The two forces met in tho mouth of
the estuary; the result was o worse agitation
than had over been witnessed, and much de-
struction at Liverpool and Birkenhead. The
sea roso over the dock walls at: tholatter
place; and many vessels. broke their anchor
cables and drifted helplessly with the water.

. O’Dricn’s Arrest—J. J. Dreslin.

trated journal. The story of his arrest and
the circumstances - attendant upon the at-

tempi to forco kim to wear prison garb are
already known.

ARREST OF O'BRIEN.

Tho Irish caunse in America has sustained a
severc loss in the death of John J. Breslin,
which occurred recently in New York.

Mr. Breslin was connrected with two di%
ferent attempts during his life ot liberak
ing Fenians imprisoned by the Dritich gov-
ernment, either of which would serve for the
groundworl on which to found a thrilling
novel.

In 1865, thoe year of the attempted Fenian
uprising, Breslin was hospital superintendent
of the povernment prison in Dublin, in which
James Stevens, a prominent IPepian, was
confined, and Dan Byrne, now a New York
policeman, was night watchman. They de-
termined to liberate Stevens. In order to
facilitate matters Stevens pleaded weak eyes,
and was placed in o cell adjoining DBreslin’s
department. Breslin and Byrne then made
false keys from wax molds, and on the night
of Nov. 24, 1863, which, fortunately for the
plot, proved dark. Stevens was released
about 1 o'clock a. m. He was led to the
prison yard, helped over the fence to friends
in waiting and escaped. Breslin went back .
to his room and Byrno continued his patrol
as night watchman until morning, when ho
rushed excitedly into the office of the deputy
governor and announced that the Fenian
chief had escaped. Stevens, after being con-
cealed for o long whilé in the house of a poor
woman who resisted all temptation to befray
the prisoner for
the large reward
offered, escaped to
France. Byrno was
arrested on sus-
picion, but there
being no proof,
was discharged.
Breslin was mnever
suspected, and both
afterward cameo to
America.

Australin. On April 29, 1875, the bark
Catalpa, which had been fitted out as a
whaler by the Clan-na-Gael society, sailed
from New Bedford, Mass., under commam
of Capt, Anthony. Breslin proceeded over-
land to San Francisco. Twoassistants, King |

and Desmond, there joined him. Another, |

Duggan, was aboard the Catalpa, and an-
other, Brennan, followed later. The Catalpa
reached Freemantle, Australia, on Nov. 16.
There the rescue party passed themselves off
as miners and mechanics, Breslia playing tho
role of one in search of a business opening,
and made themselves kknown to the prisoners
through a ticket of leave man who had the
run of the prison. On April 17, 1876, the
prisoners being employed outside the walls
mado their way to a whale boat sent ashore
from the Catalpa, and were rowed out to the
ship. Before reaching her she was over-
hauled by a British cruiser. They saw tho
Catalpa boarded and the cruiser withdraw:
Theso, twenty-eight hours after their escape,
were taken on board. The Catalpa stood at
once to sea. She was overhauled by the eruiser,
but Capt. Anthony ran up the stars and
stripes, and the Britisher did rot think it
bost toint rfere. The prisoners arrived ab
New York, Aug. 19, 1876, and received an
ovation.

Mr. Breslin's wifo, his three brothers and
King, Breanan and Byrne, who participated
in his rescues, were with him when he died.

The Late Gen. Marcy.

Gen. Randolph B. Marcy, who dicd recently
at his home in Orange, N. J., was 76 years
old and had been considered ncar death’s
door even befors the decease of his son-in-
law, Gen. George B. McClellan, Gen. Marcy
was -a native of Massachussatts, entered the
West Point Alilitary academy in 1828, was
graduated in 1832 and brevetted second lieu-
tenant. He did frontier duty in the
Black Hawk war, 5
was located after
that at Fort ow-
ard, Wis.; Fort
Winnebago, Wis.,
and left tho latter
as first licutcnant
to go recruifing.
Ho continued as a
recruiting oficer
till 1845, and then
entered the Mexi-
can war as captain
of the Fifth infan-

Palma. Then he did {rontier ducy till 1837,
when he participated in the Seminole

war. In 1853 he made a long and
dangerous march from Florida to New
Mexico with a small -escort, then acted
as inspector general in Utah and, later,
was ordered to special duty in New York,
preparing “‘The Prairic Traveler,” a hond -
book for overland expeditions. IHo was pay-
master of the northwest from 1E€59 to 1861,
then he was made chief of staff for AfeClel-
lan. Ix 1803 he wenb on inspection duty and
in 1866 ho published *Thirty Years of Army
Life on the Border.” He was retired at his
own request in 1881, *

It required that they should
have a speed of at least sixicen kmots,
with engines haoving a2ll applisnces for
working under aforced draunght, and costing,
including engines and excluding armament,
not more than §2,500,000. Scerctary Whitney
invited naval coustructors throughout the
world to submit designs, and held himself
freo to have the work done wherever it
should seem to him best. AN tho plens and
proposals wero submitted to the raval ad-
visory board, with request that they sclect
tho best. After long and careful considera-
tion tho board decided that none was exactly
suitable for the proposed vessel, but recom-
mended the consiruetion of an armored bat-
tlo ship, quite aside from the two first in-
texded, after plans submitted by the Barrow
Shipbuilding company.
