beets, is calculated to eause a thrill of
satisfaetion in the breasts of Ameri-
eans who contend for the bhest welfare
of their country. The cost of this su-
gar was {wo cents per pound. These,
however, are actual facts, and could,
with very Iittie additional expense, be
repeated in the United States. Unlike
sorghum sugar, of nnknown future.
this beet sugar is plaved on the Euro-
pean market in quanties suflicient for
the entire American consnmption. We
only have to follow the example given
us, to become the maseers and not the
sugar trade. Why these great oppor-
tunities are negiected remains a mys-
tery to those who have the country’s
industries truly at heart.—The Sugar
Beet.

‘WasHINGTON O1TT; Dec. T.—President Cleve-
land sent his annual message to congress Tues-
day. Ittrents solely of the treasury surplus and
tariff question, and is as follows:

To TEHE CONGRESS OF THE UNITED STATES:
Youare confronted at the threshhold of your
legislative duties with & condition of thena-
tional finances which imperatively demands
immediate and careful consideration. The
amount of money annneally received throngh tha
operation of present laws, from the industries
and necessities of the people, largely exceeds
the sum necessary to meet the expenses of tho
government. When we consider that the theory:
of ourinstitutions guarantees to every citizen
the full endowment of the fruits of bhis industry
and enterprises with only such deduclion as
may be his share toward the earefal and eco-

- nomical maintenance. of the government which
protects him, it is plain thet the exaction of
more than this is indefensible and a culpable
befrayal of fairness and justice. This wrong in-
flicted upon. those who bear the burden of na-
tional taxation, like other wrongs, multiplies o
brood of evil consequences. The public treas-
ury, which shounld only existas £ conduitcon-
veylngthe'people’s tribute to its legitimate ob-
jects of expenditures, becomes a hoarding place
for money needlessly withdrawn from frads and
the people’s use, thus crippling our national en-
ergies, usurping onr country’'s development, pre-
venting invesiment in produetive: enterprises,
threatening financial disturbance, and inviting
schemes.of public plunder. :

This condition of our treasury is not altogether
new; and it has more than once of late been sub-
mitted to the people’s representatives inthe con-
gress who. alone ¢an apply a remedy. - And yet

the situation still continues, with aggravated in. |

cidents, more than ever presaging finaneial con-
vulsions dnd wide-spread disaster. It will nok
do to neglect this situation because its dangers
are not now palpably imminent and apparent.
They existnione the less certainly and the unfor-
seen and unexpected occasionmay come:when
suddenly they will be precipitated npon us.

On. the 80th day of June, 1835, the excess of
revenue over public expenditure after c¢mplying
with the gnhunl requirement of the sinking-fund
act, was $517,830,735.84; during the year ended
June 80, 1886, such excess amounted to §49,405,-
545,20 and_during the year ended June 80, 1887,
it reached the sum of $55,567,819.54. The annual
contributions' to the sinking-fund duaring the

. three years gbove specified, amounting in the
«aggregate to $188,058,320.94, and deducting from
the gurplus asstated,were made by calling in for
that purposé: outstanding 8 per cent. bonds
of the government. During the'six months.prigr
to June 30, 1887, the. surplus revenue had grown
so large by repested accumulations, and itwas
feared the withdrawal of this greatsum of money
needed by the people, would so affect the busi-
ness of the country thdt the sum of
$79.864,100 of such surplus was applied to the
payment of the principal and interest of the
3 per cent. bhonds still outstending, and which:

Tiel, TierotLuld tno Tedéliption of' tha 3 fife
cents only, which were puyable ubthe option of
the govermmuens, has affordéd a means for the
disbursement of the oxeess of ouv revenues; but
these bonds buve all been retired, and there aro
nobonds outstanding, the payinsnt of which we
bave the right toingist npon. The contribution
to thu sinking fund, which furnishes tlie ocoa-
sion: for expenditures in-the purcliase of bonds,
has been already made forthe current year, s0
there is no cutlet in that direction.

In thepresent stato of legislation tho only
pretanse of eny existing éxecutive power to re-
store; at this time, any part of our surplus reve-

" unes tothe people by its expenditure, consists

jn tho supposition that the sderetary of the
treasmry may cuter the market and purcbaso tho
Londs of the government not yet due, at a rute
of premium to be egreed upon. .

The only provision of law from which such o
power could be derived is found in an ap-
proprinticn bill passed & number of years ago,
and itis subjeci to: tho supposition thatit was
intended as temporary and linsiled i its ap-
plicution instead of con:erring & continuing dis-
crotion and zuthority. No condition ousht to
exist which would justify the grant ¢f power to
a single offivial upon hig judgment of itsneces-
sity, to withhold frem or relecse to Lusiness of
the peoplein an npusunrl manner money held in
the treasury. and thas affecs, nt his will, the
financial sisuation of thie country; aad ifisvis
deemed wise to lodge in the secretary of the
treasury the anthority in the present juncturoe to
purchase bonds, it stould be plainly vested, and
yrovided as far as possibie, with such checks
and Hmitations &5 wil) define his officiel right
and disecetion; and at the sama time relieve bim
from undus responsibility, .

In considering the question of puvchasing
‘bonds £s & meang of restoring to circulation the
surplus money«_cumulatingin tho treasury, it
should be borne in mind that preminms must
of course be paid upen such purchese; that theve
may be 2 Iarge part of thesa bonds held as in~
vestments. which can not be purchased at any
price and the t combinations among hofders who

- are willing w sen&s*m\y uarcasonally eshance

tha cost of such L3nGEs to the governurnt

It has been suggested that the pesent bonded
debt miglit be refunded at s Iess 1ate of intevest
and the difference bLetween the old and new se~
curities paid in eash, thus findicg usofor the
sarplus In the troasury. The sueccess of this
plan itis apparont, must be forwnded upon the
~olition of the hiolders of tie present bonds; and
it is not ouuirely certain that the inducement
which must be offered them would reduce the
prineipal of the debt by actual payment, instin 1
of extending it. Tho propesiticn to deyosit the
moncy held by tho government in benks
throughout the country, foruse by thepeople,
is, it seems to me, an exceedingly objectionable
principle as reaching too close & relationship be-
tween the operations of the government to the
busicess of the country, and the extcnsive com-
mingling of their money, thus festeringan vn-
natural relianee in private business upou public
funds. It this schome should be adepted it
shonld be done a8 o teraporary expedicntt tomeet
an urgent neeessity:,  Legislative and exccitive
effort should g-nerally be in the opposite divee-
tion and ghounld havos tendency to divorce, ag
much and as fast as can bo dong the treasury
department from private enterprises. OF courc
itis mot expected that unnace-sery and extrave-

pexd operations will be made for the purpose ol
amidingtheaccumulationof an excessof revenue,
SUGL eaye Hd tee, vesiues thedemoialization of
all just ¢ neeptivns of public duty which it en-
tails, emulates & rcekless improvidence nob in
theleast consistent with the mission of onr poo-
ple cr the high beneficent purpsses uf var gove
crnmaent.

I have deemed it my duty thus to Lring to tho
Imowledgo of my countrymen es well as to tha
attcotion of their reprosontatives to the respon-
sibility of legislutive relicf, the gravity of our
fineneial sitnation, The feilure of the eonyress
heretofore to provide against the denges which
it was quite ovident tho very nature of the dif-
fieulty must necessary produes, cgused a condi-
tizn of findneial distress aud apprehension since
their last adjournment whicli taxed to the ut-

_ most all the nuthority and expedients within ex-

ecutive control ; and these appaar now to be ex-
hausted. If disasterresults from the continued,
inaction of congress the responsibility must rest
where it belongs.

Tha situation thus faris fraught with danger
which should be folly realized, =nd though it
presents fentures of wrong to the people as well
as to the countr;;, itis bus o result growing out
of a perfectly palpeble and apparent canse con-
stanily reproducing the same atarming eircum-
stances—o congested national treasury and ade-
pleted monetary condition in the business of the
country. Itneed hardly be stated that while the
present situation demiands a remedy we canouly
be saved from: & predicament in tha future by
the removal of tho cause. .

Our sclieme of taxation by means of which this
needless surplus is taken from the people and
put into the public treasury, consists of o taviff
or duty levied upon importations from abroad
and internal revenue taxcs levied upon the con-
sumption of tobsceo snd spirituous and mailt
lixuors. It must be considered that nono of these
taxes releting to things subjected to internal rev-
enne taxation are, strictly speaking, mecessary,
and it appears tobe o just euuse of complaing
'of the consumaers of the articles, and there seems
to be nothing so well able to bear tho burden
without hardship to any portion of the people.

Butour Present, tariff laws. the various, in-
eguitable and ille gal scuree of unnecessary *ax-
silon, gught to be atonce revised and amended.
Theselaws,ns their primeary and plain effect,raisg
the price to consumers of all srticles imported
and subject to duty,by prociselyithe sum paid for
such duties. Thus the amount of the duty mens-
ures the tex paid by those who purchase for uss
these iniported articles. Alary of these things,
however, areraised or manuizctured in our own
country, and the duties now levied upon foreign
goods and products ave called protection to these
home manufactures, becanse they render it pos-
sible for tliose of our people who are manufact-
urers to make these taxed articles and sell them
for u.grice equnl to-that demanded for the im-

orted goods that hava paid customs duty. Soib

appens that ~while ccomparatively &
fow use the imported article,
miilions of our people, who never use and never
saw any of the foreign products, purchase and
use things of the same kind made in this coun-
try, ind pay therofore nearly or quits the same
enhanced price which the duty adds to theim-
ported articles. Those who buy imports pay
the duty charged therecn into the public treas-
ury, but the great majority of our citizens who
buy domestic articles of the same class pPay &
sum at least spproximately equal to its duty to
the home manufacturers. This referenco to the
operation uf our tarifflaws is notmade by way
of instruction, butin orderthat we may be con-
stantly reminded of the manner in which they
impose & burden upon those who consume do-
mestic products as well as those who consume
imported articles, and thus create o tax upon all
our people.

It is nob proposed to. enﬂrel{ reliove the coun-
try of this taxation. Itmust be extensively cons
tinued as the source of the government's income ;
and in & reacjustment of our tariff the interests
of American labor engaged in mapufscture
should be carefully considered, as well as the
preservation of our manufacturers. It may be
celled protection, or by any other name, butxre-
lief from the hardships and dangers of our pres-
ent tariff laxws, shouid be devised with especial
precaution against imperiling the existence of
our manufacturing interests. But this existence

' should not mean a condition which, without re-

gard to the public welfare or anational exigency,
must always insure the realization of immense
profits instead of moderately profitable returns.
As the volume and divereity of our_ national ac-
tivities incrense, new recruits are added to those
who desire a continuution of tha advantsges

 which they conceive the present syst~m of

tariff tasation divectly affords them. So stub-
bornly have all efforts to reform thie present con-
dition been resisted by those of our fellow-citi-
zens thus engoged, that they can hardly com-
plain of the suspicion, entertained toa certain
extent. that there exiats an organized combing-
tion a1l along the line to maintain their advan-
ge.

We are inthe midst of centennial celebrations,

- and with becoming ’ggﬁdo we rejoice in American:

skill and ingonuity, in Ameriean energy and en-
terprise, andin the wonderful natural advan-
tages and resources developed Ly a century’s
national growth., Yet when an attempt is made
to justifyu scheme which permits a tax tobo
1gid upon cvery censumer intheland for the ben-
entit of our manufacturers quite beyond area-
sonable demand for governmentalregard, it snits
the purposes of thie manunfacturers and infant
industries still needing the highest and greatest
degres of favor and care that can be wrung from
federal Jegistation. It is also said that thein-
crease in the prico of domsstic manufactures
resulting from the presenttariffis necessaryin oxr-
dertbat higher wages may bepaid than for what
is called pauper labor in Burope. Inall we ac-
knowledge the force of an argument which in-
volves the welfere and liberal compensation of
our laboring people. Our labor is honorable in
the eyes of every American cltizen, and lies at
the foundation of our development; it is entitled
without sffectation or hypocrisy to the utmost
regard., The standard of our laborer’s life should
not be marred by thnt of anolher country less
favored, and thay are entitled to their full sharo

. of ouradvantages.

By thelnst census it is made to appear that of
the 17,892,000 of our populution engaged in all
kinds of industries 7,670,493 are employed in agri-
culture, 4,074,238 in pyofessional and personal
services (2,499,878 of whom are domestic servants
and laborers), while 1,811,255 are imployed in
trade and transportation, and 8,837,112 are
classed as emp.oyed at munutacturing and min-
ing. For- present purposes however, the latter
number should;be considerably reduced. Without
attempting to enumernte all, 16 will be conceded
that there should be deducted from those which
it inclndes 375,143 carpenters and joiners, 285,170
milliners, dress makers and seamstresses, 172,126
blacksmiths, 183,756 tuilors and tailoresses, 107,-

To these the appeal is made to save theirem-
ploymert snd maintain their wages by resisting
a change

they are in a wminority among thosc who
1abor, and therefore should forego an advantage
in the interest of.Jow prices for the msjority.
Their comt?ensaﬁon.‘ g8 it may bs affectedby
the opevations of tariff Inws. should at2ll times
be scrupulonsly kupt in view; and yet with
slight reflcctions they will not overlook thefact
that they are cansumers with the rest; that
they tco have thigir own wants and those of their
families to gupply from their earnings, and that
the prices of the necessarics of life as well as the
amountof those wants will regulate the measure
of their welfure and comfort. Butthe reduction
of taxation demanded sbonld be so measured 88
not to-necessitate or justify either thie loss of
employmert Ly the workingman nor the lessen-
ing of his.wages; andtbe profits stll remaining
to themenufncburer after n necegsary readjust-
ment sbheuid furnish 1o excuse for the sacrifice
of theinterests ol his employers in cither their
apportunity to work orthe diminution of their
compenseiion. Nor ecan the worker in manu-
foetures understand thut while a high tariffis
claimed ta be ‘neccssary to allow payment of re-
munerative wages, it certainly resultsin o very
largoincrense in _tho price of nearly «all sorts of
manufdctures, which, in aimost countless forms,
heneceds{or thouse of himseli and his family.

The farmer and the agriculturist who mann-
{actures' nothing, but who pzy the incieased
price which the tariff impdses upon every acri-
cultural implement, upon all he wea¥s, and upon

all he uses aud owns, excopt tlie itncrense of hig

flocks and herdsand such things. ashis hus-
bandry produces from the soil, is invited to aid
inmaintaining the present situation;mind, he is
told that a high duty on imported wool is neces-
gary for the bonefit of those who have sheep to
shear, in. order thatthe price of theirwool may
bHa increased. They, of course are notreminded
that thefarmer who has no shdep is by this

In the meantimo the day arrives whon the
farmey finds it necessary to purchase woolen
goods and material to clotho himself aud fumily
for tho winter, When he faces the trado-man
for tha$ purpose, he discovers that he is obliged
not only to return in the way of increased prices,
his tarilf profit on the wool he sold, and which
then perbaps lies before him in menufactured
foxmy, buc that he must add n considerable sum
thereto 6 meet o further increase in cost caused
Ly o taxift duty on tho mznufucture. Thus in
{he end, heis arcused to the fact that e has
padd up on o modernts purchase, as rosult of
tha tariff scheme, which, when ke sold his wool
scemed so profitable, an ineronse in prico more
than sutficions to sweep away all the turiff profit
he} {cceived upon the wool he produced and
501

1When the numbor of farmers engaged in wool
raising is ecinpared with all tho farmers in the
country, and tho small proportion they bLearto
our pepulation is considered; when it is made
apparent that, in the casae of & largo part of those
wbo own sheep, thie bonefit of tho present tarifl
on wool is illusory ; end, above all, when it must
be conceded that tha increaso of the cost of liv~
ing cansed by such tariff, becomes & burden upon
those with moderate mecns, and the poor, the
employed and the unemployed, tho sick and
well, and the youung and old, and that it consti-
tutes a tax which, with relontless grasp, is fast-
ened upon tho clothing of every nan, women,
and cluld in the land, reasons are suggested why
the removalor reduction of this duty should be
iccluded ina revision of onr tariff layes.

In speaking of the increased cost to tho con-
sumer of our home manufactures, resulting from
a duty laid upon imported articlos of the same
Qeseripiion, the fact is not overlooked that com-
petition among onr domostic producers some-
tinies hasg the effect of keeping the price of their
sroduets below tho hizhestlimit allowed by such
quty. DBubit is notortous that this competition
is tuo often strangled by combinations quite pre-
valent at this timo, and irequently ealled trusts,
which have for their object the regulation of the
supply and price of comnodities made and sold
Ly mombers of the combination. The people
citn hnrdly hope for any consideration in the
operution ¢f these selfish schemers. .If, how-
ever, in the abzence of such combination, a
healthy and free competition reduces the price
of any particular dutinble article of home pro-
duction, below theliniit which it miz ht otherwise
reach under our tariff lnws, and if, with such re-
duced price, its manufuctureo ¢ontinues to thrive,
it is entirely evident that one thing has been
diseovercd which should be carefully scrutinized
in au ¢ffort to reduce taxution, The necessity of
combination to maintain the price of nny com-
modityl o the tariff point furpishes proof fhat
sozie onoe is wiliing to accept lower prices for
such commodity, and that such prices aro ro-
munerative: and later prices produced by com-
petition %-ovc the same tbing. Thus whero
coither of these conditions exist, a case wounld
secur 1o be presented for an easy reduction of
taxation.

‘The considerations wiich bave been presentod
tanching onr tariff Inws avoe intended only to en-
force an earnest recommendation that the sar-
rlus revenuesof the government be pravented by

' thereduction of onr customs duties, and, at the

sama time, to emphasize a suggestion that in ac-
complishing this purpose, wo may discharge o
deuble duty to our peoplo by granting to them &
measure of relief from wariff taxation in gquarters
where it is most needed and from sources whers
it car be most fairly and justly accorded. Nor
can the presentation made of such consideration
be, with anv degree of fairness, regarded as ovi-
dence of unfriendlyness toward our manufactur-
ing inrerests, orof any lack of appreciation of
their valie and importance. These interests
constitute a leading and most substantial ele-
ment of our natonnl greatness and furnish the
proud proof of our country’s progress. Butifin
thoe emergency thai presses upon us our manu-
faetursrs are asked to surrender something for
the public good and to aveit digaster, their patri-
otisnmi, s well a8 a grateful recognition of ad-
vaatages already afforded, should lead them to
willing cg-uperation. No demand i3 meade that
they shall forego all the benetits of governmental
regard; but they cannot fail to be sadmon-
isln d of thelrduty, as well ag thoir enlightened
gelf-intcrest and snfety, when they are reminded
of the fact that financial panic and collapse, to
which the present coudition tends, afiord no
sreater shelter or protection toour manufactures
than to our other imip.riant enterprises. Oppor-
tuni:y for safe, careful and deliberate reform is
now offered; and none of us shonld be unmind-
ful of o timo when an abused and irxinted people,
heedioss of thosé who bave resisted timely and
reasonable relief, may insist npon & radical and
sweoning rectidanticn of their wrongs.

The difficulty attuending a wise and fair revis-
vison of oar turiff laws is not under-estimated.
It wwill vequirve oo the pert of congress greatlabor
and care and especially & broad and natioual
contemplation of the subject, and a patriotic dis-
regard ¢f sueh Iocal and selfish elaimis s are un-
reagsonable.and reckless of the welfave of the en-
tire conntry. i

TUnder our present laws more than 4,000 articles
are subject to duty. Many of thesedonot in eny
way eoupete with our own manafactures, and
many ace havdly worth attention as subjects of
revenue. A courid:rable reduction can be made
in the ageregate Ly adding them to tho free list,
The taxation of luxuries present no features of
bardship; but the neesssarics of life used and
consamed by all the people, the dutyupon which
adds tothe cost of living in every home, shounld
be greatly cheapened. The rawical reduction of
tho duties imposed upon raw materinl used in
manufactures, or its free importution, is, of
conrse, au important factorin any effort to re-
«uee the price of these necessaries; it would not
only relieve thom from the increased cost caused
by the tariff on such material, but the manufact-
ured produet being thus cheapened that part of
tho tariff now iuid upon such product, as u com-
ponsation to our manurncturers for the present
yrice of raw material, could bs accordingly mod-
ified. Such reduction, or free importation, would

serve  besides to largely redueo  the
revenue. It is nobt apparent how
sach & change can have any ipjurious

eflect upon cur manufacturers. On the contrary,
it would appear to givethein a better chance
fereign markots with the manufacturers of other
countries who cheapen their wares by free ma-
texial. Thus. - our peopls might  have
the opportunity of extending their salos
beyond the limits of Thome _consump-
tion, saving them from the depression,
interiuption in business and loss ecaused by a
miutte d Jdomestic market, and affording thejr em-
1l es more certain and steady labor, with its re-
suiting guizt and contentment.

The question thus imperatively prascanted for
selntion should be approached in o spirit higher
than partisanship, and considered in the lght of
trLat regard for patriotic duty which should

| characierize the action of those intrusted with

the weal of a confiding people. Buttheobliga-
tion to declared party policy and principleis not
wanting to urge prompt and effective nction.
Both of the great political parties now repre-
sented in the government, have, by repeated
and authoritative declarations, condemned the
condition of our Irws which permit the collec-
tion from the jteople of unnecessary raveuue,
and have, in thie most solemn manner, promised
115 coxrection ; and neither as citizens or parti-
sans areoutr conntrymen in anood to condone
the delibernte violation of these pledges,

Ouyr progress toward o wise conclusion will not

' be improved by dwelling upon the theories of

protection and free trade, This eavors toomuch
of bandyiug opithets.

They resided in
that state, after their marriage, some
twentv vears, when they removed to
AMichigan, where they lived till 1846
and in that year located at Madison,
whieh has ever since been their place
of residence. In 1849 Mr. Brooks went
to California, and after two years 1e-
turned to his Wisconsin home. Now,
at the age of 86 years, heis in the en-
Jjoyment of good health, with mental
faculties unimpared. Mrs, Brooks,
though she has reached the age of S1
years, has the appearance of a woman
of 60; and the specimens of needle
work exhibited, which are the work of
her own hands sinece she was S0 years
old, proved that she can execel in this
line most of the young ladies of the
present day. The happy couple pre-
sent the appearance of health, happi-
ness and contentment and plenty of
this worlds goods; and being blessed
with six children—threesons and three
daughters—with several grandchildren,
and one great-grandehild, if not more;

Americang, in view of some cvents in their
civil war, are inclined o feal fricndly to
Russing and wo might wish Alexander ITX
oIl possiblepeace and happiness if we could
oniy forget Poland and Siberia. But when
- ~ro road tho moderate manifesto of the Rus-
wian reformers, and know that many of
' them, for no crime but esking for more free-
dom, have been doomed to Siberia; and
whea e refiect how many thousand Polish
patriots have dragged out lives of misery in
thad cold land, we must conclude that the
equities forbid peace and comfort to such
rulers. Many apologies sre mede for Siberia,
and undoubtedly rcal criminals are sent
there; buf, thanks to the daring representa-
tives of the press, the world now kmows as
much abount that dreary region aswe know
of British Amcrica.

Irkutsk, capital of eastern Siberia, is §,000
1iles from Xiioscow, and is nominally tho des-
tination of political exiles; yet, in fact, many
of them arc seat noarly or quito 8,000 miles
farther—to Vercholausk, tho coldest inhab-
ited spot in the world, almost within bailing
distance of &3¢ ArcHic ocean, where the
ground. naver thaws a yard deop in the hot-
test sammers; where only two or three short
lived vegetables can be grown; whero the
mercury offen goes to S35 degs. Dbelow
zero, and is never above zero from Ijo-
vember ta .\nril! There these unfortu-
nate men, most of whom are geatlemen
of some culture and refinement, linger tha
dreary months away in yakoute huts; and
such is the power of womar's love, many a
devoted wife who might live at ease in Rus-
sia travels oli thoze weary miles to live and
die with an cxiled husband. And it is proved
berond deubt that hundreds of these men are
innocent of any crime, even of thinking trea-
son, but are seat there by the connivance
of encmies and oficials; husbands exiled that
their wives may be a proy to local despots,
rivals in busizess or love, tonvicted by per-
jury, and not a. fow men of exceptional tal-
ents simyly on suspicion and lest they might
becomio dangerous. In the central and south-
ern seciions, where there are five months of
mild weatherin the year, escapo is possible,
and the records show thab one-third of the
colonist exiles escape from Torusk; bub from
the droary “tundras® of the north there isno
issno buf in death. We fieed not, therefore,
wonder that Nihilism is oa the increase, and
that, in hourly dread of death;the oppressor
is a5 miserable as his victims.

THE NEW CONGRESS.

IT HAS CONVENED AND WASHING-
TON IS BUSY AGAIN.

Timely Gossip About Such
Statesmen as Xave at Various Teriods

in the Nation's History Ciliciated in thc¢

American

Chair of the Speaker of the House,

ONGRESS has
convened in the
most forenl man-
ner, and, as usual,
old habitucs of the
capital coatrast it
with tho exciting
scenas of other
days. When a con-
g£ress convenes for
. its second or any
subsequent session
no one cxpects
much of interest;
for the speakerand
all officers are al-
ready chosen, the
committees ap-
pointed, and generally the work prel.y well
laid out inadvance. It is far otherwise on
ench December of the “odd years:” for it is
onc of the odd features of our mixed system
of government that & congressman bas a
vear and a moath between clection and the
chance to serve—time énough for his con-
stituents to measurably forget what he

promisl. To add to the anoinaly, the
senate Is o continning body, and the

same president calls it to order; bub
each successive house begins de novo, and
every oflcial must be re-elected or reap-
pointed, from sperker to doorkeepcrs and
pages. Then the clerk, who necessarily holds
over to malke up the roll of the new congress,
is the principal organizing officer; but as al-
most every congress containg a large major-
ity of old membDers, and neariy ati tho fiew
ones have had experience in their state legis-
latures, they very soon take the thing outof
the clerk’s hands. That official has no dis-
eretionary powers. If a man comes with the
certificate of his state that he received a

majority of the votes, the clerk must put

him on tho roll, though another man bring
coaclusive proof that the vote was fraudu-
Jent. The first man becomes the ‘‘sitfing
member,” aud draws his pay, though every

other momber may have decided to vote him

cut; the claimant is the “contesting mem-
ber,” and has all the disadvantagesof an out-
sider; but for many years past congress has
voied fuil pay to successful contestants,
though admitted on the last day of that con-
gress. By this béautiful arrangement it
often heppens that two men draw pay for the
same district; but Uncle Sam is rich and the
people do not complain.

Only onee has a clerk dared to exceed pure-
ly ministerial duties. That was in the mem-
orable December of 1839, when the clerk de-
cided that the certifieates of certain members

| of New Jersey were irrezular, and wouid rot

complete the calling of the roll till his claim
was admitted; nor would he put a motion of-
fered by any member. There was a national
legislative body at the merey of 2 mere min-
isterial officer, whea the vencrable John
Quincy Adamssolved -the problem by a mo-
tion to choose other officials and proceed, and
standing onhis chair, put the motion him-
self. It was carried unanimously, and a
good precedent established. Thoe office of
speaker is one of steadily increasing import-
ance, though it has always been one of high
bonor—one held by men the most eminent in
the nation’s history. The names of Jonathan
Trombull, Henry Clayand Schuyler Colfax
at once suggest themsclves as occupants of
tha speaker’s chair during three momentous
pericds in our history; and the respective
fricads of those two gentlemen claim thati
James (k. Blaine and John G. Carlisle take
rank as able presiding officers with either of
the previous threo. Clay was speaker through
two terms (1809-13), then Fielded for one term
to Langdon Cheves, of South Carolina, but
returned to-tho chair for the thres terms of
: 181521, less a few
months’ of the Jast.

Nor was it till April 6 that the
house was organized and ready for businecss.
It had many able and patriotic men, how-
ever, such as Fisher Ames, James Madison,
Elias Boudinot and Roger Sherimnan, and oue
of the most able, Fredcrick A. Muhlenberyg,
of Pennsylvania, was chosen spealker.

And this brings us to the most curious fact
about this office—its limited geographical
renge. Twenty-four of the present states
have never furnished a speaker, and more
than half of the other fourtcen havohad but
little of the office, so that the honor kas been
almost confined fo seven states. Fentucky
leads all others by a long distones, having
furnished tho speakers for twelve full
terms, with a -good prospect ahead;
while the great state of New York has
had but one full term and two small frac-
tions, Virginia is second, with seven full
terms, and Hlassachusetts next with five
Indiana barely feli short of five by the un-
timely death of the lamentpd Michael C.
Kerr in the recess of 1873, which gavoe Penn-
sylvania a fraction over four. Ohio, the
third state in the Union, and in popular esti-
mation the home of the ambitious, has had
but one term; Connecticut but one, and
Azine three, Georgia has also furnished bus
one, but ho wasa “*hustler,” the noted Howell
Cobb, and won high honors during the
memorable session of 1849-51, when tho
country +was again and again on the verge
of dissolution because of the exciting slavery
issue. Al theregion west of the Alississippi
has not furnished one; and only ono speaker,
James IX. Polk, has ever reached tho presi-
deney. Of course speakers protem. sre not
incloded in this summary.

ANOTHER BIG BRIDGE.

The Structure Lately Erected Across (e
NMississippi at Pudbugee, Ia.

Dubunque, Ia., now boasts of "the fimess
common read bridge over the Mississippi,
and the only onc passable for carriages he-
tween St. Paul and Davenpork It is also
tha only bridgo above St. Louis under which
the largest steamers can pass withont o drasw,
and the center of the main span is fifty-five
feet above tho ghest flood level of the
Mississippil. It unites Dubuque with the riek
regcions of northwestern DHnois and south-
western VWisconsin, and an equally ipteresti-
ing fact 15 the rapidity with which tha strae-
ture was provided for and completed. Iz
the spring of 1886 a canvassing committec
began its work in Dubuque, and soon seeured
subscriptions to the amount of §80,030 for a
pontoon bridge. TWhen the coatrhctor in-
spected the plans he argued the abandon-
ment of the pontoon plan 50 as to take ad-
vantageof the high binffs at that point by
constructing a high bridge without o drayw.
This idea was adopted, the money was raised,
the first pile driven Sept. 7, 1838, and the
bridgo was ready {or the public in November
of this year, at a cost of §128,000.

This siructure is worthy of study s a-
great successin eagincering.  The channel
span is a cantilever, 863 fect in lengih, with
the center but § feet above each end; there
are Tour spans of 205 feet each and ozio of 248
feet; tho length of the main bridge is 1,760
feet and of tho approaches 1,040, and the
structore of ircn rests o2 seven immensa
piers, Xt is bub 75 fect from the railroad
bridge, and so cruch higher that tho cad of
the draw on the latter swings under thagreat
cantilever span. Sean from below the bridge
appears an airy stroctere floating in space;
Lut on sloso examination it is found to bo ox-
tremely substantial, aud has been approved
by every ongincer who hiss inspected’it. All
