Asparagus.

VWhen asparagus was first discovered
in the salt marsh years ago, no possi-
ble conception of its value as & vegeta-
ble entered into the mind of the
discoverer; and indeed it has been
but recently commonly introduced to
our tables. Iis delicate. foliage and
bright Lerries, when grown to a shrub,
was prized by Lhe housewife in early
days when house decorating was not
common, as a nice cool trimming forthe
top of the looking glass, or a cunning
device for attracting the flies, but few
thought of raising it for the table. It
was then commonly known as *‘spar-
row grass.” To-day itis an acknowl-
edged delicacy, and in continuously
increased demand. It is the earliest
vegetable that we have, and should
find a place on every farm and home
garden.

If seeds are planted they should be
sown in rows about three feet apart,
in ground that has been made very
rich. As the plants grow they should
be thinned to the distance of ten
inches apart. If roots are set, the
crowns should be about four inches be-
low. the surface. ‘The ground must of
course be kept free from weeds and
the eultivator run frequently between
the rows. Salt may well be regarded
as a good fertilizer and it keeps down
the weeds also. The tops should be
cut for the table but sparingly during
the second summer, yet freely during
the third. Itis well to mow the spar-
agus just abiout the time that it gets
through growing, and then spread on
a top dressing of manure. Whether if
is thought best to raise it for market
or not, this delicious vegetable should
find a place on every farmer’s tuble—
Ploughman.

How toZAbolish Beggary.

A correspondent of one of our con-
temporaries recently asked United
States Senator Stanford, of California,
what could be done in this country to
abolish beggary. The answer of the
philanthropic milliopaire was -as fol-
lows;

There is only one way. Dry up the
source—abolish the conditions that
make beggars. To try to cure poverty
by street charity is like trying to stop
a hole in your roof by mopping up the
puddles that gather on our floor. No-
body is worse off because the Vander-
bilts are worth $200,000,000. 1f they
bhad not the wealth it would not exist
at all. It is only in those commu-
nities where millionaires are possible
that the average citizen has enough to
eal. Now, what causes poverty? 1.
Jgnorance of how to save money. I
found beggars in Califurnia in 1850,
when any man could go out with a tin
an and earn $5 before breakfast.
When by working three hours a day a
man could make his board and clothes,
there were always shiftless creatures
around whom the rest had to support.
It is the same way now. The soil is
wonderful fruitful there. Merely 20,000
men produceall the wheat of the state
and expect 1,000,000 of it every year,
and yet there are beggars. We can
cuf, thrash and sack wheat at an ex-
pense of a half cent per 100 pounds,
potatoes costonly a half a centa pound,
and flour is oply $4 a barrel, and yet
there is want. An important cause is
unthrift. People do not understand
economy or practice it as almost every
rich man has had to some time in bhis
life. I really do believe that there
would be beggars in the world before
pight if 820 gold pieces were to be
sown broadcast every morning, and so
distributed that every man, woman,
and child were certain to get some.

2. The sale and use of ligquor, As
long as there are ten times as many
saloons in the country as there are
both churches and schools, and they
are mainly supported by the very poor,
the sources of misery are pretty obvi-
ous.

3. A lack of manual training. This
last need is most serious. If so many
people could be taught trades that the
entire product of this couniry were
doubled next year, the wages would be
doubled, either in increase of money
received or in the smaller cost of the
necessaries of life to be bought. More
capable, skilled hands—that is one of
our needs. My great hope isin my
university, which I wish to build so
tall and deep and broad that the rudi-
ments of every trade and occupation
may be tanght. When everybody
knows how to do some difficulf and
useful thing, poverty will rapidly di-
minish.

What Lard is Made of.

A DIl bhas been introduced in the
Senafe at Washington providing for
the stamping of all packages contain-
ing any preparations of lard. The fes-
timony given before the Senate Com-
mittee on Agriculture by parties who
have examined various preparations

of lard now on the market has added

materially to the stcck of publicin-
formation on this point. A chemical
examination of several prominent
brands of “family lard” has shown
them to be variously constituted. One

sample examined seems to have been
totally innocent of any trace of hog
lard, and to have been made up chiefly
of beef fat and cottonseed -oil. Other
brands of lard have contained varying
percentages of the above articles, with
the addition of hog lard and stearine.
One brand in particular coniained 60
per cent pure lard, 20 per cent cotton-
seed oil, and 20 per cent stearine.

A prominent lard manufacturer tes-
tified at the ingniry that seven-eighths

of the lard of commerce was made up
of various portions of the bodies of
bogs added to cottonseed and stearine.
Testimony was adduced tending to
show that the lard constituted as
above was more popular than the pure
lard itself. An example of this was
shown in the caseoof a manufacturer
who was at one time unable to supply
the demand for the adulterated article,
and furnished his customers with pure
lard instead. The result of this effort
to supply the demands was the receipt
of large numbers of letters complain-
ing of the bad quality of pure product
thus furnished. Amnother feature of
the inquiry is the attitude taken by
several leading Southern mnewspapers,
commercial exchanges, and legisla-
tures, who declare that the bill is
really aimed at and designed to injure
one of the most important Southern
industries—the manufacture of cofton-
seed oil—Bradsireets.

Epiror REecorD:—Your Florida
correspondents do not wish to monopo-
lise the columns of the Reconrp, butl
do wanf to answer your question
about sand and sand burs. Thereisa
great deal of sand in Florida. Insome
places very little of anything except
sand and Salamanders, but TFlorida
Qoes nof claim a monopoly on sand,
and all the sand thereis here is in the
ground. Ihave read of places, notin
Africa either, where o Inrge part of the
sand, at times, is in the air, I bave
even read of “sand storms,” lasting
three or four days, and leaving the
sand in great driffs and piles like snow
after a northern blizzard. e greatly
preferoursand inthe ground. No dust,
no mud in Florida, and the sand stays
where it does the most good.

Now about the sandburs or “sand-
spurs” as they are called here. Ve do
have more sandburs here than we know
how to utilize. Even Florida cattle
won’t eat them, but they are simply
the penalty for poor farming. Sand-
bur grass is an annualand easily erad:-
cated by cultivation, but most farmers
here cultivate just about enough to
wmake grass and weeds grow well, All
cultivated crops here are planted in
rows only one -way, and the result is
there are just as many rows of weeds
or sand burs as there are of the crop.
The weeds grow from five to fifteen
feet high and the sandburs from one
to three feet. Ifis not pleasant work
gathering corn or picking cotton among
the weeds and sand burs, but *“they
prefer it that way’

To show you that the land about
this place is not simply a bed of sand
it is only necessary to say that the
roads around here for several miles in
all directions are better without any
work than the roads around Buchanan
with all the work that has ever been

done on them.

A DIPLOMAT’S DINNER.

A Plain and Cheap Banquet YWWhere Every-
Dody Was Extremely Well Pleased.
Some years ago ad accomplished diplo-
mate at Washington, the representative
of apower not of the first importance,
expressed his regret to a friend that he

. could not give dinners, ‘because,” he

said, *“‘my government is poor, and I
cannot afford it.>? The conversation oc-
‘curred at the profuse and splendid table
of a rich and courteous host, whose feasts.
were of great fame, and whose invita-
tions were credentials of admission tothe
best society. A young diplomatic com-
rade who sat by heard the remark, and
smiled as hesaid: “My government is
poorer than yows, and I am bub lately
arrived. But whatis diplomacy without
dinners? and I am going to give one. It
will not Be like this, but the splendor is
not an essential part of thefeast. I shall
give a plain and cheap dinner, to which
1invite you both.*

His manner was gay, and his inviw
tion was gayly and gladly accepted be-
“cause he was one of the delightful men
in Washington. Hiscolleague, however,
who had spoken fivst, shrugged his
shoulders, and said that, for his part, Le
couldn’t do.it; he couldn’t ask people to
come to his house and ecat a poor dinner.
“Not so fast,” replied his friend; ‘T
didn’t say a poor dinner, bub & plain and
cheap dinner. I hope it will be good,
nevertheless, although there may be no
baked carp or stewed mnightingales’
tongues. But come and see.”

The young minister of the small and
poor kingdom was oncof the wost ac-
complished men in Washington. He was
Ymnown to have corrected a justice of the

Every guest,
from the secretary of state and the Eng-
lish envoy to all their neighbors at table,
gave cvery week, indeced, repasts much
more magnificent. But the simple din-
ner, admirably cooked and served, with-
out display of table service, without the
carp and nightingales’ tongues, bub with
the enlivening and inspiring charm of
the host and the welcome variety of
plainness, after the luxurious extrava-
gance and ostentation of the usual din-
ner, was so Tresh and delightfud that the
satisfaction and pleasure were universal,
and the skeptical colleague who had
thought great cost essential to o success-
ful dinner owned himself converted, and
the next month ventured upon & similay
feast, and with the same success.—

Measles
from the second day of the disease, for
three weeks; smallpox fromn the first day,
for four weeks; scarlet fever from the
fourth day, for seven weeks; mumps
from the second day, for thrce weeks;
diphtheria from the first day, for three
weeks, The incubation periods, or in-
tervals occurring between exposure to
infection and the first symptoms, are as
follows: "Whooping cough, fourieen
days; mumps, ecighteen days; measles,
ten days; smallpox, twelve days; scarleb
fever, three days; diphtheria, fourteen
days.—Herald of Health.

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DOULS AND HIS JOURNEY.

A Voracious Frenchman Yhe Says e
Has Explored the Western Sahara.

AL Camille Douls, an enthusiastic French-
man, hastecently got home from an extraor-
dinary career in the western part of the
Sahara, and published a book as full of
astonishing statements as “Captain Riley’s
Narrative™ gur grandfathers cried over. All
that part of the great desert near Morocco
terminates in high, rocky cliffs on the sea,
and is the least known of any scetion of it,
which fact led the adventurous Douls to
attempt an exploration. He had traveled
extensively in the Indies, and at the age of
23, then in firm health, set outon hismission.

He first: lived in Moroceo till ho had mas-
tered the langudge and all the details of Mo~
hammedan wor-
ship, and was ablo:
to pass among
strangers as an or-
thodox Moslem.
He then went to
the Canary Isles,
and thencein a fish~
erman’s bark to
Cape Garnet, on
the west coast of
the Sabara. The
sailors hoisted him
to the top of the
rocky clif and
sailed away, leav-
ing him to hisfate.
It came in fthe
shape of the Oulad-
Delini, a tribe of
nomadic Moors,
who promptly
stripped him, di-
vided his property
among them and
buried him to his
neck in the sand, to die. In this exiremity
he began to recite aloud the -prayers pro-
vided in the Koran forr Mohammedans in
dire straits, The.astonished Moors exclaimed:
*IVithout doubt heis a true beliover!® He
was dug out.restored to his properiy and
made a member of the tribe; the sheik,
Melaynin, who had been on a piigrimage to
Mecca, put him through the catechism, and
assured the Moors that he was a learned
Turk. This is only a specimen of the mar-
vels.in M. Douls! book., However,if ikisa
lig, it is a very entertaining one.

For six months he roamed the desert with
this tribe, assisting at the massacre of threa
caravans; for there is now
a considerable commerco by
caravan between Morocco
and the Arab-negro states
south of the great desert.
Many a day, he relates, he|
jolted along on o camel

when the mercury was 120 degs. above
zero, and many & week he lived on a
pint of camel’'s milk per day; then the
tribe would strike a fresh casis and live in
clover for awhile. At length the sheik
offered him his daughter in marriage, which
offer he accepted with the proviso that he
should first go to Turkey after some rich
wedding presents. ‘With this understanding
he got into Morocco and into the protection
of the British consul; thence he went to Lon-
don and home. Hisbookabounds in splendid
description and interesting facts about the
‘Western Sahara, but the personal adventures
may be taken with the pbilosophical spirit,

CAREFULLY PROVIDED FOR.

Remarkable Changes—Germany Trans-
formed—The Xioyal “Taint"—Empress
Augasta’s  Ancestors-—““Crazy Paul.”

Ifis this great fack
that makes William such a monumental
figurein history, and not any greab taleat of
hiscwn; though it must be conceded that
through his life- he has. been, constant to-the
one: idea of German unity and bas shown
the one important talent in a ruler—iho
capacity to choose the best instiuments for
his. purpose.

When be was a child. Germany was pros-
trate at the feet of Bonaparte, and after the
disastrous battle of Jena the Prussian royal
family were. fugitives; his mother, Queen
Lonise, died a political martyr, her Iast in-
Junction to her sons being that they should
devote their lives‘to the restoration of Prus-
sian independence, ard through Prussia to the
good of Germany, In his edrliest manhood
he assisted as a soldier at the overthrow of
Bonaparte, and was with the allies in their
first triumphant enfry into Paris; at the
battle of Waterloo he was 18 years old, and

afier it he again enfered Parie Tu trivinph.
¢ Fifty-fiva yoars later he received tho surren-
“der of the last Napoleon, Early in 1871 he
was ¢rowned and proclaimed emperor of
united Germany in the ancient palace of the
Freuch kings at Versailles, and on theith of
March that year he started on his return
journey to Berlin, which he had leftas king,
and to which he rcturned as kaiser. Seven-
teen years and two days affer that he died,
and as his son, the present emperor, cannot
live many weeks, we may regard his grand-
son, Prince William, as emperor.

It will assist the memory of the student of
history to note that March is the eventful
month in the family history. Empevor Will-
liam’s mother,the “sainted Louise,” was born
Mareh 10, 1776, and he March £2,1707. In
March, 1840, Lis father,Frederick Willinm T1I,
called to his bedside his two sons, and mado
them join hands with thefr cousin Nicholas,
czar of Russin, and swear to a, permanent
friendship between the two dynasties, and
soon after this memorable scens tho father
died. The new king, his brother dnd the
czar were then aged 45, 43 and 4& years re-
spectively, and tho compact of peaco has
lasted till now, though two of the parties
bave long since gone to their graves. In

Wesay “probably cmperor,” becausa the
thency that the headship of the German em-
pive is elective is now little more thana mere
Tezut fizmaent, There was a time when every
petiy prince of Germany was proud of his
prerogative as an “elector of the empire,”
end there was somo liberty of cheice even
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POINTING OUT BISMARCE, THE NEW PROIE
when Austria was at the head of the confed-
eration and all powerful in central Europe;
but Bonaparte’s wars and the following dis-
integration and aftemipls at revolution
changed all that, and, as Prussia literally
ereated the new empire, it will be practically
impessible for any oae but the king of Prus-
sia to De emperor. It is universally conceded
that Emperor Frederick has beea an oppo-
nent of Bismarck's military policy, and that
Prince William is tha ardent supporter of
- the chancellor; and it is also stated that the
young prince is both cruel and profligate—a
Hohenzollern of the old type. DBub wemay
reasonably hope that the utterances of & hot
blooded youth are no indication of the policy
tue man will pursee when he becomes the re-
sponsible head of a great empire. It is also

certain that the immense army of
Germany must be reduced and the

empire made much more industrial and
much less military, The most obsiinate
emperor, the most iron hearted chancellor,
cannot preventthisreform in the near future;
but they may make it violent and irregular,
when it should and otherwise would bs
gradual and healthful.  As the king of Prus-
sia is to Do the emperor of Germany for many
a year at least, there is much interest in the
clause of the Prussian constitution providing
for contingencies like the present, which
reuds as follows: -

The crown is, according to the laws of the royal
house, hereditary on the male side of the royal
house, according to the rights of the first born.
The king attains his majority at his 1Sth year.
* ¥ * When the king is ineapacitated from
goveraing Ly not having attained Lis majority, or
Ifrom other causey, then the regency is talien by
the next heir presumptive who stands next to the
crowh, and it beecomes his duty a% once to sum-
mon the chambers, which ina joint session re-
solve asregards the necessify of appointing a
regent. If thera is no heir at hand who is of age,
and no previousarrangement made to govern the
case, then it bscomes the rightof the cabinet to
summon both houses, who, thereupon, in joint
session, elect a regent, and until he ascends to
the regency the eabinet conductsthe government.

The regent exercises the power of the king in
his name, and takes the oath of ofiice as such.
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TOE EMPEROR BOAR HUNTING.

There are painful facts connected with the
family history, and republicans on this side
of the water find inthe gossip current in
Europe, fresh cause to agree with Thomas
Jefferson, that voyal stock has a strong ten-
dency to “run out.”

Prince
‘William, who will soon be emperor, is in-
clined to deafness, and was born with an al-
mostshapless right hand; but there is abund-
ant evidence that he did not inherit i from
the Guelphs, and that Emperor Frederick,
despite his Hohenzollern strength, took an
even worse taint from the maternal side.

“Crazy Paul,” the Russian czar who was
reurdered by a band of his own nobles, The
Romanoff line has had an indescribable blood
taint for several generations, which has
sometimes broken out in horribie cruelties
and sometimes in nauseating debaucheries—
both the result of disensed brain and
nerves—and these culminated in Cath-
erine and Paul.

Tho natural cash
of his mind was serious, and ho did not have
the art of softening opponents by geutlo cour-
tesy. Even his jokes in court circles had a
sort of grim humor; and whenfBismarck firsh
hecame his prime minister bhe took pleasure
v pointing him out to tho ladies of tho court
#nd portraying him as the man of “blocd
and iron” who should regencrato Germany.
is affection for his family, though deep and
sincere, partook of the samo serious carnest-
ness.

would cousider such. Nor had it an organ-
izer—it simply “got together of itself”
Radical thinkers gathered to exchango views,
inquirers came to listen and learn, the fame
of it grew, and many came then from mere
curiosity. Concord has had many vesident
authors; many othors have sojourned there
for o time; 'tis a place of literary pilgrimage.
The nature of the Concord school may be
deduced from a list of the subjects for the
session of July-August, 18S5. Tectures wera
delivered on *CGoethe and Modern Science,”
“Goethe’s Relation to Kant and Spinoza on
Philosophy,” ‘‘Goethe and Modern Educa-
tion,” “Immortality and Lvolution,” and
kindrad subjects.  After each lecturs there
was a full and free discussion. Of course in
such a miscellanecus assemblago tho ‘‘great
army of the queer anfl crazy® was repre-
sented; many odd things wers said, and food
for much good laughter was furnished the
newspaper wits, but in general tho themes
were discussed with serious earnestness.

Last year's “'season,” as the Concordians
call it, cousistedd of sixteen lectures, with
very broad discussion after each, and there
wwere present scholars from every part of the
_United States, with eminent visitors from
Europe. The session was also more social
and rural than wusual, as there were boat
rides, picnics, visits to tho bhistoric places
about Concord and musical entertainments.
Ar. Alcott was too feeble to attend, and his
gifted daughter had never taken an active
part in the school. The leading subject was
“Aristotle and His Teachings.” This year the
main topic will be “English Philosophy {rom
Locke Onward, and English Poets of Nature
from Thompson Onward.?

AN ABLE RAILROAD MAN,

Chief Engincer Fisher, Whese Death

Was Recentiy Announced.

Charles H. Fisher was born at Lausing-
burg, N. Y., June 3, 1835.

In 1853 hie went to TWisconsin and was en-
gaged in the work of laying out the Racine
and Janesville railroad. Aboub a year after-

pointment on the stafy of the state engineer.
In 1859 hie entered the service of the New
York Central rail- P
road, in tho engi- 25
neer’s deparbment,
in whichk he 1re-
mained until the
spring of 1868. In
1863, while resident
engineer at Buffa-
1o, be designed and
laid oub the large
stock yards there.
In 188 ho was
elected chief engi- /
neer of the newly ™
projected Lake On-
tario Shore rail- .
road. He laid out CITARLES H. FISEER,
the lines upon which the road was subse-
quently built, The Central, however, soon
recalled him to its servico, and in 1860 ho as-
sumed tho Cutics of chief engineer of tho
road, which position he held until the failure
of his health compelled his retirement in 1883.
His first great work was the laying of the
two aodditionnl tracks from Albany to
Bnifalo, which was accomplished in the years
1873 and 1874, During bis administration,
.2ls0, nearly all the old wooden bridges on tho
lino were replaced by substantial iron struct-
ures, and the fine stations of Albany, Syra-
cuse and Buffalo were built. The last great
work with which he was identified was the
glevation of the road through the city of
Rochester. During his administratien tho
road expenced for coustruction more than
$40,009,000.

“PETE” MCARTNEY,
A Neted Counterfeiter, TWho Was Re-
cently Arrested in New Orleans.
Here is a portrait of “Pete” MeCartucy,
the skilled counter{eiter, who was sent tc
prison at Michigan City in 1870, recently re-
leased, got at his 0ld tricks again assoon as
he came ouf, and was arrested at New Or-
leans only tho other day. It was supposed
that after his long sojourn behind the bars
he would bo too old to begin life anew in his
former profession, but the supposition proved

to be incorrect.

MeCartney deserves his title—“King of
Counterfeiters.” Ee wasan esxperh engraver
and a practical
printer. This en-
abled him to do
both his own en-
graving and print-
ing. At putting his
goods on the mar-
et he had no su-
perior. Before go-
ing to Michigan
City he had been
jailed & number of
times, It was his
custom to buy his
way out. Ho was
always plentifully
supplied with money, and is said to have
corrupted an innumerable lot of officials.
When ho couldn’t buy his way he contrived
methods of escape, and in this ho was as sue-
cessful as in bribing,

Whien McCartney was finally established
at Michigan City ho accidentally dropped a
hint to the secrot service officers, who pro-
cceded to his home, tore up the dirt floor of
his chicken bouse and found between $400,000
and 8500,000 in bonds and notes. Thegovern-
ment had permitted the publishers of Heath’s
Detector to print plates therein, from the
genuino plates, bearing mutilation marks
consisting of heavy dark lines across the face,

McCartney bough$ up thess detectors, cub

out the plates, split them and pasted themon
bank note paper, and then subjected them to
pressure. Then he appended the signatures.
These were dangerous counterfeits, and
doubtless woukl bave been floated successfully
tad it not been for McCartney’s conviction
fifteen years ago.

In addition to being an expers counter-
feiter, MceCartney was a prime cracksman,
and it is quito probable that he has been en-
gaged in many a robbery that has never
been traced fo him. Ho had a partner once
—Miles Ogle. At one time they had a lot of
plates, and had printed some fine specimens
of the “queer.” Ono night AeCartney ran
away with plates and all.  Ogle-hunted him
high and low, but never found him,

McCartaey is old and infirm, but sosly and
so expert that had he not been rearrested
early he would doubtless soon have flooded
the market with some fine specimens of his
handiwork.

Tho “Third Section™ in Russin.

Then comes the hated and hateful “third
section,” the spies, who exist in every braach
of the social, politieal and commercial world;
are unknown to the public and to each other.
They zre everywhere, and number thou-
sands. Women in the highest society,
nohles, prinees, lawyers, clerks in mercantile
houses, workmen in the factories, waiters at
the botels and cafes, barmaids, drosky
drivers, paddlers, courtesans, house servants;
noone knows who. A man’s wife, or son,
or wvalet, may be in the pay of the police;
perhops it is his brother ov sister. Every-
body in Russia is saspected of belonging to
the much feared “third scction,” bui no one
would dare confess that he is a spy. These
people ave not paid salaries, but are given
such sums of money as the police authorities
think they have earned.

The Russian government bas the most ex-
tensive and skillful spy system in {he world.
Al the capitals of Europe aro fuli of its se-
creb agents.  The system is so completo Lthet
there is searcely a person in St. Putersburg
or bioscow, or any of the larger eities, who
does not feel that be is constantly under the
espionage of some branch of the police, and
the people are naturally wvery cautious. A
single word from a spy may sond them fo
prison, a seeret denunciation may transport
them to Siberin. The investigations areal-
ways secret, the accused cannot confront his
aceuser, he cannot have the benefit of legal
counsel, nor communicate with his {riends
urrless the police have some motive for per-
mitting him to do so. — Willinm Eleroy
