Dodger, Poye, and Hoe Cake.

One of the most healthfal kinds of
corn vread was that used in Kentucky,
half a century ago, when people ere
compelled to live on the simplest and
most natural fare.  Salt was worth a
dollar a pound, and a “skillet” was an
article of luxury. There were three
vreparations of corn meal in Xen-
tucky, all mixed alike, but baked dif-
ferently: the “corn dodger,” the
“pone”, and the “hoe cake” ™Take as
much Indian meal as is wanted, wjth
salt and sufficient water to knead the
mass. This is allowed to stand about
twenty minutes, so that all the meal
is thoroughly moisiened. Part of this
is made into balls, and thrown into as
pot where bacon and cabbage (or
greens) are boiling. . By the force of
Loiling water, these little balls are
seen to pop up and down, and dodge
about; hence the name “dodgers.” If,
now, some of the same dough be form-
ed into a flat cake, say an inch thiek,
placed on the hoe, this, held over hot
coals until baked brown,gives the true
“hoe cake.” The remaining portion of
dough is put in some iron uténsil
(skillet or pot) and the cover adjasted.
The skillet is placed on live couls,
which are also bheaped upon itsiron
cover, and left to stand until the mass
is properly baked. The cake is taken.
out by turning the skillet upside down,
and constitutes the original type of
“pone.” i
The times for these are gone, but
just as desirable preparations are
known to many of honsekeepers.
There are now many forms of wheat,
corn oatmeal, which can be readily
prepared for fond, and deserve a more
general use. IHappily, they are com-
ing more and more into general notice.

A Question of Health.

There can be
no longer a question that all the cheap-
er, lower grades of baking powders
contain either alum, lime or phosphatic¢
acid. Asloath as we may be to admit
s0 much against what may Lave been
some of onr househoid gods, their can
be no gainsaying the unanimous testi-
mony of the oflicial ehemists.

The farmer is especially interested
in the maintenance of a policy tbat
encourages the growth of manufac-
tures in this country. Iis benefits
from a protective tariff are two-fold.
The number of those who consume
farm produets is increased without a
corresponding increase in the number
of farmers. Villages and cities make
a profitable market for many products
of the farm which could be exported.
ITence the greater the percentage of
consumers engaged in some nog-com-
peting business, such as mining, man-
ufacturing, and the mechanic arts, the
broader the farmer's maiket; and the
more that those thus employed can
earn, the Dbetter customers they are
certain to become. Any policy tend-
ing to make the calling of these work-
ers less attractive, by reducing their
earnings or adding to their hardships,
will induce some of them to become
tillers of the soil and compel all of
them to observe increased economy in
. purchasing the necessaries of life.

The.free trade philosopher is accus-
tomed to dismiss these facts with the
same hand with which he points to his

favorite refuge, “thue markets of the

tvorld”, ready to absorb the agricultor-
al surplus of the country. The folly
of such dependence hecomes apparent
when it is found that these convenient
receptacles for thatb surplus of farm
products, which the free trader’s poli-
cy would entail, are already quite well
supplied. The people of Europe will
take no more wheat, corn, meaf, etc.,
than necessity compels them to buy,
and of these they will buy from Amer-
ica only what they ean get here upon
better terms than elsewhere.

Lut & per cenf. now goes nbroad, the
Lhome market consumes the 1enmnder
and of this a large proportion could
never be shipped a long distance from
home, no matter how great the demand
might be.

BIRDS LEARNING_ TO SING.

A Common but Erroncous Impression,
Several Interesting Cnses.

Most people probably imagine that
birds sing by iostinct; that the song of
the robin is as natural to him as his red
breast, that the blue bird is not more
liable to change its note than its color;
and that, untaught, the nightingale will
always sing the same beautiful song.

This common impression, however, 15
erroneous, Young birds will never sing °
the song peculiar to their tribe if they
have mever heard it, but if associated
with some other bird, will learn its song
instead. A redstart once built its nest
v _sder the eaves of a house where a caged
chaffinch hung in a window underneath.
The redstart learned the chaffinch's song.
Another redstard was noticed to repeat
the notes of a blackeap which had its
nest close by.

The winchat and wheatear have nat-
urally but little variety of notes, but will
become much better songsters if confined
with other birds, and the bullfinch can
be taught to whistle complete tunes, al-
though its own natural notes are harsh
and insi‘gniﬁcant. On the other hand,
the nightingale in confinement will some~
times exchange its own beautiful song
for that of some other bird that it may
hear. The Hon. Daines Barrington says
that he saw a linnet which bad been
taken from the nest when only two or
three days old, and which, not having
any ofher sounds to imitate, almost
learned to articulate, and could repeat
the words *‘pretty boy” and some other
short sentences. He educated nestling
linnets under the three best singing larks
—the skylark, woodlark and tillark—
every one of which, instead of the %in-
net's song, adhered entirely to that of
their respective instructors. When the
note of the titlark was thoroughly fixed,
he hung the linnet which had Jearned it
in a room for three months with two
common linnets which were in full song,
The educated linnet, however, never bor-
rowed any passage from the other lin-
nets, but adhered steadfastly to that of
the titlark which it had learned.

At Knighton, in Radnorshire, ke saw
a goldﬁnch which sung exactly like a
wren, and uttered no proper note of its
species. This bird had been taken from
the nest when it was two days old, and
was hung in a window opposite a small
garden, where it had, no doubt, heard
and learned the wren’s song, bhaving
never had the opportunity to learn that
of the goldfinch. Bitds taken from the
nest two or three weeks old have already
learned the call notes of their species.
These ad many similar facts go to prove
that birds do not sing by Mstinct. They
leaxn their songs from their parents. If
they have no opportunity of hearing the
song peculiar to their species, they never
sing it, but will learn any other instead;’
just as an American child taken to
France when a few weeks old would
never speak English if henever heard it,
but would learn to speak French.—Popu-
lar Science Monthly.

BLOWING UP OF FORT HILL,

The Famons Qauk Tree Under Whieh
the Geucrals Met.

Grant's Forty-two Plans—\Whistling Diclw.
Running the Batteries—HHow the Dead
Lay Before Vicksburg—A Mortar Boat.
IWanted to Follow tho Crackers—A
Brave Drummer Boy—Something About
McPherson — A Story of .Starvatiom.
The Stars and Stripes Over All

One of the most thrilling incidents con-

nected with the siege of Vicksburg was the

blowing up of the Confederate fortification
known as Fort Hill. It was a heavy earth-
work on a height that commanded the main
road from Vicksburg to Jackson. It was, in
fact, the main fortification in the rear of
Vicksburg.

McPherson’s corps was

N

the investing force
ati this point. The
fort was sadly in
the way of the
Union advance.
Protected by its
embrasures, sharp-
shooters could pick
off every man that
showed himself out~
side the rifle pits
below. At length
Brig. Gen. Andrew
Hickenlooper, Me-
Pherson’s ehief en-
gineer, formed the
bold plan of blow-
= ing the whole great
GEN, HICKENLOOPER. fort into the air.

The Union force was over half a mileaway
from the fort, down in the bottom. Fort
Hill commanded every foot of ground for
miles: around. Nevertheless Gen. Hicken-
looper made his plan. It was predicted that
he would fail. *"“He never can do itin the
world,” said the Job's comforters to one an-
other. But Gen. Hickenlooper knew him-
salf. McPherson knew him, too, and gave
him free card to do as he liked.

A little after the middleof May, one black,
silent light, his sappers and miners began
digging in the earth at the Union: camp,
Shovel, pick and basket took the place of
musket and cartridge box. Asscon as the
mine was sufficiently advanced the men dug
in the daytime, and day and night the work
progressed. Relays of men relieved one an-
other by day light and torchlight until
thirty days and nights had been told oft that
battle summer of 1863. To dig through1,000
yards of earth is no child’s play.

Calculating with his engineer’s eye and
brain the exact center of the foundation of
Fort Hill, Gen. Hickenlooper directed his
passageway thither, far underground. Threo
galleries led in different directions from the
main mine. Safety fuses were laid through
all, so that if one failed another would catch
flame.

So farx Theu came the most difficult part
of the work. It was easy enough to dig; but
the earth must be put back again, solid as
before. [tmust be rammed tight. It must
be confined in its place by heavy timbers.
Why? Because if the passageway were left
open or loosely filled the exploding powder
would simply blow out through the mine and.
not injure Fort Hillatall. Its force must
be turned upward.

The mine was finished, the passage was
closed solid as human strength counld make
it. Only the deadly fuse ran like afire snake
along the bottom of that hidden way.
Twenty-two hundred pounds of powder were
within the mine.

No hint of the work had reached the Con-
federates above at Fort Hill. McPherson had
advanced his works so near thdat their can-
non were useless and disabled, and they
could do mno morethan to pick off unwary
Federal soldiers by sharp shooting.

June 18 was the day fixed for blowing up
Fort Hill, Tt was so important an undertak-
ing that the word of it was passed &ll along
the Union lines. At 13 o’clock firing ceased,,
and from right and left long lines of blue
coats poured into McPherson’s encatmipment.

The order was that as soon as the explosion
tock place, in the demoralization that fol-
lowed among the Confederates, Union sol-
diers.should rush in in great humber, and a
general assault be made.

Fordays and weeks 2 bombardment had
been going on. Now suddenly all ceased.
The unearthly stillness was horrible and op-
pressive. The ear had grown used to the
sound of shot and shell so that it was not dis-
turbing. But the silence—that seemed to
appall like the shadow of a falling doom. -

Three o'clock was the hour” for the explo-
sion. A brief minute or two, or perhaps it
was three minutes before that time, the fuse
had been lighted. Would it burn? Would
it do its work? Fifty thousand men were
asking the question.
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THE EXPLOSION.

Where was Gen. Hickenlooper? s rep-
utation as an engineer depended on tlie ex-
plosion of that mine. At a point well towards
the front he stood, watchiin hand, after fir-

ing the fuses. Heleaned carelessly against a
structure -called *“*Coonskin’s Tower.? His
face was white, his features were tense; but
his manner was wholly cool and calm. He
was yet lord of himself, as he counted the sec-
onds.

One minmute to three! The general’s eyes
were fixed on his watch as though every-
thing else had faded from the earth save his
pair of eyes and that round white dial. Half
a minute to- three! If seemed an eternity.
A quarter! Three seconds! Three o'clock!
Would i go?

Then before the eyes of those who watched
Fort Hill rose bodily into the air. Not rap-
idly, but slowly at first; the whole solid
earthwork, not dividing or falling to pieces,

not yet. They saw daylizht underneath the |

mass. A great massof snow white smoke
filled the space. Higher still rose the lost
fort, like a phantom in air., The blue coats
heard a noise, but not much; nothing likea
great explosion,

Then Fort Hill began to fall to pieces, still
rising in air. It ascended 150 feet. Then the
fragments of it seemed all ab once to flow
over and outward, like the falling waters of
a vast fountain.

THE OAK TREE AT VICKSBURG.

There was a historic applo tree at Appo-
mattox, where Lee swrendered to Grant. A$
Vicksburg there was a historic oak tree.
Under this tree Grant and Pemberton held
the parley that resulted in the surrender of
Vicksburg.

July 8, 1863; Pemberton sent a note to
Grant regretting the “effusion of blood,” and
asking for the appointment on each side of
three commissioners to arrange forthe capit-
ulation of Vicksburg. Grant replied in a
brief note, in which occwrred these words,
| sinca become historie:

“The effusion of blood you propose stopping
can b2 ended any time you choose by the un-
conditional surrender of the city and garri-
son.”

At 10 o'clock in the morning of July 3
white flags appeared above a portion of the
Confederate works, and firing then ceased.
At 3 o'clock of that day Grantand Pember-
ton met by agreement ata spot in f{ront of
AMcPherson’s headquarters. on a hillside, a
few hundred feet from the Confederatelines.
The treo near which they stood was a stunted
oak. Grant in his memoirs writes of this

MEETING OF GRANT AXD PEMBERTON.

“It was but a short time before the last
vestige of its body, root and limb had disap-
peared, the fragments taken as trophies:
Since then the same tree has furnished as
many cords of wood taken as trophies as the
‘True Cross.”?

Grant and Pemberton had been together
in the Mexican war; and were old acquaint-
ances. Pemberton asked Grant what terms
of surrender he would allow. Grant an-
swered: *“The same asthose proposed in my
reply to your letter, unconditional surren-
der.™

“Never,” exclaimed Pemberton, angrily.
“Never, so long as Ibave a manleft. The
conferance might as well end.”

Grant replied: “Very well; my army has
never been in better condition to continue
the siege.”

Several officers of Grant's staff, also Gens.
Ord, McPherson,” Logan and A. J. Smith,
were with him onr the hillgide. With Pem-
berton were Gen. Bowen and Col Mont-
gomery, The Confederate (Gen. Botven was
anxious that the surrender should take place.
He proposed that he and one of Grant’s gen-
erals should have a conference. This was
agreed to, and Pemberton aond Grant moved
a little apart and waited. Grant smoked in
silence, Pemberton, chewed straws and made
an occasivnal remark.

Bowen made n, proposal that the garrison
be allowed to march out with the honors of
war. Grant rejected it. He, however,
agreed to send a letter to Pemberfon that
night giving final terms. Firing had mean-
time censed all along the lineson theriver,
word having been sent to Admiral Porter.

The interview ended. Grantreturned to
his headquarters, Pemberton to his. Grant
immediately sent for all his corps and divis-
ion commanders within reach and laid the
case before them. He told them he would
hear anything they had to say, but would do
as he thought best. He says in his Memoirs:
“This was the nearest to a. council of warT
ever held.”

He “took his own head for it,” however, in
deciding, as he said he should do, and offered
terms which ho says were against the almost
unanimous jwlgment of his generals. He
wrote Pemberton, tellihg him hewould allow
the Confederate officers and men to go out of
Vicksburg on parole. Officers and ‘men
would be allowed to take their clothing with
them, officers their side arms, and field, staff
and cavalry oficers one horse each, Al
would be allowed to take with them rations
from Confederate stores, and thirty wagons
would be suffered to go with them to trans-
port bageage and cooking utensils.

Peraberton accepted, with the proviso that
his men be allowed to march out in battle
array, with colors flying, and stack their
arms in front of the Confederate lines, at 10
oclock, July 4. Grant saw no objection to
this bit of military display, and agreed to it,
with the stipulation that after stacking arms.
the Confederates must return inside their
lines .and remain as prisoners of war till
properly paroled.

This final letter of Grant's was sent to
Pemberton after midnight. In it weve the
following words:

“8houlll no notification be received of
your acceptance of my terms by 9 o'clock a.
m. Ishall regard them as having been re-
Jeeted, and shall act accordingly.”

The terms were promptly accepted by
Pemberton. Troops surrendered, 81,600,

On the spot where the historie oak stood is
now a monument. It is a pyramid, sm-
mounted by a globe, the whole over twenty
feet high. An eagle, bearing on its wings
the Goddess of Liberty, covers oneside of the
pyramid. Upon another is inseribed: “To
the memory of the surrender of Vicksburg
by Licut. Gen. J. C. Pemberton to Maj. Gen,
0. 8. Grant, U. S. A, on July 4, 1863.»

HOISTING THE STARS AND STRIPES.

At 10 oclock on Irdependence Day the
Confederate soldiers at Vicksburg began
stacking arms. The ceremony occupied over
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an hour. At theend of it Gen.
John A. Logan brought his di-
vision into the city,

The greatest event of all was
the hoisting of Jhe stars and
sfripes over the Vicksburg
court house. Col. William E.
Strong had the honor of plac-
ing the old flag above the cu-
pola. Immediately after the.
surrender he and his party,offi-
cially detailed for the service,
galloped to the court house,
a mile axay. A few minutes

after his arrvival (half-past 11) the Union
stars and stripes floated gloriously from its
dome. For over two years the old flag had
been absent from Vicksburg:

is nothing to be had among the citizens.

“Men don’t want to starve and don’t in-
tend to. If you can't feed us, you liad better
surrender us, I tell you plainly men are not
going to lic here and perish.”

A BRAVE DRUMMER BOY.

QOrion P. Howe, drummer in the Fitty-fifth
Illinois and & citizen of Waukegan, in that
gtate, was appointed naval cadet at Newport:
on the recommendation of Gen. W. T. Sher-
max, who gave thoe following reasons:

VWhat arrested my attention then was, and
what renews my memory of the fact now is,
that one so young carrying a musket ball
wound through his leg should have found his
way to me on that fatal spot and delivered
his message, not forgetting the very import-
ant part even of the caliber of the musket,
&4, which you know is an unusual one. I
warrant the boy has in him the elements of a
man.—Letter to Seeretary Stanton.

there, and saw much of McPherson and
Grant both during the siege. I have seen
many wrmy officers, but never one like
McPherson.
him. Young, handsome and full of enthu-
siasm, he was the idol of his soldiers. They
would have died for him any moment.

“You never saw anything like it at his
headquarters. He seemed a brother or a
simple, good comrade to his officers, He was
one of ourselves. i

I cammot deseribe to you the feeling we
had for him. It was something more than
the strongest friendship between man and
man. Well, T'll tell yoa, itwas like this:
If, instead of being a man, handsome, bril-
liant and sweet tempered as he was, McPher-
son had been all this and been a woman be-
sides, a bright, magpetic woman, drawing
all hearts to her, you ean fancy howemen
would haveloved him. Just like that was
my love for Gen. McPherson.”

The general paused a moment and dropped
his head. Memory was busy weaving in his
brain the jmages of twenty-five years ago.
Looking up presently he spoke again, in other
tones: )

“One thing happened that I shall always
be sorry for. It is the only thing in theyears
I knew Gen. McPherson. that T have to re-
gret. I had been out all day hard ab workin
the line of my duties. I came in late to head-
quarters, and felt as though I was too tired
to move. -

“I thought 1 would go to bed early. I did
s0, drawing my blankets up around me. But
I had no more than touched the grodind and
gotb quiet when Gen. McPherson called me:

©:QOh, Hick! .

“Now, I heard him, and I'n ashamed to
remember it, but for the only time in my life
I didu’t answer. I lay quite still. There
were others about the quarters who had been
.doing nothing that day. Let the general call
one of them, I thought to myself.

“Perceiving I did not answer Gen. Strong
spoke up for me and said: ‘Hick has been out

- all day and is just in. I suppose he's asleep.’

*¢¢Oh, yes, said Gen. McPherson, ‘I sup-
pose he is. He must be tired, poor fellow! I
didn’t think of that.?

“Then the general called some other officer
and sent him on the errand. ' And I lay still,
and McPherson never knew but I was asleep.
But I was ashamed of it next day and I have
been so eversince. I might have answered
him, might have gone out into the night
again, tired as I was. .

“McPherson was killed not long after that,
and I shall always carry with me the regret-
ful recollection that once my general called
me and I did not answer.”

COONSKIN'’S TOWER.

Union sharpshooters in the rear of Vicks-
burg played no small part in the drama of
the siege. One of these, a private soldier,
was noted throughout the whole Seventeenth
army corps.

He was an unerring shot;and wore a cap
From this he was
called *“Coonskin” the corps through, and
wherever he was woe to the Confederate head
that appeared above a parapet.

“Coonskin” went: out once in the night
time, crept up toward the Confederate de-
fenses and built himself a burrow in the
ground, with a peep hole in it. There he
would frequently take provisions with him,
bury himself in this burrow and stay several
days at a time all alone, watching for and
shooting Confederates.

At length he buils “‘Coonskins Tower.”
The Jackson and Vicksburg raiiwny had

[ been torn up for miles in the rear of Vieks-

burg, and railway iron and cross ties lay all
about.

COONSKIN'S TOWER.

Taking advantage of the might hours,
Coonskin built himself atower of the loose
railroad ties. Learned in backwoods lore,
he knew how to construct the geriuine pioneer
log, cabin. Working several:nights, he at
length built the tower s> high that by climb-
ing toward its top he could actually look
over the Contederate. parapets. He could
see the men inside the works. Then taking
aim through the chinks of the logs, he could
pick off the enemy man by man, -

Coonskin’s tower, looming up high above
the low bottom lands in rear of Vicksburg,
was. a picturesque object in the lnng-
scape. It wasa terror to the Confederates.
They coald not use their artillery against it,

A been already%uite‘ silenced: by
the Union batteries, All they could do was
to fire musket balls at it, which whistled
around its cormers or buried themselves
harmlessly in its logs.

RUNNING THE BATTERIES,

Junius Henri Browne, Al-
bert D. Richardson and
Mr. Colburn, newspape?
correspondents, were cap-
tured in attempting torun
the batteries at Vicksburg,
and that the last named was soon releasad,
while the other two remained long in captiv-
ity—a fact which raised unpleasant suspi-
cions at the time. As the two have published
a very readable popular book giving their
experience, we give here the account of Mr.
Colburn as written to The World:

It was near 10 o’clock of a beaufiful moon-
light night when we cast loose at Milliken's
Bend, and our little tug snorted down the
river, accompanicd by the transport A. B.
Hine. We quietly chatted awhile and fin-
ished a solitary boitle of dry catawba which
some good friends, had sent on board for our
comfort. e had as a squad fifteen sharp-
shooters from the Forty-seventh Ohio, under
Capt. Ward, Surgeon Davidson, the tug’s
crew of eight, four persons on their way to
jointheir reziments, and our party of three—
all volunteers. Ishouid here mention asil-
lustrating the temper of that army, that
when fourteen volunteers were called for
the whole regiment stepped forward, Com-
pany A was sclected, and still thero was a
squabble to go. Fourteen were then marked
off; a fifteenth bezged permission of the eol-
onel and ono actually paid a premium of 25
to his comrade for the privilege of going on
this hazardous service. The barges were
covered with tiers of hay in order to protect
the tug between them; but the bay was
deemed almost unnecessary, and so put ol
quife loosely, and the ends of the boat were
quite exposed.

At midnight we ¢ame in sight of Vicks-
burg, and soon after the Confederate pickets
on the Louisiana shore began to-open fire on
us. Soon a rocket shot up from the upper
batteries. There was no need of such a warn-
ing; for -the boats might be seern almost as
clearly as by sunlight, and the loud puff of
our exhanst pipe gave ample warning when
we were three miles distant.

]

CLINGING TO THE BALES OF HAY.,

At 1:05 the first shot was fired and stroclz
so near as fo leave us in doubt whether the
barges were hit. A lull of a few minutes
and then another, followed closely by a re-
bound. It kept up in this way as we were
rounding the bend, the shots all seeming to
come very near to us, as we could perceive
by the momentary throb of the hull when
struck. With the exception of Capt. Ward,
the pilots, engineers and firemen, the rest of
us were posted along the barges, on the alert
for an attempt at boarding.

Owing, to the U loop of the river we had to
run a portion of the distance by, then turn
and run the whole line backagain. Thus we
were exposed first to a starboard and then to
a bow fire, and when in front of the main
batteries to a concentrated fire from threo
directions.
the hay Lales on perceiving the flash of the
Confederate guns, tut soon the shots were so
rapid and from points so widely apart that
that exciting amusement was dropped. The
screaming of the shells as they went over us,
the splash in $he water and the spray ivera
subjects of jesting and imitation till an im-
menss shell burst but three feet or so abovs
<nr heads with a stunning report.

Twenty minutes (long minutes thosel}
under this fire and nobody bhurt. The barges
still in good form and the little propeiler
making eight miles per hour. Now we are
well past th» upper batteries; but the.main
guns are four hundred yards from us, and i
seems in tho clear air as if we were just In
front of their muzzles. Several shots striks
the harges, buton we go. A glance at our
watehes—it is a quarter past 2—we are
almost past the worst and begin to congratu-
late each other, when suddenly we are hurled
this way and that, and all the roar of the
Confederate guns is drowned in one terrific
renort, as if & magazine had burst under us.

My first thought was that the powder had
been stowed on the barges and had ignited;
hat in eclambering up among smoke and
flames [ could sex nothing like a tug. A ten
inch shell, a3 wo afterward learned, had.
shruck hier boilers; sho bad exploded and the
white Lot cinders were thrown up in a spout-
ing shower, whilosteam and smoke enveloped
the barges lkoa pall. The littlo craft had
heen literally shattered to atoms.

Almost at the same minute the batteries
commenced a vengeful, and, as it seemed to
me, a savage, fire upon us, fasterand faster.
Theshells burst all around and aboveus with
a stunning and blinding effect. The coals
had set fire to the hay bales in several places:
the shells aided in the work. In vain did we
trample upon them and throw them over-
Loard, burning our hands, feet and clothing
in the efTort. No buckets were to be found;
they had been blown away. Down betwean
the barges hung the fragments of the tug by
the tow ropes. -~

The rcbels seb up & hideous yell, as if* in
mockery at our crippled condition. The bot-
teries kept on firing, the blazing bay light-
ing up the river. We were then slowly drifi-
ing with the current past the front of tha
city. Our disaster happened right abreast of
the court house. As soon as we could see
through the blinding smoke we found Ar,
Browne standing bareheaded on the top-
most bale, as if he were a defiant target for
the rebel gunners. Capt. Ward had -been
blown forward thirty feet from the tug into
the river, and two of his men were engaged
in fishing him up. The wotinded. and scalded.
men were crying for help, answered only by
the shells and occasional cheers.

We hurriedly consulted and decided to get
off the barges, as the flames were crowding
usclose. Bales of hay were tumbled ints
theriver and the wounded placed cn them.
The heat - now became intense. Mr. Browne
and myself remained until all were off, and
then with but one bale for the tiwo stripped
for the pluange.  Just as we were ready a
solid shot went under ™Mr. Richardson, over-
turning bim into tha water ard raising a
fountain of spray where-he bhad sunk.

MORTAR BOAT.

The first boats that passed Vicksburg in
the spring of 1862 wero a flotilla of mortar
boats. Tho advantage of the short, heavy,
bell shaped gun is that it can be turned and
fired at any angle of eclevation, almost per-
pendicularly, indeed.

MMortars are used both onland and sea. As
far back as the history of modern military
weapons, the mortar has been employed.
Originally it threw stones instead of balls.
It is recorded that Joan of Axe herself aimed
the mortar guns in her war against the Eng-
lish. The first thoroughly effective use of
this weapon in recent times was during the
Crimean war. On the water, to guard
against the heavy recoil of the mortar, the
boat containing it is built usnally with broad
bottom.

THE DEAD AT VICKSBURG.

A newspaper correspondent of the time
writes of the dead who had fallen in one of
the most desperate of the Union assaults on
Vicksburg:

“They lay in all positions, some with
mausket grasped as though still contending;
others with the cartridge in the fingers. just
ready to put the deadly charge where it
might meet the foe. All ferocity had gone.

“A remarkably sweet and youthful face

as a maiden, with quite small hands, he bad
long hair of the pale golden hue that auburn
changes to when much in the sun; and curl-
ing at the ends. He had on a shirt of coarse

. white cotton, and brown trousers, well worn,
while upon his feet wero women’s shoes of
about the size known as ‘fours.’ Too deli-
cate was his frame for war, perhaps some
mother’s idol. His left side was torn by a
shell, his left shoulder shattered.

“Two men who had caught at a fig tree to
assist them up a steep etnbankment lay dead
at its foot; the branch at which they caught
was still in their grasp. .

“In one trench lay two grasping the same
weapon, friend and foe. %n the faces of
both was the calm that follows sleep. In
some places the dead were piled literally like
sacks of grain.”

“"WHISTLING DICK.”

The relionnd reminiscence hiinter at Vicks-
burg is always taken to a hill a little in the
rear of the city. This hillis pointed outto
him as one of the most interesting of the
historie spots around the city.

*Here,” says the guide, ‘“was planted
“Whistling Dick,” the largest Confederate
gun of the hill batteries.”

Ithad a history of its own, When the United
States government blew up the navy yard at
Norfolk, April 21, 1861, thero were left unin-
Jured 1,200 first class cannon. These were im-
mediately taken possession of by the Confed-
erates and shipped to various points on their
lines. Many of them went to the gulf, to
the Mississippi and Red rivers. )

One of the largest was mounted in a hill
battery at Vicksburg. It wastrained soacecu-
rately as to do great damage to the investing
Union army. Ifwasthe heaviest mounted
gun there, and as its huge balls went whiz-
zing through the air, it became the terror of
Grant’s force. They gave it the name of
“Whistling Dick.” For weeks Admiral Por-
ter’s fleet tried to dislodge it in vain.
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WHISTLING DICK.

At last, May 22, Grant ordered a general
attack by land and water. Admiral Porter's
fleet poured shot and shell into Vicksburg
from the water during the forenoon, It was
an appalling day for the inhabitants of the
town. Shells from army and fleet alike went
shrieking through the air, burying them-
selves in the houses and in the earth., Finally
o shot from the Union gunboat Mound City
struck Whistling Dick squarely and ended
his career.

GRANT'S FORTY-TWO PLANS.

“The Toad to glory is not a path of flow-
ars,” says a French proverb. Affairs seemed
as hopeless as well could be at Vicksburg,
just before Grant’s successful move down the

thage. The newspapers of the time are full
of bitter denunciations of Grant and his
Vicksburg failures. The Confederates were
boasttul and full of confidence up to theend
of April, 1863. Bubt Grant never gave up.
His mental sufferings at this time must have
been very great, seeing as he did every plan
fail at Vieksburg, and hearing and reading
tiie abuse heaped upon him by paper war-
riors both at home and in his own camp.

But whatever torture he endured none
were informed of it. He simply did the best
he knew and hung on. Hisdogged deter-
mination imparted itself to a portion of his
soldiers, at least. A Union private soldier
was captured by the Confederates during the
Deer Creek expedition, the last one before the
saccessful move down the river.

A Confederate officer questioned the cap-
tive Union soldier as follows:

“What the devil is Grant doinz here?
What does he expect to.do?,

o take Vicksburg,” replied the soldier.

¢fWell, hasn't the old fool tried this ditch-
ing and flanking business five times already?

‘thirty-seven more plansin his pocket.”

Vines for the Dwelling House.

F Notling adds more to the appearance
of a place than vines growing about the
house. If poetry in growing things be-
longs to one class of plants more than to
another it must be that vinesare the
poets of the field and garden. I have
seen houses that were as ungraceful in
their bare outlines as they could well be
so transforimed by the use of vines about
them that you forget all about their for-
mer ugliness. That was hidden nnder
the clustering . leaves; the slender
branches, thrown here and there in the
careless, unstudied grace of the true
artist, breaking up all harsh outlines and
destroying- all of that primness and for-
mality characteristic of a house as it
-comes from the hand of the carpenter.

Skillful planning by a designer with an
artistic eye can do much for a home, but
the vine can do more. The finishing
touch must be made by it. It is not only
a poet, but it is.an artist. It cannot only
conceal defects, but it is capable of mal-
ing them picturesque and siriking when
given a chance to-doso. I was very
foreibly impressed with the truth of this
by seeing a house not long ago, which
had been left in an unfinished state. -

This condition would have made the
house an unpleasant thing to see. ‘But
some one had planted vines about it and

along the projecting boards of the ends,
covering them with foliage and dropping
here and there a festoon of greenery
which - actually made the building more
attractive than it would bave been if the
cornice had been completed, with its
straight lines and uncompromising an-
gles. Do you want something to clamber
up to the roof and cover the “building
with foliage, beautiful all through the
‘season, but doubly so in the fall - Then
the very plant you arein search of is our
native ampelopsis or Virginia creeper.
