Remarkable Tunnels.
Awmong the great tunnels that have

been excavated, says a writer in Serib-

ner’s Magazine, the St. Gothard ig the
mostremarkable. It is 914 miles long,

‘'with a section 26%{ feet wide by 1935

feet high. "The work on this tunnel
was continuous, and it required 914
vears for its completion. The Mount
Cenis tunnel, 81§ miles in length was
completed in twelve years. The
Hoosac tunnel, 43 miles in length, 26
feet wide and 2114 feet high, was not
prosecuted continously; it was com-
pleted in 1S876. These tunnels are
noted chiefly on account of their great
length; there are others of more mod-
erate extent which have peculiar fea-
tures; one is unique. This tunnelisa
portion of the St. Gothard railway, and
not very far distant from the great
tunnel refered to above. In the de-
scent of the mountain it was absolute-
ly necessary to secure alonger Qistance
than a straight line or an ordinary
curve would give. 'Theline was there-
fore doubly curved upon itself. It en-

 Cleveland’s Appointments.—How he

has Been Turning the Rascals Out.

- The most important contribution s0
far made to the literature of the present
campaign is the expose of the demo:
cratic appointments under President
Cleveland, published in the New York
Tribune of July 23d. The cypose is

- elaborate and compreliensive and has
- filled every impartial and honest mind

with profound amazement. ITow itis
possible for any man who has been
elevated to the dignity of the prasi-
dency to commit so many errovs—to
use the mildest tetm—is past’all com-
prehension. When not only scores,
buf hundreds, of executive ®ppoint-
ments are made in disregard of every
rule of fitness, the public service is not
alone degraded, but the country is hu-
miliated. It is a cause for national
humiliation, and not for partisan ex-
nitation on the part of the president’s
opponents, when such debauchery of
the public service becomes, in this en-
lightened day, possible.

The shamefulshowing of the Tribune
with its names, dates and facts, sets
forth that 218 appointments of the re-
formed president have been directly
connected with the criminal classes.
Phe disgraceful list includes two mur-
derers and two hirelings of assassins;
seven forgers; three riofers—one ap-
pointed to be a judge of the court Uy
which he had been imprisoned; five in-
dicted for frauds against the revenue,
and others for violating the pension
laws; many guilty of robbing the mails,
appointed mail agents or post-masters;
and one who when appointed was in

jail for robbing the identical office to |

which he was appointed; an impeached
state treasurer; defaulting county treas-
urers; men guilty of robbery, theft, em-
bezzlement., grand larceny, bribery,
wife-beating, bLlack-mailing; keepers of
gambling houses and houses of ill-fame;

“and many others guilty of scarcely less

heinous offences.

To come down to a few specifications:
A deserter from the Union to the con-
federate service was appointed Indian
inspector in August, 1885, The person
appointed pension agent at Columbus,
Ohio, deserted in the face of the enemy,
was court-martialed and sentenced to
be cashiered. Another appointed as
clerk of railway mails had been indicted
three times for forgery, arrested three
times in Cincinnati for obtaining money
under false pretence, once in Texas
for robbery, twice for theft in Ken-
tucky. and who stole a money order
before he had beea a month in the
oflice, and is now awaiting trial. The
person  appointed as posb-master at
Newark, Ohio, was short $13,500 in his
accounts as sheriff of Licking county.
The foreman of Norfolk navy yard
was a leader of a mob that broke up a
republican meeting at Portsmouth dur-
ing the last campaign; was arrested,
tried and fined. One internal revenue
collector, appointed by the president,
was active in the Maine Garcelon frauds.
The “pernicions partisan” appointed
statistical agent for the Ohio agricul-
tural department was in jail for three
months for stealing a promissory note,
but escaped the penitentiary on a tech-

nicality. One person appointed mail

agent was sentenced to penitenliary
two years for grand larceny, two years
for robbery, and was also indicted for
riot, for robbery and for assault and
DLattery.

Can the administration afford to
stand mute, or-refuse to plead, guilty
or not guilty, to such a formidable and
seemingly fatal indictment? It isidle
for Mr. Cleveland and his supporters
to pretend that he is not responsible.
He entered upon the executive oflice
with distinet and positive pledges that
the public service should be divorced
asfar as possible from partisanship;
that in certain of its departments
changes should be made only according
to the personal character or fitness of
the officials. ITe promised that the “ras-
cals should be turned out,” and that the
service should be cleansed and elevaled
Ly the appointment of capable and
honest men to positions of trust and
responsibility. ITe has not kept his
promise. 1t is indeed possible that he
may have been now and theun deceived,
but it is absurd to pretend that, with
the exercise of ordinary care on his
part, he could have been Imposed up-
on in all or one-quarter of the cases
cited by the Tribune. The only possi-
bie conelusion is that he has abandoned
deliberately the policy proclaimed by

him when a candidate, and that the in--

tegrity of the public service is to be
henceforth secondary to partisan con-
siderations. The country may well
stand amazed at such an exhibition of
indifference to oflicial obligations and
the most solemn personal engagements.

Taxes In England.

England comes nearest to the condi-
tion of free trade of any country in the
world, duties being levied on not more
than thirty articles of import. Among
the imports subject to duty are tea and
coffee, both of which are admitted da-
ty free* to United States ports. The
revenue of England is mainly derived
from direct taxation upon all that a
man owns or uses or does for the pur-
pose of earning a living.

He is taxed $150 before he can prac-
tice as an attorney; $125 beforehe can
practice as a physician; he is taxed if
he make a written agreement to do or
buy anything; he is taxed if he make
a lease to rent a house worth $100 a
yedar or more; he must pay a tax of
$400 before he can study law under a
licensed atiorney, and this in addition
to the tax of $150 which he afterward
pays for admission to practice. Ile is
taxed $50 if he sell anything by auc-
tion; heis taxed on every note that he
executes payable in bani; he is taxed
for each morigage that he exccutes
and for every deed of conveyance thab
he makes; he is taxed if he keeps a car-
riage for pleasure orfa wagon or a horse
for business.use; he pays a separate

 tax for each male servant that he em-

ploys; he pays a tiix upon each leguacy
that he receives. I he executes a pow-
er of attorney he pays a tax for doing
it; every voting paper issued at the
polls pays a tax of 2 cents.

If he sells -a share of stock heis taxed

on the sale; if he have a copy of any |

LIFE AMONG THE SIOUX.

“Squaw Men" and Half Breeds—DPicturs
Painters—TFamily Affection.

Among the Sious may be found many
white men who are magried to
squaws, and who are adopted by
the tribe. They are known in frotier
parlance as ‘“squaw men,” and before
the Indians were restvicted to the limits
of the reservation, accompanied them
from place to place in their nomadic
wanderings. Of this class a great por-
tion are French Canadians, and many of
them are rich in cattle and ponies. Their
children are usumally bright and intelli-
gent, and when old enough are given the
advantage of the mission and agency
schools, and taught to adopt the customs
of the whites. The government scouts
employed at the various military posts
are composed chiefly of French half
breeds for the reason that aside from
their knowledge of the couniry, they
speak with fluency both the Indian and
American tongues.

Although the Sioux are not usually
very demonsfrative in their manners
about the trader’s store, they can on
certain occasions become as noisy and
boisterious as ¢‘a whole convent when the
father Abbot has gone to bed.” Among
othernovelties in the store, we once had an
ingenious toy, which consisted of a small,
square box, on the top of which were
four little images representing negro
minstrels, two of whom, seated on tiny
chairs, held respectively a set of bones
and a tambourine. The other two figures
‘When the
concern was wound up with a key, the
little darkey musicians began a - lusty
clattering of the bones and tambourine,
and the standing figures would break out
in a wild dance, jerking and throwing
legs and arms in mirth provoking atti-
tudes of every description. Thesemimic
performarnces never failed to elicitthe
wildest applause, the squaws fairly
shrieking with delight, and even the most
stoical chiefs shouting wy-yu-pah (away
up) at the top of their voice,

They are, however, subject to occa-
sional fits of despondency in which ¢‘a
sadness appears to fall upon their spirits,”
and I have been informed by educated
half breeds living among them that the
different lines of paint on their faces sig-
nify when they are in love, melancholy,
ete. I once passed a period of fourteen
days and nights with a young .Indian at
a point about thirteen miles up the river
above the fort, mear the mouth of the
Cheyenne. MMy companion was a strong
and active young fellow about 24 years
of age, by name Ferocious Bear, but his
manners greatly belied his name, for a
more civil partner I could not hope to

One stormy Sunday while sitting by
the fire in our shanty, I observed that
Ferocious Bear was unusually tacitmrn.
Usually, when about the shanty, he was
employed in cleaning his firearms, or
with bits of charcoal embellishing the
walls of our shanty with pictures of
eagles, buffalos, deer, etc.
particular  day he scarcely touched his
breakfast, and up till noon had spoken

not-a word. "When I finally asked what |

was wrong, he shook his head mourn-
fully and rveplied that ¢his heart was
very bad.” I had with me an -excellent
field glass belonging to Lieut. Myer at
the post, and when the storm cleared
away I handed it to the Indian and re-
quested him totake a look at an encamp-
ment of his people a mile or so distant.
It so happened that he had never before
looked through one, and his amazement
and delight was unbounded, and his
moroseness soon passed away. .
‘The Sioux picture writers or artists

-are by no means skillful painters—yet

some of tho decorations on their robes
are of very clever designs. Among my
collection of Indian curiosities is quite a
large picture painted on cloth, represent- -
ing a dozen mounted warriors bedecked
-with paint and feathers all ready for the
warpath. It was executed for me ty-an
Indian named Black Hawk. He was a.
participant in _the Custer fight, and
several of his pictures representing tho
battleground were purchased by Dr. Mc- -
Chesney, of Fort Bennett, and forwarded
to- the Smithsonian institution. The
pictured representation of their battles

with other tribes are an evidence of their .

tendency to exaggerate their own
prowess. Every solitary Indian repre-
sented in these encounters as getting ter-
ribly thumped svith a war club, or losing
his topknot, is certain to be anything
else but a Sioux. i

A noticeable feature of the Sioux is
their affection for their children. A

chief, or, indeed, any Indian who is well -

to do, i. e., one. who has many ponies,
spares neither pains nor expense to make
his little ones happy by lavishing upon
them everything in the way of gaudy
apparel that barbaric fancy can suggest,
Some of the little boys, the pride of their
parents’ hearts, when mounted on their
favorite ponies with embroidered saddle
and bridle, and their ¢wn persons glitter-
ing with ornaments, are a sight to be-

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Five Days of Disorder in New
e York in 1863.

A VERY SUDDEN OUTBREAK.

.

Ou Monday, July 13, 1803,avithout a mo-
ment’s warning apparently, and contrary to
the expressed opinion of all the officers of tho
law, a riot began in the Twenty-second ward
of New Yorlk city, which spread rapidly over
alf; that seetion west of Broadway from; Ful-
ton strect north to Fifty-fifth, and raged for
five days with groat fury.
13th, the daily papers announced- that draft-

ing “would that day begin in the Twenty-

sechad ward, being the third sub-division of
tho Ninth congressional distriet of the stafe,
the provost marshal’s diséricts being for the
most part identical with the congressional
districts. Both on Saturday and Monday
the papers annoanced that all would be quiet.
Before many bours one journal's office was
on fire and a mob was hunting for the editor,
and before Friday noon the city of which,
nccording to that paper, “‘the most perfect
quiet was assured,” had lost §2,000,000 by
fire and robbery, while some 200 of its citi-
zens had been slaughtered. It may be profit-
able to. trace the genesis and evolution of
such an unexpected, murderous and destruc-
tive mob.

Ungquestionably the most gloomy period of
the civil war, for the Federal side, wasthe
last week of June and first three daysof
July, 1863. On the Potomac every move-
ment: for ten months had resulied in disaster:
In Middle Tennessce the army of Rosecrans
was a hundred miles rearer the Ohio than
was the advance of Mitchel and Duell ayear
before, while of Grant the public only knew
that after some brilliant victorics he had re-
mained five weeks in front of Vicksburg and
could not Ikmovw that Pemberton’s surrender
was near. In‘this condition of affairs the
Washingtan authorities ordered a draft for
300,000 more!” Searcely had the people
read this order when they learned that Leo
Iad invaded Pennsylvania with eighty thou-
sand veterans, flushed with victory, and im-
mediately after that Hooker had been “‘re-
lieved from command,” and tho Army of the
Potomac placed under a general of whom
not one in ten of the people had ever heard.
The most steadfast supporters of tho admin-

istration wavered in their support. The
cynical sncered and the critical loudly

exclaimed against this ‘‘unstable and
shifting policy,” while the opposition press,
especially in New TYork city, flamed
with flery invectives agninst the emanci-
pation proclamation, against the employ-
ment of negro troops, against the “arbitrary
arrests” of opposition speakers, against the
suspension of the right of habeas corpus and
especially against tho draft, which they al-
leged to be unconstitutional and unfairly ex-
ecuted. In this condition of the public mind
nearly all the militie. of New York city wers
sent into Pennsylvania to serve against the
invaders, and it was generally expected that
the Fourth of July would witness a riof.

Midnight: of.the 34 brought the first au-
thentic news of Getiysburg, Gen. Meade
telearaphed that he bad “repulsed the enemy
at all points.” Before noon of the 4th the
people read on all the bulletin boards of the
principal cities that “the Union army has
won & glorious victory.” By night it was
added that *tho Confederate Gen?Longsireet
is killed; we havo 10,000 prisoners, and noth-
ing ean save Lee’s army from capture or de-
struction.” Only two days later the people
of Richmond read in their papers: “Wehave
captured 40,000 Yankees; Baliimoro and
Philadelphin aro at our mercy.” But the
early dispatches of July 4 wera official and
implicitly believed in New York, and the
gny was oneé of the most peaceful in her his-

ory.

Soon after came the nspiring news from
Vicksburg, and immediately after thab the
report of Gren. Rosecrans that he had driven
Bragg fromTullahoma. There was a general
acceptance of the official assurance thatino
trouble need beapprehended, andsothe draft
wasordered toproceed. Somemeasureswers

taken to test the constitutionality of the con- |

scription act—~an unsettled point in TUnited
States law—and it was quite generally be-
lieved by the opponentsof the act that the
course of those New England governors who

In the meantime the mysterions “Mr. An-
drews"” got the lead again and directed the
mob. fury against the negrocs jand The
Tribune office. And soon after cccurred
the most atrocious incidenis of the
list. Every negro in sight wwas chased,
beaten and sometimes killed. A col-
ored boy 10 years old was beaten to in-
s¢asibiliby, A negro man was hanged and
his legs sloshed with knives while he was
struggling in the agonies of death. SHil an-
other was hanged and his elothes set on fire
as he was dying. The thin varnish of Ameri-

office, forced an entrance, made a heap of
papers on: the counting room floor and seb
them on fire, but a brave police captain led
in his squad and drove out the rioters, laying
many of their carcasses stiff on the pave-
ment. Horace Greeley straightway put his
office on o war footing. The tanks were kept
full of boiling water, with the hose and pipes
arranged to turn it on an attacking mob;
the employces were well armed, and & supply
of hand grenades was secured of Commander
Paulding, of the navy yard.

FORT WAGNER.

The Historic Second A¥sault on Iis
vorks, July 1S, 1863.
Charleston harbor in general configura-
tion resembles that of New York., The city
is on a Jong, narrow tongue of land, between
two rivers—tho Cooper on the north, the
Ashley on tho south. Vessels entering the
harbor appreach between two islands—Sulli-
van's Island on the north, Morris Island on
thesouth. The passage bebween these two
may very well be compared to tho Narrows
at New York., On Morris Island, somewhat
southeast of the narrowest part of the chan:
nel, was Fort Wagner, a Confederate defense
of Charleston, the possession of which was
especially aimed at by the Union force.

Charleston harbor, like that of New York,
containg varicus small islands. During the
war these were coverell with Confederate
fortifications. Tn and about Charleston the
Confederates bz altogether 376 guns.

Not much was done toward prosecuting
the war vigorously on tho coast of South
Carolina until March, 1863, Then a land and
naval force, under Gen. John G, Foster, was
sent to attncl Charleston and Fort Sumter.
A naval attack was made on Fort Sumter
April 7, 1563,

It was ngext Getermined that the Union
forces should occupy Morris Island, near the
north endt of which was Fort Wagner. For
this the land and naval force was pub under
commansl of Gen. Q. A. Gillmore, He ac-
cordingly took possession of Morris Island up
to within a mileof Fort Wagner and Battery
Gregg, on Cummings' Point. Theso were
very heavily fortified.

BATTLE OF HELENA, 4RE.

A Plucky DBefense by Land and
Water. .

Yet another fight remains to be recorded
for tho battle Uay of July 471863, This is the
engagement at Helend, Ark. Oa tho day
named seven baitles, great and small, took
place in various parts of the country, and
Vicksburg surrendared besides.

Tho Confederate general, B. Kirby Smith,
was at that time in command of the trans-
Mississippi Confederate department. In this
department Licut. Gen, L. H. Holmes had
charge of the distriet of Arkansas. .

June 15, 1863, Gen. Holmes, then at Little
Rock, telegraphed Kirby Smith at Shreve-
port: “I believe s7e can take Helenp. Please
lebmedo it.” Gen. Smith telegraphed back:
““Most certainly do it.”

Maj. Gen. Benjamin M. Prentiss was ab
that time in .command of the Union force &t
Helena.

Price and his Missourians
were four days lato at the rendezvous, owing
to high water. Holmes was obliged to wait
for them at Clarendon. Meantime Gen.
Prentiss, at Helena, had been apprised of the
Confederato design, and so all chance of a
surpriso passed away.

Holmes came on to tho attack, however,
in good style. He reached Helena on tho
night of July 3. He had orders to attack
at daylight. He stationed onoc of his col-
umns in the neighborhood of cach of tho
Union batteries, as shown on the accompany-
ing map. - ) .
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EIGHT AT HELENA, JULY 4, 1563,

Pride and Marmaduke werc in the center,
with Walker on the left and Fagan on the
right., Prentiss bad been looking for the at-
tack for somo days. All the night of July 3
he kept his troops under arms.

_Marmaduke and Fagan attacked at day-
light, according to the programme, Fagan
.with much vigor. His men carried the
outer works in front of Battery D on the
Union left. Then they attacked that work
fiercely. But the -other batteries were
-trained upon Fagan’s mnen with a cross fire
that withered them like a deadly blast, and
the brigade fell back with a loss of 400 men.

Price’s Missourians camo into ackion an
hour later than Fagan, and attacked Battery
C with all their force. They carried the
outer works and even Battery Citselt. Price
then ordered his men to cross to the right
and atiack Battery D in the rear.

But just in tho critieal moment his orders
were not obeyed. There was great confu-
sion among his men
at this time. Be-
fore it cleared
away Salomon’s
Union troops bad g
attacked Battery C B&
with great vigor %
and recaptured it,

For over four
hours there was
hot fighting on the
Union left. Then
Holmes abandoned
tho idea of captur-
ing Helena, and
gavo orders to re-
treat to Little Rock., He had led to Helena
over §,000 men. Of these, 1,500 remained be-
hind on the field, dead, wounded, dying and-
prisoners. Prentiss, in hisreport, mentioned
that he buried 400 dead.

Prentiss’ garrison was not strong enough
to follow in pursuit of Holmes, and the Con-
federates returned quietly to Little Rock.
Gen. Prentiss lost 230 men. In the battle of
Helena the Confederate cavalry was under
command of Gen. Walker on the extremo

Telt, — Mafimmaguke expecled sappors Trom.

‘Walker’s cavalry, but did not receive it. The
atfack at Lthat point was feeble.

It was, in fact, Admiral Porter himself .

who notificd Gen. Prentiss of the approach of
Holmes and his attacking force. _Admiral
Porter had received the information from
Confederate deserters in the latter part of
June. He forthwith dispatched gunboats up
the river from Vicksburg to Helena, with the
information to Gen, Prentiss to look out for
the approach of a Confederate army. Ad-
miral Porterr also sent .gunboats to other
points which it was thought: might also bo
attacked. Licut. Commander Prichett, in
command of the Tyler, was instructed under
no circumstances to-leave Helena,

It was after Price had captured Battery C
that: Prichett’s gunboat came to the rescuo
in tho nick of -time. After cavturing that
point the Corfederates pourcd down upon
the town thycugh the ravines between the
hills. Prichs gunners, from Iong train-
ing, had become admirable marksmen. Their
commander directed them to train thebroad-
side guns of the steamer upon the ravines
down which the men in butternut gray were
swarming.

They did so, and in a few seconds shells
were bursting in guick succession among the
closely packed Confederates in the narrow

hill roads. They {211 rapidly, bleeding, torn
i';u(cll. dying, blocking the way with their
odies.

It was this terrible shelling of theravines
by the Taylor’s guns that threw the Confed-
erates into confusion. Those in theravine
roads turned and fled in_panie. Those that
bad already gained the Union works at Bat-
tery Csoon followed their example, bewild-
ered by the blazing shells and the thunder-
ous roar.,

In hisreport of the battle of Helena, Gen.
Prentiss said: “I attribute not a little of our
sucgess in the late battle to Lieut. Commander
Prichett’s full knowledge of the situation and
his skill in adapting the means within his
command to the end to be attained.”

Thus, at Vicksburg, at Port Hudson and at
Helena, along the Mississippi, victories were
gained by the Union forces, ail within a few
days of one another, early in July, I8G5.
After this there was no more fighting on the
greab river beyond guerrilla incursions.  The
United States government, however, kept
garrisons stationed at various points.along
1ts banks between New Orleans and Caivo &l
tlie end of the war.
