The Free Whisky Mills Bill.
Many correspondents write asking

is a free whisky "measure, and if so
how? Ibis, bub not directly and in so
many words. It seeks to make whisky
free, but it tries to do it in a sneaking,
indirect, upderhanded way. Unlike
the TProhibitionists, who comse oub
openly and fanatiatlly {or the repeal of
all liquor taxes and the turning of the
rum liend’looseso that theymay have a
fair and square fight with the “alcohol-
ic demon”, the Mills bill and its dem-
ocratic supporters, of whom President
Cleveland is not the leagt ardent, wish
to do the same thing by indirection
but none the less effectually. The
Democrats do for love of the “demon”
what the third party does for hate, bat
they are traveling to a common goal.

This is- the speaking way in which
the Mills bill, were it the law, would
make whisky free and revenue frauds
easy and -safe: .

(1) It provides that all distilleries
mashing less than twenty-five bushels
of grain a day may be run without
storekeepers and gaugers. That means
that they shall no longer be watched, -
but may cheat the Government 1f they
want to. ‘They still have to pay a tax,
but only on fthe nominal capacity of
their stills. That capacity may be-ille-
gally increased in two ways—by “stuf-
fing™ the mash and by a “forcing” pro-
cess. DBy the first method the product
can be increased 50 per cent. Instead
of sixteen quarts a day twenty-foor
may be made, eight of which will pay
no tax. That would probably be the
favorite plan tili the moonshiners got
bolder and aimed at larger illicit
profits. Then they would take to “fore-
ing”. Ibstead of handling twenty-five
bushels a day Ly what is called the
forty-eight hour process, making 100
gailons a day, they would mash 100
bushels a day for twelve hours. This
would give a smaller yvield of alcohol
to the bushel, but would produce 200
gallons a day, while the distillers
would only be taxed on their nominal
capacity of, say, seventy-five gallons,
leaving them with 125 gallons of
spirts that had not paid the 90 cent
tax, whieh they would proceed fo
throw on the market and pocket the
prolit. -

(2) It the Mills bill were a law the
cheating would not all be done by the
small distilleries now in operation.
Thousands of others woald spring
up all over the South, and in tbe
North, and it wonld not be long before
the experience of 1875 would be re-
peated and spirils would be selling for
half or a third of the Government tax.
Then but two courses would be open
tothe large distilleries—to go out of the
business or- take to cheating like the
small stills, Some would go one way,
some the other. DBetween them the
Government revenues from spirits,
now $80,;000,000 yeariy, would be cub
down to $20,000,000 or less, and even
that would soon disappear. The 8,000,-
000 gallons of moonshine whisky now
made abt the South, in spite of the
rigid law, do not have much apparent
effect on the internal revenue receipts,
but multiply that $,000,000 by 100 and
the effcet would soon be visible:

(3) After removing all supervision of
the small stills the Mills bill takes its
next step toward its free whisky goal by °
rendering sunccessful prosecution for
fraudsditicult or impossible. It provides

- that no warrant shall be issued for the

arrest of any illicit distiller upon an -
affidavit making charges “upon in-
formation and belief”, unless made by
a Collector or Deputy Collector of Im-
ternal Revenue or a Revenue Agent..
The complaints of all other persons on
whieh warrants are issued must allege
that the facts are within the personal
knowledge of the affiant. Success in
dealing with the moonthiners depends
greatly on ihe quickness of the move-
ments of the officers of the law. By
the new preliminary requirements for
the issue of warrants wmuch time will
often be wasted in hunting up a par-
ticolar oflicer to swear to the com-
plaint, and in the meantime the offend-
ers will be out of reach.

(4) Assuming that ome has been
caught and convicted- the Aills bill
opens the door for easy escape. Under
the present law there is a minim-
um penalty below which the Judge
cannot go in case of conviction.
The Ybill repeals that provision, so that
if the ‘Judge pleases he may fix the
fine at six cents and let the criminal
go back to the still. Judges are mor-
tal, and when they see public senti-
ment and the law alike favorable o
whisky thieves they will not make it
hard for those on whom they have to

| sit in judgment.

(8) But if any Judge should give a

provides that the Commissioner of In-
ternal Revenue, who is amenable to
local political influences, with the ap-
proval of the Secretary of the Treas-
ury, may compromise any civil or
criminal case and remit all fines and
penalties.

(6) This seewms to cover the ground

_pretty thoroughly, but this remarka-

ble Mills bill goes even farther. By
the present law all stills, worms, étc.,
used for illicit distilling are destroyed
when seized, when their use as evi-
dence is over. They are smashed up
and sold for old copper. But the Mills
bill saysthat shall not be done, but that |
such_property shall be sold as provid-
ed by law “but without being mutilat-
ed or déstroyed.” That saves the
moonshiner much trouble, He no
Ionger has to go to the expense and
delay of having a new still made. He
goes to the Government auction and
for a few nickels bids in his old one,
whiclr has been kindly stoved for him,
and in a4 day or sois back to his Dem-
ocratic task of making free whisky.
Can anything be more- considerate?
Another of the Mills amendments
tending to encourage fraud is the fol-
lowing, adopted in the House by the :

Who Should \';(;Z(.:?

The greatest mistake which has been
made by the Government of the Unit-
ed States has been in conferring upon
foreigners the elective franchise. So
short is the period required for their
naturalization that hundreds of thou-
sands have become voters before they
knew anything about the nature of re-
publican institutions—before even they
could speak the language of the coun-
try. The majority of them are doubt-
less well-meaning people, bub they nat-
urally fall undar the influence of those
who are not. With the working-men
have come men who are revolutionists
by nature or have been made such by
reul or fancied injustice in their native
lands. 7To denounce the Government,
and to make their followers believe
that all governments are tyrannical
and ought to be overthrown, seems to
Le considered by these men their spec-
fal duty. Others do not go quite so
far as this; they are more moderate in
their demands; they contend that
property should be held and owned in

common, that their exclusive owner-

«ship by the few is oppression to the
many, that the laws have Leen made
by the riech and for their benefit, to
the great.injustice of the pootr, and
that they should be so chauged that
all would fare alike. If these men,
with th<ir blind and ignorant-follow-

- ers, were not voters, they would be
‘| comparatively harmless; but they are

not omnly voters, but some of them ae-
tive politicians, and when the two
great parties are nearly evenly divid-
ed, their votes are courted by both.
They are already a dangerous class,
and likely to beconie more dangerous,
as they are rapidly increasing in nuin-
bers, and are becoming cohisive by or-
ganizations, 1t is very clear .to my
mind that none but native Dborn citi-
zens ought to have been permitted fo

' be voters; that immense risk has been

incurred—not by .making the United
States an asylam for the oppressed,
not by opening the doors for foreign-
ers to beecome inhabitants, under the
protection of and equal laws, but by
inviting them to come and participate
in the law-making and governing pow-
er. The elective frunchise, which
ought to have been considered the
most precious of =all rights, has been’
freely pbestowed upon those who have
no knowledge of its value, and upon
those who use it for other than patri-
otie¢ purposes.

Though it may now be too late, in
the present condition of political par-
ties. to change effectively our naturali-
zation laws, there might be a limita-
tion upon the franchise in muniecipal

- elections, and it is certain that this

must be done if our large cities are to
be properly governed, and suflicient

 safeguuards are to be thrown around

persons and property. Municipal gov-
ernment should be created and con-
ducted on business principles. No one
should Dbe & voler who is not the own-
er of property. The amount required
need not be large, and it should be
large enough to indicate that the voter
had ‘something at stake. Manhood
suffrage in municipal elections is, to
say the least, a dangerous experiment;
a law that places upon an equality in
voting the lazy vagabond and the en-
terprising wealth-producing. citizen
is. ceriainly neither just nor reasona-

THE DREADNOUGHT.

Ballers would be thought small craft now.
They wexe about 400 or 500 tons burden.

They sailed from New York to Liverpool
on the first day of each month until in 1821,
when the lted Star line was organized. Then
the time between the departure of vessels
from New York was shortened, until finally
they left every week. The tonnage gradually
increased until vessels ‘aslarge as the Henry
Clay, 1,25) tons, and the ‘Tew World, L40Y
tons, were built in the 405, Thesc were the
halcyon days of the American packet ships.
This era extended to the '30's, but before this
the clipper had come into prominence.

The clipper ship was builb éxpressiy for
speed The China and India trade was
growing, and the discovery of gold in Cal-
ifornia had stimulated commerce to o won-
derful extent. The ships were made narrow
and sharp prowed, and ship building got an
impetus which led to extraordinary results.
Sowme of the long voyages made in those days
read like fairy storles now. Eighteen hun-
dred and forty-three is the year of the
first clipper. Her name was the Rainbow,
of 750 tons. She madeso much money that the
Helena, the Honqua, the Sea Witch and the
Samuel Russel followed shortly afterwards;
but these vessels were too small, and in 1851
TWilliam H. Webb built four clippers, the
largest.of which was the Challenge, about
2,000 tons, the Iargest clipper ship ever built
in New York, Oneof the mostremarkable
vessels of the time was the Surprise. She
sailed from Liverpool to San Franciscoin
ninety-six days, then the shortest time on
record. She sailed from San Francisco to
London by way of Canton, and when she
reached the British capital she bad cleared
her cost and running expenses, and besides
this had netted her owners $50,000! The
Sovereign of the Seasin 1852 salled from New
York to L1verpool in the then unprecedented
time of thirteen days and .nineteen hours.
At that time the American clipper was in-
deed. the sovereign of the seas. American
captains got two and three times the salaries
paid to captains of other nationslities. The
American flag was known all over the world,
and the captain was an important personage.
He was absolute monarch of all he surveyed,
and his word. was Iatw,

The Dreadnought was the most famous of
all these vessels, and Capt. Samuels was the
most famous of American sea captains. To
say that bis life readslike a romance is “*put-
ting it mild.¥ He was born in Philadelphia
in 1825, and started onton his adventurous
career at the immature age of eleven. At
twenty-one he was captain of a ship. He
possessed a reckless, dare-devil spirit which
was tempered by an extraordinary judgment
in one so young, and by a thorough knowledge
of his profession, gained by ten yearsof oneof
the hardest lives known to.men. The Dread-
nought was built for him in 1833. She was
named afier the famous vessel in Admiral
Nelson’s fleet, and her owners sent to Eng-
land to find out the true spelling of her name.
On her first trip from Liverpool to New York
she Jeaped into fame by beating the Cunard
steamship Canada. They Loth arrived off
Sandy Hook at the same time, the Canada
having left Liverpool ene day carlier. I[n
1859 she made the trip from Sandy Hoolk to
Rock Light, Liverpool, a distance of 8,000
miles, in thirteen daysand eight hours. A
passenger who sailed with Capt. Sammels in
the “wild boat of the Atlantic,” as sho was
called, thus describes very vividly that famous
trip: -

“Before going on board on Sunday morn-
ing, Feb. 23, 1839, I had taken bLreakfast im
Brooklyn, where, among other kind friends
assembled to ses me off, were Buchanan
Read and Mr. Major the business partner of
my host and vice commodore of the New
York Yacht club, The latter warmly con-
gra.tulated me upon the prospects of my voy-
. age. ‘The <h1p," he

- informed me, ‘was
already hauled oub
in the stream, and
waspretty as a
yacht.” I found the
description acciz-
rate when, a couple
of hours later, the
vessel weighed an-
chor, and, with a
tug puffing at her
side, moved slowly
down the bay. I
made the captain’s
acquaintance at
_Iuncheon, Lefore
the pilot left " us,
He was reassuring
the ladies, one of
whom had been told
that the rats bad
all left tho ship.

¢ Jen't that o bad omen, captain? ghe
asked.

¢ +Yeast replied hej ‘that is, it wonld beif
it were without an explanation; but the fact
is, weare loaded with tar and turpentine,
which they cannot abide.’

Assoon as these devotions. were concluded,
and the books removed, luncheon was served,
and later, when the ladies left the table.
and retired to-their own cosy little cabin. the:
gentlemen played penny poker until it was
time for a: constitutional on deck before din-
ner.. What & voyage it was! I have sympa-
thized with My, Ruskin in hishatred of steany
ever since. The ship was like a frigate in
shape and size, with the tall, tapering; rakish
spars tho sea. novelists are: so proud of de-
seribing, and which.gave a romantic flavor:
of piracy to our innocent experiences;

“The only thing not man-of-war like was
the* absence of guns. The discipline was
there, the decks were like snow, and every
sail was bent that the stout masts and yards
could bear: At'last came the.day—or night
rather—the thirteenth after the one upon
which Navesink had faded: from: our view,
when we found ourselves running
Gzorge’s channel.

In the latter part of thisyear occurred tho
first ocean wace between the Henrietta,
Tleetwing and the Vesta for o stake of
$30,000. Capt. Samuels commanded the
Heurietta, which won thoe race to Liverpool
by a fow hours. ‘Lhe last hoursof the race
sdra thus deseribed by a passenger on the
Henvietta:

“Toward undm"hb the wind began to die
away. Tho weather became dmp, fogg
thoroughly English. We werein the chops
of the chaunel, It was Christmas Eve, and
every ono did his best to assume a holiday
humor, but thoeffort was & dismal failure.

DESTROYING FEVER.

THEPRESENT EPIDEMIC CONTRASTED
WITH MANY PREVIOUS ONES.

Jacksorville, Fla.—Remarkable Experience
of Fugitives—*‘Shotgun Quarantine’—The
Terror in Texas in 1867——-The Philadel-
phia Epidemic of 1793.

The yellow fever is slowly spreading, but
fortunately it came so late in the year that
no-general epidemic is to be dreaded. There
will be no scenes of wild panic and prolonged
misery like those of Philadelphia. in the last
century, of New York in the early partof
this, or such as have been noted in all the
Gulf cities at varions times; for the disease

Jacksonville, the metropolis of I‘Iorxda,
whiah is inow tho chief seat of the disease, is
ordinarily a lovely city of 80,000 people, full
of business, wealth and fasluon. the great
winter resort of northern tourists. But now
its streets are "silent as thoso of a cemetery,
and, save nurses, gunards and physicians, the
population does notoxceed 8,000. The rest
have fled to the mortl or ‘are in the con-
valescens camps and hospitals in the adjacent
| woolls. The disease appemred thercearly in
August, but it was near the last of that
mouth befors sho city was declared in a state
of isolation. In the meantime two-thirds of
thé'population had fled, but therest had to
stay. If oncescaped tho cordon of guards
and medical ofiicials he found himself a
pitiable object of dread, and in many places
a regulaf “‘shotgun qum‘antmc” was cstab-
lished withous warrant of law. Still, the
disease effected- a lodgment at Fe':naudiua,
Gainesville, Decatur, Ala., Jackson, Miss.,
and two or thiree other places. But thesad-
dest, strangest individual fact was the death
of the noted astroncmer, Richard A. Proctor,
in New York. Holeft Florida with the dis-
case in his system and yeached New York
before it developed.

Devoted
nurses and physicians go in crowds to the
stricken city, and their almost uniform
exempiion from the disease is another proo
of how much tho mind hes to do with it Dr.

Meal Aitchell, president of the Jacksonville
board of health, is quite a phenomenon in
himself, a native of the city and but 82 years
sold. He is.a graduate of two northern med-
ical coHeges, and if bhe falls at his post, will
thave the honor a true soldier craves—that of
dying in the service of his people. D2 J. D.
Fernandez, in charge of a hospital, is alsoa
native of Jacksonville, and took the highest
honor of the graduating class of 1570, at the
medical college of Richmond, Va.
Extraordinary stories are told of the ad-
ventures of those who escaped from other
points in Florida, but were suspected of being
from Jacksounville. Col. D. H. Elliott, rail-
road Tand agent, was engaged for threc weeks
in a desperate struggle with red tapo quar<
antine to get his wife and boy from Pablo
Beach to the first freo station outside of the
state. In vain did he prove that he wasnot
from Jacksonville; the fact that ho was from
Tlorida was enough. Afterexhausting other

" plans be got his family on the steamer H. B.

Plant, which runs on the St. John's, and
cruised up that rviver (southward) to find a
depot of departure. Af Palatka there were
threats of firing on the steamer if a landing
was attempted, , and the family remained on
it, with some other passengers, for eight days
mquarantme, The health of all on board
improved on the river, and so they finally got
out of the state by one of the roads which
avoids Jacksonville, but for a long distance
northward the people fled from thetrain as
if it carried the signals of sudden death.

It would fiil many columns like this to
briefly deserilbis the various epidemics of yel-
low fever in the Guif states, but one fact
stands out in cprious prominence—that the
dread disease never once became epidemic
during the civil warthough, according to the
accepted opinions, all the conditions were
favorable to it. Gen. Ormsby M. Mitchell
died of it, and there weie a few ofher cases
at Beaufort, S. C.; but the disedse did not
spread, and two years after the war passed
Then
the fever struck some places with unwonted
fury, especially in Texas. There, in 1867, the
work of political reconstruction was com-
pletely suspended for some time by the fear-
ful mortality, and the Federal general in
charge of the state department died of the
disease.

In the Texas epidemic of 1867 some un-
usnal features were noted. The fever would
travel recularly along a street from house to
house for some distance, then suddenly stop
and, as if it had risen in the air for a long
flight, would fall upon some distant dwelling
or town and work fearful havoe. At length,
as often happens toward the eclose, the disease

| reached a furions and destructive climax:

every member of a family would be stricken
at once, and almost every one stricken would.
die. In some instances every person in a
house died, and more than one vessel in the
ports, abandoned by all who.could get away,
swung at anchor for days with none but
corpses on board, u thing of terror to all”
who Tooked on it a.nd e\h.dmn- the very odor
of death. R

In conclusion two. facts must be noted-
But little more is certainly known of the "
cause, cure and pravention of the epidemic
than was known a century ago, yet the
disease is much less terrible than then. Tliere
have been no such epidemics in this genera-
tion asthose-which. devastated Philadelphia
in 1793 and New York some years later. The
Caucasian race is probably getting accli-
mated.

PITTSBURG'S NEV; COURT HOUSE.
p'¢. Surrounded by tenements, thero stands
today the block houss ercctcd by Col. Bou-
quet. Pittsburgers are considering the sub-
ject of buying i% and preserving it as a mon-
ument to colonial times.

The first court house of Allegheny county,
two stories in height, with an old fashioned
steeple, was made to supply many needs. A
bell hang in its steeple, and called the people
to court; to chureh, to public meetings and
to fires. At night it was bghted by tallow
candles. On Sundays chureh service was
held in the court room, and on special occa-
sions enterfainments and exhibitions were
given in the second story.

T 1858 the assembly authorized the sale of
this court house and the erection of a new
one, which was built on Grant’s hill, an emi-
nence giving o fine view of the city and its
surroundings. This building was 165 feeb
long Ly 100 feet wide.=Its front had a portico
formed of ionic stone pillars, so much in
vogue in America at the time it was built.

In 1852 this second -court house was de-
stroyed by fire. Then commenced the work
of erecting a new building. Mr, H. H. Rich-
ardson, the eminent architect of Boston,
furnished the design, and it bas been said
that “he was the mastér architect of the
United States, aud the Allegheny -court

‘house was bis masterpiece of art and work-
manship.” This building has only recently
been completed.

The centennial, by fortunate coincidence,
fell in the year of the completion of the third
conrt Louse, and gave Pittsburgers an oppor-
tunity to celébrate both at once.
doubtless o proud day when they began their
centennizl celebration by the inauguration
of their new temple of justice, built in the
ceuter of what was o hundred years agoa
hamlet in a wilderness, Then onthe rivers
was heard the song of the flatboatman, where
now is the pufiing of steamers and darting of
trains across the many bridges.
