Rag-Weed and “Hog Cholera.”

As 1 was driving along the road one
day last September with one of the
most successful farmers-in this section,

pasture which was literally covered
with rag-weed, and said: “That infer-
nal weed will take this country vet!
It springs up.on the meadows after we
have cub the hay, it takes the stubble
fields after wehave removed the wheat
and oats, it covers the pastures likea
forest, it smothers the potato and gar-
den patches, it flourishes and stinks
along the highway and in every spot
and corner where it can find a square
of space to stand in, its nasty yellow
pollen fills the air and poisons every
breath. Altogether it is the meanest,

stinkingest apd most abominable weed
that ever stuck a roobt in the soil of
To successfully
fight it we have two weapons which L
Enow of: One is the plow and the oth-
er is sheep. I have fifty acres of sheep
pasture and there is not a ragweed
visible in it, while my forty-acre cat-
tle pasture is overrun with the vile

thing.

“Last August I turned a lot of fine
fat shoats into a twentyv-acre field of
wheat stubble to pick up the volunteer
wheat, pig-weed and such like stuff,
and they did finely until the rag-weed
began to bloom; then they began to
cough and mope about and the first
thing I knew they were dying. I took
them out, put them in a clean yard and
supplied them with plenty of fresh
water in big troughs, and in 2 week or
ten days they were all right; but they
had actually lost more flesh than the
best feeding would put on them in a
month., This summer I turned a lof
of sows into my cattle pasture and
they got along ail right and were doing
well until that stuff began to bloom,
then they began to cough and lose
flesh. I took them outand in about a
week they were all right. I am well
satisfied that it was the pollen from
the blessoms of the rag-weed which
did the damage. It secemed to choke,
or rather suffocate them.”

In speakiog of this matier to anoth-
er stockman, a few days afterward, T
was somewhat surprised to hear him
state that his experience was very sim-
ilar. His hogs, running in a pasturs
wherein was a good stand of rag-weed,
were doing well until the weed began
to bloom, theu they commenced cough-
ing and lost flesh rapidly. He thought
they were attacked by cholera, so he
hurriedly put them in 2 clean yard,
administered various remedies and
supplied them with cooked food for
about a week, when they sesmed to
bave fully regained their health and
friskiness. Ide returned them to the
pasture and in a few days the *‘cholera”
symptoms returned, and one of them
died. Then i1t struck him that the
rag-weed might be the cause of the
trouble. He yarded the hogs again,
dosed them a little and they quickly
recovered. He then had the rag-weed
cut down with a mower, raked up and
hauled off, A heavy rain fell soon af-
terward and he returned the hogs to
the pasture again, and though they re-
mained there until late in the fall, not
one of them ever coughed or manifest-
ed a “cholera” symptom of any sort.—
Pickett in 0. J, Farmer.

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Artesian Wells in Memplns

The cities of the Mississippi valley
have never been noted for the purity
of their water supply, as they have de-
pended largely on river water. Re-
cently, the city of Memphis has been
experimenting with artesian wells, and
has found an inexhaustible supply of
the best waier directly under its site.
A true artesian basin covered Ly a
perfectly impervious stratum has been
discovered, which is now fast displac-
ing the unsatlsfa tory Wolf River asa
source for water. Hitherto this river
has supplied the city’s wants. Thirty-
two artesian wells have been driven
over an area 2,000 by 300 feet. They
are driven to a deplh of about 430 feet.
They first pass through 20 {eet of bluff
loam, then through 24 feet of sand and
gravel, and finally through 150 feef of
hard, impervious clay. The water-
bearing stratum is then reached,
which consists of perfectly clean send
seven hundred feest deep. The water
rises far above the level of the Missis-
sippi River. Permanent works are
now in progress. A large well is to be
sunk 80 feet below the surface. From
this a horizontal tunnel 2,000 feet long
will be carried through the hard cla.y
This tunnel will be ﬁve feet in diame-
ter, and the wells will be connected
with it. The water will be pumped
from the large well. The tunnel can
be . extended indefinitely, and more
wells can be bored as the supply may
need extension. The temperature of
the water is practically mnform, and
averages about 62° Fah. It isimpos-

_sible to overestimate the importance
. of this development as far as Memphis

alone is-concerned. But the same bas-
in includes many other ecities, and
eventually a large area. may be bene-
fited by the discovery so happily made
at Memphis. Mr. R. C. Graves, mana-
ger of a local ice company of that city,
had used artesian water for making
ice, and to him is largely dus the cred-

_it for the new Memphis water supply.
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Curious Chinese Notions,
Both savage and semi-barbarous peo-
ple have always exhibited a great re-
pugnance to any surgical operation,
however necessary, which involves
amputation.

What Key West Looks Like.

The key has about as much shape as
a camel, and in a general way lies east
and west and contains about six square
miles. Itisas flat as a shingle, the
highest point being about fourteen
feet above the mean sealevel. To the
casual visitor it Jooks as though the
sea, particularly in a storm, would sub-
merge this insignificant rise, but it is a
matter of record that it mever has
done it. The city proper covers the
western end of the key, and it was,
previous to-the great fire of March 30,
18586, very densely settled, and about
as un-American looking as could well
be imagined, bearing a strong resem-
blance to 2 West India town. The
houses are of wood and quite plainly
built. There are, I think, only four or
five briek buildings, and certainly nob
more than six. The streets are of
very good width, tolerably straight
and passably clean. The roadway is
coral rock.  Thereismno soil to speak
of ; what passes for soil is triturated
c01al very rich in phosphates and
makmg an excellent ferfilizer, but by
itself deficient in fut. To garden one
must use & piek rather than a hoe.
Very few vegetables are grown here,
and vegetation is confined mainly to
cocoant trees. ITere and there -can be
seen a pine or an Alexander or a star
of India or a royal poncana, a few mul-
berry and prickly ash trees. Ilowers
and flowering shrubs grow in abund-
ance.

Mean-
while, if the President himself were
not an obstinate and unforgiving man
he would Iong ago have overlooked the
mistake of his iriend, Lord Sackville,
who was doing his best, thoughina
clumsy way, to aid his re-election.—

The Architectural Department occu-
pies the top floor, and here may be seen
the manager of this department, and
also a number of draughtsmen at work
preparing the plans and general de-
signs for the Arvchitect and Bailder
edition of the Scientific American,
which is published monthly, and has
attained a widespread circulation. The
printing of the papers is carried on in
a separate building. At the entrance
of the man office, which alone occu-
pies a’floor space of 60 by 165 feet, may
be seen one of Prof. Draper’s remark-
able recording barometers, with which
instrument a complete record is kept
of the atmospheric changes. This ba-
roweter was buill specially for the
Scientific American, and it is a remark-
ably fine and sensitive as well as a
very expensive instrament.

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THE NEW WAR GAME.

VETERANS MAY FIGHT OVER THEIR
BATTLES WITHOUT BLOODSHED.

Polemos, Invented in England—Example
of a Game—Infantry, ‘Cavalry and Ar-
tillery in Mimic Battle—An Enemy At-
tacked, Cut OF; Surrounded and Captured.

A new war game has been invented by Do’
C. B. Griftitly, of Brighton, England. Tho
game is called “Polemos,” and {s played ona
cloth ten feet by five feet, divided into
squares, each representing 400. yards. The
field may be varied by the addition of hills,
rivers, towns, redoubts, etc., which are to he
contended for. There is no chance in the
geme, The winning point. isa matter to be

mutually determined between the contest-
ants. An equal force is given to eack player,

An example of a single game, played over
afield through which a river runs, will best:
illustrate: the method of procedure. The
countryrepresented in the accompanying cuts
is about five miles by seven. The river run-

\“} o

ning throngh it is unfordable and winds be-
tween the hills. Two bridges cross the river,
the. one at C, the other at B, several miles
above.

The forces engaged are supposed to bs 10,
000'men on either side, consisting of eavalry,
infantry and. artillery. In the cub the de-
fending force is marked by a flag composed
of three perpendicular divisions of black and
white, and the attacking force by diagonal
divisions: of black and white. Onthe key
plan the defending force is designated by
black squares, and the attacking force by
squares of black and white.

A town is supposed to be some distance
from the battlefield on the left. The Quty of
the defensiva player is to cover this town
from the epemy, fifteen miles distant to the
right. Theattacking forceisdivided. About
one-tlurd consisting of one regiment of cav-
alry and three battalionsof mfantry, is on.
the left bank of the river (the upper bank in
the plan), while the main body, consisting of
the general and staff, two batteries (six guns:
each), one regiment of cavalry and five bat-
talions of infaptry, are on the right banlc
The defending force, as has been md equals
its enemy in numbers, and is divided into the
same corps.

The attacking force moves fo Bridge C, and
the defensive force makes a. forward move
on both sides of the river from Hills1 and 2
and from the plain to the right of Hill 2, in
order fo prevent the ;umctnon of the two
parts of the invaders’ divided force. The
batteries and cavalry are engaged, but the
infantry of the invaderscoming np first the
contest is with them, and the defenders re-
ireat on their former positions on Hill 2 and
the adjacent plain.

This gives the assailants Bridge C. They
send a battery from their main forcs over to
the left bank to join their weaker division
and drive back the enemy in front of Hill 1.
The battery, the cavalry and ome baftalion
of infantry attack the hill in front, while
the two other battalions work round the hill
and attack it in flank. The defenders, both
outflanked and outnumbered, are forced to
recire. They refreat over Bridge B and blow
itup.

Hill 1and Bridge C are now both in posses-
sion of the mvadmv force, and the left side of
theriver cleared of the defensive army. The
staff of the force thus far victorious takes
position. on the left bank. Their general.
sends his infantry further down the river to
A, where they build a pontoon bridge. The
cavalry he sends back to cross C bridge to
strengthen his main body on the right bank,
which is now hard pressed.

He had to leave France, buf. refurncd after
the fall of the empire, joined tho Commun-
ists, and attempied to discipline them and ro-
strain thelr destructive fury, but ia vain.

 ment, but escaped to Belgium in the disguise

Two hundred years ago the romancing
traveler and explorer, Baron La Hontan, was

Recent
writers once believed thaf this meant the
Great Salt lake of Utah, but more likely if
was the Minne-waukan, “devils'» or “spirits’
lake,” of Dalkota.
