put under control of thoe consuls of the three.

When we
struck town the consul came to our aid, and
we stowed away the pigs in his back yard,
_Shere they remained until we sailed. The
crew lived on pork for three weeks after that.

“The most disagreeable thing I encountered
in Apia was tho cussed cocoanut oil.

all aver with it, and after it has been on for
about three days, phew! it got racid, and
bow it would stink!
