African Goats.
A  pair recently brought from Africa 

has been added to the Central Park 
collection of animals.

“There is no particular value attach­
ed to the animals, except from their 
rarity,” remarked Director Conklin. 
“ They are the first pair of Morocco 
goats probably that ever found their 
way to this country. They are young, 
in their second year, quite gentle, as 
yon see, and will eat out of your hand. 
But if startled, all their inherited wild­
ness comes out. I  never saw such an­
imals. They seem to have muscles of 
rubber, from the way they jump. I  
have never had so much trouble with 
the most dangerous animals we have 
here.

The jumping of -the thoroughbred 
hunters in Madison Square Garden a 
few weeks ago doesn’t begin to com­
pare with that of- these goats. I  put 
them in a yard having a fence eight 
feet high, hut they jumped it- so easily 
that now 1 have a fence ten feet high.

The space within their inclosure is 
so limited that they cannot get a good 
start to go so high, or I  would not 
trust them with anything less than a 
fifteen foot fence. Then, they are get­
ting accustomed to these quarters and 
are not so easily alarmed as they were, 
but I  think, i f  startled, they might 
still clear this fence. Their leap is pe­
culiar. They crouch a little, give a 
short jump in the air, and as they 
strike the ground, bound upward again 
as i f  they were shot from a caialput. 
The muscles of their legs are extreme­
ly tough, but the legs are *ot adapted 
for great rapidity or endurance in run­
ning. They have been developed by 
generations of climbing up on the Mo­
rocco hills. As these goats get older 
and their bodies iu captivity become 
heavier, they will probably become less 
active. Possibly our native goat has 
lost his faculty of high jumping, if he 
ever had it, since he became partly civ­
ilized and accustomed to a diet of 
brown paper.

The Bread o f  Death.
Sir Lyon Playfair, in a letter to Jun- 

* ius Henri Browne, author of a paper 
in the Hew York Forum, for October, 
under the above title, says: “Having 
represented a large medical constituen­
cy (the University o f Edinburgh) for 
seventeen years as a member of Parlia­
ment, l  naturally came in contact with 
the most -emmentilmedical men in 
England. I  have put the question to 
most of them, ‘Did you, in your extens­
ive practice, ever know a patient who 
was afraid to die ?’ With two excep­
tions, they answered, ‘Ho.’ One of 
these exceptions was Sir Benjamin 
Brodie, who said he had seen one case. 
The other was Sir Robert Ohristison, 
who had also seen one case—that o f a 
young girl o f bad character who had a 
sudden accident. I  have known three 
friends who were partially devoured 
by wild beasts under, apparently hope­
less circumstances of escape. The 
first was Livingstone, the great Afri­
can traveler, who was knocked on his 
back by a lion, which began to munch 
his arm. He assured me that h e ' felt 
no fear or pain, and that his only feel­
ing was one of intense curiosity as to 
which part of his body the lion would 
take next. The next was Rustem Pa­
sha, now Turkish Ambassador iu Lon­
don. A bear attacked bim and tore 
off part of his hand and part of his arm 
and shoulder. He also assured me 
that he had neither a sense of pain or 
fear, but that he felt excessively angry 
because the bear grunted with so 
much satisfaction in munching him. 
The third ease is that of Sir Edward 
Bradford, an Indian officer now occu­
pying a high position in the Iudia Of­
fice. He was seized in a solitary place 
by a tiger, which held him firmly be­
hind his shoulders with one paw and 
then deliberately devoured the whole 
of his arm, beginning at the end and 
ending at the shoulder. He was posi­
tive that he had no sensation of fear, 
and thinks that he felt a little pain 
when the fangs went through his hand 
but is certain that he felt-none during 
the munching of his arm.”

More Mexican Ruin.
An interesting antiquuity has re­

cently been discovered at Palenque, in 
the Chiapas district[of Mexico. The 
monument is situated on the- River 
Xhupa. Although it is now a com­
plete ruin, it was originally a structure 
of considerable height, as three dis­
tinct stories are still distinguishable. 
The ground floor is very.large, meas­
uring some 120 ft. by 75-ft. The floor 
aho-, e is attained through holes in the 
ceiling or vault, and here a room is 
iound measuring some 27 ft. by 9 ft. 
The openings referred to are natural 
and have been formed by the disinteg­
ration of the stone and the sinking in 
o f the roof. On stone slabs set into 
the wall are bass-reliefs of human fig­
ures, warriors, etc. Although these 
stones are in a very bad state o f pre­
servation they are to he sent to the 
capital of Chiapas. Hear this ruin are 
a row of houses forming a street, and 
not far from these the vestiges of a 
quite large town, all of course in a 
state of complete ruin.

W ork  Deliberately.
There are some things that must he 

done in a hurry, or not at all. Catch­
ing a flea is one of the best examples 
apropos to this. But as a rule, it is 
safe to say, the man or woman who 
works deliberately accomplishes the 
most. The deliberate worker is the 
thoughtful worker, with whom the 
habit of system has become second na­
ture. Any one may cultivate it who 
will take the trouble to try; and 
the most unsystematic, spasmodic 
worker will realize with amazement 
how easy it is to get through an allot­
ted task in half the time it formerly 
required, by planning it all out before 
entering the office, workshop, or 
kitchen. ‘

The hurried worker is the one who 
fancies he is an uncommonly busy 
man. True, he is; so is the man who 
tries to hale out a leaky boat with a 
crownless hat; and in', proportion to 
the energy expended, very often, the 
one accomplishes about as much as the 
other. The busiest men we have 
known were those who never seemed 
to be in a hurry, and they accomplish­
ed more in a given time, and were less 
worn out when their work was done, 
than many who accomplished half as 
much,. aDd almost ruptured themselves 
in doing it.

Think about your work before be­
ginning it, then go at i t  deliberately. 
It will save wear and tear of nerve 
and muscle, you will accomplish more, 
and what you dp will be better done. 
—The Manufacturer and Builder.

Easy Experiment in Chemistry.
The Practical Teacher gives the fol­

lowing simple experiment in chemis­
try, which any child can try:

Cut three leaves of red cabbage into 
pieces, and after placing them in a 
basin, pour a pint of boiling water 
over them, letting them stand an hour; 
then pour off the liquor into a decan­
ter. I t  will he of a fine blue color. 
Then take four wineglasses—into one 
put six drops of strong vinegar; into 
another, six drops of solution of soda; 
into a third, the same quantity o f a 
strong solution of alum; and let the 
forth glass remain empty. Fill up the 
glasses from the decanter, and the 
liquid poured into the glass containing 
the acid will quickly cliauge to a beau­
tiful red; that, poured with the soda 
will be a fine gre«n; that poured in 
with the alum will turn to.pretty pur­
ple; while that poured into the empty 
giass will remain unchanged.

I t  is a 
volatile oil of soft consistency and 
nearly colorless, which is extracted 
from the petals o f the roses, is made 
inHindostan and Persia. I t  is ex­
tremely difficult to obtain it in a  pure 
state owing to the expense necessary 
in making it  o f roses, and most o f the 
so-called attar o f roses now on the 
market are but compounds of sandal 
wood and other oils. In its manufac­
ture by the natives o f Persia, large 
open vessels are filled with rose water 
and left standing in the open air one 
night. A  skum is found floating at 
the top in the m orning'and . .this is 
skimmed off and from this essential 
o.l the perfume is prepared. For half 
an ounce of this oil 200,000 full grown 
roses are required, and its value when 
in marketable shape is about $40. The 
genuine attar of roses is worth from 
$50 to $100 per ounce.

Few people have an idea o f the 
amount .of butter which is handled by 
the dealers of tire handsome and flour­
ishing little Illinois City o f Elgin. 
There was a time, not so many years 
ago, when the rich farming country 
which is tributary to it was given up 
to the growing of wheat,* The compe­
tition of the cheaper lands to the north 
and west made wheat-raising less prof­
itable, and the farmers all took to 
dairying.

But, while the Legislature can 
coaler power upon Boards of Super 
visors, the Legislature cannot con­
strain the Supervisors to use that row­

's ! '. ' " fh e  Supervisors simply may do as 
they see fit, because the Boards o f Su­
pervisors are established by the Con­
stitution, the same as the Legislature, 
and are constitutional .bodies equally 
with the Legislature. The Constitu­
tion gives the Legislature no power or 
authority over Boards o f  Supervisors 
except the right to “ confer powers”  
upon them. The bill, therefore, pro­
vides that, after one-fiftli of the viters 
o f  a county have sent a petition to the 
County Clerk for an election to vote 
on tlifi question o f prohibition, the 
B  »ard o f Supervisors shall t e ca'led by 
thecleik to meet; “and they may 
thereupon issue an order directing that 
such elections be held.”  They "may" 
—or they may not—just as they please. 
In  care they do, and the election is 
held and shows a majority for prohi­
bition, then “ it shall be lawful for such 
Board of Supervisors in any county 
baviug so voted in the affirmative of 
the proposition to so prohibit as afore­
said, and they are hereby authorized to 
order, within the limits of the eountv 
having so voted in the affirmative as 
aforesaid, the prohibition of the manu­
facture, sale,”  etc., o f liquors. That is, 
“it shall be lawful”  lor the supervis­
ors, and they are “authorized”—in case 
they so choose—to pr> hibit liquor sell­
ing- But they are fr e e  not to prohibit, 
and also free  not to d ) anything at 'all 
about it, if they so choose. Yet that Is 
all the pressure the Legislature inis 
cons itutioniil pewer to put upon them. 
I f  there is no constitutional flaw in 
the bill, and it works exactly as ex­
pected, all it amounts to is to leave 
the Whole business practically in the 
power o f  the Board o f Supervisors. 
And, whether the Supervisors do any­
th nig or don’ t do anything, there caEl­
liot be another election held on the 
same subj< ct in two years. The Su­
pervisors are not even required, and 
cannot he constitutionally compelled, 
to put themselves on record in any 
way or degree either for or against 
prohibiting the sale o f liquors.- They 
can adjourn without doing anything 
about it. They can trump up any 
dodge they please to avoid coming to 
any vote one way or the other. They 
can waste the time o f their meet­
ing on other business, and com­
pletely ignore, or dodge, this issue. 
And the people cannot bring such 
evasion home to any o f the Supervis­
ors. Each one o f  them can say: “Thou 
cans’t not say T  did it.” This is a de­
fect that cannot be helped, because the 
Legislature has no constitutional pow- 
to say the Boav.ds of Supervisors must, 
hut only that they may.—Lansing Re­
publican.
"' Perhaps the Republican or the au­
thor o f  the bill can explain just. Why it 
is necessary for the law to in any way 
leave the matter in the hands o f  the 
Board o f Supervisors at all. There is no 
question o f the decided weakness in the 
hill in this respect, and a state prohibi­
tory law' without any county option 
would be better than leave any Board 
o f  Supervisors with the absolute pow­
er to block the game as the hill does.

A nother early settler of Michigan 
has gone. Mrs, Evalinda Hooker died, 
near Iroquois, Dakota, Feb. 2, 1SS9. 
Evalinda Cooper was bom  in Livings­
ton county, R , Y „  Feb. 14,1S12, and 
only lacked twelve days, at the time of 
her death, of being 77 years old. She 
was married to Warner Hooker, in 
Allegheny county* in 1S30, and settled 
on a farm one and one-quarter miles 
south o f Buchanan, where she lived 
about thirty years, her husband having 
died there in 1S4S. Most of the time 
for the past twenty years she has re­
sided In this village. About two 
years since she went to Dakota to live 
with her two daughters, Mrs. W . F . 
Molsberry and Mrs. Juliatte Baker. 
She had been troubled with a cough for 
a number of years, which terminated 
in consumption, but bad been oblig­
ed to keep her bed only about four 
days when she was relieved of her sufj 
fering by death. Mrs. Hooker was one 
of the pioneers o f Berrien county, and 
will be remembered by those who 
knew her in early days as a kind 
neighbor and friend, and always will­
ing to help those who were sick or in 
need of assistance. *

The question of traveling grocers 
has been renewed with considerable 
attention in tbis place just at this 
time, brought about by the fact that 
about $500 worth of groceries were dis­
tributed among the farmers of the vicin­
ity last week. The local grocers argue 
the question by saying that in many 
cases the goods are of on inferior 
quality which may be bought by any 
grocer at a less price than the best 
goods, as, for instance, starch may be 
bought at wholesale for 2)4 cents, or 
for 7)^ cents, owing to quality and 
brand, a fact not generally known by 
the customers; that the same is true 
in a greater or less degree with many 
other lines. The local grocer buys all 
o f the farmer’s eggs and butter, paying 
cash for them, which goes to the trav­
eling grocer, which they do not con­
sider quite fair treatment to the trav­
eling grocer, who should be required 
to handle the produce. He does not 
do that, however. It would be a pecu­
liar sort of affairs if  the local dealers 
should not want any more produce 
from the ones who buy of the itinerant 
dealer, but such, of course, will not 
occur. Again, it is the local dealers 
who pay for keeping the town in run­
ning order.

CH APTER IX .
A  word about American aristocracy to b.

"W hat, Am erican aristocracy?
Y es, certainly.
1  assure you that there exists in  America 

social sanctuaries into which, it  is more d iS - 
cult to penetrate than into the most e - ’-lusive 
mansions of tho Faubourg Saint-Germain >r 
of M ayfair and Belgravia.

r ’"Hero are in Philadelphia; in Beacon street, 
Boston; in Washington square (north side) 
New Y o rk ; in Virginia; in Canal street (rigt 
side), New Orleans, Americans who look non 
common mortals with much more pity -nd 
contempt than the Montmorencys of Frouco 
or toe Howards of England.

The Americans, not having any king to 
give them titles of nobility, have created, an 
aristocracy for themselves. This aristocracy 
boasts as yet no dukesi marquises, earls, or

W hen a European nobleman arrives in the 
States, the American aristocracy leave cards 
upon him at the hoteljivhere lio lias, alighted.

but all nobilities arekindred everywhere, it 
isan  a c to fja te f iStional courtesy, as it were. 
The' European nobleman, who often goes to 
America for a dowered wife, is much obliged 
to  them, and returns all the visits paid him.

A  New York lady, who* is quite an author­
ity  upon such matters, told me one day that 
society in New York was composed of only 
fou r hundred persons. Outside this company 
of elect, all Philistines.

Money or celebrity m ay allow you to enter 
into this charmed circle, but you will never 
belong to it. You will be in it, but not of it. 
The lady in  question entered also into very 
minute details ou tho subject of what she 
called the difference between “ society people” 
and “ people in society;” but, in spite o f all 
her explanations, I  confess I did not seize the 
delicate nuances she tried to convoy. A ll I 
clearly understood was that tho aristocracy 
o f birth exists in America, not only in  the 
brains o f those who form part of it, but also 
in  the eyes of their compatriots.

The desire to establish an aristocracy o f 
some sort was bound to haunt- the breast o f 
the' Americans; it was the only thing that 
their dollars seemed unable to procure them.

The second aristocracy is the aristocracy Of 
money, plutocracy. To belong to this i t  is 
not sufficient to be a millionaire—you must, I  
am  told, belong to a third generation of m ill- 
ionaires; Of such are the Asters, the Van­
derbilts and company. Three quarters of 
“nobility” are the necessary key o f tins little 
world. The first generation makes the m ill­
ions, the second generation is parvenue, the 
third is arrivee. In the eyes of these people 
to have from thirty'or forty to fifty thousand 
dollars a  year is to be in decent poverty. To 
have two or three hundred thousand dollars 
a year is to be in easy circumstances.

The third aristocracy is the aristocracy of 
talent, literary and artistic society. This 
.third aiistocracy is incontestably the, first, if  
you w ill excuse the Hibernianism.

I  do not think that one could ̂ find any­
where, or even imagine, a  society more re­
fined, more affable, more hospitable, more 
w itty or more brilliant. I  should like just 
here to indulge in a  string o f adjectives after 
the fashion of Mine, de Sevigne.

One o f the consequences of the position 
which woman takes in the United States 
is, that in good American drawing rooms con­
versation is never dull.

“I f  I  were queen,” exclaimed Mme. Re- 
camierone day, “I  would command Mme, 
de Steel to talk to me all day iong.” One 
would like to be able to give the same order 
to plenty of American women. In their com­
pany conversation never flags and always re­
mains within the domain of causerie; they 
glide lightly from one subject to another, ex­
tracting something fresh from, each, pass 
from  the serious to the gay, even to the frivo­
lous without becoming commonplace, soar 
again to lofty heights, but do not disdain to 
come down to gossip for a minute or tw o; all 
this without a grain of affectation, but with 
a charm of naturalness that is delightfully 
winning.

French women are the only ones I  know 
who can compare w ith the American lady in 
charm of conversation, and even then I  am 
obligedjte admit two things: that the Am eri­
can women of intellectual society are often 
more natural than their French rivals, and 
that they make less effort to charm. In a 
word, with them you are amiable without 
having to be gallant, and none o f those 
stereotyped compliments, which so often spoil 
the charm of a  conversation between a man 
and a  woman, are expected o f you.

The Americans, and that in every station 
o f life, have almost always three names: one 
Christian name and tw o fam ily ones: George 
■Washington Smith; Benjamin Franklin 
Jones, W illiam  'Tell Brown. I  should not 
nave been astonished to make the acquaint­
ance of a  M r. Napoleon Bonaparte Robinson. 
The celebrities do not escape it any more

than the rest: Henry Wadsworth Longfellow, 
John Greenleaf W hittier, O liva- Wendell 
Holmes, Thomas Bailey Aldrich,. Richard 
W atson Gilder,. James Russell LoweU, Ralph 
W aldo Emerson,, Henry W ard Beecher, etc,, 
etc. Gan one not see in these double names a 
title which the father thinks he confers on 
his child at the baptismal font?

A11 new societies have the same weak­
nesses. On the moiTow of the Revolution, 
did we not call our children Epaminondas, 
Leonidas, Darius, Napoleon, etc-?

Every American with the least self respect 
is colonel or judge.

Few escape it, as Mark Twain once re  
marked of the decorations o f the Legion of 
Honor. W e are quits, M ark. America has 
a  hundred times as many colonels os we have 
knights o f the Legion o f Honor.

W hen you are presented to a gentleman, in 
an American drawing room, and you have 
unfortunately not caught his name, there is 
no need to try and repair the evil; coll him 
“ Colonel,” nine' times out of ten it is- safe; if 
luck should be against you, call him “ Judge,”  
and: you are pretty sure to be right.

I f , however, pursued by the fates, yon 
should discover that your interlocutor is 
neither colonel nor judge, you have another 
resource; call him “ Professor,”  and you are 
out o f the difficulty; an American always 
professes something, an art, a religion, and 
you. are risking nothing. '*

The line does 
not go back very far, John Jacob I  having 
gone to Am erica as a poor emigrant early in  
this-century, I  believe, and laid the founda­
tion of tho present grandeur of his house b y ' 
trading in  furs:

I t  w ill not do to inquire too closely into the 
way in which some o f America’s millionaires 
have amassed wealth. Strange stories are 
told o f men so grasping that they stopped at 
nothing, even to the ruining o f their own 
sons. When I  saw M r. Bronson Howard’s 
clever play, “ The Henrietta,”  in which he 
portrays a. son so madly engrossed by tho ex­
citement of gambling on the stock exchange 
ns to try and absorb his father’s millions, I  
thought the picture was overdrawn. Ameri­
cans, however, told mo that tho case was his­
torical, but with the characters reversed— 
which made it still more odious.

As for the colossal fortunes of railway 
kings, it is well known how thousands of 
small ones go to make them, how the rich 
man’s palace is too often built with the stones 
of hundreds of ruined homes.

There is no other name than “long”  used in 
speaking of tho few great financiers, who 
holdthe bulk of the railway stock in America. 
But they are not tho o n ly  ones. There are 
oil longs, copper longs, silver kings, and I  
know not what other .majesties in America, 
and when you see the power possessed by 
these, and the numberless trusts, combina­
tions and pools, a power pressing often very 
closely On the million, you wonder how tho 
Americans, who found ono long one too 
many, should submit so patiently to being 
governed by scores.

CHAPTER XT.
The liberty enjoyed by American girls as­

tonishes the English as much as the liberty 
of the English girl surprises tho French.

From the age of IS, the American girl is 
allowed, almost every liberty. She takes the 
others. She can travel alone, and go to 
concerts and even to theatres unattended by 
a chaperon.

She is supplied with pocket money, which 
she spends at her own sweet w ill in bonbons, 
knickknacks and jewelry. I f  there is none 
left for the milliner and dressmaker, papa is 
coaxed to pay them. She visits and receives 
whom she pleases—I  mean those who please 
her. She has her own circle o f acquaintances. 
I f, at a ball, she meet with a young man who 
takes her fancy, I  do not say touches her 
heart, she says to him : “ I  am at homo on 
such a  day; come and see m e.” Next day he 
m ay send her a  ticket for a theatre and be 
her escort for the evening. He m ay bring 
her flowers, offer her refreshments after the 
play, and take her home in a carriage. In  
America, all this seems to be the most nat­
ural thing in the world. This leads to no in­
tim acy, for a few days Later it m ay happen 
that he meets the young lady at a  ball, and 
she comes up to liirn, ard says: “ I  want to 
present you to a friend; do tell mo your 
name, I  quite forget i t ”

The American girl, .w ho appears to us 
French so giddy and even fast, seems to me 
to act according to the dictates of common 
sense, Tired of the old formula, “ A  lady 
cannot do that, it would be improper,” she" 
says: “ I will do it, and if I  choose to do it, it 
becomes proper." It is for woman herself to 
make the law on these matters. “TYliy 
should I not go to the theatre alone?" she says 
again; “ if your streets ore impure, it is for 
you to cleanse them. W hy should I not re­
ceive m y ball partners who please me? If One 
of them were to profit by my seeing him alone 
in the drawing room to take a liberty with 
me, he would bo an ill bred fellow, and I 
should have him properly shown out of the 
house, and certainly it is not for such as he 
that I should change m y habits.”

In trains, where the seats are constructed 
to hold two persons, you will see the Ameri­
can seek a place from one end of the train to 
the other before he will go and seat himself 
bv the side of a young girl. He will only do 
so when there is no help for it. I have many , 
times noticed men standing up in the local 
trains, rather than run the risk of incom­
moding a young girl by sharing a seat with 
her. And I am not speaking now of gentle­
men only, but of men belonging to the middle, 
if not lower, class—if the word “ class” may 
be used speaking o f Americana

W ith what pleasure I  remember the young 
American girls whom I occasionally met at 
Parisian parties in my youthful days. Then- 
pretty, bright faces, their elegance, then- 
unconventional charm of manner and ani­
mated, natural conversation—all these en­
chanted me. One never felt awkward with 
them. Whereas with a  French young girl I  
could generally find nothing but absurd com­
monplaces to say, in the presence of Jon­
athan’s merry maidens 1 lost m y tim idity, 
and could chat away with as little embarrass­
ment as I would with a young brother officer 
of m y regiment.

The American girl is still without rivals in 
Parisian drawing rooms, where she is more 
and more sought after. Men seek her for her 
gayety, w it or beauty; mothers look favor­
ably upon her for her dollars; the younger 
women tear her to shreds—nothing is want­
ing to her success.

And what spirit there was in  their danc­
ing! W hat animation! W hat eyes lit up 
with pleasure!: Not a moment’s flagging: 
they danced with as much suppleness at 5 in 
the morning as a t the beginning of the even­
ing. And why not, indeed? Such pleasures 
are harmless, and it is not because a  woman 
has danced much in her girlhood that sho 
should lead her husband a  dance,, when sho 
has one.

Good scholars are as easy to  discover in the 
recreation ground as in the class room. The 
m orality o f a  youth is in direct proportion to  
the delight he takes in  play; that of a girl 
m ay be measured by her gayety and high 
spirits.

I  shall never forget a  young American girl 
who sat a t the same table as myself on board 
the steamer. The dear child, who was about 
17, performed prodigies. I  could scarcely be­
lieve m y eyes, and watched her with never 
flagging interest,. W hat appetite! W hat a  
little, table d’hote ogress t I  trembled for our 
supplies and wondered whether the company 
had foreseen the danger.

First of all, at 7 in tho morning, tea and. 
bread and butter was taken to the hungry 
one in her cabin. A t half-past 8 she break­
fasted. A t  this meal, she generally went' 
straight through the bill o f fare. A t II . she 
had beef tea and biscuits brought to her bn 
deck: Lunch tim e found her ready for three 
courses of solid food, besides pastry, fruit, 
etc. A t  & o’clock, she did valiantly again, 
and at 10 she was regularly served w ith a 
W elsh rarebit, or some other tasty trifle. 
Notwithstanding this, I rarely met her on 
deck, or in tho corridors, but sho was munch­
ing sweets, gingerbread or chocolate.

A fter all, there are so few  distractions on 
board ship I Men smoke, play poker, or in­
dulge in  a little betting on the run of the 
ship. Some people sleep, some fry  to think, 
but unsuccessfully; others read; some ladies 
knit. The American girl eats!

The American girl likes men’s society for 
several reasons. First, because she is well 
educated and.ablo to talk on almost all topics. 
She can talk knickknacks and pretty non­
sense, but if she knows how to describe the 
“ cunningest bonnet” lately invented in Paris, 
she can also tell you all about Octavo Fetul- 
let’s latest novel, or even Herbert Spencer’s 
latesfcwork. She like3 men’s society, because 
it enlarges; her circle o f acquaintances, and 
also because it increases her chances o f mak­
ing a  good m atch. No m atter how much 
of a  butterfly sho. m aybe, she never loses 
sight o f the future. She does not say, as-she 
’sits musing on1 m arriage: “ W hat kind of man 
shall I  suit?”  but “ W batldnd of man shall I  
choose?”

To namo 
only those which are present at tho moment 
in m y memory, tho Princesse Murat, mother 
of the Duchesse do Houchy, is American; the 
Marquiso de Chassdoup-Laubat is American; 
the Comtesso do Saint-Ronan, la Generate de 
Charette, tho Comtesse de Chovigno and the 
Comtesso de Ganny are Americana The 
daughters of tho great democracy have bo- 
como not only French in heart, but as royal­
ist os the most Ultramontane of our old dow­
agers.

Every ono knows how many American 
women tho English aristocracy counts in its  
bosom, and that that most Tory and most 
powerful political association, called, the 
Primrose league, originated with Lady Ran­
dolph CliurchiU, the young and handsome 
daughter of M r. Jeromo o f New York.

That passion for rich marriages, which 
burns in tho heart of so many young Am er­
ican women, often leads them to disastrous 
results.

I f  one m ay trust one’s  eyes, Am erican. law  
allows young girls to marry their grand­
fathers, or at least tho contemporaries of 
these worthies.

To find out the name 
of the young gift and her venerable grand­
father, he waited to sign his name in the 
hotel register, until the patriarch had in­
scribed his own. Imagine his feelings when 
he read:

“Mr. X  and wife.”
Here isa  joke that I culled from_ a Wash­

ington paper. Is it a joke?
“A  bachelor lately advertised for a wife. 

A  typographical error changed his age from  
37 to S7; but it made no difference, for he re­
ceived over 230 applications from ladies 
ranging from 10 to GO, and all promising love 
and devotion to the rest Of his existence.”

Here is another which I extract from a 
comic paper. The author seems to believe 
that the American mother does not look on 
such marriages with displeasure:

“ Mother— So you have engaged yourself 
to Mr. Jones. You must be a goose. He 
has neither fortune nor position. 1 know he 
may one day be well off; his grandfather may 
leave him part of his fortune, perhaps.

“ Daughter—But, mamma, it is his grand­
father I  am engaged to.

“ Mother—Kiss me, my child; you are an 
angel.”

The real American girl admires male qual­
ities in man. Tile perfumed dandy, dressed 
in the latest fashion, tho “ dude,” os he is 
called in the States, is not her admiration; 
she prefers a little roughness to too much 
polish. A t a large reception given in tho 
New York Union League club in the early 
part of the year, I  asked a young lady who 
were ten or a dozen young men who did not 
miss a  single dance.

“ O h !" she replied with an air of sovereign 
contempt, “ a few young dudes who have 
been invited by the club just to keep up the 
dancing; marionettes, you know."
