IN THE THROAT OF A  BOA-
“1 can never look upon cue of those 

writhing slimy tilings without it shud­
der,” said my fritnd, Colonel Paul 
lialldiityne, as we three (Ills pretty 
South American wife was of the party) 
stood in front of the boil constrictor’s 
cage in the serpent-house at the Phila­
delphia Zoological Garden.

lie  did and gave me permission to 
print it, which I have done without 
material alteration, and with the sub­
stitution of fictitious names for the 
real actors, who will doubtless read 
and recognize this history.

I f  you cannot give, your employer 
your full time for which he pays, and 
take some interest in his business, you 
had better leave him at once. To this 
lie is entitled, and has a right to expect 
it of you.

I f  your mind is not upon your work, 
you cannot expect to accomplish it 
with any degree of satisfaction to your 
employer or credit to yourself.

In going about from one shop to an­
other it is a very easy matter to pick 
out the time servers. Upon the slight­
est pretext they drop tlieir work to 
talk or look about, and are always 
ready to get out of the door the mo­
ment the clocks strikes six, and tlieir 
example is very rapidly followed by 
the apprentice or younger workmen. 
They have to be constantly watched, 
and this f act, being known to the firm, 
is not long in having its results.

Employers ate more generally know­
ing to the habits and equalities of the 
men they employ then the men often 
realize, and they invariably know who 
are the time servers among them, so 
that when there comes a convenient 
opportunity or a lull iu business, these 
are the first to be discharged.

It pays to be faithful and to do your 
best at all times, and more especially 
when your employer is not watching. 
I f  you must idle away time, do it when 
he is about, but do not dishonor your­
self or betray his confidence by taking 
advantage of his absence.

This is one of the worst features of 
our American system. It is an exam­
ple which is set by the older men, and 
which is readily adopted hv appren­
tices, and it is the exception rather 
than the rule that we find the young 
man Who is sufficiently interested in 
his own welfare and his employers as 
well to give his full time and attention 
to Ills work. Those who do this are 
sure of success, and it is from among 
such that have risen those men whose 
names are written upon the pages of 
history as having made tlieir mark in 
tlie world, and left behind not only 
pleasant recollections, but a shining 
example that is worthy of a careful 
i mitation.—Harness.

The law is all right excepting the age, 
which should have been sixty.

Silver coinage is: going on at the rate 
o f  $2,000,000 a month, under a law 
which leaves it optional with the Gov­
ernment to coin any sum between $2,- 
000,000 and $4,000,000. Since the law 
went into effect $330,000,000 have been 
coined, of which $60,000,000 remain in 
the treasury vaults. This is not far 
from the same amount that remained 
in the treasury four or six years ago, 
and is mostly represented by silver 
certificates that are in circulation, 
showing that the daddy dollar is being 
pretty well appreciated by the people.

Many of the mortgage holders in this 
part o f the state appear to be in error 
regarding the repeal of the mortgage 
tax law. Mortgages are to he taxed 
just the same as usual. The only part 
of the law repealed by the bill is the 
method of discovering who own mort­
gages. The supervisor will assess all 
he can find just as usual, and the law 
has been in force long enough for them 
to become pretty well posted. There 
is some chance yet that Gov. Luce may 
veto the bill before next Monday, which 
he should do.

Hon. Chas.L. Eaton, chairman of the 
house committee on military affairs, 
will report to the house at an early day 
tne bnf-for the relief o f that class o f 
soldiers who, although entitled to the 
privileges o f the soldiers’ home, cannot 
avail themselves of it without sunder­
ing family ties which are as . dear to 
them as existence itself. This is not 
only a humane measure, but is a wise 
and economical measure as well. To 
the proper understanding o f the bill by 
those who are not familiar with its 
provisions, we will briefly sketch a sup­
posed case: Jone3 is an ex-soldier, and 
has a wife; he is (of course) poor; he 
becomes incapacitated from earning a 
livelihood, and should he go to the sol­
diers’ home his wife becomes at once a 
public charge. The expense to the 
state of maintaining him at the home 
would be $160 a year— $13.33 per 
month. Now, if he could have that 
amount at his home, it would not only 
keep him from the soldiers’ home hut 
his wife on to f the poor bonse, and 
save to tbe public the amount of her 
maintenance. I f  there is a  valid ob­
jection to this measure we have not 
yet heard it, and we sincerely hope Mr.

A  V irginia P olitician  Thinks the 
15th Amendment M ay he Repealed.
R ic h m o n d , Va.,Mayl0.—Mr. William 

L. Royall, counsel for foreign bond­
holders and a prominent figure in Vir­
ginia politics, created a commotion to­
day. In  response to a question by a 
reporter he said: “ I f  the voters o f this 
district should think me worthy of a 
seat in Congress my aim will be the 
disfranchisement of the negro. No 
white man in the South would fora  
moment entertain a proposition to re­
enslave the negro or to treat him un­
fairly in-respect to his rights o f person 
or property. But all o f  us know and 
feel that it was a cruel piece of injus­
tice to us to put the ballot into his 
hands in his present half-civilized state. 
I t  is further fully conceeded by the in­
telligent men o f the North that giving 
him the ballot was a mistake. All 
that is necessary is the repeal of the 
fifteenth amendment, and 1 believe 
there is  a prospect of its repeal. The 
South has a large vote in the Electoral 
College and a number of Representa­
tives in Congress based on the negro 
as a voter. The Northener thinks we 
don’t let him vote as he wishes, and 
thus get an unfair yoice in both those 
bodies. Well, let us give up that part 
o f our Electoral yote and these Repre­
sentatives in consideration of tbe re­
peal o f the fifteenth amendment. The 
South will never have peace while the 
negro is a voter. - It will remain the 
bad land—the Ireland o f  America—for 
the next 10,000 years i f  tbe negro re­
mains a voter that long.”

Difficulties arc not only encountered 
in running a tunnel or sinking a shaft, 
such as tho caving in of tho work, re­
bellious rook and others too numerous 
to mention, but it is often discovered 
after tho tunnel has been ran the de­
sired length that it should have been 
run in some other place.

To estimate the. actual cost of tho 
opening up of a mine from the “ grass 
roots" would bo a very difficult mat­
ter. Under tho most favorable cir­
cumstances, however, unless a pocket 
or hunbhjof Very rich ore is encoun­
tered, from 860,000 to 875,000 may bo 
set down as a very close figure to put 
a mere “‘prospect” in paying condition.

As much sometimes as $200,000 is 
spent in opening up a mine before any 
“ money” is taken out. All this refers 
merely to those “ little" mining propo­
sitions or “ flyers,” as they arc called, 
in which the uninitiated, in tho hope 
of becoming millionaires on a “ dol­
lar” investment, come out in almost 
every instance at tho small end o f tho 
horn.—New York Herald.

A Sleep "Walker’s Adventure.

NOT AS EASY AS IT LOOKS,
Iho Troubles Encountered in Opening 

a Cold 3Iiuo.
Working a gold mine sounds very 

nice, hut very few people are aware of 
tho difficulties and expense attending 
this operation.

There arc plenty of men in this city 
who have been “ bitten” in small min­
ing schemes and who do not now 
Understand ‘ why they were failures. 
It is a very common thing for some 
hopeful prospector to stumble across 
“ croppings”  that show free gold, and 
that, from all appearances, could be 
worked to advantage with the expen­
diture of a  little money.

The first thing the prospector does is 
to “ think lip” some capitalist friend 
whom he thinks would be willing to 
invest in the enterprise. H e. then 
writes a letter something after this 
fashion:

“I  have one of the finest proposi­
tions you ever heard of. I  have dis­
covered croppings that indicate the 
presence of a ledge eight feet wide and 
which I  am certain will ho found per­
manent.

“ The croppings show that the ore 
wiH mill at least §25 per ton. Lot us 
say then that tho ore m il only yield 
one-half this amount.

“ This mine (sic) can be worked—that 
is, the ore can be mined and milled-^— 
at a minimum cost o f $3 per ton. This 
will leave a net profit of, say, $8. 
Now the croppings show along the 
surface for 200 feet, and are so situated 
that a tunnel could he run 200 feet be­
low. There is no doubt that tho ore 
will hold out, and after the tunnel is 
ran there will he ‘in sight’ practically 
25,000 tons of ore, which, at 88 a ton, 
will, as you will readily see, yield a 
profit of $200,000.

“ A ll I  need is enough money to run 
this tunnel. I  can then haul the ore 
to a custom mill (there is ono about a 
mile distant), and after that the mine 
will pay for itself. I  only need $3,000 
at the outside, and if you will put up 
this amount you may have a half in­
terest in the property.”

On paper this is a fine proposition. 
A sure fortune for $3,000. The capital­
ist is caught and up goes his $3,000.

The first thing to be done is to (hire 
a tunnel into the solid bock, some eight 
feet square and a distance of 200 feet. 
A  double shift of men, say eight, are 
hired, also a blacksmith to sharpen the 
tools; men to clear away the ground, 
etc.. This can easily be accomplished 
for $50 a day. A  house or cabin has 
to he built, but this will only cost some 
$300. Powder, tools, timbers, lumber 
and provisions will make the first 
$1,000, to use a popular expression, 
“ look awful sick.”

For the first few days the work pro­
gresses favorably and the capitalist re­
ceives the most encouraging letters 
from his mining friend. After that 
the letters are loss frequent and not 
near so encouraging.

-A  strange story planted in the St. 
Loi^s Globe-Democrat caused consid­
erable commotion in the southern end 
of that city, whore the lady in ques­
tion resided quite awhile.

He 
bore her to a cottager’s near by, and 
on her recovery tho bashful young- 
man’s love had been so intensified by 
anxiety that, in a moment of mutual 
tenderness, they were betrothed.

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JOHN PALMER USHER.
The Onco Active' U f«  o f th e la te  Ex-Secre­

tary.
Ex-Secretary o f the Interior John Palmer 

Usher, who died recently in. Philadelphia, 
was comparatively unknown to the present 
generation, hat therewasatim o when ho was 
a  power in  the politics and law practice of 
the west, and during t ie  ten years just pro- 
ceding the war he was. probably them ostsuc- 
eessful crim inal lawyer in Indiana. On the 
20th o f  March, IS62, ho Was appointed first 
assistant secretary o f the interior, and on the 
resignation o f his chief, Hon. Caleb B, Smith, 
be became secretary Jan. S, lS63, holding that 
office till May 13, lS63,whon ho resigned, and 
soon, after became attorney fo r  the Kansas 
Pacific railroad, which ended lus career as a 
ju ry  lawyer.

He was a  scion o f a very old and remarka­
ble American family. Hezekiah Usher was 
among the Puritan settlers in Massachusetts, 
was a selectman o f Cambridge in 1639 and 
soon after imported from  England the types 
to print Eliot's Indian Bible. Ho died in 
Bostonin 1676L. His son Hezekiah, also a book 
seller, was arrested during the witchcraft 
madness; but escaped from  the colony. An­
other son, John, was lieutenant governor o f 
Hew Hampshire and thetreasurer o f  Massa­

chusetts. Several 
o f  the fam ily were 
very prominent in 
the early days o f 
Hew England. This 
John, was thCgreat- 
great- grandfather 
of the late ox-secre­
tary, who was born 
in Brookfield, Mad- 

>ison county, N. Y ., 
Jan. 9, 1816, and 
moved to Indiana 
at a very early age. 
There he married a 
daughter o f Gen. 

johk r . usher. Arthur Patterson, 
one o f the first settlers in the Wabash valley; 
ha soon became a  successful lawyer, and was 
a t onetim e attorney general o f Indiana.

In. 1S54-56 there was a  general overturning 
. o f  old party organizations and a new 

alignment on the “ Kansas question.”  
M r. Usher was an ardent Free Soil ad­
vocate, and in  1836 accepted the Republican 
nomination fo r  congress in the Eighth (Terre 
Haute) district against the Hon. John G. 
Davis, The campaign is still remembered on 
the Wabash as among the most hotly contest­
ed ever witnessed in  the state, and a peculiar 
interest attaches to it from the fact that in 
the region adjacent to Terre Haute, on both 
sides o f the river, the contest “ on the stump”  
was waged by men o f whom a very large 
number were then or have since become fa* 
mous. Am ong them were Abraham Lincoln, 
Daniel W . Voorhees, U. F. Linder, Richard 
W . Thompson (secretary o f the navy under 
Hayes), Oliver P. Morton, Asbbel P. W illard 
(who that year defeated Morton for gover­
nor), Joseph A . W right, Henry S. Lane and 
at least a dozen others. It was a ccmraon re­
mark at the time that there wasn’ t ft poor 
speaker in the campaign, and old voters still 
maintain that popular oratory then reached 
a pitch, never known before or since, in this 
battle before the people Mr. Usher bore bis 
part well, but he was defeated.

The Republican opinion at the timo was 
that his defeat was due to the enemies he had; 
made in his somewhat vehement cross exami­
nation o f witnesses; he accepted this opinion 
as correct, apparently, and did not again 
seek office by election, but devoted himself 
more to office work and making money. 
A fter his service as secretary o f the interior 
and acceptance o f the place o f railroad attor­
ney he dropped out o f political life almost 
entirely, and fo r  many years before his death 
was rarely heard of.

It is arranged that every state and terri­

tory in the Union shall be represented in the 
parade, and the governors thereof w ill either 
bo present or represented by  their commis­
sioners; Aside from the parade, the collec­
tion o f distinguished Americans and foreign­
ers w ill be such as was probably never before 
witnessed—including the president, vice presi­
dent, members of the cabinet, Federal judici­
ary, both houses o f congress, the heads o f de­
partments, the commissioners and other 
prominent men o f the states  ̂resident repre­
sentatives o f all foreign nations, many hun­
dred officers o f the late war ana many men 
prominent in  civil life  and military pursuits. 
There w ill be the finest collection of bands 
overheard.

Lansing 15. MJzner.
Hon. Lansing B. Mizner, recently appointed 

minister to the Central American States from 
the United- States, was born in Illinois.

During the past thirty years he has been 
a  citizen o f California,, and has occupied a 
prominent position there as a Republican. 
Mr. Mizner is considered one o f the best po­
litical speakers on tho Pacific coast. Ho has 
stumped the state o f California for all Repub­
lican presidential candidates from Grant to 
Harrison. In  1843 he was attached to the 
American legation at Colombia, remaining 
there for  several years.

He speaks the Spanish language fluently.
During the Mexi­
can war he acted as 
interpreter for Gen. 
W ool H e  to o k  
part in the decisive 
contest between the 
contending armies 
at Buena Vista.

A t the close of 
the war he went to 
California and be* 

je a m e  one o f the 
pioneers. He h a s 
served in the Cali­
fornia state senate 
as president o f that 
body: Mr. Miznei; 

is a  lawyer by profession and stands at the" 
top ; he was admitted to the bar of the su­
preme court o f California in 1S60, and to the 
supremo court of the United States in 1807. 
He w ill probably make Guatemala City his 
official residence and expects to reach there 
about the middle o f May.

who: rescued thepassengers o f  the abandoned 
Atlantic liner Danmark and gained the repu­
tation o f a  man o f

o f a veteran as a 
seaman, having be­
gan his; life on the 
ocean wave when 
very youthful. He 
is a  native of Ybrk-i 
shire, England, and:

ers for years. capt. MtmiiKi.i- 
His first vessel was the Surrey, his second the 
Maine, both o f which are sister ships of tho 
Missouri. He is quite six feet tall, weighs 
200 pounds, and has fair hair and blonde, not 
to say red, whiskers. He is described as an 
ideal commander, and seafaring men gener­
a lly , as well 03 the passengers and crew of 
the Danmark, are loud in their praise o f his 
conduct.

During 
his military career 
he served as assist­
ant provost, mar­
shal on the stall o f M aj. Gen. A . J. Smith.

In 1867 ha returned to Chicago and en­
gaged; in the stove business with the Cribben 
brothers under the firm name o f Cribben, 
Sexton & Co. In 1SS4 ho sat in the electoral 
college for Illinois. Ho has been an aid-de- 
camp for Governor Oglesby and is a member 
o f the board o f Lincoln park commissioners; 
Col, Saxton Is a  Grand Arm y man, a Loyal 
Legion man and a  member o f various vete­

If, however, the tidal observa­
tions are made for obtaining data 
whereby the theory of the tides may­
be perfected, if the current observa­
tions are made; to discover the general 
laws o f oceanic circulation and their 
results, then these considerations will 
lead to a choice of stations and 
methods, and amount o f  observation, 
which gi ves promise of best serving 
that purpose.—Science.

A  Trade in D og Skins.
It is well known that in many dis­

tricts o f Manchuria and China there is 
a great trade in dog and goat skins, 
which are employed in tho manufac­
ture of l’obes and mats; but it is com­
monly supposed that the skins are 
remnants of dirty and filthy animals 
which abound in those quarters. The 
idea, however, is a mistake, for the 
business o f  rearing dogs fop this pur­
pose is well established and is as sys­
tematic an industry as sheep farming. 
There are countless dog farms scatter­
ed over the unknown regions of Man­
churia and; Mongolia, where from 
twenty to 100 dogs are reared every 
year, and where the inhabitant is es­
teemed according to the number of 
dog skins in his possession. It is prob­
able that the most beautiful dogs are 
to be found in these countries, for the 
exceedingly low temperature of win­
ter, where the thermometer falls to 
SO (legs. F. below zero, produces a 
magnificent coat and skin. The prices 
obtained are,. however, very unprofit­
able, a full sized robe eighty inches 
square, containing tho skins of eight 
animals, being quoted at 14s. Gel. The 
value of trade from Newchwang last 
year Is stated at £40,000— London 
Times. ___

Tricks in Photography.
There arc various ways for provid­

ing surprising results in photography, 
things that in one age would have 
been called magic, hut in ours recog­
nized as scientific' tricks. The ghost 
picture, for instance, in which a 
shadowy ghost—through which ma­
terial objects are visible—is seen be­
tween natural attitudes and occupa­
tions. This is produced by an almost 
instantaneous exposure of the figure 
that is to do duty as the ghost, fol­
lowed by a full exposure o f the figures 
and properties that are to appear natu­
ral.' Another novel trick was shown 
recently in a photograph reproduced 
by a prominent trade journal, which 
presented the photographer, seated at 
a table, playing chess with himself 
seated on the opposite side of the ta­
ble, while he himself stood up in the 
background looking at his two selves 
playing.

The figures were all on the negative, 
which was produced by three succes­
sive exposures of the plate, parts there­
of being masked each time by a black 
velvet shutter. Still another trick .is 
that by which a person who liked that 
sort o f thing may appear to he photo­
graphed riding upon a flying goose or 
a fish, or any other desired style of 
ridiculous locomotion. This is done 
by the subject holding upon his lap a 
huge piece of white or sky tinted card, 
with the fanciful figure drawn upon it. 
His face appeal’s above the upper edge 
of the card, and seems, in the picture, 
joined to the funny little body mounted 
on the goose or fish. The statue pic­
ture is made by about the same device. 
—PhotoirraDhie Review.

MARRIAGE CUSTOMS.

Hour McrttHngs Are Conducted and tlie 
3fe\v!y W edded A c t  in England.

When a couple in London elect to 
marry, unless they intend to do so in 
a registrar’s office, the bans are called 
in church on three successive Sun­
days. If not called in church the 
registrar must ratify the contract. To 
marry In the parish church presup­
poses parish " residence, or it least ne- 
ccEsifates such residence for a period 
of several weeks. If the man and wo­
man reside in different parishes the 
bans must be called in each parish. 
It is regaiklod as bad luck for them to 
hear their own bans called, but each 
must bo represented by a friend. The 
word “ husband” is from tho words 
“ house” and “ harm." Hence “ house- 
bann.” and in time “ husband.” Until 
only a year or so agone weddings by 
law were held at 'high, noon, or an 
hour or two previously. Afternoon 
weddings had to be by special license, 
very difficult to obtain, and when ob­
tained, regarded as vulgar. But lat­
te rly swell people may marry when 
they choose. Tho middle and the 
lower classes, however, still prefer the 
early day ceremony, al ways held in 
church.

Of course the Hebrews solemnize the 
marriage service either at a synagogue 
or al the home of the bride elect. A  
Christian service permits any visitors 
who choose to attend the churcli ser­
vice, It is also customary to invito 
friends to attend the house party 
to the church. Bridesmaids are 
more numerous hero at Weddings 
tLin in America. Tho veil is 
nearly- always worn, save in ' very 
plain traveling costumes; "but in 
morning continues of light silk tho veil 
is regarded as an oerential portion of 
the toilet.. Although tho Continent is 
so near and flowers so cheap from 
there, natural orange blossoms are not 
a usual wedding flower. White vio­
lets, white lilacs and latterly white 
chrysanthemums arc far more popu­
lar. Save among very rich people the 
bride’s dress is severely plain in make 
and fabric.

Marriage settlements are arranged 
through the family solicitor on one or 
both sides. Even the middle class folk 
have more or less ceremony in this 
matter; and tho bride, though poor in 
this world’s goods, is expected to go to 
her now husband with a goodly sup­
ply of household linen, sheets, table­
cloths, towels, etc. This custom of the 
bride supplying the li nen is a womanly 
obligation which she regards from her 
childhood up as incumbent on her. 
When the ceremony is concluded and 
the;vestry room books signed a fee is 
given to tlie parish clerk, to he shared 
by the vicar; also a small gratuity 
added for the parish beadle. It must 
never he lower than 5 shillings, this 
fee to the clerk. Fifteen shillings, or 
$3.75 of Yankee money, Is frequently 
all that can he spared by the middle 
class couple. Of course riches and 
generosity increase the sum total.

On leaving the church the bridal 
party is greeted with liberal showers 
o f  rice and slippers by the dozens. If 
the bride weeps copiously, it is a good 
omen; if she is dry eyed, i f  is said to 
presage ill fortune. In the days of 
witchcraft the bride-witch could only 
shed three tears from her left eye. 
Therefore to weep in good measure 
from both eyes Was proof positive that 
Satan dwelt not in her heart. The bride 
and groom leave church in a special 
carriage called the “ bride’s coach.”  
The front is one mass of plate glass. 
The inside fittings are of white satin. 
The whole affair Is very sumptuous. 
These customs are observed mostly, by 
the middle classes, greater wealth giv­
ing greater elaborateness or.1 greater 
seventy as may be.

The wedding breakfast is next in or- 
der. Of late years this is honored 
more in the breach than in the observ­
ance. It is a cold collation. .AH kinds

This cutting begins 
the feast. Of course the cake has before­
hand been stabbed somewhat, ready to 
the hand of the trembling bride.

This trip is always taken, even 
though it bo only two clays at near by 
Ramsgate, Margate or even Brighton. 
Wedding gifts arc displayed in the 
drawing room, and. as in America, 
vary with tlie wealth of the giver. On 
the return of the couple from their 
Wedding tour they must be seen at tho 
church whore they were married on 
the first Sunday after their return. 
This custom is a fixed one. On this

Hebron Today.
We "found ourselves encroaching 

upon the land of the Azazimchs, the 
descendants of Islimael, and were 
Overwhelmed by a storm of abuse 
from a delegation of the tribe who, 
having sighted us afar off, stood 
awaiting us at tho ford of the river 
Which led up Beorshoba way. No day 
in Petra held more auxiety than this

Certainly my long 
felt sympathy for Hagar and Ish- 
mael was much shaken by my deal­
ings witli their descendants, Nothing 
could be more lovely, however, than 
the region reached a clay’s journey far­
ther north, when in the neighborhood 
of “ the hroolt Eslicol.” Tbe laud rolls 
through “ green pastures" and “ beside 
the still waters.” Tlie wide valleys were 
clothed with verdure, spotted with 
daisies, buttercups, dandelions, pop-k 
pies white and red, aud many other 
flowers. Large, flocks were there, at­
tended by their shepherds; the fella- 
hin were at work, and the women, 
tall and erect, were everywhere car­
rying water in jars upon their heads. 
The fields were protected from tlie tor­
rents by stone walls such as wo saw in 
the wilderness, and olive groves and 
vineyards abounded. It was a grate­
ful scene, made more so by the re­
semblance of tho gray sided hills to 
those of goqd old Massachusetts- Each 
vineyard of Eshcol was protected 
by a high stone wall; in every one 
was a lo w stone structure which served 
as tho house of the attendant. Tho roof 
Was the watch tower, whereupon the 
watcher spent tho day, to keep the 
birds and the Bedouins away from the 
fruit. Nestled away down in the val­
ley below lies the Hebron, ''in the 
plains of Mamra.” There, reaching 
across, is tho old camping ground of 
the patriarchs, and in tho distance, 
towering above everything else except 
the surrounding hills, are the minarets 
of the mosque which covcis the cave 
of Machpelah. Hebron is the oldest 
town in the world which lias main­
tained a continuous existence. The 
hills and the valleys alike are clothed 
with olive groves, orange trees and 
vineyards; figs, mulberries, almonds, 
pomegranates and vegetables like our 
own melons and cucumbers also 
abound. Streams of water run hither 
and thither and murmur music which 
gladdens the heart of the iveary trav­
eler.—Cor. Century.
