Apprentices.
The St. Paul Pioneer Press thinks 

the apprentice question will not wait 
much longer fo ra  hearing. The right 
to earn a living by honest labor is as 
fundamental as any right can be. But 
when the trades are hedged about with 
rules which limit the number of ap­
prentices when the lists are complete, 
and when the ranks of unskilled labor 
are full, then the surplus boys are or­
dered off the earth. There is no place 
for them, and their only possible 
chance for existence is in begging or 
crime. Wiien the trades unions set up 
their r ules limiting the number o f  ap­
prentices to be taught their trades in 
any shop, they did it for the purpose 
of preventing the market being over­
stocked Willi skilled labor, and the 
consequent, reduction of wages from 
an over-supply. But the rule has had 
no such effects. It has not lessened a 
whit the skilled working-men. What 
it has done and all it has done has 
been to prevent the sons of Americans, 
both native and-adopted, from learn­
ing their fathers’ trades. It has had 
the inevitable result of forcing our 
men, who might be earning from $15 
to $30 per week as skilled artisans, to 
accept salaries o f $5 to $10 as clerks or 
salesmen or bookkeepers, or, worse 
than that, to compel them to live a 
hand-to-mouth sort of life, doing any­
thing or nothing, as their lack of 
training to any sort of work rendered 
imperative. Our Workshops have not 
fewer mechanics in them than if there 
had never been a rule against appren­
tices. There was thp demand for 
skilled workmen, and there not being 
a sufficient supply here, our employers 
readily get it from abroad. They are 
constantly getting skilled workmen 
from over the sea, who come here and 
take the places which the sons of our 
workmen should be permitted to take, 
should, indeed, be welcomed to. That 
our streets are so full of idle, vicious 
young and middle-aged men is chiefly 
due to the extinction of the appren­
tice in our workshops.

On Friday evening opening exercises 
of our High school were held in the 
M. E. church.

The Green Hag, a new magazine 
published in Boston for the special edi­
fication o f the legal fraternity, has a 
good article on the law school of Michi­
gan University, with good portraits of 
some o f those prominently connected 
with the department.

On Wednesday of last week the sen­
ate passed the Damon high tax liquor 
bill, without making thechange recom­
mended by the senate committee, to 
whom the bill bad been referred. The 
high tax imposed by this law wilt close 
out another lot of saloons in this state.

South Dakota’s state constitution, 
adopted almost unanimously at the 
late election, is pronounced by Senator 
Edmunds, a pretty good authority in 
such matters, one o f the best ever 
adopted by any state. It gives the suf­
frage to women in school affairs, and 
requires that an article giving general 
suffrage to Women shall be separately 
submitted to the people. Special laws 
creating corporations are forbidden. 
Careful provisions is made for the se­
curity of the school lands. The amount 
o f the state debt, except in case of war 
is limited to half a million dollars. No 
county, city or town is permitted to in­
cur debts to an amount exceeding five 
per cent, of its taxable property.

The Damon liquor tax bill, with a 
uniform tax of SoOO for both beer and 
whisky sellers, is a very desirable and 
effective measure. But would it not 
he well to add a provision limiting the 
number of saloons to so many per one 
hundred or one thousand inhabitants ? 
—Kalamazoo Telegraph.

And make that number 000,000? That 
is the ultimate end we are all working 
for.

TH E FLOOD.
The worst disaster recorded in the 

history o f  this country occurred in 
Pennsylvania Friday evening, on the 
Conemaugh river, in Cambria county. 
A  short distance above Johnstown 
was. a large reservoir made by 
a dam nearly 100 feet high, backing 
up the ‘ water of the river into 
a lake three miles long and a mile 
wide, built for milling purposes, but 
long since abandoned for that purpose 
and for a number of years kept up as a 
pleasure resort for a lot o f  wealthy 
Pittsburgh people. Owing to the heavy 
rains of the past week this dam gave 
way and turned this vast body of wa­
ter loose upon the valley below. The 
water swept over the numerous towns 
along the Conemaugh, wiping some of 
them entirely out of existence. Johns­
town, South Pork, Mineral Point, 
Woodvale, Conemaugh, Cambria, Lock 
Haven and Cokeville were laid in ruins. 
Loseshf life are variously estimated at 
from S,000 to 15,000. As the dead 
bodies are buried in the debris and 
mud, and scattered all along the river, 
it is impossible to make any kind of 
approximate estimate of the number. 
No such loss o f  life has ever been 
known by any natural disaster in this 
country, and it is compared in extent 
to the destruction o f Pompeii and Her­
culaneum in the number of its vic­
tims.*

The South Bend Times of Saturday 
contained the following:

Owing to the rain the work done on 
the new railroad at St. Joseph, Mich., 
from this city, has not counted for 
much this week. There are now be­
tween sixty and seventy men at work 
on the roadway leading out from St. 
Joseph, also thirty-four teams and a  
large number o f  dump carts. The 
grade has been carried out three or 
four miles from St. Joseph, and one of 
the workmen’s camps is now S miles 
south o f that town. While the rain 
has been one of the causes for the 
delay, another has been that the 
contractor, Mr.McIvor, was told to not 
push the work on the road bed beyond 
a certain point as the definite action of 
Suchanan in the matter was desired. 
The people who are backing Dallin 
want a route of not more than two de­
grees curvature to the mile -and not 
over thirty feet grade in the same dis­
tance, The grades at Bnchanan are 
heavy and make it less desirable as a 
ronte for the purpose desired, i. e., a 
heavy freight line. Within a week 
Buchanan’s position will probably be 
fully known and i f  not favorable to 
the Dallin line, the work will be push­
ed for all there is in it on the line pass­
ing through Dayton.

The company backing Mr. Dallin are 
negotiating for a line of steamboats 
from St. Joseph to Milawaukee to ran 
in connection with the railroad. W6 
are not at liberty to name Mr; Dallin’s 
backing, hut it is betraying no confi­
dence in saying it is one of the most 
powerful corporations in the United 
States. Whether Buchanan will stand 
in her own light remains to be seen 
within a few days.

Just what the above is driving at or 
who is doing the driving is not appar­
ent- on the surface. So far as the po­
sition of Buchanan is concerned it is 
plain to Buchananites, and should be 
to Mr. Dallin. I f  Mr. Dallin is going 
to build the road, and Buchanan can 
get it without buying it and then giv­
ing it to some one else, we want it. We 
have no millionaires here nor are all 
National banks, and Mr. Dallin knows 
it. A s yet we bare had no proposition 
from Mr. Dallin, nor have we had any 
intimation that he would like to treat 
with us. Thus far Mr. Dallin’s mo­
tion has been awaited.

The Nasb.ville American is fretting 
its gizzard over the vacancy, on the 

' supreme bench. I t  greatly fears that 
the President will nominate some un­
fit man for the place. Better wait and 
see. I f  we do not know who will re­
ceive the appointment, it is a consola­
tion to know that be will not be a 
second rate lawyer, whose boast it is. 
that he once defended Jeff Davis on 
the floor o f the United States senate.— 
Detroit Tribune.

TH E PHANTOM TRAIN

T be Engineer's Story o f  D ow  Jack  R e - ' 
ccivcd Notice o f  H is  Death.

“ You ask if I  have ever had an ’ad­
venture on the railroad that would he 
interesting to the readers of The Age. 
Well, you shall have it, although it is 
something I  would willingly forget; 
hut it seems impossible. Fifteen years 
ago I was running on the East Ten­
nessee road, between Knoxville and 
Chattanooga. The scenery between 
these two points is grand in places, the 
mountains being in sight nearly the 
entire distance. I  had left Knoxvillo 
an hour lato one afternoon in Novem­
ber, and at London the telegraph oper­
ator handed me an order to make up 
the lost time, as there was a large 
southern excursion on hoard who 
wanted to make connection at Chatta­
nooga for Atlanta. I  had always been 
ranked as one of the coolest men on 
the road, as a man who never got ex­
cited, and I once ran over a burning 
trestle without a muscle changing. 
Yet this afternoon I was strangely 
nervous. For the first time in my life 
I  discovered I  had nerves.

“ ‘ Jack,’ I  said to the fireman, ‘I 
am all in a tremor. I am not, super­
stitious, but I feel as if something was 
going to happen. ’

“ Jack burst into a loud guffaw. 
‘Why, cap’n, you nervous; that is too 
good, ” and ho laughed again.

“ I  said nothing else, but the uncom­
fortable feeling continued. I  did not 
know it at the time, but I  have since 
found out that even the iron nerves of 
an engineer must break some time. 
Jack, m the meantime, was piling up 
coal m the furnace, ‘Cap’n, you are 
cold,’ he remarked after a few min­
utes’ intermission, ‘W e’ll have a bet­
ter fire, and we’ll be in Chattanooga 
in a jiffy .’

“ The grim November twilight hung 
over the earth like a pall. Wo had 
passed Athens, and with only fifty-six 
miles to go to reach our destination. 
For the first time since I mounted an 
engine I longed for the trip. I  was 
looking straight ahead, where the iron 
bands far down the track seem to unite 
into a single rail, when I  was startled 
by an exclamation from Jack. ‘Cap’n, ’ 
he screamed, ‘look there! my God, 
look there!’ pointing with trembling 
band to the east, where in the 
distance the mountains loomed up 
grim and bare in their awful 
grandeur. The look of horror on 
tlie poor fellow’s face was inde­
scribable. But the sight I witnessed 
as I  quickly turned my eyes to the 
east was enoiigh to freeze the warm 
blood which courses through your 
veins, for there, above the mountain 
tops, with a terrible distinctness, sailed 
a phantom engine drawing a phantom 
train. The puffs of smoke came re­
gularly from'the engine. I  could see 
tiie glaring headlight, the lights in 
the coaches, all as plain as if the train 
was running on tlie side track by us. 
I stood there watching the strange 
sight, too amazed to utter a word, how 
long I  cannot say, but suddenly it dis­
appeared, and I  was recalled to myself 
by several jerks at the bell rope made 
by the conductor. I  looked out and 
saw that we were.at Cleveland.

“  ‘What’s the matter with you?’ 
asked the conductor, coming to the en­
gine. ‘What do you mean by trying 
to run by Cleveland that way? Why, 
man, you look as if you had seen a 
ghost,’ he added after a moment, catch­
ing a glimpse of my face. I  looked at 
my watch and saw that it was exactly' 
6 O’clock, W e had made up half an 
horn-, and we pulled into Chattanooga 
an hour later, only a few minutes be­
hind time. From the time of tlie ap­
pearance of the apparition to the time 
we pulledinto the roundhouse at Chat­
tanooga Jack had not spoken a word, 
but there was a fixed look on Ms face 
I  did not like. The affair was not dis­
cussed between us. Jack was strangely 
taciturn, and, to tell the truth, I  did 
not feel inclined to talk about the 
strange sight seen in the clouds.

“ There is not a great deal more to 
tell. The run to Knoxville the next 
day was made without anything oc- 
curing worthy Of comment blit on 
the return trip to Chattanooga Friday, 
two days after we had seen the appar­
ition, at 5 :57 in the afternoon ana two 
miles east of Cleveland, a wild freight 
thundered into us.

But Jack, poor 
hoy, had chosen the wrong side, and 
the immense locomotive crushed him 
to a jelly. I  believe that the acci­
dent happened at the spot where Jack 
first saw the phantom engine and at 
the minute, although two days later. 
Poor Jack, the discoverer of that won­
derful sight, the warning was evident­
ly  intended for him.

“ I  did not make another run on 
that fated line. I  asked to he excused 
from duty pending the investigation 
made by  officials into the accident, 
and on the day the investigation was 
concluded and I  was exonerated from 
blame I  walked into the superinten­
dent’s office and asked for my time.

“  ‘You needn’t feel bad about that 
accident,’ remarked the superintend­
ent, kindly.

“  ‘I  don’t,’ I  replied, ‘hut my nerves 
are shattered and I  want to change my 
location.’

“ I  saw a smile on the superintend­
ent’s face as I  mentioned my ‘nerves,’ 
but he gave me my time without a 
word. I  spent five years in the Rock­
ies in tlie vain attempt to drive that 
picture from my mind. Finally I  
caine hack east, hut the photographic 
camera could not fix an object more 
firmly than did the phantom engine 
in mountains of Tennessee fix itself in 
m y memory. I  am only 45 now, but 
you can see how gray I  am. My hair 
was not turned white ‘in a single 
night,’  as the novelists tell, hut in a 
few months after the occurrence the 
change was effected, as I  used to think 
and worry over it a good deal, and 
that, too, when I was only 30 years of 
age.”—Birmingham (Ala.) Age.

*An Im proved Fire Escape.
A portable fire escape, constructed 

with three systems of lazy tongs con­
nected together and arranged to be 
elevated and lowered by a screw 
mounted -in the platform of a truck, 
has '-been patented by Mr. Louis P, 
Santy, of Clements, Kan. The plat­
form on which the tongs are mounted 
has screws at its corners, whereby the 
escape may be held upright or tipped 
against the walls of a building. The 
tongs are united by a series of trian­
gles, a set of lazy tongs being arranged 
at each corner o f the triangle, each set 
bracing tbe others. A  screw for ele­
vating the system is mounted in the 
center of the platform, a triangular 
plate being attached at its corners to 
the lowermost set of lazy tongs, and 
having at its center an internally 
screw threaded boss in which the screw 
works, being operated by beveled gears 
and crank shafts extending to the 
ends of the truck. By turning the 
cranks the three sets of lazy tongs will 
be rapidly elevated and by reversing 
the motion as rapidly lowered. At 
the top of the lazy tongs is a platform 
or cage on wMch persons may step 
from the window of a building, and 
be lowered to the ground by turning 
the eranks, or they may descend by a 
rope ladder suspended from an aper­
ture in the center of the cage.-—Scien-' 
tific American.

"Washington and congratulations to the 
United States in twenty-seven languages-- 
African-Arabic, true Arabic, Algerian, As­
syrian, Babylonian, Carshoony, Cufic, Di- 
wani* Ethiopia, Egyptian (the present dia­
lect), Greek, K eltic, Latin, Syriac, and sev­
eral modem languages.

Such an achievement o f  course attracted 
the attention, o f scholars, and many hundred 
copies o f  the paper have been called fo r  and 
are in the hands o f critical examiners, spe­
cialists in tho several languages, yet no error 
has so fa r  been discovered. Am ong the fa­
thers employed, at SL Xavier’s  it: is, o f 
course, necessary to have men fam iliar with 
each o f the languages used by men liable to 
be stranded in  the great city o f New Y ork, 
to the end that each m ay make confession,, 
and if need be receive the last rites o f the 
church in  his own, language. Iu addition 
there are scholars; Who each have a specialty 
—one, devotes his spare hours to the* ancient 
Babylonian with its stemmed letters; another 
to the old cuneiform Assyrian; and it is be­
lieved that St. X avier now has men capable 
o f reading any manuscript or inscription that 
may yet he unearthed from  the long buried 
cities o f the Orient.

Nor is this so improbable as at first ap­
pears, for it is found by long research that 
man in  alibis writings has ever been governed 
by certain general principles; he is by some 
as yet mysterious law  o f his nature compelled 
to have regard to the form  o f the vocal or­
gans and the natural sequence o f ideas, even, 
in  his writings.

Eng­
lish^ and as each o f the wedge shaped char­
acters; was made by  pressing a molding tool 
upon the clay before it  was baked.it is evi­
dent that writing-was a  serious business in 
Assyria. Probably they did not make long 
speeches; Cursive Arabic and Carshoony 
(the secret or sacred, writing o f the llaron - 
ites) are remarkably compact, there being 
some 200 lines and dots in a  space two inches 
long and half an inch wide. In fact all forms 
o f the Arabic, and all the African and Asiatic 
modifications, o f it, look like a  swarm o f bees, 
when held a  little ways from, the eye.

IT OPENED BEFORE T H E  EXHIBITORS 

W ERE H ALF READY.

A  Sensation a t the Start—A  Disappointed 

Contractor Shoots at President Carnot.

The centennial exposition at Paris gave the 
French artists the opportunity o f their lives, 
and the pictures which, have just arrived 
from  that city show that they f  ulljwealized 
It.

THU SHOOTING.
The occasion was indeed inspiring. Theday 

was just ahandredyears from  that on which 
the states general met in the same hall—in 
what is now known as the Hotel des Heus Plai- 
sirs—and on the spot the president unveiled a 
bronze tablet commemorating tbe event. In 
the noted H all o f  Mirrors,, in  presence o f his 
ministers, foreign ambassadors, dignitaries 
and a  splendid assembly ho reviewed the 
eventsof a hundred years.

To thoso Americans who fancy that prog­
ress is  confined to new countries, the state­
ments o f  M. ’Krard’s opening report and 
President Carnot’s oration would have come 
in  tho form  o f an amazing revelation. It is 
beyond question that the general condition 
Of tho French people has improved more in. a 
century than that o f Americans; but this fe 
because the condition o f the French was so 
very bad in 1789. and the revolution is many 
times justified by its results The Drench 
cultivators own two-thirds o f tho soil o f 
F iance; three-fourths o f the movable capital 
is in tbo hands o f the middle classes; the ave­
rage Wealth is almost as great as in America, 
and the aggregate is rapidly increasing ip 
spite o f such blunders as the Panama canal 
scheme. W ell might President Carnot con- 
dude that this condition is the best o f guar­
antees for the permanency o f the republic, 
for w hile there is doubt as to many political 
maxims, there is one that is certain—that a  
free government can never be maintained 
where the masses are desperately poor.

A ll the reports from  Paris admit one great 
disappointment: the exhibition is not half 
complete. In at least half the space thero is 
only vacancy, and Great Britain is the only 
nation to begin, with a  fu ll section. The 
others wifi soon have theirs complete, butthe- 
necessnry work greatly mars the enjoyment 
o f the first fortnight. The crowd in attend­
ance is roughly estimated at .half a million.

OPENING THE EXPOSITION, 
and it was observed that nearly all o f them 
were most interested in. the magnificent front 
o f the main entrance way and in the Eiffel 
tower.

So much has been published o f the Eiffel 
tower that it is only necessary here to say 
that; its girth at the foot is a fifth o f a mile, 
that the tower proper is 896feet high and that 
at that- level begins the campanile and rises 
to the lantern, OSlfeet high, above which is 
only the peak. The electric light in the lan­
tern is am arvel in itself,, and the raysstream- 
ing out from  it are represented as wonderful 
beyond the power o f description.

Another attraction is the great champagne 
tun—the largest in the world—manufactured 
by  E . Mercier & Co., the well known wine 
makers o f Epernay, from. Hungarian oak. 
Its capacity is equal to 200,000 bottles, 
or SOQ hogsheads It is twenty-five feet 
in  height and o f equal length, and weighs 
forty tons, the steel bands encircling it alone 
weighing three tons. It was drawn, from  
Epernay to Paris in ten days b y  twelve yoke 
of horses and oxen. One end o f it  is bronze, 
elegantly carved to represent an allegorical 
group—La Champagne offering a bunch o f 
grapes; to  Britannia, with the coat o f arms o f 
England and France quartered below. This 
mammoth tun stands in  the palace o f ali­
mentary products, with a tasting stall and 
reception room adjoining. I t  is  filled with 
champagne o f the choicest vintage.

The Parisian papers reluctantly admit that 
at least half o f the exhibitors are behind 
time, and so the Algerian, Tunisian, Moor­
ish, Turkish and Oriental departments gen­
erally are not up to tho standard necessary 
fo r  effective pictures; The Mexican and 
South American departments are also some­
what unfinished, but are being rapidly filled; 
so the views herewith presented are only on 
the line o f those to which tho Parisian illus­
trated papers gave their space. The shoot­
ing at President Carnot and his: address arc, 
o f course, tho great features with tho French, 
and the president is  now at the very height 
o f his popularity. Americans, therefore, w ill 
take a  friendly interest in the views here 
reproduced.____________________

IN T H E  INDIAN TERRITORY.

T be 'First TTnited States Judge—Guthrie’s 
F irst Mayor*

James M, Shackleford, the first United 
States: judge o f  the Indian territory, was 
horn nearly sixty-two years ago in Lincoln 
county, E y . A fter obtaining his elementary 
education at private schools he was sent to 
Stanford seminary. He then completed his 
education under the tutorship o f tho cole 
brated Kentucky educator, James P. Bar­
bour, Of Springfield. Shackleford served in 
the closing year o f the Mexican, war, 
and studied law- on his return home. He 
was admitted to the bar thirty-five 
years ago, and continued an exten­
sive practice until the outbreak o f the 
civil war, when he organized the Twenty- 
fifth  regiment, Kentucky infantry, which be 
commanded at the 
battle o f Fort Don- 
elson, after which 
he was compelled, 
on account o f foil­
in g  health, to re­
sign the office o f 
colonel o f the regi­
ment. He was au­
thorized; b y  Presi­
d e n t  Lincoln, in 
1863, to raise a cav­
alry regiment, and 
tw o weeks-after he 
had 1,600 men ten-JASIE3 Shackleford. 
dered him, from  among whom he selected 
the requisite number to form  the- Eighth 
Kentucky cavalry, o f which he was com­
missioned colonel. For three years he served 
with distinction, one o f his exploits being the 
capture o f Gen. John H. Morgan during the 
latter’s raid through Kentucky, Indiana and 
Ohio in 1863.

In the East Tennessee campaign he com­
manded with marked ability the cavalry 
corps—sixteen, regiments—o f tho Army o f the 
Ohio. In January, ISftf, having lost his wife, 
leaving fou r infant children to be cared for; 
he resigned his place in the army. In tho 
same year he located, in Evansville, lud., and 
resumed the practice o f law. Ho was ono of 
tho Republican electors for the state o f  In­
diana in  1SS0. In 18S8 he was One of the Re­
publican electors fer the state at large, and 
was made chairman o f the electoral college 
which cast, the vote o f Indiana for Harrison 
and Morton.

LABOR ORGANIZATIONS.

The Amalgamated Association o f  Iron and 
Steel Workers wilt begin its annual conven­
tion at Pittsburg on Tuesday, Juno 4. The 
nucleus, from  which sprung this powerful, 
thoroughly disciplined and well regulated 
trades union, was formed thirty-one years 
ago by a few ironworkers iu tho city  o f Pitts­
burg. There had been attempts at organiza­
tion in tho trade prior to this time, and con­
certed action against reductions o f wages had 
been taken in some of the departments, the 
Vory bitter strike of 1S30, which was lost by 
the workmen, being noteworthy; but until 
tho formation of the “ United Sons o f Vulcan,”  
on A pril 12,1S5S, no really formidable combi­
nation was instituted. The “ Sons o f Vulcan” 
restricted its membership to puddlers, but its 
ideas were broader than any that had pre­
ceded it, and after three years o f indifferent 
existence it began in  ISGI a steady and rapid 
growth, which- made it, in ono year, strong 
enough to assert its power.

In September, 1SG3, tho first “ National 
Forge”  was organized at Pittsburg, and 
branches were instituted in  How Y ork, New 
Jersey,. Maryland,. Pennsylvania, West Vir­
ginia, Kentucky and Ohio, and employers 
were thereafter reminded that where the 
wages o f the puddlers were concerned thero 
was mi organization o f their employes; to ho 
consulted. But the union was not fu lly  rec­
ognized by  the manufacturers until 1873.

Tho conference system, through winch the 
yearly wages scales o f the ironworkers aronow 
arranged, was first introduced by tho “Sons 
o f Vulcan”  in  1S65, when in February o f that 
year tho first regular and thorough scale o f 
prices was made. As tune passed, strikes and 
lockouts were resorted to by both sides to en­
force and resist demands, as the conferences 
were not always satisfactory to all employ­
ers, and it  was not always possible for the 
committees themselves to agree.

In tho meantime other branches o f the 
trade, known as finishers, heaters, rollers, 
rougliers, hookers, 
etc., formed or­
ganizations, until 
prior to  the amal­
gamation o f all, in 
1S76, there w e re  
four distinct trades 
unions in  the roll­
ing mills, namely— 
the “ United Sons 
of V u lc a n ,”  the 
‘ ‘Associated B r  o- 
therhood of Iron 
and Steel Heaters,
Rollers and Rough- 
era,”  tho “ Iron and 
Steel Roll Hands’
U n io n ”  and the 
“ United Nailers.”
Each had its separate charter, its separate 
officers and its own method of doing business, 
each peculiar to itself, and although all were 
working under the same roofs and for the- 
same firms, for years complete isolation of 
one from all the other departments, so far as 
trade matters were concerned, was the con­
dition.

Impressed with the necessity for the unifi­
cation of all in one grand union, without re­
gard to branches in the business, the mem­
bers o f the Columbus (O.) lodge of the Iron 
and Steel Roll Eands began the agitation of 
tho subject o f the amalgamation of all the 
workers in the iron and steel rolling mills, 
and in the fall o f 1S73 the three local unions 
in  the Columbus rolling mills formed a tem­
porary amalgamated association.

During the two years that followed this ac­
tion by the men at Columbus Several confer­
ences were held by representatives from  the 
various unions in niost o f the important 
cities, and constant effort was made by the 
thinking men to secure for the craft gener­
ally what Cohunbus had effected.

W hile this agitation for better organization 
was going on among tho men the employers 
wore taking steps to break the influence Of 
tho unions, and in  April, IS74, the first “ iron­
clad”  in that trade was introduced. The 
“ ironclad”  was and is a pledge, in writing, 
that the retained employe or the applicant 
for work has severed his connection with the 
union and wifi not again become a member— 
"Under penalty of discharge. The manufact­
urers succeeded, in some places, in breaking 
up the unions; but this only made the active 
men more determined to strengthen and pro­
tect them organization, and tlio movement 
for amalgamation was hastened.

On Aug; 1 ,1S76, tho three national unions 
o f the iron trade m et in Pittsburg, in  differ­
ent halls, with the understanding that they 
should wind up their affairs, adjourn sine die, 
and then all the delegates assemble in one 
convention and there form  one organization 
Of the craft fo r  tho United States. This pro­
gramme was carried out, and on Aug. 4, in 
what was then known as “ Emerald hall,”  on 
Sixth avenue, Pittsburg, Pa., the Amalga­
mated Association o f Iron and Steel workers 
was formed.

The officers elected were: Joseph Bishop; 
president and secretary; Edward McGin- 
ness, treasurer, and ono vice president for 

each o f the eight 
districts into which 
the territory was 
d iv id e d , as fo l­
lows, respectively: 
James Penney, Da­
vid Reese; W illiam 
EL Morris, John A. 
Flute, John J. Rod­
erick, John Jar- 
r e t t ,  E d w a rd  
Reilly and John 
M o rr is s e y . Tho 
trustees forthe first 
year were: David 
A. Plant, W illiam 
Martin and John 
Jarrett. When the 
association m et in  

Columbus O., in August, 1877, it  showed a 
remarkable growth for tho first year Of its 
existence; and it has steadily increased in 
membership and influence during the thir­
teen years of its existence. The total mem­
bership in IS70, the date Of organization, Was 
2,500; thero are at present 10,000 members in 
;ood standing on the roll books o f the asso­

ciation. The only strike lost by the associa­
tion was that for an advance in wages, 
which occurred in the summer of 1S82.

Strikes are seldom resorted to, as by the 
conference system, through, which represent­
atives of the manufacturers meet a commit­
tee o f tho association and arrange the scale 
every summer, the occasion for them is done 
away with. The printed scale under which 
tho iron mills aro now being conducted fills 
nearly 100 closely printed pages, so numerous 
are tho divisions andsuh-divisious in the in­
dustry.

Since the organization of the Amnlgamatcd 
association but three men have served it as 
president, one as secretary and two as- treas­
urer. Joseph Bishop, o f Pittsbur *. was pres- 
identfrom  Aug. 4, ISTii, to Jaa. I, .John 
Jarrett, o f Sharon, Pa., was elect;*! fer four 
terms, concluding with Oet. 1, 1JS.5. Sine?
then Wilitam Weihe, o f Pittsburg, has been 
chosen by each succeeding convention, and 
.is at present serving Ins sixth term.

W illiam Martin, o f Columbus, 0 -, was ap­
pointed secretary in  August, IS78, was elected 
at the Youngstown, O., convention, in 1S79, 
has been re-elected at every convention since, 
and is now serving his eleventh term. Ed­
ward McGinness, o f Youngstown, the first 
treasurer, served until August, 18S0, When 
he was succeeded by James Penney, o f Pitts­
burg; who has held the office ever since..

The association now holds its annual con­
ventions in  June o f each year, and always in . 
Pittsburg, where the general offices are lo­
cated.

Secretary Martin says he knows o f nothing, 
o f  special importance to be brought before 
tbe meeting this year. The chief work of the 
convention w ill bo to consider tbo scale of 
prices for the year.

THE BRIDE.

T l i o  G a l l a u d e t  M o n u m e n t .

One o f the most beautiful pieces o f artistic 
workmanship, and one which most appropri­
ately fills the niche for  which it is intended, is 
tho statuo to bo soon unveiled at Washing­
ton, erected to Thomas H . Gallaudet, LL. D.. 
founder o f deaf muto education in Am erica 
In  tho early part o f this century Gallaudet 
took an interest in a  little girl who was a 
deaf mute and taught her an alphabet of 
signs. In the statue hois represented teach­
ing this child—Alice Cogswell—who is stand­
ing by bis side.

A  convention o f deaf mutes and those in­
terested in their education will be held at 
Washington at the time o f the unveiling o f 
the statue. The last convention was held in 
New York four years ago. A t that conven­
tion it was voted to raise a fund for the 
statue. Over S12.0Q0 was contributed, and 
two years ago a contract for its design and 
construction was made with Daniel 0. French, 
of Concord. The data o f unveiling is fixed 
for June 20.

Dr. Gallaudet was graduated from the An­
dover Theological seminary in 1814, and be­
coming interested in teaching Alice Cogswell 
at Hartford, his work attracted the atten­
tion of a number of citizens o f that place, 
Gallaudet was sent abroad to study the 
art of teaching deaf mutes. In 1810 he

returned, and funds having been raised, 
a  school was opened. This institution 
which, by grants, obtained considerable 
endowment, remained under Dr, Gal- 
laudet’s care for fourteen years. From 
this school, the first in tho United States, 
there have sprung sixty. In uo country in 
the world is so much care devoted to deaf 
mutes as the United States. Dr. Gallaudet 
died in tS5L His sons have since been en­
gaged in carrying on the work begun by their 
father.

I t  Was Started as tlic I*rotostant Episco­
pal Church in M exico.

In  ISOS the Rev. H. Chauucey Riley, a 
clergyman o f the Episcopal church, went to 
Mexico to engage in missionary w ork He 
founded a branch called the church of Jesus, 
and was finally made a bishop in recognition 
o f the work he had accomplished as a mis­
sionary Tho bishop became a friend of 
Juarez, and when the president confiscated 
the property of the Jesuit order, he present­
ed Riley with a fine church in the City of 
M exico, and the bishopafterwards purchased 
the convent o f San Francisco, the finest 
building there next to the capitoL This pur­
chase" was mado with the assistance of New 
Yorkers prominent in religious missionary 
work. The Episcopal church o f the United 
States gave that o f Mexico an allowance of 
§40,000 a year; the mission prospered, and 
the Mexican church now numbers forty con­
gregations. ,

Several years ago the Mexican church be- 
mme independent and its income frbm the 
United States was 
cut off. B i s h o p  
Riley Spent a great 
deal Of his time in 
the United States 
trying to  ra is e  
m e a n s  f o r  h is  
church, but- in his 
attitude of i n d e ­
pendence of the or­
ganization in  th e  
United States h e  
has labored under 
a great disadvan­
tage, being opposed 
by  the very men 
w h o  had secured 
his elevation to a 
bishopric. N ot long ago a Philadelphia paper 
called The Standard and the Cross printed 
the follow ing advertisement:

The order was founded in tho Seventeenth 
century by  Frero De La Salle, the presiding 
priest o f tho abbey o f Rheims, ono o f the 
most ancient and most revered monastic in­
stitutions o f France. Here it was that kings 
from  time immemorial celebrated their ac­
cession to the throne. Here Do La Sallo, the 
curate o f this rich aud famous parish, sud­
denly in 1680 sold out his ordinance, gave the 
proceeds to charity and established tho Chris­
tian brotherhood, that survives in a highly 
developed form  to this day.

De La Salle’s idea was solely to found a 
college o f teachers—a school for  the thorough 
education of young men as teachers. , The 
Christian Brothers are thus the head of’  the 
oldest normal school in the world. Since De 
La Salle died tho order which ho organized 
and set inaction has expanded and estab­
lished itself in every Christian country on 
the globe.
