To Xeep a Bouquet Fresh,

A queer way .to keep a bouquet of
flowers fresh, but a very striking and
effective one, is thus described: Ina
vessel of water place a plate, and on
this stand a bouquet of flowers, weight-
ed at the bottom so asto stand upright.
This being done, the bougquet is cover-
ed with bell glass, the rim of which
ought to fight exactly the flat part of
the plate; the bell glass should be en-
tirely filled with water and without
the least air-bubble. Then raise to-
gether—bell glass, plate and bouquet—
and place on a table, leaving on plate,
around the base of the bell glass, a lit-
tle water, to keep the air from enter-
ing. The flowers in this sitnation will
be preserved in all their freshness for
several weeks, and their beauty is in-
creasel by a large nambzar of bubbles
gas produced by the respiration of the
leaves, and which attach themselves
to the leaves looking like pearls. The
edge of the plate and the water that
it contains should be concealed by a
light bed of moss, in which are set
some flowers. A bouquet thus arrang-
ed produces a charming effect, especi-
ally at night.--Peferson’s Magazine.

Electric Water. P

- A Western farmer, in sinking an ar-

tesian well on his farm has discovered

electric water. It is clear and -cold,

and its electrieal force is very power-
ful. The story, which has a flayor of-
Munchausinism about it, says: “To

place both hands into the water at the

same time is utterly impossible. The

shock is so forecible it will throw you
aside with a vigor, giving you to real-

ize a second attempt will be quite un-

necessary.

~New borax works haverecently been
started in Saline valley, Inyo county.
They have eighteen erystalizing tanks,
each of a capacity of 1,000 gallons.
Three of these tanks are emptied daily,
yielding about two tons of borax. The
erude naterial from the borax mirsh
is first boiled iIn a boiler of 3,000 gal-
lons capacity, and the solution is then

‘run off into the tanks, where itisal-

lowed to cool off and crystalize for
The borax aeccumu-
lates on the zinc sides of the tanks,
and on plates of that metal hung in
them, seven plates being used to each
tank. The works are about fifty-five
miles* from Alvord station, and are
close to the great Inyo mountains,
which rise like a wall to the height of
11,000 above the sea level.
