“ There is quite a variety in hand­

cuffs,'" he continued, as he opened a 
large show case where in polished steel 
and dazzling nickel hundreds o f these 
bracelets glittered* “ The old style 
handcuffing was a poor thing at best, 
and where the prisoner’s hands were 
small and easily compressed into the 
same size as the wrist, there was little 
trouble in getting out o f them. The 
modern cuff is made to fit any wrist, 
the steel bow passing through the lock 
being a racket allowing the cuff to be 
closed as fight as desired, but loosened 
only When unlocked. ”

“ D o  prisoners ever get out o f these 
handcuffs?”

is another variety o f handcuff, where 
there are three cuffs instead o f two.

An Interesting R elic.
In the Museum of tlie New York 

Pathological society, under lock  and 
key, inaccessible to all except M. D ’s. 
or other individuals with sections o f 
the alphabet either before • or after 
their names, there is a  fragment of 
bone, about an inch in length and less 
than h alf that wide. Small ss it  is, to 
the professional it is one o f  the most 
interesting ossicles in  existence. It is 
a piece of the odontoid process o f the 
second cervical vertebra—the pivot 
bone upon which , the head rests and 
turns.

This ossicle, so interesting to the 
embryo surgeon, Was presented to the 
museum where it is now preserved 
by Dr. W illiam Bayard, o f  St. John, H. 
B., into whose possession it came 
away hack in the fifties.

The patient who furnished this in­
teresting-relic was a child who had 
received the shock which broke its 
neck some twenty days before Professor 
Bayard was called. W hen the injury 
was fresh the medical adviser o f the 
stricken parents, informed them that 
the child’s, neck had been broken, and 
that Its death was but a  matter o f a 
few hours.

The child, completely paralyzed, 
was placed on its back and tenderly 
guarded through the agonizing hours. *

The physician departed, thinking 
that the last’ o f the case, except the 
funeral. However; the hours'length­
ened into day% the days into weeks, 
yet the little sufferer tenaciously clung 
to life. After a fortnight had passed, 
the .little one began to experience 
great difficulty in  breathing. The 
l is t  physician called was not notified, 
but Dr. Bayard was summoned, 
barely in  time to relieve • the patient 
from death by suffocation. He found 
that a great abscess had formed in the 
back o f the throat.

The lance was applied and the accu­
mulated matter expelled and with it 
the fragment o f  the odontoid process 
—proving conclusively that the ver­
tebrae had been broken. The proper 
bandages were applied and within a 
year the patient completely recovered. 
—John W . W right in St. Louis R e­
public.

Cnuglit ia the Drake.
The conversation related to a recent 

railroad disaster in which several In- 
diaiiapolis people were injured.

“ I  remember a  railroad man that at­
tracted my attention by reason o f his 
fortitude,”  said Judge Woods. “ It 
was. on a railroad tram several years 
ago in Iowa, and, by  the way, we were 
wrecked twice iu; one day. The inci­
dent occurred in the first wreck. It 
was early in the morning. I  had gone 
to the wash room, and was in the act 
of turning on the water when the car 
left the track and bounded roughly 
over the ties. I  looked out of the win­
dow to see what kind o f a place wo 
were in, and was relieved to find that 
we were on level prairie land.

“ Presently the train stopped and I 
hurried out o f the door to see what 
had happened. Tlie car was the last 
one on the train. The forward cars 
had left the track, and were all lying 
out on the prairie sidewise; The pas­
sengers, rudely disturbed, were crawl-" 
mg out o f the windows in fear and as­
tonishment. It was an extremely com­
ical sight, if  one can waive the seri­
ousness of such an affair, to see a pas­
senger stick his head through a win­
dow and emerge with a n :affrighted 
air. Iu  observing this picture I  did 
not heed the conductor, who stood on 
the platform with me and tried to turn 
the brake. The other car in breaking 
loose had violently jammed our brake, 
and It was immovable.

“  ‘Help me turn this brake,5 the con­
ductor said.

1 ‘I  took hold of it and tugged siway, 
b u t .it  was solid. ‘The train has 
stopped anyhow,’ I  said. > ‘W hat do 
you want to turn this brake for?5

Bisks a  fireman runs.
So Called Flro P roof Buildings Im part 

Spficlul Grounds for- Fear.
If there is anyone thing that dis­

heartens a  fireman more than another, 
it is to be tol d that a building on which 
he is at work is a modern fire proof 
structure.

The speaker was an old fireman, 
who is now serving on the insurance 
patrol, and he had some reasons to 
back up this somewhat startling asser­
tion.

It may sound strange to hear o f a 
fireman’s being at work on a “ fire 
proof” building, but fires in so called 
tire proof buildings am by no means 
unusual, aftd everybody knows that 
some o f these fires arev the very ones 
that result in frightful loss of life. 
Their size and height doubtless has 
much to do with this, while a sense ’of 
fancied security frequently leads to 
grass carelessness on the part .of the 
inmates,

But while it is only these occasional 
holocausts that attract the attention of 
the general public, firemen have to 
risk life and limb almost daily, and 
tlie maiming of a man for the rest of 
his days is dismissed with tlio merest 
mention in the newspapers. It is the 
unseen danger of an ordinary fire that 
men fear, rather than the exciting 
emergencies of a great conflagra­
tion, and it is because some o f these 
modern structures are so prolific in 
these unseen dangers that they are so 
much dreaded. -

A  peculiarly dangerous feature in 
the construction of many large busi­
ness buildings is tlie use o f  iron pil 
lore, which frequently rise in series 
one above the other from foundation 
to roof. These are especially common 
in wholesale establishments covering 
several ordinary lots, aud sometimes 
take the place o f  inside walls alto­
gether. Of course that is all right 
where the floors are o f iron,-cement 
and tiling, but you won’t find such 
floors except in a few large office or 
bank buildings.

» Tlie mere fact that you see iron floor 
beams used in the construction is no 
indication that it will be really fire

. proof. Unless the floors are filled in 
with some non-combustible material, 
the iron beams are manifestly not of 
the slightest importance in preventing 
the passage of the fire, while the iron 
pillars are a source o f great and posi­
tive danger; The trouble with them 
is that just as soon as a hot blast o f 
flame strikes them they expand un­
equally, warp, crack, and then comes 
down the entire structure. And it is 
all down so quickly that the poor fire­
man has no warning, and precious lit­
tle chance to get out.

The extensive use o f  iron in such 
buildings at "present is in fact a source 
of danger a ll’ around. Even when 
pillars are not used, inside walls are 
supposed to be strengthened at every 
story noth iron braces. In this case 
the effect is similar, and as soon as the 
heat has warped the braces out of 
shape, the whole interior is liable to 
fall unexpectedly.

As regards pillars, good solid ones 
o f hard wood are much better than 
iron. They will burn, o f course, but. 
it takes a long time to burn three or 
four inches right into hard wood, and 
so long as the core remains solid, the 
floors are safe. That gives the firemen 
a chance to work, ana unless the place 
is otherwise a regular tinder box, a 
well equipped fire department will save 
the building.

The massive office buildings now-so 
common in  lower Broadway and in 
Nassau aud W all streets, are really 
fire proof, and although there will 
sometimes be a mighty hot fire among 
the furniture in a particular office or 
suite o f  rooms, it can never extend 
from floor to fldor.

Another very deceptive style of 
building is the iron front, o f which so 
many were put up fifteen years or so 
ago. A  peculiar danger o f these is 
that in  falling the front does not come 
down piecemeal-but falls like a sheet 
o f solid metal. H alf a dozen reporters 
had a somewhat narrow escape a year 
and a  half ago at that big million dol­
lar fire on Broadway, near Prince 
street, from this. Tlie iron front of 
one o f these -buildings fell over as 
straight as a pole, without either bend­
ing or breaking, until it struck the 
ground and the building on the other 
side o f tlio street.

The reporters were standing on the 
Opposite sidewalk, only about twenty 
feet to one side, and all the telegraph 
wires over there were brought down 
on their heads. Some'  o f  them had 
their hats badly battered, and their 
ears or noses scratched.—-New York 
News.

K o o f Prints.
Oilcake is the most desirable food 

for young stock of all kinds—nothing 
better for calves, colts, sheep and pigs. 
W e have often found it to take tlie 
place of grass ill winter, in pushing 
the growth o f colts, calves and lambs. 
It is just laxati ve enough to beep the 
digestion in the best condition.

Thought is necessary in breeding, 
and every improvement that a man 
makes in his stock is evidence of the 
improvement of his own mind. Breed­
ing is an elevating and developing 
business. It broadens men, and it is 
only a broad man and a man of intel­
lect that can beep up a herd. Try 
breeding improved stock as a  means 
o f keeping tlio boys on the farm.

There is one thing the people Jose 
sight of -When they undertake to feed 
cattle, says an exchange, that they 
can do without corn. Tlie highest 
price paid in the world for cattle sold 
on the hoof is in a country where 
they don’t raise an ear o f corn, and 
don’t feed it. That is in the northeast 
of Scotland, in  the county o f Aber­
deen. They send their animals to 
market in better condition and get one 
cent, or three-quarters of a cent a- 
pound, at least, more for them than 
for any* other cattle in the market, and 
they cannot raise corn.— Lewiston 
Journal.

A  Collection o f Race Watches.
I. B. Scott, of Rockford, Ills., has a 

collection of more than thirtv antique 
watches. They are rare old speci­
mens, -being o f Swiss and London 
makes, aud many o f them having 
been entirely manufactured by hand. 
They are all o f old and odd patterns. 
Mr. Scott fondles them with parentail- 
affection, and never tires of explain­
ing their intricacies'.

“ You have heard o f a Tobias 
watch,”  he will remark, diving into 
the chest containing them. ‘ ‘Here is 
one; it was made ninety years ago, 
Here’s a rare old watch; it is a Jurgen- 
scn. The train wheels are of solid 
gold, and there are twenty-one rubies 
m it.”

Mr. Scott has a number o f  chronom­
eter movements and one old pendulum 
movement. He has several repeating 
watches that strike hours, quarters 
and minutes. One odd watch has fig­
ures on the dial plate to represent a 
woman striking a bell, and the ham­
mer moves when the watch strikes.- 
Altogether it is a rare collection.-^ 
Jewelers’ Weekly.

Ropeways for Vranspo^s.
Nearly 300 Otto aerial ropeways are 

said to be now in operation for various 
purposes, with lengths from 100 yards 
to several miles. They have spans 
reaching as much as 1,000 feet, grades 
as great as one in three, and a carry­
ing capacity from 5,600 tons per week 
to two or three times as much, accord­
ing-to whether the line uses one, two 
or  three systems o f fixed ropes. 
Strong endless wire rope3 are fixed to 
poles to sustain the buckets, which 
are hauled by smaller endless ropes 
kept in motion by stationary en­
gines. A  ropeway at the Gottesegen 
colliery, in Upper Silesia, carries the 
coal about one and three-fourths 
miles, transporting 700 tons per day in 
loads o f ten hundredweight. A  rope­
way nearly ten miles long has just 
been opened from an otherwise inac­
cessible Spanish mine to the coast, and 
a riipeway in  Belgium transports from 
the mines direct to the top o f the blast 
-furnaces 2,000 tons o f iron oreper day 
of twenty hours,—New York Tele-

-EXAMINED BY THE DOCTOR.
Drdeul o f  Those "WKo W ish to  Get Their 

Elves Insured.
To get one’s life insured it is first 

necessary to pass: an examination hy a 
physician appointed by the company 
tme wishes to enter. This examina­
tion, although a very simple’process, 
has no charms for most people. Nev­
ertheless, it costs nothing, and enables 
the applicant to know in just what 
condition heart; lungs and other or­
gans are.

Having first expressed to the agent 
a desire for a policy, you fill out your 
application, stating to whom the 
money shall go if  you  should die, also 
your age, occupation, birthplace, fam­
ily history from a medical standpoint, 
and whether o r  no you ever have 
been rejected by any other company.

Next step: The examining physi­
cian drops iu and writes your answers 
to a string of questions involving the ( 
medical history of your family for 
generations and your own medical 
history. You will be - asked i f  you - 
have had any o f the 999 ills that flesh 
is heir to, the nature o f your illness, 
its duration, the name o f your attend­
ing physician, and the present effect, 
if any, of the disease on your system.

Next step: The physician takes out 
his stethoscope, and you take off your 
coat and vest. The stethoscope hav­
ing been adjusted, the M. D. hearkens 
to the pulse like waves that murmur 
through the hidden caves o f your 
heart. Diastole and systole, auricular 
and ventricular conditions are care­
fully  noted, and if  some tiny valve, 
through indolence or inability, does 
not open and shut with clockwork 
precision, the stethoscope gives you 
away to the M. D., whose face betrays 
his anxiety for your future. I f  ho is 
a doctor o f the old  school, or a doctor 
gifted with a nice discriminating sense 
of hearing, he detects the weakness of 
your cardiac apparatus by placing his 
ear against your breast, and by either 
o f these methods the doctor discovers 
when you breathe whether your lungs 
are clear as a whistle or some one of 
the tiny bronchi is clogged or affcctqd 
with incipient tuherole.

B e s id e s  other business to come be­

fore the school meeting, next Mon­
day, will be the raising o f mon­
ey to make the last payment on 
our school debt, which has been bang­
ing over us by a ten per cent string 
eighteen or twenty years. At its 
recent session the Legislature passed 
a law providing that school districts 
may adopt the free school book system, 
and that. question will bd decided for 
this district at that time. A  few o f  
the states have been working u nder 
this law for several years, and invari­
ably pronounce it a success. Its ben­
efits come in gaining a better attend­
ance of that Class of pupils whose par­
ents are too poor to buy books apd too 
proud to ask .the district to furnish 
them, as it may now in such cases, and 
in procuring the books for the dis­
trict at a less expenditure than under 
the present arrangement, by the school 
officers buying the books for the whole 
district in a lot and at wliolsale prices, 
instead of at retail, and a much less 
number of books will supply the school 
for a term of years than with the pres­
ent arrangement. The law applies only 
to the grades below the high school. 
The other side of the question is that 
it taxes the man who has been careful 
and energetic enough to save a little 
property to supply books for the im­
provident, shiftless character who nev­
er saves anything, and to furnish his 
children with books at the expense of 
the tax-payers, is on a par with furn­
ishing them with clothing and food in 
the same manner, and tends to breed 
the class who believes the world owes 
them a living whether they work for 
it or not. Tax payers in the state will 
have, a chance at the meetings next 
Monday to say which side of the ques­
tion they are on.

IN THE ALASKAN WATERS,
POINTS SUGGESTED B Y  THE RECENT 

SEAL FISHERY COMPLICATIONS.

Picture* o f  tlio B lack THmnoml: and: the 
• Trium ph, English Scalen , the United 

Staten Revenue Cutter Rush and the One 
Sian Craw, John  Hawkins.

'  The seizure o f  the English sealer Black 
Diamond by the United States revenue cutter 
Rush, in July, and the Rush’s seizure o f the 
Triumph two days later, together with some 
m oro recent seizures, wilt be subjects for 
newspaper talk and the consideration o f  dip­
lomatists for months to come; The escape o f 
the Black Diamond from the prize crew, con­
sisting o f  one seaman, John Hawkins, which 
was put aboard her to take the vessel and 
her crew o f twenty men into port, adds the 
element o f  humor to  the situation.

September, TSSG, to  Lord AddetielgE, then  
English secrotary o f  ^ n te fo r  foreign affairs:

‘ •Tho transfer o f  the territory o f  Alaska 
to  the United States government, in  compli­
ance with the terms o f  the treaty between 
the two governments, included th e transfer 
o f  a ll tho Russian government property, 
such as public buildings n t  Sitka, governor’s  
house, custom house, hospital and wharves,- 
etc. There were, however, certain buildings 
preserved as the property o f  the Russian 
Fur company, and as Gen. Rousseau, the 
United States commissioner, could not, in 
his official capacity, take any active or open 
part in its dispbsol, Prince Matsukoff, the 
Russian governor, Concluded a  bargain with 
Mr. Hutchinson,, who accompanied; Gen. 
Rousseau as his private secretary.

“ This bargain included all tho property o f  
the Russian Fur company and the American 
Officers stationed at Sitka, w ho claimed that 
they were entitled to a  share o f  the spoils. 
By virtue o f this bargain with Prince ATat- 
snkoff, who was governor o f  the company, 
Mr. Hutchinson proposed to  take possession 
o f  the fur trade o f  Alaska and tho seal isl­
ands, and left for  V ictoria, British Columbia, 
and San Francisco to  make tho necessary ar­
rangements. A t  the form er place ho met 

• ''w ith  a  Mr. Kolil, owner o f  a  British steamer

THE BLACK DIAMOND—JOHN nAWKIXS.
The vessels concerned are all small craft 

Bud no interest is attached to them, except 
for the issues involved. Tha Black Diamond 
and the Triumph are only two-masted 
schooners; tha revenue cutter Richard Rush 
is 1G1 feet long, 26 feet broad, t4}£  feet deep, 
805 tons burden and was built in 1874 in 
Boston. She carries four guns. The schooner 
Minnie and the Pathfinder, both o f  which 
w ere seized after the Black Diamond and the 
Triumph, were sent to Sitka. The interests 
involved are national, and a t this time some­
thing about the sealing ground will be of 
interest.

In  1735, under the commission o f  Peter the 
Great, an expedition was organized, crossed 
the continent from  St, Petersburg to K am ­
chatka, where a  vessel was constructed, 
and in July , 1728, sailed for  explorations to 
north and ease. That vessel was the Gabriel, 
and h er master was Vitus Behring. On the 
expedition Behring crossed tbe waters o f the 
Sea o f  Kamchatka, and discovered and 
named the island St. Lawrence, In 17SS a 
second expedition was organized under the 
auspices o f  the government and the commis­
sion o f  Queen Anne, and with Behring, raised 
to the rank o f  admiral, at its head, repeated 
the journey across Siberia, and in  June, 1741, 
sailed for  new discoveries. In  July o f  that 
year Behring sighted the Am erican conti­
nent, seme authorities claim at the fifty- 
eighth degree o f  north latitude, others a t the 
fiftieth degree; The latter is  probably cor­
rect, as it rests on  the authority o f  Stellar, 
w ho accompanied the expedition, and Behr­
in g  undoubtedly sailed as fa r  south along 
the American coast as tho forty-fifth paral­
lel, in accordance with his instructions; He 
discovered: several o f  the Aleutian islands 
and the Komanderoff group o r  couplet. On 
the larger o f  this couplet, Which bears his 
name, he died'on Dec. 10. 1741, a fter having 
suffered shipwreck;

Behring’s  discoveries started an interest in  
the new region, and in 1743, 1745,1747 and 
1749 a  Cossack sergeant named Bossof made 
four consecutive voyages from the mainland 
o f  Kamchatka to the Behring and Copper isl­
ands in vessels o f  his ow n construction. In 
1745 a  sailor named Nevidchiuof, w ho had 
served under Behring, crossed the channel 
which connects the North Pacific ocean with 
the Behring sea and discovered the islands 
o f  A ttoo and Agatoo, the form er o f  which is 
now a, boundary mark; In 1744 a  small Rus­
sian merchant vessel reached the island o f  
Atka and some o f  the smaller islands sur- 
rounding it.

Ten years later GlottoCE advanced as far as 
the island o f  Ounak, and subsequently dis­
covered Ounalaska and the whole o f  that 
group o f  the Aleutian chain known as the 
F ox  Islands, He made a  map o f  his explora­
tions, which includes eight islands east o f  
Ounalaska.

In  1760 a  Russian merchant, Adrelan Tol- 
styk, landed on the island o f Adak, explored 
it  and some o f  the surrounding islands and 
made a  report o f  his discoveries to  the Rus­
sian crown. This group was named after 
him, the Adreion Islands. The next year a 
ship belonging to  a  Russian merchant named 
Bechevin made the coast o f  tha Alirska pe­
ninsula, and in the autumn of 1763 Glottoff, 
who discovered Ounalaska and the Fox 
group, reached the island o f  Kodiak. In  17CS 
tw o captains o f the imperial navy, Krenitzen 
and Levashoff, sailed from  Kamchatka in 
tw o .em inent vessels, and; the form er 
pas- . ,.e succeeding winter at Kodiak and 
the h«.ter at Ounalaska. Twenty-five years 
succeeding the death o f  Behring the Russian 
ensign waved alongthe entire Aleutian chain, 
from  Behring Island to the mainland o f  the 
North American continent.

Then came the seal fisheries; Expeditions, 
stimulated b y  the large remuneration o f  the 
fu r  traffic, were constantly fitted out a t the 
ports along the shores o f  the Sea o f  Okotsk 
and the mouth o f  the A m oor river for  voy­
ages o f  trade and exploration in the new 
country. In  1772 there were not less than 
twenty-five companies, employing a consider­
able fleet o f  small vessels. Under the aus­
pices o f  one o f  these companies Shekeloff, a 
merchant o f  Bylsk, founded the first perma­
nent settlem ent on  the Island o f Kodiak in 
17S4. From this point exploring expeditious 
were sent out, one o f  which crossed the strait 
between Kodiak and the mainland which 
bears ShekelofFs name, and explored the coast 
o f  the mainland as far as Cook’s  Inlet, upon 
the shores o f which, in  17SS, a settlement was 
established.

THE BUSS.
Another pushed along the coast to Frince 

William sound and Capo St. Elias. In 17SS 
another o f Shekeloff’s ships visited Prince 
W illiam sound, discovered Yukutat bay, and 
made a  thorough exploration o f  Cook's Inlet. 
In  the meantime, in 1786, Gehrman Pribvlov, 
a  Muscovite ship’s mate, sailed from  Ouna­
laska in a small sloop called the St. George, 
discovered the islands which bear his name, 
located in the heart o f  the Behring sea, and 
now far famed as the only seal rookeries in 
the known world.

In 1TSH Alexander Baranoff, who had four 
years before been placed at the head of all 
the enterprises in the new country, and had 
made: further discoveries, established a  ship 
yard at Resurrection bay, on Prince W illiam  
sound. About this tim e the first missionaries 
e f  the Greek church, arrived, and missions 
were established at Kodiak, Ounalaska and 
Spruce Island. The next year Baranoff ex­
tended his operations and trading posts to 
Yakutat bay. Following this: was the con­
solidation o f  all Russian interests in North 
America, g iving rise to the Russian-Ameriean 
company, which was chartered the year that 
Baranoff founded Sitka, 1799. Under this 
company, chartered b y  the crow n, patron­
ized b y  nobility, sustained by  consolidated 
capital, and led b y  the energy o f  Baranoff, 
new  explorations and settlements inevitably 
followed. -

In 1867 negotiations were opened fo r  the 
purchase o f  Alaska b y  the United States: 
The territory was transferred b y  Russia for  
$7,200,030, the treaty being ratified b y  the 
United States senate on  M ay 20,1807, and 
(Sen. Iiovel H. Rousseau-, a  Union general o f 
distinction, was appointed commissioner to  
take possession; This he did on  Oct, 18 o f 
the same year. The headquarters o f  the 
m ilitary and collecting district were fixed: at 
Sitka.

I t  is claimed by those who: hold to the 
“ closed sea theory”  that when Alaska was 
ceded tq  the' United States, the line o f  de­
barkation  determining the western boundary 
o f  Behring’s sen made it  a  M ore Clausum, 
from  the southernmost point on Prince o f  
W oles Island to a  point near A tton  Island o f  
the Aleutian grant, thus making a  complete 
close; This im aginary line" o f  demarkation: 
runs a  course o f  about 900 miles from  north­
east to  southwest. The whole area o f  Behr­
ing’s sea, including Norton’s sound and Bris­
to l bay, i3 about 600,000 square miles. The 
St. George and S t. Paul Islands, where most 
o f  the seal are captured, are about 700 miles 
north o f  the Aleutian peninsula and SG0 
miles west o f  the main line o f  coast. The seal 
ore frequently foun d-now  several hundred 
miles from  shore, and are gradually working 
their w ay to the northward.

A n  excellent summary o f the events lead­
in g  up to- tho present condition o f the A las­
kan Seal fisheries was given b y  S ir Lionel 
Sackville W est—afterw ard Lord Sackville—  
late British m inister to  tho U nited States, in

called the Fidelitor, with whom he entered 
intothepartnership o f  Hutchinson,Kohl&Co. 
The steamer obtained an American register, 
under the plea that she was n Russian vessel 
at the time o f the transfer o f  tho territory 
to the United States, and was thus enabled 
to carry on the coasting trade.

“ Preparations were made in 1883 fo r  work­
ing the fur trade o f  the newly acquired pos­
session and especially for the occupation of 
the Bribyloff islands, to which, by  virtue o f 
the arrangements with Prince Matsukoff, tho 
new company considered they had an exclu­
sive right. Upon theii- arrival there, how­
ever, they found, them occupied by expe­
rienced sealers from  New London and Ston- 
ington, Conn,, under one Capt. Morgan. A  
fight for  possession seemed imminent, but a 
division o f  the season’s catch was finally 
agreed upon. While the two parties were 
thus amicably nt work, Mr. Pflugel, Russian 
vice consul a t Honolulu, arrived at the bead 
of an expedition, believing that he should 
find the islands unoccupied, but was eventu­
ally forced to retire before the combined 
forces o f  Capt. Morgan aud Mr. Hutchinson.

“ It now became obvious that the govern­
ment most take means to preserve these val­
uable seal rookeries, and in the winter o f  ISOS 
an act o f  congress was passed, the conditions 
for permission to take seals being, however, 
reserved fo r  future congressional action. 
The coalition between Hutchinson and Mor­
gan still continued, and finally led to  organi­
zation o f the powerful and wealthy Alaska 
Commercial company. Since 1S70 this com­
pany has controlled the entire fur trade o f 
Alaska, and by  virtue o f  its alliance with the 
lessees o f the Russian seal islands controls the 
valuable fur seal trade o f  the world. W ith 
strong political influence in the congress of 
IS76 it  obtained a  lease o f  the P riby lof islands 
fo r  twenty years a t a  rental o f  $55,000 a  year 
and a  royalty o f  $2.(2 per skin, the take to be 
limited to 100,000 skins a  year. I t  is calcu­
lated that tho com pany pays annually $315,- 
000 to  the United States treasury, which, af­
ter paying all the expenses o f  the territory, 
yields more than 4 per cen t per annum on 
the purchase money paid to  Russia for 
Alaska.”

The “rookeries?’ o f  Behring sea contain sev­
eral millions o f  seals. The adult males begin 
to  arrive about the 1st o f  M ay each year, b u t 
the great body do not arrive till the 1st 
o f June. The females com e about the middle 
o f  June. Male seals under six yeai's old are 
called “ bachelors." They do not collect on 
the “ rookeries,”  but have separate “ hauling 
grounds.”  Nearly all the seals. leave the isl­
ands about the end o f  October o r  the middle 
o f November: The males on the “ rookeries”  
do not go into tho water from  tbe time o f 
“ hauling up" in  M ay till a fter the 10th o f 
August. During this time they live by  ab­
sorbing their own fat. A fter leaving the 
islands the seals spread out over the North 
Pacific.

The capture of seals fo r  their skins begins 
when they first land on the islands, and may 
continue till they begin to shed their fur iu 
August or September. The natives kill them 
with clubs, but only kill the “ bachelors.”

Queen'Victoria’s private accounts are al­
ways audited by Lord Sydney, who is dup o f 
her financial advisers.

David Nagle is known throughout the 
Pacific coast as the terror o f desperadoes, a 
lightning shot with the pistol, and a man 
who never yet allowed an antagonist to get 
the drop on him. He Was raised in San Fran­
cisco, but early in the seventies he Went to 
Arizona, having been attracted there by the 
mining excitement. He went into the con­
tracting business, and took several large con­
tracts to sink shafts in mines.

Ho was o f  a quiet, unassuming disposition, 
but desperadoes whom he came iu contact 

with soon learned 
that he was a  man 
who knew his rights 
and would not al­
low a n y  onto to 
trample on h im . 
He opened a saloon 
at Tombstone and 
was . soon doing 
well. In a  short 
time he became a 
great favorite with 

' 'i - o t ^ t !'6 law a b i d i n g  
v citizens o f  t h a t  

booming town, and 
in 1SS1 he received 

an appointment as chief o f police. W hile 
occupying that trying position he had -fre­
quent encounters with the criminal element, 
-and by his fearless behavior he soon earned 
for himself the reputation o f  being a man o f 
un disputed courage.

While he was: serving as chief o f  police at 
Tombstone, a  drunken Mexican desperado 
entered the town and began to  enliven 
things by  shooting a t the people on every 
side; Ho defied arrest and vowed that the 
1'rst man who tried to arrest him would be 
>hot down in his tracks. Joe Poynton, who 
was serving under N agle, tried to take him 
into custody and; was shot through the 
groin. As soon as Nagle heard Poynton had 
been wounded he armed himself and started 
in pursuit o f  the shooter. He soon found 
him and ordered him to surrender. The only- 
reply he received was a shot from  the despe­
rado’s revolver. The bullet, luckily, did not 
take effect, and Nagle returned the fire.

The Mexican, finally realizing that he had 
a  determined man to  deal with, took to  his 
horse anil triad to escape. As he: rode away 
he fired several shots at Nagle, and with de­
fiant yells dared him to follow . Nagle, re­
volver iu hand, gave chase to the escaping 
felon, and yelled for  some one to get him a 
rifle. Thu Mexican headed fo r  the roefcy por­
tion o f the mountain, and when Nagle was 
handed a  rills he called on him to halt. The 
Mexican again opened fire on him and Nagle 
used the rifle. He fired but one shot, and the 
Mexican dropped back dead, with a  bullet 
.through his brain. Nagle was exonerated by 
•the coroner’s ju ry , and although the friends 
nf the dead man threatened to run him out 
o f  toyra. they thought better o f  the matter 
aud did not molest him.

At the following election Nagle ran for 
sheriff and was defeated by a  few votes. He 
soon after left Tombstone and went to 
Butte, M. T., but did not remain there long. 
He returned to San Francisco in 1883, 
tuidrduring the Cleveland campaign the fol­
lowing your lie was found as an earnest party 
worker in the Democratic ranks. When, 
Sheriff Hopkins took office in January, 1885, 
Nagle was appointed deputy sheriff and 
served daring the administration. He next 
went into tho license collector’s office. He 
was then made a deputy to  the United States 
marshal’s  office.

Terry bad met Nagle before the fatal en­
counter in the Stockton breakfast room. 
When the fire eating judge made his assault 
o n  Marshal Franks, iu September, 1883, he 
was quickly and skillfully disarmed b y  a  
quiet looking bystander. The quiet looking 
bystander was David Nagle. Nagle was de­
tailed to  gaard Justice Field b y  order o f  
Attorney General Miller when i t  was learned 
f e a t je ix y  fiftl h lfw ifen ia d e  .threats against

GEN. W ILLIAM MAHONE.
He Has Been Named for  Governor by  the 

Republicans o f  Virginia,
Gen. W illiam  Mahone, who was recently 

nominated: fo r  governor o f  Virginia b y  the 
Republican party, was born at Southanqr 
ton, V a ., in 1827. He is an indefatigable 
worker and one o f the greatest poker players 
in the United States, A t  the age o f  20, be 
graduated from  the Virginia Military insti­
tute. Until tho outbreak o f the w ar ho was 
employed in engineering and the construc­
tion o f  the Norfolk and Petersburg railroad.

fn  1S61 ho took part iu tbe secession move­
ment, soon after 
joined tbe Confed­
erate army and had 
a  hand In the cap­
ture o f tho Norfolk 
navy yard the same 
year. Ho raised 
aud became cotn- 
m e n d e r  otWthe 
Sixth’ V irginia reg­
im ent and was with 
it in most o f  tbe 
lattles in the Pe­

ninsula campaign,, 
distinguishing him­
self e s p e c i a l l y  
aroundPetorsburg, 
where he’  earned 
the sobriquet o f  the 

He was always con­
spicuous fo r  his bravery and was known as a 
fighting commander. He was made both 
brigadier general and m ajor general in 1804, 
and afterwards commanded a  division, in 
Hill’s corps. He was also regarded as one 
o f  Lee’s best and bravest generals.

A t  tbe close o f  the war Mahone returned to 
railroad engineering and became president of 
the N orfolk and Tennessee road. He took 
part in politics, and was the leader o f  the 
movement that elected Gilbert C. Walker 
governor* o f  Virginia. Failing to  secure the 
nomination for that office in 1S7S, he organ­
ized and became the leader o f  the Readjuster 
party. He made a very strong canvass o f  
the state in 1SS0, and, although supporting 
the Democratic candidates on the national 
tickets, carried the legislature for  the Read­
juster party. He was elected to the United 
Slates senate in place of Robert E. Withers, 
and took his seat March 4, ISS1.

When Mahone took his seat the senate was 
equally divided, aud it was very doubtful for 
which party he would vote, lie  had al ways 
been a Democrat, and there was great sur­
prise when he voted for the Republican can­
didate for the secretary o f the senate. Eds 
senatorial career ended in ISS7, having failed 
to carry the state at the previous legislative 
election.

Mahone was a  delegate to both the nation­
al Republican conventions o f 1884 and 1SSS. 
While in the senate lie was a member o f  tbe 
Republican congressional committee, and 
since his retirement has been a  member of 
the national Republican executivecom nnttee'

CUm SKil PHILADELPHIA.

SHE IS SHORTLY TO TAKE HER PLACE 
IN THE UNITED STATES NAVY.

Careful Description of One of the Modern 
War Ships Uncle Sam Is Row Getting 
Ready to Place Upon the Seas o f  the 
W orld.

The Philadelphia will.take her place «  a 
vessel in the United States navy as soon as her 
steaming trials have demonstrated her ability 
to comply with the specifications o f the con­
tract under which she was built. The launch­
ing o f the vessels by  no means is to be taken 
as an indication o f their being finished and 
ready to turn over to the navy. In fact, the 
many things to be attended to in the way c* 
securing handiness and a  ship shape arrange­
ment o f  things about a  man-of-war’s deck 
cannot lie accomplished; until the officers who 
are to serve aboard o f  the vessel have been 
ordered to her and have given the vesse? and 
her fittings a thorough inspection.

TRK PHILADELPHIA.

When the bids for cruiser No. 4 were called 
fo r  there were but two bidders, Messrs. 
Cramp & Sons, o f  Philadelphia, who sub­
mitted four propositions, embracing the idea 
o f constructing her on their own plan for 
engine and hull, on the navy department’s 
hull and their engine; on their hull and the 
navy department's engine, or on the depart­
ment’s plans for both hull and engine, the 
price varying from $1,410,000 to $1,325,000.

The Union iron works were the other bid­
der, and their price fo r  building under the 
department's plans for hull and machinery 
was $1,428,000. The contract was awarded 
Messrs. Cramp & Sons, the bull and machinery 
to be constructed according to bidder’s plans 
and specifications for $1,350,000. The con­
tract for her construction was executed in 
October, 1SS7, and she is, according to its 
terms, to  be completed in October o f  this 
year.

The Philadelphia and Baltimore have very 
much the same dimensions, the former being 
about 100 tons the smaller. Her length is 315 
feet, beam 4Sj<f feet, draught 19J£ feet and dis­
placement 4,324 tons.

In the battery arrangements a radical de­
parture has been made from the installation 
o f the armament aboard the Baltimore, twelve 
6 inch rifles taking the place o f  the four 8 
inch and 6 inch guns aboard tho latter vessel. 
It has been quite satisfactorily demonstrated 
that the battery o f  all 6 inch guns is suffi­
ciently heavy for vessels of this class, and 
that their range, penetration and weight o f 
metal thrown from her broadside is as power­
ful as vessels o f her class carry in other na­
vies. In fact, the tendency o f  the present day 
is to have guns of still smaller caliber, and 
also to introduce loading and firing mechan­
ism that admits o f  a much greater rapidity 
o f  fire than has heretofore been considered 
possible. The secondary battery, as the ag­
gregation o f smaller caliber machine guns is 
called, is composed o f tw o Gatlings, four 0 , 
pounder Hotchkiss, two 8 pounder Hotchkiss, 
one 1 pounder Hotchkiss, four 37 mm. rapid 
fire revolving cannon.

On her mean draught o f 19 feet 2j£ inches 
the speed o f the vessel is guaranteed at nine­
teen knots fo r  four consecutive hours’ trial. 
This, when the contract was drawn, was con­
sidered such a high rate o f speed and so 
greatly in  excess o f  anything that had for­
merly been attempted in our naval vessels, 
that it was looked upon as extremely doubt­
ful if  its provisions could bo carried Out, 
Since that contract, however, others calling 
for a  twenty knot speed have been draWnj 
and the builders o f  the Philadelphia, having 
had their own way as far as the designs o f 
the machinery are concerned, are quite con­
fident o f attaining the nineteen knots speed 
together with a  little margin in their in­
terest. The engines ore o f  the twin screw, 
horizontal, triple expansion type, and are to 
weigh 900 tons. Should they succeed in 
making a speed o f  over nineteen knots, a 
bonus o f  $50,000 will be paid for every quar­
ter o f  a  knot in excess o f  that speed. A  
similar forfeit is to be exacted for each quar­
ter o f  a knot below tbe standard.

The Philadelphia is a  protected cruiser, 
having a  long forecastle and poop deck, a  
strong ram bow and rounded stern covering 
and protecting the- rudder, which is placed 
well below the water linn She has what is 
called a high freeboard—that is, her rail is 
high up above the water line. There are two 
smokestacks and threa masts to  carry fore 
and aft sail only.

These masts have m ilitary ’ tops o r  plat­
forms made o f  steel and carrying protective 
shields for covering the men stationed* to  
work the machine cannon, Which in action 
are sent up ip the tops in order to  pour a 
stream o f  projectiles on an enemy’s  decks 
and pick off the exposed mem

Vessels o f this type have a  steel protective 
deck, fou r inches in thickness, running fore 
and o ft  the vessel and protecting her below 
water portion from  shot and shell In addi­
tion to  this the coal is so distributed around; 
engines and boilers as< to  a fford a  very effi­
cient protection and make an  excellent sup­
plementary protection to  that offered by  the 
steel deck. The coal supply under ordinary 
circumstances is 400 tons, but the bunker 
capacity is sufficient to  bold 900 tons, with 
which supply nt a  ten knot speed per boor  
she can cover 12,000 miles.

A ll the conveniences o f steam steerers, 
windlasses; side coaling chutes, e tc ., w ill be 
fitted, and in addition there w ill be a  com­
plete duplicate electric plant, lighting the 
holds, store rooms; magazines and quarters, 
besides which there w ill be  anarch lig h tsjit

about&5,000 candle power; This vessel Ts'im  
tended for a  flag ship, and the arrangements 
and conveniences o f  quarters are thought to 
.be very much, in excess o f  anything that has 
before flown the broad blue flag Of an Am eri­
can rear admiral. The minute division into 
watertight compartments, each o f which is 
provided with independent pumping and 
drainage systems, insures the vessel remain­
ing afloat should she come in dbllision o r  be 
pierced by projectiles. The ventilation o f  
the quarters embraces the latest improve­
ments and is such os to secure the health and 
com fort o f both officers and crew. The fleet 
o f the four Roach cruisers and tbe York- 
town, already in commission; the Petrel, 
Charleston, Baltimore and Vesuvius, in dif­
ferent stages o f  completion, added -to tbe 
Philadelphia, Newark, Concord and Ben­
nington, will upon another year give a 
fleet o f  speedy anil powerful vessels that will 
more than replace the larger number o f 
wooden ships, now fast disappearing.

FALL FASHIONS FOR MEN.

IF YOU HAVE A  DRESS -SUIT IT 
WILL REMAIN IN FASHION.

Soule Interesting Descriptions, Illustrated 
with Tim ely Drawings o f  Some o f  the 
Suits That W ill Ho “ the; Thing”  This 
Season.

, To begin with, says The Now York Haber­
dasher, in the course o f  an entertaining arti­
cle on men’s styles fo r  this fall, you needn’t 
worry about last year’s dress suit; it’s all 
right fo r  the coming season.

As for street garments there is little yet to  
be sci<i The single breasted cutaway still re­
mains the popular garment fois semi-dress. 
Although there has been some effort to bring 
forward double breasted cutaways, it has not 
been well received. Later they may go. So 
much fo r  the actualities; whatever variation 
is developed later upon the two types men­
tioned above will be In matters o f  minor de­
tail which will be unobservable to the lay 
man’s eye.

Coming to the possibilities, they add a new 
horror to life. Those somewhat unreliable 
pereons, tbe London correspondents, repre­
sent that the Prince of Whies and bis “ set”  
are at present walking nightmares, by reason, 
o f costumes somewhat like that demoted. It 
isSaid that o f  late the prince has abandoned 

the tall hat at race 
meetings, and has 
frequently appear­
ed clad in a suit ap­
parently made up 
o f  unrelated frag­
ments of seVeral 
other Suits, as item, 
One e o .a t  with a 
middle -size gray 
Check; ’ item, o n e  
w a i s t c o a t  (not 
“ vest") with a little 
brown check; and 
item. One pair of 
trousers w i t h  an 
immense y e l l o w  
c h e c k .  As there 
are plenty o f Am er­
ican i d i o t s  who 
would wear their 
coats wrong side 
out if they thought 
“ the prince" wore 
his that’ way, it is 

I Ot unlikely that this queer fad m ay take hold 
I ere, whatever m ay be its state o f activity 
abroad; the more so that fancy waistcoats are 
quite the thing already, although o f a  decid­
edly different type from  those m ating up part 
o f the suit worn by  the Prince o f Wales.

Fancy waistcoats for street wear have been 
steadily increasing in favor for some time 
past, and bid fair to be extensively worn this 
season. The shapes are two—-the materials 
legion. Tho double breasted vest, not worn 
extensively for many yeai's, is again com ing 
into marked favor. I t  is a  rational and 
pleasing winter garment, and there seems no 
good reason why it  should-not be worn by  
many, especially when made up in “ fancy" 
elaths. The more familiar shape is the single 
breasted garment with live buttons. Both 
shapes are illustrated in the accompanying 
sketches, which also depict typical patterns 
o f  the cloths used for  this purpose. These 
cover a wide range o f materials, various silk 
mixtures being the most general, and colored 
figures, except with blacks, being almost uni­
versal. Black grounds are numerous, either 
plain or embellished with figures. Colored 
grounds, such as dark blues, snnff, seal 
browu, tan, olive, etc., ore also in much 
vogue, and these are all variously embellished 
both by fancy weaves in  tbo grounds and by 
silk figures o f  white, red or blue. Silk is 
used to some extent in grounds, as in such 
weaves as matelasses, and it  is univeral inthe 
figures.

Another threatened innovation is in frock 
coats. N obody wears frock  coats nowadays 
but elderly gentle­
men and country 
b r e t h r e n  from 
Wayback. But it 
is not the recent 
f r o c k  coat with 
w h i c h  w e  a r o  
t h r e a t e n e d —tho 
g e n t e e l  garment 
whose skirts come 
down well below 
tho middle th ig h -  
hut a  substitute for 
it closely resem­
bling the bobby 
coat which Thomas 
and James wear 
when they go out 
with the coach and 
the horses. This 
frock coat is now 
worn to a consider­
able extout iu Eng­
land, and that it 
will at least be of­
fered in New York is aforegonecouclusion. Its 
distinguishing feature) o f  course, is its short
skirts, which reach scarcely to mid-thigh, 
and present an appearance quite devoid of 
the dignity we are wont to associate with 
fu ll skirted garments.

Heavy sack coats, 'worn without overcoats, 
were frequent upon the streets lost winter. 
The same idea comes to the surface this sea­
son, but in a different and pleasing, because 
suitable) form. A  round out single breasted 
sack coat in winter leaves an impression o f  
bareness and coldness. The garment’ worn 
by this stylish gentleman is not open to that 
objection; for a double breasted coat, closing 
to the very bottom, is  not only warm and 
comfortable for whiter, but looks warm and 
comfortable. Moreover, such a garment, of 
melton or kersey or diagonal, made up with 
lapped seams and heavy stitching, is ex­
tremely stylish in appearance.

Overcoats this season present some marked 
new features in detail; and, while the gen­
eral effect is not materially different from 
that o f last year; there is still difference 
enough to be distinctive.

The box coat is .a handsome mid stylish 
; garment, made in meltons, kerseys and Irish 

f r i e z e s .  A il its 
seams ore s t r a p  
seams—that is,they 
have a n a r r o w  
strap with rough 
edges overlaid upon 
them—which gives 
tlie'eoat great dis­
tinction The coat 
bangs s t r a i g h t  
from the shoulders, 
and i t  is cut quite 
short, although not 
as short as the cov­
ert coat— say be­
tween that and the 
ordinary sack over­
coat. The collar is 
a pretty feature, ft  
is what is called a 
strap velvet-collar 
—that is, one-half 
o f  velvet—and it 
has wide lapels. No 
box coat is good 
style unless it has 

fancy lining, and bright plaids are the thing. 
A  very swell idea is a  combination lining Of 
fancy plaid and silk, the latter covering the 
upper, the former the lower part o f  the gar­
ment; The popular colors are the various; 
blues, browns, drabs, tans, olive and black.

The English fly front overcoat is cut on 
very much tho same lines as the box coat, but 
is .somewhat longer. It also is cut to  bang 
straight from  the shoulders, as the strap Col­
lar and wide lapels. It has lap instead of 
strap seams, however. The back is cut full— 
that is, without a  middle seam—but this fea­
ture is not exaggerated. Carr’s melton is 
black and Oxford is tbe proper material for 
this garment, which is the one that will meet 
the approval o f  the great multitude,, who do 
not incline to extreme things, but still want 
good style and com fort.

A  very swell garm ent is the 'Lord Chum- 
ley overcoat, introduced last year and quite 
as correct this. It is this season made both 
Single, and double breasted, and its'm arked  
feature is a  longer cape than hitherto. W hen  
th e cape is detatched the double breasted, 
form  becomes aplain ulster. Fancy ̂ cheviots 
and nobby cassimeres are materials much 
used for this coat, comparative lightness 
being desirable in a  garment whose main 
function is to  wear with evening dress: Colors 
range from  grave to  gay, from  light to  dark, 
from  plain to  plnided, with plaids huge 
enough and loud enough to  stamp the wearer 
as an English lord.

In  niSCSTSTlieroTs a  decided innovation. A ll 
Ulsters hitherto have bad the piqued collar; 
this season the shawl, or continuous collar, is 
brought out. What it looks like is shown by  
the sketch. In this class o f  garments every­
thing goes in the way o f  color and fabric. 
Irish frieze is just uow a  popular fabric. It 
has famous dirt and wear resisting qualities, 
but it is heavy for this climate. Chinchillas, 
plain nnd fancy, ore also good.

GOVERNOR FORAKER’S FATHER.
He Is Weil Along in Years; but He Is 

Hale, lleai-ty ami Genial Yet.
Few persons visit Hillsboro, O., without 

seeking an introduction to Henry S. Foraker, 
the father e f  Governor Foraker, and none 
leave without wishing the kindly old gentle­
man and his amiable wife mauy years o f con­
tinued good health.

“ I was born on Bumberhook island, in Del­
aware bay, on the 7th of June, 1815,”  said tlie 
Old gentleman in reply to a  question put by 
the writer. This makes him in his 75tlv year, 
five years older than Mrs. Foraker. Mr. 
Foraker’s father, John Foraker, was a small 
farmer. Ho was of Irish descent, and his' 
w ife,whoso maiden name was Robinson,was 
o f German blood, and: tho old gentleman al­
ways insists that there is where the fighting 
qualities o f tho family came from. In 1819 
John Foraker and his family removed to Ohio, 
Settling on the land and building the hewed 
log house where his grandson, Joseph Ben­
son Foraker, now governor o f Ohio, was 
born.

Heury Foraker grew up on the farm , as 
most country boys do, and when his father 
died took his place, taking care o f his 
mother until her
death, and manag­
ing the farm to the 
best o f his ability.
In t h e  course of 
time he fell in love 
with a  rosy cheeked 
girl in the neigh­
b o r  h o o d ,  t h e  
daughter o f  David 
Reese, and t h e y  
were married, and 
set up housekeep­
ing at the old home-,-’ 
stead. Here they ' 
remained until six 
cbildrou bad been henry  s. FORAKER. 
born to them ,am ong them Joseph Benson. Mr. 
Foraker, Sr., delights in talking.about this 
period of his lifetime, fo r  although the days 
were full o f toil, ye(t  they were cheered and 
brightened by  the help of his good wife ana 
then- young family. Mr. and Mrs. Foraker 
afterward removed to the farm owned by 
his father-in-law, which ' he purchased, and 
On which there was a mill, aud about this 
romantic spot some o f the present gover­
nor’s happiest days were spent.

It was from this place that the young 
Country lad, but 15 years of age, started upon 
the pathway winch has led him to glory aud 
to fame.

. In 1870 Mr; and Mrs. Foraker -removed to 
Hillsboro, their children having all grown up 
and gone to homes o f their own. In company 
with his son-in-law, Capt. Samuel Amen, and 
Mr. C. B. Miller, a wholesale and retail gro­
cery was .opened. He afterward purchased 
the interests of both his partners and con­
tinued the business until a disastrous fire, 
which destroyed nearly the entire block, 
swept away his large establishment. Since 
then Mr. Foraker has not been actively en­
gaged in business for himself. He has held 
many offices o f  honor and trust, and in 
church and state affairs has always held the 
position o f a leader. Tall, erect and active, 
he looks to be good for a century o f  years. 
His keen eye brightens when the name o f  his 
son is mentioned, but his conversatiion con­
cerning him is extremely modest and re­
strained.

During the war, while a camp meeting was 
in progress in the Foraker neighborhood, 
news come o f Gen. Lyon’s death. Suddenly 
the services were closed, for all felt that sol­
diers wer*' needed at the front. A  drum and 
fife were secured, and a squad, headed by 
Joseph Benson Foraker, a  lad then o f 16, 
marched about the grounds calling for volun­
teers. I t  was too much for the old gentle­
man, and, jum ping upon a  stump, he too be­
gan calling for volunteers for the ninety days’, 
service. “ I ’m  going with you, boys,”  he 
said, and the result was fifteen recruits for 
Uncle Sam’s service. A t  this time Mr. Foraker 
had one son already at the front, another 
(J. B.) enlisted and to start to tho front in a 
day or two, '
