Boys of fifteen arc always quick think-, 
era! He runs his engine out on the 
main line setting the switches for him­
self, for his father lias gone to supper 
miles away in the country,- presumably, 
as it is quite custoniary for railway 
engineers to take all their meals on’ 
distant lanclies, leaving their engine 
in charge o f children. The runaway 
cars “ are miles away,”  and he has “ less 
than an haul” to catch them. He 
caught the runaways, which were fly­
ing like the wind; he slowed up "with 
excellent judgment” — we should 
think so—crept along the side of the 
flying engine, and out on the pilot, 
lifted the coupling-bar with one hand, 
and reached over as he “ made the 
coupling and dropped the pin with the 
other ;”  and a struggle with the flying 
cars, but at last cheeked them; got 
them started back; lie had made thirty- 
five miles an hour, and the “ lightning” 
in sight making sixty—on a road with­
out a wire— he had ten miles to run in 
in this shape, but lie made it, got the 
siding, time to turn the svit'-b, and 
the “lightning" thundered by. Then 
“ the boy fainted dead away.”  No 
wonder ; it was enough to make a 
man faint to read it; it was high time 
somebody fainted. We haven’t the 
least objection to fiction; we rather 
like it, but even fiction for boys should 
have some sense to it. N ot much, per­
haps, but some.

Delirum Furiosum.
There was a time when people, even 

in this country, the birtnplace of rail­
ways, says Iron, wele protesiing against 
their introduction, predicting all kinds 
of evils that would follow iu their 
wake. The most curious protest 
against railways, however, was that 
drawn up by the Royal College of 
Bavarian Doctors, recently discovered 
in the archives of the Nurnberg Rail­
way at Fiyth, 'the first German line 
construe'ed. It contains the follow­
ing passage, pointing out the danger of 
the new System of travel: “ Travel in
carriages drawn by a locomotiveought 
to be forbidden ia the interest of pub­
lic health. The rapid movfmelit can­
not fail to produce among the passen­
gers the mental affection known as de­
lirium  funosum . Even if  travelers 
are willing to incur this risk, the gov­
ernment should at least protect the 
public. A  single glance at a locomo­
tive passing rapidly is sufficient to 
cause the same cerebral derangement; 
consequently it is absolutely necessary 
to build a fence ten feet in height on 
each side o f the railway.”

Inventions and W ages.
Some paper has star ted the silly ques­

tion, “Do Inventions Decrease Wages ?”  
Certainly they do not. On the contra­
ry, inventions increase wages, shorten 
the work day, and decrease prices. In 
fact, inventions constitute the only 
possible way by which labor can be 
emancipated from drudgery, long 
hours, and poor pay. In ventions are 
increasing every year, and wages are 
constantly anvancing in all ..countries 
where'they are utilized. Take calico 
as an example: There are persons now 
living who can remember when calico 
sold at twenty five cents a yard. It 
now sells at eight cents. This great 
reduction in price was affected by in­
ventions. In the meantime wages 
have in no ease fallen, but have ad-' 
vanced very greatly, A  day’s wages 
will now buy as much Calico as a 
week's wages would fifty years ago. 
Calico is selected as ati example, but 
the same facts are true as regards oth­
er manufactures'.

Perpetual Motion.
The New Haven clock company, af­

ter a j-ear or two o f experiment, have 
at last perfected a piece o f  mechanism 
which, if it does not realize the desire 
for perpetual motion, seems at least to 
be a s‘ ep in that direction. They are 
now manufacturing and about to put 
on the market a self-winding clock,

The motive power is furnished by 
electricity generated by two Leblitnche 
cells, which do the work effectually 
for from 12 to IS months without re­
newal. The mechanism is simple in 
the extreme. Much of the ordinary 
clock is omitted, and little remains 
save the escapement wlidfel. The 
clock is wound every morning by a 
current from the two cells of the bat­
tery working through a pair of mag­
nets. The main wheel, which revolves 
puce an hour, connects the current at 
every revolution.

When the contact is first made and 
the current passes through the mag­
nets the armature is pulled down to 
the magnet heads, drawing with it an 
arm which wiuds one tooth o f the 
ratchet wheel which is fastened to the 
box containing a spring o f the finest 
steel attached to the center pinion. This 
operation is repeated for five or ten 
seconds at the rate o f three blows a 
second until the spring is wound and 
the current is cut off by the passage 
around the main wheel—H artford  
Times.

The State Departmental Washing­

ton has received advices from the Con­
sul at Mayence which states that—

European grain crops have not turn­
ed out satisfactorily, and the United 
States Is looked to to make up the de­
ficiency. This is confirmed by reports 
f  rom the international grain-market at 
Vienna, which meets every year fbr 
the purpose o f furnishing reliable and 
disinterested reports o f grain-crops o f 
the year. The average wheat-crop of 
Europe annually from 1SS1 to ISSOis 
1,211,072,192 bushels. In 1SS8 the crop 
amounted to 1,240,870,925 bushels. 
This year is estimated to he about 15 
per cent less The average in wheat 
for  all Europe is Si this year; compared 
to 93 in 1888,. and 110 In 1S87.

This is in line as previously stated 
in the Prairie Farmer. The wheat-crop 
o f the world is short. When the bulk 
o f  the wheat-crop is out o f  the hands 
Of farmers, prices will jump. They 
are already advancing steadily.—Prai­
rie Farm er.

The Cause o f  It.
W e think the fact stands out very 

prominently that public sentiment in 
nearly all states has been; gradually 
drifting: away from the third par.ty idea 
ever since that party came into the 
field as a political factor and contes­
tant. That party’s vindictive and un­
reasonable warfare against temper­
ance Republicans and the Republican 
party, and its tender treatment o f the 
party that panders to the saloon 
power, have done more to make con­
stitutional prohibition unpopular and 
impossible in many states, than ever 
anything else.

The third party has simply been the 
wedge that has split wide" open the 
temperance strength o f  the country. 
I f  the saloon power had been looking 
for an instrument o f its own to wield 
in self-defense against the combined 
temperance elements o f  the country it 
is doubtful if it could have found one 
to have served its purpose better than 
this third party wedge has done.

It will be a glad day for  the temper­
ance cause when, the third party shall 
be no more. I t  has been the direct 
means o f  defeating wise temperance 
legislation and repealing, as in New 
Jersey, excellent temperance laws.— 
Detroit Tribune.

President Woodruff, o f the Mormon 
church, declares that he is In favor o f  
obeying all the laws o f the government, 
including the Edmunds-Tncker act 
against polygamy, and that since be 
became the bead o f  the church he has 
recognized aud authorized no plural 
marriages.

They were suspended, and 
the hands stood still, drawing their 
pay for doing nothing, or next to 
nothing, while the robin sat on her 
nest with an air of great consequence 
and zealous attention to business, and 
her food brought by her mate, arid at 
last hatched her brood. Aud then 
there were three weeks more to go by, 
at the least, before the young ones 
could fly. Corliss visited the nest 
frequently, not with any uneasiness 
or impatience to have the robin and 
tlie young ones but o f  the way, but. 
with a genuine interest in their 
growth. The old birds had all the 
time they wanted; and when at last 
they had sternly helped the clumsy, 
relu’ctant youngsters over the edge of 
the nest, orders were given to resume 
the building operations.

The bull proceeded a little further, 
aud attacked pusette Antonio, whom 
he hurled iuto the air. Pusetti fell 
heavily on his face and had his nose 
badly bruised. He spit blood for some 
time, blit was able to walk home. The 
wild beast then attacked a woman, 
whose name The Examiner reporter 
could not learn, and lodged his horns 
viciously in her bustle, lifting the 
frightened young lady from the 
ground. Owing to the weight o f  her 
body tlie bustle gave W ay, and its own­
er fell, more seared .than hurt.

A  Gallant Sailor*
Vice Admiral Jaureguiberry, who 

died recently, was reputed to be the 
most courteous naval officer in  Euro­
pean waters. W hile in command of 
the Mediterranean squadron he be­
came famous for his courtly treat­
ment o f women. Whenever his flag­
ship, the Richelieu, came to anchor 
off a large town, on the southern 
French or east Italian coast, half the 
•titled women in the neighborhood 
usually went on board to let the vice 

-admiral say nice things to them, and 
show them what a flagship was like. 
Some time ago, while the Richelieu 
was at anchor near Nice, the vice ad­
miral’s popularity among Italian wo­
men leached its climax. Almost daily 
two or three parties o f social belles 
visited the flagship. Erom 3 o’clock 
until 6 every pleasant - afternoon the 
vice admiral was busy serving coffee, 
kissing hands, and showing off his 
ship to the 400 o f Nice.

After this sort o f thing had been in 
progress several weeks tne minister o f 
the navy turned up in Nice for his 
summer vacation. He disapproved of 
the vice admiral's almost -exclusive 
devotion to the pretty women o f the 
city. - He told the vice admiral so sev­
eral times in diplomatic language, but 
the vice admiral was too polite to pass 
along to his fair admirers the minis­
ter's hints that they were playing 
ducks and drakes with the discipline 
o f the Mediterranean squadron. The 
afternoon receptions on the Richelieu 
continued' with unabated popularity. 
The minister of the navy . became 
very impatient. Eventually' he ;de- 
termined to cure the women o f their 
fondness for visiting the vice admiral, 
as he could not cureliim  o f his fond­
ness forareceiving them.

One afternoon vyhile "a n  Italian 
countess and .her tw o M ends werq 
drinking coffee on  the Richelieu, tfie

vice auimral'was unexpectedly "“order­
ed by marine signals, made from the 
shore at the minister’s instance, to 
weigh anchor at once and without 
any previous communication with the 
city to proceed to Marseilles. The 
countess and her friends were in  dis- 
pair. They begged to- be sent ashore. 
W ith  all his gallantry, however, the 
admiral was a thoroughbred sailor. 
He did not dare disobey his explicit 
orders. The Richelieu sailed almost 
immediately for Marseilles with the 
coffee party intact. Two days later 
the three Italian women returned to 
Nice by rail from the French seaport. 
Every one was gossiping about their 
temporary elopement with the vice 
admiral. The notoriety of their ad­
venture accomplished the minister’s 
purpose. Although the vice admiral 
remained the most courteous and 
courtly o f naval officers up to the day 
o f his death, comparatively few wo­
men who had heard of the predica­
ment o f the countess and her two 
friends dared to visit his flagship to 
learn how nice he was.—New York 
Sun. - _________________

Big: Birds in the Transvaal.
Most of the larger birds that I have 

seen in the Transvaal are evidently of 
great bodily powers, which their am­
ple wings sufficiently indicate. These 
are half vulturino in form as well as
habit. My companion and I wounded, 
a bird of this description one day with 
the gun (with which we have full lib­
erty here). I  don’t know its name, 
but here is a description: Body and 
neck pure white, wings black, flat bill 
7J inches long, legs 21 inches and 5J 
feet from tip to tip of the wings. W e 
brought him home and had him go- 
‘ing about on the green for days. One 
day we discovered him “ bolting” a 
snake about two feet long (by descrip­
tion the African cerastes, a rather 
evilly disposed Species, one o f the co­
bras), and three days afterward we 
found him dead.

Next in size to this bird Is the Kaffir 
crane, which is dark blue in plumage. 
This is much of the build o f  the form­
er bird, with this exception—its bill is 
more of a beak, short and strong. 
Next comes the vulture, truly of the 
fowl feeding race, for he is not long 

• in picking the bones of any oxen that 
die, It used to be a fine o f £20 for 
shooting this bird in the Free States, 
they were considered so valuable in 
removing putrescent animal remains, 
and I  believe their services are essen­
tial yet. W e have half a dozen differ­
ent kind o f hawks, some resembling 
our English birds o f prey in size and 
habits, but of much finer plumage.— 
Newcastle Chronicle.

Better Than a Duel.
A couple o f young men living at 

Wellsville, Mo., were rivals for the 
hand of one of W ellsville’s fair 
daughters. They were inclined to set­
tle the matter by duel. W hen she 
learned of the affair she sent for them 
to meet her at the hour set for the 
fight, and after reminding them that 
duels were unlawful, arid the victor 
would he a fugitive from justice the 
rest of his days, she suggested that 
they run a foot race, her hand to be the 
prize. Tlie young men accepted her 
proposition, and she umpired the race 
and walked off the field with the vic­
tor.—Kansas City Star.

The Outlook.
W a s h in g t o n , O ct.-15.— An impor­

tant; dispatch upon prices, products 
and crops in Germany has j ust been 
received at the State department from 
Mr. Jam e3 H. Smith, United States 
commercial agent at Mayence. He 
says:

Tu the American press it is reported 
that a serious effort* will be made to 
obtain a repeal o f  the German and 
French restriction o f the importation 
o f Americau hog products. So far as 
Germany is concerned, no better time 
could be chosen than the present to 
make such an effort, when meat prices 
are verr high, and much discomfort 
prevails on account of them, But'it 
is doubtful if  it would result in success 
as it is greatly to the interest of farm­
ers of the empire to be protected from 
importation from the United States.

“American pork is excluded from 
the German empire on the ground ol' 
liability to infection o f trichina, and 
it has been declared necessary to pro­
hibit the importation of pork from 
Russia. Austria-Hungary and neigh­
boring countries on account of the 
foot and mouth diseases among cattle 
in these countries and even from Den­
mark and Scandanayia where no cattle 
disease .is understood to be raging. 
The consequence has been that the 
prices o f pork has gone up' with a 
jump, to the great disgust o f the gen­
eral public and the working classes, 
but to the great delight o f the farmers, 
whom such restrictions naturally ben­
efit.

Bread and flour are also dearer than 
they were and may become even dear­
er, owing to the poor gram crops of 
Europe of the pretent year. Coal has 
gone up about @1,25 a ton in price 
since Ibis time last year "by reason o f 
the extensive strikes o f last spring in 
which about 100,000 miners participat­
ed. and the increased industrial activi­
ty this year, and the general expecta­
tion is that the price will be higher 
still this winter.

Altogether, therefore, tlie outlook 
for the poor man this winter is.nof a 
very encouraging one with biff bread, 
meat and fuel enhaucod in price. So 
far as food is concerned, potatoes, 
which fortunately promise to turn out 
well, will have to be resorted to by the 
laboring people to take the place o f 
bread and meat, and in the matter of 
fuel they' will have to get along the 
best way they can. The industrial sit­
uation in Germany is much- Improved, 
but these high prices come in to offset 
its benefit to working people and stim­
ulate the discontent among them, of 
which there is already a great deal.”

the resources and the present social 
and political state o f  Colombia.

In the early part or the year Thu Free P ress 
offered three prizes, the first o f  $1,600, the second 
of $900 and the thirdof $500, making $3,OuO ill all, 
for the three best -serial stories sent Into.'It before 
May 1.

Tlie first premium was the largest prize that had 
ever been ofl'ered lor a serial story. The coudl, 
tionB were that the stories should not contain 
less than 611,000 words, that they might be on any 
subject that the writer chose to select, that the 
MS. must be type written, that each Installment 
should end at a point of such interest that the 
reader would he anxious to see the next, and that 
the story should have the greatest amount ol 
movement with the least, amount of tiresome de- 
scription. Two of these couditiors The Fuse 
Press was obliged to modify.

i t  was seen even before the first MS. was re­
ceived that the time given was too short In which 
to completo a good serial story, and so the time 
was extended to July 1, thus giving authors two 
months longer. This extension of uuve was made 
before the first MS. was received, and so was lair 
to all. Tlie next condition, as to typewriting, was 
modified so that any- story in clear script would be 
received.

Referring to this competition the Chicago Tri­
bune says:

About a year ago The Deroit Free Press of­
fered premiums lor the three best serial stories 
that should he sent to it before July 1, 1889. AS 
nothing has vet been neard of the result, it is sup­
posed that the mass of manuscript offered has 
smothered the judges, if not the enUre Free Press 
establishment.

PLANS FOR IRRIGATION.

TH E  UNITED STATES. PURPOSES A  
GRAND SYSTEM  FOR T H E  W EST.

Irrigation Extremely Ancient—Great Va­
riety o f  Mctiiosls—Moses Computes Egypt 
nu<l tire H oly Band—Am erican Experi­
ence—New .VexicOi Utah ami Colorado.

RRIUATION antedates civ­
ilization.

The oldest written records 
refer to it as a  tiling o f 
course, and among; the oldest 
drawings are those repre­
senting the Egyptian raising 
u-ater fo r  his fields^ It is 

scarcely possible to imagine any system which 
has not been practiced in one ox- more coun­
tries, from  the use of tho rudest vessel to 
simply dip up the water, up through all the 
grades o f common hand labor to the Egyp­
tian “ Shadouf-”  o r  from tho simple bamboo 
wheel o f  tlie East Indian to  the elaborate 
system o f  dams, flumes; canals; and acecquias: 
which once made Babylonia as the very 
garden o f the Lord fo r  abundance, and have 
lately been paralleled b y  the British in  India 
and the Americans in  Utah and Colorado. 
Equally difficult w ould It be to find any new 
feature as to water supply and its  value, fo r  
tn the United States alone is found every 
grade, from  the rocky little troughs o f  the 
AToquis o f  Arizona, b y  whom the tiniest rill 
Is husbanded as  i f  water were gulden, to the 
mammoth flume o f  Boulder, Colo., where a  
river is  anchored to  a mountain side and 
made to  feed hundreds o f  artificial lakes, 
fish ponds and fountains.
• Still further, it  m ay be said that since the 

beginning o f  history little o r  tiotUing has 
been added to man’s knowledge o f  the prin­
ciple. The rudest savage could not fail to 
observe that his favorite plants withered m  
time o f  drought, anil that the tree by the 
river remained green while that on the plain 
died, ana thence to infer that water was the 
needed ttunsr. In the oldest poetry the early 
and the latter ram are interred to as bless­
ings. the dwellers in arid lauds are pointed to 
regions o f regular rain as to types o f  heaven; 
the verv word '•paradise" means a place 
where trees grow , and Moses, exhorting the 
children o f Israel to hasten to the promised 
land, assures them chat there they will not 
have to  raise water with the foot (on the 
tread wheel) as in Egypt, for the Lard waters 
that land. The land where -th e brook fail- 
eth not" is always the land o f  promise.

In the United States the area o f  arid and 
sub-and lands includes at least 1,200,00ft 
square m iles “ Sub-arid”  is the term applied 
b y  Muj. Powell to  a  strip, perhaps two hun­
dred miles wide along the eastern border o f  
the arid region—a  strip including much o f Da­
kota, Nebraska, Kansas and the Indian terri­
tory , and a  very large proportion o f  Texas—a 
Strip in which, rain enough fo r  good farming 
cannot be relied upon more than one year in  
three. Public interest in  irrigation, however, 
has been o f  very slow grow th, and it was 
on ly after twenty years’ local agltationof the 
m atter that congress appropriated money fo r  
a  thorough inquiry. In  Am erica as in  Asia 
there is no record o f  the beginning o f  irriga­
tion, and the traveler through the far south­
west sees m any painful reminders o f  the 
struggles the semi-civilized Indians (Aztec or 
Toltec) made t o  hold their homes. In  m any 
valleys he w ill see that, when compelled to  
abandon theirlo west and broadest fields, they 
retreated further up the valley, built m ore 
elaborate dams, and even “ puddled”  the bot­
toms o f  their reservoirs to  prevent seepage. 
Still the increasing drought prevailed over 
them, and they died oa t o r  abandoned the 
country.

In  Mexico the conquering Spaniards neces­
sarily adopted the methods o f  the Indian 
farmers, and continued tliem in  their settle­
ments in  New M exico and southern Califor­
nia; Nevertheless; Amerfcansgenerally knew 
nothing o f irrigation until the Mormons; lo­
cated, in Great Salt Lake valley. Their 
method was and still remains extrem ely sim­
ple; A fter many experiments they made an 
estimate o f  a  water “ duty”—the amount that 
would run through a fo o t  square orifice in  a  
given time at a  given pressure—and roughly 
estimated the cost o f  securing i t. The church 
engineer surveyed a  valley and reported the 
number o f families it  was sufficient for, the 
church selected them, named all their officials 
and sent them to  settle the valley.

"Where the stream issued from  the m ount­
ain a  simple dam was made, and from  it  the 
main canal w as carried along the base o f  the 
hills inclosing the valley; from  it  small canals 
or acecquias crossed back to  the original creek 
bed every quarter o f  a mile o r  so, and from  
these smaller ditches traversed the upper side 
o f  each little farm . Prom them in tu fa  tin y  
rills flowed dawn between the rows o f  corn 
o r  potatoes, among the orchard trees o r  in  
shallow furrows -through the wheat and 
grass. The Mormons never attempted to  re­
deem the vast terraces o f  the larger valleys; 
they contented themselves with the simplest 
system, and to  this day there are no great 
engineering triumphs in U tah to  compare 
w ith those in  Colorado, and few , if  any, arti­
ficial lakes, fish ponds ox* fountains.

THE SHADOUF.
Utility,, and a  very  bare utility, was the 

basis of all w ork in Utah, and as the church 
naturally tended towards communism, and 
every man m thosedays did just as the bishop 
told him x they solved the question o f water 
ownership at the very start. The dam, canal 
and ditches belong to the community, just as 
the roads and school houses do, and are under 
the control o f  an official usually called the 
water marshaL E very man may be called 
on to  work the ditches, just as; in  the states ho 
m ay be called upon to  “ w ork the roads”  or 
pay a  commutation. Ordinarily every man 
uses as much water as he pleases and at any 
time, .but in  very dry seasons, and in  some 
settlements every season, the water marshal 
takes control and directs tbe water b y  raising 
and lowering the head gate fo r  a  few horns to 
thissection and then a  few  hours to  that, and 
there have5 been times when this had to go  on  
day and night. In Salt Lake City there is 
usually such abundance o f  water that it  flows 
dowu both sides o f  every street, lacing all the 
squares with crystal borders, and this feature 
i t  was which so charmed the early emigrants 
to California and caused them to  write those 
glowing letters about the city’s beauty. But 
there have been seasons when all those ditches 
were dry, as all the water was absorbed, in the 
gardens and orchards.

When Balt Lake City was the only settle­
ment between the Missouri and California 
its crystal streams and fruitful gardens made 
it seem; a paradise to those who had toiled 
m-mss 1,100 miles o f  arid plains and moun­
tains. but now settlements are numerous al­
most all the way, and Colorado has vastly 
outdone Utah; in irrigation works. I t  is es- 
ti gated that by their present; system. 3,000,- 
two acres in Colorado can be irrigated, but 
not more than SOO.OOO acres are yet reclaimed, 
while canals in course o f  construction will 
reach all the rest The San Luis park canal 
waters, o r  Is capable o f  watering, 400,000 
acres, the State Land canal, 140,000 acres; 
the Citizens’  canal, 100,000 acres, and the Del 
Norm and Saguache canal about 150,000 
ceres, and three o f  these get their water from  
the Itio Grande.

In Colorado two irrigations in ordinary 
seasons and three in dry  are thought enough 
fc.r Miost crops, but roots o f  all kinds require 
fro’m three to ten times as much water as 
i hings which grow  above ground. Of course 
experience has taught the Colorado farmer 
many points which might be  o f  no valueelse- 
where—such as to  soak his land before plow­
ing o r  not, as the. indications .may direct"; to 
seed at the proper time after soaking, and to 
judge when and how much water is needed, 
b y  the growing grain. It is claimed that 
with their extensive system the cost does not. 
exceed -S3 per acre, and; is often as low as 
six ty  cents per aero yearly, and that the crops 
average tw ice as great as in a country where 
ra in is  relied on  Forty bushels o f  wheat, 500 
o f  potatoes, fifty o f  oats, two tons o f  wild 
hay and fou r tons o f alfalfa are spoken o f os 
common, but. the official figures o f  the state 
shrink these, figures somewhat jo y jh e  total

average. T u e ' hnrii' wheat o f  "Colorado Ta 
noted, and Boulder fibar already has a  world 
wide-reputation.

A  ditch ten feet wide and tw o o r  three; 
teet deep land i t  has proved best t o  have 
them wide and shallow) costa an  average o f  
01,000 a  mile, and the first water companies 
in Colorado realized 34 per cent, on their in­
vestment, supplying water to  cultivators a t 
so much per “ duty.”  T he investments in 
that line soon increased, and many ditches in 
W yoming were constructed by Colorado cap­
italists, but it is evidently on ly u  question of 
tim e when all main ditches will, be owned by 
the state; It was not long, o f  course, till a  
great many puzzfingqnestions arose as to  the 
ownership' o f  running water, and now the 
courts and legislators are fast building up a 
body Of common law  on  the subject.

When the governor o f Nebraska sent a  
message to the governor o f  Colorado protest­
ing against the taking o f  any m ore water 
out. o f  the South Platte in Colorado, because 
it was drying up the Platte in Nebraska, it

was certainly a  startling novelty in interstate 
policy ; but it  was only the beginning, and 
the general government will doubtless have 
to  fix a  general rule; There are enthusiasts 
who say that nil the wafers o f  the Platte and 
many other affluents o f  the upper Missouri, 
will in a few years be shut off and soaked up 

• by the arid lands; that they will in conse­
quence roll no • more mud and sand into the 
Missouri, and so it  will contribute no more to  
the Mississippi, and hence that stream will 
have a  uniform channel in the far south and 
cease to do damage. “ For every acre re­
claimed on the Platte, Arkansas and Yellow­
stone,”  says one enthusiastic prophet o f  irri­
gation, “ another acre will be reclaimed in 
Louisiana.”

President Grant Was earnestly besought to 
begin his administration with a  request o f 
congress to enter Ou the preliminary work 
for a  comprehensive system o f  irrigation; 
but he unfortunately went a little too far 
and recommended a plan which elicited a 
feeble smile from  far western men. There 
was enough good  land still in the rainy 
regions, and so the matter rested near nine­
teen years, when the congressmen o f  the far 
west combined and secured an appropriation 
late in  September, tSSS—§100,000 to  p a y  fo r  
surveying and locating “ storagereservpirsat 
the head waters o f  streams west o f  the 100th 
meridian”  fo r  the purposes o f  irrigation. It 
was a  trifle; but it  committed the government 
to  th e policy, and M aj. Powell, director o f  
the geological survey,, soon entered on the 
work.

H e now  estimates the arid area a t  1,400,000 
square miles, o r  four-tenths o f  the United 
States, excluding Alaska. O f this area he 
regards one-fifth as too rocky and rugged fo r  
cultivation, bat nearly all other observers 
make the rugged area much larger, including 
in it, o f  course, those mountain top plateaus, 
which are too  elevated to producegrain. His 
estimate o f  .1,000,000 square miles o f  land, 
“ needing only water to make i t  productive”  
is nearer the fact, but probably still too 
large. In 1SS0 less than 1 per cent, o f  this 
vast area had been redeemed, and with the 
most expensive and elaborate works notm ore 
than 20 per cent, can ever be redeemed b y  
any process now  known to man, says Direc­
tor Powell. Nevertheless, i f  but to p e r  cent, 
be redeemed, o r  150,000 square miles, this; in­
creases the cultivated lands o f  the United 
States b y  nearly one-half, and a t §30 per 
acre adds §2,SS0,0CO,00O to the national 
wealth.

Meanwhile the committee presided over by  
Senator Stewart, o f  Nevada, has completed 
a  tw o months’  tom-, traveling some 14,000 
miles, examining witnesses and viewing the 
sites fo r  proposed canals and storage reser­
voirs, and 2.S00 square miles o f alleged irriga­
ble land have been carefully surveyed by the 
engineers and the lineof proposed canals plot­
ted. So the work has become truly national at 
last, and must Continue fo r  many reals to be- 
ComeamatterofincreaSinggovernmeutaicon- 
cern, and o f  course a fruitful source o f  politi­
cal agitation, charges and counter charges. 
North. Platte, N eb., is set down by  the com­
mittee as the most eastern point at which any 
irrigation enterprise is now under way. Cali­
fornia, Colorado and Utah are the fields 
ill which most has been done, and the two 
former present the greatest schemes o f engi­
neering. Am ong these is the plan for a grand 
canal to follow  out the so called “ divide,”  and 
maintain a good level far down into Kansas.

In California about 3,QQ0,000 acres are 
under irrigation, and the highest estimate o f 
land capable o f  being thus watered does not 
exceed 13,000,000 acres. The average price 
o f  the reclaimed land is put at §40 per acre, 
while in its former state; used only for pas­
ture; it  was worth but §1, There is always 
something startling about California figures, 
and when you read that the late Charles 
Crocker and his partner expended §1,500,000 
On one series o f dams, ditches and storage 
reservoirs, it is to  be  regarded as only a  
commonplace “ private efiterprLe”  fo r  that 
state. But there, as. elsewhere, the com­
munity will find a way to  compel united 
action and the ownership o f  a ll irrigation 
works b y  the state.

JKRIOATINQ A FARM.
As a summary o f the reports thus far filed, 

and comparison with the great irrigating 
works o f  other lands, it  m ay with, confidence- 
be affirmed that tbe United States has now 
entered upon the work as a part o f its; perma­
nent policy, that while the reclamation of 
waste lands ■will proceed slowly it  will con­
tinue till a vast work is done. That Ameri­
cans will improve upon all former methods 
and that the result will be to add at least 50,- 
000 square miles to  the nation’s farming land 
and some billions in dollar values to the na­
tional wealth.

A. OAKEY HALL'S CAREER.

It lias Been an Exceptional One— His Suit 
Against James B ijte .

The Honorable A . Oakey Hall, who is tho 
plaintiff in a  libel suit against. Mr. James 
Bryce, author o f  the “ American Common­
wealth,”  has been lawyer, lo y l  politician, 
mayor, actor, editor, and, lawyer again, this 
time in' London ; and now he. asks a  British 
ju ry  to vindicate him with a  verdict for £10,- 
000 damages because Mr. Bryce had “ stigma­
tized him as a  member o f  the Tweed ring.”

Oakey Hall is o f  good, old Knickerbocker 
stock, and was born in New Y ork  in 1S32, 
bat has n ot favored the public with, the par­
ticulars o f  his early life. He first figured as 
an uunsuafiy ac­
tive young lawyer, 
with a  peculiar tal­
ent for  getting at 
the secrets o f  the 
other side and re­
serving his o w n .
Such a  man was 
too useful in New 
Y ork city politics 
to remain in ob­
scurity, and hesoon s 
became an a c tiv e " 
political w o r k e r ,  
whose help w a s  
much to  be desired.
As; such he was 
elected district attorney. His career in this 
office made him the famous Oakey Hall. H e 
made a  record fo r  good  works that stood him 
in good stead through all. his subsequent 
troubles, and is still pointed to  with pride by 
his friends and supporters. His w orst en-. 
emies admit that his action as district attor­
ney w as o f  great benefit to  the c ity  and his 
record without a flaw. He was next elected 
m ayor o f  New Y ork , and in  that capacity he 
has ever since been studied.

The cities grew  fas­
ter than lawmakers could pass reform  char­
ters to  su it A ll c ity  governments were ad­
mittedly reckless and many corrupt; that o f  
New Y ork, as i t  was the biggest city, was 
confessedly tbe worst.

This could not last. In 1STI the explosion 
came, and for months the papers were full 
o f the doings o f  “ Tweed, Sweeny, Hall and 
Connolly.”  Their pictures adorned all the 
illustrated papers; Nast and other caricatur­
ists made millions merry with their exagger­
ated lineaments. During the era o f  corrup­
tion Hall was mayor, Sweeny city chamber­
lain; o r  treasurer, Connolly city  comptroller 
and Tweed at the head of the street depart­
ment. besides being supremo in the matter o f 
public works, and, more than all, in the po­
litical organization which elected all the. city 
government. In due time the “ ring" g o t 
control Of the judiciary, and; in .ISO!) they se­
cured o f  the state legislature the celebrated 
“ new charter," which practically gave them 
control o f the city. Their doings gave occa­
sion fo r  tho so called “ explosion o f  1871," but 
need not be recounted here.

Suffice i t  to  state that a  clerk revealed 
'the fact that ‘ ‘general fund" and “ city  lia­
bilities" were terms which covered enormous 
stealings, estimated at from  §0,000,000 to 
§15,000,000. A  citizen’s committee o f  seven­
ty, with Samuel J. Tilden at their head, in­
vestigated and prosecuted. Connolly fled 
and died in exile. Sweeny, after a long ab­
sence, returned, andlivesin obscurity. Tweed 
died in jail. Hall was tried and acquitted. 
He next tried his hand as a lecturer and 
actor; then fo r  a few years as editorial 
writer on The W orld and afterward on 
Truth. Ho then disappeared so completely 
from New Y ork  life that most people are 
surprised to learn that ho is a  successful law­
y e r  in  London, where he has taken the oath 
o f  allegiance to the British government. He 
now brings suit against M r. Bryce fo r  libel, 
and puts his damages at £10,000, because the 
latter has, in chapter SS o f  “ The American 
Commonwealth" given a  very uncompli­
mentary history o f  “ Tweed. Sweeny, Hall 
and Connolly." Such is the versatility of 
one specimen o f  New Y ork Americanism.

E. W. Ilolf.
The career o f  Edward W . Bok, o f  Brook­

lyn, has been quite remarkable in some re­
spects. He is a  Hollander b y  birth, aud is 
now 25 years o f  age. He was only 1(5 when 
he conceived a  collection o f  autographs of 
famous persons. In three yem s the collec­
tion numbered 10,001) names, and received 
favorable notice from the press. He started 
The Brooklyn Magazine when 19 years o f 
age, aud sold it to Mr. Bush, Who made it 
The American Ma­
gazine. He was a 
personal friend of 
H e a r  y  W a r d  
Beecher, ami after 
B e e c h e r ’s death 
compiled a “ Beech­
er Memorial” for 
the family. He was 
assisted in this work 
by such men as 
Gladstone,the Duke _ 
o f  Argyll, Olivers 
Wendell Holmes, "2 
Dr. Talmage and 
others. Its publica­
tion attracted con­
siderable attention.
W ith  the aid o f Mr. Beecher he conceived 
“ The Bok Syndicate Press,”  a  powerful liter­
ary influence o f  New Y ork .

During all these ventures young Bok was 
occupying a position with the Scribners, He 
has lately resigned the position, which is an 
important one, accepting the editorship o f 
The Ladies’ Home Journal, o f  Philadelphia, 
at a salary, it  is said, o f  §10,000 a  year. This 
periodical has a  circulation equal to any 
magazine in the World.

THE STUDEBAKER MANSION.

JOSEPH POLITZEB, JK,

A Magnificent Indiana Residence Recently 
Destroyed by Fire.

I t  seems a pity that the magnificent resi­
dence o f Clem Studebaker, Rt South Bend, 
Ind., should have been destroyed by fire so 
soon after it was built. It was ready 
fo r  occupancy only a few months ago, and 
had it not been destroyed would have been 
visited by the delegates to the Pan-American 
congress.

THE STUHEBAKEU BESIDES CE.
The house was; built o f  Indiana field stone, 

with tile roof and copper facings, and ivos 
considered secure; from  fire. It had many 
broad porches paved with tile and Supported 
by marble pillars. The main hall was tho 
embodiment o f all that wealth and taste 
could procure, and beyond it was the grand 
staircase, with its three flights o f broad, low  
steps, and landings covered with rugs. The 
drawing room was done in the colonial style, 
the wood, work being in purewhite and gold. 
The mantel w asof Mexicunonyx, the chande­
lier o f  oxidized silver, and the furniture 
mahogany, upholstered in leather. The re­
ception room was done in white and blue.

Between the drawing room and reception 
room  was a  beautiful little alcove in which 
stood a  group in marble o f  the three children 
o f  M r. Studebaker. It was highly valued by 
Mrs. Studebaker, but perished with the other 
things in the fire. The dining room was situ­
ated beneath . the drawing room. In the 
butler’s pantry was stored the faniilychina— 
a beautif uLcollection o f  priceless Dresden and 
Sevres. This unreplaceable collection was de- ■ 
stroyed by  the fire, as was also the art gallery 
on the third floor. This gallery was filled with 
rare works o f  art, which it will be difficult to 
replace. A  very interesting place was the so 
called “ Den”  o f  M r. Studebaker, where the 
fire originated. It was situated back o f  the 
main hall, the windows commanding a view 
o f  the stables. It contained many com forta­
ble leather chairs, lounges aud desks. Over 
the mantel was a  stained glass window of 
very unique design. It showed a  blacksmith 
shop, embowered in tho trees. Upon the front 
was the inscription, “ John Studebaker; 
Blacksmith.”  In the - foreground were the 
figures o f  a  man and a  horse.

Archbishop Thomas. L  Grace.

Dec.,, 31, 1839, ho 
was ordained a  priest a t  Rome.- In 1844 he 
returned to Am erica and immediately began 
w ork in Kentucky; For over thirteen years 
lie had charge o f  a  parish inf Memphis; Tenn.

July 24, 1859, he was consecrated bishop 
o f St. Paul. The ceremony o f  consecration 

took place at St. 
Louis, Archbishop 
Kenrick being the 
consecrator.
-  W hen B a t h e r  
Grace became bish­
op the diocese in­
cluded; 'Minnesota' 
and Dakota, and 
there were on lytw o 
Catholic churches 
in  St. Paul-^thoea- 
thedrol a ta d  '. the 
Church o f  the A s­
sumption.

SETH LOW.

Ron. Seth Low, Columbia College's Slew 
President.

Columbia college, tbe far fam ed New Y ork 
city university, enters on its 136th year with 
the Hon, Seth Low for president. A fter 
being twice m ayor o f  Brooklyn and apro- 
speqtive candidate for  governor, he takes in­
stead the presidency o f  a  great college, fo r  
which lie Is peculiarly well fitted. W ith 
youth, health and an established reputation 
fo r  good ivoi-ksr it  m ay be  his good fortune 
to  rule the college fo r  a  very long period and 
impress his individuality strongly upon the 
intellect o f  the country.

Seth L ow  was bora in the city  o f  Brooklyn, 
Jan. IS, 1S50, his father, Abiel A . Low, be­
ing a  prominent merchant in  Burling slip. 
He first took an educational course at the 
Brooklyn Poly technic institute aud then en­
tered Columbia college, from  which he was 
graduated in 1870, standing at the head o f  his 
class and dividing the second Greek prize of 
the year. A fter extensive foreign travel he 
went in to business with his father, becoming 
a  full partner in  1873. H e was soon active in 
politics and a  promoter o f the various reform 
movements o f  those years. W hile a  member 
o f the Chamber o f  Commerce he delivered a 
series o f addresses on the trade o f New Y ork  
and vicinity which attracted  much attention 
among commercial men all over the country.

In 1880 he took a  very prominent aud active 
port in politics, o r- 
ganizingthe Y oung 
Men’s Republican 
club o f  Brooklyn, 
and gaining a high 
reputation as  a n  
impressive p u b l i c  
speaker. Brooklyn 
being a  Democratic 
city, the chances for 
a Republican were 
slender, but in 1SS1 
Mr. Low  was nomi­
nated for mayor as ' 
a reform candidate, 
and won by  a hand­
some majority. It 
is admitted by  men 
o f all parties that 
his administration was “ clean and able,”  dis­
playing great executive abilities. In 1SS3 he 
was re-elected, and gained such reputation as 
the “ young civ il service reform mayor”  that 
his enthusiastic friends confidently predicted 
that he would soou be governor o f  the state 
and a formidable candidate fo r  the Republi­
can presidential nomination as soon as be 
reached the legal ago.

In 1SS4, however, there were complica­
tions. Brooklyn’s young Republicans were 
not enthusiastic in  support o f the presiden­
tial candidate and Mr. L ow ’s party stand­
ing was somewhat impaired. He declined 
further political honors, traveled abroad 
Some time and in 1SSS succeeded in getting 
completely outside o f  politics. Through all 
this, though, there wassome harsh criticism; 
there was no imputation on his cahdov: 
During all the years since his graduation 
Mr. L ow  has maintained a lively interest in 
the affairs o f  Columbia college. In  1SSI he 
was chosen one o f its trustees, and it  was 
Soon admitted that he was an authority oil 
all matters connected with its business and 
financial management. In April last Presi­
dent F. A . P. Barnard died and on the open­
ing o f  the new college year Mi-. Low was 
chosen to succeed him,

The appointment gives universal satisfac­
tion to officials, professors, students and 
alumni. Am ong the trustees are Hamilton 
Fish, Rt.’ Rev. Henry C. Potter, Rev. Mor­
gan D ix, Dr. George L." Peabody and othex-s 
o f  national fame. Columbia is the old and 
original college o f  New York, the alma xnater 
o f Alexander Hamilton and others o f  Revo­
lutionary fame, and down to the days o f  
Hamilton it was called K ing ’s college. Its 
px’esident at that time and some o f its officials 
got “ on tho wrong side”  o f  the great contro­
versy, and so thp. name was changed, any­
thing labeled “ Kings”  being unpopular. 
President Low  entex-s du his office a t an era 
when Columbia is ceasing to  be a college and 
becoming a  real university, and has before 
him a  career to satisfy the-ambition, o f  any 
educator. k

Humor in the Pulpit;
A t a meeting o f Baptist clergymen in New 

Y ork recently tho advisability o f  being fun­
n y  in  the pulpit was discussed. This is a  very 
delicate matter, and n o t to be disposed o f  off 
hand. Most o f  the brethren were inclined to 
think that a  little seasoning o f  humor in  a 
discourse is good, because it  tends to  keep 
the audience awake and atten tive. One 
speaker, however, took tho opposite view. He 
said that, i f  a  minister once permits himself 
to be humorous,' his hearers will expect him 
to he so as a regular thing, and consequently 
>littlepby little be will degenerate into a sort 
o f religions mountebank.—Boston Post.

W ell Water.

:the bouse for tbe same reason'that the 
barnyard, pi'ivy and sink drain are, 
but their existence in the same vicin­
ity is incompatible with a pure and 
wholesome water supply. Some even 
go so far as to dig the well in the cellar, 
and we reeall the case of a refined and 
eultux-ed family who actually had, 
both"  well and cesspool underneath 

"their dwelling, and only a short dis- 
i tance apart. Such a " barbarous prac­
tice is unworthy, o f a. civilized mice, 
but it is to be feared that a large pro­
portion o f wells ure' hot much better 
situated.—Popular Science News.

DAVID DIXON PORTER.

HE FIRST WENT TO SEA WHEN HE 
WAS 11 YEARS OLD.

Some Account o f tlio Porter Family ami
Their Achievements on W aierr-David
Was the Early Companion o f  Farragut.
The Story of Ills Life.

Admiral David Dixon Porter ranks in his­
tory as the last o f a long and honorable line 
o f heroes. For fivo generations the .Porters 
have served their" country well by sea and 
land; liis father and grandfather and great­
grandfather, his brothers, cousins and other 
near relatives have won distinction, and in ' 
any complete" history of the UnitecP States 
navy there shines conspicuously on almost 
every page tho name o f Porter.

It is believed that tlio" family was origin 
ally Irish, mid among the earliest o f  those 
exiles who left Ireland in consequence o f the 
wrongs, that followed 'the violated treaty of 
Limerick. -The first o f  the line to win dis­
tinction was Alexander Porter, who com­
manded a  Boston mei'chaut vessel, and in old 
age showed great daring in bringing aid to 
the Americans as the beginning o f tbe revo­
lution. His sons David and Samuel were 
commissioned by  Gen. Washington to capt­
ure ships bringing supplies to the British 
army, and acted with such bravery and suc­
cess that they were regularly commissioned 
in the continental navy. They fought 
through the war, succeeding in many daring 
exploits, and David served long as sailing 
master after tho war.

HIS sou John entei'ed the navy in 1S04 and 
rose to tho rank o f commander. Another 
son, David, began 
his-*career as mid- 
shipmanin 1708 and 
fought through the 
Barbary war with 
distinguished gal­
lantry. In the war 
of 1 81 2 be com­
manded the noted 
“ E s s e x ”  through 
hex' long -career o f 
gloi'y till she was 
destroyed in  t h e  
harbor o f  Valpa­
raiso by  a British adjuhal d, D. dorter. 
fleet; March 28, 1814. After long and faith­
ful service he died in Pera, near Constantino­
ple, Mai'ch 3, 1843. But he had lived to train 
two youths for brilliant careers in the last 
war; fo r  David Dixon was his Son and, 
though it is a fact not generally known, Da­
vid G. Farragut was adopted by him in IS09 
—both, the boys were trained by  him and 
both fought their first battle under his com­
mand and under his very  eye.

Although the fame o f David Dixon Porter 
somewhat overshadowed the other sons, they 
did enough to keep the name famous. W ill­
iam David Porter, brother of the admiral, 
also x'Ose b y  good service through all the 
ranks to that o f commodore, took part in the 
bombardment o f  Fort Donelson and in the 
capture o f  New Ol-leaus and Vicksburg. Ho 
died in 1864. Another brother, TheodOric 
Heni'y, entered the army, and was the first 
American killed in the Mexican war. And 
still another, Henry Ogden, fought in Central 
America, under "Walker, then became a  lieu­
tenant in the United States navy and got his 
fatal wound while fighting in the Hatteras 
when she was sunk b y  the Alabama. Tho 
late admiral’s cousin, David, was the Porter 
who won high honors during the Mexican 
war, and another cousin, son o f  the com­
mander, John Porter, first mentioned, is the 
Gen. Fitz-John Poi'ter whose case was long a 
mutter o f  military and political discussion. 
Truly a  brilliant fam ily record.

David Dixon Porter was bora in Chester, 
Delawai-e county, Pa., June 8, ISIS, and 
when bnt l l  years old went with life father 
in the John Adams to aid in suppressing 
piracy in the W est Indies. Soon after be 
was made a  midshipman in the Mexican 
navy, serving under his cousin, David H. 
Porter, who aided that republic iu her last 
straggle with Spain and was killed in battle 
with La Lealtad, a Spanish frigate. David 
Dixon entei'ed the United States navy as 
midshipman in  1829 and cruised long and far, 
but those were peaceful times, and he did not 
become a  'lieutenant till. 1S4L Dui'ing all 
these years he was often with his father, and 
sometimes in dose companionship with his 
early associate, Farragut, and a  lively imag­
ination must conceive o f  many an hour when 
the boys walked the deck together, or the 
young men talked o f  then'past and specu­
lated on their future, no doubt dreaming, as 
boys will, o f  possible greatness; b u t never in 
their wildest fancies thinking it  was to come 
in  a  civil war.

As a  lieutenant he served four years, chiefly 
in tho Mediterranean and bn the coast o f 
Brazil, and in 1845 was appointed to the 
naval observatory at "Washington, but almost 
immediately was sent ou a  secret service to 
Hayti. He served during the Mexican war, 
but won comparatively little distinction, 
though he fo r  a  short time commanded the 
Spitfire. His next command was o f  the Cali­
fornia mail steamers between New Y ork  and 
Panama, and his first command in  the ci vil 
war w asof the steam frigate Powhatan, in  
thegnlf blockading squadron. April 22,1S61, 
he was appointed commander, and soon after 
took charge o f  the mortar fleet. From  A pril 
18 to 24, 1S62, liis fleet bombarded Forte Jack- 
son and St. Philip, below New Orleans, using 
20,000 bombs. His old companion, Farragut, 
then went up the river, and the forts surren­
dered April 28. For the details the curious 
m ay consult many histories; fo r  criticism it  
will be sufficient to read Gen. B. F , Butler,

in  all the early operations on  the lower 
Mississippi he served as second to Commodore 
Farragut, and in September, 1S63, was ad­
vanced to the rank o f acting rear admiral. A  
humorous episode in thispart Of liis life was the 
invention o f the “ turreted monster”—an old 
scow fitted up to look in the darkness like one 
of his turtle backed gunboats and sent down 
by  the Confederate batteries with no one on 
hom’d. She was literally “ knocked to pieces”  
b y  the Confederate gunners, to the great 
amusement of the Federals. He next co-op­
erated with Gen. Sherman in Capturing A r­
kansas Post, and received a full commission 
as rear admiral July 4, 1S63. This was by 
direct order of Congress, which accompanied 
it with a vote o f thanks.

He had charge o f  the running past the bat­
teries at Vicksburg, captured the forts at 
Grand Gulf, aided ' the passage o f  Gen. 
Grant’s-arm y, and in the bombardment o f  
Vicksburg and during the rest o f  the year 
was employed in  keeping the river open. 
Early in 1804 he co-operated with Banks in  
the unfortunate Red R iver expedition, and a 
little later with Butler in  the attack on F ort 
Fisher. In January, 1865, he again attacked 
Fort Fisher, this time in co-operation with 
Gen. A lfred H. Terry, and the fo rt  was 
taken. The war soon ended. July 25, I860, 
he was made vice admiral, and on Aug. 15, 
1S70. full admiral o f  the United States navv.

Humiliating tile Dude.
A sample of that genus vulgarly 

known as dudes came out o f the Hotel 
Ryan yesterday, walked up Robert 
and turned down Seventh street. He 
was exquisitely dressed in the height 
o f the extreme fashion and was evi­
dently out on a deuce of a bender— 
which is to say, he was engaged in 
eating a banana and- throwing the 
skins of it on the sidewalk. Ho was 
having loads of fun. Behind our dude 
walked a sturdily built man, whose 
strongest characteristics were a pu»-. 
nacious under jaw, a scrubbing brush 
mustache and a chronic scowl. The 
man with these things followed 
the dude and watched each section 
o f banana peel as it fell to  the 
ground. As the last piece dropped 
the weaver of the scowl laid violent 
hands on the now quaking dude and 
hade him - retrace his steps.. Further­
more, he was ordered to pick each bit 
o f peeling and throw the same into 
the street With the assistance of the 
scrubbing brush mustache man the 
dude was able to complete the job in 
about five weary minutes. That pe­
riod of time did not, however, include 
the lecture he received from liis new 
found acquaintance.—St. Paul Globe.

One Use for tlie Telegraph.
A  Chicago man used the telegraph 

the* other day in an odd way. A  visi­
tor whom he had met frequently in 
New York stepped into his office. It 
was business as well as inclination 
to be exceedingly cordial to the New 
Yorker, but for the life of him he 
could not recall his visitor’s name. In 
the midst of the conversation the 
Chicago maa was reminded of a tele­
gram he had forgotten, to send.- Pull­
ing out'a blank he sent the following 
to his New York house:

‘ ‘W hat’s’the name of Jenkins’ head 
.man;? Can’t recall it. He is here.” *
: They chattered along for half an 
hour, when the answer came. It read:
