theless,” says the National Stockman.
“The State that produces thirty to for-
ty bushels of corn per acre this year
should do so ten years hence, but'no
corn State in this country has ever
sustained its early record in this way.
Our system -of farming tends so un-
mistakably toward land imporverish-
ment that fertile, long-farmed lands
‘are in. many parts of the country the '
rarest of curiosities.

“Thisis a truly deplorable but a uni-
versal ‘fact, and one for which there
seems 10 be no remredy. It isa univer-
sal characteristic of our American civ-
ilization to live for the present and
the immediate future only. We take
small. care for the interests of the gen-
erations to come. When' we build

1 houses to try to get comfort out.of

them with ag little otitlay of money
and as little regard to perminency as
possible. So with farming. As long
as the soil will produece large crops the
farmer takes no thought of how he

may obtain the fertility, and gradually, -

the strength is drawn upon until the
land is exhausted or has to be aband-
oned.

This recklessness prevails to such
an extent that farmers do not even
take the trouble. on mew’ farms, of
making use of the manure that is un-
ayvoidably made by their stock, They
generally take the easiest way to get
rid of it, by burning, throwing into

*  The Railroad.

Somie maneuvering in connection
- with the extension of the St.J. V. road
-is being done at the north end of the
county that is highly interesting to us.
As was briefly hinted in these columns
Iast week, there is serious talk of chang-
ing the route to Eau Claire and Hart-
ford instead of to Benton Harbor. A
concise statement of the situation is
found in the following frown the Palla-
dium of Saturday:

Mr. J. J. Burns, the contractor, has
been in consultation with our citizens,
by invitation, with a view ‘of arriving
at’an adjustment of the terms by which
the former proposes to construct a
" combined railway and highway bridge
over the St. Joseph river between Ben-
ton and Hoyalton townships and extend
his railroad from Berrien Springs to
Benton Harbor. The .apparent hitch
in the negotiations has grown out of
temporary differences as to details,
which at our preésent advices seem like-
ly to be disposed of satisfactorily. “The
conferences were held at the office of
Messrs. Lamport and Hunter last night
and this morning. v v

As we understand it, Mr. Burns now
agrees to baild the bridge before he
receives any part of the $12,000 voted
by this township, and the Highway
Commissioner agrees to issue the or-
ders-when it 18 conipleted. - Mr. Burns
desires to build a bridge 14 feet wide,
but the Commissioner desires to have
the roadway 15 feet wide, and a gener-
al sentiment here is in favor of the
" wider road, and of the payment of an

additional sum by.subscription, if nec-
' essary, to meet the iuterest on the
township orders until the taxes can be
raised to: pay them. Jf the width of
the bridge can be agreed upon, the
work will probably proceed without
much further delay. e

Mr. Burns left this afternoon for
Berrien Springs, and the matter is to
be meantime taken under further con-
 sideration on both sides. .

~ The people of Berrien Springs vil-
lage and Oronoko township. who offer-
ed Mr. Burns $20,000 collectively if he

"in which the south lost’ nearly 1,000,
000 of herwhite population by the cas-
ualties of war.

In the above statement Ido notin-
clude the states of Maryland, Dela-
ware, Kentueky and Missouri. Thess
states are excluded because less than
5 per cent. of their population belongs .
to the negro race.

Broadly stated, the fact is shown by
the census of the United States that
notwithstanding the destruction of hu-
man life by the war, the white popu-
lation of twelve southern states in-

* creased in a greater ratio than the®ne- -
gro race by nearly 4 per cent.—Atlan-
ta Constitution.

After that fire the debris of the
burned city was dumped there and the space
between therailroad and Michigan boulevard
was filled up.

GENERAL VIEW.

My plau contemplates the construction of
an ivon tower swhifh from foundation to
top of dome will measura over 1,300 feet
The tower would only be the central figure
of the plan, however. It would be surround-
ed by four arches meeting at a point on the
tower 1,100 feet above the earth. About 500
feet above the grouad. would be what I term
midway arches, supporting an immense floor
that could be used asa promenade aund for
divers purposes, such as concerts, restaurants,
musenins, or auything of that kind. The
floor-would be so large thas it would: accom-
modate at one time all the visitors who
would be: likely fo- visit the exposition in.a
day. I estimate the numberat 300,060, The
structure would be substantial and firm.

**The diameter of the ground space to.be oc-
cupied by the tower—that is, from the foot
of one vuter arch to the foot of the opposite
one—would be 2,500 feet, giving ample room:
between the bases of thearchesand the tower
for the construction of exposition buildings.
At the ground end of each large-arch would
be a depot for passengers, who would be
conveyed from the ground to the top of the
arches, 1,100 feet up, ‘in cars operated hy
means of a continuous cable system. I each
arch there would -be two up and two down:

wracks. The tracks will be above, necessitat-
ing the suspension of the: cars. They will be
so sispendei that they will always remain:
evel

‘At the summniit of the large arches there

- will be a grand union depot, the +  rfeenx cars
coming to sne edge of a platform several
hundred feet, square. From this point the
topof thelookout tower can bereached by
sixteen special and independenti elevators.

**The midway arches and grand prome-
nade will have six separate elevators at the
end of each arch, making forty-eight in all
In the center of the tower there will be
twenty elevators running from the ground
to the highest platform—1,300 feet above.

*The symbolical part of the desizn will be
found in the position of the feet.of thearches,
which would be north, south, east and west.
In the northern quarter swould be placed the
exhibit from the north, and so-on. Atthe
top.of the whole structure would be a statue
nf Columbus, with its face to the west, and
at the base of eacht arch would be a small
pedestal tower, with groups symbolic of the:
quasters of the globe which they respectively
face. The ivhole structure would: be lighted
by electricity at night, making amagnificent
sight that would be: visible for miles.

AN ELECTRICAL FIGHT.

NEW YORK-CITY THROWN INTO A
FANIC BY A LINEMAN'S DEATH.

Past Events Have Shbwn That There Is
Deadly Danger in the Wires, and the
Puablic Demands That It Be Instantly
Abated:

B N THE city of New
York there isnow
in progress a grand
triangular battle of
law, science and
| popular indigna-
tion, which inter-
bl ests every city in
the country, for
every city has or
hopes soon. o have
electriclights. New
York has proved
by horrible demon-
strations that the
system is very dangerous, and all other cities
can well afford to wait till she finds the path

-of safety. Shewill soon do it, if it can be

done, for the popular instinct of self preser-
vation and the popular anger over recent.
deaths is: bringing a pressure to be=r which
no officials can resist.

At noon one October day, as all the world
kniows by this time, Joseph Feeks, the line-

' man, was shacked, paralyzed and roasted to

death at the corner of Centre and Chambers
street, in the very heart of the business sec-
tion. Thousandslooked on and groaned in
sympathy with his sufferings. And the
tragedy was enacted in full view of the lead-
ing newspaper offices. If black fate had se-
lected the spot for this electrical murder,
with a special view to creating the greatest
sensation and thus working up the people to
fierce resolve, it could not have been better
done. To add to the interest, the wife, of
Linemian Feeks was lying ill, and her child
wasborn a few dayslater. Publicsympathy
took the form of a popular substription. A
box was fastened.to the: pole where he died
and thousands of people contributed small
sums to it. It wasnoted as a peculiarly af-
fecting fact that hundreds of the poorest Sort
of people contributed pennies. Newsboys,
bootblacks, street peddiers and mere infanis
gave their mites till the box was nearly filled
with such coins, and: the mite donations of
the day amounted to $£239.23. Other dona-

 tionsin petty sums have brought the popular

relief fand above §1,000.

Every kind of organization took some kind
of action. The Iabor orders especially passed
indignant resolutions. Mayor Grant per-

. emptorily ordered the electric power shut off

until some scheme of safety could be devised,
and for 4 night New York lookedunnaturally
dull. Then gas began to. resume its old
place; but the amount was scanty and ‘the
order went out that, only private lights conld
blaze.

And here is where the earth as a receiver .
of electricity aids in the destruction. Elec-
tricity flies to the earth as water flows
" towards the sea. The wire lying across the
circuit and absorbing part of the current, to
' use a popular rather than a scientific term,
may run for miles and at some place a man
may supply the counection with the: ground
as in the third cut.” The man, of course,
would be kiiled under those eircumstances.
Mr. Brown maintains that a ground connec-

cuit, asat & in the cut, can readily be de-
tected at the dynamo station and located and
removed. .
Not so, he thinks, with an incandescent
current; for the circuit is not complete. A
diagram of an incandescent circuit of 1,000
volts is given in the fourth cut. The dynamc
is at D, while C C C C designate the convert
ers and L L L 1 the lamps.  The wires start

ning from each wire are short wires which
connect with the converters and these in turn
with the lamps. The main wires carry a
des i1y current, but the converters through
wliizh the minor currentis carried into build-
ings reduce the voltage to a point of safety if
" they are in proper order.

In the fifth cut is shown a continuous iu-
candescent circuit carrying so few volts as to
be safe, that is about 100. In tiis case no
converters are used, but the lamps are con-
nected in the relay wires running from one
to the other of the main’ wires,

The last cut presents Mr. Brown’s theory
of the current which caused the death of
Joseph Feeks. There werenotelegraph wires
. crossed with the electriclight wires anywhere
in that vicinity, and for anght any one knows
the contact may have been at the extreme
end of the city. Mr. Brownadds: **You will
perceive one of the telegraph wires runs to
the ground, presumably at the Western Union
office; another of the wiresis crossed with a
broken wire, which also crosses one of the
electric light wires, while the sesond one
forming the incandescent circuit is crossed
by another wire leading to the earth. When
Feels grasped the svire leading to the ground
. at the Western Unionoffice and allowed some
other portion of his body to come in contact
] with the wire which was connected with the
electric light circuit by the first broken wire,

“The public was also astonished to learn that
the electric light companies had some 500
men at work repaiting. As they had pre-
viously ignored all complainfs and acted as
if perfectly certain that their lines were
thoroughly insulated, this practical confes-
sion to the contrary gave the case a bad look.
