SOME REFLECTIONS ON THE TARI FF

The Matter Should Receive Prompt 
But Considerate 

Attention.

H ie  R ace Question in  the .Southern States 
H andled a t Con$idera1>le 

Length.

He Refers to the Significance of the Pan- 
American and Maritime Conferences Held 
in This Country—The Government and the 
Indians—Increased VYork of the Civil Serv­
ice  Commission—Something About the Cir­
culation and the Silver Question.
W ashisgton Cecx, Dec. 3.—T he Senate 

and H ouse op R epuesentatives: There are 
few transactions in the ad ministration o f gov­
ernment which are even temporarily held in 
the confidence of those charged with the con­
duct o f  the public business. Every step taken 
is under the Observation o f  an Intelligent and. 
watchful people. The state o f the union is 
known from, day to day and suggestions as to 
needed legislation find an earlier voice than 
that which speaks in these annual communi­
cations o f the president to congress.

A t  I'vaC*. W ith  A ll  lit*. W o r M .
Good w ill and cordiality have characterized 

our relations and correspondence with other 
governments, and. the year jnst closed leaves 
few  international questions o f importance re­
maining unadjusted. No obstacle is believed 
to exist that can long postpone the considera­
tion and adjustment o f the still pending ques­
tions upon satisfactory and honorable terms. 
The dealings of this government with other 
states haTe been and should always he marked 
by frankness and sincerity, our purposes 
avowed, and* our methods free from  intrigue. 
This course has borne rich fruit in  the past and 
it  is our duty as a  nation to preserve the heri­
tage of good repute which a  century o f  right 
dealing with foreign governments inis secured 
tons.

Tlie A il-A m erica  Congress N oted.
It is  a matter of high significance and no 

less o f  congratu lat'd , that tho first year of 
the sec nd century o f  ou - tons iturional ex- 
is'once finds, as- honored guests within our 
borders, th e representatives Of all the inde­
pendent S’ ates of North and S nth America 
met together in sacred congress, touchin - the 
bestm etho s o f  perpetuating and spreading 
the relations of mutual interest and friendli­
ness extende l among than, That the oppor­
tunity thus afforded for rjm otiug c  oser in­
ternational relations and the increased pros­
perity of the states represented will be used 
for  the mutual good o f all, I  cannot permit 
myself to donht. Our people will await with 
interest and confidence the results to follow  
from so ansp’eious a  meeting o f allied, and in 
large part, identical interests.

The Crowning flem-fif,
The recommendations o f  this international 

(onferenre o f enlightened statesmen will 
have the attention o f congress and its co-op­
eration in the removal o f  uimeee-sary barriers 
to  beneficial intercourse between the nations 
of America: bnt while the commercial results 
which it  is hoped will follow  this conference 
are worthy o f  pursuit and o f the great inter­
est they have excit d ,it  is believed that the 
crowning hen fitwHi be found in the better 
srenrities which may be devised for main­
tenance of peace among all American nations, 
and settb ment o f all contentions b y  methods 
that a Ch istian civilization can approve. 
W hile viewing with interest, onr natural re­
sources and products the del'gates will, la m  
sure, find a higher satisfaction in  the evi­
dences o f unselfish friendship which every­
where attend the intercourse with our people.

T h o  M a r it im e  -C o n fe re n c e .
Another international conference having

§ rent possibilities for  good has lately assent- 
led and is now in session in  this capital. An 

invitation was extended b y  the government, 
under the act o f congress o f  July 9 ,18S8, to all 
maritime nations to send delegates to confer, 
touching the revision and amendment, o f the 
rules and regulations governing ves els, and 
to adopt a  uniform system o f  marine signals. • 
TUe response to this invitation has been, very 
general and very cor.iial, De.egates from  
twenty-six nations ore represented in this con­
ference. and they have entered upon their 
useful work with great zeal, and with an evi­
dent appeciation o f  its importance, so far as 
the agreement to he reached may require leg­
islation to give it  effect. The co-operation of 
congress is confidently relied upon. I t  is an 
interesting and unpre edented fact that the 
tw o international conferences have brought 
here the accredited representatives o f thirty- 
three nations: BolMa,Ecuador and Honduras 
are now represented by resident envoys of 
the plenipot ntiary grade A11 the states of 
the American system now maintain diplo­
matic representation at this capital.

T-re Samoan N egotiations.
The present state o f  affairs n respect to 

Samoan Is au is is mcouraging. The c  nfer- 
ene3 Which was held in  this city in the sum­
mer o f  1837 between the representativ s o f the 
United State-, Germany and Great Britain, 
has been adjourned because o f the persistent 
divergence o f views, which was developed In 
its deliberations. The subsequent course o f 
events in the Islands gave rise to questions o f 
«. serious character. <.n the fourth o f Febru­
ary last, the German minister at this capital, 
in behalf o f his Government, p  opqsed a  re­
sumption o f the < onferen e at Berlin. This 
proposition was accepte i, as congress in Feb­
ruary last was informed. Pursuant to the 
understanding thus reached, commissioners 
were appointed by  me, b y  and with the advice 
and consent of the senate, who proceeded to 
Berlin where the conference was renewed. 
Thede ibevations extended through several 
weeks and. resulted in. the conclusion o f  a 
treaty, whi h will he submitted lo  th-Senate 
for its approval* X trnst that 1 he effo ts which 
have been made to effect an adjustment o f  
this question, wi 1  be productive o f the per­
manent establishment of law and order in 
Samoa, upon the basis of the maintenance of 
the rights and interests o f natives.

Our Xtelations W ith  Canada.
The questions which have arisen during past 

few  years between Great Britain and the United 
States are in  abeyance or in  course o f adjust­
ment. On the  part o f  the government 
o f tho Dominion o f  Canada an effort 
has been apparent during the season just 
ended to administer the laws and regulations 
applicable to the fisheries with aslittleoccasion 
for friction as was feasible and the temperate 
representations o f  this Government in  respect 
o f cases o f  undue hardship, o r  o f  harsh inter­
pretations, have been in  most cases m et with 
measures o f transitory relief. It is trusted 
that the attainment o f onrjnst rights under 
existing treaties and in  virtue o f the concur­
rent legislation of the two contiguous countries 
w ill not be long deferred, and that nU existing 
causes o f  difference may be equitably adjusted.

I  recommend that provision be made by an 
International agreement for visibly making 
the western boundary between the United 
States and Canada in its  narrow channels that 
join tlie great lakes. The conventional line 
therein traced by  the northwestern boundary 
survey, years ago, is not in  ail cases readily 
ascertainable for the settlement o f jurisdic­
tional questions.

A  just and acceptable enlargement o f the list 
o f offenses for which extradition may he 
claimed and grantel is most desirable be­
tween this country and Great Britain. The 
territory o f neither .should become a  secure 
harbor for the evil oocrs o f the other through 
any avoidable shortcoming in this regard. A  
new treaty on this subject between the two 
powers has been recently negotiated and will 
soon he laid before the senate.

Q uestions o f  N aturalization . 
Questions continue to arise in  onr relations 

with several countries in  respect to the rights 
o f natn ralized citizens. Especially is  this the 
case with France, Italy, Russia and Turkey, 
and to a less extent with Switzerland. From 
time to  ’ ime earnest efforts have been made 
to regulate this subject by conventions. A n  
improper use o f  naturalization should not be
Sermiited, i.ut i t  is important that those Who 

ave been duly naturalized should everywhere 
he accorded recognition o f  the ’
Ing to citizens o f tbe countnr 
tion. Tbe appropriateness o f special . .  
tious fo  - that purpose is recognized in  treaties’ 
which this government has conclude 1  With a 
number o f i-urope rn states, and i t  is advis­
able that- the difficulties which "now arise in  . 
onr relations with other countries on the same 
subject shc.u’ d  be similarly adjusted.

Gh> l,»u*s: American Kt-public.
.The recent revolt in Brazil, in  favor o f  the 

establish.-iceit. o f a republican form  o f govern­
ment, is an event of great interest to the United 
States. Our minister at R io de Janeiro was at 
once instructed to maintain friendly diplomatic 
relations with the provisional government and 
the Brazilian representatives, at this capital 
were instructed by the provisional government 
to continue their functions. Our friendly in­
tercourse with Brazil has therefore suffered no 
interruption. Onr minister has been farther 
instructed to extend on the part o f  this govern­
ment a formal and cordial recognition o f the 
new republic, so soon as the majority o f the 
people o f  Brazil shall have signified their as­
sent to its establishment and maintenance. .

SOME REFLECTIONS ON TH E TARIFF.
Prompt But Very Considerate Legislation 

Called for.''
It is fortunate that snch a  nse can be made 

o f the existing surplus, and for some time to  
come o f any casna surplus that m ay exist 
after congress has taken the necessary steps 
fo r  a  reduction o f the t evenue Such legisla­
tion should be promptly, i nt very conside­
rately enacted. 1 recommend a revision of 
our tariff law, both in its administ rative feat­
ures and in (he schedules. Tbe need o f  tho 
form er is generally conceded and an t 
ment upon the evils and inconven'eiices't 
remedied and tbe best methods fo r  their cor­
rection w ill probably not be difficult. Uni­
formity o f  valuat ion at at on -ports Is essen­
tial, and effective measures should be taken 
to  secure it. I t  is equally -lesirable that ques­
tion affectingxates and classifications should 
be promptly decided.

duties is a  matter o f  great delicacy, because 
o f its effect upon the business o f  f i e  country, 
o f  great difficulty, by reason o f the Widbkfi- 
vergence o f  opinion as to the objects that m ay 
he promoted by such legislation. Somejdls- 
turb m c ‘  o f business may perhaps resttitfrbni 
consideration o f this subject by congress, but 
this temporary ill-eff -ct wilt be  reduced to  A 
minimum by prompt action and assnrance 
which the country enjoys that any necessary 
changes will be so made as not to impair:;4hs 
jnst and reasonable protection o f  our hOiqe 
industries.

The Protective Principle.
T h- irregularities o f  th e  law should- he.ad- 

justed, bnt the protective principle should *be 
maintained and fairly applied to theprodnets 
o f  our farms ns well as onr shops. These An­
tics necessarily have relation to ether-things 
besides the public revenues. W e cannot 
limit their effect b y  fixing oar eyes on  the*
Sab ic  treasury alone. Tney have a  direct ro- 

ition to home production, to work, to  wages 
and to the commercial independence o f onr 
country; and the wise and patriotic legislator 
shohlil enlarge the field o f  his vision to  In. 
elude ail o f  these.

Taxes on Tobacco and Spirits.
The necessa-y reduction in our public reve­

nues can. I  am sure, he m* de withnut'maklng 
the smaller burden more onerous -than -the 
larger by rea on o f the disabilities'and lim i- . 
tation which the process o f  reduction pats 
upon ho h  capital and labor. The Ire - list 
can very safely be extended by  placing thereon 
artic es that do not offer injurious competi­
tion to such domestic products as onr home 
labor can supply. The remov il o f  the inter­
nal tax upon tobacco would relieve an impor­
tant agricultural product from  a  bnrden 
which was imposed only because onr revenue 
from customs duties was insufficient for. the
public needs. If safe prpvision against frapd 
can ba devised the removal of tne' tax upon 
spirits used in the arts and in manufactures
would also offer an nnobjectionablemethbdrdf 
reducing the surplus.

The Chinese Question Again—Oar Seat 

Fisheries—Coast Defenses.
The enforcement o f  the Chinese exclusion 

act has been found to b e  very difficult on the 
northwestern frontier. Chinamen landing a t  
Victoria findsit easy to  pass our border owing 
to  th o  imnossibl i iy  with th e  force a t com­
mand o£ the customs.’officers, o f  guarding so. 
long o n  inland line. The secretary o f  the 
treasury has a u th o r e d  t ie  eraplojroentof 
additional officers, who w ill he assigned to  
this duty, and every effort w ill bo made to  
enforce the law . TheDamlniou exacts a  head 
ta x  o f  $S0 fo r  each Chinaman landed and 
when these persons, in  fraud, o f  our law , cross 
in to  ou r territory and are apprehended, our 
officers do not know what to uo w ith  them , as 
the Dominion authorities w ill not suffer them 
to  he sent back without $ second payment o f  
th e  tax . A n  effort w il. be made to reach an 
understanding that w ill remove this difficulty.

Coast Defenses* Radiy Needed.
Judged b y  modern standards we are practi­

cally without coast defenses. Many o f  the 
structures we have would enhance rather 
than diminish the perils o f  their garrisons i f  
subjected to  fire o f  improved guns, and very 
few  are so located.as to  g ivcfu ll effect t o  the 
greater range of such guns asw e are now mak­
ing for  coast defense use. This general sub­
jec t has had. consideration in congress fo r  
some years. and the appropriation fo r  the con­
struction o f large rifled guns, made one year 
ago, was, 1 am sure, the expression o f  a  pnr- 
pose to  provide suitable works in whi h  these 
guns m ight he mounted. A n  appropriation 
nowm ade tor that parposewould not advance 
the completion o f the works beyond, our 
ability to  supply them w ith  fairly  effective 
guns.

The security o f  our coast cities against for­
eign attack should not rest altogether on the 
friendly disposition o f  other nations. There 
should he a  second line, wholly in  our own 
keeping. I  very urgently recommend an ap­
propriation at, this session fo r  the construction 
o f  such w orksin  our most exposed harbors.

K eller for the Supreme Court.
The necessity o f  providing tim e morespoedy 

method: o f  disposing o f the cases which now  
com e for  final adjudication to the supreme 
courttecom es every year more apparent and 
urgent. The plan o f  providing some intermed­
iate courts, having final appellate jurisdiction 
o f  certain classes o f  questions and cases, has, 
1 think, received a  mqjre general approval 
from  the bench an t bar o f the country than 
any other. W ithout discussing details I  
recommend that provision should h e made for 
theestabtis hment o f  such courts.

Trusts and Copyrights,
Earnest attention should he given b y  con­

gress to a  consideration o f the question how 
fa r  the restraint o f  those combinations called 
“ trusts”  is a m atter of federal jurisdiction, 
when organized as  they often a re to  crush out 
a ll healthy competition and to  monopolize the 
production o f  sale o f  an artic.e o f  commerce

The subject o f  an  International copyright 

has been frequently commended to the atten­
tion  o f  congress by  m y predecessors. The en­
actm ent o f  snch a  law would be eminently 
wise and just.

T h e  P o s ta l Service.
T h e report o f  the Postmaster-General not 

on ly exhibits the operations o f  the department 
for  the fiscal year,but contains many valuable 
suggestions fo r  the improvement and extension 
o f th e  service, which are commended to your 
attention. N o other branch o f  the government 
has so close a  contact with the daily life o f 
thepeople. Alm osteverv one uses the service 
it  oners, and every hour gained in  the trans­
mission of the great commercial mails has an 
actual and possible value that only those en­
gaged in trade can understand. The savin" of 
one day in the transmission of the mails be­
tween New Yoijk and ban Francisco, which has 
recently been atiwtuui ishea, is an incident 
worthy o f  mention. The plan suggested o f a  
supervision o f th e  postomces in  separate dis­
tricts that shall include instruction and 
suggestion and »  rating of efficiency 
Of" the postmasters, would, I  have no 
doubt, greatly improve the service. 
A  pressing necessity exists for the erection o f  
a  building fo r  the joint use o f the department 
and o f the city postoffice. The department 
was partially relieved by  renting outside 
quarters for  a  part Of its force, but i t  is again 
overcrowded. The building used by the city 
office never was fit fo r  its purpose, and is now 
inadequate and unwholesome. The Unsatis­
factory condition of law  relating to the tran- 
mission through the mail o f lottery advertiser 
m eats and remittances is clearly stated by 
the postmaster general and his suggestion as 
to amendment should have your favorable 
consideration.

The Navy Departm ent.
The report o f the secretary o f  the navy 

shows a reorganization ofthebureaus o f  the de­
partment that, w ill, I  do not doubt, promote 
th e efficiency o f  each. In  general, satisfactory 
progress has been made in. the construction, o f 
the new ships o f war authorized by  congress. 
The first vessel o f the new navy, the Dolphin, 
was subjected to very severe-trial tests and to  
very much adverse criticism. But it isgratify- 
ing to he able to state that a cruise around the 
world, from  which, she has recently returned, 
has demonstrated that she is a first-class vessel 
o f  her rate. The report Ofthe secretary shows 
that while the effective force o f  the navy is 
rapidly increasing, b y  reason o f  the improved 
build and armament o f  the new ships, 
the number o f  our ships fit fo r  
sea duty, gipws very slowly. W e had ou the 
4th o f  March last thirty-seven serviceable 
ships and though four have sincebeen added to 
the list the total has not been increased, be­
cause in  the meantime four have been lost or 
condemned. Twenty-six additional vessels 
have been authorized and appropriatedfor,but 
it  is  probable that when they are completed 
our fist w ill only be increased to  forty-two, 
a  gain Of five. The old; wooden ships are disap­
pearing almost as fast as the new vessels: are 
added. These facts carry their own argument.

T H E  NATION’S  WARDS-

W h at Should B e  D one fo r  th e  A dvance­
m en t o f  th e Indians.

The report o f  the secretary o fth e  interior 
exhibits the transactions o f  the government 
w ith  the Indian tribis- Substantial progress- 
has been made in  the education o f  the child­
ren o f  school-age, and in  the allotment o f 
lands to adult Indians. I t  Is to h i regretted 
that the policy o f  breaking up the tribal 
regulation and o f  dealing with the Indian as 
on  individual did not appear earlier in  our 
legislation. Large reservations held in com­
mon and the maintenance o f  the author! y  
o f the chiefs and head men, have deprived 
the individual of every incentive to the exer­
cise o f  thrift and the annuity has contributed 
an affirmative impulse toward a state of con­
firmed nauperism< Our treaty stipulations: 
should he observed with fidelity and our 
legislation should he highly considerate Of 
the best interests o f an ignorant and helpless 
people. The reservations are now  generally 
surrounded by  white settlements. W e  can no 
longer push the Indian hack into the wilder­
ness, a u d it remains only; by every suitable 
agency, to  push him  upward into the estate o f 
a  self-supporting and responsible citizen. 
F or the adult, the first step is to 
locate him  upon a  farm, and for the 
child, to  place h im  in  a  school. 
School attendance shouldba promotedby every 
moral agency; and those failing, should be 
compelled. The national schools fo r  Indians 
have been Very successful and should he multi­
plied and as far as possible, should be so or­
ganized and conducted as to facilitate the 
transfer o f  the schools to the states or terri­
tories in. Which they are located, when the 
Indians in- a  neighborhood have accepted 
citizenship and have become otherwise fitted 
fo r  such a  transfer; This condition of things 
w ill be obtained slowly, but it  w ill be  hastened 
b y  keeping it  in  mind, and in  the meantime 
that co-operation between the government and 
the mission Schools whichhas wrought much 
goodshonld he cordially and impartially sus­
tained. Thelast congress enacted two distinct 
lawn relating to negotiations with the Sioux 
Indians o f  Dakota fo r  a relinquishment o f  a 
portion o f  their lands to the United States, and 
fo r  dividing-the remainderinto separate reser­
vations. Both were approved on the same day, 
March 2. The one submitted to the Indians a 
specific proposition, the other (section S o fth e  
Indian appropriation act, authorized the 
President to appoint commissioners to negotiate 
With the Indians for  the accomplishment o f 
same- general purpose and required that any 
agreements made should be submitted to  con­
gress fbr ratification.

o fth e  commission was prolonged and ardu­
ous, hut the assent o fth e  requisite number 
was, i t  is  understood, finally obtained to  the 
proposition made by  congress, though the re­
port: o f  the commission has not yet been sub­
m itted; In  view  o f  these facts 1 shall not, as 
atpresent advis.d . deem it necessarv to sub­
m it the agreement to  congress forratification, 
but it  w ill in  due- course be submitted fo r  in ­
formation. This agreement releases- to the 
United States about 9,000,000 acres o f  land. 
The commission provided for  by section 14, o f 
the Indian appropriation hill to negotiate 
With the Cherokee Indians, and a ll other In­
dians owning or claiming lands lying west of 
the ninety-sixth degree o f  longitude, 
fo r  the cession to the United States o f 
a l l  such lands was- constituted b y  the 
appointment o f Hon. Lucius Fairchild of W is­
consin, Hon. Jno. F. Hartranft o f  Pennsyl­
vania, and Hon, A lfred  M . W ilson o f  Arkan­
sas, and organized on  June 29, last. Their first 
conference with the representatives o f  the 
Cherokees ivas held at Tahleqnah, July 29, 
with n o definite results. Gen. Jno. F . Hart­
ran ft, o f Pennsylvania; was prevented by  ill 
health from  taking partin  the coference. His

Mare- Indian Lands Acquired.
Under the agreement made between the 

United States and the Mmkogee for Creek) 
nation o f  Indians the- 19th day or January, 
1888, an absolute title Was secured by the 
United States to  about three and a  h a lf mil­
lions o f  acres o f  land.

Section 12of the general Indian, appropria­
tion act. approved March 2, 1839, made, 
provision- fo r  the purchase b y  the United. 
States from  the Seminole tribe o f  
a  certain portion o f  their lands. The 
delegates o f  th e Seminole nation having 
first duly evidenced to  m o their p  >wer 
to  act in  that hehaif.d livered a  proper release 
and conveyance to the United States o f  a ll toe 
land mentioned in  the act. Which was ac­me and certified to he In comp i-

great, fidelity in  peace. The vacancy thus 
created was filled by  the appointment o f Hon. 
W arren G. Sayre o f  Indiana.

Obstructed b y  the Cattle Syndicate.
A  second conference between the commis­

sion and the Cherokees was- begun November 
6, but na results have yet been obtained, nor 
ls it  believed that a  conclusion can he im­
mediately expected. The .cattle syndicate 
now  occupying the hums fortgrazing purposes 
is  clearly one o f the agencies responsible for 
the obstruction o f  our negotiations w ith the 
Cherokees, The large body o f  agricultural 
lands constituting What is known as “ Chero­
kee outlet”  ought not to be and cannot long 
b »  held fo r  grating and fo r  the ad vantage o f a 
fewugainst the best advantage o f  the Indians 
themselves. The United States has-now under 

. toe- treaties certain, rights in  these lands. 
These w ill n ot h e used oppressively, but i t  
cannot be allowed that those w ho by  suffer­
ance occupy these lands shall interpose to  de­
feat th e  wise and beneficent purpose o f  toe 
government. I  cannot bnt believe that to e  
advantageous character o f  to e  offer mode by 
the United States to the Cherokee nation for  
a  fu l l  release o f  these lands, a s  com pare! 
w ith  other suggestions now -m ade to them, will yet obtain for  it  a  favorable considera­
tion. .____ _ _

ance with the statute. By th e  terms o f  both 
toe  acts referred to a  lthclands so purchased 
were declared to be a  part o f  th e public do-, 
main and open to  settlement under the home­
stead law. But o f the land embraced in those 
purchases, being in  the aggregate about five 
a n d a  half million nc es. three and ah n lf 
million acres had already -under the terms of 
to e  treaty < f  1866. been acquired: b y  toe United 
States fo r  the purpose o f  settling other Indian 
tribes thereon ana had been a  propriatel to 
that purpose. The landrim am ing and avail 
able fo r  settlement consisted o f  1,387,793 acres, 
surrounded ou a ll sides by lauds in  toe occu­
pancy o f  Indian tribes. Congress had pro- 
videauo civil government fo r  to e  people who 
were to  be invited b y  m y  proclamation to 
settle upon these lands; except as toe new 
court w hichhadbeen established at Muscogee 
or the United States court in  some o f  the ad­
joining states had power to  enforce toe 
general laws o f  the United States. In this 
conditions o f  things I  was quite reluctant to 
open too. lands to settlement.

The Oklahom a Proclam ation.
But in view o f toe fact that several thousand 

persons, many o f  them with their families, had 
gathered upon the borders Of the Indian Terri­
tory with a view o f Becuringhomcsteads on the 
ceded lands, and that delay would involve them 
in  much loss and suffering, I  did, ou toe 28d day 
o f  March last, issue a proclamation, declaring 
that toe  lands therein described would he open 
to settlement under toe  provisions o f the law 
on toe  Kd day o f  April following, at 12 o’clock, 
noon. Two land districts had been established 
and to e  offices were open for  the transaction o f  
business When the appointed time arrived. It 
te much to  the credit o f  the settlers that they 
very generally observed too  limitation as to 
time when they might enter the territory. Caro 
w ill he takenthat those who entered ill viola­
tion o f  thelaw do not secure the advantage they 
Unfairly sought. There was a  good deal o f  ap­
prehension that the strife for locations would 
result in  much violence: and bloodshed, hut 
happily these anticipations were not realized.
I t  is estimated there are now in the territory 
about 60,000 people and several considerable 
towns have sprung up, fo r  which temporary 
municipal governments have been organized. 
Guthrie is-said to have now a population o f  al­
most 8,000, eleven schools and nine churches 
have been established, and three daily and five 
weekly newspapers are published in this city 
whose charter and ordinances have only too 

- voluntary acquiescence o f the people from  day 
to day. Oklahoma City has a. population o f  
5,000 and is proportionately as writ provided as 
Guthrie with churches, schools and newspa-
S;rs, Other towns and villages having popular 

ons o f  from w  to 1,000 are scattered over the

Ti o« )is to .Preserve Order.
In  order to  secure the peace o f  this new com­

munity. in the absence o f  civil government, I  
directed General Merritt, commanding tho de­
partment o f the Missouri, to act in conjunction 
with the marshals o f  the United States to pre­
serve to e  pence, and upon their requisition to 
use the troops to aid them in  executing war­
rants and in quieting any riots or breaches of 
too peace that might occur. Ho was further 
directed to use -his influence to promote good 
order, and to avoid any conflicts between or 
with the settlers. Believing that theintroduc- 
tion and sale o f  liquors whereno legal restraint 
or regulations existed, would endanger the 
public peace, and in view of toe fact that such 
fiquors must first he introduced into toe Indian 
reservation before reaching the white Settle­
ments, I  further directed the general command­
ing to enforce the laws relating to the intro­
duction of ardent spirits info the Indian coun­
try. The presence o f  the troops has given 
a  sense o f  security to the well disposed citizens, 
and has tended to restr in  toe lawless. In  one 
instance toe officer in immediate command of 
troops went furtherthan Ideemed justifiable in 
supporting the defacto municipal government 
o f  Guthrie, and he was so informed, and 
directed to limit the interference o f  the mili­
tary to the support of toe marshals on toe  lines 
indicated in the original order, I  very urgently 
recommend that congress at once provideater- 
ritorial government fo r  these people, Sbriuus 
questions Which may at any time lead to 
violent outbreaks are awaiting the institution 
o f courts for their peaceful adjustment. The 
American genius for self-government has been 
Weil illustrated in Oklahoma, but it is neither 
safe nor wise to leave these people longer to the 
expedients which have temporarily served 
them.

The Pension Laws.
The law  provlles a pension for every soldier 

and sailor who was mustered into service 
o f the United States during- toe  civil war and 
now suffering from  wounds: or disease having 
an origin in the service and the line of duty. 
Two or to r e » necessary facts, viz., muster and 
disability, are usually* susceptible Of easy 
proof: but the third, origin in the service, is 
often difficult and in many deserving cases 
impossible to establish. That very m any o f 
those Who endured the hardships of our 
most bloody and arduous campaigns are now 
disabled from  diseases that had a real hut not 
traceable origin in service we do not doubt. 
Besides, those are another class, com  osed. o f 
men, many o f whom served an enlistment of 
the- three full years and of re-eniiste l  vete­
rans who added a fourth year o f service who 
escaped the casualties o f  batt es and the as- 
sa iltso f  disease, who were always ready for 
any detail, who were in  every ha tie- line of 
their Command, and were mustered out in' 
sound health and have, since the close o f the 
war; while fighting wi h the same Indomita­
b leand independent spirit the contests of 
oivil life, been overcome by disease or 
casualty,

AN UNEXAMPLED EVENT.

the Union under the constitution in  the same 
month and the admission o f  their duly chosen 
representatives to our national congress at the 
same session, is an event as unexampled as it  is 
interesting;

The certification of the votes oast and o f  toe 
constitutions adopted in each of the states Was 
filed With me, as required by the instruction of 
the act o f  Feb. 22,1889, b y  the governors o f said 
territories, respectively. Having, after a  care­
fu l examination, found that the several consti­
tutions and enactments were republican in 
form and not repugnant to the constitution o f  
toe United States, that all the provisions ofthe: 
act o f  congress had been complied w ith and 
that a majority o f votes cast la  each o f  said 
proposed states was in favor o f  adopting the 
constitutions submitted therein, I  did so de­
clare by  a  separate proclamation as to each: as 
toN orfh  and South Dakota on Saturday, Nov, 
22, as to  Montana on Friday, Nov. 8, and 
ns to Washington ou Monday, Nov. 11. 
Each o f these states has within it resources, 
the development o f  wh ch w ill employ ener­
gies o f  and yield a comfortable subsistence to 
a  great population. The smallest o f  these new 
states—Wasuington—stands twelfth, and the 
largest—Montana—third, among the forly-tw o 
in  area. The people o f  these states are already 
well trained, intelligent, and patriotic •Ameri­
can citizens, having common interests and 
sympathies w ith those o f  the older states, and 
common purpose to defend the integrity 
stand uphold the integrity o f the nation.

* The A gricu ltural Departm ent.
The creation o f  an executive department to 

be known as the department of agriculture by 
the act o f  February 9 last was a  wise and. 
timely response to a request which had long 
been respectful]>- urged By the farmers of the 
country, hut much remains to be done to per* 
feet the organization o f  the department so it 
fairly realizes the expectations which its crea­
tion excited. In  this connection attention is 
called to* suggest ions- contained in the report of 
the secretary which Is herewith submitted. The 
need o f a  law  officer for toe department such, 
as is provided for  toe other executive depart­
ments is manifest. The failure o f  the last con­
gress to make the usual provision- for the- publi­
cation of the annual report should be promptly 
remedied. The public interest in the report 
audits value to the farming community, 1 am  
sure, w ill not be diminished under the-new or­
ganization o f  the department.

I  recommend that the weather service be 
separated from, the War department and estab­
lished as a  bureau in the department o f agri­
culture. This will involve an entire reorgan­
ization both o f the weather bureau and o f  the 
signal corps, making of the first a purely Civil 
organization and of the other a purely military 
staff corps. The report of the chief signal Of­
ficer shows toat toe work o f the corps on its 
military side has been deteriorating,

. The W orldV  Fair.
The proposltionto observe the fbur hundredth 

anniversary o f  the discovery o f  America by 
the opening o f  a  world’s fa ir  or exposition in 
some one o f  our great cities will be presented 
for the consideration of congress. The value 
and interest o f  such an exposition, may Well 
claim the promotion o f  the general govern­
ment.

T h e Civil Service Xaw,
On toe fourth o f  March last the civil service 

Commission had but a single member. The 
vacancies were filled on toe seventh day of 
M ay and since then the. commissioners have 
been indnstriously, though with inadequate 
force, engaged in  executing the law. They 
Were assured-by me that a card al sn  port 
would be. given tu r n  in  the faithfu and im­
partial. enforcem -nt o f  the statute an-i o f  
rules aUd regulations adopted ia  aid o f  it. 
Heretofore the book o f eligiblea has been 
closed to  every one except as certifications 
were made upon therequisition o f the appoint- 
ingofficers. This secrecy was the source o f  
much suspicion., and- o f  many charges o f 
favoritism in  the administration o f  law. 
W hat is secret, is always suspected and what 
is open can he judged. The commission, with 
the full approval o f  its members, has now 
opened the list o f eigihles to  the public. The, 
elegible lists for  classified postoffices and eus*

. tom houses are now publicly posted in  toe 
respective offices, as are a l o the certifica­
tions for  appointments. The purp: sa o f  toe 
civil service law was absolutely to exclude 
any other considerationinconue t'ou with ap­
pointments under it  than that o f mer t as 
tested by the examinations. The business 
proceeds upon the theory that both the exam­
ining boards and the appointing officers are 
absolutely ignorant as to the political views 
and associations o f  alt persons on the civil 
service lists. I t  is  not too much to say, how­
ever, that some recent con- rcssional Investi­
gations have somewhat shake i public confi­
dence in the impartiality o f  th - selections for 
appointment.

The reform o fth e  civil serrtce will make 
Uo safe or satisfactory advance until the 
present law audits equal administration are-.- 
well established in  the confidence o f  toe peo­
ple. It will be m y pleasure, as i t is m y  duty, 
to see that the law is executed with firmness 
and impartiality. I f  seme of its. provisions 
have been fraudulently evaded b y  appointing 
officers, our resentment should not suggest 
the repeal o fth e  law , hut reform in  its ad- 

: ministration. W e  should have one view Of 
toe  matter and hold it with a sincerity that Is 
not affected by the consideration that to e  

- party to which we belong is for toe  time iu 
: power.

The Com m ission's W ork  Increased.
M y predeeessoiion the 4th day o f January,

: 1889, by  an executive order to take effect March 
- 15, brought toe railway m ail service under toe

w av m ad service tho work u fth e  commission 
has been greatly increased and too present 
clerical forco is found to he inadequate. I  re­
commend that to e  additional clerks asked b y  
to e  commissioners. be appropriated for. The. 
duty o f  appointment is devolved by  too 
constitution o r  b y  toe  law, and * 
toe  appointing officers are held to a  high, re -  
sponsibility in its exercise. The growth o f  toe 
country and toe  consequent increase o f  toe  
civil list have magnified this function o f  toe  
executive disproportionally. It can not be de­
nied, however, toat the labor connected with 
thisnecessary work is increased often to the 
point o f  actual distress b y  the sudden and ex­
cessive demands that are made upon an incom­
ing administration for  removals and appoint­
ments. But on the other hand it  is not true 
toatincumbency is a  conclusive argument fo r  
a continuance in office. Impartiality, modera­
tion, fidelity to-public duty, and a  good attain­
ment in  the discharge o f  it must he added be­
fore to e  argument is complete. When those 
holding adminiatrat ive offices so conduct them­
selves as to  convince just political opponents that no party consideration or bias affects in  
any way toe  discharge o f their public duties 
we can more easily stay toe demand fo r  re­
movals, __________

THE NEGRO QUESTION.
Suggestions fo r  Ik ^ ir  Education—TUeir 

fi-efnlm-ss to tin* Community.
The interest o f toegeneralgovemm entin to o  • 

education of thepeople found an early expres­
sion, not only in the thoughtful and sotnetimes 
warning utterances o f our ablest statesmen, 
but in  liberal appropriations from  the common 
resources for the support o f education in  the 
new states. No one will deny that it  is o f toe 

nvest national concern that those who hold 
,e ultimate control o f  tho public affairs should 

have the nccessavy intelligence wisely to direct 
and determine them. National aid to educa-
tia i has heretofore taken the form  o f land 
graiitr-, and that form  o f the constitutional 
how er o f  congress to promoto the education o f 
the people is not seriously questioned. I  do not 
think i t  can bo successfully questioned when 
the form  is changed to a direct grant o f  money 
from  the public treasury. Snch aid should be, 
as it always has been, suggested by some ex­
ceptional conditions Tho sudden emancipa­
tion o f  the slaves, the bestowal of the suffrage, 
which soon followed, and too impairment or 
the ability o f  the states where these new citi- 
zenswere chiefly found to ho adequately pro­
vided with educational facilities, presgitednot 
only exceptional bnt unexampled cjiditions. 
That toe  situation has been much {meliorated 
there is no doubt. The ability and interest of 
the states have happily increased, but a  great 
work remains to be done, and I  think toe gen­
eral government should lend its aid.

A s the suggestion of national grant in  aid o f 
education grows chiefly out o f  conditions and 
need o f  the emancipated slave and his descend­
ants. toe  relief should, as far as possible, 
while net essirily proceeding upin  some gen­
eral lines, be applied to the need that sug­
gested it. I t  is es sentia' i f  much good is to he 
accomi fished that the sympathy and active 
interest o f  toe  people of th states should bo 
t nlisted, and that the methods adopted shonld 
be such as to stimulate and not to supplant 
local taxation fo r  school purposes. A s one 
congress cannot hind a  succe -ding One In such 
a case, and as the effort must, in  some degree, 
be experimental, I  recommend that any ap­
propriation luado for this purpose be so lim­
ited in  annual amount, and as to  the time over 
w h ich it is to extent, as will, on the one 
hand, give toe local school authorities an op­
portunity to make the best use o f  the first
Jrear’s allowance, and. on the other, de-‘ 
iver them from  the temptation to unduly 

postpone the assumption of the whole burden 
themselves The colored people uid not in­
trude themselves u- on us: they were brought 
here in  chains and held in  the communities 
where they are now chiefly found, by a cruel 
slave co e. Happily for both races, they 
are now free. They have from  a standpoint o f 
ignorance and poverty which was our shame, 
not theirs, made remarkable advances in edu­
cation ana in toe acquisition o f property. 

Faithful t*- •*
They have,

Jjr0.  .is a  people, shown themselves to
..,uy and faithful towards tho white 
under temptations o f tremendous 

strength. They have tlieirrepresentativesin the 
national cemeteries where a grateful govern­
ment has gathered the ashes o f  those who died 
in its defense. They have furnished to our 
army regiments thathave won high praisefrom 
their commanding officers for courage and 
soldierly qualities and for fidelty to toe enlist­
ment oath. In civil life they are the toilets o f 
their communities, making their full contribu; 
tion to  the widening streams o f prosperity, 
which the communities are receiving. Their 
sudden withdrawl would stop production and 
bring disorder in the household. Generally 
they do not desire to quit their homes, and their 
employers resent the interference o f  emigra­
tion agents who seek to stimulate snob a desire. 
But notwithstanding all tofe. in  many parts 
Of our country, where the colored population 
is large, the people of that race are b y  various 
devices deprived o f any effective exercise o f 
their political rights and o f many of their 
civil rights. The wrong does not expend it­
self upon those whose votes are suppressed. 

Grave Questions.
I f  it  is said that these communities must 

w ork out this problem for themselves, we 
have a right to ask whether they are at WOrk 
Ul.on it ,-D o  they suggest any solution? When 
and under what conditions is the black man 
to have a  free ballot? W hen is h e,in faot, to 
have those full civil rights, which have so 
longheenhis in law ? When is that equality 
o f  influence w hich our form  o f government 
was intended to secure to the electors to he 
restored? This generation should courageously 
face these grave questions, ana not 
leave them as a heritage Of woe to 
the next. The consultation should proceed 
with candor, calmness, and great patience. 
Upon the lines o f  justice and humanity, not 
o f prejudice and Cruelty. No question in our 
country can he at rest except upon the firm 
base' of justice and o f the law. I  earnestly in­
voke the attention o f congress to the con­
sideration o f  such measures within its well- 
defined constitutional powers as w ill secure to 
all oUr peop ,eafree exercise of the right of 
suffrage and every other civil right under the 
constitution, and law s O fthe United States. 
N o evil, however deplorable, can justify toe 
asumption, either On the part o f the executive 
or o f  congress, o f powers not granted, hut 
both w ill be highly blamable i f  a ll the power 
granted are not wisely but firm ly used to 
correct these evils. The power to take the 
whole direction and control o f the election of 
members o f  house o f  representatives Is 
clearly given to the general government. A  
partial an.l qualified supervision o f these 
elections is now provided for  by law  and iu 
m y opinion this law may be so strengthened 
and extended to secure, on tbe whole, better 
results than can be attained by  a law taking 
all the process S o f  snch elect on into toe 
federal governmenr, whether as litigant, 
juror or witness in  our courts, as an elector of 
m  m bef o f congress, or as a peaceful traveler- 
on our inter-state railways.

Our M erchant M arine.
There Is nothing more justly humiliating to 

the natiunai pride and nothing more hurttnl 
to the nationa, prosperity than the inferiority 
o f our merchant marine compared with that 
o f  other nations whese general resources, 
wealth.m d Sea const lines d  > not suggest any 
rea; on fo r  their supremacy on the sea. I t  was 
not always so, and our people are agreed I 
think that it shall not continue to oe so. 
I t isn o tp o s  ib le in  this communication to dis­
cuss thecaises o f  the decay o f our shipping 
interests end the differing methods b y  which 
it  is proposed to restore them. The statement 
o f a few  well authenticated facts and some 
general suggestions as to the legislation is alt 
that is practicable. That the great steamship 
lines sailing under the flags o f England, 
France. Germany, Spain and Italy, and en­
gaged in  foreign commerce, were promoted 
and have since se n  and now are liberaUy 
aided, by grants of public money in  one form 
or another. Is generally known. That toe 
American lines o f steamships have been 
abandoned by ns to an unequnL contest w ith  
the aided line v o f other nations until they 
have been withdrawn, or in the few  cases 
where they are still maintained are subject to 
serious advantages, is matter o f  common 
knowledge

Freer Intercourse w ith  Nations.
The present situation is such that travelers 

and merchandise find Liverpool often a neces­
sary intermediate port between New York and 
some of the youth American capitals. The 
fact that some of the delegates from  South 
American states to the conference o f  American 
nations, no win session at Washington, reached 
our shores by reversing that line o f  travel, is 
very conclusive o f  the need o f  such a confer­
ence, and very suggestive as to the first and 
most necessary step in  the direction o f fuller 
and more beneficial intercourse with nations 
that are now our neighbors, upon the fines o f  
latitude, hut not upon the lines o f  established 
commercialintcvcourse.

I  recommend that such appropriations he 
made for  ocean-mail service in  American 
steamships, between our ports and those o f  
Central and South America, China, Japan and 
toe important islands in  both of too great 
oceans, as wifi, he liberally remunerative for 
toe service rendered, as will encourage the es­
tablishment, and in some fair degree equalize 
the Chances o f  American steamship fines in  the 
competitions which they must meet. That the 
American states lying south o f  us will Cordially 
co-operate in establishing and maintaining 
Such lines o f  steamships to their principal 
ports, I  do not doubt.

A  N aval B -se rv e .
W e shonld also make provision for .a naval 

reserve, to consist o f  such merchant ships o f 
American construction and Of a specified ton­
nage and spesd as the owners w ill consent to 
place at use o f  the government in case of 
need as armed cruisers. England has adopted 
this policy, and. as a  resnlt, can now, upon 
necessity, at once place upon her navallist 
some Ofthe fastest steamships: in the world. 
A  proper supervision o f  the Construction of 
such vessels woulu make their conversion into 
effective ships of war vessels easy.

I  am an advocate o f  economy in  our national 
expenditures, but it  is misuse of terms to make 
this word describe a policy that withholds an 
expenditure for the purpose o f  extending our 
foreign commerce. The enlargement and im­
provement o f  our merchant marine, the devel­
opment of sufficient body o f  trained American 
seamen, the promotion o f  rapid and regular 
mail communication between the ports of other 
countries and our own and the adaptation of 
large and swift American merchant steamships 
to naval Uses in time o f  war are public pur­
poses o f the lightest concern.

A ISnmflr. Alt Around.
The enlarged participation of our people In 

carrying trade, the new and increased mar­
kets that wifi bo opened for  the products of 
our farms and factories: the fuller and better 
employment of our mechanics, which will re- » 
suit from  a liberal promotion o f  onr foreign 
commerce.insure the Widest possible diffusion 
o f  benefit to ail the states and to  all 
our people. Ev< rythinr is most propitious 
for  the present inauguration o f  a liberal and 
progressive policy upon the subject, and we 
should enter upon it withpromptness and deci­
sion. The legislation which I  have suggested, 
it  is sincerely believed, will promote the peace, 
and honor o f our country and the prosperity 
and security of the people. . .

I  invoke the diligent and serious attention of 
congress to the consideration o f these and snch 
other measures as m ay be presented, having 
the same great end in view.

Unless the school board 
makes some extravagant move tile 
school tax will be less next year, as 
$2,200 debt paid this year will have to 
be paid no more. There has been con­
siderable growling about the way the 
$100 raised for Memorial day was ap­
propriated, last May, but that is a 
small item, and, whether the amount 
be raised again or not, will cut no ap­
preciable figure. A s usual there is some 
complaint about the distribution of 
tbe highway fundj which is the larg­
est o f our township funds, hut the com­
missioner has done some good jobs, and 
perhaps the next town commissioner 
will live in another part of the town­
ship that needs repairing aS much as 
where the work was done this year. 
.Good roads cannot he made in all parts 
of the township in one season, and to 
half fix abad place is a waste of money. 
The fund is none too large if properly 
expended. Nothing is better for a 
community than good roads, excepting 
a good school..

From the rich bank­
er’s mansion in the Champs Elysees to 
the sample mechanic’s  garret at Belle­
ville, business cares are never allowed to 
interfere with the pleasures o f the table.

See the eyes sparkling with joy as the 
bottle fills the glasses, and the good 
humored rebuke of the host when a lady 
—as most Srenclt ladies will—knocks the 
bottle in lifting her glass to prevent its 
being filled to the brim. “ Sapristi, 
madame; say that you won’t have any • 
more, but, for goodness’  Sake, don’t 
shake the bottle!”  Or look how lie 
frowns if  he catches a guest in the act of 
adding water to. his pet wine. “ Mix 
this wine with water! My dear fellow, 
It’s a  sacrilege! God will never forgive 
y ou r There is nothing irreverent in 
this: exclamation. He is thoroughly con­
vinced that good wine was given to man 
by God to rejoice his heart; and to spoil 
it by adding water to it is in his eyes 
nothing short o f a sin.

A  Frenchman is very poor indeed who 
has not in the corner of a cellar a few 
bottles that he lias carefully tended for 
years, and that he brings Upstairs to 
welcome an old friend at Ids table or 
cheer a  poor neighbor on a sick bed. 
livery year the French bourgeois pro­
motes some hundred bottles o f wine that 
has improved by keeping. You should 
see Mm as he gently opens the door o f 
his cellar, and almost walks on tiptoe, 
for fear o f shaking the ground. With 
very little inducement he would take off 
his hat; he is in his sanctuary. All his 
bottles are sealed and labeled . He con­
templates them with a paternal eye. It 
was he who bottled that wine, who 
corked it, sealed it, labeled it and laid it 
down. In the driest corner he will point 
■eat to yon a  dozen o f  bottles covered 
with dust and cobwebs. Sot even his 
most intimate friend has ever tasted 
their contents. He bought this wine on 
the day that a daughter was bom to him. 
It  will be opened on her wedding dry. 
He knows, he will require some generous 
wine to keep up Ids spirits when he has 
to part with his beloved daughter, who 
& to Mm as the apple o f  his eye.

The pleasures o f  the table are within 
the reach of all classes in Franco. The 
working people are better off in England 
than in France, bat they are not so well 
ftdorso happy. They spend their money 
in  superfluities instead o f  spending it in 
necessities. The English women o f  this 
olasa go in for a  lot o f  cheap finery; the 
French ones go in for sound linen. 
What the English working classes throw 
away in bones, scraps and vegetables 
would: suffice to: nourish a' poor French 
family.

I  assure yon that with a vegetable 
sonp, a stew, some cheese or fruit and 
gdod bread these people dine remarkably 
well at two or three pence a head.

I  know o f  an English lady who, one 
day , sent by her cook a boiled chicken 
to a  poor woman Of the neighborhood 
who was siok. She sent it in a soup 
tureen full o f the broth.

The following day she went to see how 
■her poor patient was doing; and how she 
had enjoyed the chicken.

Then she learned that the broth had 
been thrown away, the-“ ladies”  o f the 
Mace having declared that it was only 
dirty water.

For the upper and well to do classes 
there are in Paris a few dozen restaurants, 
perfect temples o f Epicurus. Now see 
the faithful at work. They will tell you 
that animals feed, man eats. “ But,” 
they will add, “ the man of intellect alone 
knows how to eat.”

A  little walk is taken first, to get up 
the appetite. Some will have their glass 
©f absinthe or vermouth, and will tell 
yen with; the most serious air in the 
world that without it their appetite would 
•never come; Punctual, as the clock, 
when their dinner hour arrives, behold 
them turn: into Bignon’s, the Maison- 
Doree, or some other well known house; 
and take their seat with the solemnity o f 
an academician who is going to take part 
in the official reception of anewly elected 
member of the celebrated academy! The 
waiter presents the bill of fare and dis­
creetly retires. He knows that the study 
o f the menu is a momentous affair, and 
that these gentlemen are not going to 
Sghtly choose their dishes. They must 
have ample time for reflection. He 
leaves them in sweet meditation, savor- 
ingin advance the long list of dainties 
fo r  the day. This preliminary is one of 
file pleasantest features of the perform­
ance; something akin to the packing up 
for a holiday trip. Each article on the 
bill o f  fare: is disoussed with endless com­
mentaries, accompanied with knowing 
glance: or smack o f  the tongue.

By and by the choice is made; One 
takes a hit of paper,, and pencils; the or­

The wine question is very soon settled. 

Tliei Frenchman is familiar with the 
names of all his favorite friends. 
Beaune, Leoville, Chateau Lafitte, Cha­
teau Margaux will help the chosen menu 
to go down. He will sometimes order a 
bottle o f Rhenish wine, hut not without 
previously satisfying his patriotism by 
Hiding; “ These rascally Prussians, what 
beautifully colored wines they grow!-’ 
Two hours, at least, are spent at table, 
for the whole time o f the meal conver­
sation goes on unflagging. When dinner 
Is over our friends repair to Tortoni, the 
CUfe Riche or the Cafe Napolitain, and 
there sip a cup o f fragrant coffee while 
quietly enjoying a  cigar; after which, 
not unfrequently, a tiny glass o f  fine 
champagne or chartreuse is brought in. 
requisition “ to push down the coffee.’ 
Then they rise, and arm in arm, smiling, 
gesticulating, they stroll on the boule­
vards. or the Champs Elysees, delighted 
With the world at large and with, them­
selves in particular.

In all their pleasures the French bring 
to bear a certain, amount o f artistic feel­
ing; See the workman when he starts, a 
new penny clay pipe. He will avoid 
sitting or standing in a draught, and 
will smoke gently to color it neatly, so 
that the black part maybe perfectly 
tegular. If he spoils it, he will throw 
it away and start another, bestowing on 
it stiff more care than before. Whether 
be works or plays, he will never do any­
thing clumsy.

I  have heard English people say “ that 
'the French have always an eye for ef­
fect;”  in such a  tone as to imply that 
this was a blemish in the national char­
acter. .

It  is true they have this eve for effect, 
and it  is because the feeling fo r  art, 
the love o f  the beautiful, is innate In 
all classes o f  the French people. So 
strong L it in  the tradesman, for exam­
ple, that it would never enter his head 
to turn out in Ms trap to go to the races" 
fn  the stream o f  carriages that flows

through “theTSoS de Boulogne oiTTace 
days. Even the small bourgeois, who 
takes a cab for the journey , goes by an­
other route so as not to spoil the show. 
Be goes by train if  he cannot walk, or 
he seats himself with his friends under 
the trees along the route, and enjoys 
the pretty sight: for his artist’s eye by 
the file o f smart carriages filled with 
gavly dressed people.

Hot long ago, being in. a. fashionable 
English health resort, I  went one morn­
ing to see a meet. The pink coats and 
well groomed hunters, the amazons; the 
hounds, all made up a bright tableau 
pleasant to the eye; hut, there in the 
midst, was a butcher’s boy on his mas­
ter’s nag, who had joined the cavalcade, 
and was grinning from, ear to ear at the 
joke o f being in it—if* not o f it.

How it is not that a French butcher’s 
boy would not think Mmself as good as 
anybody else. On the contrary, hispride 
is stronger than the English hoy’s, and 
would not allow Mm to mix with the 
“ swells”  unless he could be as smart as 
they. This feeling and his natural re­
pugnance to mar in the slightest degree 
the beauty of the sceno are strong in 
him, and he has no taste for horse play, 
the great feature o f  any English holiday 
in wMch the people take part.

I  have often heard that the English 
take their pleasures sadly. I  am not pre­
pared to say that I  indorse the opinion; 
but I  can affirm that the French have a 
wonderful capacity for enjoying them­
selves. They know bow to throw off 
conventional restraints and gife  them­
selves up to pleasure. Take the seaside, 
for example. What fine opportunities 
the English seem to throw away there 
for thorough enjoyment? On the French 
beaches all the holiday makers form but 
one big family, as it were. The children 
play together without restraint. In the 
evening the “ children: Of a larger 
growth”  meet at the Casino, where, by- 
paying a pound a month, they can en­
joy good music (not German bands), 
have the use of billiard rooms, smoking 
rooms, reading rooms, etc,, and the en­
tree of frequent balls and soirees. All 
mix and are happy.

I  have seen aristocratic ladies of the 
most haughty type—people who in Paris 
or their country homes, would not think 
of associating with any one outside their 
own class—put in an appearance at these 
Casino balls, and dance with the first 
comer who asked them for a waltz or a 
polka. These acquaintances are made 
for the pleasure o f  the moment, and do 
not last. Ho gentleman: takes advantage 
of such an acquaintance to go and cqll 
on the people lie meets thus. Hay, more, 
if lie meet elsewhere a lady with whom 
he has danced at the seaside, he puts her 
completely at her ease by not. showing 
signs of recognizing lier, unless she ber- 
self makes advances. I f  he behaved other­
wise, ho would immediately be stamped 
as on ill bred fellow. Of course you run 
the risk o f  miring with people whose 
society you would not think o f frequent­
ing at home; but when, the French are 
are out for a holiday, they have only 
one consideration—that o f passing the 
time gayly. I f  the women are attractive 
and the men agreeable, that is all you re­
quire Of them fo r  the Utile time yon wfft 
be thrown among them.

The Englishman, who passes Ins time 
in standing sentry at the door of his 
dignity, is often almost bored to death 
at the seaside. If he have a large fam­
ily, things may go very well; but imag­
ine a man with a wife and daughter in 
lodgings by the sea. I f  a week of wet 
weather sets in, poor fellow, what re­
sources has he but the local library, 
where the books he would like to read 
are generally “ out, sir!”  When he.does 
find one to his taste, the pebble staffed 
sofa or the piece o f  furniture his land­
lady facetiously calls the “ easy chaw,: 
are not precisely aids to the enjoyment 
of it. On'the beach he looks around, 
and says to himself that all the people 
look decent enough, but there is no 
knowing who they may he at home. 
That man over there looks, very joUy; 
but, alas! perhaps his grandfather kept 
a shop. It is too horrible to think o f  the 
risk one May be running by making ac­
quaintance with him. And John Bull 
retires into his shell.

French beaches offer’ a most pretty 
spectacle. My dear countrymen and 
countrywomen never lose sight of their 
get up; how they are going to look is a 
matter o f first consideration. The cos­
tumes that she will take to the seaside 
are talked over for months by the French 
woman. But all wear conventional 
dress; this is a habit they do not seem 
able to throw off. No harlequin striped 
jackets Of gaudy colors on the men; no 
economizing of ribbons on the hats of 
the ladies. The former greatly favor 
white flannel suits, white straw hats, 
white shoes, and white umbrellas lined 
with green. Ladies disport themselves 
In white cottons, muslins and crepe de 
Uhine. Here and there are wonderful 
new colors, creations o f Parisian fancy, 
“ sporadic apricot,”  “ dying flea,”  “ bash­
ful frog,”  and others equally true to na­
ture. These eccentric hues are generally 
made up in eccentric fashion; but, what­
ever the dress is, it is worn as only a 
French woman can wear it. A  big liat, 
turned down over One ear and caught up 
over the other-with rampant knots of 
ribbon, is pretty sure to crown the jaun­
ty little figure and rather §poil its effect. 
The ideal is to have one or two pounds’ 
worth of trimming on a. threepenny Zulu 
hat.

In the evening is donned the toilette 
de bal; of lace or muslin, and monsieur 
also appears in evening dress, accom­
panied by a yachting cap. This is the 
acme Of style, the latest utterance, the 
latest spasm of chic. Two or three hours 
are spent in ckatting, laughing and danc­
ing; and all go home having thoroughly 
enjoyed themselves.

The limits o f this chapter will not ad­
mit o f  my entering into every favorite 
pleasure of the French people. I  would 
like to take you to a French soiree and 
the .races at Longchamps or Chantilly. 
Bat you might object to go to races on a 
Sunday, so it is as well that we should 
avoid Longchamps.

A  few words I must say about the 
. theatre. Theatre going is a pleasure not 
confined to the refined, the -well to do, 
and the middle classes in France; it is a 
national thing, and the humblest enjoy 
and criticise what they see on the stage 
as. acutely as do the occupants of the 
stalls and boxes. This class will enjoy 
not only melodramas and farces, but 
psychological plays. Victor Hugo re­
lates that, at the funeral o f Mile. Mars, 
(the famous actress, he heard men In 
blouses and with sleeves turned up say 
very true and very acute things concern­
ing the theatre, art and poetry. I  have 
always enjoyed listening at the door of 
Parisian theatres to workmen making 
their remarks on the plays- and the ac­
tors, or seeing them make themselves at 
home in  the upper gallery. Look at 
them in the summer, with their coats off, 
eating their supper and discussing across 
the room the merits of the acts they have 
heard.

Every Frenchman is an observer o f 
human nature, and I  know very few 
countrymen o f mine who have not once 
or twice, put on a blouse and a casquette, 
and taken a seat in the upper gallery. 
You will, often hear theseParis workmen 
make very witty remarks; I  was once 
present at the performance of Alexandre 
Dumas’ “ Anthony,”  at the Climy theatre. 
In the last: act Mile. Duvergier faints,

: and has to be carried away by^ier lover. 
Mile. Duvergier was a stout lady, and 
the actor seemed for a moment to be re­
flecting. how lie would set abont it. * ‘I f  
you can’t manage it,”  cried an occupant 
of the gallery, “ make two journeys; you 
fool!”

The French are very strict with then- 
actors. I f  a comedian’s part should con­
sist o f simply having to open the door 
and say, “ Dinner is served,”  he would 
he expected by the French public to he 
an actor. The Theatre Francois is not 

- only a great playhouse, it  is a  great 
school o f  manners. Mothers take them 
daughters there to see and learn how a 
woman should enter a room, walk acrosg

It, bow, anil sif ~uown. "How 1 should 
like to detain yon over this, a  great fa­
vorite subject of minel 

I  must stop.
Perhaps I- have succeeded in showing 

that the people o f Paris are like the peo­
ple of Athens—they may be a little friv­
olous, but they are intelligent and ar­
tistic.

VII—FRENCH COURTS.

They Are X o t Slach I,lke English Courts 
and They Resemble Those o f  America 
Still teas.
President Dupin, the greatest French 

jurisconsult of the century, once said: 
“ If I  were accused o f having carried off 
the towers of HOtre Dame in my pockets 
I  would Tun away.”  A  more severe 
criticism upon our judicial procedure 
could not have been pronounced. But 
is it too severe? Could you believe, for 
instance, that upon the least suspicion a 
French magistrate may order, on his own 
responsibility—a responsibility which 
no one has a right to question—a search, 
or an arrest in any private house? He 
may issue such a warrant upon any pre­
sumption uncorroborated upon oath.

In France we give almost unlimited 
arbitrary powers to a legion of magis­
trates, whom we expect to live in a state 
of independence on a salary of §300 to 
§500 a year, and who are, for the most 
part, the failures o f our bar. I  warrant 
that there are more judges in a French 
town of 50,000 inhabitants than in the 
whole of England—-quite as many, at all 
events. Judicial reforms have long been 
demanded by tho Democratic party, hut 
none have been made; and I am bound 
to say that nothing excites public minds 
in France less than what passes ip the 
conrts of justice. When the Frenchman 
has paid his taxes he thinks the govern­
ment ought to 6ee that everything is 
right. There are few countries, as I  
have said elsewhere, in which Demo-^ 
cratio tendencies are more marked than' 
in France. In spite of this, public opin­
ion does not concern itself about judicial 
proceedings; because there is no country 
in which authority is less respected, al­
though, strange to say, there is not one 
in which it is more feared and more 
easily^submitted to. Wo seem to accept 
all forms of tyranny in order to shirk all 
responsibility. Democracy with us chief­
ly consists jn holding up to ridicule a 
despotism, tho acts of whicii we in turn 
approve by holding up to ridicule those 
who are the victims o f it.

Let us see how French justices proceed 
with “ Frenclnnen in trouble.”

When, in England, a man is arrested 
and informed of the charge brought 
against him, he says, “ Very well, you 
will bavo to prove it;” and the inspector 
at the police station says to him, “ I must 
caution you against making any state­
ment—in fact, anything you say will be 
ased as evidence against you.” When, 
in France, a man is accused—say, for in­
stance, of stealing a watch—he is brought 
before the commissary o f police, who in­
variably says to him, “ You are charged 
with stealing a watch; the best thing yon 
-an do is to make a full confession, and 
Hie judge will be lenient with you.”

I f  he is guilty and knows that the case 
Is clear against him, he immediately 
makes a clean breast of it, and, as a rule, 
is quickly and leniently dealt with. But 
if he is innocent, or, i f  guilty, he thinks 
he can get ontof the scrape, he of course 
answers, “ You are mistaken; I am not 
guilty,”  and lus troubles begin. He is 
sent to prison, and the following day is 
taken before the examining judge, called 
juge destruction, not in public, but in 
a private room. There this magistrate 
says to him point blank: “ You say you 
are not guilty, o f course. If we were to 
listen to all o f you, none would be guilty. 
Now, enough of that nonsense. You are 
charged with stealing a watch; prove 
that you ate innocent.” Now, if the 
prisoner is guilty, it must be difficult for 
him to prove that he is innocent; but, for 
that matter, if he is innocent, it may be 
just as. difficult. I f  the first corner were 
to accuse me o f having-stolen his um­
brella a few days ago, I  could more eas-

So yon persist in your denial,”  says 
the examining judge to the French 
prisoner; “ very well, 1 will send you 
back to your prison. I  hope that next 
time I  send for you you will have re­
flected, and discovered that the best way 
to serve your own interests is to make a 
full confession.” Now this is evading 
the law, which says that a man arrested 
shall, the day after his arrest, appear be­
fore a judge. The letter o f the law is 
carried out, hut not the spirit; for no ex­
amination takes place, and very oftenno 
sworn evidence exists. The prisoner 
goes back to jail, and .the: magistrate be­
gins to get up tho case against him. If 
the accusation is o f a serious character, 
the man Is placed tin secret, that is to 
say, that not only he cannot communi­
cate with his friends, much less see them, 
but he cannot even see his counsel or re­
ceive any legal advice. How long is he 
to remain in preliminary imprisonment 
before being sent to a tribunal?

This entirely depends on the good 
pleasure of the examining magistrate 
who is allowed by the law to keep him a 
year under examination. If at the end 
of the year the case is not sent'for trial, 
the prisoner is' discharged. I  should, 
however, hasten to add that, as a rule, 
for an. ordinary theft, or an offense that 
does not require long investigation, the 
accused undergoes only from two to six 
months? preliminary imprisonment be­
fore lie is brought before bis judges. 
During that time lie is brought once or 
twicp a month to the Palais de Justice, 
to be asked by the judge if “ he still per­
sist in liis denial.”  These visits to the 
examining judge are most dreaded by 
French prisoners, especially in Paris. 
They sometimes have six, eight hours to 
wait for their turn, in a little dungeon 
six feet square, where they get neither 
food nor air. It is notMng short of tor­
ture, this inquisitorial examination hi 
private. When in the evening the pris­
oner sees his cell again, it must look to 
him like paradise compared to the hole 
he had to creep into during the day. At 
last, one day, he receives intimation that 
his trial will take jilace.

But, now, mark well where the system 
is wrong. The prosecuting magistrates, 
called the magistrature debout (because 
they prosecute standing), and the judg­
ing magistrates, called the magistratu-re 
assise (because they try cases in a sitting 
position), belong to the same get. In­
deed, the prosecuting magistrates are in 
time promoted to be sitting magistrates. 
The prosecution is not, therefore, inde­
pendent, as the defense is. The prison­
er’s case is settled before he appears in 
court;’ for both prosecuting and sitting 
magistrates have held a consultation 
over it, and the speech of the prosecu­
tion is merely delivered for form’s sake.

'The bench o f  the’Police Correctionnelle 
is composed of three . judges, so that at 
least one may be listening when the 
other two are asleep. These men have 
power to award as much as five years’ 
imprisonment and five years’ police: su­
pervision. Nothing is more prosy than 
the proceedings o f  this court of justice, 
unless some waggish prisoner be bent on 
enlivening them by exMbiting his wit in 
his answers. The following pass o f arms 
is still fresh in the memory of Parisians.

“ Prisoner,”  said the presiding judge 
one day, “ you say you are not guilty of 
robbing the. prosecutor; but he will pro­
duce three witnesses who saw you In the 
act o f snatching Ms watch from liis per­
son.”

“ Three! Is that all, M. le President? 
Why, I  could produce thousands who 
didn’t.” •

I  remember one man who was accused 
of stealing geese. Although plucked by 
the prisoner, the prosecutor maintained 
he had recognized them as his own.

“ From their consumptive; appearance, 
I  suppose!’ exclaimed the prisoner, who, 
in France, can always speak at his trial. 
“And how is it yon heard nothing when 
I  stole them? Yon ought to know that 
geese will make a noise when interfered 
with. Why, M, le President, the prose­
cutor seems to be a  most ignorant man. 
I f  he had read his "

would kgowTuattlie geese wakeTip-ffie 
Romans one morning by their noise, and 
warned- them of the approach of the' 
Gauls.”

The scholarship of the prisoner was- 
not appreciated by the magistrates, who 
gave him three months' imprisonment.
I was present in the room, and I remem­
ber that the prisoner, as he was removed, 
exclaimed, “ The magistrates are as ig- 
norant as the prosecutor!”

One of the most frequent customers of 
the Police Correctionnelle is the vagrant.
In France a man is taken up for haying 
no recognized means of subsistence. The 
first time he is convicted of vagrancy he 
is sentenced to three months’ imprison­
ment. When he comes out of prison he 
may have fiveor six francs in liis pocket, 
if lie has been industrious. His positiqp 
is precisely the same an it was before he 
went: in, except that lie is now a man 
who has been to prison, and therefore 
work, if lie be ever so anxious to get it,
Is not so easy to obtain. He fails to find 
employment, of course, and liis five or 
six francs are soon exhausted: in a few 
days he is taken up again. <

I quite appreciate the answer once 
given by a fellow who was for the sec- 
mill time charged with vagrancy.
* “ What are your means o f subsistence?” 
usked the presiding judge.

“ Why, I have lived on them,” an­
swered the prisoner.’

This second time, besides a term of six 
months’ imprisonment, the accused has 
to undergo from two to five years’ police 
supervision, which means that he must 
report himself once a week at the police 
station. Considering that, by law, Paris 
and the five or six largest towns of 
France are closed to him, it would be 
just as well, and much more human, to 
give him transportation for life at once; 
How is he likely to get employment in a 
toWnTviiere"lI5lJ scc'u pa\ L»g '..Is vetbjy 
visitto the police station? In the large 
cities lie might have had a chance.

When society, in the name of the law, 
deprives a man of his liberty.it under­
takes to provide him with the neces­
saries of life; hut if  it discharges him 
from prison, telling him lie must provide 
for himself, and at the same time im­
poses constraints upon him which make 
it practically impossible for him to earn 
an honest living, what is the conse­
quence? Vagrancy brings a condemna­
tion and police supervision; police super­
vision brings impossibility to obtain 
work; impossibility to obtain work 
brings vagranoy. This is the vicious 
circle in which he is virtually enclosed.

I f  the proceedings of the Police Cor­
rectionnelle are dull and prosy, those Of 
the court o f ’ assizes offer a different 
sight. We are now in a perfect theatre. 
Nothing is wanting but stage boxes, and 
the division of seats into stalls and gal­
leries. The prisoner himself often for­
gets his awful position, and thinks of the 
public who gaze at him. He feels like a 
sort of hero, the actor in whom the in­
terest* of the grand spectacular drama 
concentrates. Ladies o f the highest so­
ciety flock to the court, duly provided 
with scent bottles and extra pocket hand­
kerchiefs. If, as is the case in France 
nine times out o f ten, a woman is the 
cause of the prisoner’s terrible position, 
they expect sensational scenes that would 
draw at the Porte St. Martin theatre, and 
they are seldom disappointed. At last a 
little bell is rung. All are silent and 
breathless. The accused, accompanied 
by two gendarmes,-enters the court, and 
gits on a high bench, well in view of ev­
erybody. Then come the three judges, 
with their scarlet gowns, followed by 
the advocate general, or public prose­
cutor. . All take their seats solemnly. 
The performance is about to begin.

“ Prisoner at the bar,”  says the presid­
ing judge, “ stand up, and give me your 
name and surname.”  Then the examina­
tion of the accused by the judge begins.
I  cannot help thinking that the French 
are right in examining the prisoner be­
fore the jury. The French eye is remark­
ably quick to detect expression, and it 
seldom fails to understand the move­
ment of the muscles of the face. Emer­
son said he knew an experienced counsel, 
who once said to him that lie never 
feared tho effect upon a jury o f a lawyer 
Who did not believe In his heart that his 
client ought to have a verdict. Faces 
never lie. Truth tyrannizes over the un­
willing parts of the body. No man need 
be deceived Who will study the changes 
o f expression. When a man'speaks the 
truth, in the spirit of truth, his eye is 
clear and steady. When lie lies, his eye 
is .dim and muddy, and sometimes 
asquint,

When the prisoner's examination is 
over, the proceedings continue; as in 
England, noth the evidence o f the wit­
nesses, the speech of the public prose­
cutor, and the speech of the counsel for 
the defense. For the last few years the 
summing up of .tho presiding judge has 
been done away with; and a good thin, 
too, for this summing up used to be a 
second speech for the prosecution. Now 
the jury retire to consider their verdict. 
In all cases, from murder to assault, 
from forgery to ordinary theft, the jury 
have to answer the two following ques­
tions: 1. Is the prisoner guilty of the 
crime he is charged with? 2. Are there 
extenuating circumstances? Take mur­
der, for instance. The law itself makes 
no distinction between the man who has 
committed murder in a moment of pas­
sion, or jealousy, and the cold assassin 
who lias long premeditated the death of 
his victim to satisfy the basest of crav­
ings; but humanity does,

AJTrencIi jury Will always award “ ex­
tenuating circumstances” to a prisoner 

' who may be supposed to have committed 
murder under the influence of love, jeal­
ousy, revenge or despair—love especially, 
They will not uncommonly acquit a man, 
if his character is otherwise irreproach­
able, who has killed an unfaithful wife 
or her lover. Besides, the idea of capi­
tal punishment is abhorrent to the 
French; and the jury will always try to 
find extenuating circumstances to avoid 
sending a fellow creature to the guillo­
tine. And even when their consciences 
will not allow them to find these extenu­
ating circumstances, they fondly cling 
to tlie hope that the president of the re- 

. public will commute tlie sentence of 
death to one of penal servitude for life. 
No wonder that there should be relatively 
so few executions iu France; and no 
wonder that, when one takes place, there 
should be a little excitement over it. If 
the French executed criminals as freely 
as some of tlieir neighbors do, they would 
in -time get used to it and make no fuss 
about it, and would thus save some for 
eign reporters the trouble of sending to 
their newspapers sensational accounts of 
“ Exciting Scenes at the Scaffold.”

To turn to less somber subjects, I  
should like to say a word or two upon a 
kind of imprisonment that the republic 
has almost- entirely done away with—I 
mean the imprisonment for press of­
fenses.. Under the empire Republican 
journalists often got several months’ im­
prisonment for writing violent articles 
against the emperor or liis ministers 
There was really nothing very terrible 
about these condemnations except the 
name of the tiling. At the prison of Ste. 
Pelagic special, quarters were reserved 
for such delinquents, add they were tol­
erably comfortable quarters,, too. It is 
true, the- prisoner's door was locked at 
night by some one else on the outside in 
stead of by Mmself on the inside; but 
that was almost the only thing that 
could recall to him his position. All day 
long he -was free to receive friends from 
the outer world. One Would arrive with 
the latest literary sensation, another with 
.the foundation of a good lunch, and a 
right merry time was spent. When 
nothing more exciting offered, No. 8 
could call on No. 7 in hi.s room and be­
guile the hours with a chat or the com- 
‘position o f  a newspaper, article. The di­
rector himself would call and see that 
cea messieurs were happy and comfort­
able.
. The amusing part o f the business was 
that the populace imagined these poor, 
journalists to be languishing on. damp 
straw and living on bread and water for 
%hting their tattles. When the prisons

ef~ caine" cut lie was a hero to be wot* 
sliiped, and his sojourn at Ste. Pelagic 
often -led to promotion and sometimes to 
a seat in the house o f deputies. If it did 
not procure him this honor it was a pow­
erful testimonial in case he ever needed 
another journalistic post. He was al­
ways proud to add at tlie foot of his list 
of recommendations, “ Have suffered 
three months’ imprisonment tit-Ste. Fela- 
gie.”

Press offenses, were, tried in a certain 
department of the Paris correctional po­
lice court called the sixth chamber, and 
republican journalists had this name on 
the brain. One day a journalist friend 
of mine, in search of apartments for 
himself and liis wife, entered a house 
where some were to let. He applied to 
tlie concierge, who showed him over the 
place:

“ You see,”  said the concierge, “ there 
is a drawing room, a dining room, three 
bedrooms.”

“ Well,”  said my friend, “ that makes 
five rooms.”

Oh! but besides,” added the man, 
with a smile, “ we have a sixth cham­
ber”-----  - ■

Tlfat concierge must have wondered 
for a long time why the journalist took 
to. his heels so suddenlv.

VIII—THE FRENCH IN ENGLAND.
F v c i ic U m e n  D o  N o t  E m i g r a t e  E x t e n s iv e ly ,

but There Are Some Thirty Thousand
of Them: in Great ttvitaiu—Head What
They Are lake.
A  Frenchman out of France is very 

much like a fish out of water.
Of all the European people, the French 

are those who emigrate tlie least. Their 
country is large and rich enough to feed 
them and give them employment, the 
family ties are very close, the ambition 
for great wealth seldom exists, and they 
prefer living on a snug little income in 
France to acquiring a large fortune 
abroad. Not one boy is brought up with 
a view to being sent abroad when he is 
grown up. Most Frenchmen whom you 
meet settled out of France are, men 
whose career was blighted by the politi­

cal events of the last thirty or forty 
years.

Since England gave hospitable shelter 
to the crowd o f  poor Huguenots who, 
hounded out of their own country after 
the revocation of the Edict of Nantes, in 
1685, came and settled in Spitalfields, 
and created the silk weaving industry of 
England, the country has seen many an. 
inrush of French fugitives into her 1 
ders. The chief were those that l. 
place after the coup d’etat of 1851, and 
after the overthrow of the Commune iu 
JS71. A t the present time there is no 
country where so many Frenchmen are 
to he found as England. Indeed, yon 
find now over thirty thousand French­
men settled there, and the number is in­
creasing every day.- This colony is not 
only important by its number, but it is 
laborious and well united; and the Eng­
lish need not begrudge them the hospi­
tality they receive, for they are most 
useful members of the community. In 
twelve years (from 1874 to 1886) only two 
Frenchmen were condemned for acts o f 
dishonesty committed in England, and 
one of these two was only a passing vis­
itor. A  good many years ago the French 
residing in England did not know each 
other, and, for that matter, did not 
much care to make acquain lance.

Victor Hugo, Louis Blanc, Alphonse 
Esquiros, settled On England's hospitable 
shores in the early part of the year 1853. 
With them were a host of industrious 
and learned men, such as Charles Oassal, 
ex-member of the representative ̂ assem­
bly of 1848, who was soon appointed to 
the professorship of French at the Lon­
don university; Theodore Karcher, one 
of the leading journalists of France, who 
was for thirty years professor of French 
at the Royal Military academy; Valen­
tin, the famous prefect of Strasburg, 
whose prowess during the siege of that 
town by the Prussians is still engraven 
on the memory of the French; Nadaud, 
Tallandier, and many others. To these 
men, or, rather, to their memory—for 
most of them are gone now—wc French 
residents in England owe a great debt of 
gratitude. They taught the English re­
spect for France, and the French respect 
for England. They helped, by their 
Writings, to make the people of the two 
countries understand each other better. 
They were the real engineers of the Chan­
nel tunnel, as I  once heard the late Lord
H o u s t o n  c a l l  th em
