Onr Kinds o f Currency.
We have in this countryiio less than 

six kinds of currency, not including 
fractional currency for small change. 
Three of these kinds—namely, gold 
dollars, silver dollars, and United States 
notes--are invested with an unlimited 
legal-tender property in the discharge 
of contracts. The fourth kind, consist­
ing in national bank notes, is guaran­
teed by the government, and is not a 
legal-tender except in the discharge 
of monetary contracts between the 
national banks. The other two kinds 
—namely, gold and silver certificates— 
are simply certificates of deposit with 
the government," redeemable' in the 
gold or silver deposited; and in this re­
spect are merely warehouse certificates, 
and are not a legal-tender.

All these forms of currency circulate 
among the American people as money 
in the ordinary transactions o f busi­
ness. And although the gold and sil­
ver dollars are not by any means equal 
in'their bullion value, the government 
lias succeeded thus far in keeping OUr 
whole currency system up to the level 
of the gold standard by not forcing its 
•creditois to take silver dollars in the 
discharge of debte due to them from 
the government. ^

Such a earreney system is mixed and 
complicated, and involves perils in the 
future. It would, in our judgment, be 
better a d safer for the country if it 
were simplified so as to give but two 
forms of currency

In­
stead of making the double track over 
their present new line o'f right of way 
by way of Galien, may he induced to 
branch away from that at or north of 
Warren Station on the Lake Shore road 
and build to Buchanan, and utilizing 
the St. Joseph Valley including Bu­
chanan and Berrien Springs in their 
way to St. Joseph, making the two lines 
serve a double track as is now being 
done by the Michigan Central, by the 
main and air lines, between Yiles and 
Jackson. As there are no towns of im­
portance along the line already built, 
it may be expected that the chief line 
of traffic, excepting the heavy freights, 
will be this way. The present arrange­
ments will also pretty surely decide 
that Sir. Joseph will be the northern 
terminal point. Thus far there ap­
pears to be no serious opposition to the 
acceptance by the village of the terms 
offered, and the present indications are 
that the enterprise will be successful.

Th e  South Bend Tribune has the 
following regarding a case that is of 
interest in this county, as a prominent 
citizen o f  the county, Mr. George M. 
Valentine,is interested: ■

The case of J. H. Service & Son, 
bankers, of Yew Carlisle, against A. S. 
Gilson, of that place, and George M. 
Valentine, o f Benton Harbor, Mich, 
for $1,200 damages, which lias been on 
trial in circuit cour t several days, came 
to an end to-day, the jury bringing in 
a verdict for the plaintiffs, assessing 
the damages against the defendants in 
the sum of $1,130.70. The case is 
rather a peculiar one and has attract­
ed a great deal of attention. First- 
class legal talent was employed on each 
side, Messrs. Anderson and Creed of 
this city being attorneys for the plain­
tiffs, and A. L. Brick, of this city, Hon. 
Geo. S. Clapp, of Niles, and Capt L A. 
Cole, of LaPerte, for the defendants, 
f  he points in the case are that on Feb. 
16,1885; Mr. Gilson deposited a sum of 
money with Service and Son, the latter, 
George II. Service, transacting the 
business on the part of the banking 
firm. He gave Mr. Gilson a certificate 
of deposit for one thousand dollars, 
those words being written across the 
face of the certificate. There was 
nothing in the certificate to denote 
that it would draw interest although 
Service told Gilson that interest at the 
rate o f five per cent per annum would 
be allowed after six months from the 
time the money was deposited, The 
certificate was not presented until July 
1 ,1S89, over four years after the de­
posit, and then by Mr. Gilson’s son-iu- 
law, George M. Valentine, an attorney 
of Benton Harbor. Mr. Service figured 
up the interest on $1,000 which was 
$218.75, and paid over to Valentine the 
principal and int erest, in all $1,218.75. 
Before the latter 1 ef t the banking office, 
Mr. Service in turning to his ledger 
discovered that the deposit as recorded 
there was but $100. He told Valentine 
at once that a grevious mistake had 
been made and demanded that the 
latter pay back all that be received in 
excess of $100 and Interest. This 
Valentine positively refused to do and, 
left the bank.

Mr. Service learning that Valentine 
and bis wife were about to leave i.he 
state for a trip east, caused Valentine’s 
arrest while he was passing through 
this city on an east bound train the' 
same evening that tne transaction at 
the bank took place. Under the sher­
iffs care Mr, Valentiue went back to 
Yew Carlisle, gave the necessary bonds 
and was released. Then action was fit 
once begun by Service & Son in the 
circuit court to recover their money,

Mr. Gilson in answer to the com­
plaint o f the bankers avers that he 
deposited $ 1,000, and noticed soon 
after receiving his certificate for that 
amount that it contained no stipulation 
for the payment o f interest, although 
Mr. Service told him it would draw in­
terest after six months. Yotliing more 
was said or done about the matter 
until in January, 1SS9, when Service & 
Son presented a store account to Mr. 
Gilson, who said he would pay the ac­
count when the Services paid him the 
interest due on his deposit. Service 
then told Gilson that he had nothing 
on deposit in this bank. The next 
July Valentine, acting hs agent for 
Gilson, presented the certificate at the 
bank and Mr. George Service, without 
any suggestions from Valentine, wrote 
the words “ interest at five percent,” 
and computed the interest up to date 
on $1,000 paid the whole over to Valen­
tine. Mr. Gilson denies that any mis­
take was made; but if there was a mis­
take Service alone was responsible for 
it. In this Connection it may be stated 
that the certificate shows that a cipher 
had been added to the figures $100 
written in the upper left hand corner. 
The addition of this cipher was palpa­
ble to all who examined the paper, but 
there was nothing brought out in the 
evidence to prove who did it. The de­
fense will movefor a new trial.

to see liis honor, adding that, if it 
were not asking too great a favor, he 
trusted Sir Nicholas would condescend 
to “ try a fall” with him.

The Cornislnnan declined with 
many thanks, saying he was quite 
fresh; so they fell to wrestling, and in 
a moment the Corn ishman was thrown 
upon his back.

and Its Accompaniments.

"You are ensconced in a chair of lux­
urious comfort, which allows you to 
recline at any angle and in any posi­
tion. Tbe professional man, who is 
your slave for the time .befog—just as 
tbe president is the servant of the peo­
ple-goes over your mobile counte­
nance with a soft, moist sponge. This 
removes the carbon, gravel, railroad 
iron and unconsumcd food of twenty- 
four hours’ sojourn in a railroad car 
from your features. He next treats 
you to a thin layer of hot lather, and 
apologetically sponges it off, as if it 
wei’e puton by mistake, but it isn’t; it ;

“ My strength,”  answered MaSs-wa- 
we-in-ini, is that of the human family, 
no more.”

“ W e must wrestle,”  said the man of 
the red feather. “ If you should make 
me fall, you will say to me, ‘I  have 
thrown you, Wa-ge-me-na.’ ”

So they wrestled, and for a time the 
strife was doubtful, and Mass-wa-we- 
in-ini feared for himself, the little man 
was so active, but at length he threw 
him to the ground.

“I  have thrown you, Wa-ge-me-na 1” 
ho cried, and at that instant his oppo­
nent vanished into the earth.

Tlie Pyroplione.

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FATHER OF THE HOUSE.

SKETCH OF THE LIFE AND WORK 
OF TH E LATE JUDGE KELLEY.

H e Began U fa  ae Poor ta il. Got His Foot
on the Ladder* and Won a Place on a
Tory Hlglv Hong—His Death Was Just
W hat Ho Wished. I t  to Be.
The Hon. William Darrah Kelley died at 

a  ripe age and full o f honors. He dietlashe 
had: lived and as he had always wished to die 
—“ in  tho harness'’—died in peace and with­
out pain and surrounded by his family and 
these who loved him best. There is, there­
fore, no occasion fo r  deep grief, save those 
“ natural drops’* which the death o f an hon­
ored and loved one always oalls forth; but in 
his life there is- material for many valuable 
lessons and vast inspiration for  all young 
Americans. His virtues were of the firm old 
Roman order; his errors—like other men, he 
had faults—never grew out o f  a want of 
truth or patriotism, and it may most truth- 
fo lly  be said that

E v e n  h is  fa ll in g s  le a n e d  t o  v ir tu e ’s  s ide.
Very rarely. Indeed, have the principles of 

heredity been so well illustrated as in the 
case'of Judge Kelley, and his most salient 
characteristics give scientific point to Dr. 
Holmes’  humor on the “ importance of select­
ing a good. grandfather.”  From the earliest 
times the O’Kellys of northern. Ireland have 
been advocates o f  civil and religious liberty, 

bub at some time in 
the Sixteenth cen­
tury, or early inthe 
Seventeenth,, t h e  
“ Sept o f  the O’Kel­
lys”  divided on the 
religious line, one 
section becoming 
Protestant, and a 
small part of this 
section b e c a m e  
Quaker a little la- 
;er, Inthe timesof 

oppression which 
followed the viola­
tion o f the treaty 

w . » .  kellet. o f  limerick, when 
the Catholics were forbidden the exercise Of 
ttfcir religion and the Protestants were for­
bidden. to manufacture, most o f tho Protest­
ant O’Kellys sought the American colonies.

The Quakers went to Pennsylvania and 
South. Carolina, and the descendants o f  Timo­
thy O’Kelly, who located in the latter state, 
s&ll tell o f his bringing a “ shoe full o f  gold’* 
with which he bought the ancestral estate. 
He was awoolcomber by  trade. The Pres­
byterian O’Kellys mostly settled In tbenortb, 
where the name soon became-Americanized, 
and their sons and grandsons, like those of 
other Irish exiles o f that time; Were most 
ardent advocates o f  American independence. 
Fronde says that one-half the men who 
fought the British in the battles around Bos­
ton were: the immediate descendants of Dish 
exiles. The paternal grandfather of Judge 
KeUey was an officer in the Continental 
army; his mother was descended on one side 
from. Quaker exiles and on the other from 
Brench Huguenots, and thus the blood o f the 
Best stocks in  the world for bravery, sincerity 
a^d eonseientious devotion to duty was com- 
blhed in  the great Pennsylvanian.
- David Kelley, son of tho Continentalofficer 
and a. native of Hew Jersey, settled early in 
Philadelphia, and married Hiss Darrah, of 
Bucks: comity; unto them was bom , in  that 
city, William Darrah Kelley, on tholSth of 
‘April, 1S14—the youngest of four. The 
father had become Involved during the war 
and the speculative times which succeeded it, 
and in IStO lost all his property. A  few  
weeks later he dropped dead upon the street, 
leaving a widow and four young orphans 
Without means. The mother at once opened 
a  hoarding house, and by skill and industry 
seared her children and secured them a com­
mon school education; but at the age o f 11 
"tfilliam was pat to  earning his own living as: 
errand boy in a book store.

His n e t  work was os a  copy holder to the 
proof reader on The Philadelphia Inquirer, 
apd there,,he always maintained, he acquired 
mat remarkable clearness o f articulation 
Which was the charm o f his oratory through 
life. A t the: age o f  sixteen he was appren­
ticed to a jeweler—that having been his 
fetter's business—and served the apprentice­
ship o f  four years. During this era occurred 
fee memorable war between President Jack- 
sen and tho: TTnited States bank, and Phila­
delphia, especially employers and. capitalists, 
was almost unanimous for  the bank; but 
yerrng Kelley took part with, the Democratic 
minority and soon became a noted leader 
among the apprentices and young Democrats.,

Hr was an evil time. Only once before and. 
perhaps on co sineo hastho war o f party been 
se fierce and terrible as then. A ll considers- 
Cions o f fairness and personal freedom were 
oasTrto tlJb winds. Capitalists and employers 
•penly declared that-aB Jackson was making 
War On them, their employes must stand by 
them, or be counted os enemies. To barrow 
fee  language o f  The Hew York Tribune, 
‘^Democrgfic: workmen were discharged on 
all sides. yOne instance is narrated where a 
toSoress was refused w o r k  because her broth­
e r  had spoken at a Democratic meeting. Pe­
titions for  th e ‘restoration, o f the deposits’ 
were, circulated,, and workingmen refusing to 
sign are said to have been marked for dis­
charge,”

Young Kelley threw all his energies into 
the fight, and so great was his influence that 
he prevailed on many Federalist workmen to 
condemn such proscription and remain away 
§ t i a  meetings called In the interest of the 
Bonk. I t  became so difficult for him to get 
work in Philadelphia that he went to Boston 
in  1835 and obtained a good place there. His 
specialty was enameling, and, his success in it  
was so great that a costly set of gold cups, 
qtdered for tho Imauna of Muscat, brought 
Ins employers a gold: medal from the Massa­
chusetts Mechanics’ association. He remained 
four years In Boston, working hard and read- 
feghard, especially in, political history. The 
young mechanic spoke frequently in public, 
mid his name Was to be read in the Demo- 
•ratie papers along with, those o f  George Ban- 
eroft, O. A . Browiisoa and. S. H. Everett. 
HS also lectured, tad, his name appears in 
more than one o f  thelistsof lectures in which 
Emerson and Channtng were included.
• CoL James Page was so pleased with a 
speech o f Mr. Kelley at Faneuil Hall that he 
A ged  the young man to study law in his of­
fice. In 1839 he began the study, and. on the 
Iffth o f April, 1841, being then 37 years old, 
Bo.was, on motion o f Col. Page, admitted to 
the bar. This was in Philadelphia. He was 
very successful from the start. In 1843 he 
was made prosecutor o f  the pleas in, Philadel­
phia, and on the 18th o f March, 1847, was ap­
pointed a judge of common pleas. He served 
as an. appointee tfil1830, and was then elected 
fee a ten years’  term, bat the reopening of: 
tbo slavery controversy in  1854 made him a 
politician. He severed bis Connection with 
the Democrats tad assisted in constructing 
the Republican party.

In 1856 he was nominated for congress, but 
was defeated. In I860 he was a  delegate to 
the Chicago convention, and was the Penn­
sylvania, member of the committee to notify 
Abraham Lincoln o f his nomination. That 
autumn he was elected to congress, and held 
his. seat, by fuurteen successive re-elections, 
is the day o f  his death. His work in con­
gress need not bo detailed. It is a part, and 
a  very important part, o f  the history of..the 
country. He Was an ardent protectionist 
aad made the- study and defense o f  fee  Amer­
ican tariff his life work. In  this matter he 
was. in advance of his party, tad  in other re­
spects often out o f harmony with it, but on 
ail matters relating to the war tad  recou- 
strnction his Republicanism was unques­
tioned.

His-most pronounced departure Was on fee- 
finances—ha was an extreme and literally 
uncompromising advocate o f “ soft money" 
and silver coinage. He voted against every 
measure looking towards a return to specie 
payments and for  every measure to increase 
fee volume of paper and silver money. Some 
• f  bis speeches at that time were savagely de­
nounced by Republicans, and he was carica­
tured as a. “ wilcl eyed communist,”  yet he 
held his place: in the party ranks and com­
manded the continued support of his con- 
ssitndhts, though they did not indorse his 
financial views. His long, intermittent de­
bate with Garfield was. one o f fee most ca­
rious episodes o f the time,, the latter main­
taining that the decade o f 1850-60 was one 
•f “hard money and-great. prosperity,”  While 
Judge Kelley vehemently denied both propo­
sitions.

O f his honesty and snlcerity there was 
never a  question—no stain o f  corruption ever 
attaehed to-his name. For many years he 
had- been the “ Father o f the House”—the 
oldest member in continuous service. That 
distinction now devolves on Sam Randall, 
fourteen years younger than. Judge Kelley, 
Whoentered congress in ’63, os the deceased 
did  in ’61: .Cffa'ries O'Neiir, also o f Phil- 
addphia,>entered congress in ’63, but as be 
was beaten fo r  the Forty^gecond congress his 
continuous service dafei. only from  1873, 
Nathaniel P.^Banks, o f  Massachusetts, fee 
first Republican .speaker, outranks all others 
aatQpreqpdcnce, ba t ha3 really served but
little timpgOTnpaJjativelyl

lApeiwffi. Jodge Kelley was spare, delicate 
and rdther peculiar looking. Strangers usu­
ally thought’him an invalid, Os indeed he 
feaamuch o f theTaSt dozen years o f his life: 
He was twice married. Tho daughter o f  hi* 
first wife &  M rs.F , O, Horst man, o f J?hi{»-

dtupuia, and rioreuue, ms ofeeJ and best 
known daughter, married an eminent Rus­
sian scholar, Wineuski H e  also leaves 
two sons, and these, with Mrs. Horstman and 
his wife, were at his bedside when he 
breathed his last. Peace, to  his ashes, and all 
honor to the memory o f fee true patriot and 
self made American.

TH E PULITZER BUILDING.

Sketch and 1’ictnre o f  The N ew Y ork  
W orld ’s New Homo*

The‘ Pulitzer building, now in process: of 
erection near the end o f tho Brooklyn bridge, 
on Park row. at the junction o f Frankfort 
street, Hew York, will be the home o f The 
W orld newspaper. The site extends along 
Park row 115 feet and 1S6 feet on Frankfort 
street. The structure will have thirteen 
stories above the cellar and la  addition a 
dome largo enough to accommodate the 
force of editors and writers. The materials 
used will be Quincy granite, Corse hill stone 
from Scotland, buff brick and terra cotta. 
The exterior outline has been likened, to “ a 
great box with a. great tumbler inverted on 
it.’’ The tower w ill be fifty feet wide and 
five stories high from the roof of the main 
building. The reporters, editorial writers 
and managers, the file and library rooms will 
bo located here.

THE PULITZER BUILDING.
The main entrance will bo at tbo corner. 

The business offices o f  The W orld will be lo ­
cated on the first floor; and in the stories 
above, up to the twelfth, there will he 150 
offices, each having a street front. These 
will be rented. The composing room in  the 
thirteenth story will be eighteen feet in 
height, wife galleries for telegraph operators 
and proof readers. Above the composing 
room will be the photo-engraving plant tad  
a  restaurant for The World employes. The 
employes will reach these upper rooms by  
elevators running .direct without stop.

Facing the main entrance will be three pas­
senger elevators for the accommodation of 
fee rented offices. The subterranean story 
w ill be the press room, and a  gallery accessi­
ble to visitors will be arranged'so as to dis­
play to the, curious the mass o f printing ’ma­
chinery. Under the sidewalk a  dynamo 
room will furnish incandescent lights for the 
whole building. The basement proper above 
the press room will be used for the storage of 
paper and for newspaper delivery.

The general style o f the Pulitzer building 
is Romanesque. The estimated cost is $1,250,- 
000, and the site cost §630,000. The house­
warming o f  The W orld newspaper is an­
nounced fo r  September next.

CALIFORNIA’S JOURNALS.
TWO REMARKABLE ENTERPRISES 

IN SAN FRANCISCO.

The Exam iner Sends the Prize Pnpil o f  
the City on  a Six Months* Tour o f  E u­
rope—The Chronicle’s W onilsrfni B u ild­
ing-—Sensational Newspaper History.

Newspapers are the rulers of the modern 
world—at least o f  that part of it which is 
worth ruling. Outside of Turkey and Rus­
sia, there is no civilized country (if they are 
counted, as civilized) in  whiclj any adminis­
tration or policy could stand against fee 
combined newspapers.

SAN FRANCISCO CHRONICLE BUILDING.
The,.world is familiar with the great 

achievements of New Y ork journalists: The 
Herald’s Stanley enterprise, The World’s 
sending Nellie Bly around the world east­
ward and Tho Cosmopolitan’s sending Miss 
Bisland on a rival circumnavigation west­
ward. But it is something o f a surprise to 
learn of the big things done by the big jour­
nals o f San Francisco—a city that forty-two 
years ago was only “  Yerba Buena Mission,”  
a  city that in. half a lifetime rose from tbesalt 
-marsh and sandhill to more than the opu- 
lence o f old Venice or Amsterdam,

The San Francisco Chronicle is but twenty- 
five years old (within a  few  weeks), yet it  is 
now hastening the completion of one o f the 
finest publication houses in fee world; while 
its rival,. The Examiner; has just welcomed 
home its 15-year-old lady envoy from a 
European tour. On the 29th o f May last The 
San Francisco Examiner proposed to the 
mayor and school authorities o f  that city 
that it would pay all the expenses o f  an ex­
cursion abroad, including a  month at the 
Baris exposition, for any representative pupil, 
boy or girl, o f  the city schools, and of a 
teacher or either parent as the pupil might 
elect. A  competitive examination was or­
dered, and the prize was won by 15-year-old 
Miss May Ayers; who gained 651% “ credits” 
out o f  a  possible 700. Her closest competitor, 
Miss Frankie Willis, had only 24 less.

The bright girl, a  native o f  San Francisco, 
to company with, her- mother and younger 
sister, left to a few  days fo r  Europe, whence 
they returned after an  absence o f six months, 
and her comments on  foreign life, as pub­
lished to The Examiner^ have all the charm 
o f  freshness and unsophisticated youth, with 
& good deal o f quaint philosophy, , drawn 
from the child’s reading and consequent 
comparisons. Italy .interested her more than 
any other country. She inspected the ruins 
o f  Pompeii^ saw toe towers; galleries andpub- 
Itobufldtogs o f  Rome, Milan and Florence, 
pat to a. month at Baris ond visited fee most 
noted places to  Germany and England. On 
her return her schoolmates and the feaeherg

or ner uepiutmeul, tile xlinniiton Urauunitf 
school, gave her a  grand reception at the 
Palace hotel, speeches being made b y  the - 
mayor and other notables.

The history o f California journalism is a 
romance in itself. When the Americans took 
charge they found an ample lot of Spanish, 
type in an old mission, the fathers having done 
some printing; so a few practical printers 
started a weekly paper, o f which the first 
issue contained a  notice like this:

“ W o  r-ogrofc to have to announce that vve 
have no double u’s, as there are none in the 
Spanish language. W o  have, sent for-some, 
and until they arrive vve shall be compelled 
to use two v ’s instead.”

Tho Alta California is the pioneer of San 
Francisco journalism, dating from ISIS; and 
Fred. McCrellish was long accounted the 
father of the profession. But with tho close 
o f the civil war came a groat wave of west­
ward emigration, and many new journals 
were started, The Examiner and The Chron­
icle, now the great political rivals, among 
the lot. The Examiucr is Democratic, but 
politics is but a small feature of its life. I t  
is indeed a power on tbo coast, but its history 
has not been so sensational as that of some 
other papers.

For sensation pure and simple, The San 
Francisco Chronicle perhaps excels any other 
paper in the United States. Every main 
event in its history has had a sensation con­
nected with it, the contents originally were 
of a sensational order, and the lives of its 
editors, contributors and assailants were 
most sensational of all. Y et it.is now some­
what conservative in politics—that is, Re­
publican with a leaning that is called con­
servative in California.

Charles and Michael H. De Young, natives 
of St, Louis, crossed the great plains iu early 
childhood with, their parents. Their father 
died on the way, and their mother reached 
California in poverty, but went resolutely to 
work, reared the boys in tolerable comfort 
and educated them well. In those days 
working women in California had to ignore 
many fine distinctions as to their neighbors 
and associates.

In 1S65 they established The Chronicle, and 
after some o f the hardest fights in the annals 
of journalism they have made it the leading 
Republican paper of too coast. In too much 
discussed Dennis Kearney furoro The Chron­
icle at first took radical ground, but after­
wards withdrew its support and became a 
target for too abuse of too “ Rev.”  Isaac 
Kalloch. The preacher ventured to allude 
to  the editor’s mother, and Charles De Young 
shot him. He barely escaped death to be 
elected mayor, and in 1SS0 bis son shot tad  
killed Charles De Young. Michael De 
Young has since been solo proprietor, and 
has become a power in national politics.

Tho ten story building for The Chronicle, 
now rapidly nearing completion, is pro­
nounced by many experts too most conven­
ient structure for the purpose in too world. 
The skill o f architects and sanitary experts 
has been exhausted on toe plumbing, while 
the precautions against fire are so complete 
that toe structure will be at once thoroughly 
fire proof and perfectly free from malaria 
ta d  .sewer gas. In  toe cellar, or basement 
story, are located the two immense boilers, 
supplying 180 liorse power, and toe dynamos 
to keep toe 1,500 Edison incandescent lamps 
at a white glow, for such is the number of 
lamps needed to supply too  building. Three 
great double inserting and perfecting Hoe 
presses o f the latest pattern, with their at­
tachments, complete toe working machinery 
of the cellar.

On toe street floor are toe business: offices, 
with carved oaken wainscot, beveled plate 
glass doors and general finish of solid ele­
gance. Many rooms on this floor will be 
rented for stores. The elevators run in^a 
carefully inclosed shaft,with approved meth­
ods of preventing fire or accident. All the 
walls, floors, partitions, ceilings and roof are 
utterly non-combustible. Everywhere that 
toe stone is not so regarded, it is faced with 
pressed brick or terra cotta.* All toe columns 
are sheltered with fire proof jackets o f tile 
and cement, and all toe vaults and arches are 
of concrete, cement and fire clay tiles. Ex­
perts declare that if every book, paper and1 
table,, every combustible article in the ■whole 
building were piled on one floor and set On 
fire, toe flame would communicate to no other 
room.

For ventilation and sewering a most in­
genious system of piping has been devised, 
independent of the building for support, out­
side toe walls, yet tastefully covered or boxed 
in—any part o f  it  cau be reached in a min­
ute. Besides the most recent devices for 
Catch basins, and 37,000 feet of piping, there 
is a tank on the roof holding 20,000 gallons 
for flushing the pipes. Each closet and wash 
room has a  pipe leading the air therefrom 
out to and above toe top of the building, and 
thirty shafts for this purpose project above 
the roof.

On the ninth floor are toe private and edi­
torial rooms of The Chronicle, and these are 
indeed a bureau de luxe. Columns might be 
filled with a description of toe polished oaken 
floors and carved wainscoting, the mantel­
pieces and paneled recesses, the Venetian fur­
niture Of oak and stamped leather and the 
colored cathedral glass. I t  will be almost too 
fine for prosaic journalism. Besides the 
journal’s rooms there are 107 rented offices in 
the building; all these have long been taken, 
so When the Word “ ready!” is pronounced 
the building will be put in use at once from 
cellar to roof.

SPAIN’S INFANT KING.

Alfonso X II I , W hose Serious Illness Has 
Been. Reported.

Alfonso K i l l  o f Spain, toe infant king; 
whose sei’ious illness lias been reported, Was 
born to the throne o f the ancient realm. 
Shortly before his birth at Madrid, May, 
1SS6, Alfonso K II  died, leaving no male heir. 
The country was then in a turbulent state, 
with every prospect of another war of the 
succession. The reigning monarch at the 
time was the infant Queen Maria de la Mer­
cedes, princess of tho Asturias, eldest daugh­
ter of Alfonso KIT. The accouchement of 
toe mother queeu. was awaited with interest 
by  toe whole Spanish uatiion, and when the 
birth of a son was announced toe event was 
received With satisfaction at home and in the 
colonies. The babe was at once proclaimed 
King Alfonso KIH , with bis mother, Queen 
Christina, as regent.

THE INFANT SING.
The baby king has been surrounded with 

grown people principally, as Spanish’ royal 
dignity would not permit of playmates for 
his majesty of inferior rank.. The regent 
has lived in the same apartments she occu­
pied with her husband, Alfonso K II, sur­
rounded. with all toe grandeur of royal ap­
pointments, relics of the isouses o f Bourbon 
and o f Austria as they were united by toe 
union o f the Spanish monarch and Christina, 
an Austrian archduchess. From toe balcony 
o f the palace the baby king received the 
homage o f the soldiery who parade upon the 
Blaza de Armeria. According to traditional 
custom, the heir to the Spanish throne is a 
sergeant in the king’s regiment o f  Guards. 
But, as Alfonso. K i l l ,  the infant also become 
captain general of the army and commander- 
in-cliief o f  nil the forces. The chief events 
affecting the peace of Spain and the welfare

01 toe young monarch during his short reign 
were toe revolutionary uprising of Novem­
ber, 1888, and a dynamite plot in January 
following. The uprising in November was 
aimed at Senor Canovas del Castillo, a prom­
inent conservative politician,' who was a 
leader in the movement to restore too Bour­
bon rule in Spain by bringing Alfonso K II 
to toe throne.

Senor Canovas’ carriage was attacked by a 
street mob, and the occupants, Senor and 
Seuora Canovas, were rescued by too gen­
darmes. The dynamite plot of Jan. 8 con­
sisted of the explosion of a bomb within the 
royal palace, near too apartments of the 
youthful monarch. Great devastation of toe 
walls resulted, but the royal family experi­
enced no harm beyond a terrible flight. The 
bomb was doubtless exploded by Anarchists 
with the intent to murder £ho royal family..

The death of Alfonso K i l l  will place upon 
the throne ais sister, Mnria’do las Mercedes, 
now between 7 and 8 years of age.

T H E  DEAD EMPRESS.

AUGUSTA.

Stories o f  Augusta, W idow o f  Em peror 
W illiam  I  o f  Germany.

The dowager Empress Augusta of G e r­
many, who has just died, was one of the 
prominent royal characters of this period. 
With the royal ladies of England, Austria, 
and France, she shared in public attention 
for tho past twenty years. During the 
Franco-Prussian war of 1870-71 the name 
Of Augusta, then queeu of Prussia, appeared 
in all of too king’s dispatches from toe seat 
of war. The queen naturally shared some o f 
toe popularity of toe idolized king. She 
maintained associations for toe relief o f the 
sick and wounded, and in this way endeared 
herself to the whole German people. The 
war also .brought about a reconciliation be­
tween tho king and liis consort, who for 
years before had avoided each other. Au­
gusta had been averse to toe unitSn with the 
Prussian princo, which was strictly n match 
of diplomacy.

The heart of the queen had egxly beengiven 
in a truly romautic attachment. Her home 

in early life was 
the petty court of 
her father, grand 
duke of Saxe-Wei- 
tnar, where she was 
seen and wooed by 
a  n o b le  young 
Frenchman w h o  
was a passing guest 
at the ducal palace. 
Augusta and’ the 
young' noble fell in 
love at first sight, 
and in course of 

.thuo there came 
acts of indiscretion 
directly at. vari­
ance w i t h  th e  
straight laced eti­

quette surrounding her. The lovers, aided 
by maid and valet, had secret meetings, and 
at length the maid dropped a note revealing 
the trysts, and It reached too hands o f Au­
gusta’s  mother. The note was from toe 
noble Frenchman, aud in the style of lan­
guage of too Grand Monarch he set forth his 
passion and implored too fair one to flee with 
Mm to America.

A  duel between the lover and a courtier 
of toe duke was the result, and toe former 
fell, bearing a deadiy wound. Augusta cov­
ered his body with roses aud her'grief nearly 
crazed her. Then followed the marriage 
with the Prussian crown prince, Wilhelm, 
Who had himself been crossed iii love. The 
two were never lovers, only the most formal 
of friends.

As a princess Augusta was a beauty, and 
long after the first blush of youth had faded 
she was a very handsome woman. Her 
shoulders especially, were magnificent, and, 
though years of idleness and suffering played 
havoc with her many charms, she took pains 
to keep unimpaired the outlines of her form 
by skillful aids of art. The upper portion of 
her body to too neck she had incased in a 
wax armor, which was never removed. 
For many years this artifice, though 
suspected at court, was not actually 
known to be a device until a maid of the 
royal household cunningly revealed it in the 
presence of a  large company. One 
this carious minded person slipped up 
the august dame and gently touched toe 
smooth white shoulders With the point o f a 
fine needle. The empress did not wince and 
the needle was pushed a  little harder, with 
toe same result. There Was no longer; any 
doubt as to how the royal beauty maintained 
a beautiful figure in her old age. No affi­
davit goes wife this story.

T h e  f a t e  J e d g e  K n i c k e r b o c k e r ,
The late Judge Joshua C. Knickerbocker, 

Of Chicago, as his name implies, came o f 
Dutch stock, his family having settled in 
New.York nearly three Centuries ago. He 
was horn at Gallatin, Columbus county, N. 
Y ., in 1837. In 1844 bis father emigrated to 
Illinois, settling in McHenry county, where 
the sou was educated.

For awhile he taught school, but in 1860 
went to Chicago and began the study of law. 
In two years he 
w as admitted to 
the bar and began 
to practice. In 1864 
he was elected su­
pervisor (an office 
afterwards held by 
Robert T. Lincoln, 
u  o w  minister to 
England), and oc­
cupied the position 
for three years. In 
1865 he was elected 
alderman, and in ju d g e  Kn ic k e r b o c k e r . 
ISOS to toe legislature. While there ha vig­
orously opposed what was called the “ Lake 
FroufcjSteal,”  which was the giving to the 
Illinois Central railroad valuable riparian 
l’ights in Chicago, Knickerbocker was beaten 
in fee legislature, but the “ steal”  was long 
afterwards rendered void by Justice Har­
lan, of the supremo court of the United 
States.

Ill 1869 Knickerbocker was nominated for 
probate judge at Chicago, but was defeated; 
but in 1ST? was elected to the office, which 
he held till his death.

Judge Knickerbocker had a large circle of 
friends in Chicago, and was greatly respected 
for his sterling integrity and his ability as a 
jurist.

** The Kulilin Murder.
W ife this are given portraits of Mi’s. Knif­

fin, who was recently murdered so mysteri­
ously iu Trenton, N. J.,aud Emma Purcell 
and Dr. Kniffin, who were arrested, fee first 
named charged with toe murder and the 
other with being accessory thereto. This 
outline of the crime is added for the benefit 
o f those who have not kept the run o f the 
news in regard to this crime.

Dr. Kniffin, a dentist of Trenton, left home 
to go to Broadway, Pa., to negotiate for the 
purchase of a farm. W ith his wife remained 
Emma Purcell, her cousin, a typewriter by 
occupation. Iu toe morning the Kniffin

rooms were found in great disorder. Mrs. 
Kniffin was dead from chloroform and Miss 
Purcell Was lying on toe floor clad only in her 
night dress. She said that burglars had en­
tered the place. This was doubted, and Miss 
Purcell and Dr. Kniffin were placed under 
surveillance. Dr. Kniffin then • attempted 
suicide When the coroner’s inquest con­
vened Miss Purcell declined to answer ques­
tions, and both were arrested. They were 
later bailed in 320,000 each.

CALVIN S. BRICE.
Named fur United State's Senator by  the 

Democrats o f  Ohio,
Galvin S. Brice, nominated'for toe United 

Estates senatorship from Ohio by toe Demo-, 
crats, was named for the place in 1888, his 
closest adherents then insisting that nothing 
was too high for-the abilities of Cal Brice. 
He was chairman o f the Democratic national 
campaign committee in the last Cleveland 
canvass. His name was new in national pol­
itics, although be bad beena figure in the St. 
Louis convention which renominated Cleve­
land. . . - .
’ Mi* Brice was a student and a soldier dur­

ing the war, and has always kept a close eye 
on practical politics. He attended'every 
convention and was a worker, but he refused 
‘all nominations for office. * After graduating' 
in law be became a  railroad attorney, still 
paying attention to politics. In 1880 he 
stumped for  Hancock, His first important 
work in toe line o f  those abilities feat dis­
tinguish him—organizer and manager—wa3 
in  connection with the Lake Erie ancfiybst- 
em  railroad. He afterward was the chief 
mover &  fesjconstruction of a road narallel-

Mr. Brice has been noted throughout life 
for  his active and energetic habits. But he is 
a genial companion andnfond family man as 
well. The summer he was selected as chair­
man of ton Democratic campaign committee 
he had arranged to go to Europe with his 
family. They went without him, and on tho 
return his daughter declared that all toe 
party missed in Europe was “ Pa.” Among 
his social friends he has told this joke on his 
early experience as abarrister iu an Ohio vil­
lage. When he was quite young he won a 
suit before a justice of the peace, hut the op­
posing counsel took out an appeal to a higher 
court. In a few days Mi-. Brice’s client came 
to him and said: “ Cal, I  want to pay yon 
what I  owe you; as this case is to go into 
court I'll have to hire a lawyer now.”

This reflection on his youth and iuexpari- 
enco did not put a damper on his ambition. 
He pushed ahrad, became a specialist in cor­
poration law, and has amassed a fortune of 
many millions.

A  Prominent Architect Dead.
The architectural profession has lost one of 

its most talented members by toe recent 
death o f John McArthur at Philadelphia. 
Mr. McArthur was born in Scotland in 1823. 
Ho went with his parents to Philadelphia, 
when be was a lad of 10 years, and was ap­
prenticed to a carpenter. He occupied him­
self evenings studying drawing and architec­
ture, and afterwards attended night school 
in Carpenter’s hall, giving his attention to 
designing. His talents soon secured him rec­
ognition, tad he early secured eminence in 
his profession.

In 1848 his pita for a house of refuge at 
Philadelphia secured too first premium, tad 
he was intrusted 
with tho erection of 
t h e  building. In 
1850 h e  w a s  ap­
p o in t e d  superin­
tendent of the work 
of building toe east 
wing o f the Penn-j 
sylvania hospital. /
He built the Conti-' 
nental and Girnrdi 
hotels, toeresidence 
of Geo, W. Childs, 
t  h e Philadelphia 
Mercantile library, 
a n d  many other 
edifices, including 
a large number of churches. During the 
civil war Mr. McArthur Was architect for 
the war department. After toe war he erect­
ed the building of toe navy department at 
Washington and naval hospitals in Philadel­
phia, Mare Island, Cal., and Annapolisl The 
most important structure which he designed 
and built was the new city hall at Philadel­
phia; which has thus for cost the city §14,- 
000,000. Tit is and the erection o f United 
States buildings have occupied his time for 
the past eighteen years.

Tlie Xate Senator tepltam. ■
Ex-United States Senator Elbridge Gerry 

Lapham, who died recently at his home on 
toe shore of Canandaigua lake, N. Y ., be­
longed to  toe school o f statesmen that has 
now practically passed away—the school of 
Sumner, Wilson, Hamlin, Douglas and their 
colleagues. And like many of them his life 
was a sort of epitome of toe transformations 
Of American politics, for he entered public 
fife as a Democrat, became a Van. Buren free 
soiler in 1S4S and. eventually a .Republican.

He was born at Farmington, N, Y ., Oct.
IS, 1814, his fatoer, 
Judge John Lap- 
ham, being an emi­
nent Quaker— toe 
sect having a settle­
ment in, that vicin­
ity. A t the Can­
andaigua academy 
he was the class­
mate, room mate 
and intimate friend 
of Stephen A.Doug- 
las. After working 
some time as a civil 
engineer he studied 
law, and was ad­

mitted to the bar in 1844. He located in 
Canandaigua and remained to the end of his 
life as a practicing lawyer. Although an ac­
tive Bepubliean, he held no office till 1867, 
when he iVas chosen to toe constitutional con­
vention.

In 1874 he was elected to congress from, toe 
Twenty-seventh district and re-elected three 
times, but before taking his seat in the fourth 
term he was chosen to the United States sen­
ate to succeed Roscoe Conkh'ng. A t the same 
time Warner Miller was chosen to succeed 
Mr. Platt. The disputes o f that memorable 
contest are still fresh ill the public memory, 
and though Mr. Lapham, like all others en­
gaged in the matter, was savagely denounced 
at toe time, toe public confidence in him re­
mained unshaken. He retired to private life 
at the clo'.eot his term in 1SS5, and lived very 
quietly thereafter. He was in feeble health 
for a year before his death and died of heart 
failure.
