33. P . Shively, o f South Bend, has 
had enough of Congress, and declines 
to he a candidate for re-election.

Switchmen on the Chicago & North­
western railroad have gone on a  strike, 
and it is expected that all o f  the west­
ern roads will be involved.

Spotted fever, in a malignant form, 
has appeared in Tennessee, a number 
o f  deaths having occurred. Those af­
flicted with the disease live but a short 
time.

The Louisiana lottery is in  the mar­
ket to buy some State legislature, and 
the whole country is watching with 
interest to see where they w ill find a 
body o f law makers dishonest enough 
to accept their ill-gotten gains.

The N ew  York papers are indirectly 
doing Chicago the greatest possible 
kindness by their spiteful sayings. 
Nothing yon could do would more cer­
tainly enlist the sympathy o f the entire 
country with Chicago.

A. hill requiring that United States 
flags he placed on school buildings in 
towns and cities o f  more than one 
thousand inhabitants, and also pro­
viding for  military instruction, was 
introduced Monday in  the Iowa Senate.

W ill this congress do anything to re­
deem this country from  the influx o f 
criminals that are coming to our shores 
from the countries o f Europe every 
day ? The rapid increase o f  crime and 
filling up of our prisons, poor houses 
and asylums can be traced directly to 
Castle Garden, and there should he 
means adopted to check it.

The latest American industries to 
attract the attention o f  English cap­
italists is the creamery plants. Last 
week a large share of that business in 
Wisconsin was reported sold to an 
English syndicate. It  will he but a 
few  years before the profits o f all o f 
our live industries will be taken to 
England, i f  these transfers are followed, 
and this country placed on a footing 
with Ireland as a payer o f  tribute to 
England’s wealth.

The Democrats having obtained con­
trol o f  Ohio, have set about redistrict­
ing the state so as to make it solid for 
about three-quarters of the congress­
men, and some o f the district lines they 
have drawn in order to get the districts; 
to  suit them, are said to very much re­
semble the worm of a rail fence. They 
are now contriving a plan for captur­
ing a similar portion o f the presidential 
electors,by alawproviding that electors 
shall be elected by congressional dis­
tricts. Great managers are the demo­
crats, when they get the reins all in 
one hand.

T h e r e  was an entertainment in 
Rough’s opera house Monday eveing, 
poorly attended and a poor entertain­
ment so it makes a fair “stand off”  be­
tween the audience and the company. 
Show* companies give Buchanan a rep­
utation o f being a poor show town, 
which is probably a fact, but when it 
is considered how few  respectably 
good entertainments our people have 
an Opportunity to see, i t  Is a wonder 
that they patronize any o f  them. A  
real good opera house man ager keeps 
himself thoroughly posted on what 
companies are good and is able to in­
form the patrons o f the house when 
they may expect to see a good show 
and when a snide. Where there are 
such managers good entertainments 
are patronized and poor one3 are not.

A n  English syndicate has gobbled 
Congressman Wheeler’s  shipyards at 
Bay City for S3,500,000. Wheeler and 
his former associates receive half that 
amount in cash and half in  stock, both 
parties retaining $1,000,000 each to be 
used in improving the already large 
plant. The papers were signed in Lon­
don nearly two weeks, ago, and have 
reached West Bay City properly ex­
ecuted,and the transfer hasreally been 
mad£. The company has nine vessels 
on the stocks now, and has just closed 
a contract for  two fine steel steamers 
fo r  the Elint & Pere Marquette rail­
way company,, which must be com­
pleted by N ov. 1, The work3 will be 
enlarged to more than double their 
present capacity, which will make the 
plant the largest on the lake. There 
will be no change in the present offi­
cers, hut the hoard o f  directors will he 
enlarged to admit representatives of 
the new owners. The deal was engi­
neered by an English lawyer, who re­
ceived a cash consideration of $100,000 
for his services.

A  farm in Kent, England, that has 
been let for many years at a rent o f 
£ 1,000, has lately been relet to the same 
tenant fo r  £500. This is said to be a 
fair example o f  the decline o f  farm 
values in England. W ill some Grover 
Cleveland tariff reform advocate hob 
up to  remark that it is all on account 
o f  England’s “ robber tariff?”— Chicago 
In ter Ocean.

Monday morning George Jackson, an 
aged man, tried to light his pipein the 
derrick o f  the Bally gass well, near 
Marion, Ind. A n  explosion followed, 
and be and several others were more 
or less seriously injured. Prom the 
month o f  the well there issued a vol- 
umn o f  fire and water- 100 feet high.

ADDITIONAL LOCALS

Tw o men broke into the postoffice in 
Dayton on Wednesday night o f  last 
week,‘stealing^ lot o f stamps and some 
goods from DeArmond’s and Kern's- 
store. The losers of the property wait­
ed until the tlieives could have a good 
start o f about fifteen hours and then 
notified Under Sheriff Palmer who 
started in pursuit. He found where 
they had stopped at the Terre Coupee 
Prairie school house to change old 
clothes for new and from there tracked 
them plainly to Warren Center when 
all trail was lost. Pour fellows were 
arrested in  South Bend for selling 
stamps on the street but too early for 
any connection with the Dayton trans­
action. The safe in DeArmond’s store 
was spoiled by the transaction. This is 
the second robbery o f  that safe within 
a short time.

W hen Mr. Dallin settled for right 
o f way for  the Indiana & Lake Michi­
gan road he was charged an outrageous 
price in nearly every instance, the 
right o f way through one twenty acre 
piece costing him more than the entire 
twenty acres is worth. Considerable 
o f the same spirit appeal's to have been 
met in the procuring o f  right o f way 
for the new road to this place. While 
those interested in the purchase o f 
right o f  way expect to pay a decently 
high price for the privileges expected, 
no contracts have been entered into 
making it necessary to build the road. 
The only thing that is now. in the way 
o f Buchanan having the new road, and 
have it speedily, is this one question o f 
the cost o f  right o f way. N o such 
prices will be paid as were paid by Mr. 
Dallin in the case o f the other road, 
and i f  it can not be avoided in any 
other way the entire enterprise will be 
abandoned. .Some changes may be 
made in the line, for the better accom­
modation o f those whose farms are cut 
by the road, so as nearly as possible to 
follow the dividing lines, and that be­
tween the marsh and upland, placing 
the road where it will be o f the least 
possible inconvenience to the land 
owners. Whether Buchanan has a 
north and south railroad or not de­
pends entirely upon this one consider­
ation, and the manner o f its settlement.

Those Good Old Days.
In  those good old times o f long ago 

before the present “ war tariff”  made 
the “necessaries o f life”  so dear, how 
was it with the farmer? The free 
trade organs and attorneys are telling 
him that he has to pay a war tax on 
almost everything he has to buy; how 
was it back in 1S45. for instance? A  
good way to find out is to turn back to 
the old account books and ledgers o f 
those good old times. Mr. F . Hodgman 
o f Climax, Mich., to satisfy his own 
curiosity, has been doing this and here 
is what he says to the Tribune:

In  looking over some o f my father’s 
old books, kept in the good old Demo­
cratic days when Polk was President, 
I  have been interested in noting the 
prices o f various articles bought and 
sold by him and how much better (?) 
off the farmers and common laborers 
were in those good old times before 
the Republicans had put a “ war tariff”  
on everything they had to buy than 
they are to-day. Perhaps your readers 
may he interested in the figures. They 
are from actual transactions in Cli­
max.

The figures taken from Mr, Hodg- 
man’s hooks show that the farmers in 
those good old times received 75 cents 
a bushel for wheat; @1 a bushel for 
beans; 10 cents a pound for butter; S 
cents a pound for lard. Farm laborers 
received @1 per day in harvest time; 
carpenters the same; corn huskers 
62% cents; man and team drawing logs 
@1.25 per day.

Now, what was the purchasing 
power o f the farmer’s and farm labor­
er’s dollar in those good ,old times? 
Mr. Hodgman’s books tell the story. 
For their “ necessaries o f life”  they had 
to pay 45 cents per quire for paper; 
88 " cents per yard for gingham; 
15 to 22 cents per yard for calico; IS 
cents per yard for drilling; @1 per yard 
for satinet; 21 cents per yard for linen; 
8 cents per pound for nails; 12 to 18 
cents per pound for sugar; 10 cents a 
paper for  pins; @2.50 per barrel for 
salt!

Compare these prices with those o f 
to-day and then ask the free trader to 
sing his plaintive song about the “ war 
tariff”  on “ the necessaries o f life”  to 
the marines.

The Tribune recommends all farmers 
and merchants who were in active life  
in “ those good old times”  to do as Mr. 
Hodgman has done—look up their old 
account hooks and note down the 
prices received and paid by the farmers 
before the present “ war tariff”  was im­
posed. That is a good way to find out 
how much truth there is  in what the 
free traders are telling them about the 
burdensome “ war tariff” on the neces­
saries o f life.—Detroit Tribune.

The Markets and the Outlook.
The wheat market developed interest­

ing phases the past week, under liberal 
export business and a growing belief 
that the grain was getting scarce, prob­
ably the result o f an overestimated 
crop. But yesterday values got “knock­
ed into a cocked hat”  by the govern­
ment estimated that the wheat still in 
farmer’s hands was 31,000,000 bushels 
more than the quantity one year ago. 
A  loss o f % @ ,le resulted, cash No. 2 
red going to 79c and May No. 2 red to 
80%e, with a .small rally forward, 
which left cash and May l% c  net 
lower than a week before. One year 
ago cash No. 2 red was 95@9Cc, or 
fully 16c dearer than now. It  is nota­
ble that London is quoting only 2 
pence per quarter o f eight bushels 
lower than at this time last year for 
English wheat. The fact helps the be­
lief that American prices are too low 
to stay.

Corn has a little more than held its 
own in this market. Oats hold a sim­
ilar position, and even at the low 
prices prevailing both cereals are too 
plenty to develop much investment 
buying. Rye alone remains steady 
around 47c per bushal. Barley in­
creases in dullness as the weather may 
soon he too warm for malting. Clover- 
seed advanced 5c during the week but 
dropped hack to old prices, or @3.25, at 
whigh it has few  friends.-

On the whole farm products have 
lost rather than gained during the 
week. There is plainly too much ground 
used for the cultivation o f wheat, corn, 
and oats, and while the world’s political 
horizon is peaceful these crops promise 
to be -larger next year, for in America 
at least many o f the states have in­
creased their wheat area. The situa­
tion is a strong argument in favor o f 
“diversified farming.”  Michigan devel­
oped its great salt industry by paying 
a bounty for some years, and who now 
says that money was ill spent by the 
state? Supposing Michigan should 
now in a similar way encourage the 
developement o f beet sugar, would not 
certain economists hob up and say it 
was another branch o f  “ tariff robbery”  ? 
The same pretended friends o f  the far­
mers prefer to buy sugar from German 
beets, w h ile ' Germany interdicts 
American pork on the thin excuse that 
it is less healthy than other pork.

By the way, what farm truck do 
Americans lug to Germany in the way 
of barter for her sugar, heaps, potatoes 
and manufactured goods 1—Detroit 
Tribune*

“ Yes, practice is a great thing, hut 
Tve been a stamp clerk for ten years, 
and yet yesterday I  made a mistake in 
counting out a small number of one 
cent stamps. Still, practice is a great 
thing.’ ’

“ W ell, I  should like to have your 
place, that’s all. It can’t he very hard 
to sell postage stamps.”

“ I  wish you had it, as you think it 
is so easy. But. should you try it a 
day, you might think differently,”  

This conversation between two ac­
quaintances occurred in a  city postof­
fice some time ago.

Of the imprisoned insect is owing to 
chemical action simply, and that the 
effect is produced in almost exactly 
the same way that a person is poisoned 
by coming in contact with a poisonous 
plant.—St, Louis Republic.

.. A  Cat Trap.
Over in a certain west side neigh­

borhood the residents have been great­
ly  annoyed by a horde o f howling cats, 
and as poison, bootjacks', soap dishes 
and other bric-a-brac have proved un­
availing in attempts to arrest the 
plague, the people haye been at a loss 
what to do. Finally an inventive 
young man arranged a trap which has 
proved highly effective in some cases. 
He first spent some time in fixing up 
an artistic wire noose, and this he ar­
ranged over a pulley in tbs shed just 
hack of his hbuse,

It was so arranged that a cat pok­
ing 1ns head through the noose would 
spring the trap, and a ten pound dumb­
bell on the other end of the wire would 
descend and jerk the offending feline 
np toward the roof. In  a day or so 
the remains of the animal would be re­
moved.

A t the time the marshalship 
was reached the vote stood on the last 
ballot, Hathaway 62, Snyder 55, and 
this, by democratic addition, is made 
152. A t  one time during the caucus 
122 votes were cast, and then several 
democrats voted who had no right to 
do so in a republican caucus.

Millions T hat Have Never Been Redeem ed.
Pacts A bout Counterfeits.

“ Say, are these any good?”  inquired 
a timid looking- young man o f Door­
keeper Braly at the sub-treasury the 
other day, as he exposed to view a half 
dozen pieces o f ragged, dirty paper. A  
close inspection revealed 'that they 
were fractional paper currency or 
“ shinplasters,”  such as played so im­
portant a part as a  circulating medium 
before the resumption of specie pay­
ment. The young man was directed 
to the small change room, where B. 
C. Haff took the soiled and crumpled 
bits in his hands, smoothed them out 
with the hasty touch of an expert, 
singled out one of the pieces and 
turned around to a bit of wood that 
looked like a small butcher’s block, and 
struck on it the selected piece of paper 
a whack with a Steel instrument. Then 
turning to the young man, he replied:

“ These five are good, but that oue 
is counterfeit.”

As he spoke he handed hack the 
spurious note paper, and across the 
face was the word “ counterfeit,”  cut 
clean and cleai*. The steel instrument 
with which he had struck the paper 
was a sharp stencil die that cut the 
tell tale word so clearly that it could 
never he effaced, and the veriest fool 
could see that it  was worthless.

“ Do you want these redeemed?”  con­
tinued Mi*. Haff* as he pointed to the 
five grimy slips on the marble coun­
ter.

“ Yes, sir, i f  you please,”  stammered 
the youth, as *he eyed with surprise 
and fear the mutilated piece returned 
to him. Mr. Haff put two bright sil­
ver dollars and a silver quarter on the 
counter, which the boy picked up in a * 
hurry as though lie was afraid they 
would be taken back again.

“ Do you get much of that old frac­
tional currency now?” was asked 'of 
Mr. Haff as the boy went out.

“ No,”  he replied, “ we get very lit­
tle now, not more than $2,500 a year. 
The amount coming in for redemption 
is growing less .and less every year. 
It used to come in here by the bushel 
basketful. But for many years now 
it has only come in in  driblets. "We 

. seldom get as much at a time as. that 
young man just brought in.”

“ Then it has most all been redeem­
ed, has it?”

“ No, indeed, and what is more, a 
very large amount will never be re­
deemed. There is now outstanding of 
the old fractional paper currency 
something like $15,000,000. And o f 
this it is estimated that not more than 
$3,000,000 to $5,000,000 w ill ever come 
in  now.”

“ But where is the rest and w hy will 
it not come in for redemption?”

“ A  great deal o f  it has been worn 
out by_ the wear and tear o f twenty 
odd years o f usage. A ny quantity o f 
it has been burned up in the many fires 
that have occurred- since the time it 
was issued, and in  numerous other 
ways it has been lost and destroyed. 
Then there are some other people who 
hold all they can get to use in sending 
small amounts by mail, finding it very 
handy for that purpose. Then, too, 
the old currency is  now so scare that 
people keep the occasional pieces'that 
come to hand as curiosities or pocket 
pieces. -A  great many coin collectors 
nave crisp," unworn specimens o f it in 
their collections. One wealthy gen­
tleman in this city I  know carries in 
his pocketbook, wrapped up with the 
greatest care, four clear, bright * speci­
mens, a  fifty, a  twenty-fiye, a  ten and 
a five cent piece. He says it was the 
first money he ever earned. It was 
paid to him in  these. identical pieces,. 
brand new.f rom the press, and he has

Preserved them ever since for luck. I  
o  not believe you could buy them 

from -him for $1,00(1 each. ...He calls 
them 'his reserve capital, and if  -he 
ever loses the million or more he . is 
now reputed to  be worth he will have 
his ninety "cents reserve to  fallback  
on.”  *: , ■ ■ .. ■

A  good deal o f the fractional cur­
rency that comes into the subtreasury 
for  redemption turns out tobe.counter-' 
feit, and the moment it  comes into the 
i?aqds ojf  the money changers J?Qhat

institution, no matter wlionands it in, 
it is hurried to the block and branded 
with the stencil cutting die. They ask 
no permission, hut just go and doit. 
The same rule is followed, too, in  the 
rotunda where the hills o f larger de­
nominations come in. Sometimes men 
got very angry when their bad bills 
are handed back to them mutilated in 
such a manner that they cannot he 
used.

A  few days ago the South Ferry 
company sent up to the sub-treasury a 
bundle o f the fractional currency, re-
Sresenting about $100. It  had been 

iscovered hack of a partition in the 
old ferry house, where it had either 
been stowed away or misplaced and 
was found when the old building was 
tom  down to make room for the new 
structure. Mr. Haff shuffled through 
the pile, and not only pronounced it 
all counterfeit, but discovered that 
some of it had been brought to the 
sub-treasury at least twenty years ago, 
as the marks o f  the old stamps used as 
long ago as that to mark counterfeit 
paper money was still plainly visible 
on them. Each piece was subjected to 
the cutting process, and will-probably 
not he presented again, for redemption.

A ll the fractional paper currency 
that is redeemed at the sub-treasury is 
sent to the treasury at Washington, 
where it is placed'in the crematory 
and burned up, and -all that is left is a 
sediment of slag, a single pound of 
which may represent $100,000; the 
balance floats off as smoke and gas.— 
New York Commercial Advertiser.

The debt o f the city o f Paris now 
amounts to 790 francs for every man, 
woman and child within the city lim­
its; in Frankfort the debt is 317 francs 
per head, in Milan 219, in  Berlin, 154, 
in The Hague 130, in Brussels, the 
most heavily indebted of all European

Journalist, Reporter, Editor.
At the recent annual dinner of the 

Pittsburg Press club, George S. W el- 
shons (St. Geo.), one o f the best known 
and wittiest newspaper men of the 
state, got off the following in response 
to the toast “ The Reporter*,”

“ Thertare three grand divisions,” 
Mr. Welshous said, “ in  newspaper 
work—journalists, reporters and edi­
tors. Speaking more acurately, there 
are three stages of development, A  
journalist is a calf reporter. He is a 
reporter in the miniature tadpole 
stage, when his head is so big that it 
hikes all the rest of his person to shove 
it around. If he is lucky, b y  and by 
he becomes a reporter. After a report­
er’s legs wear out they make an editor 
out o f him. The final stage o f  a frog, 
you know—the extreme removal from 
the tadpole—is the bullfrog, too stiff 
to jump, too old and tough to eat, 
who just sits on the bank and bellows. 
That is an editor.

“ In the old days the editor called a 
man a  chicken thief; nowadays the re­
porter finds the feathers in  his back­
yard. The weapon of the old time edi­
tor was the epithet; that o f the modern* 
reporter is the evidence. W hat the 
editor used to assert the reporter now 
proves.

“ I f  the people who complain of 
What the reporter writes about them 
would ouly consider what lie does not 
write about them, they would shrine 
him in  the friendliest corner o f their 
hearts. The waste baskets in a daily 
newspaper office of any town do more 
to keep its citizens in good repute than 
any other agency, excepting the fear 
o f the law and tbc hereafter. Not all 
that the reporter writes is truth. He 
is not infallible himself, and those 
who are the sources o f  his information 
are much less so. There are very 
many meu who cannot tell a straight 
story. There are others who do not 
try to. The man who tells the story 
to the reporter is usually an interested 
party. He has a purpose to serve in  
metamorphosing this or suppressing 
that. The reporter has no desire ex­
cept to get tne truth accurately and 
completely, and to write it quickly and 
entertainingly.

“ All men do not love the importer,, 
and I  am glad o f it. The fear and ha­
tred o f bad men is as a chaplet above 
his brow. It is the assurance of his 
honesty to his badge o f honor as a ser­
vant of truth. I f  the time ever comes 
when all men love the reporter, it will 
be time to bury him. He will have 
forgotten his mission,betrayed his trust 
ana shamed the noble fellowship o f 
men who have made the white cross of 
the Pittsburg reporter the decoration 
of a legion of honor.”—Exchange.

Sm all .Collectors*
That the growing desire for the pos­

session o f good pictures is not confined 
to buyers with heavy pockethooks is 
daily evidenced in the experience of 
those who are familiar with the in­
crease of art taste in  this community. 
The most appreciative picture admir­
ers are not those who desire that their 
possessions shall be known, to all men, 
and the best pictures are not by any 
manner of means altogether those that 
are most known to the public, or that 
are component parts of large and im­
portant collections

It would he interesting, if it were 
possible, to learn about the scores of 
individuals who, in a small way, have 
collected a few good pictures for their 
personal enjoyment, and concerning 
which the public knows nothing 
whatever. There are in  New York prob­
ably several hundred such small collec­
tions o f not over half a dozen canvases 
each that would surprise the commu­
nity could they be brought.out to  pub­
lic view in one large exhibition. One 
amateur, who makes very little dis­
play, has in his possession three pic­
tures only, hut these he considers 
would put to shame many more pre­
tentious collections. One of his pic- 
tures is a curious work by Turner mat 
the amateur picked up in London and 
that has an interesting history. The 
picture that, like many others.by Tur­
ner, is little more than an experiment 
in ‘color, represents a grotto with sur­
rounding landscape. It was painted 
by Turner on a time wager after a din­
ner at which the artist and his friends 
were present. The picture was given 
to the host, andwas pui’chasedbythe 
present owner from the family of the 
original possessor.—New York Star.

A n Autom atic Rabbit*
B. *H. Worrall, proprietor o f Queen’s 

Park, Morley, has invented an auto­
matic “ rabbit,”  which, it is said, meets, 
almost all the requirements of the 
sport o f coursing. It fits in  a socket 
attached to an endless wire running in 
gutters below ground, only a narrow 
slot showing on the surface.
