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Why Tlmnt er btorms Affeet Milk.

During electrical disturbances it
seems that cream and milk are put
into a condition to sour easily. The
probable cause of this, the editor of
the Cultivator (Albany) explains as
follows: The effect of an electrical
discharge is to decompose a portion of
the atmosphere, by which ozone is pro-
duced, This substance has peculiar
properties from its intense activity as
an oxide of oxygen, and its action is
often believed to be, and may be, the
cause of the sour of milk, beer, and
fresh wine during what are known as
thunder storms. The dzone isdiffused
through the air, and is'believed to be
the cause of the strong acid odor which

prevails after the storm is passed, No

doubt if the milk is ‘Submerged in-wa-
ter, and.accessof air is-prevented, no
result of the kind need be apprehend
ed; and as the more milk is exposed to
the air the more it will be effected by

the ozone, the milk in-open shallow |

pans ‘will be -acidified more readily

than that in deep pails, although these |

may be open. In ourlong experience;

‘however, the writer adds, we have |

never had any milk affected in this

way. either in shallow pans or deep
- pails, and are of opinion that the heat

of the airpreceding thunder storms is
more directly the ageni in-the souring

of the milk than the ozone that may

Care of the Teeth,

The temporary teeth should havethe
best possible care. . Their function is
an important-one; they are to “hold the
fort” until the permanent are ready to

give way to their successors with the
cheerfulness of a displeased politician.
It is, therefore, a mistake to suppose
that on account of ;their temporary
character their decay is a matter of
little consequence, or that they may be
extracted at any time without injury.

They should be kept in the best condi-
tion possible until the development of

their 'successors absorbs their roots,

and they become loosened. If this

looseéning fails to take place, as fre-

quently occurs, they should be drawn
as soon as the crown of the per-

manent tooth appears through the

gum, in order that the latter may take

its proper place in line. Two or three

times a year is not to often to have a

a dentist examine the mouth of a child,

till. the permanent teeth have.devel-

oped.

The first molar of each sef, known
as the six year molar, may appear any-
where live to seven years of age, and
this, hesides bemg the first of the per-
manent teeth, is also specially liable to
decay. Very generally it is the first
tooth requiring the dentist’s forceps,
and may be drawn Dbefore the twelve-
year molar of the same set makes its
appearance. In this case the looser, as

- the cavity will be partially filled by

other teeth when they appear, often
believes that his quota of teeth has
been less than his neighbors. Even
parents often confound these molars
with the temporary set and neglect
them when known to be diseased, snp-
posing they will soon give place to
others. The second set-of molars ap-
pear at about the age of twelve, and
the last, or wisdom teeth, five or six
years later. The advent of any of
these is lialle tp be accompanied by
soreness, ulceration, or more serious
complications; the eyes‘or ears may be
affected, or serious nervous troubles
may result.

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A STORMY LIEE EN'DED

THE LONG AND CHECKERED CAREER
OF THE LATE GEN. FREMONT.

His Early Services as an Explorver of the
Great West—The Conquest of Califor-

* nia—The Pathfindex’s nomannc Mar-
risge—His, Later Years.

Gen. John, C. Fremont, who died in
New York city the other day, was bom
Jan. 21, 1818, at Savannah, Gas His
father had come from France and mar-
tied a Virginian. He died when John
Charles was 5 years old, and the widow
took her children to Charleston, S.C.
There the boy remained for more than
ten years.

At 17 years of age he entered Charles-
ton. college. There hewas an excellent
scholar, but his infractions of discipline
were so marked that he received numer-
ous warnings and was then expelled.

After this he went in a naval vessel,
the: Natchez, for a two years’ cruise to
teach midshipmen. When he returned
the fdacnlty of Charleston colletre relent-
ed and gave him
his degree. Go-
ing to Baltimore
he passed an ex-
amiination for
professor in the
United Statesna-
vy and was ap-
pointed toaship.
He declined his
appointment, &
however, to go
on a survey fora
proposed rail-
road, After this
sarvey he went in a military recon-
noissance of the mountains of the Cher-
okee country, in Georgm, North Carolina,
and Tennessee

This expedition developed in Fremont
a taste for exploring wild countries.
He joined Jean Nicholas Nicollet, who
wag exploring for the government, and
while with him, in July, 1838, was com~
missioned a second lieutenant of topo-
graphical éngineersin the United States

Tws‘:o years later Fremont went to
‘Washington with Nicollet to assistin
making*up a report of their explorations.
Serator Thomas Benton, of Missourd,
was then one of the great men of the
nation, His second daughter, Jessie, was
a school girl at Georgetown. Fremont:
went there one evening to a school exhi-
bition and met her, Shewasveryyoung
—only 15—but she was old enough to be
an attraction to the young engineer offi-
cer. An-intimacy sprang up, and it was
not lonig before Fremont and Jessie Ben-
fon were betrothed. Mrs. Benton was
opposed to the match.

Fremont was ordered off on more ex-
ploring work, probably through the in-
fluence of Mrs. Benton with the secre-
tary of war. He completed his task

. &L& anusual expedition and returned

to ‘Washington, and before another job
could be arranged for him he secretly
married the lady of his love.

Fremonf: made two- expeditions under
Mr. Nicollet; and 'then prepared for an
expedition which he was tolead himself,
From 1842 onward he was engaged in
one exploring expedition after another,
He explored the South pass of the Rocky
inountains and the Wind River moun-
tains, ascending to their highest point,
now Imown as Fremont’s: peak. The
next year, with thirty-nine men, he ex-
plored’ the region between the Rocky
ountains and the Pacific, then entirely
unknown. He visited the Great Salt
1ske, then explored the uppertributaries

of the Columbia, descended. its valley to |

FortVancgnver, and returned through
m»al‘xhost unknown region leading from
the lower Columbia to the upper Col-
orado, crossed by high and rngged
mountain chains.

He made up his mind to take his
party across without a guide. He suc-

-...ceaded, making the transit in forty days,

rei’c"n'in@”%uﬁer s. Fort, on the Sacra-
mentd, earlyin March. "He then crossed
the Sierra Nevada, and after another
visit to Salt: Lake returned to Kansas in
July; 1844, after an absence of fourteen
months. '

In January, 1843, Fremont received as |
a reward for his work the double brevet
of first lieutenant and captain, and in
the spring of the same yedr set outtoex-

ore'the great basin of the maxitime re-
gion of California and Oregon. He
crossed the Sierra Nevada in the dead of
winter to obtain supplies, and left his
party in the valley of San Joaquin while
he went; to. Monterey, then the Mexican

capital of California, to ask permission }

to proceed with his exploration. Per-
mission was first granted, then revoked,
and Fremont was ordered to leave the
country.

 On hisway back to the states he met
& party with directions from Washington
for- him' to watch over theinterests of
the United States in California. Fre-
mont at once returned, and none too
soon, for he found that Gen. Castro was
marching agaitist the settlements. The
-settlers flocked to Fremont's camp, and
itk this accession of forcein less than
samonth he had freed northern Califor-
nia from Mexican authority.

This difference, however, did
not result in Fremont relinguishing his
command, but a great deal of complaint

- wwas made of his administration as inef-
- ficient and very extravagant.

eron, then secretary of war, laoked into
the matter, and onhisreport Fremontwas
relieved on the 2d of November, 1561,
after having held it ninety-eight days.
‘Tn 1862 President Lincoln instituted
the mountain department, consisting of
portions of West Virginia, Kentucky
and Tennessee, and placed Fremont in
command, fun the early part of June he
was enga-ged; with Gen. Stonewall Jack-

- son in a series of skirmishes which lasted

for eight days. The campaign was ended
by thebattle of CrossKeyson June 8, and
Jackson ywithdrew. Two weeks later
the presnient placed Gen. Pope in chargs
of the Army of Virginia, mchld.mo‘

" Fremont's corps, whereupon Fremont

granted. This ended Fremont’s career

In the springof 1864 the question came

" up as to Mr. Lincoln’s re-election. There

were three parties in the field, the Dem-
ocrats, Republicans and the Republicans
who were dissatisfied with Mr. Lincoln's
administration.

He was now before the people
once more as a presidential candidate,
but with a very different constituency.

Gen, Fremontwas governor of Arizona
from 1878 to 1881, and for a_brief period
was governor of New Mexico, to which
position he was appointed by President
Subsequently he met with
business disasters and wwas sentenced by
default by the French government to
fine and imprisonment for frandulent
representations regarding an issue of
one of Fremont’s
commercial schemes was successful and
fortune never came to him, Indeed the
last years of his life were in sharp con-
trast with his younger days.

Thomas II. Garside, Who Conducted the
Cloakmakers’ Strike.

It has heen a long time since a strike
has occmrred in New York which has
caused so much suffering to its partici-
pants as that of the cloakmakers. At
one time thounsands weve literally on the
verge of starvation. The locked out
men were mostly Polish Jews, and
showed the greatest disinclination to
accept aid from outside sources. A re-
porter went into one house where a
striker and his wife and three children
were living.

The man acknowledged that they had
had but one meal a day for weeks, but
spoke quickly in "protest when chzmty
was suggested, >
and finally, to
prove that he
needed no assist-
ance, brought out
five cents, which
he asked the re-
porter to give to
some one more
needy than he. "
Whether they
were right or
wrong the cloalk- AR e W RN
makers made a T. H. GARSIDE,
heroic fight. They bravéd hunger and
all manner of other discomforts in order
to gain their point with 'a persistence
that has been seldom equaled.

In the course of the fight the figure of
Thomas H. Garside loomed. up, natur-
ally, into considerable prominence.
