As that day was the coldest day
that the oldest inhabitant could re-
member, Gabriel was the more struck
with, the coincidence of his little scien-
tific discovery, and hastily concluded
that he had found the lowest degree
of temperature known in the world,
either natual or artificial.

"He called the degree zero, and con»
sbructed a thermometer, or rude weath-
er glass, with a scale graduating up
from zero to boiling point, which he
numbered 212; and tbe freezing point
382, because, as he thought. mercury
contracted the thirty second of its vol-
ume on being cooled down from the
temperature of freezing water to zero,
and expanded one hundred and eighti-
eth on being heated from the freezing
to the hoiling point.

Time showed that this arrangement,
instead of being truly scientific, was
as arbitrary as the division of the
Bible into verses and chapters; and
these two points no more represented
the real extremes of temperature than
from “Dan to Beersheba” expressed
the extremes of Palestine,

But Fahrenheit’s thermometer had
been widely adopted, with itsincon-
venient scale, and none thought of any
better until his name became an au-
thority, for Farhrenheit early in life
abandoned trade and gave himself up
to science. Then habit made people
cling to the old system of cumbrous
fractional money.

~The three countries using Fahren- '
heit are England, Holland and Ameri-
ca. Russia and Germany uses Reau-
mur’s thermometer, in which the boil-
ing point is counted 8¢ degrees above
the freezing point. France use the _
‘Centigrade thermometer, so called be-
cause it marks the boiling point.100
degrees from freezing point.

On many accounts the Centigrade
system is the best, and the triumph of
convenience will be attained when zero
is made the freezing point, and when -
‘the boiling point is put 100 or 1,000
degrees from it, and all the subdivi-
sions are fixed decimally.

If Fahrenheit had done this at first,
or even if it had made it one of his
many improvements after the public
adopted his error, the luck of opportu-
tunity, which was really his, would
have secured to his invention the pat-
ronage of the world. )

000, and Western Union $25,000,000.
Of these three, independent of his vast
number of bonds and other dividend-
paying securities, he draws _for divi-
dends $2.000,000 a year. Hisincome
from other sources, of course, amounts
to four or five times as much.

People do not appreciate what the
amount of an income of a man like
Mr. Gould means, It-will be readily
seeri that he cannot commence to use
for his own personal uses even a
small part of the interest which the
dividend money alone would yield.
He must reinvest it, and he does rein-
vest it. When you ‘consider that there
are scores, and I might say hundreds,
of people whose yearly rentals, divi-
dends, interests on bonds, ete.,"amount -
to. well from ‘a half million to two
million dollars 4 year, it will be readi-
ly seen that they have considerable
surplus to put into new investments,
The .creation of securities which con-
tinually goes on indicates that there
are plenty of people who are willing
to put their money into them.

Wonders Tnder a Marsir.

A remarkable discovery wis recently
madein the town of Oneonta, where a
company is cngaged in digzing phos-
phates from the depths of a swamp. In
one place the marshis underlaid at the
depth of twelve feet by an impervious
stratum of blue cliy, above which are
found three successive and distinct eras
of forest growths. ‘CHe bottom layeris
of deciduons trees that grow only on up-
lands, suchr as beech, ozk and maple.
The second layer is of soft swamp woods,
such as elder, basswood and degwood.

‘The upper Iayer is of coniferous trees,
SUGH a5 pine, hemlock and spruce. The

puzzle to the naturalist is the finding of |

upland trees at the botfom of the marsh, |
with the trunks and Iarger limbs and
abundant specimens of leaves and beech-
nutsin a good sfateof preservation. An-
other wonder unearthed by the escava-
tions is the finding, at a point five feet
below the surface and among the trunks.

Ten years ago Kansasand Nebraska
entered on a race for supremacy. It
is not over yet, for Nebraska — and
perhaps Kansas — has yet broad lands
awaiting the settler’s plow; but we are
enabled by the recent census to mnote
the results so far. It was notan equal
contest, for Kansas had many advan-
tages; she had already in 1380 more than
twice the population of Nebraska—996,-
096 to 452,402—and she was almost the |
best advertised state in the union. How
does the comparison stand now?

Kansas’ population today is 1,423.485;
increase, 427,389, or 42 10-11 per cent.
The population of Nebraska isnow 1,036,-
793; increase, 604,391, or 1331 per cent.
And still we grow.

Ten years-ago Kansas stood twentieth
of the states of the Union in population;
today she is in the samerank, or at most
nineteenth. Ten years ago Nebraska,
with her less than half million popula-
tion, stood thirtieth in the list. Since_
then she has distanced three of her-com-
petitors, and now stunds twenty-seventh.
