Bangers of Gasoline. '
A  single breath o f carbon monoxide 

gas will knock a man down as quickly 
as i f  struck by a club. The Pantagraph 
gives account of two recent cases at 
Normal, Texas, which should serve as 
a warning to those who use gasoline 
or coal stoves.

A  short time ago Mr. John W . Gee 
and his wife and six months’ old child 
came to Normal from E l Paso. He 
came to  attend tho University, and 
they rented two upstairs rooms. In 
one o f the rooms they had a gasoline 
stove and did their cooking, and the * 
other was used as a sleeping room.
One morning tlieyarose about 5 o’clock 

and were heard fcuYbe last time about 
6 o’clock. A t 7 o’clock tbe Gee baby 
was beard crying, and a neighbor 
went upstairs to ascertain the cause. 
The baby was in the sleeping room, 
and she picked the child up and open­
ed the door to the other room, which 
the Gees used as a kitchen. The bodies 
of Mr. and Mrs. Gee, lying in a cramp­
ed position, met her gaze. The sight 
was too much for her, and she ran 
shrieking down the stairs and fainted.

Mr. G. II. Warner, who lives next 
door,, came in and, detecting the odor 
of gas in the room in which the bodies 
'were, opened the doors and windows 
and attempted to resuscitate the man 
and woman. The bodies were cold 
and his efforts were o f no avail.

A t  the inquest, Mr. Warner testified 
that he turned off the jets in the gaso­
line stove, opened the windows, and 
the stove was a  new two burner.

Prof. B. P. Colton, professor of chem­
istry in tbe Normal university, was 
called and said that the natural odor 
or fumes of gasoline was not suffocat­
ing; that the gasoline stove in ordina­
ry running can and does sometimes 
produce carbonic acid gas that would 
cause an intense headache, but would 
be slow in its effects. He said also 
that it produced a carbonic oxide when 
only partial combustion occurred, 
which would prove fatal i f  a full 
breath was taken. It is the same as 
that formed in hard coal stoves. Other 
roomers in the house testified to the 
happy relations existing between the 
deceased and that they had no trouble 
or differences.

The jury rendered a verdict to the 
effect that Mr. and Mrs. Gee came to 
their deaths by inhaling carbon mon­
oxide gas, produced by a gasoline 
stove. The faces o f the dead looked 
perfectly natural and gave evidence 
that the grim reaper’s work was done 
quickly. The baby was slightly affect­
ed by the gas, but is now all right.

The room in which the accident oc­
curred is a small one and the windows 
and doors were closed tight. The 
couple were dressed and had apparent­
ly breakfast. The stove had been used 
and from some cause, which does not 
clearly appear, gas was generated. 
It is believed that this was heavier 
than the air, and hence hung in  a 
thick mass near the floor. The suppo­
sition is that Mrs. Gee stooped down 
for some purpose, and getting a breath 
of the poisonous vapor, fell. Her hus­
band, in attempting to pick her up, 
met the same fate and fell, dying be­
side her. This supposition is formed 
from the position of the bodies. For 
some time after the windows had been 
opened there was a strong smell of the 
gas in the room.^ Prof. Colton declar­
ed that the gas was so deadly that one 
breath was sufficient to destroy life.— 
Scientific American.

Early Use of Soap.
More than tw o thousand years ago, 

the Gauls were combining the ashes of 
the beech tree with goat’s fat and mak­
ing soap. When Marius Claudius Mar- 
cellus was hastening southward over 
the Flaminian way, laden with spoils 
wrested from the hands o f Yirdomar, 
the Gallic king, lying dead by the banks 
o f the Po, his followers were bringing 
with them a knowledge of the method 
o f making soap. The awful rain of 
burning ashes which fell on Pompeii in  
70, buried (with palaces and statues) 
the humble shop o f a  soap maker, and 
in several other cities o f Italy the 
business had even then a footing. In 
the eighth century thi-re were many 
soap manufactories In Italy and Spain, 
and fifty years later the Phoenicians 
carried the business Into France, and 
established the first factories in Mar­
seilles, Prior to the invention o f soap, 
fuller’s earth was largely used for 
cleansing purposes, and the juice of 
certain plants served a Similar purpose. 
The earth was spread upon cloth, 
stamped in with the feet, and Subse­
quently removed by scouring. It was 
also used in baths, and as late even as 
the eighteenth century was employed 
by the Romans in that way.

It may not be known outside of the 
neighborhood in which it is situated, 
but it is uevertheless a fact, that in 
Sonoma county. Cal., there exists an 
Original and successful piece o f rail­
road engineering and building that is 
not to be found in the books. In  the 
upper part o f the county named, near 
the coast, may be seen an actual rail­
road bed on tree tops. Between the 
Clipper Mills and Stuart Point, where 
the road crosses a deep rayine, the 
trees are sawed off on a level with the 
surrounding hills, and thfe timbers and 
ties laid on the stumps. In the centre 
o f the ravine mentioned, two huge red­
wood trees, standing side by side, form 
a substantial support. These giants 
have been lopped off seventy-five feet 
above the bed o f  the creek. This 
natural tree bridge is considered one 
o f the wonders o f  the Golden State, 
and for safety and security far ex­
ceeds a bridge framed in the most 
scientific manner.

Capt. L. B. Cousins has received a 

letter from his old army comrade, E. 
P. Latham, of Barton, O. The letter 
itself would not seem remarkable to 
any one not conversant with the facts, 
as it appeared to he simply a chatty, 
friendly letter, written in a bold, plain, 
business-like hand. The remarkable 
feature o f the letter is that Mr. 
Latham carries on his correspondence 
with his teeth. Buring the war he 
had both arms shot off and his right 
eye shot out. Although a man with 
habits matured, he has, since losing 
his arms, learned to write by holding 
Ms pen in his teeth. He is a good pen­
man, and does the office work for the 
firm o f  which-he is the senior partner, 
and wMch does an extensive business. 
He keeps the accounts; and no one 
would suspect by a glance at his books 
that Ms mouth, instead o f  his band, is 
his penholder.—Omaha Bee.

Remains of an Ancient Animal.
W orkman on the farm o f  Abraham

I t  is 
supposed to have been a megatherium, 
or great-clawed beast (now extinct), 
nearly allied to the sloth. The remains 
o f  such animals heve never before 
been found outside o f South America, 
and when full-grown the animals were 
IS to  30 feet long and 7 to  9 feet in 
height.

For Would-be Notaries.
The legislature two years ago made 

one or two material chauges in. the 
law relative to notaries public. As a 
multitude o f  these officials will be seek­
ing reappointment within a few weeks, 
they should b e  ad vised in advance of 
the new requirements affecting this 
office. They are as follows:

The governor may appoint one or 
more persons notaries in each county 
o f  this state, who shall bold their office 
respectively for four years from the 
date o f  their appointment, unless 
sooner removed by the governor. No 
person shall be eligible to receive such 
an appointment unless he or she shall 
be, at the time o f making application 
for appointment, o f the age of 21 years, 
a resident o f the county o f which he or 
she desires to be appointed notary 
public, and a citizen o f this state. The 
person desiring to be appointed shall 
make a written application, stating tiie 
age o f the applicant, which shall be 
indorsed by a member of the legisla­
ture, or some circuit or probate judge 
o f the county, district or circuit of 
Which the applicant is a resident, and 
be presented to the governor, accom­
panied by a fe e  o f  $1. ,

On Monday next there will be held 
in "Washington an international mone­
tary conference for the purpose o f dis­
cussing the silver question and har­
monizing, i f  possible, the differences 
which now exist in  ratio between gold 
and silver as adopted by different na­
tions.

Now the firm o f Mathai, In­
gram & C o„ o f  Baltimore, one o f  the 
largest makers of tin plate goods in 
the world, whiqli" has heretofore im­
ported 200,000 boxes of tin plate an­
nually as its raw material, has an­
nounced its intention o f making; its 
own tin plate. This means that $1,- 
400,000 a year will be spent here in­
stead o f sent abroad. Truly, Major 
McKinley is the greatest o f all im­
porters, for he is an importer o f  in­
dustries.

Cook stoves have come down in 
prices from $33 in 1880 to $24 in 1S90. 
The result is that in one year Canada 
buys 19,724 stoves from us, as against 
5SG stoves from Great Britain.—Wew 
York Press.

E lectrica l R eportin g .
Electric Power describes a new sys­

The special object o f 
the apparatus is to enable a full report 
of games to bo made iu sight of a large 
number of people and at the same time 
to dispense with one or more of the 
assistants now required in reporting 
such games. This device is intended 
not only to indicate the progress of dis­
tant games, hut actually to he used at 
the opposite end of the hall field from 
the grand stand, in order to enlighten 
the spectators on many points on which 
they are liable to be momentarily in 
doubt. Spectators comm: m  lite are 
often unable to ascertain the mmhei of 
innings, played, the striker at the hat. 
the number o f  balls and strikes called, 
etc.,; and. even those already on tao 
ground sometimes find it difficult to de­
termine whether the umpire In- cilled 
a strike or a hall. A ll the e w enhtj 
Issues, upon which the baseball enthusi­
ast expends such intense solicitude, can 
bow he clearly and reliably recorded, 
and all anxiety and: uncertainty can he 
removed by a glance at the exhibition 
board placed in sight o f the spectators, 
the: indicators on which are -electrically 
controlled: and operated, by an experi­
enced. person located close to the dia­
mond.

C c lfp s e s  in  1SD1»

This year’s eclipses will he somewhat 
beyond the average. On the evening o f 
May 23 the moon will rise in eclipse at 
five minutes to S, hut the shadow will 
for the greater part have already passed 
away, audit is only in eastern countries 
and at the antipodes that her face that 
evening will he seen wholly obscured. 
It will he otherwise with the total 
eclipse of our satellite, which will begin: 
at thirty-five minutes past 10 on 2Tov. IS 
next. This, as the almanacs tell us, will 
be “ entirely visible at Greenwich,”  
whither, no doubt, the legendary cock­
ney wilt once more betake himself in 
time to witness the phenomenon.

There will he two solar eclipses—one 
annular, and visible iu  this country as a 
partial eclipse on the upper limb, begin­
ning at two minutes past 5 on Jhne 6; the 
other a partial eclipse on Dec. 1, which 
will he visible chiefly in the SonthPadfic. 
Besides these there will he, on Slay 10, a 
transit of Mercury over the sun’s disk, 
•which Will he only partially visible in 
this part of the globe.—Science Motes.
