About Slioes.

Mever try to wear a shoe too small or 
that does not fit when first put on. 
Mever let your shoe get hard or dry. 
do not let it run down at the heel or 
side. Mever wear into the welt or in­
sole. A  shoe repaired in time will re­
tain its shape and afford comfort, and 
will be found true economy, Mever 
put wet shoes by the fire to dry, but 
dry them gradually and slowly. Mever. 
dry a wet shoe without first applying 
some oil and grease—castor-oil or tal­
low is the best. The steam generated 
in a wet hoot or shoe will scald it and 
cause it to crack. Do not use too much 
force in polishing—a gentle brushing 
with a soft brush is bettei' than the vigor­
ous w ork of the bootblack. Do not al­
low a thick erust.of blacking on your 
shoes. Wash it off occa-ionally and 
apply a little castor-oil—you- can pol­
ish it over in an hour or two. Mever 
try on or handle a patent leather shoe 
when cold; always thoroughly warm it 
before bending the leather. A  patent 
leather shoe put on in a warm room 
can be worn out in the cold weather 
without injury. Mever put a good pair 
o f  shoes in galocbes; nse an old pair 
for this, and withdraw the galocbes as 
soon as yoU'enter a  bouse.—New York 
Ledger.

Fashions Never Change.

The costume of the Lapps has not 
altered very much for the last thous­
and years. Their summer garment is 
usually of coarse woolen goods, and 
has something the cut of a shirt with 
a high collar. Among the sea Lapps 
it is for the most part undved; among 
the other Lapps u su a lly  blue, some­
times green or brown, and even black 
smock-frocks have been seen.

Around the wristbands, along the 
seam in the back and on the edges 
this fiock  is ornamented with strips of 
red and yellow cloth. Under this gar­
ment is a similar one, either plain or 
figured, worn next the body, for the, 
Lapp never wears linen underclothing.

The trousers or drawers are of, white 
woollen goods, rather narrow and 
reaching to the ankles, where they are 
tied inside tne shoes with long, slender 
shoestrings. Over these drawers are 
usually worn leggings of thin, tanned 
skins, reaching from the ankles to the 
knees.

Stockings the Lapp never wears. 
H e fills the upward curving lip o f his 
shoes with a sort o f  grass, which is 
gathered in summer and beaten to 
make i t  soft and pliable. The winter 
costume only differs from that worn 
in summer in that every piece is made 
o f reindeer skin with the hair on.

The dress o f the women differs very 
slightly from that worn by the men. 
The sniock is somewhat longer and is 
made without the big standing collar, 
instead of which a kerchief or cape is 
worn about the neck. To the woven 
and often silver ornamented girdle 
hang a knife, scissors, key, needle and 
thread. The head covering is not only 
different in the two sexes, but also dif­
fers according to the locality.

The. energy in the zinc plate comes 
from the anthracite coal with which it 
was burned when taken from the 
mines, and, finally, the energy in  the 
anthracite Coal was. pat there by the 
sunlight that fed  and nourished i t  
whenJt existed ages ago, as trees and 
plants.

When San Francisco tvas an Infant.
In a geographical dictionary, pub­

lished in England, in 1823, occurs the 
following: “Francisco, St., a settle- 
'ment in Mew California, consisting o f 
thirty-five Spanish soldiers and their 
families, a n d  several Franciscan 
monks. It is an excellent port, and 
the surrounding pastures feed a con­
siderable number of sheep and cattle. 
It is the most northern o f the Spanish 
colonial establishments in America, 
and it has for its object to spread civil­
ization among the Indians.”

Good English.
The word “ blatherskite”  in its origin 

is Scotch, being composed of the Scotch 
blather, blether, equivalent to the Ger­
man bladdern, to talk nonsense, and 
skate, corrupted skite, a  term o f con­
tempt, The original meaning was

Among other important canal pro­
jects, one which o f late attracted con­
siderable local attention is the plan for 
a water connection of Pittsburg with 
Lake Erie. The route has been sev­
eral times surveyed, but the exact 
course which would be most practica­
ble has nbt yet been fully determined. 
The matter was recently reported upon 
by a Pennsylvania State commission, 
and the cost o f such a canal was put 
at $27,000,000. Pittsburg is now using 
such large quantities o f Lake Superior 
ores that the railroad freights have be­
come a large item in her iron and 
steel manufactures, and the competi­
tion of Southern iron producers has be­
come so sharp that every possible econ­
omy must he studied or Pittsburg will 
be in danger o f losing her established 
prestige in this branch o f  industry, It  
is figured that the construction o f this 
canhl would reduce the cost o f trans­
porting ore to Pittsburg from Lake 
Superior by about two dollars a ton.

E ditor Record :r-Nearly everybody 

likes to have their good qualities, good 
deeds and attainments appreciated, 
Many are pleased by flattery, and all 
want the credits and rewards, due them, 
and while I  thank you for giving me 
what you considered a deserved compli 
ment in your issue o f March 12th, in 
which yon say, “W e have received 
boom copy of the Tampa Daily Journal 
from H . H . Kinyon, the greater part of 
which is o f  his wilting. Mr. Kinyon 
is the secretary o f the Tampa Improve­
ment Association and. does the boom 
writing fo r  the town,”  yet in justice to 
the talented writer who wrote the de­
scription o f  the Tampa Bay Hotel, in 
the Journal alluded to, I  cannot tacitly 
consent to its being credited to me, and 
as to being the secretary o f  the Tampa 
Improvement Association, I  can only 
say that we have no such association 
in the city. Nearly all work o f that 
kind being done through the Board o f  
Trade. Unfortunately (for the city) I  
am commissioner of the Board of Public 
Works, aud for the last two years have 
done what I  could in that capacity, and 
as a citizen, to forward the interests of 
our growing city in the lyay o f  public 
improvements, but as a boom writer I  
have never acted iii that capiclty, and 
am sure 1 should make a failure o f it 
were I  to try, I  feel a just pride in the 
steady and substantial growth that 
Tampa has been and is still making; 
and now having dispelled the reflection 
o f  being a paid writer, i f  yon will in­
dulge me with a little space in the col­
umns o f your valued paper, I  will state 
a few cold facts in regard to the growth 
and prosperity of the city o f Tampa, 
or, as i t  is now called by enthusiasts,

That we have the 
depth o f  watertn our channel necessary 
to accommodate the deep draught ves­
sels o f  the world, well-known here for 
some time, has just been proven to the 
authorities at Washington, by the ar­
rival at the wharf at Pott Tampa of 
the white squadron, consisting o f the 
mammoth steel steamships Boston, 
Yorkton, Atlanta, Dolphin and Chi­
cago, the latter being the flagship, and 
all commanded by Admiral .Walker. 
As I  write I  hear the b.om ing of the 
cannon as they are going through with 
their daily evolutions. The last seven 
years has seen Tampa grow  from a dor­

Nearly £00,000 Squirm ing L ittle  A le- 
wives Are Captured in  a  Day.

Damarlscotta Mills, a small village 
about midway from the cities of Bath 
and Rockland, is one of tho busiest 
places in Maine during the-last of May 
and the first part Of June. The cause 
of this unusual activity is the appear­
ance Of that migratory fish, the ale- 
wife.

I  am informed that nowhere in the 
New England states are there as many 
o f that kind o f fish captured as hero. 
There have been taken from the stream 
in one day upward of 200,000, and 
150,000 in a day is not a rare catch. *

This bony fish generally makes itself 
■visible from May 1 to May 10 annually, 
and the run lasts about three weeks. 
There are three streams issuing out of 
the Damariseotta lake from a fall of 
sixty feet, and in these streams are ar­
ranged stout locks for the reception of 
the fish.

The fish come from the sea up the 
Damariseotta river, thence into a large 
bay, where on a bright sunny day 
millions of them may be seen 1 ‘school­
ing,”  preparatory for making a run for 
tho stream, Upon their arrival within 
the locks they are taken out o f  the 
water in dip nets and thrown into large 
square boxes—called traps—holding 
from 3,000 to 5,000, and then sold to 
the “ smackers” for fifty cents a  hun­
dred, and carried by them in hods hold­
ing 200 to their carts to  he transported 
to  the smoke houses.

The hods are made fromflour barrels 
by sawing off about one-third o f the 
top and nailing two poles, one on each 
side, with cleats o f board connecting 
to strengthen them. During a pleas­
ant day, when there is a large run and 
a good many “ countrymen,”  as the 
hoys call them, are in, it is very amus­
ing to watch the barefoot urchins fol­
low up the hods to pick up the squirm­
ing fish as they flop off to the ground.

Two-or three o f these young Amer­
icas will be after one hod at a time, 
and the way they’ll scramble to  pick­
up the fallen fish will make the most 
sedate dyspeptic laugh, for they’ll push, 
punch and fight like two dogs after a 
bone, stringing them on their fingers as 
fast as they gather themin. The young 
kids will stock more than 1,000 in  this 
way some days, with the assistance of 
purloining a few from the traps and 
casts o f the countrymen.

The smokers do not buy all o f the 
fish, however; the surplus is sold to a 
Boothboy Harbor firm, which has a 
large salting and packing platform 
about 150 yards from the fishways.

"Wooden aqueducts in which there 
is running water are erected, and con­
nect the fishways with the packing es­
tablishment. The surplus fish are 
thrown into these aqueducts, and car­
ried by the water to the packing plat­
form, landing on a large wooden 
strainer, where they are sailed and 
packed in barrels.

A  barrel of salted alewives brings 
from $3.50 to $6 in the market, and the 
fish are, I  am informed, shipped to Af­
rica; also South America.

The smoking o f the alewife is another 
process. As soon as they arrive at the 
smoke house the fish are placed in tubs 
bolding 1,000, salted, and remain in 
that state usually three or four days, 
according to the temperature of the 
weather, after which they are washed 
and strung on sticks holding from 10 to 
12 hi number, and then hung on poles 
placed in th&uppev parAofdhe house. 
Large holes are dug in the earth (there 
is no floor in the smokehouse), around 
which large stones are placed, a fire is 
built out of logs and banked with saw­
dust, and the alewife is now prepared 
to receive its red coat in a few days.

When ready for market the first fish 
bring as high as $2 a hundred, but later 
in the season get down as low as 75 
and SO cents.—Con Boston Herald.

D eath  to  Xxisccts.
Professor Lintner, New York state 

entomologist, has made a microscopic 
examination of the insect collections o f 
a single electric light, and estimates that 
the debris which he inspected repre­
sented 33,000 insects. As many o f the 
smaller forms of insect life probably 
constituted the larger portion'of those 
attracted to destruction by the light, 
he believes that the average number of 
insects destroyed in a night by a single 
electric, light is nearly 100,000.

The larger portion o f Professor Lint- 
ik t ’s specimen collection from one light 
consisted of minute gnats, midges, crane 
flies and similar small two winged in­
sects. No mosquitoes were discovered 
among the victims, as they are not at­
tracted to the lights. There were, how­
ever, large numbers o f plant bugs, 
which are injurious to vegetation, par­
ticularly of one small species of a band- 
some given gassid, which feeds upon 
our grasses. A number of the moths 
and one of the leaf rollers which have 
made such havoc in our fruit trees 
were found, as well as other species of 
the same family. Professor Lintner in 
speaking of Ills examination said:

“ I was sorry to see quite a number of 
the beautiful gauze wings among the 
heaps of the slain, as their larva; are 
tile aphis lions, which aid in keeping 
down phides or plant lice,”

“ The electric light,” to quote Profes­
sor Lintner, “ will undoubtedly prove 
an active agent in the reduction of in­
sect pests, and also furnish entomolo­
gists with many rare specimens and 
with many species never before seen.” 
—Cor. New York Sun.

H ousing W o rk  People..
At tbfe twenty-fourth annual general 

meeting of the Artisans', Laborers’ and 
General Dwellings company (limited) 
the report showed that the income for 
the year 1890 amounted to more than 
£130,000, the net revenue being £85,000, 
out of which dividends amounting to 
£.14,004 had been paid. The increase of 
capital during the year had been £110,- 
100, with premiums amounting to £14,- 
407; the total amount paid up to Dec, 81 
was £1,757,500, the authorized .capital' 
being £2,000,000 in ordinary shares and 
£750,000 m  preference shares, 4} per cent. 
The revenue and capital reserves now 
amount to £S3,149.

The completed estates-of the company 
m London are Shaftesbury park, S. W.. 
and Queen’s park, W ., compnsing near­
ly 3,500' separate houses. At Noel park, 

at the close o f the year 1,238 houses 
had been built, nearly all being let and 
occupied. This estate when completed 
will comprise 2,300 houses. An estate 
of sixty-six acres had been acquired, at 
Streatiiam. and would he developed in 
the same manner as the other suburban 
parks of the company.

Block buildings have been erected in 
Lesson grove. Shepherd's place, Gros- 
venor square, Carpenter street, Berke­
ley square, Coldbath square, Rosebery 
avenue, Seymour place, East street, 
Marylebane and Rosoman street. Nine 
hundred and fifty-two tenements, com­
prising 2,278 rooms, had been let as, soon 
ns they were ready for occupation. 
Uther block buildings are in progress at 
East street, ATarylebone, Shepherd’s 
place, Grosvenor square and Rosoman 
street and Skinners street, Cierkenwell.

The company would, when work now 
in hand was completed, provide accom­
modation for some 70,000 persons. The 
houses and tenements were fully let, and 
the loss from arrears was exceedingly 
small. Mr. Farrant, deputy chairman, 
gave a full detailed statement as to the 
progress o f the various properties of the 
company completed and in course o f de­
velopment, and referred to the apprecia­
tion o f the buildings shown by the occu­
piers and the care taken to select the 
most suitable tehan ts. After replying to 
questions put by shareholders the report 
and accounts were adopted and a divi­
dend of 5 per cent, declared.—London 
Times.

ly romantic career. For years he fur­
nished newspaper correspondents with 
material for wild stones, and numerous 
efforts were made to prove that he was 
identical with J. ’Wilkes Booth, who as­
sassinated Abraham Lincoln. James H. 
Payson, of Sidney, 0 „  who is in this city 
at present, knew him intimately in for­
mer days, and in referring to: the matter 
said:

Dr. Armstrong spent several years in 
Sydney as a United Presbyterian preach­
er, and was noted tor his eloquence and 
for the theatrical methods which he 
employed m  the pulpit. During the vvar 
he mysteriously disappeared, but came 
to the front a few years later as an Epis­
copal clergyman.

He continued in the latter capacitv 
nntil made the subject of two assaults 
by persons who believed him to he J, 
Wilkes Booth. He then; went to Cincin­
nati. where he achieved through the 
newspapers an unenviablenotoriety. For 
ten years nothing has been heard from 
him by his old associates. There is no 
doubt that he bore a remarkable resem­
blance to the assassin of Lincoln. He 
limped with his right leg and wore long, 
black hair, which those who suspected 
him claimed was utilized to conceal a 
scar resulting from a wound inflicted by 
Boston Corbett, who claimed to have 
shot Booth.—San Francisco Call.

H elping Electric Cars Uplxill.
At Seattle there is about to be put into 

operation a novel method o f running 
electric cars up steep grades. The 
electric Tailway there has a very 
Steep grade about S0Q feet long, and 
it has been found that the motors 
on the ears are inadequate to sur­
mount the hill. To correct the difficulty 
a small conduit about two feet square is 
constructed, and; in this is to run a small 
car as a counter balance. Two ropes 
will be attached to the counter balance 
car at the top. When an ordinary car 
is attached to the rope the counter bal­
ance car runs down the hill, hut when 
the car reaches the top of the hill it runs 
down on the other side, and aided by the 
motor, it pulls up the counter balance 
car which is now ready to take up an­
other car.—Boston Transcript.

SumetUiug New In Decoration*
A  California invention has just been 

patented which bids fair to revolutionize 
the methods now in vogue for decorat­
ing glass and porcelain. The object of 
the invention is to so decorate such sur­
faces as to produce and permanently fix 
upon them impressions o f figures, por­
traits or scenery.

A  sheet o f glass or porcelain is covered 
with an emulsion, and after being sub­
jected to a dry heat is placed over a pho­
tograph, engraving, etching or any Mud 
of drawing. The glass or porcelain, 
after being sensitized, is  exposed for 
about three minutes in: a strong sun­
light. Afterthe exposure is made the 
picture is developed by the use of cer­
amic powders o f any color desired.,

Thepiwder is taken dry and sifted 
evenly in the desired locations and 
brushed over with a soft brush. Grad­
ually the images develop on the plates, 
green foliage, brown trunks andhranches 
appear, vivid and true to nai are. When 
the image is thus developed a tliin coat­
ing o f flux is applied, the plate is pat 
into a firing furnace, and the picture 

'becomes permanent. — San Francisco 
Chronicle._________________

Durango's Tin mine.
With reference to the reported dis­

covery o f a very rich tin mine about 
forty-five miles from the city of Du­
rango, John Perahmaker, the owner, 
says the discovery Of the vein was almost 
an accident. He had gone to what is 
known as the Diabnlt mine for the pur­
pose of examining the yield of metal: 
bearing ores, not knowing that tin had 
ever been found there. He found a.shaft 
about 300 feet deep, wMch had: passed 
through two light veins of gold, iron and 
silver bearing ores.

On making a close examination of the 
sides o f the shaft lie noticed a large and 
very rich lead of oxide and tin. He ran 
a horizontal tunnel for a short distance, 
striking a vein of ore over four feet wide 
and composed o f a solid mass of oxide of 
tin, assaying from 50 to 60 per cent, of the 
pure metal. There is no sulphur .in it 
whatever, so that the work of reducing 
the ore simply amounts to the work of 
smelting and casting into ingots.,—New 
York Telegram.

The Berlin correspondent of a syndi­

cate of provincial papers is responsible 
for the following story: “ On the occa­
sion of the reassembling of the holy 
synod in the Russian capital it was re- 
solvsd to forward to his majesty, in ac­
cordance with traditional usage, the 
archipastoral benediction. The clerk 
who was employed to prepare the docu­
ment formally communicating the pious 
resolution made a curious mistake. By 
a slip of the pen he wrote ‘architectural’ 
instead of ‘archipastoral,’ and the reso­
lution was forwarded without the error 
being detected.

“ When the czar received it he laughed 
heartily and wrote on the margin, ‘I  
have no need o f snch a blessing.’ He 
then dismissed the matter from his mind. 
The document, however, with the impe­
rial annotation, found its way back to 
the holy synod, and produced among the 
members o f that body the greatest sur­
prise and consternation. Without stop­
ping to investigate the matter the eccle­
siastics who were responsible for the res­
olution jumped, to the conclusion that 
they had in  some way or other incurred 
the czar’s displeasure, and that his maj­
esty’s comment was an intimation to 
them that they were expected immedi­
ately to resign.

“ They accordingly went in a body to 
the imperial palace and humbly tendered 
their joint and several resignations. It 
was now the tarn of the czar to be over­
whelmed with amazement, and it was 
only after a good deal of embarrassment 
and reciprocal explanations that the 
matter was set right. The interview 
terminated with a mild hint on the part 
of his majesty that, .even in the records 
of religions bodies, verbal accuracy is a 
very desirable quality.”

The Tim e for Pangy Beds.
There is nothing more attractive in the 

early spring than a pansy bed. In order 
to secure blossoms early the plants must; 
have attained a proper size under glass. 
It is necessary, therefore, to sow pansy 
seed early. Any long wooden box fitted 
into a sunny window in a moderately 
cold room, but where it does not freeze, 
will do for a seedbox. Be sure the 
earth, is rich, well fertilized with thor­
oughly rotted compost and woodmold,’ 
and that it is fine and friable, so the 
tiny seed can easily thrust down their 
slender roots in It. Keep the earth mod­
erately moist after sowing the seed, and 
in a short time the little plants will be 
up and growing.

It requires some resolution to tHn out 
the greater portion of them in order to 
give those, that are left sufficient room 
to grow, but this must be done without 
sparing or all the plants will be weak­
lings. Very pretty effects can be pro­
duced by raising a box o f white or near­
ly white pansies; for a border, and a box 
of mixed, dark, velvety ones for the cen­
ter o f  the lied. These quaint, blotched, 
lovely flowers seem more like living 
things than any other blossom. “ Old

The seed should 
be planted very early in the season, in a 
rich, sunny place, as deep as six or eight 
inches. Some floriculturists plant them 
in the fall, putting them down the depth 
of ten inches and covering the ground 
with rich fertilizer. They must be given 
something for support as soon as they 
are out of the ground. Bushes may be 
used for this purpose, hut a wire gauze 
of large mesh, painted a medium shade 
of green, is orettier than anything else. 
The new varieties of sweet peas are eon- 

, siderably larger than the old varieties 
and will cover a trellis fro m  four to six 
feet in height. A  mixture of black-pur­
ple sweet peas with the old fashioned 
rose and white “ painted lady” looks very 
pretty on such a trellis.—New York Trib­
une.

At the close o f the last day tbe 
signature of the governor was placed on 
enough more to fill a statute "boob of 
1,260 pages without the index.

Among these were included a code of 
civil and criminal procedure in both dis­
trict, probate and justice courts and laws 
governing crimes and punishments cov­
ering 300 pages. WitMn thirty-five days 
from the final adjournment these laws 
were copied, corrected and arranged in a 
manner that Chief Justice Green, of the 
territory, pronounced perfect, with side 
and head notes for each Section. With­
in forty-eight hours after the compiling 
committee had turned in its last copy 
the printed volume, comprising over 
1,300 pages, was turned over to Secretary 
Martin bound in law sheep,—Kansas 
City Times.

A  Shilling: M ountain.
Two or three miles west of Hiawassee 

and Brasstown, on the mountain di­
viding Hialvassee and Brasstown, on 
lot of land No. 87, in the seven­
teenth district aud first section, and 
oil the west side of the mountain, 
Mr, Hamilton, of Athens. Ga., is mining 
for corundum. He found that his sup­
ply of water, with which lie used to 
wash liis corundum, had ceased to flow. 
One o f his workmen was despatched to 
find out the cause. He quickly-returned 
and said that the mountain was sinking. 
Soon the alarm spread and parties start­
ed to solve the mystery.

They soon found that a very large fis­
sure was opening in the earth in the 
shape of it semicircle, and large trees 
were falling in every direction. The 
amount of land encompassed was about 
fo r ty  acres. By examining closely tbey 
found that other fisstwes were opening 
on the southwest and northeast, crossing 
the mountain. The opening in some 
places is as much as six feet wide and 
the depth is unknown.—Cor. Atlanta 
Constitution.

A R ecent Cable D ispatch.
The Anglo-Turco-Russiau complica­

tion is growing more compficatedly eom- 
pilex. It now appears that the English- 
Roumaniau interests, being jeopardized 
by the continguity, or in fact proximity, 
of the ulterior understanding approxi­
mated by the Montenegrin protocol, and 
the disintegration of tlie ultimate con­
junction precipitated by the Herzegov­
inian interpolations, the elementary at­
titude of the signatory powers is thereby 
annulled and confirmed. This, wMle it 
insures the autonomy of the Bosphorian 
conference, infallibly results in lowering 
the toll on t..e Suez canal eleven scudos 
each way, cMldren and dogs half price. 
This in an immaterial degree devitalizes 
Premier Crispi's ultimatum eliminated 
by tbe Hungariau-Austro imbroglio, and 
tlie belligerents return to their corners. 
—San Francisco Examiner.

Died iii l iis  Confirmation Suit.
. Charles W. Hungerford, a lad of six­
teen. was to have been confirmed on 
Sunday in St. James’ Lutheran church, 
in Reading. On Saturday afternoon he 
stopped work at the Reading railroad' 
shops, aud after eating his supper went 
out and procured his confirmation suit 
from the tailor. He carried it to the 
house of his brother-in-law, where he 
put it on to show to them. While they 
were admiring it he suddenly sank upon 
a lounge and became unconscious. Be­
fore a physician could be summoned he 
was dead. The cause of death was heart 
disease. —Allento wn (Pa.) Register.
