At the banquet of the American 
Tariff League in New York City the 
lion. J . P. Dolliver, of Iowa, responded 
to the toast “Abundance Versus Cheap­
ness." Speaking to the sentiment of 
President Harrison’s remark: “I  am
one of those., political economists that 
have an impression that some things 
may be too cheap.” Mr. Dolliver said:

It is a great pleasure to sit a t this 
table, rich with the display of luxuries 
distinctly American. I  regret that 
after saving myself up for twelve hours 
I  have missed the substantial features 
of the repast. I  have beard good 
speeches, but it is hard to satisfy the 
demands of an educated appetite on 
tariff speeches. [Laughter.] 1 live in 
the corn country, in Hie center of the 
agricultural empire of the Northwest; 
on the alluyial prairie between your 
great rivers, where men in fifty years,* 
by the miracle of homestead settlement, 
have done the w o rk  of fi ve generations. 
[Cheers | I t  is a land of plenty, which 
lias welcomed with open hospitality 
every race and tongue and never yet 
refused to an industrious nv.m the 
reasonable rewards of life, [Applause ] 
I t  is true, as Senator iliscoek has just 
said, that we have furnished to the 
people of New York some mortgages. 
Most of our peopl • crossed the Missis­
sippi river with little beside strong 
hearts and willing hands, and in thirty 
years have achieved an extraordinary 
material progress. Our debts stand 
for our investments and not for our 
losses. They represent our enterprise 
and not our misfortunes, our propei ty 
and notour poverty. [Applause.] They 
will be paid to the last penny in the 
legal currency of the country, not a 
coin clipped nor a dollar depreciated. 
[Applause.] No community in the 
[Jniled States Inn a more perfect 
understanding of the relation of the 
farm to the factory than the people of 
Iowa.

They believe in buying what they 
need as far as they can at home, and in 
s-lling what they produce as far as 
they can in the market places of their 
own country. [Applause.] Beiug 
largely engaged in raising live stock 
for sale, they see the advantage of hav­
ing customers who have both money 
to buy meat and a well-established 
habit of eating it. [Laughter and ap­
plause.] Our people are for reciprocity, 
not with our competitors in the fields 
of productive industry, but with every 
country whose incoming cargoes neith­
er displace nor degrade the occupations 
of our countrymen. [Applause.] The 
man who can not see the difference be­
tween a limited reciprocity with Brazil 
and free trade with Europe ought to 
connect himself with a night school. 
[Laughter.] The one secures a new 
market without damage to the old. 
[Applause] The other would either 
drive out our industries or require us 
at once to cut in two t he bread-buying 
ability of our own woilciugmen. [Ap­
plause.] IVe find, for example, nearly 
a million people living yonder in Con­
necticut—-a State that was evidently 
not intended for farming, having been 
cast up by a volcano and left with a 
surface that requires fertil zers in the 
graveyard in order to insure the resur­
rection of the dead.. [Great laughter.] 
If  Brother Porter is correct, and 1 
never knew him to be wrong, though I 
Saw in the papers that lie did riot send 
blanks f noilgh over here to take down 
the names of all the Tammany folks 
[laughter], but if lie is correct the eight* 
(Kindred thousand people of Connecti­
cut do not raise enough to feed them­
selves nnety days in the year. Iowa 
has a substantial interest in the pros­
perity of that Sta e.

IVe can use her prosperity in our 
business. AVe will sell them all they 
need at living rates. [Applause.] And 
we aie ready to accord them living 
rates for all they offer for sale. [Ap­
plause,] We are always on the look­
out for a good trade, but we are not 
bunting for bankrupt sal.s. We seek 
rio bargains that bring to our firesides 
the pathetic history of want. [Ap­
plause.] We seek no bargains than re­
cite in our ears the old world’s tragedy 
of Children without books, or women 
without homes, of men without hope.
[ Applause ] We seek no bargains that 
are found floating upon the stagnant 
waters of which a submerged tenth of 
the industrial population has gone down, 
[Tremendous cheering.] And if the 
importers of this town wait for their 
victory till the farmers of the west 
vote the manhood out of American life 
Or set up a boycott against the United 
States of America, they will crowd 
Methuselah for first place. [Great 
laughter and applause,] Already the 
smoke of the furnace and the skill of 
men’s hands have begun to move to­
ward the West. Whatever the tariff 
may be, we see that the absence of the 
factory is a veritable tax oil onr re­
sources. [Applause] W earegoingto 
get lid of that tax. In the chief city 
of Iowa the people gave §50,000 to hire 
a mari to build a cotton mill, [Cheers ] 
In  an enterprising town in my own 
district the people, in spite of their 
politics arid regardless of the fact that 
the kingdom of Saxony is the cheapest 
place on earth for knit goods, raised 
$10,000 to put in a knitting factory.
| Applause,] At Forest City, Iowa, in 
my district, every year the harvest is 
celebrated in a splendid palaee of flax 
which displays at once the taste of the 
community and their anxiety to wel­
come the linen industry to the West. 
[Applause.] There is not a village in 
the State Without its board o f' trade, 
with its brass band [laughter], a car­
riage arid a cash donation for any well- 
dressed man who will undertake to 
locate any kind of an industrial enter­
prise, [Applause.] My friends, you 
could more easily convert such a peo­
ple to Mohammedanism than to free 
trade. [Loud cheers.] You may stam­
pede us for a few weeks by a concerted 
alarm about advancing prices. But 
only price, for the awkward liar bas a 
hard road to travel in American poli­
tics! [Great laughter.] There is some­
thing about a smooth and polished pre­
varication that .saves it from the fate 
of the ordinary lie of commerce. [Con­
tinued laughter.] But when the im­
porting merchants based their cam­
paign last year on a system of bpgus 
trade circulars, already everywhere 
discredited, they invited the universal 
reaction that bas set in in favor of the 
tariff legislation .of 1890.; [Great ap 
plause.].  If Noah liad predicted a 
drought instead o fa  flood and put in a

System of water works instead o fa  
boat he would have exercised a larger 
knowledge of the drainage question 
thaii the enemies of protection have of 
the tariff question. ‘ [Great laughter.] 
They have offered a bribe to ignorance ; 
and put a reward in the hands of cre­
dulity. [Applause.] The good people 
of I lie West have built a school house 
on nearly every square mile of their 
territory for the express purpose of 
discouraging that sort of politics. In 
the loDg run, with the issue squarely 
made, they will give the preachers of 
the English gospel in American pros­
perity a permanent vacation. [Laugh­
ter and applause. | They ate riot ready 
to rescind the Declaration of Independ­
ence. [Applause ] They have not yet 
forgotten the exhortation of Jefferson 
to prefer nothing foreign when an 
equivaletit American fabric can be ob­
tained, regardless of the'price. [Ap­
plause.] They know that there is at 
least one thing as important to a com­
munity as cheap goods, and that is 
money to buy goods with. [Applause 
and laughter.] The prodigal son is not 
interested in prices. [Continued laugh­
ter.] Take the daily question of 
clothes. There are evidences that this 
is the best dressed country in the 
world. [Applause.] Nor are we with­
out evidence that the average grades, 
such as people generally wear, cost lit­
tle if anything more than the same 
grades would cost abroad. Be tha t as 
it may, our folks are contented on the 
question of clothes by tbeir personal 
knowledge that thousands now pros­
perous ctizens came among them in 
rags out of the countries where clothes 
are the cheapest. [Laughter and con­
tinued applause.] Itjlnay suit this 
neighborhood to sprinkle English salt 
on Irish potatoes and thank God for 
the privilege [great laughter], but the 
great West prefers the Michigan article 
and thanks the protective tariff that it 
has been made nearly as cheap as sand 
in the streets of our cities. [Great ap­
plause.] With us it is it back number 
to parade the household necessities of 
the West in the cheerful masquerade 
of sympathy for the tax-burdened 
farmer. We suspect people who ex­
hibit too much sympathy. [Laughter.] 
We investigate persons; especially if 
they claim to be better than other peo­
ple, who put their sympathy into Cro­
ton reservoirs, with delivery pipes in 
the direction of every human misery. 
[Laughter,] To tell you the truth, we 
are not candidates for sympathy. We 
have seen the whole list of household 
goods go down in price through the 
gradual development of our National 
resources, the foreign product yielding 
to the American, often not very grace­
fully, until to-day the comforts of life 
are within reach Of a larger number 
of people than ever enjoyed them be­
fore in the history of the United States. 
[Loud applause,] You can not excite 
a man about a tax on carpets ivlio has 
seen his country change under a great 
National policy from a carpet import­
ing to a carpet making cDuutry. The 
free trade argument, whatever its mer­
its in the abstract, fails among a peo­
ple who remember that the markets of 
the world gave us carpets so costly 
that we could only afford one in the 
house, and always kept the parlor door 
locked for fear somebody would go in 
and step on that carpet. [Laughter.] 
You cannot excite a man about the 
tax on earthen ware whose wife can 
recall the days of English ascendency 
in  onr markets—days when dishes 
were so costly that if a hired girl broke 
a tea cup it was capital punishment. 
[Great laughter.]

Oue of the horrors of my boyhood 
was the day of wrath when I upset the 
table. There was lamentation in the 
family, like Rachel weeping for her 
children and refusing to be comforted 
because they were not. [Continued 
laughter.] 'To day a man can take an 
elaborate dinner set and fire it through 
the motto, “God Bless Our Home,” 
without rousing any comment in the 
family. [Laughter long continued.] 
■My father was a preacher. [Laughter.] 
if you require it  I will produce affi­
davits for that [continued laughter], 
and one of the cheerful recollections of 
my youth is the picture of my vener­
able ancestor w]th Iris eyes turned to­
ward heaven, invoking the divine 
blessing on our humble fare, while the 
rest of us turned our eyes away from 
ht-aven and heavenly things to watch 
the progress of a fight between a lion 
and a unicorn that appeared to lie ill 
progress on the bottom of the break­
fast plates. [Great laughter.] I  never 
knew bow that fight came out, but as. I 
passed through the city of Trenton ah 
hour ago L could not help thanking 
God that a man can eat his breakfast 
in the United States to-day without 
having the exercises inteirupted by 
that kiDd of a ebromo. [Great and 
continued laughter.] Wendell .Phillips 
used to say that the main factor in 
civilization is the dollar left over, out 
of the weeks wages, after the expenses 
of the family had been paid. [Ap­
plause.] Thrt dollar means music and 
pictures. I t  means the church and 
the school. I t  means the savings bank 
and the insurance policy. It may not 
be very large, but it is big enough* to 
wrap up in it the safety of nations and 
the welfare of centuries. [Great ap­
plause.] It is that dollar which lifts 
the industrial level of America above 
the level of the world. I t  Is that dol­
lar that lias attracted the industri­
ous millions out of all lands, per­
suaded them to lay* down the differ­
ences of race and creed and language, 
take upon honest consciences the oath 
of our citizenship, and receive in ex­
change a hope and a prospect that are 
denied to the children of the people in 
the older countries of the woild. [Loud 
applause.] For my self.I am constrain­
ed to say that they are welcome. With 
out .their help the West would be to­
day a half settled wilderness. l  am 
not yet ready to shot t he door of the 
great Republic in the face of mankind. 
[Applause.] The only favor I  haye 
ever asked of a man born in a foreign 
country is to stand with 11s while we 
labor along the lines laid down by our 
fathers, to keep tbe firesides of Ameri 
ea out of a beggar’s competition with 
the hard conditions of life- in the in­
dustrial capitals of Europe. (Great ap 
plause] It makes little difference 
what comes to the palaces, if only 
peace and prosperity abide with the 
cottages. [Applause.] 1 am. glad to 
hear a new gospel of wealth declared 
in  these times; but after all it is a very 
old gospel, and came to us. I  think, out 
of the mountains of Judea— that 
property is more than a mere posses-* 
sion. I t  is a moral trust So that every 
man who lias it, whether it lies in a 
railroad or a coal bank or a blast fur­
nace, is in a high sense the trustee of 
the community and undgr a high law 
to use his estate without prejudice to 
the commonwealth. [Applause.] The 
gospel of Mammon, which in England, 
if we may believe Cardinal Manning; 
has produced a “world of wealth and a 
world of want,” already threatens our 
country with similar perils; The 
statesmen who hhve secured tbe Ameri 
can markets for the use of the Ameri­
can people have not finished tbeir work 
until every conspiracy in restraint of 
trade, every organized syndicate of ex 
tortion, every system of fraudulent and 
fictitious dealing, is scourged from the 
temples of legitimate business. [Ap 
plause.] 1 am a. believer in wealth 

. honestly come by; and wisely jised for 
the good of the. world.' ; Fthink that a 
millionai re like Peter Cooper [applause],

with a heart full of love to mankind, 
s God’s best gift to modern society. 
Applause.] I  would haye every man, 

and especially every young man,deyote 
the strength of bis years to the ac­
cumulation of money! And if he gets 
it, let him bless the world with His 
prosperity.

The homestead is the fixed corner­
stone of American life. I t  signifies 
much in a government like this that 
inen should have a house to call their 
own [applause]—a p ace to go when 
they are tired, and find in the sweet 
faces of wife and children the wages 
of all their labon [Applause.] I  may 
be an enthusiast’, but I  am living in 
hope ef the day when tbe spirit of the 
Workman of Nazareth shall complete 
tlie world's emancipation, drying up 
the fountains of greed and usury, and 
bringing at last to ilie weary and heavy- 
laden centuries the age of justice, 
[Great applause.] But I  am not look­
ing for that in the direction of the sand 
lots of San Francisco [laughter]; nor to 
the baymarket in Chicago, where the 
blood of brave men was poured out in  
the public streets by a gang of alien 
vagab aids; nor to Henry George pub­
lishing an idle philosophy of spoliation 
and plunder j nor to Edward Bellamy 
inviting nebulous dreams of incredible 
social conditions. [Applause.] In  
these days, if Joseph wishes to have 
his dreams respected, he must dream 
sensible dreams. [Great laughter.] I  
am a believer in the homestead; la m  
against the tenant system, whether in 
Ireland or America. [Applause.] I 
think that fifty years of government 
landlordism or other form of govern­
ment ownership general, instead of 
abolishing poverty, would make a na­
tion of tramps without interest enough 
in society to dig a well or plant a flow­
er or put the hinges on the gate. 
Laugh er and applause.] I  am down 

on that.
But my heart is in willing sympathy 

with the organization of American 
labor on the farm and in the factory, 
and I  vv elcome the good day coming 
when the rude weapons of industrial 
strife arid ill-considered plans of indus­
trial reform shall give place to the 
broadest, fairest, wisest devotion of the 
heart and brain of the age to every 
question that concerns tbe.rights of 
man. [Long-continued applause] And 
now, my friends, I  thank you for the at­
tention and the f riendly good will with 
which you have listened to me. [Pro­
longed cheeriug.]

Kindness to Animals.
There is nothing more distressing to 

a thoughtful person than to witness 
the indifference shown by many par­
ents to the cruelty of their children to­
ward animals. There is something pe­
culiarly demoralizing to a child In al­
lowing it to inflict pain on a living 
creature. From teasing the helpless 
animals about the house, a boy may be­
gin to inflict petty suffering on play­
mates, and soon his nature becomes so 
hardened that he is likely to fall an 
easy victim to the allurements of a life 
of criminal adventure. In  respect for 
dumb animals and for nature we are 
vastly inferior to many’ nations that 
have not enjoyed onr blessings. I t  is 
riot uncommon for mothers in the 
country to allow tbeir children to visit 
the slaughter houses, where they are 
drawn by morbid curiosity. They do 
not reflect what a horrible thing i t  is 
to accustom the child, who has not ar­
rived at mature years, to such sights. 
Nothing so debases an individual as 
cruelty. "We find in the pages of his­
tory, that ail truly great and good men 
had been very gentle toward animals. 
Abraham Lincoln was a conspicuous 
example of this. On the day of a great 
battle, while sitting in a small tele­
graph office awaiting news, he saw 
three little kittens Tunning about the 
floor. “Yon poor miserable little crea­
tures,” said Lincoln, picking them up 
and placing them on the table, “what 
brought yon into this camp of war­
riors? Where is your mother?” “The 
mother Is dead,” answered the colonel 
in charge. “Then she can’t, grieve for 
them,” said the president, with a sigh, 
“as many a poor mother is grieving for 
the son who has fallen in battle. Ah, 
kittles, thank God you are cats, and 
can’t  understand this terrible strife. 
“There, now, go, my little friends,” be 
continued, wiping the dirt from their 
eyes with his handkerchief; “that is all 
1 can do for you. Colonel, get them 
some milk, and dou’t let them starve ; 
there is too much starvation going on! 
in this land, anyhow; mitigate It when 
we can.” '

A  Pretty incident.
A  tired newsboy had fallen asleep in 

the street car. „ His feet were bare and 
bis hat had fallen off. Presently the 
younger of the two young ladies who 
had been watching him with kind in­
terest, leaned over and placed her mult 
under the little fellow's dirty cheek. 
An old gentleman in the next seat who 
had seen t lie kind act smiled, and with­
out saying any tiring, held out a quarter, 
with a nod to waid the boy. The girl 
understood what be meant, hesitated a 
moment, blushed a little, and then 
reached for it. The next man, who 
had seen the act and enjoyed it, just as 
silent offered the girl a  dime, to be 
used for the same purpose. A mo­
ment later a  womon across the aisle 
held out some pennies, and .before she 
knew it, the girl, with flaming cheeks, 
was offered money ■ from eyery passen­
ger in that end of tbgasar, each smiling 
and enjoying the little episode. The 
young girt quietly slid the amount into 
the sleeping boy’s pocket, removed her 
muff from under bis head without 
arousing him, and soon after rose to 
leave the car; As she did this, she in­
cluded all the passen. ers in a pretty 
little inclinatian of tbe head, that seem­
ed full of thanks, and the possession 
of a common secret. I t  was a very 
pretty little incident, and will not soon 
be forgotten by those who saw it.

A Week Without Sleep for a Wager.
A t noon on Monday, March 80, in  

Detroit, Mich., six men entered into a 
competition to test their ability to do 
without sleep for a period of 168 hours, 
or a full week. Four of the contes­
tants had dropped out before Thurs­
day, the two remaining being Town­
send, a six day walker, and Cunning­
ham a ship carpenter. Townsand suc­
cumbed on Sunday evening, and the 
manner of his failure, and the great 
difficulty experienced by Cunningham 
keeping np his vigil for the full period, 
afford a vivid illustration of the ex­
quisite torture which can be inflicted 
by forcibly depriving one of sleep. 
A t about 10 o’clock Townsend began 
to weaken; he walked like a  man 
asleep and reeled about tbe floor. 
An bour later he complained that the 
floor had all at once grown very steep 
and he could not keep on climbing. He 
stuck to his task, however, until mid­
night, when he leaned against the wall 
for a moment’s rest. He was so tired 
that he fell to the floor. The shock 
roused him, and he begged the watch­
man to keep him awake, but it  could 
not be done. Again be reeled about 
tbe floor for a few minutes and then 
with tears in bis eyes be said it was 
all up with him. H e could not stand it 
any longer—he must lie down a min­
ute. Down on the floor he threw him­
self, and before the watchman could 
get to him, a full-fledged snore was 
heard, and be was out of tbe race.

Cunningham was left alone with a 
12 hours’ virgil before him. He walk­
ed, he sang, he danced and shouted and 
tried every means he could devise to 
ward off sleep. Hundreds of people 
clustered about bim to see tbe last 
hour pass. “Why did you stop the 
clock,” he almost screamed as the min­
utes dragged by. A t length it was over 
and he was conducted to the theatre 
stage and introduced, but before the 
introduction was over, he was asleep. 
Cunningham lost eight pounds and 
Townsend six in the match. The men 
were allowed to sleep in 15 minute 
naps at the conclusion of their several 
vigils, and were spid to have suffered 
no permanent ill from tbeir novel con­
test.

Potatoes On a  Grape Vine.
The owner of a garden in Greenman- 

ville had occasion recently to prune a 
grape vine, Xu Ms ignorance he 'failed 
to consult “Daball’s yearly clam tide 
regulator,” and mutulated the vine in 
the wrong season, with the, result that 
the fluid extract of grape began to run 
and there was danger of the vine bleed­
ing to death. Securing some large 
seed potatoes he desected them and ap­
plied • the pieces to the cuts. • They 
stuck together like twin-brothers and 
ttje vine and potatoes - flourished, gath­
ering life  from each other, till now 
they form a conglomeration of grape 
and potato vine that is attracting the 
attention of farmers and aggricultuc- 
ists for miles around.—AL It. Day.

How Thread is  Numbered.
The seamstress, whether she wants 

number thirty, forty, or one hundred 
and twenty thread, knows from the 
number just what kind of sewing it 
can be used for.- When eight hundred 
and forty yards of vara weigh seven 
hundred grains, a pound of cotton, the 
threadmakers make it  number one. I f  
sixteen hundred and eighty yards 
weigh a  pound; it  is marked number 
two. For number fifty yarn it would 
take fifty multiplied by four hundred 
and eighty-nine to weigh a  pound. 
This is the whole explanation of the 
yarn measurement as used by the 
spool-cotton manufacturer.

The early manufactured thread was 
of three-cord, the number being deriv­
ed from tbe number of yards to the 
pound, just as it is today. Number 
sixty yarn make number sixty thread, 
though in point of fact the actual cali­
bre of number sixty thread would 
equal number twenty yarn.being made 
of three number twenty strands twist­
ed together.

When the sewing machine came into 
market as a great thread consumer, un- 
icasoning in its work and inexorable 
in its demands for mechanical accura­
cy, six cord cotton bad to be made in 
place of the old and rougher three- 
cord, it being much smoother. As 
thread numbers were already estab­
lished, they were not altered for the 
new article, and number sixty three- 
cord were left identical in both tbe 
size and'number.

To effect this the six-cord had to be 
made of yam twice as fine as that de­
manded in making the the three-cord 
variety. The number sixty cord is 
made of six strands of number one 
hundred and twenty yarn. The three 
cord spool cotton is of the same num­
ber as the yam is made of.

Six cord spool cotton is always made 
from double its number. Thread is a 
simple thing, but simple as it  is, there 
are two thousand kinds of it, and each 
kind goes through hundreds of differ­
ent processes.

He was arrested 
and tried for embezzlement, before the 
democratic Judge, Burgess, who lets 
Noland go on the charge that if it is 
not proven that when he stole the mon­
ey to gamble with, he did not intend to  
keep the money, he must not be found 
guilty. Following is the charge:

Before you can convict the defend­
ant you must believe beyond a reason­
able doubt from the evidence in the 
case, that he converted the publicmon- 
ey to his own use, with the intent at 
the time of converting to retain said 
money and deprive the state of it.

I f  this is law it is useless to attempt 
to convict any embezzler, for they all 
intend to return it.

The supreme court has finally decid­
ed the Michigan soldiers’ bounty mat­
ter. The case was tha t of A. J* Smith 
vs. the board of state auditors,, where 
Smith claimed the §100 bounty provid­
ed for by act No. 23 of thesession laws 
of 1894, applied not only to all persons 
who enlisted under the so-called 200.- 
000 call of Feb. 1,1804, but also to all 
who enlisted under any subsequent 
call. On the other hand the board of 
auditors held that only those persons 
enlisting under tho 200.000 call were 
entitled to receive the §100 bounty. 
The court ruled only the 7,313 who en­
listed under th- call of Feb. l, 1864, 
were entitled to the bounty and most 
of these have been paid. Justice Grant 
wrote the opinion and all the other 
Justices concurred.—Detroit News.

The select cc inmitlee named some 
time ago to inquire into the feasabili- 
ty of establishing a §40,000 furniture 
plant at the Ionia reformatory, there­
by employing some 150 convicts said 
to  be in idleness, made a report to the 
Senate this evening* The report is 
practically a victory to Grand Rapids 
and her thousands of f urniture work­
ers who, it  will be remembered, strong­
ly opposed the passage of the bill. The 
committee recommend a substitute for 
the bill, allowing only §19,980 for need­
ed repairs, etc. Of this sum SC,000 is 
for the establishment of a new indus­
try  other than, a t present in operation, 
The report says further that a new In­
dustry, if established, should bq only 
such as would employ hand labor, and 
not enter Into competition with out­
side similar Industries. The contract 
Of Chochrane & Miller can, it is said, 
be terminated at any time. The com­
mittee also say that they fail to real­
ize the amount of profit in manufac­
turing furniture as set forth in si re­
port made by ex-Warden Watkins.-

months.

Assault with deadly weapons, etc., 
18—ten convictedaud punished by fine 
or ira prisenment.

Assault and battery, 47-twenty-three 
conyieted and punished by fine or im­
prisonment.

Burglary, nine—two convicted and 
sentenced to State’s prison.

Folty-uine persons were prosecuted 
for larceny, of which 24 were convicted 
and punished according to law. One 
was prosecuted for murder and acquitt­
ed; one convicted of s lling diseased 
meat; ® prosecuted anil 6 convicted of 
violating game laws; and 14 prosecuted 
and 6 Convicted of violating: liquor law. 
There were also 279 miscellaneous 
cases, of which 43 were convicted, and 
2 are still pending. The totaL number 
of prosecutions was 430.—Palladium .

D orses In Spectacles.

One of the curious effects of the un­
wonted cold weather in. Europe during 
the past winter \>vaS observed in. Austrian 
Moravia, where the inhabitants ore said 
to be very fond of their horses and 
humanely inclined toward them.

For many weeks the ground in •Mora­
via was covered with a. thick coating of 
snow. As this was unusual, and the 
people found that their own eyes were 
unpleasantly affected by the intense 
whiteness of the snow, it occurred to 
them that their horses must be affected 
in  the same way, and needed protection 
for their eyes.

The farmers, therefore, procured quan­
tities of -goggles and Spectacles with 
black, blue or green glass, which they 
tied over their horses' eyes whenever 
they went out.

Scores ot 
horses dragging wagons through the 
snow in ’the streets, or else improvised 
rieds and sledges-were seen in the streets, 
and * aearly every Horse had on a  pair oi 
bljje p r green spectacles.

The white horses were especially comi­
cal, and if they possessed a  sense of the 
ridiculous, as some horses are thought tc 
do, perhaps they wished that they were 
black or chestnut, for on colored horse* 
the glasses were: not so conspicuous.—

womenjworkers taking in the eight hour 
-movement;.’’! has-been asked of several 
ipromm'ent' labhr people. Their replies 
might all be summed up in the words 
“Not any." Those who are taking the 
active part in the eight hour movement 
are already working only nine hours, 
and their wages average three or four 
dollars: a. detyrii “There is -no j trade or 
women thoroughly organized, and un­
til they are," says the secretary of the 
Working Women’s society, “they can do 
nothing. Those who are in ^organiza­
tions are? trying to get the state to reg- 

^ tflate their horn's of labor, and it seems 
positively brutal, from more than one 

. point,of, yiesy,to think that we women 
dr® ;aslnn'gi:hat our sisters shall not be 
allowed to work more than ten hours a 

• .day. Yen I? hours is now considered a 
brntalizingly long day by those men 
who are striking for eight houre. But 
these men have excellent wages even for 
that short time, while the women of 

- flew York, if they worked even longer 
hours, could’nofc make an honest living.. 

- And. even this simple demand we could 
not obtain."

Tile eight hour movement is an argu­
ment in favprof organizations of women 
separate from men. The men of a trade 
are naturally selfish; they consider their 
interests first, consequently reforms in: 
the condition of women are tardy. And 
it always will be so-until women them­
selves take up these problems. That, 
too, is one of the rather hopeless things, 
fWozqen>are' pot usually good material 
in  a- jlahor1 organization. There are al- 
wayj*.bptside!influehfcfis—home ties that 

0 are kiokight forcibly to bear upon their 
actions at the- critical moment. Then 
most girls feel that they won’t  have to  
svork alwaygi that they will soon have a,

home "of their own. "Tlils has much To 
do with retarding organization among 
women. That it  will be a great many 
years before women will have the eight 
hour work day is the general opinion. 
It may be trite to say that working 
women receive smaller pay and invaria­
bly work longer hours than men.

The girl who is a saleswoman works 
in the better class of stores nine and one- 
half hours four days in  the week and 
thirteen hours the remaining days. In 
the smaller places she usually spends 
thirteen or fourteen hours every day, 
sometimes in a seven day week. If  she 
is employed in a  shirt factory, or if she 
makes gloves, overalls, jumpers, under­
wear, dresses or flowers, she works ten 
hours in the factory, because tlie law 
compels the manufacturer not .to employ 
her longer, and then takes home work 
enough to keep her busy until I t  or 12 
o’clock a t night. If she is a dressmaker, 
milliner or tailoresa she considers herself 
lucky to get four hours’ work in  the dull 
season and works sixteen in the “drag." 
If she is employed in a restaurant she 
works from 7 a. m. to 10 p. m.—New 
York Recorder.

A n  A pparatus to  D iscover Comets.
The sensitiveness of selenium to light 

has been taken advantage of by Pro­
fessor Barnard, of Lick Observatory, 
Cal., who Mis employed it in making a 
device for * automatically detecting 
comets, A prism is- placed in front of 
the Object glass of the telescope, and, as 
is welMniown, a- prism will divide a ray 
of light into its primary colors—red, 
orange, yellow, etc. Back of the prism 
is a metal diaphragm with slits, corre­
sponding to the position of the three 
hydrocarbon bands wMch characterize 
the spectrum of comets only. When 
the light passes through the prism it is 
decomposed, and if  the light is that 
torn  a comet certain rays will pass 
through the slits anti fall upon a se­
lenium cell wMch connects with a bat­
tery and an alarm.

The most curious thing about the proc­
ess is that the light of ordinary stars 
does not affect the apparatus, and that 
it "is susceptible only to comets. The 
telescope is made to sweep the heavens 
by automatic machinery, and as the 
alarm will ring if a comet sweeps across 
the face of the prism, the astronomers • 
are not required to sit up all night to 
watch for the comets .any more. Pro­
fessor Barnard has tlie apparatus so ar­
ranged that it will ring the alarm in his 
bedroom. This invention is regarded as 
an .extremely important one In the me­
chanics of astronomy.—Boston Trah- 
script.

Em ploym ents for ’Women in France.
In all trades connected with food in 

France women are largely employed. 
In biscuit malting they need to serve a 
somewhat arduous apprenticesMp. The 
manufacture of shawls is very Well paid, 
hut is fatiguing. Taken as a whole 
there are not so many men employed in 
factories in Paris as in some other French 
towns. Sorting rags is a very unhealthy 

^occupation. In this women are much 
“employed, and receive in payment fifteen 
francs a week. Women are also em­
ployed in leather manufactories prepar­
ing tlie leather which is afterward 
pressed in machines.

In the making of military equipments 
women work equally in shops and in 
their own homes. Several large -firms 
have the monopoly of this work, wliich 
is chiefly done by means of the sewing 
machine. In the making of perfumery, 
too, women are much employed; tMs 
and soap making needs but a Very- short 
appreiiticeship. Tobacco employs 1,500 
women out of 1,S00 workpeople. For 
this six months’ apprenticeship is needed, 
and the lowest salary is 3-1 francs a 
day. Weavers of fine stuff for furniture 
receive three francs a day. The weav­
ing of galloons for carriages and ribbons 
for decorations is done entirely by worn* 
eu.—New York Sun.

G lotliin? tlie Eiffel Tower.
Two Frenchmen appeared at a linen 

factory in Jaroglav, in the Volga, foui 
weeks ago, and told the manufacture! 
that they were French government com­
missioners with an order for a cloth case 
in which to wrap the Eiffel tower in 
winter. They presented so many sealed 
documents and letters with the signa­
tures of celebrated Frenchmen that the 
manufacturer swallowed their marvel­
ous story and agreed to take the huge 
contract. The “commissioners” re­
quired from Mm $1,200 as an earnest oi 
Ms intention to turn out the tower’s new 
clothes, and left him with directions 
that he should go to Paris at once tc 
communicate farther with the city offi­
cials and to measure the tower. He 
went, with several assistants who were 
to help him determine tlie details of the 
undertaking, and thereby spent $300 
more to learn that he had been swindled. 
—New York Sun.

T h e  M otlier D ied First.
Tuesday there was a case before Judge 

Freeman iu the probate court of a pecu­
liar Mud. Some weeks ago Mrs. Ellen 
O’Neil died intestate. At about the 
same time her new born child also-died. 
The question to he decided was whethci 
the mother or the child died first. If the 
mother died 'first the child would have 
inherited her estate, and at the child’s 
death its father would he its heir. If, 
on the other hand, the child died first, 
one-half of the estate would go to the 
brothers and sisters of Mrs. O’Neil, and 
the other to her husband. Judge Free­
man gave his decision , wMch is that the 
mother died first. In accordance with 
tMs the estate goes to the father,—Hart­
ford Courant.
