QUR. FATHER.
A Sermon by Lizzie A. Allen, Pastor of the 

Church of the Larger Hope. •
The'Fatherbood of God ia not a new­

ly discovered truth.- I  bears upon it 
the stamp o f the approval o f the ages. 
Moses recognized it nearly four thous­
and years ago when he sang, “is  he not 
thy Father that hath bought thee?”— 
Dent. xxxii:C . David understood it 
when he declared, “ Like as a father 
pitieth his children, so the Lord piti’eth 
them that fear him.”—Psalm ciii: 13, 
Isaiah as God’s mouth-piece affirms, “ I 
have nourished and brought up children 
and they have rebelled against me.”— 
Isaiah 1 :2. Through Jeremiah God 
winningly pleads, “ Wilt thou not from, 
this time cry unto me, My Father, thou 
art the guide of my youth?”—Jeremiah 
ill: 4. Malachi questions, “ Have we 
not all one Father ? Hath not one God 
created us?”—Malachi i i : 2.

When Jesus came he overflowed with 
this truth. Seventeen times in Math­
ew’s record o f  the sermon on the mount 
he speaks of God to that mixed multi­
tude ti3 “Your Father.”  His favorite 
name for God was “The Father”—not 
merely “ a father,”  but the great central 
embodiment o f the Fatherhood princi­
ple. To the sin-smirched woman at 
Jacob’s well he speaks of the Father. 
It was the Father he came to declare.— 
John 1: IS.

So of the writers in the New Testa­
ment. Paul speaks of the “one God and 
Father o f all."—Eph. i v : 0. God the 
Father and men the children of the 
Almighty, is the foundation of his 
thought. The Fatheihood of God is 
the basis o f the Chistian idea through­
out the-Bibleand throughout Christen­
dom. And more than this. In lands 
clothed in heathen night, in ages un­
pierced by gospel truth, in the hearts 
of nations strangers to the name of 
Christ, God has been recognized as a 
Father. “For we are also his off­
spring,”  wrote the Grecian poet. A  
child .knows by instinct that he has a 
father, and countless numbers of God’s 
great family have felt their way into, a 
consciousness of this relation to the 
unseen. The universal tendency to 
worship something is but the moving 
of this instinct toward life and con­
sciousness.

Reason teaches the Fatherhood of 
God. The faculties o f the human 
spirit, consciousness, will, memory, 
foresight, ideas that seern to originate 
in our minds; judgment, conscience, 
justice, mercy, love, these things, ex­
hibited in all the infinite diversity of 
human character, mugt, according to 
axiomatic truth, be begotten o f an in­
finite Source, for cause is equal to ef­
fect. The stream cannot rise higher 
than its fountain.

Now this truth, aflitned by scripture, 
confirmed by human experience, reason, 
nature and instinct, ought to be suffi­
ciently established to be recognized and 
acknowledged by all human hearts as 
soon as stated, the one great axiom of 
existence. W e do not propose, there­
fore, to further defend or support it by 
argument. Like other axioms it is its 
own best reference and support, and it 
self-supports and defends the structure 
o f truth resting upon it. What is that 
structure? What are the 1 gitimate 
outgrowths from this broad premise? 
What will be the effect o f this truth, 

.practically and thoroughly believed 
and admitted into the life? I f  the 
universal Fatherhood o f God be un­
doubtedly recognized, are there not 
conclusions which must of necessity 
follow Which sfiall yet startle a delud- 
ed and sleeping church out of its old 
nightmare dreams o f  perdition and 
avenging fires o f divine wrath, that 
shall prove the destiny o f a portion of 
God’s children ?

Let us see. It is a grand heritage to : 
be well-born. We are justly proud o f  ;
a noble ancestry, A  reflected glory 
falls on us i f  we can claim relation to 
the wealthy, the famous, or. the noble. 
A  responsibility is laid upon us to do 
credit to onr origin. The name we 
bear must receive no stain from  us. 
L e t it be remarked in passing, that 
while none can select his parents and 
all cannot he born o f  the great, yet it

is in each man’s power to give his chil­
dren a noble father.

Noblesse oblige is the motto o f earth’s 
Well-torn. What concerning the heav­
enly origin o f all? Can a man know 
that his being* originated from beyond 
the sun, and not be drawn heaven­
ward ? Can he believe that the spark 
o f  life that smoulders in his breast was 
kindled in the heart of matchless puri­
ty, Infinite goodness and measureless 
love, and yet remain cold, corrupt and 
cruel?

Some have spent life-times to prove 
that man developed from a source be­
neath him. They have sought through 
all earth’s treasured archives, to find 
What they call the “missing link” that 
should prove man descended from tlie 
brute. Thank God, they failed. A  
very little o f such effort in the right 
direction must have convinced them 
that in Jesus Christ is found a link 
that binds men to God. It seems in­
evitable that they who seek for their 
ancestors among apes, w ill be apt to 
revert toward apes in their conduct.

On the oilier hand, let each human 
being, hovvevervile,degraded and fallen, 
be made to feel and know that his 
birthright: entitles him, as a child.of 
God, to inherit heavenly glory and 
goodness, and the effect must be ele­
vating, purifying, ennobling.

The Fatherhood of God also implies 
the brotherhood of man. Christ is the .! 
great unifier of„our race. He taught 
to man the prayer “Our Father.” mak­
ing himself one with us; and every 
heart that breaths that prayer strength­
ens the cord that hinds all souls to­
gether and binds all souls to God. 
Christ is the Head of every man. He 
is our brother. He says, “ I  will de­
clare thy name unto my brethren.”  He 
is our brother because o f a common 
motherhood. His infant head was pil­
lowed on a woman's breast. He was 
made of a woman, and the life there 
fashioned was Sustained from the earth. 
By the sweat o f his brow in the car­
penter’s shop at Nazareth, he ate his 
daily bread. The shafts of agonizing 
temptation pierced his soul. With us 
he shared hunger and thirst and weari­
ness. . He tasted: of earth’s festivities. 
He drank of the sweets of friendship. 
He wept when death removed his friend. 
He is our brother because with ns he 
has entered the dark portals of the 
tomb. Earth’s breezes have fanned his 
fevered brow upon the cross, and waft­
ed from bis life dying moans o f an­
guish. Earth has opened her bosom to 
receive his mangled, lifeless form. A ll 
these experiences rualie him ours for­
ever. But he is also our brother be­
cause o f a common Fatherhood. And 
this fact unites us all in him and all to 
each other, “ A ll ye are brethren,” 
were his own words, and who shall 
dare to limit their application ? Not 
“ all ye”  in  this church or in that 
church, hut in all churches. Not “all 
ye”  in this land or in that land, but in 
all lands. Not “all ye” who have had 
certain privileges of gospel light and 
liberty, and who therefore call -your- 
selves civilized Christians, but “ all ye” 
dwelling in ' darkness, in obscurity, In 
wretchedness and degradatien, who 
yet share the one blood of which all 
nations are made. “A ll yo”  in every 
condition, in every clime, in every age, 
“ all ye are brethren.’ ’

And what does this imply ? What
do we owe to our brethren ? Paul 
says, “Owe no man anything, but to 
love one another,”  And what a debt 
is this! He that loveth not his brother 
abideth in death. W e ought to lay 
down our lives for the brethren. He 
that seeth his brother have need and 
shuttelh up bis bowels o f compassion 
from him, how dwelletli the love of 
God with him ? What do you owe to 
your brother? I f  you haye bread and 
he is hungry, you arc his debtor for 
food. I f  you have clothes and he is 
naked, you are his debtor for covering. 
I f  yon have joy and he is sad, you owe 
him comfort. I f  you have truth and 
he is in ignorance and error, you owe 
him light. O Christians! into whose 
lives God has poured such floods of 
glory, such riches o f joy and peace and 
knowledge, wbat do you owe to your 
brothers and sisters who languish in 
spiritual poverty in the dark places of 
the earth ? “ I  am debtor to the Greeks 
and to the barbarians” said Paul, “So 
that as much as lieth in .me I  am ready 
to preach the gospel to you that are at 
Rome also.”

God has made inequalities in earthly 
conditions to give people a chance to 
be generous. Hoarded wealth, whether 
it be gold or whether it he gospel, will 
cry out and condemn all misers in the 
great day o f his wrath.

God’s being for the ultimate success’ of 
all humanity.

One Tree Makes a Train. .
The Tulare people are going to ex­

hibit one o f the results o f the Califor­
nia climate in an altogether original 
way.

There is a tree in that country which 
is a fair specimen o f what the redwood 
can he i f  it grows enough. It  stands 
in a gorge deep enough to be awful,and 
its topmost boughs, where the cones 
are thickest, are on a level with the 
highest, rocks on the sides of the ravine

It is not cut yet, so the measure­
ments so far taken may be at fault a 
bit one way or the other, but they are 
near enough the truth to make safe 
betting.

The tree is 890 feet high, 90 feet 
from the butt to the first branch, and 
2<T feet through at the very base.

A  log of clean, smooth wood that 
will measure90 feet in length and aver­
age 20 feet in diameter can easily be 
cut out of it.

That is what the Tulare people pro­
pose to do, and having the log they 
will utilize it to the benefit of the 
World’s Fair and the glory o f Tulare.

The tree grows well up toward the 
-headwaters of the Kaweah river, and 
the great log will have to be carried or 
moved in some way to the railroad at 
Visalia, a distance of nearly sixty 
miles.

It is a stupendous undertaking, but 
the people of that country do not stop 
at trifles. In all likelihood the trunk 
will be cut in sections lengthwise, and 
then the sections will be put on trucks 
and taken over the log road. Ox teams 
will do the hauling, probably a score 
of span to the section.

In many places a road will haye to 
be cut through and built up. Crooks 
and turns and precipitous slants will 
have to be avoided and often when the 
road is uphill it will require the com­
bined strength o f all the oxen to haul 
one section o f the tree up the steep.

When finally the giant o f the Tulare 
woods is where it can be moved ■ on 
railroad cars, it will bave cost hundreds 
and hundreds o f dollars, and six months 
will have passed from the time tbe tnen 
with axes started to fell it.

Then the more important work will 
commence.

The log will be made whole by put­
ting together o f the sections. . Expert 
woodsmen will cut it across In the mid. 
die, making two lengths, each forty-five 
feet long. -E ch o f these lengths will 
then be heivn into the shape of ordi­
nary railway passenger coaches.

The rough bark o f the tree will be 
the roof o f the car, and on the sides 
and ends the natural wood will be left 
unpolished.

The inside will be hollowed out,win­
dows and doors put in, and the interior 
finished after the fashion o f Pullman 
cars. One will be a buffet and dining 
car .with apartments for bath, barber 
.shop and kitchen. The other will be a 
sleeper with an observation room.

Platforms will be put at the ends and 
ordinary tracks underneath, and to 
prevent thetransformed tree from fall­
ing to pieces under any circumstances, 
heavy bauds of iron will be put around 
the body o f the car.

The trees would have been left with 
the bark all on hut for the fact that 
the cars could not be more than the 
regulation size and get over bridges 
and through tunnels safely. They will 
be about eleven feet wide and ten feet 
huh .—San Francisco Exam iner.

Tlie hog that is deprived o f  good 
clean water in abundance and good 
shade in hot weather is cruelly and un- 
profitably treated.

The swine-breeder whose pens are 
mudholes aid  whose swine eat - as 
much filth as clean lord  w ill never 
make the best pork, even If his swine 
do not sicken and die.

Fly nets are both merciful and prof- 
fitable. It pays to protect the animal 
from the annoyance of flies to the ut­
most extent, i t  is said that bruised 
smart weed rubbed on the animal will 
be a protection.

Fly paper is considered to be a good 
thing in the house, and it is. But fly 
paper will catch flies in the stable just 
as well as in the house ; and every fly 
that is captured means so much more 
comfort for the horse.

The whip is not the thing to make a 
horse fearless of what he thinks is a 
danger. He will be afraid of an ob­
ject just so long, as he does not know 
that it will not harm. It is not whip­
ping that will teach him the harmless­
ness of that at which he is frightened, 
but education. Lead him gently to 
tlie object and then assure him o f the. 
liarmlessuess.

There is a great deal o f complaint of 
inferior beef among customers that 
is not merited. Beef should be kept 
t'Or a while after slaughtering, to be at 
its best. But not half the meat mark­
ets—and few probably—have the capi­
tal to do this, and hence they sell 
green beef. The very best beef in the 
world may not get credit for wbat it 
really is, under such circumstances.

The most peculiar document that has 

been Died at the probate office in many 
a week came in the will o f Lavinia 
Boyce, o f Westfield. Lewis F. Boyce, 
her husband, receives the nse and 
income o f the real estate in that 
town, but after his death the property 
is to be devided into three parts by im­
aginary lines drawn from the front to 
the hack o f the lot, Helen E. Amsden, 
a daughter, is to have the' westerly 
third o f  the place, one-third o f the 
atlic and ceilar and three rooms on 
that side o f the house. A lice R. Iloey, 
another daughter, gels the middle 
third o f the lot, the central third o f 
the cellar and attic, and the rooms 
on the first floor not already dis­
posed of, while William L . Boyce, a 
son, is to receive the easterly third 
o f the land, the remaining fraction o f 
the cellar and attic, and the rooms on 
the second story. He is granted the 
light -to build a flight of steps on the 
outside o f the house, i f  he wishes, to 
reach bis tenement. The instrument 
specifies that all expenses to the house 
for outside repair are to be borne pro­
portionately by the three, while each 
is to have use of the inside stairs and 
hallways as may be necessary in reach­
ing the cellar and garret. In order to 
secure this prize they must pay off a 
mortgage o f over $700, in sums equal­
ly  divided among them and specified 
to exact eents.-SpringJield Kr^tiblican.

California Tin Mines.
“California is a land o f big things,”  

said Congressman Elect Bowers, o f 
San Diego, at the Ebbitt, “but the big­
gest thing o f all is the development of 
our - tin mines. This is going to be in 
the conrse of a little while the greatest 
industry we’ve ever started, and I am 
keeping in the bounds o f truth when I 
state that the Temescal mines in San 
Bernardino County alone contain 
enough ore to supply this whole coun­
try with tin. The property is owned 
by Englishmen, and the experts whom 
they sent over to inspect it made such 
flattering reports that their principals 
at first refused to credit them; but 
when they found out for themselves 
that the California ore ran from 12 to 
40 per cent o f tin, while the famous 
Cornwall mines averaged only about 
2*4 percent, they made baste to buy 
up some 4S.000 acres of land.

They built an experimental mill at 
first, which was a complete success, 
and are putting up an immense plant-, 
having employed from 250 to 400 men 
since last .September in continuous 
work on a great dam and foundations 
o f the building. Altogether they have 
speDt over $400,000. In a few  weeks 
they will be shipping from eight to ten 
tons per week. Before Congress meets 
the output will have reached hundreds 
o f tons weekly. Orders have already 
come in, and those doubting Thomases 
who claimed .that America would nev­
er produce a pound o f tin will have to 
acknowledge their mistake.”— Wash­
ington Post.

The Portrait Swindle.
An industry that has thriven almost 

as well as watch clubs and endowment 
orders, hut not so generally known as 
arrant swindle, is the free crayon por­
trait business. Those who prosecute 
it advertise extensively in  papers hav­
ing large rural ciicuiation that they 
Hill furnish crayon enlargements of 
photographs without charge, or for a 
nominal sum. The victim sends in 
liis photograph and then learns that he 
must buy a frame before he gets the 
portrait. The representation is made 
that the portrait is such a “beautiful 
work of art” that it cannot be shipped 
without the protection o f  a frame, for 
which from $3 to $5 aT6 demanded. 
When the money is forwarded the 
victim finds that the portrait is any- 
Ihing but a work o f art, and the frame 
is a very cheap affair. Thera are many 
variations of this kind of swindle. One 
of them is as follows : The victim signs 
an agreement, after paying his money, 
that lie will buy a frame to cost not 
less than $1.50. When it is too late he 
discovers by a study of thê  agreement 
that he must buy the frame in person 
at “ the house”  o f ‘ the firm” of swin­
dlers. As he seldom lives near enough 
to comply with this requirement, he 
finds himself minus photograph and 
the money that lie has advanced.—N. 
Y. Evening Post.

R oyalty in D ebt
An interesting book has just been 

seized by the Berlin police. It  de­
scribes the financial troubles of the 
late Emperor Frederick and his son, 
the present German monarch, Freder­
ick’s income while crown prince, was 
not sufficient for his charitable impul­
ses. His Father, the late Emperor 
William, refused to make him the al­
lowance his necessities requited, and 
every year his difficulties increased. 
In time be became involved in a net 
work o f debt and he was compelled to 
resort to the usurers for relief. He 
was obliged, it Is said, sometimes to 
pay 50 per cent.

In 1882 he was, it seemed, so inex­
tricably embarrassed that he proposed 
—as he did several times subsequently 
—to renounce his right of succession. 
When he ascended the throne his total 
indebtedness fell little short o f 15,000,- 
000 marks. Frederick, says the Sun’s 
correspondent, never recovered from 
the tortures of mind and body to which 
his financial trouble subjected him. 
They weakened his condition, the au­
thor says, and rendered him less able 
to resist the development of the can­
cerous disease o f which he died. He 
was the victim o f  his own goodness, 
the author asserts. His unselfishness 
was so clear to his contemporaries that 
once a rich philanthropist was moved 
to put to Frederick’s disposal his whole 
fortune on condition that no title should 
be conferred in return. Frederick, how­
ever, refused the offer. A fter ascending 
the throne Frederick’s first rare Was 
the discharge o f all his obligations. 
The most interesting part o f  this re­
markable book, and probably the one 
which caused the prompt seizure o f it 
at the government’s instance, concerns 
Emperor William II. The author says 
that the reigning Hohenzollern was 
also involved in  great financial difficul­
ties in his last y ears before ascending 
the throne. His embarrassment was 
caused by bis father’s thrift and by bis 
own extravagant habits. Bleicbroder. 
o f  Berlin, heard o f Ms trouble and 
volunteered to advance money to him. 
The offer was sharply declined with­
out thanks bv Prince William, who 
considered the great banker’s proposal 
a piece o f  impudence. He, too, settled 
his debts as soon as he became Emper­
or.—N . Y. Sun.

New York, November 3, will elect 
governor, lieutenant governor, secre­
tary o f  state, controller, treasurer; at­
torney general, engineer and surveyor, 
the senate, the assembly, 10 justices o f 
the supreme court, and a representa­
tive in congress from the Tenth dis­
trict.
, Ohio, November 3, will elect govern- 
er and other State officers and legisla­
ture, and vote upon a proposed amend­
ment to the constitution providing for 
uniformity o f taxation.

Pennsylvania, November 3, will elect 
treasurer and auditor general, and vote 
whether a coustutional convention 
shall be held and elect delegates to the 
same,

Rhode Island, April 1, voted for gov­
ernor and other state officers and elect­
ed the legislature. There being no 
election o f state officers by the people, 
the Republican candidates were elect­
ed by the legislature.

Texas, August l i ,  voted upon 
five proposed amendments to the con­
stitution o f the state. The first pro­
vides for the registration o f voters in 
towns o f 10,000 population and over; 
the second relates to the maintenance 
o f the common schools; the third fixes 
the maximum rate o f interest at 10 per 
cent, and in contracts where no rate is 
specified at G per cent; the fourth re­
lates to local option; and llie fifth pro­
vides for establishing two or more 
civil courts o f appeal.

Virginia, November 3, will elect one- 
half its senate and its house of dele­
gates.

Wisconsin, April ” , elected judge of 
supreme court.

piercing scream, startled the quiet 
neighborhood in the vicinity o f Sev­
enth and Oak streets, about three 
o’clock Sunday afternoon.

Show- 
waiter and family Was found to be in 
flames and their little son Clyde, aged 7 
years, frightfully burned from a kero­
sene explosion. The little fellow was 
attempting to light the kitchen fire, us­
ing kerosene oil, and iu some manner 
probably communicated by the vapor 
the flame from the match came into 
contact with the oil in the can and a 
terrific explosion followed, filling the 
room with fire and Smoke. Mrs. Show- 
waiter made a heroic attempt to save 
her child from the flames which had 
enveloped him from head to foot, and 
grasping him in her arms she tore off 
the burning clothes as best she could, 
frightfully burning her own hands and 
arms.

I  do a considerable trade in peacocks, 
which customers who have country 
places buy for ornamental purposes. 
Farmers raise them in Maryland and 
Virginia. Goldfish are propagated by 
regular breeders in Maryland, Virginia 
and Pennsylvania, who send them to me 
iu cans, but the fancy goldfish, with 
double tails, are imported from Japan to 
San Francisco and- reshipped from that 
city.

Their 
owners Ming them here for the purpose; 
four legged beasts, top, of all sorts. A  
squirrel is one of the most difficult ani­
mals to stuff successfully. Food is an 
item In caring for such a menagerie as 
this; it costs me nearly $1,000 a year.—

SUMATRA ISLAND IS A PLAGE WHERE 

WIVES RUN THINGS.

Customs T h a t D iffer front Tltose o f  A n y 
O ther Christian o r  IVolianimedaii P e o ­
p le—-The W ife  Is  the P roperty  Holder* 
Site N ever Xeaves H er R om e.

A  country where the women own the 
houses and lands, where gold and silver 
are common as flowers in the spring, 
where everybody is happy and nobody 
does wrong, is the burden of the story 
that W. J, Shaw brings from far off Su­
matra.

W. J. Shaw is one of the men who 
modeled things in this country when it 
Was young and pliable. He came from 
New York in 1849, and was about the 

' first man to hang oat a lawyer’s sign in 
San Francisco. He won the cases that 
settled the validity o f settlers’ titles and 
resulted in the Van Ness ordinance, and 
he served as a state senator in 1854, when 
it was more of an honor to he a legislator 
than it is now.

“ In all my years o f  travel,” he said, 
“ I never found a happier people than 
those who live in Sumatra, in tlie mid­
dle part o f the island. The people all 
over Sumatra lire believers in the Mo­
hammedan religion, hut the peculiar 
customs which make this particular peo­
ple unique and different from all others 
are confined to one community,

“ It would not be correct to term this 
branch of the Sumatra people a tribe, 
for they do not live in tribal relations at 
all, although there is a chief and under 
chieftains. These rulers, however, are 
not despots> and if the people do not like 
the way in which they manage things 
they dispose of them very shortly and 
put other men in their places.

“ Although men are the ostensible 
chieftains, the women are the real rulers. 
The customs of the country forbid the 
giving of a man’s property to his chil­
dren after his death. If a man dies the 
property he owns is given to Ms father 
and mother. The woman’s property, on 
the contrary, is given to the children. 
Probably that is the custom that is re­
sponsible for the turning over of all the 
wealth of the country to the women,

TREATMENT OP THE BOYS AND MEN.
, “ It is the constant aim of the men to 
enrich their wives. Each man has hut 
one wife, and each wife one husband, 
and they live a perfectly moral life. The 
teachings of Mohammedanism are fol­
lowed upon the question of divorce. 
The husband has the right to divorce his 
wife whenever lie chooses, hut must al­
low her to retain the property in her pos­
session. Divorces are UQt frequent, 
though, aud I  believe that, in proportion 
to the population, divorces, in this _ part 
of Sumatra are not one in sixteen "com­
pared to the number in California.

“ The people are happy there*—happy 
as they can be. The children live at 
home with their mother—the boys until 
they are thirteen or fourteen, and the 
girls until they marry.

“ When the daughter gets married she 
does not leave her Mother's house. An 
addition is built on—a new roof, as they 
call it—and the newly married girl 
makes her home there, and brings up 
her children. This custom, of course, 
results in forming quite large communi­
ties Where there are many children.
. “ I knew one of these communities 
where there were a mother and several 
daughters living with their . children, 
The original house had grown, with each 
marriage until it spread over a large 
piece of ground, ; ' ’

“ When the hoys get old enough to 
leave home they) are taken-to a compart­

ment house which is set' aside as a home 
for them until they wish to marry. The 
girl has the right to choose whom she 
will wed, a privilege delegated to her in 
few Mohammedan countries.

“ Once married, the husband for the 
rest'of Ms life is Ms wife’s lover. He 
lives apart from her and visits his home 
only in the evening to chat with her and 
the children. All the money he gets— 
and there is plenty o f money of Dutch 
coinage there—he turns over to Ms sweet­
heart, ' She dresses herself and the chil­
dren and shoulders all the petty family 
cares.

“ He is bothered only to earn the 
money to pay for the things they eat 
and wear,

“ To get things for them to eat need 
not worry him much. The portion of 
Sumatra in which these strange people 
live is very fertile and productive. It is 
a fine country, with beantiful mountains 
and streams and magnificent scenery. 
All sorts o f fruits are grown, and in the 
higher altitudes Many of the grains.

DRESSES OE THE WOMEN.
“ To find dresses for the family must 

bo a different matter, for I  never saw 
such elegantly attired women as in these 
communities. They are very beantiful, 
boasting the fairest and finest complex­
ions and the brightest eyes.

“ Never in Christian countries do wo­
men dress as extravagantly,

“ I  remember that once the cMef told, 
me he would have two pretty maidens 
dress as they would on their marriage. 
The two bright eyed girls were gone 
some time, and came back wearing, one 
a dress of gold and tbe other one of sil­
ver. They had bracelets one above an­
other from the hands and above their 
elbows. At the elbows they wore pecu­
liar bracelets,’ jointed to permit easily 
moving the joint. In brief, their arms 
were armored with precious metal. They 
had necklaces of gems and other costly 
ornaments, and the cloth-of-gold and 
cloth-of-silver dresses were made loosely 
fitting above the waist, and the skirts in 
flounces.

“ They are not an ignorant people, for 
the cMldren are taught in their homes, 
and many learn to read the Koran. They 
observe the proprieties too, as is appar­
ent from the rule as to widows.

“ When a woman’s husband dies she 
plants a post in front of her particular 
door in the family house and hangs a 
flag upon it. While the flag waves she 
may not marry again. But when the 
winds, blowing softly off the sea, have 
tom it into shreds and scattered the hits 
on the ground her term of mourning is 
over, and she may accept a second lover’s 
proffer.”—San Francisco Examiner.

BesCucd Seventy Yeafisi Ago.
Captain Nathaniel Richards, ■who ka& 

been a ■whaler ' all his life, until old age 
forced him to give up the- sea, was the 
gnestof tlie ofQrvrs o f the United States 
frigate Constellation <vn. Sunday evening 
at dinner. Captain Richards is in his 
ninety-fourth year, and What makes his 
visit remarkable is that it  was the Com 
stellation which rescued him from the 
Chilians seventy years ago, In 1821 Cap­
tain Richards sailed from Stonington on 
a sealing voyage. He got around to the 
coast o f Chili, was captured with others 
while ashore, was taken to the interior 
and put to work in the mines.

For sis or seven months he toiled for 
his masters, brutally treated and half 
starved. At last an opportunity offered 
for escape. He made for- the coast, hotly 
pursued, bat he reached there, and steal­
ing a boat he made a long and perilous 
voyage until the Constellation came into 
view. He Was taken on board and ate 
h& first hearty meal since_ leaving his 
own vessel. He remained on board until 
the frigate returned home.

This incident came to the knowledge 
of the officers o f the vessel now in the 
harbor, and they* * sent- a courteously 
written invitation to the aged seaman re- 
qnesting'the pleasure of his company at 
dinner. Captain Richards accepted, 
and the Constellation's steam launch 
took him from the shore to the frigate, 
where he was received with due honors. 
He was seated at the post of honor, an d 
the officers made much of him. As the 
old gentleman’s mind is clear and his 
memory retentive,, he did his share in 
making the event an interesting ono'ior 
his entertainers. This is the first time 
he has seen the vessel since i f ’hronght 
him home in 1S31.—Hew London Cor.

A  B ig  Ic ic le  Falls.
Monday a loud noise and slight shak­

The figure is 
of life size and is mounted upon a red 
granite base and a Mentone sandstone 
pedestal four feet high. The site o f the 
statue is south of the Garfield monu­
ment in San Francisco's park.—Bloom­
ington Eye.

He had taken a 
registered letter to one Faure, a shoe­
maker, and was about to leave the house 
when the man closed the cloor, pulled a 
revolver out o f his, pocket, and rushing 
on Boudon threw him down and bound 
him securely. He then informed the 
terrified postman o f his intention to re­
tain him as a hostage until he had re­
ceived divers letters written to Mm by 
the president o f the republic and the 
minister of justice in reply to his appli­
cation for the restoration of 30,000 francs 
lost in a lawsuit.

Faure sent a note to the head of the 
postal department explaining how mat­
ters stood, and while awaiting an an­
swer barricaded his apartments. When 
the police arrived he called out that he 
had provisions for a week, two revolvers 
and plenty of ammunition, and that if 
they attempted to force the door lie 
would kill his prisoner. The situation 
was extremely awkward. The affair 
had become known in the neighborhood, 
and the adjacent streets were soon 
thronged with at least 5,000 o f the towns­
people.

A  last attempt to parley with the in­
furiated shoemaker having proved abor­
tive, the police and gendarmes broke 
into the place, fired a few shots to 
frighten Faure, and succeeded in se­
curely taking liim into custody ere he 
had time to carry ont liis threat. They 
had great difficulty in conducting him 
to prison, as the crowd wanted to lyneb 
him. Faure is described as a monoma­
niac, and it appears that when M. Car­
not visited Himes some time ago he 
made some curious preparations in or­
der to attract his attention, which, how­

A  F leet o f  W halebacks for the A tlantic.
Alexander McDpngall, the inventor of 

the whaleback boats and builder of the 
whaleback steamer, Charles W. Wet- 
more, which reached Liverpool Tuesday 
with a cargo ®f wheat from Duluth, was, 
at the Sherman house yesterday. “ In; 
ninety days,” he said, “ our mills for the 
construction o f  steel plates, angle irons! 
and bolts will be completed at Dulutli,■ 
and we shall immediately lay the keel3 
for ten more whaleback boats for service 
on the Atlantic, '

“ We shall build a whaleback steamer 
450 feet long, with cabin accommoda­
tions for 2,000 passengers, for service 
during the World’s fair. After the fair 
is over it will he cut in two and taken to 
the Atlantic. It is possible that we will 
build ■ more than one o f these boats. 
They will have great speed and will he 
elegantly fitted ont.”

The Wetmore, Captain . McDougall 
added, will load with a partial cargo of 
machinery for the new shipyard on’ 
Puget sound; near Seattle, and will-then 
return to New York, where' it will fake 
on material for the first two boats to. be 
built on the Pacific 'coast. ThevAmeri- 
con Steel Barge company,*which is build­
ing the whalebacks, is largely composed 
of officials o f the Ndrtherh. Pacific rail­
road.—Chicago Tribune.

So More Pearls from Wisconsin.
The pearl fishing craze in Wisconsin, 

which was at its height in numerous 
rivers a year ago, seems to have ended 
as speedily as it came. Pearls were 
found in the clams in many - rivers, but 
none of any particular value was found 
except in Sugar and Pecatonica rivers 
in southern Wisconsin. Not only has, 
the stock of pearls been exhausted, hut 
the clams have been practically extermi­
nated, No good pearls have been found 
for several montas,

It is the opinion of dealers that profit­
able pearling in Wisconsin rivers is 
practically ended for several generations 
at least, as there are few clams'remain­
ing in the rivers which produce pearls, 
and it will require many years for the 
cl tuns to multiply sufficiently. Besides 
there is no knowing hoW many years a ê 
required to produce the pearls, even 
were the clams to become numerous 
again. There is no means o f estimating. 
the value of the pearls taken from Sugar 
and Pecatonica rivers while the excite­
ment lasted, though it would undoubted­
ly run far up into the thousands of dol­
lars.

Pearls were sold in the market here 
for all sorts of prices, from a few shil­
lings np to nearly $1,000. One firin in 
Milwaukee sold three to a- New York 
dealer for $1,000, while hundreds of 
others brought prices ranging from $50 
to $300, and some of the choicest were 
sold by New York dealers, it is said, for 
as high as $5,000 each. There is yet 
great demand for Wisconsin pearls, and 
their scarcity, it is believed, will tend 
greatly to increase their value. It is a 
pity that “ the goose which laid the 
golden egg,” or rather the dams which 
produced the pearls, should have been so 
ruthlessly exterminated. — Milwaukee 
Sentinel.

The popular color for morning suits 

this season is brown. There are dozens 
of shades of that color. Tlie russet 
browns and the dull browns, in whi !i 
there is a slight mitigling of gray, are the 
shades that go off best.

Figures of Two Rig Railroads.
An interesting comparison was re­

cently made of two o f tlie greatest rail­
road corporations in the world, one Eng­
lish, the other American. The Pennsyl­
vania system, regarded as one aggrega­
tion, though it includes more than 100 
minor corporations, represents 7,915 
miles of railroad and a canal, a share 
and bonded capital of $700,000,000, gross 
earnings in 1890 of $133,000,000 and the 
movement in the same year of 137,000,000 
tons of freight an l̂ 84,000,000 passengers.

The English corporation referred to— 
the London hud Northwestern—has an 
authorized capital of $533,877,979 and 
1,910 miles of road, on which the gross 
receipts for one year were $29,651,339. 
The disparity in gross receipts per mile 
is not- extremely large, hut the capitali­
sation of the English line is vastly 
greater, in proportion to mileage ana 
traffic, than that of the American sys­
tem.—Mechanical News.

To Obviate T rolley  Poles*
If the invention of Dr. Bates, of this 

city, stands the test of experiment the 
entire electric railway system, of ‘over­
head wires and poles will soon he super­
seded by a simple conduit bolted to the 
center of the track. Some such inven­
tion is greatly needed. The overhead 
maze of wires is a constant- source of de­
lay and danger. The place for all elec­
tric wires, whether for railways, tele­
graphs or telephones, is underground, 
or 'properly insulated and protected in 
conduits, as proposed by Dr. Bates.

The main difficulty to he apprehended 
with tbe new invention is with snow and 
ice in winter. The slot which admits 
the trolieyarm from the car into the 
conduit is protected from rain and dust 
by a steel strip which acts with a spring. 
If this strip and spring can protect the 
slot alike from rain and dust in summer, 
and from snow and ice in winter,, the in­
vention may prove to he one of the most 
important in years. President Lowry 
deems the invention to possess consider­
able merit, and will undoubtedly give it 
thorough trial.—Minneapolis Tribune.

Hi.s Hair Quickly Bleached in a Cavern.

About two years ago a contributor to 

The North American Review called at­
tention. to the hygienic value of refriger­
ation, and predicted that, climatic fevers 
would yet be cured in ice cooled hospi­
tals. That prediction seems to have been 
verified by an actual experiment. Ha­
vana papers publish circumstantial re­
ports from Santiago de Oifba where a 
Spanish physician is treating, and in­
variably curing, yellow fever patients in 
a camera-polar (polar chamber), i. ;e. , in 
a sanitarium reduced by means Of ice 
to a temperature nearly 40 degs. below 
the average of the outdoor atmosphere. 
The result a-ppears plausible enough, and 
the - only puzzle seems why Yankee en­
terprise has not long ago acted upon the 
hint that the first night frosts put astop to 
the malarial disorders of onr gulf states.

New Sugar Process.
It is churned that a. new process has 

recently been made in the manufacture 
of sorghum sugar by which gum sub­
stances may be eliminated from the sac­
charine matter, and which will make 
the cane yield from fifty to seventy 
pounds more sugar to the ton than it 
has been doing. "Professor Wiley, who 
has been experimenting in this, says that 
sorghum sugar will bring about three 
cents a pound and possibly four cents. 
This will give tlie farmer more for his 
product than anything else lie can pro­
duce, and still leave a good profit to the 
manufacturer. —New York Journal.
