Honesty is the basis of all prosperity,
with the pation as well a3 with the in-
dividual. With a nation, the great
est of its honesty of purpose, and its

" ability to fulfil its obligations, is the

value of its money. It isnot enough
for a nation to say, *“This is a Dollar.”
1t must be a dollar, good for a dollal,
having the purchasing pow:r of u dol-
lar, redeemable as a dollar anywhere
in the civilized world. This could not
be the case with the silver dollar, if
free coinage were established, because
there wounld soon be such a rapid out-
put that the silver dollar would be
forced down to its bullion value, and
we, into whose hands it had fallen,
would be left with a depreciated cur-
rency, with which we could not pur-
chase goods of the intrinsic value as
were the goods with which we had
prarted in order to obtain it. Awunother
side of the question is this: Even the
farmers’ alliance would hardly dare to
formulate so absurd a proposition as
that the government should buy out-
right our wheat, at a price greater
than its value in any market in the
world. But that is exactly what the

silver men do when they propose free

coinage. Then eyery o:her prcducer
must ve taded in orner to pay them
the abnormal profit on the product of
their mines, If free coinage is right,
then it is right for the government to
issue dollar certificates upom 90 cents’
worth of wheat. And in the latter
case the farmers might lave some
profit; in the former cuse they are sure
of a loss, because they must help pay
his bonus to the silver men—Agricul-

Deay Mutes Made to Hear.

In every age pivlonged struggles have
" been made against deafness; there have
been special physicians, special instru-
mernfs and special remedies for the ear.
The acoustic cornet of Dr. Larrey, in-
tended to be concealed in the hair; the
acoustic bell of Dr. Itard, acoustic tubes,
dilating tubes, artificial ears of mefal,
silk and gutta percha, audiphones, auri-
cular microphones, conches, artificial
- tympanums, even acoustic fans for the
. use of ladies, bave had at divers fimes
a reputation more or less deserved. Fi-
nally, the announcement was made a
few days ago that a new acoustic horn
' had been found which not only enabled

the deaf to hear, but which diminished

and even conquered deafness.

The apparatus is composed of a large
bell of enameled metal, united by a
gulta percha tube, about fifty centime-
ters in length; to a little bone tube cov-
ered with gutta percha, which extends
somewhat beyond it. The tubeiscov-
ered outside by a light stuff intended to
arrest all foreign vibrations. The little
tube penetrates into the auditory pas-
sage and t{ouches the ¢ympanum.
Thanks to this, not a sound, not a breath
is lost on the patient, and no matterhow
little hearing remains. to the subject he

. perceives sonnds #nd noises; that is to
say, vowels and consonants; and finally
he even hears words. The sounds are
clear, without buzzing, without reso
nance and with a remarkable intensity.

Ibissatisfactory to know that the
piano manufacturers of this country are
becoming alive to. thenecessity of taking
steps to prevent this injury to the public
and to themselves, Not long ago a well
known New York firm had occasion fo
take action in a case of this kind, and
had the satisfaction of securing a ver-
dict calculated to effectwally prevyent a
repetition of the offense.—Chicago News..

“If the new engine I am about to |
have constructed is not capable of mak-
ing 100 miles an hour I'll give her away
to the first person I meet.” )

This astounding statement was made
by Mz, Jackson Richards, the master
mechanie of the Philadelphia and Read-
ing railroad. Mr. Richards has. been
working on his latest invention for the
past ten years, and a few days ago the
drawings were completed and the pab-
ent was applied f-r.

In outward appuarance the new loco-
motive will not differ materially from
the speedy engines now used. The pe-
culiarity of construction lies in the fact
that instead of the two cylinders as used
at present there will be four. One cylin-
der will be located on each side of the
locomotive frame as at present, and the
other two will be cast in what is known
as the-cylinder saddle. The inside pair
of cylinders are to bein one piece and
will lie on an angle. The outside cylin-
ders are to be horizontal as at present.
The four cylinders will entirely over-
come what is known to engineers as the
dead center, and the engine will be per-
fectly Dbalanced without any counter-
balance in the wheels.

This luatter improvement ivill, to a
large degree, do away with the vicious
pounding which has proved so destruc-
five to modern roadbeds. The perfect
balancing of the engine will be largely
due to the working of the two cylin-
ders so near her- center, and these same
cylinders, working as they do from such
a central point of vantage, will help out
in the matter of speed to a greaf degrce.

Farming Does Pay Sometimes.

““Well, I suppose you have heiard a
great many big stories of our wonderful
crop,” remarked Hon. Thomas Simpson,
of Winona, “but I have just heard one
twhich I know is true and which well
indicates the greatness of thisyear’s crop
in the grains besides wheag.” Mr. Simp- -
son then related to the reporter fhe his-
tory of two Winona boys in South Da-
kotathis summer, withholding the names
of the young men. Last spring they
rented 8,200 acresin South Dakota at ;
fifty cents an acre and putin a crop of
flax.  From this farm they obtained
50.000 bushels of flax, an average of a |
little over fifieen bushels to the acre.
Selling this af ninety-five cents per
bushel the young farmers realized $47,-
500. Their estimated expense was five
dollars per acre, or §16,000, and this, de-
ducted from the gross receipts, leaves a
profit or 831,500 for one summer’s work
for two young men. The grain is now
in the elevators.—St. Paul Pioneer Press.
