The Keweenaw Copper Deposits.

“A. peninsula called Xeweenaw,
Point jetting into Lake Superior
from the southern shore toward
the - north-east, is famous as the
center of a vast copper mining indus-
try. Last year the mines produced no
less than 105,596,000 pounds of refined
copper, and it is estimated that during
next year production will be increased
by at least 20 per cent. Mr. E. B.
Hinsdale, who contributes to the latest
bulletin of the American Geographical
Society an article on the subject, bas
much that is interesiing to say about
the prehistoric mines which have been
found in this region. These ancient
mines, judging from their extent.
must have been worked for centuries.
‘Who the workers are no one can tell.
They seem to have known nothing of
the smelting of copper, there are no
fraces of molten copper. What they
sought were pieces that could be fash-
ioned by cold hammering into useful
articles and ornaments. They under-
stood the use of fire in softening the
rocks to enable them to break away
the rock from the massesof copper.
They could not drill, but used the ham-

R

. mer freely. More than ten carloads of

stone hammers were found in the
neighborhood of the Minnesota mine.
In one place the excavation was about
50 feet deep, and at the bottom were
found timbers forming a scaffolding,
and a large sheet of copper discovered
there. In another place, in ons of the
old pits, was found a mass of copper
weighing 46 tons. At another point
the excavation was 26 feet deep.

In another opening, at the depth of
18 foot, a mass of copper weighing
over 6 tons was found, raised about 5
feet from its mative bed by the an-
cients, and secured on oaken props.
Every projecting point had been taken
off, so that the exposed surface was
smooth. TWhoever the workers may
have been, many centuries must have
pased since their mines were abandon-
ed. Their trenches and openings have
filled up, or nearly so. Monstrous trees
haye grown over their work and fallen
to decay, other generations of trees
springing up. When the mines were
rediscovered, decayed trunks of large
trees were lying overthe works, while
2 heavy growth of livetimber stood on
the ground.—Scientific American.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 14.—Whatever
may have been said of the recent tariff
law, it is'a cold fact that both the im-
ports and exports “will be greater this
year than ever before in the history of
the couniry. Inround numbers the
imports will amount in value to $800,~
000,000 and the exports to nearly a bil-
lion of dollars. Never before has our
commerce with other parts of the world
reached a total of over $1,650,000,000.
Another gratifying feature of thisyear’s
operations is the fact thatthe exports
will be considerable over $100,000,000
in excess of the imporfs. When you
take in consideration the fact thatin
30 of the 50 years the balance of trade
has been on the other side, this year’s.
showing is especially gratifying. Of
the nearly $500,000,000:imports, about
$480,000,000 came in free of duty. Of
this 47 per cent are articles of food and
live animals; 44 per cent raw material;
4 per cent articles wholly or partially
manufactured for use as materials; 3
per cent articles manufactured ready
for consumption, and a little over'1 per
cent articles of voluntary use. Of the
£$870,000,000 worth paymg a tariff,near-
1y 23 per cent are luxuries, 27 per cent
articles manufactured ready for con-
sumption, 28 per cent articles of food
and live animals, 10 per cent raw ma-
terials, and 15 per cent articles wholly
or partially manufactured for use as

list the total amount of sugar imported

He could pull down any of his forts
that he liked in order fo provide ma-
terial for the repau: of the railway, and
he would give him three months after
the railway was completed to rebuild
his forts at his (the mandarin’s) expense.

The American bark Hesper has ar-

Captain: Sodergren states that about
6:45 a.m.on Oct. 28, while laying at
anchor in Kobe, the barL received a sud-

" den shock that caused the masts to strain

and creak. Some of the standing rig-
ging snapped Iike a piece of twine and
all hands were thrown from: their feet.
The vessel pitched heavily and caused
one of the crosstrees to break from its
fastenings and fail on deck. The waters
became still .an hour later and the bark
put to sea.

Early on the morning of Oct. 80, when
abouf;seventy-five miles off the Japan
coast, the bark was almost thrown on
her beam ends by the sudden eruption
of a submarine volcano. The water be-
came s0 hot that when a. seawas shipped
on deck the crew took to the rigging.

Tho Right to Lrivacy.

Two decisions have recently been res-
dered by important tribunals which re-
buke the tendency to interfere with the
right of the citizen to be let alone. The
supreme court of Mississippi has decid-
ed, in the case of a black man whose:

who came to ““arrest” him, without war-
vant of law, for an alleged offense, and
who shot and killed two of these invad-
ers of his house, that a man has a right
to defend himself under such circum-
stances.

The other decision mentioned isina
caseof a very unusual character. A cer-
tain society proposed to erect a statue ot
a deceased and very philanthropio lady
The members of this lady’s immediate
family ob;leoted, on the ground that
notoriety in any form was wholly dis-
tasteful to her, and that, inasmuch as
she was a private citizen, ’the erection of
a statue of her was an unauthorized
invasion of privacy.

The supreme court of New York took
this view of the case and declared that
the wish of her Tamnily, representing her
own known desire, should be observed,
and that no public representation of her
shonld be permitted.—Youth’s Compan-
ion.

An Island All Abdlaze.

The steamer China has arrived from
Hong-Kong and Yokohama. While the
steamer was between Hong-Kong and
Yokohama on the retwrn frip to San
Francisco an imposing sight was wit-
nessed by the passengers and crew.

The great earthquake at Yokohama
had taken place a shorbt time previous,
and many of the islands in the Yellow
