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Edible Insects.

Young wasp grubs fried in butter
do not at first sight appear to be the
most alluring dish in the world, yet
they have been pronounced delicious by
those hardy axperiments who bave
tried them. Fed as they are upon the
sweetest juices drawn from fruits and
flowers, they naturaly possess a deli-
cate flavor. Perhaps the best way to
prepare them is to bake them in the
comb. Incidentally to experiments
conducted by government experts re-
specting the edible qualities of insects,
a number of trials were made of a bev-
erage particulatly novel, which might
be termed “avt-aid” A few hundred
ants were crushed at a time, 1n a2 mor-
tar with a pestle, snd the liquid from
them, after being strained, was mixed
just like lemon juice, with water and
The resulting beverage resem-
bles lemonade s0 closely as to be
scarcely distinguishable from it. The
reason why is very easy to explain,
Formic acid is the nearest approach to
acid, which ‘gives lemon juice its fla-
vor, known to the chemist: In fact,
there is a very little difference between
them. Awhile ago a St. Louis cater-
er made from grasshoppers 4 soup
which was pronounced deiicious by
many people wholwere afforded an op-
portunity of tasting it. It closely re-
sembled bisque. A learned professor
treated some friends of his on one oc-
casion to curry grasshopper and grass-
hopper croquettes without informing
them as to the nature of the banquet,
but an unlucky hind leg discovered in
one of the croqueites revealed the se-
cret. Among the people of Java cock-
chafers are a favorite food. Those ad-
mirable economists, the Chinese, ate
the chrysalids of silk worms after the
silk has been wound off them, frying

them in butter or lard, adding the yolk |

of an egg or two.and seasoning with
pepper, salt and vinegar. In order to
acquire the plumpness so admired by
their spounses, Tuarkish women con-
sume in large quantities the grubs of
certain Deetles. It would require
some courage to test for one's self the
excellence of any of these dishes; and
Yet what inay not be dared Ly a race
which -long ago discovered the edible
properties of the eel and oyster?

Only a Spool of Thread.

To makea spool of thread, saysa
manuficturer, is a comwplicated pro-
cess.

It then goes through several other
machines, by which it is ecarefully
combed and freed from impurities. A
machine called a*“stabber” then takes
it up and twists it up into soft white
yarn, This is carefully combed and it
is then taken into anotherdeparin.ent,
where several small strands of this
yarn are twisted together and you then
have six-cord ithread, whichy after it is
bleached, is ready for the market,

‘bering of the thread. Every lady knews

the size of the thread that she requires
for doing a certain piece of work, but
very few of them know how it came

to beé sonumbered. You see, when cot- |

ton thread was first made eight hun-
dred and forty yards of it weigh 4 one
pound. Thiswas called number one,
and if a pound contained twice this
number of yards it was called number
two, and so on.

ORATION.
" Delivered by A.L. Hammond at
Galien, Mich., May 30, 1892,

We meet today in commemoration
of a mation’s heroes to do homage to
the megmory of those who sleep beneath
the flowers that love has brought; to
recall again the -scenes of strife, of
darkness and despair througb which
our nation passed; to again recall the
actors in those scenes, and to rejoice
that patrotism is an inherent instinct
in the human mind. From the earli-
est dawning of the historic past, we
haye worshipped herces. The paets all
have sang the praises of earth’s noblest

men—of those whose acls dand sayings |

raised man’s standand to a higher
plane, and icecieased the sum of happi-
ness, and I am glad we are a Nation of
hero worshippers. Fhis fact has filled
the minds of leaders, and the paudits
of their fellowmen have urged them
on to de ds of valor and to beneficial
acts. We cannot recall the scenes en-
acted thirly yedars ago, upon those
Southern battle fields, the acts of hero-
ism, the bravery, the undaunted cour-
age of the noblest army of the grand-
est Nation of the earth, witbout en-
thusing our minds with patriotism,
with love of that country that cost us
much to save. We must remember
that upon municipal government de-
pends the bappiness of the people.
The grand and noble guvernment is a
government that produces grand and
noble people, and a Nation can only do
that that is well goveined; a Nution
can only do that that maintains justand
good laws, that affords the same pro-

tection to its weakest as to its strong-

est; that coofers the right of protec-
tion to life and property to each and
all alike; that counts each man a sov-
ereign without a subject. To protect
and maintain such a Nation, we have
waged ibree wars: The first, over a
a hundred years ago, to establish a
nation; to free ourselves from Eng-
land’s heavy yoke; to maintain by
arms that all white men were born
free and equal, and that manhood
should he a Nation’s corner stobe.
Then came the second strife with Eng-
land, to maintain the Nation’s honor
upon the seas, and we taught the world
that respect atiaches to the name
American citizens, whetber at home or
abroad; that a mation built upon the

. labors of its citizens® interests were in

jeopardy. During the years that fol-
lowed clouds gathered, our forefathers
in their wisdom had laid ground work
of a magnificent structure, but slavery |
had been made a supporting areh, but
being exposed to the lighi of reason the
foreces of humanity, and compassion
had begun to wear - away its strength,
and in 63 we said that we will
amend and make perfect the first
principles of our forefathers, and let it
read, “All men are created freeand
equal” The grandest principle ever
written; withouta qualification, abso-
lutely, literally {rue. In ’60 ihe storm
broke loose. A cerlain set of men had
claimed that the United States consist-
ed of & multitude of Nations, dissolu-
ble at the instanee of ench; that each
was greater in authority than the gen-
eral government, but the patriot in the
North said, No!l thatin 1787 we wwere
joined inseperably togetber, and that’
no Court could decree divoree,so the
conflict came. The crisis being the
election of T.inceln. The fates were
kind that gave us him for President
during those trying times. Possessed
of the shrewdness of the keenest of
politican, the knowledge and wisdom
of the stateman; possessed of every

requ'site for a mighty ruler of a

mighty people, and a tender sympathy
for the wrongs and suffering of others,
of him it has been well said, that he
was the only man in the histo~y of the
world who, being clothed with almost
absolute authority, never abused it ex-
cept upon the side of mercy. There is -
no doubt but that the mind of Lincoln
forsaw the conflict coming, and that
the cost was fully counted. There is
no doult bub that he reasoned, and
with him the loyal uf the North, that
since the world begun there had al-
ways been a strife between two potent
forees, the oppressor and the oppressed.
The history of the world, until with-
in two hundred years, has been a his-
tory of thaf strugele, that as a resulf
every century saw the world a little

| better than it had been before; that

our Revolutionary forefathers took the
step that practicaliy carried us from
barbarism to civilization. They must
have reasoned that ths Declaia-
tion of Independance was an unpre-
cedented experiment; that for eighiy
years by adhearing to ifs principles, we
had risen to a powerful Nation of pros-
perous people; that the monarehs of
the world bad stood aghust in dire
amazement; that our forms, in a4 small
way, being copied and our principles
instilled into the minds of the oppress-
ed and burdened people of the Nutions
across the sea; that if America was a
suecess, succeeding ages would dawn
upon a world of grand republics, all
recognizing the frst principles of our
Declaration of Independence,. So the
loyal of the North said we will main-
tain the Union for our own sake and
then of our descendants, and for the
sake of all succeeding generations of
all the Nations of the earth.

So I say that in 1860 1he contest
came.
and the Norih and South prepared for
war. There were many in the North
who doubted the Union’s strength;
who reasoned that the South had long

forseen the coming fight, and was pre- |

pared; that success was too remote {0
hazard the chance for war. Again,
there was another class of people in

Soulhern victories ~and grieved at
Southern loss, the memory of whose
acts today is the sorrow of every pa-
triot heart.

The Scuthern stales seceded, |
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on the acts of Northern treason, ex-
cept to remind vou that the South was
not; the only foe that absorbed the
Union’s strength. On the mcrning of
Avpril 12, in 61, a telegraph heralded
the fall of Sumpter, then followed the
call of Lincoln for the seventy-five
thousand wmen, regardless of occupa-
tion. The loyal north responded. Then
followed other calls. ‘The farmer left
his plow, and the minister deserted his
pulpif and joined the Nation’s legions
to battle for the l;ights of men, and to
' keap the Nation’s emblem 1n the skies,

The sun of *64 shone upon the grand-
est army of the world. A milion and
a baif of stalwart sons marching to
war's wild music. We point 'with
pride to the achievements of that ar-
ray of men to the difficulties overcome.
We remember that the baltlefields
were of an enemy’s choosing, ina coun-
try known to him and unknown to us;

ours as the agressor; that from the
fall of Sumpter until the closing shot
was fired, we were strangers in a
comparatively unknown country, with
the choice of position with the enemy.
It was for the Union side to take their
- forts and strongholds, and for them to
defend. So against an enemy with ad-
vaniages superior to mere numbers,
the war was waged and waged by men
determined to maintain the Union, to
uproot secession, to punish treason;
determined to persevere until the
stars and stripes should decorate the
lieavens over the capitol of every
Southern state; until the cry of trea-
son should be drowned in patriotie
song.

1t needs no effort to turn back the
page of history thirty years, and alit-
-tle more: We can see a nation over-
cast with uocertainly and gloom; a
Nation on the verge of civil war; when
many doubted the Union’s strength;
when our country’s sky was black
as starless night; we can see the
patriotic gatherings, and discern the
faces of determined men; we can
see the enlistment roll, and the
manhood of the Nation step proudly
forth and sign. You remember them
as they weizlied the chance of war, of
personal discomfort, of 1ersonal loss,
of health, of death itself, against a
nation’s life, and then join the ranks
of comrades and march away within
the shazdows of the flug to battle for
the eternal right. You remember
them as they appeared in the hour of
confliet mpon ibe field of battle, with
death on every side; the cheers for
victory or the sorrow for defeat. You
remember them on all the long and
weary marches to all the gory fields of
old Virginia, and the West. You re-
member them at times of temporary
inaction, when thoughts of olden times
would come of the loved ones in the
North, and the solemn speculation as
to chances of return; of thoughts of
wife or sweetheart, or perhaps of the
old mother that yon kuew was praying
for her boy’s return. Yon remember
the boys taken in batile and the march
aken to Arderscnville and Libby, of
the thoughts of famine and disease, of
the wanton actsof cruelty, of the fiend-
ish keepers of those Southern holes of
death. You remember their horrors,
the emaciate form of comrads furrow-
ed with disease, the patient suffering,
and cry of blank dispairn. No words
can depict to you the horrows of those
seenes; no words can tell the suffering
that the boys in Dlue endured. You
remember the offer of the S»uth to
those starved snd dying soldiers to re-
nounce allegiance 1o the North, to join
the South. %Yo them it meant; on one
hand, life enough to eat, care in sick-
ness, and release; on the other hand,
starvation, want and misery, and to
many death itself. But be it said to
the honor of ttose grand heroic men,
ninéty-eight percent spurned the offer,
and ehose rather to remain unto this
uncertain end, than raise a hand or
speak a word against the government
they had sworn 10 save; against the
grand old fiag, bentath whose folds
they had marched to war; beneath
whose tattered seams they had seen
their comrades fall, and follow through
the Dbattles’ flames and smoke, You
remember when tte final act was play-
ed, ‘when the last foe disappeared,
when seeession was a monster-of the
past. when the stars and bars had been
torn from every port and stronghold
in the South, and in their places the
breeze of heaven tossed the ensign of
perfect and eternal freedom; when
whipping posts and Lloodhounds had
lost their use; when the chains of
bondage had ben stricken from the
forms of slaves,and four million hn-
man souls were free. Then it was
that a victorious army turned from
the scenes of strife and carnage, to the
old homes.in the Nortli, sunburned
and crippled, but happy in the knowl-
edge of grand uchievements,and sn-
ticipations of that long deferred meet-
ing with those a2t home. You remem-
ber when the boys réturned, the empty
sleeve, the crippled walk, the crnteh
and cane. Youremember the homes
where that coming brought no joy;
those homes that helped to swell the
ranks of the departing armies that had
long since ceased to Jisten for the foot-
steps of return. We can almost see
again the gray hajred fathers scan the
ranks, and hcar the aged mother’s
earnest prayer Tor strength, for you
knew that their strong boy was dead.

So we meet today, a4-day made sacred
to the memory of the past; sacred to
those who fell upon the field of war,
in defense of a Nation's life, of those
whe died to erase the curseof slavery
from the earth; to those whose life-
Blood washed the stains of ireasonfrom
their eountry’s standard, and made it
possible for us today fo uniuri that
banner toihe breeze without the pol-
luting mark, the emblem of the grand-
est Nation of the earth. This day is
sacred to the wives and mothers of the
Rebellion, whose husbands and sons
sleep in ammarked graves on Southern
fields. Sacred to all the herces whose
efforts helped to emblazon in letters of
eternal light, these mottoes: *“The
United States inseperable,” and *That
all men are created free and equal”

From Northern Michigan.
Criranrerox, Upper Mich,,)
June 10, 1892, $

Eprror Reconrp:—We notice by your
paper that you hear from Iast, West
and South. Terbaps a letter from the
Superior country may not be amiss.

We are in the opulent mining section,
known as the Marquette Range. There
are now seventy-three mines in this
range, which extends thirty miles in-
ward. The entire region from Mar-
quette to the Copper country is fall of
interest at almost every point. No-
where can a geologist stop without
finding probiems wortby of attention,
in the wrinkles which Mother Earth
wears upon her ragged face. The
southern shore of Lake Superior em-
braces in a Iimited area old crystalline
rocks, together with forms that are al-
most in their original condition of
beach sand and mud. Itisstated that
in this region was first established the
base of the geological colummn, the
Azoic system of TFoster and Whitney,
or the Archwxan of Dana.

If one tires of civilization, here can
be found the forest primeval where
footprints of lhe deer and bear are
common. ‘The streams are magnifl-
cently stocked to suit the fastidious-
ness of an Isaac Walton. Theairis
dry and bracing; and the breezes are

- deliciously pungent with the odors of
cedar and pine. Qccasionally we get a
st.If Dbreeze from “Gitchee Gumee,”
which malkes the blood tingle. Butthe
winters! Apye, there’s the rub. Imag-
ine our surprise tosee snow in Septem-
ber. 'Phermometer registers 2S8°© to
38 below zero—then mercury hiber-
nates. The cold winds sweep oyer the
frozen earth and drift the snow in piles
or sift it over the plains. "“When one
realizes that this does not affect trade
nor travel to any great extent, it seems
remarkable. The colder it gets the
more garments the Northerner dons,

" until heis a veritable Knickerbocker.

Champion, a prosperous mining loca-
tion of 3,500, is situated aboub thirty-
one miles west of Marquetie, and is
twelve hundred feet above the level of
Liake Superior. The town is surround-
ed by pine forests, unbroken except by
the openings made bers and there by
the axof the homestieader o1 woodman,
About a mile from the location is Lake
Michigammnie, which is seven miles
lonig by three miles wide. It is dotted
with thirty-two isiands, and its wooded
shores are abrupt and rugged in out-
line. The highways here are hard and

ing companies for hauling ore. The
original settlement in Champion isa
straggling, picturesque one of log huts,
One can easily lay his hand on the roof
of such dwellings. They arec white-
washed, and the owner displays his
sense of the beautiful in decorating the
doors in suchicolors as vivid greens and
blues. THe fences are nailed tp-the
sides of the houses. This saves the
- trouble of, digging so many post holes.
The location seems to have grown in a
series of additions, dignified by such
appeliations as “Shantytown,” “Swede-
town,” *Fintown” and “Furnace.” One
erooked, rambling street, a mile in
length, constitutes the great thcrough-
fare., At one extremity of this street
is the mining section with its buildings.
These are built of stone. .\l other
buildings are of frame. The stores
seem suddenly to spring up in out-of-
the-way places, and their signs in no
way suggest the articles for sale. The
population ischiefly of the rougher
sort, such as breeds in the shadow of
mines. We have seen the Protestint
pastor and the fatherly Catholic priest,
when they seemed to bave the feeling
of being missionaries dropped in the
midst of a purely savage community.
When one considers thefact that the
population consists of Xiulanders,
- Swedes, ltalians, French, Duteh, Irish
and Cornish, the delusion is not wholly
unreasonable. The spirit of these peo-
ple is best shown on a.public holiday,
esp@cially if there is an entertainment.
They either maintain a dogged silence
or else are so hilarious that every one
is annoyed. - They never remove their
- hats.  We suppose it is {from an ever-
lasting sense of gratitude that they
have heads to cover, since so many of
them are blastel in the mine. The
Finlanders are the most treacherous of
all the foreigners, and do not hesitate
to test their daggers if any disagree-
ment occurs.  On the other hand, the
Swedes make the best citizens.

Days could be profitably spent
around here visiting the mines. Near
Ishpeming aud Negaunee, many of the
iron and gold mines are “open pit”
mines, in which the operations may be
vietwved from the mouth of the pit, If
any one has let his curiosity drag him

In 1801230,
000 tons were mined. Tour large ore
docks, reaching out into the bay from
1,000 to 1,600 feet and 47 feet above the
lake, have been constructed to facili-
tate the handling of this great traflic
from the mines in this region.

day and night during the season of
navigation. Liitle switching engines’
take the ore trains from the yards,
whence they come from the mines, and
pu%h them out on the wharves. There
“trimmers” swarm on them, knock out
the pins that hold the bottom of each
car 1n place, and the twenty-ton loads
drop irtothe “pocket” in the wharf.
These “pockets” hold from ninety .to
one hundred and fifty tons. At the
bottom of each “pocket” is a hinged
chute or spout twenty feet long, which
is lowered automatically into the hold
of a vessel wharfed alopgside; simul-
taneously the door of the “pocket”

tated into the hold below. Vessels of
3,000 tons may thus be loaded in three
hours.

The schools are supported by the
company, and the *people have no ex-
pense whatever except books. No
money is spared to make them a decid-
ed success. If the company could only
have been as lavish with brains, better
results might be obtained. Asitis,
one has not only toovercome the ignor-
ance of the child bub that of his grand-
father also. It the child insists that
the Superintendent of the mine is the
President, of the United States, remem-
ber that his grandfather is responsible
for the statement.

There is a hospital in connection
with the location. The miners, of
whom there are eight hundred, pay
a certain sum of money per month—
single men seventy-fiye cents, married
men one dollar and a half—for which
they and their families are entitled to
the Dbest medical care in case of sick-
ness.

' Snowslhoing is one of the most inyigor-
| ating, There areseveral clubs near
here. Marquette and Ishpeming sport
club houses. TFrom an artistic point
of view, the bright colored costumes of

azainst the snow. ‘Tbe snowshoes
somewhat resemble immense tennis
rackets, with these exceptions: The
snowshoes taper a little toward the
toe, and the tail piece is {lat and about
one-third of a footlong. They are of
different sizes, but the ordinary shoe is
about three and one-third feet long Ly
one foot wide. ‘They are strung with
deerskin and are strapped to the ankle
with thongs of the same. The foot
thus remains free to play on the shoe.
Near the tip of the shoe is a crossbar,
Parallel with this isa short leather
strap ora deerskin thomng, through
which tha toes are thrust. Between
this and the crossbar the toes play.
The feet are encased in moceasins,
which are also made of deerskin, These.
are pliable and allow free movement
of the foot.

The parties are sometimes divided
for a race of “Hareand Hounds.” Miss
Treat’s and my first tramp was one of
six miles. It was a clear, cold night.
The snow, which was five feet on the
lavel, had a heavy crust. ‘There had
DLeen a recent fall of about half an
inch—juost enough to leave a good print
of the shoes, We struck out on an old
Indian trail which led through a pine
forest. The underbrush, which is very
dense, was completely covered, so that
for a mile or so we made good time,
and “hares” and “hounds” were nearly
even. The trail was by no means level,
and we were obliged to cross several
hills. Tt was laborious work ascend-
ing but not so descending. ~ When we
reached the brow of the hill, we sat
down on the tails of the snowshoes and
scooted to the boftom in single file.
One is apt to be awkward at first as the
shoes are so long, and the tail piece, if
raised from the ground, may catch in
your clothing and trip you. Again,
the front piece may strike some unfor-
seen scrub pine and you “skirmish.”
The first descent we made our whole
party dedicated their soles to the blue
vanlt of Heaven and plunged their
heads into the reégions of snow and ice.
The air was a mass of feet, arms and
snow. After some trouble we.regain-
ed an upright position. We tramped
about a mile on TLake Michigamme,
built a fire and told Indian tales. Hay-
ing wrought up our imdgination, we
proceeded homeward; crossed a dense
pine swamp, and, after the osnal difli-
culties which the shoer encounters, ar-
rived at the location. Tuis needless to
say that we did justice to the viands
seb before us that night.

The Copper country possesses a great
deal of interest. In neatly all other

form of red oxide oz of sulphide of iron,
as yellow copper ore, also called copper
pyrites.

We have perhaps made
you a trifle chilly with our winter
sports, but please remember that sum-
mer has not exactlyarrived here. When
it does come, it will be in a day asif to
make amends for the length of time
the world has endured the season of
snow and ice.

THE CRIME OF DRINK.

MR. DIXON’S SEVERE ARRAIGNMENT
OF THE RAINSFORD PROPOSITION.

Tammany Kall and New York Politicinns
Generully Scored—England a Land of
Drankards—In America There Is No
Safety Save in Total Abstinence.

New YOrRK, June 12.—Rev. Thomas
Dixon, Jr., preceded his sermon this
morning in Association hall with:a re-
view of Dv. Rainsford’s proposition that
the church establish saloons. He said:

The distingmshed rectorof St. George’s
Episcopal church has recently declared
that the time is come when the church
of Jesus Christ must take out a license
and enter wpon the bwsme~s of selling
alcoholic drinks.

1 am glad he sadd it.

Iam gl’ad the proposition came fromx
so high a source.

I amt glad it has received the amount |

and kind of indorsement that has greet-
ed it.

Nothing has been said on this subject
in t\\'eutv years that has so roused the
soul of the church of Christ with the
righteous waath of Ged.

To the pation’s finger tips the church
quivers with indignation.

1S HE SAXE?

It is a healthful sign. The slumber-
ing, the half hearted and the indiffer-
ent, even, repudiate such o proposition
with amazement and horror.

My ounly fear is that interest in the
subject will be abated by the well nigl
universal conclusion that Dr. Rainsford

is insame. 1 wish to correct this im-
pression. The doetor is not insane men-

tally, though his proposition is the es-
sence of moral insanity. Heis in dead
earnest. He is a lover of his fellow
man, and tries with the best light he
has to help to save him. But this is
his crotchet. [t is simply the one fatal
defect in his education. And there ave
R great many well meaning people who
are afflicted more or less with the same
species of moral mania.

What are some of the radical fallacies
of such & church-saloon scheme?

First—He says: “The saloon has come
tostay. Ifisnot a sin to drink. Itis
not a sin to keep a saloon. You cannot
convince o German or an Englishman
that it is wrong to drink beer on Sun-
day. Perhaps that is what is the mat-
ter with me.”

PAINFCLLY ENGLISH:

Precisely so! His difficulty is purely
provincial. If is painfully English.
England, with 87,000,000 people, drank
last year more alcoholic ligrors than
America with her 62,000,000 people!
The fallacies, sophisms and hallucina-
tions of alcoholic ethics run in English
blocd. Dr. Rainsford is simply a be-
lated traveler from the Old World, af-
flicted with the Old World's chronic dis-
ease,

YWe had to teach England some ele-
mental Iessons in government a few
years ago. We must teach England
some elemental lessons in morals today.

As England lags yet one hundred
years behind usin the progress of free
government, so England and the Eng-
lish mind lag more than a hundred
years behind the Christian conscience of
America on the temperance problem.

About seventy-five years ago Method-
ist and Baptist ministers in America
were engaged in the sale of alcoholic
Hquors. But what a chasm separates
Methodism from the saloon today! Dr.
Rainsford, therefore, is just catching up
with the position abandoned nearly a
century ago by the Methodists. Heis
only 4 hundred years behind the times
in Awmerica, that’s all. .

GOD AND ALCOHOL,

Second—He says again: “I am totally
opposed to “soft drinks.”” He wounld have
light alcoholic drinks instead, He would
advise the *‘moderate’” wse of alcohol
But the trouble is, doctor, that drunken-
nessis a criminal disease, and the niod-
erate use of "alcohol is the only road to
drunkenness. All drunkards first use if
moderately. Can the church afford te
cultivate this appetite and form habits
that kill the majority of those who form
them?

France and Belgium, according to last
year’s statistics, are the most drunken
nations in the world.

Third—But the doctor says: **God
made- alcohol.” True, In the same
way God made strychnine and arsenic.
In the same way God made Wil-
liam M. Tweed and Tanmmany Hallt

. In the same way God made hell and
hurled the devil into it. But what of it?

Are all these things good becanse they

are the product of the free play of
divine law? The good will suivive; the
bad must perish. As members of the
kingdom of good we must work in har-
mony with this law.

ASSIGN TO HELL?

Fourth—He further says: “You can-
not. -sweep darkness outf with a broom.
You can banish it with a. candle.” Yes;
but, doctor, you propose to sweep ont
alcohol with alcolioll How can you
sweep out darkness by turning on a hose
pipe chargeil with ink? Can weeds be
rooted out by sowing iweeds? 1do nof
see how you can improve the odor of a
skunk by immersing him or sprinkling
him with the extract of skunk. I do not
see for the life of me how you can sweep
out hell by flooding it with liquid damua-~
tion.

It seems to ine, therefore, for Chris-
tian people to take out a license and set
up & saloon to sell alcoholic drinks
would simply be for the church of Jesus
Christ to make an assignment to hell
and go out of business.

DR, KEELEY.

It was impossible. Since then we
have the discovery of Dr. Keeley.

I will have what I want, what
is best in life.” It is a physical discase
whicl bears the stamp of crime in itself
and which leads to every crime inthe
catalogue of human debauchery.
A DISEASE.

Drunkenness is a criminal disease, and
therefore—

First—Moderation in the use of alco-
holic drinks is o delusion, a snare, a Lie;
because moderation is. the only way to
drunkenness. No_ man ever became a
drunkard in a minufe. The only man
who ever does become a drunkard is the
man who begins to drink, and all begin-
ners are moderationists. The only pos-
sible way for any man ever fo be aiilicted
with this criminal disease is first to be-
come a1 moderate drinker. It is simply
then a question of femperament as to
whether he will reach drunkenness. Let
us consult seme distinguished authorities
on this point. Sir W. Gull,in his evi-
denee before the lords’ select committee,
siys:

“For one¢ person whose constituton
enables him to Hve to old age, hundreds
succummb early fo diseases which are
avowedly the result of alecholic poison-
ing. There are persons who habitually
consume what is consideicd & moderate
guantity of aleohol, 4‘1(1 per)mps for a
time feel better for 8. AL length, how-
ever, disease overtakes them, 'md then
it is forgotten that the Lrittle artery, the
softened heart, the diseased liver, or the

To license such a curse is therefore
moral and patriotic suicide.

me a single city in the world in which
an excise law is enforced with any toler-
able degiee of efficiency. In New York
city the excise system is a roaring farce.
Auy hope. that Dr. Parkhurst and his
gociety, or any,society, can enforce the

present. excise law is simply the dream
of a fool. 1 support Dr. Parkhurst’s posi-
tion and his work; but 1 think I have
more sense than to believe it possible to
anforce ths present farce known as the
axcise system in the city of New York.
You canunot enforce such a systera, be-
cause you can rally to its support neither
the forces of hell nor heaven. Such asys-
tem suits the devil as a compromise,
which gives him the best end of the
bargain. Such a system can never bring
to its support the church of Christ, be-
cause it is-a compromise with hell. There
are from two to three thousand placesin
New York city today, according to the
best estimates we have, where liquor is
sold without license; that is, in anorinal
condition of the city’s life, under our
present system.

As a fact, they are not enforced
at all. Every saloon keeper in the city,
with rare exceptions, violates his license
with impunity.

The excise law of New York isnot en-
forced with one-hundredth the efficiency
and severity of the enforcemment of the
prohibition law in the city of Portland,
Me. |kunow the city of Portland, Me.,
fromn personal observation. 1 have in-
vestigated its darkest corners personally,
and I testify solemnly before God and
man that if the best districts of New
York city were as clean of drunkenness
as the meanest districts of Portland we
would be near the millennium of tem-
perance. .

PROSTITUTION AND LICENSE.

Why does the American mind recoil
with such inexpressible horror from the
proposition of Superintendent Byrnes to
localize, Heense and supervise the crime
of prostitution?
