Importance of Bacteria.

“We must not think too hardly of
bacteria,” says Dr. H, W. Counn, of
Middleton Wesleyan University. “It
is true that they are the causes of evil,
that they produce disease; buf it is al-
s0 true that they do good. They are
our enemies, hut they are also our
closest allies. 1t is {rue that withont
them: we could not have onr smallpox
nor our yellow fever, nor we could
not bhave our diphtheria nok our scar-
let fever, nor should we have any of
the epidemies. IBut when we remem-
ber that it is through the agency of
these organisms that we bake the loaf
of bread that comes to our table; that
the immense brewing industries con-
nected with the manufacture of alco-
holie liquors are possible; that without
them we could not get our vinegar
or our lactic acid; that without them
we could not make our ensilage; that
these bacteria give the butter maker
the aroma of his butter; that it is the
decomposition products of the bacteria
that the cheese manufacurer sells in
the market; when we remember their
agency as scavengers, how it igthat
they keep the surface of the earth
clean and in a constant condition for
the growth of plants; their value to
the soil in decomposing the dead
bodies of animals and plants, and thus
enabling the same material to be used
over and over again for the support of
life; lastly that it is only through their

agency that jlantswere originally on-

abled to get hold of nitrogen -at all,
and that we may hope for a continun-
ance of a supply of mitrogen to ihe
soil-——we will recognize that the pow-
e of bacteria for good far outweighs
their power for evil.”

Forgings for the first of the twelve
13 inch .guns which are to be placed
on the Dattleships Indiana, Oregon
and Massachusetts have been received
at the Washington gun foundry, and
the labor of finishing the tubes and
jackets and assembling the wvarious
parts will be prosecuted with vigor,
and, when completed, this gun, with a
diameter of bore of thirteen inches
and a weight of sixty tons, will be the
heaviest and most, wonderful gun yet
made in this country.

Up to date there have been complet-
ed at the Washington gun foundry
eighteen 10 inch guns, nineteen 8 inch
and 129 ¢ inch bigh® power rifled guns,
while under construction, but practi-
| eally completed, there are four 10 inch
and fwo $ inch guns;the whole nitmber
being intended for primary batteries
of the new vessels of the mave.

“Workman Killed by an Elictrie
Shoelk.

An accident recently occurred at the
Edgar Thomson Steel Works at Brad-
dock, Pa., by which fwo men were
killed and several others rendered un-
conscions. A number of men 1were
working on a traveling crane in the
blacksmith shop. The boom came in
contact with the electric light wire
and cut through the insulation. Inan
instant the full force of the-current
was condicted along the iron frame- ,
work of the crane, and all the men in
contact was knocked insensible. A
panic ensued among the other employes,
Dut as soon as the cause was aseertain-
ed the current was shut off, and a
rush was then made to assist the
prostrate men. All but three of the
men soon recovered. The others were
carried outside the shop and restora-
tives promptly administered: Two

"died in a few minutes.

Hisinvention would
eancel four thousand stamps in an hour,
orless than the average number for a
skilled man working by hand, Three
or four other machines, each a little
faster than ils predecessor, were intro-
duced in turn and discarded. One was
invented that farexceeded the speed of
the swiftest hand worker, and was used
until the discovery was made that it
sometimes cut through envelopes and
damaged their contents. "Then the
present machine, which cancels forty-
eight thousand stampsan hour, was
introduced. The five machines in use
at the general post-ofiice are run by
electrieity.

Schoeols in France.

In the professional schools tor girls
the instruction is entirely free, but the
number of pupils is necessarily limited.
The ages range from thirteen to eigh-
teen, and only French candidates are
permitted. In these schools the pu-
pils cannot live on the premises. The
scholars are taught trades such asfine
white sewing, ironing, stay making,
artificial flower making, millinery,
dressmaking, and so forth, as well as
household work. Thereare also classes
for cooking and washing, and the pu-
pils are further taught how to market
with advantage. The number of pu-
pils varies in the different schools, but
none admit more than two hundred
at a time. To these professional
schools commereial classes are attach-
ed which are held in the evening. Here
bookkeeping is tanght—double entry.

He arosein
fhe Baptist association, which subse-
guently met, and gave expression in
burning words to this DLurden of his
heart. Ryland, the distingnighed mod-
srator of the association, called him to
order wost sternly, aud in answer to his
enthusiasm  satd:
man. If Go T Almighty wants the heath-
en saved he will save them without ronr
help.” Scotland vidiculed the idea and
Jenopunead it in ummeasored terms.
They dencunced the sttempt to preach
the Gospel to the heathen as not only an
annaturial but a revolutionary design.
Sidney Smith hurled against him the
anathemas of the Chwreh of England,
and with all the force of hisridicule
and sarcasm sought to crush him. He
attered the popalar verdict of him when
he said, «This is only the -dream of a

" dreamer who had only dreamed that he

dreamed,” The Dast India company,
and the state, de-
nounced Carey as o senseless lunatie.
And yet he s;ud, “I will not be silent;

sects of the world, All told there were
not verhaps as many Baptists in the
world in the days of Carey as there are
~today in the single state of North Caro-

lina in America. Today the Baptist
churches of the world have envolled
more than 8,000,000.adult communicants,
representing i population immediately
connected Dy this membership with the
clareh of 25,000,000, That Tittle denom-
ination so insignificant when Carey be-
gan has grown in America today until it
nambers 4.000,000 communicants and
leads the New World in the cause of ed-
ucation. The Baptist churches of Amer-
ica gave last year $4,200,000 to their col-
leges and high schools. The denomina-
tiun has invested in permanent endow-
ments in Awmeriea, in colleges and uni-
versities, over $20,000,000. We have the
strongest endowed and the best equipped
institutions of any denomination on the
countinent; stronger than the Catholice,
Presbyterian, Methodist or Episcopal-
ian establishments. This is a remarka-
ble fact, when we remember the insig-
nificance of this sect when from its num-
bevs theve sprang this heroic prophet
and pioneer.

In fact, ag Willinmn Carey led the
Protestant’world 100 years ago, itrwould
seem that Giod has given this same de-
nomination which represents the cause
_ of religious {freedlom and the free lead-

THE COURTEOUS TELEGUS.

The influence in the political world
was also pronounced. Racehatreds and
wars have been in Iarge measure abated
Ly the influence of missions. Justice
has become an international conception.
Now our diplomatists must reckon upon
the rights and privileges of all races
and all naticns, simply because we have
learned that they are our brethren, and
we have Deen taught this through con-
tact with them in our missionaries. We
have learned somie things from them
and about them that have puf some
things in onr own civilization to sh'une, .
I heard Dr. Clough, of Ongole, the gray-
haired hero of modeln missions, who!
baptized 10,000 natives in & single year,
say at the centennial celebration in |
Philadelphia, the other day, that it’
amused him to hear the Telegus re-
ferred to as heathen. He said that he
recognized America, his nafive land, as
a great country, but he told us we could
learn some things even from India. He
said that he was standing up in a
crowded meeting the other night and a
young man rose and left his seat. After
he had Leen gone abouta quarter of an
hour, the venerable missionary took the
vacated seat. In about a half howr the
youngster returned, and looking down
on the gray hairs of Dr. Clough he vig-
orously said: = You have got my seat,
sir.” Dr. Clough said he replied: “Your
seat? Is this your seat, sit? I thought
you had left it more than a half hour
ago.” But the great man sternly re-
plied: “Yes, «ir, it is my seat.” Dr.
Cloungh said that he arose and gave him
the scat, whereupon he instantly sat
down and crushed his silk hat. After
extricating the ruins of his hat, the
doctor said he beat a refreat to thewear
part of the aaditorinum. Then turning
upon the great audience, the venerable
missionary said: *‘1 have Isbored a life-<
time among the Telegus; buf I have
never been treated with such bratal im-
politeness in all my years in India.
Talk about the heathen,” said he. “The
Telegus are fond of smoking—they are
- great smokers—but I have yet to see
one impolite enough to smoke on a pub-
lic street or in a public conveyance.”
Thus have we learned torespectnations,
their life, their faiths, where once we
looked only with suspmlon and hatr ed.

RAINBOW OF PROMISE.

The infiuence of missions has likewise
sweetened and refined our theology by
its reflex influence. It has brought'us
back to Jesus Christ and the Father
whom he came toreveal. If has modi-
fied our doctrines of hell aud inaugu-
rated a new era of religious thought
concerning the final consummation of
alt things. Through the ear of our mis-
sionaries we have hemd the low modn
of these countless millions of sufering
and dying men aind women. Wg have
felt the shock of these unmeasured'and
immeasurable waves of humanity as
they have danced against the shores of ;
eternity. We have stood with- them
| and seen this great stream of humanity
pour over the Niagara of death every
day and every hour, and every minute.
We bave heard the awful thunder as.it
rose into the abyss of the unknown, and |
we have been able to read in the spray a
| new rainbow of promise- in the father-
erhood of God,in the brotherhood of -
' man, in the love of God and in the sac-
| rifice of Jesus Christ. It is impossible
toestimate theinfluence of Carey’s work
and- its subsequent developments in
" changing the whole point of view of-
Protestant theology.

“Womaun” has given us an awful
shock. In .o colummn.of brevities entitled

‘“This and That™ it publishes this week |

the following statement: “Lord Tenny-
son, it appears, makes it a constant
practice to employ a rhyming dictionary
when wtiting his poems.” There if isin
all its Lald simplicity—mot a word of in-
troduction, not a particle of comment,
to relieve the hideouns horior of  the
news. Yet only think what it implies.
For sixty years the world has been be-
lieving that this man was a great poet,
with a delightful fancy, and an almost
miraculous way of hitting wupon the
right word to express the most delicate
shades of meaning. And mnow it would
seem that we must give the credit to an
unhonored compiler of a rhyming dic-
tionary.

We have pictured to ourselvesthe poet
composing his wondexrful creations; the
words flowing spontaneously from his
pen in a stream, pellucid and almost un-
broken, the only aid to his imagination
being a well colored clay pipe. Now we
must change this pleasant picture for
what seems, by contrast, a simple eari-
cature—Lord Tennyson, rhyming dic-
tionary Ly his side, grinding out English
verses as Tommy in the fourth form
grinds out Latin elegiacs; looking out
an agreeable jingle and then putting in
enongh words to fill up the line in a sort
of literary mosaic. This isthe man who
has Deen hailed as poet lanreate and
created o peer by bis sovereign. Why,
if everybody had their own own, it is the
maker of the rhyming dictionary who
should wear the launrels and be called
“AMy lord.”

Perhaps, however, we are going too
fast. It may be that Lord Tennyson,
even if he has a rhyming dictionary,
does not use it constantly or even offen;
indeed it may be—though it is ungallant
to say so—that “Woman”" has been de-
ceiving us, and that there is not a par-
ticle of truth in the whole story.—Lon-
don Globe.

Curing an Otter Skin.
A full grown sea otter is from four
to five feet long and perhaps a foot
or more wide. When a hunter se-

cures one he loosens the hide from,
the nose and head and, without cut-

ting it lengthwise at all, he pulls the
skin down over the body, the hide
being so elastic that this is not a dif-
ficult job. Itisthen stretched over
a smooth board 64 feet long,
wide at one end and 10 at the other
end. Each end of this board is
tapered to a point. Another board

- exactly the samie size is then inserted,
and the skin is stretched a foot or
eighteen inches longer than its orig-
inal length.

A third board, balf the length of
the other, is wedged in and the skin
lightfly tacked at the ends to hold it

| in place. If any flesh adheves to the
skin it is then cut off, and the hide
is cured and dried in this condition.
In a few days it is taken off of the
boards and turned fur side out, wher
it, is ready for market.—Cor. San
Francisco Chronicle.
