The “oath”
or declaration is always written on a
piece of ‘‘sacred” paper, and is as fol-
lows:

“This is to call the spirits, both good
and evil, to descend and watch over the
trial of —— -——, who is charged with
murdering —— —, If I swear falsely
and tell one uniruth, or do mot make
statements aceording to the facts in the
case, I humbly beg the celestial terres-
trial spirits to redress the wrong done to
~~m~— and to punish me immediately
for having been a false witness; to ar-
rest my soul in its fiight; to make me
perish by the sword, or to cause me to
die while on the sea far from home.
This is my true and solemn oath, uttered
by my own lips, and signed by me this,
the —— day of the —— month in the
—— year of the reign of the Emperor
—— ——; and in proof of the earnestness
of my declarations, may my soul be de-
stroyed as I now destroy this paper—by
fire.” Immediately after the. witness
finishes reading his ‘‘yellow oath” a
lighted candle is handed to him, and the
paper is given as food for the flames.

To the writer’s cerfain knowledge this
form of oath has been administered but
once in an American court of justice—
during the trial of Wong Ah Foo, who
was accused of murdering Loi Ah Gou
at San Francisco in 1885. In China the
candle nsed in this extraordinary cere-
monial is made from the fat of criminals

THE OLD DOY.

If we aro to do great things in the fa-
ture it must be doae in aggressive ways,
with clear wits.

But preseantly through the underbrush
there moved a great, tall savage, who
looked toward the fire, and then another
drew near to count the sleeping men.

But gold or not, the thing that

cures the patient is the belief that heis

teing eured.”—New York Sun,

SUBLIMINAL GONSCIOUSNESS. ™™~
Investipntion of & Subject fllustrated by
Telliny Experiments.

The capacity for large belief does not
appear to greatly distingnish the spirita-,
alist from the psychical researcher, al-
though to each nothing is so absurd as
the crednlity of the other. The Society
of Psychical Research had a reunion at.
Columbia college the other evening,
when they listened to an address.on
“Crystal Vision” by Dr. Richard Hodg-
son, based on a paper of another psych-
ical researcher. Crystal vision, it ap-
pears, is a mothod of coaxing the sub-
liminal consciousness to go to work.
This may not appear clear, But accord-
ing tothese gentlemen there are little
scullery maids in the brain that are never:
permitted to show themselves up stairs,
but can do a lot of work, if put to it,
chiefly in the way of hunting up lost ar-
ticles in the brain. Crystal vision. it
seems, is one of the methods employed.

This is borrowed from the black art.
but according to the psychical research-
er is now entirely domesticated and per-
fectly trustworthy. The method is to
| hold a crystal in the palm of the hand,
such as the professional hypnotist em-
ploys.and gaze on it steadily, when sotue
messenger of the brain will run to do
your bidding. Dr. Hodgson told of a
woman who, whenever she desired to re-
call anything she had forgotten, coutd
have it brought her by looking steadily
in a glass of water. At such times she
would aiso utter words and tell truths
which she would utter consciously. It
has net heretofore been water that was
believed to promote truth telling and es-
cite strange utterances. %

This samec woman, according to Dr.
Hodgson, not only by gazing into pol-
ished surfaces could huve bromght her
forgotten things, but her messenger
would run into other people’s brains and
fetch her things that did not belong to
her. Thus a friend was writing an arti-
cle, and setting herself to gaze in a crys-
tal one of theso undersprites rammaged
her friend's brain 2nd gave it away. The
propriety of this sort of burglarious en-
terprise is a question, [sthe Society of
Psychical Research developing merely
new opportunities for crime?

Imagine a man who has laboricusly
worked outa poem in his brain having
itrified without any means of detecting
the thief. Fancy a person at dinner
gazing intently in his tumbler of water
and approyriating therewith his neigh-
bors' anec@otes and smart sayings.
What kind of defenses can people put
up against this sort of mental theft?
Unless the Society of Psychical Re-
search pursuec the matter far enough to
show the subliminal conscionsness how
also to stand sentry and guard the out-
posts of the brain, social intercourse
would soon become impossible.—New
York Evening Sun.

Yorry, Drink and Lunacy. :

I} is no new thing to hear of the close
connection between indulgence in alco-
hol and the development of insanity. Ac-
cordingly we feel no surprise at a state-
ment by Dr. Augustine Planus thata
large proportion of the cases of lanacy
registered in Paris of late years are at-
tributable to this form of excess. Far
more significant is his observation that
drunkenness hasincreased very markedly
in tho French capital. This effect is of
course due to avariety of causes. Among -
these one is of particalar interest. from
its bearing upon the neurotic aspect of
the alcoholic dyscrasia. It isthe pres-
sure and worry of overwork, probably
jcombined, as usual in the like circum-
stances, with irregnlar feeding and want
of sleep.

Though felt by all classes of workers,
‘un important characteristic of its action
as a cause of alcoholism is its increasing
influence among those who labor with
their brains. Artists. authors and es-
pecially journalists—a group of persons
by no means usually given to escess—
are enumernted as having succumbed to
the subtle poison. und _this result has
doubtless with truth been attributed to
the craving depression of mental fatigne.
It is not difficult indeed. to trace a con-
nection here, and we may accept it as a
warning that forced labor is ever prone
to becoms the natural puarent of other
and worse excesses.—London Lancet,

that man’s patural capacity for happi-
ness is there gratified to the very utmost,
nor is it even possible for the Catholic
theologian of the most severe and rigid
school to deny that, thus considered,
there is. and there will for all etermity
be, a real and true happiness in hell.”
