By indus­
try, frugality and economy she managed 
to pay the amount and gain her freedom 
just before the emancipation proclama­
tion was issued. Julia still continued to 
work and economize and was always re­
garded as an exceptionally good woman. 
She thought a great deal o fL ter master’s 
family before and after freedom and 
.never ceased to bold them in the highest 
esteem.

They also loved Julia, their old slave. 
A  few days ago she died. She left a will 
duly executed and signed. By the will 
she''beqneathed all her property, which 
amounted to a nice little sum, consider­
ing the fact that it was entirely the sav­
ings of an.ex-slave made dollar by dollar 
with hard work, to a member of her old 
masters family.

She named as the beneficiary in this 
carefully drawn document’ Mr. Marian 
Phinizy, a son of the late Ferdinand 
Phinizy, who lives in this city and who 
is worth in his own right a quarter of a 
million.

Having no heir of her own, this honest 
and devoted old slave left her earthly 
possessions as a monument of her love 
for her old master’s family, which will 
be perpetuated by being spread upon the

W. H. Beller recently turned up at bis

Van deyDii t’s  Ballroom*
Next season there will he a Miss Van­

derbilt to he introduced, and there is now 
in process of construction for this pleas­
ant event a suitable ballroom. That Hr. 
Cornelius Vanderbilt’s new ballroom will 
combine all that is possible in artistic 
and decorative effect is a foregone con­
clusion. It Is also safe to say that when 
completed it will have cost as much or 
more money than any room of the size 
anywhere else. For example, the ground 
on which it is being built cost §600,000. 
It occupies the space of three of the old 
Fifth avenue bouses. The first of these, 
whose owners had occupied it for a long 
period and were not anxious to move, 
could only be bought at a cost of §250,- 
000. The other two cost §850,000.

This makes quite an expensive hit of 
ground, bnt when completed the ball­
room will have a frontage of 75 feet on 
Fifth avenue. In this as large func­
tions can he given as in the Delmonico 
ballroom, which is little if any bigger, 
and tbe Vanderbilts can entertain stran­
gers of distinction visiting the town. 
Probably the coining out ball next sea­
son of the eldest daughter of the house 
of Vanderbilt will be the finest affair 
ever given here. The approach to the 
ballroom, which is suclra factor in add- 
'ing to the final effect, is to he worthy of 
the ballroom itself.—New York World.

T h o  G iant o f  A ll  T im ep ieces .
The greatest horological wonder in the 

world today is the gigantic clock in the 
tower of the immense public building at 
Philadelphia. When everything is in 
running order this marvel of tho clock- 
maker’s art will he stationed a distance 
of 851 feet from the pavement. Its hell 
weighs between 20,000 and 25,000 pounds, 
and is the second largest bell of any kind 
in America, the great bell at Montreal 
being the largest, weighing 38,000 pounds. 
The dial of this Philadelphia Titan is 25 
feet in diameter, and the striking ham­
mer is as large as a piledriver’s weight. 
The minute hand is 12 and tho hour hand 
9 feet in length.

The machinery is arranged so that the 
clock will strike every 15 minntes—the 
quarter, half, three-quarters and houio 
The Roman numerals on the face are 
each 2 feet 8 inches in length, the dark 
part of the figures being 3£ inches in 
width. As it is entirely out of the ques­
tion to talk of winding such a monster 
by hand, a 3-horsepower engine has been 
placed at the square of the tower for that 
especial purpose.—St. Louis Republic.

Garibjildi’.s Island.
The romantic Island of Caprera, for 

which, according to common report, 
Garibaldi paid less than §5,000, was sold 
to the Italian government, which want­
ed it for fortification purposes, for §60,- 
000. Among the heirs was the general’s 
daughter Teresita, in whose behalf her 
husband. General Canzio, signed the 
deed of sale. Teresita now claims that 
she did not authorize General Canzio 
to deed away her rights, and that as 
her own signature was not affixed to th° 
deed the sale is void. She has brought 
suit against the government, and the 
case will he tried in the supreme court 
of Sardinia.

In tbe hands of a person on a swiftly 
moving train the watch may by press­
ing a tiny lever bo started at a given 
point, say a mile post, and when the 
next mile po J: is reached a quick pressure 
cn the lever will stop the hands of the 
watch on a figure which accurately in­
dicates the rate of speed per hour at 
which the train is moving.—Buffalo 
Courier.

The little tub, 
which is about as large as a dish pan, 
sits upon the floor or the ground, and 
the operative, armed with a piece of 
soap, the cold water and her bare 
hands, does the laundering.

New  Y o k e ,  Feb. 12.—Rev. Thomas 

Dixon, Jr., preached the sermon of the 
morning at Association hall today by a 
review o f current events devoted to the 
appointment o f Archbishop Satolli, a 
prominent apostolic delegate for the 
Catholic chnrch in  America. He said: 

The situation within the Catholic 
chnrch in America has "been growing 
more and more critical for the past 10 
years. Upon the surface there was uni­
ty. Beneath the surface there has heen 
waging an inexpressible conflict between 
two determined factions. One of these 
contending parties represents the liberal 
and progressive spirit in theology, and 
is imbued with patriotic devotion to 
America and American institutions. The 
other has represented the reactionists, 
traditionalists and foreign ideals.

The liberal party has sought to adjust 
the ecclesiastical workings of the church 
to a harmonious life with American 
thought, and ideals. The traditionalists 
have sought to array the church against 
the new world ideals. This faction, led 
and animated by men hostile in tradition 
and training to everything American, 
have sought by every possible means to 
destroy the free school system, on which 
the very foundations of tho republic 
rest. They have sought to suppress ag­
gressive thought with the priesthood. 
They silenced Lambert, excommuni­
cated McGlynn and drove Burtsell into

war o f a politico-religions character over 
the school question, which could have 
ended only in overwhelming disaster for 
their church, for the free school of 
America is intrenched behind the con­
science, the reason, the heart and the 
mnscle of the nation.

Linked with this was the attempt to 
force foreign languages, customs, ideals 
and foreign priests upon American fields. 
Upon this scene of confusion and im­
pending, disaster, with dramatic empha­
sis, the voice o f the pope himself is sud­
denly heard, and it is heard to some 
purpose.

Leo X lilh as shown himSelf in many 
acts in recent years to he the greatest 
pope of modern times. He has swung 
the great Roman Catholic power from 
its position as friend to kings and em­
perors back to the Christlike ideal of the 
friend o f the common people. Upon the 
great social issues o f the age he has 
spoken with the voice of a true prophet. 
In  nothing has he more signally dis­
played his profound wisdom and the 
broad sympathies of a really Catholic 
soul than in his handling of this Ameri­
can crisis.

Though he had excommunicated Dr. 
McGlvnn, and the doctor had heen a 
most grievous sinner against “ author­
ity”  for years, the pope reverses a hun­
dred precedents, goes out of his way and 
leads hack with his own hand the wan­
dering priest into the fold.

He proceeds further to outline a policy 
on the school question that must result 
in bringing the Catholic church into per­
fect harmony with the spirit of our in­
stitutions. He has saved us from a long 
and bitter controversy fraught with cer­
tain disaster to the Catholic church and 
peril for the nation. He has pointed the 
wayto a loyal American Catholic church. 
He has shown that Gibbons and Ireland 
are; the men who embody his conceptions 
o f true progress in our nation—in short, 
he has pronounced emphatically in favor 
of “ America for the Americans” in the 
government of the church. Upon the 
establishment o f  Satolli in Washington 
upon snch a platform our people are to 
be congratulated. The American Cath­
olics may well rejoice in the dawn of a 
brighter day, and intelligent Protes­
tantism will join in that rejoicing. May 
God hasten the day when all religious 
hatreds and wars shall end in a fraternal 
rivalry to ontdo each other in doing good, 
in the Christlike worship of God—the 
service o f man.
NATIONAL HISTORY A DIVINE REVELA­

TION.
A n d  he m ade o f  one every nation o f  m en for  

t o  dw ell on a ll the fa ce  o f  the earth, having de­
term ined their appointed seasons and tho 
bounds o f  their habitation.—A cts xvii, 26.

The recent death of so many of the his­
toric figures of this nation brings into 
sharp emphasis the fact that God is open­
ing a new chapter in the history of a na­
tion. These historic figures have stood 
through their generation for a period o f 
development and of transition and of 
national life whose story will be written 
by the future historian. The removal of 
these men from the scene of action em­
phasizes with even a stronger distinct­
ness the fact that new men in a new era 
with anew life must henceforth make 
the history of our nation.

General Sherman was right. When a 
friend spoke to him of the falling gener­
als, one by one, and expressed wonder 
what they would do if a crisis should 
arise, he replied: “ My friend, if a crisis 
should arise, I  would not lead the armies 
o f the nation. Younger men, witji newer 
life, would rise with the new generation 
and lead and direct.”  God has brought 
our nation through this epoch in a most 
marvelous manner and f*.v some marvel­
ous end. The old regime is passing, and 
a new life is dawning for the nation.
‘ ST. PAUL’S MESSAGE.
' Paul, an embassador of the kingdom 
o f God, stands on this occasion before a 
nation. They took him to the Acropolis 
—to the center o f the life of Athens—and 
the representatives of the Greek people 
said,1 ‘Tell ns your message.”  And Paul 
"spoke to the nation, and through that 
nation to all nations, a divine message.

What -teas Paul's message to the na­
tions?
■ The message is clearly this:

First—That God reveals himself in the 
•history o f nations. God reveals himself 
in my soul by that inner light through 
his spirit and through nature. Paul 
said to those Athenians, “ in him you 
live and move and have your being.” 
God also manifests himself through the 
history of nations, whose boundaries he 
has marked out, whose seasons he has 
appointed. Every nation’s history is a 
revelation of God unto men.

He has revealed himself in the past. 
This Bible is the history o f Israel—the 
history of a nation for 1,600 years, with 
all their sins and wickedness and short­
comings and rebellion; the history of 
their great men—of their saints, their 
heroes, their martyrs and prophets; the 
history of men who were renegades and 
belied their trust and were cast out. It 
is the impartial record o f  God’s dealing 
with a nation, Israel was a chosen na­
tion, and God inspired the nation as a 
nation! W e have our Bible an infallible 
Bible because God chose and inspired 
and led a nation, and out or that nation 
brought the Son Of Man.

There is no such thing as accounting 
for the history of Israel, save that the 
God o f  heaven and earth chose that na­
tion. ’ It comes as a stream through all 
history, with a history all its own, flow­
ing down through empires that towered 
in sublimity around it and yet un­
touched by them; flowing by the very 
base o f the Assyrian throne and yet on­
ward and onward, through 1,600 years, 
until at last Jesus, the Son o f Man, 
emerged from that stream of history, 
and the race was scattered.

THE COMMONWEALTH OF ISRAEL.
God chose a. nation as the vehicle o f a 

Divine revelation, and he chose the na- 
•tions around to bear a part in  it. He 
chose the Assyrian nation as Ms saw and 
a s  and flame,: through wMch to free Ms 
own chosen people, and when the king 
o f Assyria made Ms proud boast before 
the prophet of God the prophet said: 
“ Yon have laid the city waste, but you
y p  pothing. .YouHre tha iTHjtyiunflnt. of

God’s hand, and God is going to eon- 
5umo his own people and uses you as the 
flame with which to. do it. But after 
the scourge a remnant will remain, and 
that remnant will he Ms people, through 
whom he will work out Ms design and 
purpose. But in the process you will he 
ground to powder.”  So Assyria played 
her part in the role o f nations, in that 
grand drama God had planned for the 
race.

The Mstory of every empire’s rise and 
fall is a divine chapter of the hook of 
Revelation. Go hack and stand before 
Tyre and Sidon, as in their pride and 
glory they mastered the commerce of 
a world, and hear tho prophet as he 
speaks of them and their future. Go 
now and hear the sad waves washing on 
the shores of that sea, silent, deserted, 
even the ruins covered by the sands of 
centuries, inhabited not even by hats and 
owls—a wild stretch of desolation. In 
tho history of Tyre and Sidon you will 
find written the eternal law of tho tri­
umph of righteousness in the Mstory of 
mankind.

Stand before Babylon in her prido and 
glory, with her matcMess army and her 
monarch, master of the civilization of 
the age, and hear the revelry within, 
and then hear the shrieks of women and 
children and men as their blood flows 
like water and the city is swept with the 
bassoon of destruction, and Babylonian 
civilization falls never to rise again. 
Hear the howl of the wild beasts among 
her palaces now, where kings and nobles 
once reveled, and you v ill find that the 
plumb line o f God’s righteousness fell 
over those walls, and they were found 
wanting.

Read the story of Greece, of her rise 
and. progress and fall, of her brilliant 
era of civilization,, of her artists and 
men of letters, and read the story of her 
slavery and decline and the wrath of 
God that abides on unrighteousness. 
Read again the Mstory of the seven hilled 
city, in. all her glory and pride, long 
ages spent in her development, until it 
was mistress of the world, and then con­
trast the in trodnetion of the follies and 
extravagances and sins and dispensation 
of the age of slavery, and of gold, and 
of power, and read again of Goth and 
Vandal, who, from a foreign north, 
swept down and obliterated ancient 
Rome. In every rise and fall of empire, 
read the edict of the Most High God, re­
vealing himself unto man.

GOD WORKS BY MEANS.
Come down to modem Mstory, and it 

is the same. God in nations? Yes. Read 
the history of the Arab in. Africa and 
find there even God following the track 
of a slave trader over that wild African 
continent. The language of the Arab 
slave trader is the only universal lan­
guage there, and now they have trans­
lated the Bible into it—the only lan­
guage that can penetrate the darkness 
of the continent. So God has chosen 
them as instruments through wMch He 
might save a continent.

So through the Mstory of the English 
and American nations. England in her 
greed and rapacity seizes empire after 
empire. But we look now on the shift­
ing scenes, and out from it all there 
seems to come God’s plan of a language 
universal, of an empire universal, on 
whose soil Ms sun will never set, and 
whose men and women, roared in happy 
homes, taught in reverence of the Most 
High God, shall carry the cross of Christ 
to the utmost limits of the earth, until 
his civilization and home and altar and 
God shall he the inspiration of a world. 
So God has led in the past in the develop­
ment of that nation.

So he has led your own nation in 
America—so he is guiding and develop­
ing today. The Mstory of America is a 
Mstory of a series of providences. I f  it 
had not heen for the almighty inter­
ference of God, tMs nation would have 
been no nation at all. If ever God 
formed and fasMoned a nation, he did 
this one, and laid its foundations, and 
watched over its people in their long 
struggle with the mother country, that 
at last they should build unto Mm some- 
tMng M.' her and nobler and better and 
teach all the earth. God has revealed 
himself in the Mstory of nations, says 
Paul to these Athenians. National Ms­
tory is a method of divine revelation. 
He would tell those people:

Second—That nationality is a Divine 
ordinance; that God has appointed their 
hounds and their seasons. It is not an ac­
cident. hut that it is a chosen instru­
ment in the hand of an eternal God for 
working out the salvation of tho world.

A  Divine ordinance—because nation­
ality is an ordinance o f life. God has 
caused in the past the development of in­
dividuality that tho human race might 
attain in its breadth and scope the broad­
est possibilities.

CHRISTIANITY IS PATRIOTIC.
I  believe that patriotism is a religious 

sentiment; that tho man_who does not 
love Ms country does love God— 
is not a true Christian. Tho Mghest 
sweep of patriotism is of the very spirit 
of the living God. He who truly loves 
Ms country loves it as a part of God’s 
great world—not as against all the world 
—because it is part of his inheritance 
from the Great Father.

Race and national hatreds are thus 
virtues overaccentnated. They only need 
to he toned down to the plane of a 
rational, fraternal rivalry, for man to 
attain the noblest things.

I  believe in a vigorous nationalism be­
cause I  believe’ nationality is a Divine 
ordinance. I  like to see a German who 
believes in tho fatherland, in Ms country 
and people, in Ms nation. I  believe in a 
Frenchman who believes in France, and 
am afraid of a Frenchman who does not 
believe in France. I  believe in an Eng­
lishman who believes in England. I  be­
lieve in a Briton who believes in the 
great empire, and as his irndvidnality is 
accentuated he has attained the very 
Mghest and truest and noblest propor­
tions of manhood.

For the samo reason I  believe in an 
American mho is an American, who is 
not half and half, a  cross between what 
has become obsolete in England and what 
onghtto have been obsolete here years and 
years ago. I  believe in a nationalism 
that has character and force and man­
hood and power, even with its idiosyn­
crasies and provincialisms. I  believe it 
is God’s ordinance. When a foreigner 
comes and joins a nation, he ought to 
belong to the nation, not to that wMch 
he has deserted. I  believe, then, that 
every man who makes America Ms home 
should he an American. If ho 13 in 
France, let him be a Frenchman; if  in 
Germany, a German. But when he 
draws Ms heart’s blood from America 
let him he American, and if ho is not he 
has failed to understand one of God’s or­
dinances.

I f  worthy to stand in the galaxy of na­
tions God has chosen, it is worthy of the 
highest support. I  despise with con­
tempt supreme the man who is an 
American that will get down in the dirt 
and crawl before an effete European 
civilization because it is foreign. 1 
believe that it is an indication o f a fatal 
weakness that is so contemptible that 
God is as sure to stamp it out of exist­
ence, with the men who thus crawl, as 
that in the Mstory of this world that 
wMch is fit has survived.

I  do not believe in an anglomaniacliv- 
ing in America, in German as German 
living in America, in Frenchman as 
Frenchman living in America. I  be­
lieve in God’s choice o f the nation as a 
nation, and I  believe he has chosen tMs 
nation for some purpose. Therefore I be­
lieve in its fl-g andinstitutions, initsDi- 
vine call, for he has called it to do what 
lie has called no other nation to do, and 
that therefore every man within its bor­
ders shonld stand for the holiest princi­
ples for which it was founded.

The difficulty is, in some of the fairest 
days we fail to see the dangers thqt may 
thus undermine the nation’s life. In the 
valley of Chamouni they had built those 
little cottages centuries ago. In perfect 
safety they had lived. Tho sun was fair; 
nature smiled. They were lulled into a 
sense of security because nothing had

Happened "to h k  X>uv uac.c upon luvse 
fair mountain sides, through the cen­
turies of the past, there had been slowly 
at work forces that on a day o f the fair­
est sun and the brightest light loosed 
the avalanche that came crasMng down 
and engulfed those homes with all that 
they held—with all their hopes and joys. 
I  believe that it behooves a nation in 
her fairest day thus to watch, thus with 
the utmost care to see that beneath the 
surface there may not he a power that 
perhaps is undermining that-winch is 
essential to its life pprpetuity.
CIVIL GOVERNMENT A  DIVINE ORDINANCE.

God has called yon to teach the na­
tions of tMs world something real— 
called yon to lead them in the develop­
ment o f  a world's liberties. I  saw the 
the other day where the prime minister 
of Spain went into the room of the king, 
a little fellow 6 years old. They had 
taken him with a triumphal procession 
through the nation, and they fired so 
many guns that it made the little hoy 
sick. And the prime minister came in 
in the morning to see Ms majesty and 
ask, in Ms offhand way, “ How is Al- 
phonsito this morning?” The little fel­
low drew himself up and looked at Mm 
and said, “ To my mamma I am-Alphon- 
sito, hut to yon I am the king.”

Think of a little fellow only 6 years 
old—and that great, strong man, with 
Ms big brain, staggering hack out of the 
room and covering Ms head in shame. 
Yet there he people who would seek with 
the utmost servility to bow down to that 
wliieh shonld have been history in the 
past because it belongs to another world. 
God has called yon to lead the world in 
citizen Mngship in the great role of fra­
ternal equality and fraternal manhood. 
Let every American, then, believe in Ms 
nation as a Divine ordinance. God has 
chosen you for a purpose and is leading 
you today and revealing himself to the 
world through yon.

Then Paul said another thing. He said:
Third—The true nation will he the 

family group of an international brother­
hood. Listen: “ God hath made of one 
every nation of men for to dwell on all 
the face of the earth.’’ One heart, one 
father, one life, one bond that shonld 
bind all together round a common home­
stead—a true nation, a family group 
around a central heart and life.

The riches of all the earth belong to 
me and to yon. G od hath made of one— 
ownersMp of the earth is thus universal. 
Because I  am God’s I  have a joint own- 
•rsliip of all tMs world, and so 1 need 
r.ot confine myself to loving one little 
•pot of earth. There are beautifulmoun-

ins down in my native state, the Mgh-
( and fairest east of the Rockies, but I 

love tlr* Alps as well. They are mine. I  
look with amazement on all I  have seen 
of tlieir beauty and glory. Whether in 
rural England or the fatherland of Ger­
many, or whether in France, with her 
sunlit hills, or Italy, with her beautiful 
skies, or far away in Africa, with her 
wild forests and Mountains of the Moon, 
it is God’s work, and I am his,'and 
they belong to me, because they are part 
of the race inheritance. So in Mstory— 
their heroes audinartyrs—they belong to 
me. I  have a right to them.

For that reason justice and love must 
rale at last between nations. W e are 
bound together by common bonds that 
cannot separate ns if we try. The glories 
of England and France and Germany 
are mine. I thank the tradesman who 
spreads his eastern m g on my floor, who 
brings Ms wares from the far east to 
make my home bright and beautiful. I 
love thus every nation, because everyna- 
tion contributes to my happmess and 
life and my share of tMs world’s beauty 
and good. All that the other nations havo 
done is my inheritence. =Ot on could not 
separate with a war the glory of England 
from tho glory of this nation. Shake­
speare is mine. Gcetheismine. The glor­
ies of G ermau science are mine. The glory 
of her musicians as they have swept the 
keys of God’s harmonies and translated 
them that human ears might'^ear—they 
are my inheritance. The glories of Italy, 
as she has given to tho world the first 
letters of the alphabet of art—they are 
mine. The glories of France—all that 
she has wrought in science and literature 
and art and statesmansMp and philan­
thropy—they aro mine. All tho glories 
of these countries aro mine, because they 
belong to tho common heritage of the 
race.

COD IS BRINGING REFORM.
Thc-n let the old regime pass awaj*. 

May God hasten tho day when the indi­
vidual accentuation which men have 
striven for in the past shall give place to 
the new era, that shall mean solidarity 
of the race. When nations shall he 
hound as family groups around theheart 
of the great God, hound in church, in 
society, in commerce, in all the essential 
elements that make up the sum total of 
a people's life and Mstory—yes, it is a 
glorious dream, a world’s federation. 
It was the dream of ChristiaMty. It was 
the dream of Christ. And he who seeks 
to bring that kingdom to pass must work 
and wait for it and believe in it to the 
end.

Near the island of St. Thomas there is 
a curious rock that comes out of the sea 
in tho shape of a sMp, and seen on a 
foggy day it is a perfect deception, as 
again and again vessels passing by see 
that great stone loom up from the water 
like a ship in full sail.

A  S led d in g  E xp erien ce .
The story comes up from below the 

city about a man who attempted to cross 
the Androscoggin on the ice and was 
swamped, together with Ms team.

A  D iv in g  J a p a n ese  Sa lam an der.
Thomas S. Hill, the young naturalist 

of Knoxville, la., who is spending tbo 
winter at Passo el Tont, Tex., has re­
cently come into possession of a rare cu­
riosity—a Japanese salamander—the gift 
of a friend who is now “ doing”  tho 
orient. According to the descriptive tag 
wMch was pasted on the tin box in wMch 
Mr. Salamander made Ms long trip, the 
creature was caught in one of the fresh 
water lakes of the Japanese mountains 
on the 4th of July last. Unfortunately 
the tag does not state whether the speci­
men is a young or an old example of tne 
salamander family. Naturalists who 
have examined it since its arrival at the 
Passe, however, declare that it is about 
7 years of age.

It is exactly 8 feet and 9 inches in 
length, has four legs, like an alligator, 
and a very extensive caudal appendage. 
The head is broad and flat, very “ snaky” 
in appearance; the eyes so small as to be 
hardly discernible. In color the creature 
is a muddy, dark brown above, and 
lighter underneath. The entire skin is 
covered with “ warts,” or excresences 
like those on a toad. When pressed 
upon these warts exude a viscid, acrid 
fluid, which is probably its only means 
of defense.—St. Louis Republic.

T h e  B ig g est  P an oram a In  the W orld .
WitMn a few days there will arrive in 

New Fork for shipment to Chicago a 
painting valued at §800,000 and of such 
huge dimensions that two freight cars 
will bo required to bring it to this city. 
The painting is a panorama of the Ber­
nese Alps of Switzerland. It will he 
placed on exhibition at the World’s fair 
in a specially constructed building, hav­
ing the distinction of being the largest 
panorama ever painted.

When it reaches New York, special 
rigging will have to he employed to take 
it from the vessel. The roll of canvas 
being 60 feet long, two freight cars pro­
vided until a device for turning short 
curves will be used for its transporta­
tion.

a definite value on a handsome nose in a 
verdict rendered in a case which lias 
been in the courts for four years. The 
case is that of Emery Bruce against A. 
A. Bombeek and wife. Brace alleged 
that wMl'o sitting in his buggy on the 
Southwest boulevard Mrs. Bombeek 
drove by at a very rapid pace, and her 
buggy collided with Ms, owing to her 
careless driving, with the result that Ms 
nose was so badly crashed that it has 
never regained its shape. Bruce further 
alleged that his nose was a particularly 
handsome one, and he considered it Ms 
strong point of beauty. The jury sized 
up Ms nose and awarded him §673 dam­
ages.—Kansas City Letter.

P ictu re  M ade o f  Insects.
Tho Paris entomologist whose collec­

tion of insects attracted so much atten­
tion at the Paris exposition of 1SS9 is pre­
paring an insect landscape for our 
World’s fair. The subject, which con­
sists of a water mill, a river, a bridge, 
mountain, etc., will he wholly composed 
of insects of various colors. Four hun­
dred and fifty thousand night flying in­
sects will form the foreground, the re­
mainder of the picture to be made up of 
not less than 500.000 insects, comprising 
something over S.000 species.—St. Louis 
Globe-Democrat.

The London chamber of arbitration

He went to Pittsburg a 
short time ago and obtained a large glass 
cylinder, so constructed that it can be 
sealed airtight quickly. . In this cylinder 
he has suspended with fine copper wiro 
two pieces of metal so light that they 
may be brought in contact with each 
other hy the slightest motion of air with­
in the cylinder. W ires pass through the 
cylinder, one being connected with a 
battery and the other with a telegrapMc 
instrument.

He has made arrangements for his 
friends jnst before the spirit leaves his 
body to seal him in the cylinder so that 
his spirit may he kept from departing, 
and at the same time is enabled by a se­
ries of systematic disturbances of the air 
within the cylinder to communicate with 
his friends through the telegrapMc in­
strument. He is dying with consump­
tion, and the public probably will not 
have long to wait for the test of Ms ex­
periment.

A  distinguished man, whose boyhood 
was passed partly in' the country and 
partly in the city, recently testified that 
he found Ms hoy companions in the coun­
try much worse than.those in the city.

“ It is our habit to think of the coun­
try,” he said, “ as the abode of innocence 
and purity, and o f the city as the haunt 

o of vice, but at this remove of time I can­
not recall hearing a singlebad word from 
my schoolmates in the large institution 
wMch I attended in Boston.. I  feel sure 
that some must have heen uttered, foi 
there were" several hundred hoys in the 
building, hut I cannot remember hear­
ing any.

“ My experience with the hoys in the 
country is, however, in my memory very 
different. There were two or three 
dreadful hoys there who corrupted the 
■whole school. % They were foul mouthed 
and full of iniquity.”

A  family of hoys who spend their sum­
mers in the country and their winters in 
the city have' frequently remarked the 
same tiling. They find good hoys in both 
places, but more badness in proportion 
in the country, and, as they themselves 
express it, “ their badness is worse.” 
“ Somehow,”  remarked one of them 
naively, “ the city hoys are more polite 
about it, and maybe it’s only that that 
makes them seem -not quite so had.” 
Nearly all who possess an intimate ac­
quaintance with both city hud country 
will testify to the general truth of these 
conclusions.

The reasons are not far to seek. In the 
city schools the yontli are more carefully 
graded than in the country, not only in 
the direction of mind, but of morals. A 
normal and well brought up hoy has a 
much wider choice as to his playmates 
in the one than in the other, and such a 
hoy will usually select Ms friends'among 
the better boys. In the country he is 
thrown necessarily with children with 
whom his parents would much rather he 
shonld not associate. The democracy of 
the village is absolute, however, and any 
attempt to establish an aristocracy, even 
of virtue, is deeply resented hy the par­
ents of the objectionable youth. Snch 
parents usually consider their children 
as good as the rest.

In the city be has comparatively little 
opportunity to put in corrupting work 
among good hoys. The had hoys herd 
hy themselves and often become formid­
able gangs, the terror of peaceful citi­
zens and even of the police. In the coun­
try the had hoy has only a few compan­
ions as bent oil sin as himself, hut he has 
free access to well brought up children, 
often influencing them to deeds of evil 
which they remember with shame as 
long as they live.

There seems a suggestion here for those 
who live in the country or who pass 
moro or less time there each year, who 
love it and cannot hear to tMnk of the 
plague spots upon it, to put in some mis­
sionary work among the country had 
hoys. A  month’s effort, unobtrusively 
and spontaneously given, among doubt­
ful hoys in a country place may raise 
the tone of a whole neighborhood for 
years afterward. To show such hoys 
that yon respect the good in them, to 
praise them for whatever they excel in, 
to show an interest in their worthy pur­
suits, to take them, in abort, at their 
best—this work might he more farreach- 
ing in its good effects than the getting 
up of a bazaar or the giving of a straw­
berry festival.—New York Times.
