A Novel World’s ¥air Idea.

Is it worth <while to offer a suggestion
for the next vast assembly in Chicago—
that of May, for example?

A simple act, the
bestowal of medals, wreaths, flags,
would give point to the assembly. A
sentence from the mouth of some high
official, a collect and a doxology would
express all that language need say on
such an occasion.—Professor D. C. Gil-
man in Century.

Elcetrie Xeating.

Electricity generated for heating or
for any other purpose must be produced
at the cost of the expenditure of some
other form of energy, such as the huin-
ing of coal or the force of falling water.
As the Iatter form of power is hardly
available for use in New York, if fol-
lows that if clectric heating is to become
a commercial phase of life in that city,
current will be supplied to consumers
from central stations in which coal is
burned under the boilers, precisely simi-
lar to existing plants for the supply of
light and power. The conversion and
transmission of heat by this process is
not economical, and current from coal
burning stations in sufficient quantities
for heating could only be used by the
wealthy, to whom its convenience and
cleanliness would commend itsels.

It is apparent, however, that the “‘coal
barons” would have nearly as much to
say about the supply of fuel to such sta-
tions as to individual consumers at pres-
ent, ilthough it is probable that the
mere cost of coal and labor would be
proportionately reduced by the use of
cheaper grades of fuel and by central-
ization. Doubtless electric heating has
a great future, but at present it seems
to be principally available in localities
where water power can be utilized in
the prime movers.—Chicago Western
Electrician.

The Ratemaking Povwer.

This is what Aldace F. Walker, chair-
man of the joint committee of the Trunlk
Line and Central Traffic associations,
says about railroad yates in The Railway
Age and Northwestern Railroader: ““The
fact is—and it is so often overlooked that
it must be stated strongly—the ratemak-
ing power of a railway company is its
highest corporate function. Itisa char-
ter power., Its control rests ultimately
in the sftate. In acts of incorporation
this power is universally conferred upon
the boards of directors—the highest seat
of corporate authority. It should have
been treated with seriousness and as rep-
resenting tho most important duty of the
several boards. But instead of this our
country hasbeen treated to a carnival of
rates—rates—rates.
sands of tariffs have been filed in Wash-
ington during the last five years. The
directors of every corporation have prac-
tically abdicated this most important
duty and have left it in the hands of sub-
ordinates, who have patiently developed
a most ingenious confusion through
which they alone are competent to pick
their way.”

Theo Color of tire Waistcoat,

Life learns from private sources that
when a gentleman goes to an entertain-
ment to which he has received an en-
graved invitation he should wearawhite
waistcoat. If the invitation is written,
he simply wears the usual black waist-
coat. It is perhaps unnecessary to in-
form our readers that the man who ig-
nores thisrule is no gentleman. Still
we hardly like to advise a hostess to
eject from her house every man whose
waistcoat is not in perfect harmony with
his invitation.

lactic measures in operation in g depart-
ment of France, 1a Seine excepted, orin
aregion (fwwo or three departments)of
France cr of Algeria. The statistical
figures must relate fo 10 years af least
and comprise the resalts of 1802, MManu-
scripts to be sent to the secretary in
Paris before Maxch 31, 1893.

The following points are noted for in-
vestigation: The number of rabid ani-
mals, of dogs, of persons bitten and dead
through rabies, also of those vaccinated
at the Pasteur institute; separate the
cases of rabies in large towns from those
in the rest of the department; measures
of sanitary police, their effect and diffi-
culfy of application; causes of more or
lest frequency of rabies and of vaccina-
tion; measures taken in frontier depart-
ments, etc.—~London Natare.

Greece Soon to Bo an island.

The -scheme for cutling a canal across
the isthmus ¢f Corinth has had its pori-
ods of troulleand depression, like other
and greater enterprises of the same char-
acter, but it appears to e now rapidly
approaching completion, Theconcession
was originally granted by the Greek
government in Rdiay, 1881, to General
Turr, with whom was associated AL de
Lesseps.

After the original capital had been ab-
sorbed and the operaticns for some time
suspended, the operations were taken up
by anew company, who in 1890 entered
into a contract with a firm who undes-
took to complete the works on March 10,
1893, under o penalty of £4,000 per month
for any delay after that date, but unfor-
tunately about this time last year a wa-
terspout passed over the works, flooding
the excavations. .

The diraster neccessitated a slight ex-
tension of the term. but the contractors
now promise that a large steamer will
go through the canal on the 23d of April
next. Creat efforts are being made to
render the system of lighthouses ade-
guate. The Corinth canal, which will
have cost from first to last £2,750,000,
will be Ut by electricity, with two pow-
crful lights at each end and arow of
lights through its entire length.—London
‘News.

Tortablc Pianos.

An invention, which would be a for-
tune to the inve. wwr and manufacturer,
is a portable pinno—that is, & keyboard
of six octaves, inclosed in a plain case
41 inches long, 18 inches broad and 8
inches deep; each note to be viry faint,
but pure, distinet and as correct in tone
as the best pianoforte manufactured;
part of the top of the case fto open and
show the keyboard, with a small folded
easel for the music to rest uwpon, the
other part of the top to open to allow of
the instrument being tuned.

Such an article would be invaluabie,
as it could be placed on a writing table
or dressing table in a bedroom, and the
tone being faint its use could not anmoy
other people when the amateur wasprac-
ticing. Tt could Dbe carried aboubin a
leather case as orvdinary luggage, and
when notin use couid stand in a corner
of a sitling or belroom. The price
should be moderate, as such an instra-
ment would be sure to become very pop-
ular.—Philadelphia Record.

Ounr Lessening Trade With Spain.

An old export house with European
connections, doing a large business in
Great Britain and on the continent, has
called our attention to the large falling
off in trade between the United States
and Spain. About a year ago the Span-
ish customs aunthorities issued an order
demanding that a certificate of origin
should accompany all goods entering
that country, which practically has re-
sulted in discriminations against goods
from -the United EStates. IHeretofore
orders taken by Buropean travelers for
German or other houses could be exe-
cuted from here, and the fact that they
were rebilled by Gterman merchants, for
instance, was scfficient to enable them
to enter Spanish territory under condi-
tions covered by the favored nation
clause.

His resignation of the portfolio of
state was twice determined on Sunday,
the first to President Arthur and the
second to President Harrison, although
the latter was not sent to the president
until Monday morning. That his last
illness was hopeless hecame known to
the public Sunday, Dec. 18, and it was
on Sunday, three weeks later, that his
physicians finzlly admitted the hopeless-
ness of his case.—Washington Cor.

Natural Gas Raises a New Law Question.

Toledo with gas. The resclution is the
result of a long study of the legal aspect
of the case by Mr. Alexander, who intro-
duced it, and upon his recommendation
it was referred to tho city solicitor, who,
il is understond, is in favor of vigorous-
Iy prosecuting the suit. As the rock
pressure has gradually decreased, the
Northwestern company has introduced
three inunense pumps at a station six
miles from the city, at a cost of $50,000,
in order to force the gas through the
40 miles of pipe and suck it from the
gronnd. This has grestly injured the
eity's territory, and the claim will be
made that the wse of artificial meanstc
get the gas from under the contiguous
tarritory of the city isillegal. The ques-
tion has never been raised in the courts.
—Findlay Cor. Cleveland Flain Dealer.

Ancther Afrship Invented.

Axnother airship has been tivojected by
M. Grensfclder, who has just received
his patent papers from Washington. The
ship is a cigar shaped affair, 100 feet
long and 80 fect in dinmeter.

Government Control of Railroads.

Abler men than I have proved to sai-
isfaction that under government care
not only could cheaper railroad accom-
modations be obtained, but better ones,
and the examples of Germany, Russia
and Australia bave demonstrated that
it is as practicable for railroads to be
run by the government as itis to admin-
istrate the mailing system or to handle
an army and navy. What difference
would there be between a navy yard and
a car shop? It has been demonstrated
by these countrics that, though the ac-
commodations are better and cheaper,
still a sarplus remains, which flowsback
to the people, and, what is moie impor-
tant, that there is no possibility of rail-
road strikes, and thus of a sudden in-
terruption of the circulation of com-
modities.
I have endeavored to place only one
side of the question in its proper light—
viz., that new times require new forms
of government,and that the functions
of the -government must constantly be
changed so as to adapt themselves to the
needs of the people, which in their turn
are brought about by changing condi-
tions. If this one side of the question be
properly understood, all arguments and
objcctions against the nationalization of
railroads must fall to the ground. This
one side of the question once understood,
methods and means to arrange and ac-
complish the pationalization of railroads
will be forthcoming.—Rabbi Solomon
Schindler in Arena.

The New Presbyterian Church.

The Presbyterians of Buchanan con-
gratulate themselves upon the Dedica-
tion on March 3 of their new church,
which is conceded to be one of the
finest church edifices in this part of
the country, and will compare favor-
ably with many of the more expensive
churches in our large cities.

‘The church stands on the north-west
corner of village lot No 2, in Block C,
Central addifion, facing the north, on
Front street. The lot is fourrods front
by eighteen rods deep, and was pur-
chased of Mr. I.evi Itedden in 1880 for
$1000. The location is very conven-
ient, as the residences near by are
handsome, which gives the churell a
home-like appearance, and being not
far from the buciness centre, it gives
the society an opportunity for useful-
ness and service, both religiously and
socially, that otherwise it could not
have,

The church is of the Romanesque
style of architecture, of brick veneer,
with stone basement. The basement
is to be finished off for church parlors,
with a kitchen, which will give rooms
for social gatherings, Sunday school
and prayer meeting. The building is
heated from the basement by a fur-
nace, put in by Roe & XKingery, repre-
senting & Milwaukee firm. There is
also in the basement a well anda
pump, which will be convenient for
the kitchen department.

The building is 53x53 with an annex
on the south-west cormer for the pipe
organ and choir, and a fower on the
north-east corner, thus placing the en-
trance diagonally opposite the rostrum,
with a five foot aisle through the cen-
ter, the church being seated on the
amphitheater plan, with an incline of
eighteen inches. There are two
shorter aisles at the right and left, three
feet wide, and an aisle going around
at the sides two feet wide. The exter-
ior of the building is not a plain brick
surface, but is broken up by timbered
panel work, the brick surface colored
and stenciled. This last is to be com-
pleted in the spring, and +when all
finished will give the exterior a very
artistic and pleasing appearance. En-
tering the church by the vestibule, and
coming into the tower, at theleftisa
stairway leading to the study, one of
the eosiest and pleasantest rooms im-
aginable, frescoed and carpated, having
the north-east portion all taken up
with a handsome five paneled bay
window of stained glass. Aboveis
the bell tower, where the sweet-toned
bell, the gift of Mr, J.D. Ross, placed
in the old church, then new,in 1850,
still peals forth its invitation to all
people to turn to the sanctuary. Forty
years of service have not brought any
crack mor discord into the makeup or
music of the old bell, and our prayer
is, that in this, the old bell in the tower

may be a type of the church, which it }

has so long served, that never to the
end of time shall there be any division
or discord.

Descending from the stndy we pass
through green baize doors into the
main audience room, which is fifty feet
square, finished off in Georgia pine,
giving the room a very light and cheer-
ful appearance.’

It is first-class work
in every respect, the best material
Eknown in the business being used for
distemper work, The ceiling is in
delicate tints, with hand-painted scroll
designs, edged and gilded, divided with
stencil borders and lines. Over the
pulpit is an elaborate arch embellish-
ment, with the motto above: Praise
waiteth for thes, O God, in Zion.
Above tha wainscot all about the room
is plastic modeling, with a free hand
running design, all gilded in attract-
ive style; and a liberal amount of gild-
ing appears throughout the work. It
is but the simple truth to state that
very few audience roomsin a church
of such moderate cost, can compare
with this in neatness of design and
harmonious blending of colors, all the
furnishings and decorations being in
perfect harmony..

The pews are by the Globe Furniture
Co., of Northville, of kiln dried red oak
Iumber, best hard oil finish, in antique
color. They are finished without
cushioning, and are comfortable for
sitting and perfect 1n finish.

The pipe organ, obtained very large-
ly through the energy of Mr, and Mrs.
John Graham, is not only an ornament
to the part of the house which it oc-
cupies, but an important aid in the
service of song. 1t was not to be ex-
pected that it could be made to do any,
justice to itself in its cramped quarter

Special mention is merited by the
handsomely decorated window at the
side of the orchestra, the work of Mrs.
Mary Rogers. It gives an added grace
and beauty to its immediate surround-
ings, as well as to the entire interior.

The pulpit, though not new, yet isin
perfect keeping with its environments,
and fo it is added a crown of grace by
the thoughtful gift by Mrs. Slocum, of
an elegant pulpit Biple, in memory of
her husband, M. W. Slocum, M. D. A
very appropriate inscription in Ger-
man text appears upon the illuminated
title page, placed there by I, M. Brod-
rick, M. D.

The pulpit chairs, though the same
as used in the old church, yet would
not be recognized by their best friends,
so completely have they been changed
under the deft hand and artistic taste
of Mrs. Scott Whitman and Mrs.
Warner Hamilton. The chairs are now
simply beautiful.

The provisions for ventilation in the
Dbuilding 2re excellent, and the acoustics
are perfect.

In each of the four squares of the in-
terior appears a beautiful Memorial
window. These windows are semi-
circular in form, sixteen feet wide and
ten feet high, diyided by graceful
sweeps in lancet heads. Rich coloring
of cathedral and Venetian glass, work-
ed in graceful scrolls and jeweled
borders, hold the different divisions in
one harmonious design, while centers
of richly colored and beautifully work-
ed emblems and inscriptions tell the
story of love for those who have gone
before. The south window is an Hon-
orary Memorial window to the ten
Pastors of the church, from 1847 to
the present. Tollowing are the names
and dates:

In the center of the window is an
open Bible, with across it a sword, and
an inscription, “They kept the faith.”
In thepanels below, on the right are the
keys, and an anchor on the left. The
east window is 8 memorial to Mr. J.
Harvey Roe by his widow, his name
being in the central panel below, while
above is a harp and crown, typical of
his long, faithful service as leader of
sacred song, and of his merited reward
into which he has now entered. The
inscription is, “Life’s crown well won.”

The section on the right is by the
Ladies’ Aid Society. The name on the
lower panel encircling a dove, the em-
blem of innocence and peace. The La-
dies Aid Society is deserving of great
credit, for had it not been for the faith-
ful, tireless energy of the ladies, this
beautiful house would never have been
begun.saying nothing about completed.

On the left is the King’s Builders
section. In the lower panel are lilies
with the inseription “The King's Build-
ers.” The new church is built around
the King's Builders’ window, for they
began to raise the money for it before
there was much assurance we ever
would have a church. They earned
the money by their own efforts, and
are worthy of highest praise.

The north window is in memory of
Mr, and Mrs. Samuel French, for many
years most faithful members of this
church. For 82 years Mr. French was
a most faithful Elder, closely identified
with the church interests, always on
band to steady the ark of God. The
sheaf of wheat and the cup and grapes
are the emblems below, while above is
the very appropriate inscription, “Their
works do follow them.” In the sheaf
of wheat are the words, “I am the
bread of life.”

The west window is in memory of
Mary Arthur and her mother, long
faithful members of this church, put
in by Mr. John Arthur and wife. The
emblems below are an open Bible and
dove, and above a cross and erown,
with the words, “Lifels work well
done.”

The windows are all beautiful, so
much so, as to elicit favorable com-

ment from all who see them. They

are the workmanship and design of
Messrs. McCully and Miles of Chicago.

The church is lighted by one large
centre cbandelier, suspended seventeen
feet from the floor, and is an elegant
piece of work, by the American Re-
flector Co. of Chicago.

The plans for this neat and commo-
dious house of worship were drawn by
Geo. W. Maher, of Chicago; thebuilder
was George Rickman, of Kalamazoo.
Excavation for basement was in June;
work on the building began in Aungust;
the corner stone was laid Sept. 17, 1592,
and the work on all parts was finished
March 4, 1893,

The closing services in the old church

Feb. 25 and 26, 1898. On Saturday the
Pastor preached from Neh. 2:20, and
on Sabbath read an historical paper in
the morning, the last sermon in the old
church being from Phil, 8:14 ard 2 Cor.
5:17.

The dedication of the new church
took place on Sabbath, March 5, 1593,
at 2 p. m. Appropriate and excellent
music was rendered by the choir. The
ministers of the town took part in
the services, the Rev. H. H, Flory
brought kindly greetings from sister
churches, and several former pastors
were present and took part in various
ways: Rev. E. B. Sherwood, D. D.,
now of St. Joseph, Mo., gave very pleas-
ant reminescences of former days; the
Rev. W. W. Wells offered a very appro-
priate dedicatory prayer, and the Rev.
A. ¥, Bruske, D. D., President of Alma
college, gave an excellent sermon from
2 Cor. 9:15. Dr. Bruoske also did us an
excellent service by raising $1825 to-
wards removing the indebtedness upon
the new church. The entire cost is
$8500; all pledged except $500. In the
evening Rev. H. P. Welton, D.D., of
Detroit gave an excellent sermon from
1 Tim 3:15, and the Rev. Martin L.
Tressler, now of Sturgis, gave a very
feeling and telling address. Thus the
the new house was dedicated to the
services of Almighty God.

This sketch would be sadly incom-
plete if it did not delinitely refer to
the untiring efforts and service of the
Building Committee and the always
hearty, cordial co-operations of the
Board of Trustees. The building Com-
mittee composed of Mr. W. B. French
as chairman, with the help of the other
members, Mr. John Arthur, Mr. Scott
Whitman, and Mrs. Ann Tichenor, de-
serve the thanks of this church and
congregations for their untiring,
self-derying efforts in bringing this
work to its present state.

Hon. O. W. Coolidge, the nominee of
the Republican party for Judge of the
second judicial district, was born in
Edwardsburg, in 1839, and is the son
of the late Judge IIenry II. Coolidge,
an early settler in this section of the
St. Joseph Valley- Receiving his pre-
paratory education in the lucal schools,
be entered the Beloit, Wis., college at
e graduated
from the literary department of the
Michigan University in 1863, and en-
tered the law school of Harvard col-
lege the same year, graduating from
therein 1865. He at once engaged in
the practice of his profession with his
father in this city. " He was elected in
1870 to the office of prosecuting attor-
ney on the republican ticket, serving
two years, but declined a renomina-
tion at the end of his term, preferring
to confine himself to his private prae-
tice, which required all of his time.
In 1890 he was elected Mayor of this
city and re-elected in 1801, serving the
two terms, during Whlch time much
was accomplished by the council for

) the city’s welfare,

The Circuit Judgeship.

Our Democratic friends are soliciting
support for Judge O'Ilara on the
ground that he has filled the oflfice with
unusual ability. With all due respect
to the Judge, who has many warm
friends and is personally a genial and
intelligent gentleman, it must be con-
ceded by those who have had dealings
with his court that he has not given
evidence of that judicial power that
comes of a full knowledge of the law
and an experience in the practice of
his profession, Thomas O’'Hara was
almost wholly unskilled in all that is
necessary to make a successful and
wisely discriminating Judge, when he
was elevated to the bench by the sin-
gular fortunes of politics; and after
six years of service it is only necessary
to take note of the record of his
achievements to be properly guided in.
making a choice at the polls this
spring.

The best way to decide as to the
qualifications of a Judge is to study
his Supreme Court record. We
have seen a properly attested list of
the cases appealed from the court of
Judge O'Hara to the Supreme Court of
Michigan during his term, and out of
90 cases, 44 were reversed, 27 were
aflirmed, 15 are pending, 2 were dis-
missed and one each were modified and
aflirmed and remanded for further
hearing. Leaving out the 15 now
pendng, it will be seen that in the 75
cases adjudicated the decisions in pear-
ly two-thirds were either reversed or
changed.

The selection of a Circuit Judge is a
serrous matter, It involves control
of an important trust for a long
period of time — six years. Judge
O’Hara tban, whom the Palladium
holds no gentleman in higher personal
esteem, must stand upon his merits
and his record in his appeal to the peo-
ple of Berrien and Gass counties for
re-election.—B. H. Palladium.

A Vallage Saloon.

The village of Union Springs, N. X,
is about to try a movel experiment in
the way of temperance reform. A
number of promiuent citizens, includ-
ing the village president and several
clergymen propose to take under their
own control the sale of intoxicating
liquors. Their object. they declare, is
to “supply the reasonable wants of
temperate. persons’” stimulants, No
treating is to be allowed, and neither
drunkennees nor an approach to it is
to be permitted. A committee will
pass upon the names to whom liquor
may be sold, while to persons to whom .
the proper authorities have altogether
farbidden the sale of liquor none what-
ever will be sold. Minors are not to
be allowed in the saloon under any
circumstances. Spirits will not be sold
in larger quantities than a single slass
éxcept on a physician’s order, and all
sales of this class will be carefully re-
corded. The profits of the venture,
which are expected to be large, will be
applied to the reduction of town taxes.
The ountcome of -this curious scheme
will be awaited with interest.

THE FUTURE NATION,

IT ISTO BE STRONG IN LAW, TRUTH
AND RIGHTEOQUSNESS.

Rev. Thomas Dixen Declares Yor a Strong
Central Government, Uniform Divorce
Laws and General Education—Prelude
on Southern Lynchings.

NEW Yomg, March 5—The Rev.
Thomas Dixon, Jr., preceded the ser-
mon in Associstion hall today by review-
g priefly the subject of Iynching, in
which he strongly appealed to the Chris-
tian leaders of the south to form a great
law and order league. He said:

The taking of life by law or without
law is contrary to the teachings of Chris-
tianity. The old Mosaic law of revenge,
“An eyefor an eye, a tooth for a tooth,
a life fora life,” was specifically set aside
by Jesus Christ, and in its stead the
higher law of love proclaimed. The sen-
iiment against the death penalty is daily
growing in power. Two of the great
medical schools of New York state have
pronounced against it, and a committee
from the State Medical society of New
York, of which Dr. Jacobi was chair-
man, recently reported against it, and
the report in this conservative body only
failed of adoption by five votes.

In the meantime, while public senti-
ment, expressed or wunexpressed, is
against capital punishment, murder is
unchecked. The punishment for mur-
der should be swift and sommary, and
it should be life imprisomment-—mnot

death. To the majority of men the |

swift and terrible penalty of life im-
prisonment would be a more powerful
deterrent of murder than the bare pos-
sibility of one conviction out of seventy
for death, which I3 the proportion now
held in the administration of lawv.

To Kkill & man by law is a communal
gsarvival of barbarism and is no more
justified by a reference to 3oses than
Mormonism is justified by a reforence to
Abraham, But to kill a man in the fury
of a mob is a lapse to the origincl brute
out of which man grew. Ii is a total
abrogation of the first principle of hu~
manity. Man is no longer man. He
ceases to articulate langzuage, and his
volceé becomes the snaxl of a tiger, the
scream of an eaglefthe howlof a wolf and
the hiss of a snake. I do not deny that
there is much of this brute inkeritance
yetleft in us all. Butit is our first duty
to subdue and crucify it. In the name
of God and of humanity, I appeal to the
Christian manhood of the south to rise
and stay the avenging hand of the brutal
mob. The south has as profonund respect
for law as any other section of the na-
tion; but, brethren of the south, you
have a poor way of showing it, To say
that the south lynches negroes because
they are black is an infamous slander.
Baut the slander does not excuse tke hor-
rible brutality of the fact thatwhite and
black are alike killed without a trial,
and sometimes with suspicion cnly as
evidence.

But amid all the senfimental mush re-
cently dished up in the north about ne-
gt lynchings it is refreshing to read the
following words of wisdom from the ne-
gro Bishop Tanner:

“While itis true that within the past
eight years 728 negroes have been thus
barbarously treated, 87S whites met the
same fate, Our first ray of light, then,
ig that it is not a question entirely of
race, for the criminal class of both races
are treated alike, though not in thesamse
proportion. An additional ray of light
is seen, and it is a good, broad one, too,
in the fact that it is only men of disrep-
ntable characters who suffer, or char-
acters supposed to be disreputable. The
southern mob in its fury does not assail
the e%caod men of their race, but the sup-
posed bad
« “In its blind and satanie fary the
southern mob passes not only by the
colored teacher, but by the schoolhouse
in which he teaches; it not only passes
by the colored preacher, but the church
in which he preaches; it passes by the
colored hall, whether Masonic or Qdd
Fellow; it passes by the goodly home-
stead of the well to do colored citizens—
passes by all these and only malkes for a
miserable wretch who is supposed to be
guilty of rape, of murder, of robbery and
of kindred crimes. With the discern-
ment to which attention has salready
been called, the negro—especially those
of the educated, well to do and religious
class—sees this, and while he recognizes
the enormity of the crime of lynching in
common with others he does not feel
called upon to take it to himself any
more than do the whites when a white
man is lynched. Why should he? It is

e the per c¢ent of his class made to
suffer is much larger than among the
whites, but so is the per cent of poverty
and wretchedness in general.”

And the bishop might have added,
“So is the necessary percyntage of crime
because of poverty and ignorance great-
er,” for such is the fack'ss shown by the
census tables of crimme by color.

I repeat whs% I have said, and can
prove any &.y in the year, that themost
1awless community in America today is
New York city, Itis the garden spot
Of desperate criminals, It is their town.
Theyzrule {t. Murder is the stepping
stone to public office here, and a coterie
of men who have been tried for their
lives and cheated both the gallows and
the penitentiary are our suprems dicta-
fors. Yet the south is held up to the
scorn and ridicule of the world as the
festering soil in which barbarism breeds
and lives.

Is it not time, then, for the Christian
manhood of the south to unite in a detex-
mined efforf to remove the cause of this
disgrace? The time has come for the
Jleaders of Christian thought in the south
to form an invincible law and order
league for the suppression of mob vio-
lence, the reform of criminal procedure
and the swift enforcement of law.

THE NATION OF WASHINGTON AND
THE NATION OF THE FUTURE.
YWe have a strong city; salvation will God
appoint for walls and bulwarks. Open ye the
gates, that the righteous nation which keepeth
the truth may enter in.—Isaiah xxvi, 2.
i I believe that God reveals himself to
man in history. The Bible teaches us
that. CGod chose Israel as a nation
through which to speak fo the world,
gnd the history of that people is the un-
felding of a divine national purpose in
the history of races. So I believe that
God has led and leads today this greab
republic of ours. 'Well may we build
monuments to its real founders. No
man can enter the city of Washington
and see that gleaming spire of glittering
marble as it flashes in the sunlight and
lifts its silver crest higher than any
Inonument ever builf to man on this
earth and not feel that back of its lofti-
ness, its simplicity, its grandeur, there
is a deep, divine meaning; that the
man whose character it symbolizes was
worthy of such s monument. No man
who studies history can doubt thab the
name of such & man will grow rather
than diminish with the process of the
funs.
What are the elements of the nation of
the future foreshadowed in these words
of the prophet? .

The prophet, while he thus spoke of Is-
rael, had in view a wider kingdom, a
wider empire, that should go through all
ages and times, and that should endure
forever. While one nation should rise
and another should fall, and God should
call one to account and weigh it in the
balance and throw it on the dust heap of
the ages out of some obscure race, he
would call another and lead it on and up.
Buf what are the elements sketched here
in this nafion of which Isaiah dreamed?

A RIGHETEOUS NATION.

First—It must be born of righteous-
ness. That is what Isaiah had in mind
when he said: “Open the gates, clear the
track of history, thattherighteousnation
thay enterin. Let those that have dealt
unrighteously die.” The nation, that is
10 b born must be born ¢f righteous

.

. payefitage. Our nation was "porn I
righteousness. Thank God for its his-
tory. A distinguished infidel has said
that God had nothing to do with this
country. He never told a bigger He.
The history of this nation.is the history
of the providence of God, and the men

. who founded it were righteous men.
‘Whatever they may have professed to
the world, they were men who had in
their souls a deep and abiding sense of
reverence for the eternal God, and in
their declaration of independence, in
their public documents, is written that
faith, for they closed with prayers to the
providence of God for gnidance and {di-
rection and left in his hands the nation
that they were about to launch. They
rebelled against their government in the
name of God-—the God of liberty and
justice and honor.

They rebelled against the power of

- England because she had so acted asto

. give them the right primal to say: “I

' will not bow to unrighteousness, Iwill
have fairness or I will have war.” There
are some things worse than rebellion.
It is peace with dishonor, Itis the deg-
radation of a servile race that hasno
power within to say, *This is right, this
is wrong, and I stand and die for the
right.” Oux fatherswere men who could
sce the difference between right and
wrong, justice and injustice, honor and
dishonor, and though they turned against
the flag they had sworn to protect they
turned against it in the name of the Grod
of righteousness. Nations are born thus.
This nation was born in righteousness.
The man who says the Ten Command-
ments and the Moseie law are out of date
is out of date himself.

A PATERNAL GOVERNMENT.

Second—Amnother element here sketch-
ed by the prophet is that the idesl na-
tion shall be strong. Ibelieve in astrong
covernment, Men say the true theory
of government is laisscz faire—the less
government the better. I know there
have been distinguished philosophers
who have taunght that theory. If you
mean by government a tyranny that
forges chains, I agree with you, but if
you mean by government the communi-
ty issaing the deerces of its own right-
eous attainment, then you have the true
idea of what rcal government is. The
government of this nation is becoming
stronger.

Qur fathers built a loosely constructed
federation of states, and then there came
an hour whea men said, “Weare a group
of independent sovereignties; we make
Iaws for ourselves,” And South Caro-
lina seceded, and Massachusetts threat-
ened to. When that happened, yon came
together on the battlefield, and you laid
down on the altar of your couniry the
lives of 500,000 heroes, and with their
blood you wrote a new charter for anew
nation that should know mno little sover-
eignties within its borders, but thas
from ocean to ocean and from frozen
north to the open seas of the soath
should float but one flag—the symbol of
one people, with a mighty central power
at Washington that should issueits de-
crees and have the power supreme to en-
force them. Iaccept Appomattox. There
the nation was born again—a new na-
tion, & nation of inherent, central power,
centralized at the capital of the mation.
Your old idea of local self government
went down in Appomattox never to rise
again, and a nation strong and mighty is
the result,

As our nation has grown it has grown
in its necessities for that stronger gov-
ernment. It is useless to talk about
what our ancestors had and used and
liked and disliked. What they meant
by the constitution and what we have
got to have today for a constitution are
two different things. What our fore-
fathers got aleng with 10 years ago and
what your children must have are also
widely different things. You remem-
ber that our fathers some years ago had
to drive over a whole continent in a
stagecoach +when there was no such
thing as intercommunication between
this widely scattered territory, Now
the nation is knit together in a perfect
network of iron bands, and the elec-
tric telegraph and the fast express have
made the whole nation as compact in its
life as a single county was in the days of
George Washington, While we have ad-
vanced and must advanee in many
things the administration of justice is
1ot as it should be in all the states.

NEED OF A STRONG CENTRAL POWER.

We must have today a strong govern-
ment. It did not use to make any dif-
ference what sort of laws they hadin
Dakota, There was not any Dakota
when the constitution was made. But
it is a question now that concerns your
home Ilife to know whet sort of divorce
laws they have in &loux Falls. The first
thing some of you people Imow your
husband i1l be out therelevying papers
on you. The first thing you know some
one in whom you have had your life
centered will turn np out there serving
& writ by a process of publication in a
little country newspaper that has a cir-
culation of 500. On the circulation of a
South Dakota country newspaper di-
vorces have been given, and men and wo-
men have been remarried who lived in the
great city of New York. It matiers tre-
mendously what sort of laws they have
out there. There must be a uniform sys-
tem of justice and administration from
end to end of this great nation.

It matters to New York what sort of
laws Pennsylvania has, where they have
got coal mines, and where they supply
your fires through an awful winter—
what sort of rules shalle regnlate the
transit of coal from mines to cities—and
there should be a power somewhere
that could put its hand on a coal combine
and strangle it to death whether it is
formed in 1, 10 or 50 states. Tmnless you
have a power like that you are abso-
lutely at the mercy of adventurers who
can seize and make a corner on the very
bread yon eat, on the coal that cools
your bread, and on everything that comes
into your household today, The day
bas gone by when ibjs possible for this
nation to reach itstrue greatmess with-
out a concentration of its powers, a con-
solidation of its Iaws and making those
laws uniform ata common center, where
justice shall be dealt out mnorth, south,
east, west. The day has come when we
are one, and our nation must recognize
that fact.

A TRUTHFTL NATION,

Third—Then the prophet says it shall
keep truth. In the history of this world
there never has been born a nation that
failed to keep its honor and integrity asa
hationthatlivedlong. Youmade asolemn
treaty with China and called Almighty
God to witness it with the flag of your
freedom, and then your politicians of both
stripes and all stripes—and they must
have been striped—got down in the dirt at
‘Washington and crawled before thescum-
boat of San Francisco for the sake of
-pandering tothe lowest and meanest and
narrowest and most devilish spirit in the
American nation and took the treaty
that they had sworn to before Almighty
God and tore it in shreds. I tell you, if
you do not repent, God, being a God of
honor and justice and righteousness,
willeall you to account forit. Itisinev-
itable. I thank God our supremse courd
has annulled at least a part of that in-
famous bill, Talk about the heathen—
we are the heathen when it comes to a
question like that.

‘What are we cherishing today? We
cherish schools in some places, I know.
In New York we cherish our saloon as
the apple of oureye. They arethe hand-
somest institutions we have. We turn
people away from the church doors, but
they always have room for them at the
saloons every day in the year, and Sun-
day too.

I think that secretly in
hisheart he really wished, as betiween
Cleveland and Blaine, the latter’s elec-
tion. Ihaveheard it said also thatwhen
Lamar was tendered a cabinet posi-
tion he first sought the advice of Mr,
Blaine before he accepted it. Their
friendship was of the character that we
see but few illustrations of during these
days. And it seems to me that the Di-
vine power especially shaped it so that
both of their lives should go out within
a few hours of each other.”—St. Louis
Globe-Democrat.
