S2.000, This adds to the Salaries of
Supt. of Public lnstruetion, $1,000;
Secretary of State, 21,2073 and Com-
missioner of state Land Qtlice, 81,220,
That of (Governcr amd Circuit Judgze re-
mains thesama, Lieutenant Guverner
is net mentioned in the seetion as it
now stands,amd State Treasurer and At-
torney General are in the new seetion.

The third is to Autherize the Legisla-
ture to create csunty and township
boards of Highway Cemmissioners and
to Iay out and maintsin county and
township roads.

The fourth is to give Cireuit Courts
original jurisdiction over all civil and
crimminal matter not prohibited in the
coustitution, and appellate jurisdiction
from all inferior courts and tribunals
and a supervising eontrol of the same.
also giving them power to issue writs
of habeas corpus, mandamus, injune-
tion, quo warranto certicrari, and oth-
writs necessary to carry into efiect
their orders, judgments and degrees,
and to give them sueh control over in-
ferior courts within their jurisdiction
as the Supreme Court shall preseribe.

THE GAMBLING EVIL.

REV. THOMAS DIXON DISCUSSES IT
IN HIS PRELUDE.

A Sermon on Authority In the Church.
Iarallel Between Theology and Christi-
anity—Ecclesiastical Autliority a Human
Fiction—Torm and Ceremony.

New Yorr, March 19.—Rev. Thomas
Dixon, Jr., pastor of the Twenty-third
street Baptist church, preceded his ser-
mon af Association hall this morning by
the following review of current events:

The following news item appeared in a
New Yorkmorning paper sometimeago:

*Could not pick the winners. A well
dressed man hangs himself near the Gut-
tenburg race track.—The body of an un-

known man was discovered early yester-
day dangling from a beam under the
grand stand at Monitor park, Weehaw-
ken. Tke body was taken tothe morgue
at Hovoken by Coroner Murrer. The
suicide was a man of fine physique. He
was 6 feet tall and welghed 225 pounds.
He was neatlydressed. He wore a livery
cloth overcoat, Prince Albert coat, satin
vest, striped trousers, white shirt, cuffs
and collax and derby hat. Three cents
and ¢ match wero all that his pockets
contained.

“Tt is said tlat he has frequently been
seen at the Guitenburg race track, and
the presumption is that he has been un-
successful in selecting winners at the
races, and becoming despondent decided
to hang himself.”

The same old stery. The body was
identified the next day by the man who
had accompanied him tothe races. But
a sad old story is this. We are hearing
it very often nowadays. In anguish of
soul we cry, “How long, O Lord, how
long shall this infernal swindle—the
gambling race track—throw its hellish
shadow across our lives:™ In mud and
slush and rain, through winter’s storms
and snnmer's scorching suns, this frade
in souls, this barter of damnation, goes
on without interruption. Leok for a
moment on the mob of smoking, swear-
ing, drinking, howling, jostling brutes
that call themselves men and women.
They oncoe were men and women, but
the kumanities of life are lost in the

brutal now. One thought fills the soul
and body—the vile desire to take aneigh-
bor’s goods without return—called theft
in olden times, renamed ‘sport” for
modern uses. This thought brings all
to & common level—the bottom. Theso-
ciety swell and the Bowery bum are one
at the races. The leaders of the demi-
monde throb there in perfect harmony
with Ward McAllister’s Four Hundred
feols, a demeocracy of bnman passion, a
carnival of hell!

If the damage done on the race track
itself were all, we would count this an
easy escape. But the race track is mere-
1y the table on which the fakirs shufile
their cards. Scores of crowded pool-
rooms honeycomb the city. These are
veritable sinks of iniquity into which
daily flow the life and manhood of the
people. ‘The business districts of the
city are dotted with scores upon scores
of these gambling hells run daily in
open defiance of law. Inte them go the
husbands of loving, trusting wives. In-
to them goes the mother’s handsome
boy, hallowwed from the cradle with a
halo of divinest prayer and bope. Into
them go the young and foolish, Into
them they go to stake at the bidding of
thieves their money, their manhood,
their honor, their hopes, their peace,
their life. Once thoroughly initiated,
they rarely return to the world of sanity.
If they do, they return as wrecks cast
upon the beach, bereft; of all.

A recent yreport of the Society for the
Suppression of Vicegives atabularstate-
ment made from newspaper clippings for
one year showing the victims of the
gambling mania, Though necessarily
incomplete and imperfect, this statement
gives a glimpse of the terriblefacts: One
hundred and twenty-eight persons shot
or stabbed over gambling games, § at-
tempted suicides, 24 suicides, 60 murders
in cold blood, many driven insane, 6S
persons, principally young men, ruined
by pool gambling and betting upon horse
races. Among the crimes growing out
of this record, committed by the victims
in efforts to obtain money to gamble
with, were @ burglaries, 1S forgeries, 85
embezzlements, while 32 confidential of-
ficers in banks and other places ab-
sconded. The proceeds of these embez-
zlements and crimes amounted t0§2,598,-
872. This was the price of blegd alone
that went into the pockets ¢f the villains
who ply their trade to the ruin of soci~
ety. How many other millions rolled in
without immediate criminal results God,
only knows. Theloss in broken hearts,
homes, and beggared, orphan children,
can only be known in eternity. Well
may a recent writer who has given his
life to the problem say:

“Wherever public gambiing-is lolerated
laws are prostituted, justice becomes & by-
word, thetrial by jury a farce, and pub-
lic officials are corrupled, whilerumorsof
bribery are rampant on every side.

“Again, history is replete with evi-
dences that wherever gambling in any
form is tolerated in any community brib-
ery and corruption protect it, while thy,
rights of law abiding citizens are subs
verted, industrious habits are destroyed;
common honesty undermined, and hon;.
est business enterprises are honegcompbed
through emp oyees rendered dishonest by
these glittering allurements to crime.
Murders, suicides, breaches of trust, em-
bezzlements, follow in the wake of these
seductivefoes,whilethehomes of the poor
gre besieged with squalor and want.”

The Western Union Telegraph com:
pany is said to be one of the most dgeply
interested p: riles in this conteshaf. the
thugs and thieves against degcncy, order
and the life of society.

The New York Tizies says on this
peint:

“The reason, ikey think that they are |
safe now fram interference rests on whak
some people might consider pretty goodi
foundation. Tammany and the police:
bhave a most petent motive for staxding
by them. The district attorney’s.office
has pigeonholed the indictment of cases
that were worked up in gocdifaith and
with lawyerlike methods, but behind
these barriers stands gpether in the
Western TUnion Telegraph company,
which has warded off thelaw before, and
whose interest it is.jp stand by its friends
now, Iis services may not be needed in
this city, which, is well protected other-
wise, but in keeping thelegislature silent
it may prove an effectiva ally.

“Ne depariment of the Western Union
pays so well as ifs racing department.
The price per poolreom for service from
the New Jersey tracks is at least $30 per
day. If there are 60 rooms in full blast,
the income is §3,000 per day or $18,000
per week.”

More and more do we see that it 1s
fast becoming an absolute necessity for
the United States government to take
charge of the telegraph business. Asif
took the postoffice from private hands,,
and through this throttled the Douisiana:
state lottery, so it must sooner or later,
for reasons of public safety, take charge
of the telegraph, which is the post of the:
dawning twentieth cenary..

Let the Christian world speak. ouf om
this question. Letus give the men who
are helping through the press to damn
our young men and women to under-
stand that po paper can make a special-
ty of religion and home and beat the
same time an organ of the vilest and
deadliest species of gambling of the age.
Let us give our time, our money and our
influence to all the agencies being nsed
forthe crushing of these abominations.
Let us stand by Anthony €omstock in

his efforts to suppress this curse. Hear
these incidents from his daily reecord:

“I know of one case-where o man took
$800 of trust funds and spent it iz a sin-
gle night at a banking game run in Mon-
mouth county by one of those so called
‘improve-the-breed-of-horses’ gamblers.

haVing & wiie ana three children called
at our office, and almost the first words
he uttered were: ‘If you ¥o not close
- (naming the place)so that I cannot go
into it, I shall commit suicide. I cannot
stand it to see my wife and children suf-
fer, but I am so completely under the
influence of this gambling craze that if
L have a dollar of money I.am bourd to
stake it.!

“Itisnot & great while ago that in
Montclair, N. J., a man holding a high
position of trust under the government
of the United States committed suicide,
having been discovered to be a defanlter
to a large amount of wmoney. This man
employed bootblacks and others to place
his money thus stolen in the hands of the
city sharpers who were engaged in the
commission business of thus improving
the breed of horses.”

Can we remain indifferent while our
fellow men are thus destroyed and the
very foundations of business, society and
the church of Christ undermined? If we
love our fellow men, let us show it. Let
us spealk. Let us act.

AUTHORITY IN THE CHURCH.

quarts. They hold a standard quart,
