The State Expenses,

Some of the Demoerat papers are in-
clined to make politieal capital out of
the tax apportionment fizures {or this
vear, but they are sither ignorently or
wilfully attempting to wmislead their
readers in making it appear that the
Demoerat administration econducted
affairs cheaper than the Repnblieans
do. In the first placs tho'state receiv-
ed S$420,58535.66-i11 direct taxes from the
governmaint in 1801, which would nat-
uraliy reduce the amount necessary to
be raised by taxlevy. Besides this the
Lansing Republiean has taken some
figures from the auaditor generals
books which show the relative econo-
my of the present and the preceding
administrations.

The gross expenses of the legislature
of 15Ul were $1.41,50L 01, and thoss of
the legislature or 1593 were $116,572.-
63, the former exceeding the latter by
$25,031.36  The rate of taxation for
the year 1821, was a fraction less than
one and 4-10 mills, while for the year
1843, the rate will be a fraction more
than one and seven-tenths mills,
higher under Republican rule than
under Democratic. Dut note one thing.
When the IZepublicans went out of
power and furned the state over to the
Demaocracy, Dec. 31, 1860, there was a
balanee of $603,515.76 in the stute
treasury. The balance on hand at the
close of the calendar year 1802, was
$335,578.88, showing a net reduction
of S257,636.55 in the two years of Dem-
ocrat control. This i another reason
1whty taxes are higher this year than
ast.

Then again the legislatitre of 193
was obliged to appropriatelarger sums
than usual for new buildings and re-
pairs to state institutions, made larger
by the parsimony of the Democrats in
striving to make a showing of econo-
mwy. Charging against the Democrats
the amount received in direct taxes
and the $257,000 reduction in the sta‘e
surplus we lind their total expense for
the two years comes to £3,545,556.70,
whereas the amount laid out by the
legislatute of 1203 is 23,020,850.58,
Deduet the amounts appropriated fox
repairs and improvements in each ad-
ministration and we have a difference
of over $11%,000 in favor of the Re.
publican administration. The Demo;
crats only appropriated $225800 for
repairs and improvements, while the
Republicans appropriated $420,900,
Thus it will be seen that the slightly
higher tax rate was made necessary by
the condition following the Demoerat
administvation.

Crop Report.

The drouth now prevailing in South-
ern Michigan Is without a parallel.
There hus been no g-neral rain since
about the 224 of June. Light showers
have aftorded only temporary and lo-
cal relief. The average total rainfall
in June was below the normal, and
there was a further defliciency in July,
Complete retuins for August have not
yet been received, but the weekly bul-
letins of the State weather service in-
cate that the average rainfall for Aug-
ust was about one-half the normal

At Lansing an accurate record of
rainfall has bLeen kept at the oflice of
the state board of health since and in-
cluding 1879. This record shows a to-
tal rainfull in July of this year of 068
of an ineh, and in August of 0.3 of an
inch, a total for the two months ot
only 171 inches. The least amount
recorded for the same months in any
former year was 2,61 inches, in 18%7.
The average for the two months in the
Tourteen years previous to 1893 is 5.01
inches, Compared with this average
the deficiency in 1893 is £ 40 inches.

At the State Agricultural College 1n
1864 the rainfall in July and August
amounted to 163 inches. The least
amount recorded for the two months
in any year since 1804, previous to
1893, 18 2 39 inches is 1857.

Of course it follows that erops of ull
kinds bhave been seriously injured.
Corn is being cut to save the fodder.
The potate crop will be light.  Mead-
ows and pastures are (ried up, and in
many cases are bhelieved to be rnined.
Clover sowed this year, except in the
most favorably located fields, is entire-
ly killed out. I'longhing for fall
wheat, except un the lighter, soils is
practically impossible. It now seems
probable that the wheat area of this
State will be greatly redueed, on ac-
count of drouth as well as low price.

Threshers’ return of about 65,000
acres. of wheat threshed, secured by
correspondents, show that the average
vield per acre in the southern counties
is 15.77 bushels, in the cential 1t bugh-
als, and in the northern 11 bushels, in-
directing a total yield in the state of
more than 24,000,000 bushels, or 15.33
bushels per acre.

THE CRIME OF USURY

REV. THOMAS DIXON, JR., ARRAIGNS
THE MONEY HUCKSTERS.

He Thinks the Panic Is a Fictitious One
and Is the Result of a Conspiracy of the
Money Lenders--Lessons of the Situ-

ation.

NEw YORK, Sept. 10.—Rev. Thomas
Dixon, Jr., continmed this morning in
Association hall his series of sermons on
“The Panic—Ifs Causes and Care.™ The
subject of teday’s sermon was “The
Primal Causes of the Panic,” in which
he arraigns the great money lenders for
the crime of producing the panic for
personal gain and declares their pro-
tedure nothing short of ‘“‘a conspiracy
against the race.” The texts chosen were
from Ezekiel xii, 22, and vii, 19, in con-
pection with Jeremiah xvii, 11:

“Thow hast talken usury and increase,
and thom hast greedily gained of thy
neighbors by extortion and hast for-
gotten me, saith the Lord God.”

“«As the partridge sitteth on eggs and
hatcheth them nof, so he that getteth
riches and not by right shall leave them
in the midst of his days and at his end
shall be & fool.” - :

*“They shall cast their silver into the
streets, and their gold shall bo removed;
their silver and their gold shall not be
able to deliver them in the day of the
wrath of the Lord.”

The temptation for the enormously
rich to use the well nigh resistless power
of their riches to increase them still fur-
ther by wrong and oppression is some-
thing appalling.

It is hard for a rich man to enter the
kingdom of God.

He is not condemmned to hell by the
fact of his riches, but if he ever gets to
heaven it will be by the skin of histeeth.

Jesus Christ said itis easier for acamel
to go through the eye of the needle than
for a rich man toenter. He doesnotsay
that o rich man cannot enter. e does
say that it is harder for him to be a true
man than for his poorer brother.

The only description of hell Jesus
Christ ever drew was the hell of the rich
man.

The present panic is a possibility be-
canse of the selfish fear that on occasions
will dominate and stampede a nation.
It is a groundless, ignoble fear and re-
duces men to the level of the animal
herd.

Tho stampede is the immediate cause
of ruin. People ave brutally and use-
lessly and senselessly traanpled to death.
The moment you can allay this sense-
less fear and restore reason the danger
is practically over. While fear and the
basest selfishness are the immediate
cases of a panie they are neverits primal
canses.

KNAVE OR FOOL,

A panic always has a first canse. Some
knave or fool must raise the cry of fire
before the stampede is possible. A fool
canses a panic for the lack of sense, a
knave because he has an end to serve—
generally that end is to pick the pockets
of the herd as they trample on one an-
other. Was the primal cause of the
present panie folly or rascality?

The man or men who started it—fool
or knave? It seemstome aperfectly pat-
ent fact that the present panic was pro-
duced primarily by a censpiracy of the
great money hucksters of the world’s
financial centers.

First—All the accompanying pheno-
mena tend to establish this fact.

It certaindy was the product of artifice,
not natare. There was nothing natural
about it. It was produced in the face of
nature’s loudest protest.

The fertile portion of the earth’s sur-
face is estimated by geographical experts
at 28,269,200 square miles. Sun and
cloud, dew and wind and rain never
kissed this fair face of the earth with
wore passionate love than in this present
year of our Lord. There is no war, no
famine, no pestilence to speak of. Our
fields are heavy with grain, Qur barns
groan with plenty. In the midst of this
real prosperity suddenly stalks financial
ruin!

TRICK AND CHICANERY.

‘We had lost not one dollar of the real
wealth of the nation. We are nottoday
one cent poorer in that which really con-
stitutes the wealth of a people. The
conclusion is inevitable to an unpreju-
diced mind that it is the work of some
knave who has a deep purpose in the
desperate game being played.

Such a panic conld have been produced
only by human trick and chicanery. Is
osur national prosperity real? No man
can dispute it successfully. Then the
panic was fictitious. It was manufac-
tured to order. It wasdone with malice
aforethought, and it has in it all the ele-
ments of the deed of Cain.

Not only is the panic a contradiction
of nature, but the method of its approach
gives inevitable signs of its true origin.
There was a concerted action of a cer-
tain coterie of great money hucksters
throunghout the world. They began
without cause save the secret decree of
conspirators to call in their loans, to re-
fuse applications for money from the
best security and in every way to con-
tract business. They issued a year ago
certain secret financial bulletins to the
lesser lights, giving them warning to fol-
low in the footsteps of their masters.

Through their organs of newsthrough-
out Europe and America they exagger-
ated systematically every bank failure
that could possibly further the end of a
stampede. They began the hoarding of
money, forced those dependent upon
them to dp the same and frightened
those who were not into doing likewise,
Senator David B. Hill of New York, ad-
mitted by his bitterest enemies to be one
of the shrewdest politicians and closest
students of current events in Ameriea,
mogt graphically and accurately sum-
med up the action of the conspiracy in
the following paragraph:

«“With ghoulish glee they welcomed
every bank failure, especially in the sil-
ver states, little dreaming that such fail-
ores would soon occur at their own
doors. They encouraged the hoarding
of money; they inaugurated the policy
of refusing loans to the people even upon

the best security; they circulated false
petititons, passed absurd and alarm-
ing resolutions, predicted the direst dis-
aster, attacked the credit of the gov-
ernment, souzht to exact a premi-
um upon curreney and attempt-
ed in every way to spread dis-
trust broadeast throughout the land.
The best financial system in the world
could not stand such an organized and
vicions attack upon it. These disturbers
—these prémoters of the public peril—
represent largely the creditor class, the
men who desire to appreciate the gold
dollar in order to subserve their own
selfish interests, men who revel in hard
times, men who drive harsh bargains
with their fellow men in periods of finan-
cial distress and men wholly unfamiliar
with the true principles of monetary
science.”

Can any sane wman believe that the
senior senator from New York, convers-
sanf with the daily transactions of our
great money center, was just talking to
hear himself talk when he penned that
paragraph? Whatever his motive, he
certainly did not bid for popularity in
that statement. An astute politician
would hardly be guilty of telling an un-
popular lie for the fun of it.

THE REIGNING PLUTOCRACY.

The man who for the past year has

studied with any degree of care the
sources of public opinion, real and man-
ufactured, is driven to the same conclu-
sion. -
The presenf panic could havebeen pro-
duced by but one power—the reigning
plutocracy of the world. It wasinter-
national in ifs movements. It amounts
to a conspiracy against bumanity,

It is useless of us to make observations
from the end of our nose and ignore this
tremendous primal fact. _If ignored; enr

Verne tells us in one of his stories of a
party accompanying a noted astronomer
to a spot mear the north pole to take
observations on certain heavenly bodies.
They found the location defined by lati-
tude and longitude. All went well for
a time, but-at length the astronomer
discovered that there was something
radically wrong. He found that the lo-
cation had been ignorantly made upon
an immense ficld of stealthily moving
ice and not on the continent. To make
observations on the present status and
ignore its primal causes is simply to take

| your reckoning from & shifting base and
| ignore the continent.

THE PCRPOSE OF TIIE CONSPIRACT,

Second—S8uch a conspiracy farther
mahnifests itself in the purposes seught
by the present agitation.

It has been apparent from the begin-
ning of the present movement of ruin in
financial centers that the purpose of the
agitators was to decrease the stock of the
world’s mouney and increase the preminm
exacted for its use.

To this end they have determined first
to demonetize silver and make gold, the
scarcer metal, the only standard money.

| After months of successful manipula-

tion of the ruling powers of public opin-
jon and government they succeeded in
closing the mints of India to silver.
Their next movement was against the
money of America. They demanded the
repeal of the silver purchase clause of
our present law. And they demanded
its *‘unconditional repeal—that is, that

| gold should for the time be only recog-

nized as fully money. They forced the

| president of the United States to call

congress together and recomniend this.

By all means let it be done. The law
as it stands is a confessed failure. Tt
satisfies no one.

Repeal it at once for a more important
reason. It is the price Shylock demands.
Yon have no choice.  Lie has you on the
hip. You must. He will make his bill-
jons in the fransaction, manipulating his
gold, and business will then resume its

| nourmal sway.

Lot this be done at once that Shylock
may bLe satisfied for the moment, and
we may breathe easier for a brief season.
But let the masses of the nation under-
stand it clearly. To establish a gold
standaxd for money is to deliver the na-
tion, bound hand and foot, to the money
hucksters. Gold is the easiest commod-
ity to cover. It has never served the
nceds of a great people and never will.
It is the money of the rich man. If is
the encmy of the poor. It always has
been so. It always will be so. Detter
demonctize gold than silver. There is
really no intrinsic valne to either.

MONOMETALLISM A CRIME.

The masses of the people will never be
emancipated from the dominion of Shy-
lock until both gold and silver are de-
monetized and relegated to the arts and
sciences, where they belong in a condi-
tion of true civilization. Both gold and

- silver are ntterly inadequate to theneeds

of commerce today as & mechanism of
exchange. The world's commerce has
long ago ouigrown their combined ca-
pacity, and more than 90 per cent of the
transactions of the present commercial
world are consmmmated with paper not
recognized as curreney.

Bimetallism is ntterly fmadequate.

Monmmnetallism is a crre.

It is a conspiracy against the masses
of mankind, I care notwhatnation prae-
tices it

The aggregate stock of gold in the
world today is $3,582,605,000. The ag-
gregate stock of silver in the world is
§4,042,700,000. These combined are not
more thana drop in the ocean of the
world’s trade. Let us remember that
in the present crisis, with both gold and
silver as money, you paid & premium of
8 per cent on silver dollarson some days.
There is not enough gold and silver in
the world today to answer the needs of
one-tenth the hwmnan race for the pur-
poses of trade. To decrease this stock
by any process is to put up the preminm
on cmrrency aund sell the people into
slavery to the money lenders.

Mr. Chaplin, the president of the board
of agriculture under Lord Salisbury,
characterized the closing of the mints of
India tothe free eoinage of silver in these
terms:

“By a single stroke the government
has depreciated by 15 per cent the value
of the silver held by the population of
India. A more flagrant act of public
plunder has never been committed by a
civilized government. The result has

been o convnlsed financial sitnation from
China te Pern. If the repeal by the
Americany congress of the Sherman act
should become inevitable, it would be
partly due fo the error that has been
committed in India. The government
must be held responsible. Their action
could not fail toappreciate gold throngh-
out the world while increasing com-
mercial {difiiculties everywhere.”

My, Balfour, the Conservative leader
in England, recently said: *“Thegovern-
ment had been driven to commit a finan-
cial crime. The speech just made by
the chancellor of the exchequer was vir-
tnally a sneer at the present financial
situation. For the chancellor of the ex-
chequer to get up and tell the country
that he regarded with absolute indiffer-
ence what happened to silver appeared
to him to be something approaching lu-
nacy. let Germany, India and the
Thnited States try a gold currency, and
a tremor seizes every one of our com-
mercial magnates. They look forward
in the immediate future to catastrophe
and feel that the ultimate result may be
a slow appreciation of the standard of
value, which is perhaps the most dead-
ening and benumbing influence that can
touch the enterprise of a nation.”

It is so becaunse it makes the mechan-
ism of exchange a commodity and creates

" the fmperalisin of the money huekster.

Let the friends of the people be not de-
ceived by a hue and cry. The hue and
cry was raised for a purpose. That pur-
pose was the picking of their pockets in
the disturbarce that followed.

SHELLING THE WOODS.

‘We are all the enemies now_ of the
“Sherman act.” We bombard it mighti-
ly. Well and good. But let usnot be
too enthusiastic about it. History tells
us, you know, that when the Earl of
Warwick and Edward IV were to fight
a decisive Dbattle at Barnet some 400
years ago Warwick spent the whole
night throwing his artillery shot into a
field wheve he thought the king’s troops
lay, but which was absolutely vacant.
The king craftily encouraged the mis-
take and took the time so to mass his
forces as to secure a crushing victory in
the next morning’s mists, History has
a way of repeating itself, they say.

Let us repeal by all means. Certainly.

Persian Needlework.

. The difference between Persian and
the needlework we are accustomed to
see seems to lic in the thoroughness—
sincerity an artist wounld call it—of the
former. Every stitch is taken with
maathematical precision, and thereis no
slighting at any point. The wrong side
of the work is as admirable in its way
as the right side. In some specimens
stitches cover the design on both sides,
the needle being carried across under-
neath, as it is in the embroidering of
china craps shawls. On other pieces
the needle is put back toward the wrong
side close by the place it was drawn
through, thus throwing all the work up
on the right side and leaving what looks
like beautifully regnlar ontline work on
the reverse. This is the method used in
working sofa pillows, table covers or
anything which only exposes one side.
But for curtains, handkerchiefs, shawls,
ete., the double faced embroidery is in-
variably used.

A favorite method of this Persian
worker is the introduction of texts or
sentences upon the border or center of
her pieces. The lettering is so quaint,
angular and disconnected that at the
first look it seems like a geometric pat-
tern. On one white linen table cover,
heavily werked in flowers and foliage
with gray silk, was a border of lettering
wrought in gold thread. The character:
were about 4 inches tall, and the senti-
ment they conveyed, *“*God is great; God
is good,” took up a very short space, but
the text wasrepeated again and again,—

Searchilight For Wounded.

The Militar Wochenblatt mentions un
invention for finding the wounded on
the battlefield. It consists of a telescopic
tubular pole, about 25 yards long when
fully extended, witha gas or kerosene or
electric light at the top.. Ibis made of
aluminium and kept steady by three or
four thin wire cords, a large white re-
flector being placed above the light. It
is said to light up a large extent of
ground most effectually and in a man-
ner much more serviceable than that of
an ordinary searchlight,

Fal¢ons as HMessengers.

The experiments of Calonel Smoi-
lon of the Russian army with fal-
cons as carriers of dispatches have
proved successful, and the Russian
army hereafter will employ them in
preference to’ ordinary ‘homing”
birds. The colonel has found that
the falcon can carry 1,640 grams
without diminishing itsrate of speed,
which is considerably greater than
that of the pigeon. The falcons, he
says, are less likely to fall prey to
other birds asthey are better ighters
than the pigeons. It is on record,
accordinug to the officer, thata falcon
vnce flew from the Canary islands to
the estates of the Duke of Larma in
Spain.—--Wew York Tribune.
