gineers than the fact that after in­
quiries extending over m any years, 
the most famous hydroteehnic au­
thorities o f our time should have 
found no other method o f  overcom ­
ing tho obstruction _ to navigation 
caused hy the Iron Gate than the 
identical one adopted by  the Romans. 
H err Kunitz gives a detailed account 
o f the dimensions and position o f .the 
Roman canal which was broken 
through by tbe barbarians. A con - 
sideralile part o f the works still re­
mains in a fair state of preservation.

A  W onderfu l Eggr.
A  peculiar egg has been brought

Edison oil Ocean R apid Transit.
Edison declares that rapid transit 

through the w-ater is only a question 
o f reducing the friction between the 
sides of the ship and the water. 
W hat makes tlie resistance that tho 
ship’s screw must overcome is the 
fact that the ship drags a lot of wa­
ter along with her. To illustrate 
this: Say the vessel is going 20 miles 
an hour; two feet from  her sidethe 
water is going 10 miles an horn-, four 
feet away 5 miles an horn’, eight feet 
away 2 miles an hour, nine feet off 
1 mile an hour and so on in diminish­
ing ratio. All this water the vessel 
is dragging along with her. That is 
what the engino has got to do—n ot 
force the ship through the water,'hut 
carry the water along. This all 
comes from  the fact that the water 
sticks, as it weiv, to the side o f the 
ship.

Edison behoves that some means 
will be discovered of lessening the 
friction between the. sides o f the ves­
sel and tho ocean. The result might 
possibly be achieved, he thinks, hy 
forcing some cheap oil through the 
pores o f the sides o f the ship under 
the water line. She would then slip 
across the Atlantic on a bed of oil 
like greased lightning, as it were.

B uying a Horse.
Ho sensible man will buy a horse 

o f any value, and one which he ex­
pects to do him good service, without 
submitting to a qualified veterinary 
surgeon, says a writer in a foreign 
exchange. Many an unprofessional 
man has a good eye for a horse, hut 
he knows little or nothing o f its 
structure and anatomy compared 
w ith the trained veterinarian. More­
over, the amateur judge o f a horse is 
apt- to fly to certain points where he 
thinks he m ay detect something and 
overlook others. The veterinary sur­
geon w ho is examining horses almost 
every day not only brings his scien­
tific loiowledgo to bear, but conducts 
his examination in a systematic man­
ner, going all over the horse before 
he has done w ith him. I f  there he 
manifest unsouncLness, it  will be dis­
covered and pointed out, but- it is in 
the discovery and indication o f in­
cipient unsoundness that the training 
and practice o f the veterinarian are of 
supreme value.—Springfield Home­
stead.

Ecoilosuy In  E lectricity.
A  novelty in electric lighting is be­

ing practically tested in a large build­
ing in X e w Yark city. Instead of ar­
ranging the incandescent lamps on 
one circuit aud feeding them con­
tinuously from  the same source, they 
are arranged on a number of separ­
ate circuits, say four, and the current 
is alternately switched from  one to 
the other in regular succession, the 
idea being that the current, having 
heated each successive circuit of 
lamps to incandescence, will ho re­
turned again to that series before the 
lamp filaments have time to cool. 
The means hy which this is accom­
plished is the employment o f a special 
interrupter or rotary cylinder, on 
which the segments are so arranged 
that a system o f brashes, with which 
they make contact, carries the cur­
rent alternately to each series of 
lamps. The periodicity o f the cur­
rent in this device is about 70 per sec­
ond. Notwithstanding the loss of 
energy in the interrupting mechan­
ism, the inventor claims that between 
two and three times as m any lamps 
can be operated fi’om a 'g iven  source 
o f energy bj- his system as by  any 
other system now in use. —Hew York 
Letter,

netic forces. Hertz, in proving by 
experiments that electro-magnetic 
oscillations are propagated like light, 
has given an experimental basis tG 
the theory o f Maxwell.

“ This gave birth to the idea that 
the luminiferous ether and the seat 
o f electric and magnetic forces are 
one and the same thing. This being 
established, I  can now, m y  dear 
young lady, reply to the question 
that yon put to me, W hat is elec­
tricity? It is not only the formid­
able agent which now  and then shat­
ter’s w ith tears the atmosphere, ter­
rifying you  with the crash o f its 
thunder, but it is also the life giving 
agent which sends from  heaven tG 
earth, with the light and the heat, 
the magic of colors and the breath 
o f life. It is that which makes your 
heart beat to the palpitations of the 
outside w orld ; it is that which has 
the power to transmit to your soul 
the enchantment o f a look and the 
grace o f a smile.”

PROGrBESS’ PROMISE.
REV. THOMAS DIXON ON “ T H E  RE­

LIGION OF INDUSTRY."

Another Interesting and Instructive Ser­
mon In  the Xotahlo Series E ntitled  “ Tho 
Prophecies o f  tho *Woriel’s  F air—Jlodem  
M iracles Revealed to M an 7>y God.”

New  Y o r k , N o t . 26.— Rev. Thomas 
Dixon, Jr., preached again this morning 
in Association hall on “ Tho Prophecies 
of the World's Pair. ”  Tho subject of to­
day’s sermon was “ Tho Religion of In­
dustry, or tho Promise of tho Miracles 
of Progress.”  IIo declared that tho 
spirit of God was the inspiring power 
in the discoveries of science and tho 
material as well as spiritual progress 
of the world. Ho appealed for a wider 
creed of inspiration, that should give 
the glory of tho achievements o f tho mas­
ters of literature, art, science and me­
chanics to the spirit ever brooding, lead­
ing, illuminating, In tho marvels o f our 
material progress ho saw tho bright 
promise of the emancipation and re­
demption o f  mankind. This, ho main­
tained, was shown by tho wonderful 
advances o f  civilization under tho pres­
sure of the material achievement of the 
present generation, tho fact that the 
discovery o f nature is tho revelation of 
God, and that to improve the environ­
ment of man is to make possible more 
and more a normal life, which can only 
be a righteous one.

The text chosen was from Exodus 
xxxi, 3, 4, “ 1 have filled him with the 
spirit of God, in wisdom, and in under­
standing, and in knowledge, and in all 
manner o f workmanship, to devise cun­
ning works.”

The religions thought of today is sad­
ly impoverished by tho inadequacy of 
our theories o f inspiration, b’orno of 
ns who spell * * 1-n-s-p-i-r-a-t-i-o-n”  with 
tho biggest possible capitals and the 
biggest space and fullest accent on ev­
ery syllable—and every letter, in fact— 
hold the smallest conceivable view of 
inspiration. Often tho men who are 
most enthusiastic about plenary inspi­
ration really belie ve in the most limited 
o f all inspirations. The time has come 
to give tho honor and glory of divine 
achievement in all spheres and all times 
to the living spirit o f God. tho primal 
source of all.

Tho day has corae for iaith in a lar­
ger inspiration.

Tho day has come for tho worship 
and recognition o f tho manifestation of 
G odin  the overbreoding, overshadow­
ing, leading, illuminating spirit.

THE BIBLE DIVINELY INSPIRED.
I  believe in the divine inspiration of 

the Bible. Yes, and more, I believe in 
the divine inspiration of many other 
priceless treasures of literature. I  be­
lieve that George Eliot was inspired of 
God to write those peerless records of 
the inner secrets of human nature. There 
is no other sane way to account for 
these wonderful bocks. Why should I 
deny the authority of the spirit in  the 
progress of the hook that moves the soul 
with resistless power and sends it forth 
to battle with higher and holier and di­
viner aims ?

I believe that the invention of the 
mariner’s compass was by the leading 
of the spirit o f God.

I believe that tho pioneers who dis­
covered America were led by the spirit 
of God in that sublime enterprise.

I believe that the genius who invent­
ed the steam engine was inspired by the 
spirit of God.

I believe that the men who invented 
printing and the printing press were 
inspired and led by the spirit of God.

1 believe that the genius who drove 
out darkness by the gleaming torch of 
electricity, harnessed the firnamo to the 
burdens o f humanity and binding with 
myriad wires made tho world a broth­
erhood was inspired bv tho spirit of 
God.

It is blasphemy to deny it. Yet how 
few of ns have recognized this.solemn 
and worldwide truth!

It is time to enlarge our faith. It is 
time to lift up our eyes and see the 
grander temple God is thus silently 
building on earth. It is time to recog­
nize that nobler hierarchy whose king­
dom is the world, whose constituency is 
humanity—man made in the image of 
God. No sublimer temples were ever 
reared to the honor of God than those 
white palaces of mechanic and liberal 
arts that lifted themselves in  solemn 
beauty and glory by the emerald wa­
ters of Lake Michigan.

There can he no such thing as finality 
to human society so long as it inhabits 
this planet. The cry of all voices is 
onward, upward!

We expect progress. To impede it 
now is an impossibility. It has become 
as natural and inevitable to the man of 
the century as breathing.

la  Sts marvels o f oar material prog­
ress we see the promise of tho swift 
emancipation and redemption of man.

.First—Our progress in the mastery 
of the mysteries of nature and the sub­
duing of matter with the present gene­
ration has been without a parallel in the 
history of the world.

In. 1S76 at the Centennial exposition 
in Philadelphia the Corliss engine was 
the marvel of tho machinery on exhib­
it. Its horsepower was 1,400. It fur­
nished the power for the entire exposi­
tion. It required 5,000 horsepower to 
drive the wheels of the Columbian ex­
position 17 years later. Tho great Allis 
engine of 2,000 horsepower attracted 
little attention or comment. In the rec­
ord of our achievement for the past dec­
ade we read that in 10 years, from 18S0 
to 1890, we have added $2,000,000,000 
to our capital invested in manufactures, 
an increase o f nearly 75 per cent. In 
the same time the- value o f our manu­
factured products has risen from $5,- 
300,000,000 to SS.G00,000,000, a  gain 
o f $3,300,000,000, or, in other words, 
we are now producing manufactured 
goods at the rate of $3,300,000,000 a 
year more than we were 10 years ago. 
The Increase in capital invested in man­
ufactures in 10 years, from 1SS0 to 
1890, was greater than the entire 
amount o f  capital invested in 1870, or 
only 20 years ago. In these 10 years 
the growth of our manufacturing inter­
ests was greater than the growth from 
the settlement of America up to 1S70. 
In  these 10 years we have built 75,000 
miles of railroad, almost as much as our 
total mileage in 1880.

And we are but one nation in the 
galaxy of the civilization whose tri­
umphs were celebrated in these white 
palaces.

THE MOST BEAUTIFUL WHITE PALACE. 
To me the palace of Mechanic Arts 

was the most beautiful of all the noble 
creations of genius displayed in the ar­
chitecture of the fair. To my eye its 
imposing arched and pillared walls, its 
gleaming towers that pierced the sky 
with their masterpieces of art, its domes 
and minarets were a source of unending 
delight. And the thought of the wheels 
within wheels thatflashed on their swift 
errands behind those jvalls was an ever 
welcome challenge to achievement for 
the future.

Seventeen years ago wo had fast 
trains, we thought. The fastest o f these 
trains would he sneered at today by the 
thousands who rode with the wind on 
the exposition fliers and ate and slept 
in luxury, speeding over the earth CO 
miles an hour. Our first locomotives 
crawled laboriously over the rough rails 
and by mighty exertion made 12 miles 
an hour. And there were wise men who 
sought to check this terrific speed by 
law, saying that it was impossible for 
the human body to maintain its life, 
being hurled at this fearful rate o f speed 
through the air.
.__3Ehat would our ancestors say i f  they

could see Arclue Buciiuiiau uiSvo tile 
steel monster that draws the Empire 
State express on its run from New York 
to Albany, and as he drops from tho cab 
at the end o f his run say with pride:

“ She’s a beauty, isn’ t she? You see, 
she has always been truo to me, 870 
has, and I ’ve run her ever sincosho 
was built. She’s never cranky or sick, 
and she makes her 800 miles a day al­
most every day in tho year and does 
her duty every time. That’s more than 
yon can say of many men, or women 
either, isn’t it? ”

Mr. Cleveland AIoiTet, describing a 
trip in one of these engines, says that 
tho pounding o f tho great engine was 
so. violent tint all three men—fireman, 
engineer and visitor—wero obliged to 
hold cm tightly. -fiSkowera o f cinders 
blew in upon them, but tho engineer 
faced them, scarcely winking as ho 
stared before him. Indeed he hardly 
changed hi ) position during tho whole 
run and m ver oneo turned his head.

Tho fireman for tho first half hour 
was feeding his fire at tho rate of two 
shovelfuls a minute. Before tho trip 
ended he had shoveled in more than 
three tens o f coal.

Blasts o f hot air came from tho white 
hot firebox. Smoke, cinders, oil, smut, 
speed, roar, the swaying, pounding mo­
tions o f tho engiuo and the dizzying 
procesrion of whirling objects along tho 
way, which seemed to rise and charge 
upon the rushing machine, made dan­
ger f\v:u imminent, but tho effect upon 
tho mind was most exhilarating.

The visitor found himself wishing to 
go even faster,, to put the mighty.en- 
gino to its utmost speed. That was not 
done, however, for the proud engineer 
told lii'ii that “ she”  had several times 
reached a speed of 80 miles an hour, 
while oil this trip at tnvtimo had it 
been faster than 70.

This is but a typical illustration of 
the advance along the whole line of ma­
terial progress. Even as we gaze upon 
the old locomotive and the new we can 
but fool that our children will come in 
the not distant future and look at the 
Empire State express as a curiosity from 
the machinery junkslinps of tho twen­
tieth century. To annihilate distance 
is to make man so far omnipresent and 
make conscious human brotherhood the 
necessary postulate o f human life.

OBEDIENT ARMIES OF STEEL.
Who can compute the power of these 

iron wheels and lovers in doing the 
work of the world in the coining cen­
tury? Those swiftly whirling shafts 
ami hurrying levers have inernsted in 
steel the nerve and muscle of .millions 
on millions of workingmen. In that 
Yankee thread exhibit there they show 
you a machine whoso work is enumer­
ated as follows: It reels thread onto lit­
tle wooden spools at the rate of 250 doz­
en in a day of 10 hours, each spool be­
ing wrapped with 200 yards of thread. 
It moves and aets like a sentient being. 
Eight hoppers are filled with little 
wooden spools, and the machine starts. 
It picks a spool out of a hopper, adjusts 
it on a spindle, reels cut 200 yards of 
thread, cuts it, inserts tho end in a 
nick in the spool that it makes, dumps 
the finished spool and takes a new one 
and repeats this performance all day, 
in less time than it takes to write 
about it. The spools are then taken to 
another little machine that rushes them 
through a contrivance which pastes a 
label on them that it chops out. pitches 
the spool into a box and hurries along 
in a mad race with the machine reeling 
the thread.

Who can estimatetheprodneing pow­
er of these obedient armies of steel? 
Who can compass tlse future they will 
create?

At the Centennial of 1876 there was 
no electrical display. The telephone 
was a toy, the electric tight a dream, 
the dynamo as remote a thought as 
aerial navigation to this generation. 
But here, after the lapse of only 17 years, 
we find an Electrical building 345 by 
690 feet, covering 51, acres, devoted 
exclusively to the industries oi harness­
ed lightning. It may be said that with­
in the brief space of these 17 years a 
new power has been horn into the me­
chanical world that bids fair to sup­
plant steam as completely as steam sup­
planted horse power and create a nc-w 
civilization in the next century.

In 1877 there were 5,187 telephones 
in use. Now there are 552,720 in use 
in spite of the exorbitant price exacted 
for their use.

We are even told that for the first 
time in tho history of the world the 
count nf the population of a great na­
tion lias been made by electricity. This 
honor belong to the United States, the 
eleventh coitus being taken by what is 
known as tho Hollerith system, which 
has since been adopted by Australia and 
Canada. The cards containing the data 
of returns, when i»aekt d.closely togeth­
er, made a pile 10 miles long. • An in­
genious machine, invented by Herman 
Hollerith, worked its way through these 
at the rate o f 500 feet per day, one ma­
chine doing tho same amount of labor 
as 20 men by the old method o f tally­
ing and pencil marking and at a gain 
of over $809,000 in tho cost to govern­
ment.

It is simply impossible to conjecture 
even the outlines o f the civilization at­
tainable within the next generation if 
the present fate of advance is main­
tained.

THE REVELATION OF GOD.
Second—We seo in this tho promise 

of a redeemed society, becanso the dis­
covery of nature is tho revelation of 
God. Tho reigii o f law is the reign of 
God. Tho discovery of law is the dis­
covery of God. Every secret wrested 
from nature by science is so much of 
God given to man. What a marvelous 
revelation Ged is thus giving daily to 
mankind l Surely there will bo a new 
earth, and the ohl shall pass away.

What infidelity can resist the onward 
sweep o f this wider revelation through 
kingdoms and nations?

Science has become tho prophet of 
this lost revelation of God.

Science w ill yet become the conquer­
ing missionary of the cross.

China, hating foreigners, must be­
come independent*#!* them. This she 
can only do by the study o f the sciences 
by which her armies were defeated. 
The study o f science must destroy the 
superstitions of centuries, and so will 
science do for Christianity what no mis­
sionary ordained by bishop or presby­
tery has ever yet been able to accom­
plish. Every truth discovered by phi­
losopher, inventor or scientist is so 
much of God introduced as a conquer­
ing force in human society.

As we emerge from these great build­
ings that point their prophetic fingers 
toward the future, breathless, with un­
covered head, we feel that we stand 
awestruck upon the threshold of a new 
world.

Third—To improve the environment 
of man is to make possible more and 
more a  normal life. A  normal human 
life must be a righteous life i f  the in­
carnation of God in the man Jesus 
means anything real.

The dream o f the ancient alchemist 
was that ho would find at last the liquid 
or gas which would restore youth and 
perpetuate life through tho centuries. 
Professor Sanderson, tho great biologist, 
has exploded this dream by showing 
that tho processes o f  structure are not 
attributable to liquid diffusion, but to 
the specific energy of the cells. But 
the alchemist’s dream is actually being 
fulfilled before our eyes in the miracles 
of science and the continuous addition 
•of power to man. Travel promises to 
bo so swift and inviting that he may 
be practically omnipresent. Tho im­
provement of tho press and consequent. 
diffusion of intelligcnco and focusing 
of the world’s history daily has given 
him practical omniscience. When the 
problems of co-operative production 
and distribution shall have been solved 
—and wo have entered upon_their solu­
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mestic problem between us and social 
redemption.

A M ARVEL OF COOKING.
We read over and over again, with 

increasing amazement, the description 
of the electrical kilehen. Listen:

By a process of imbedding wiro ill 
enamel on’ tho reverse side of iron the 
current, that otherwise would change 
to light or power, according to its appli­
cation, becomes heat. An ingenious 
box, lined with asbestos to retain heat, 
lighted by incandescent lamps to show 
the progress o f the dishes to tho house­
keeper and fitted with glass windows 
to facilitate this process, is seen in op­
eration, baking a fat leg of mutton. A  
temperature of 820 degrees is secured, 
and tho meat is cooked to a nicety, 
while the exterior of the electric oven 
is cool, clean and devoid of the discom­
forts o f a kitchen. Tho cook places her 
meat in the oven, pulls a switch and 
gives herself no further uneasiness until 
the time is up for completion. Wires, 
coiled under a steel plate, are boiling 
water in glass bottles, and others ap­
plied to little soapstone griddles are 
cooking pancakes. The laundry is pro­
vided for also, and the woman who 
starts in to iron by turning on the cur­
rent to her wired flatirons can go ahead 
all day without perspiring over a hot 
fire. A  handsome table shows the ap­
plication of electricity in its throe 
phases—light, power and heat. The 
tabic is designed for a sick chamber, 
and when the current is turned on an in­
candescent lamp is lighted, a small 
stove is heated, and a little fan distrib­
utes the warmth all over tho room.

What a message to bring to tired 
housewife and worn mothers!

O'Riley*.-; Gorgeous Ancestor.
An ancient suit of court garments, 

worth $ 1,000, is on exhibition in the 
window of a West Madison street store. 
It includes a coat, waistcoat, knee 
breeches a n a  three cornered hat, 
which arrive! rrom Ireland less than 

The sui t was once the 
,T. O'Riley of County 

Cavan, who wi :e it in the Irish parlia­
ment in 1771. The coat is of heaviest 
broadcloth *>1’ a deep maroon color and 
is richly embroidered in solid gold bul­
lion. Tara’s harp, surrounded by a 
wreath of shamrock, is embroidered on 
each side of the front, with a vino of 
tho same embroidered around the full, 
long skirts of the garment. Another 
harp is wrought on the hack. Gold 
braid an inch in width finishes the edges.

The waistcoat is of the same mate­
rial and finish as the coat. The. knee 
breeches an-of deep yellow plush, thick 
and of very fine texture. The buttons 
arc marked “ P. White, Dublin.”  The 
three cornered hat is of black beaver, 
covered with gold lace and hung at the 
corners with gold tassels.

The girth of the coat proves the own­
er to have been a man of lordly propor­
tions. The pale yellow silk linings are 
somewhat soiled from wear, and the 
yellow* plush garment bears evidence of 
parliamentary benches. The embroid­
ery in gold is entirely untarnished.

Tliis relic and heirloom was brought 
into tho West Madison street store by 
one J. J. O'Riley, a namesake and di­
rect descendant of the lato J. J. O’Riley 
of County Cavan, Ireland. The man 
is a day laborer, and tho present hard 
times had forced him to attempt the 
sale o f tho ancestral regalia.—Chicago 
Record.
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Buried In  Sections.
In tho ordinary funerals of Christian 

Anglu-t’-axcns the corpse was simply 
wrapped in linen and carried to the 
grave by two persons, one holding the 
head and iho other the feet. The priest 
then censed tho body, and while it was 
being deposited in tho grave offered up 
prayers and benedictions. At the obse­
quies o f persons of distinction hymns 
wero sung by the attendant priests, who 
accompanied tho body in processsion. 
A t this period the body of a deceased 
person was always watched by the rel­
atives and friends from tho moment of 
death to  th - time o f  burial, the “ wake”  
of the present day being the survival 
of this custom.

It was a common practice when a 
body was embalmed to take out the 
heart and bowels and inter them in a 
different church to that in which the 
body was buried. Testators sometimes 
made a request in their will for this to 
be done, Tho custom appears to have 
prevailed trom the twelfth to the eigh­
teenth century. The heart of Richard 
I  was buried at Rouen, his bowels at 
Chaluz and his body at Pontevand. In 
1838 tho king's heart was discovered 
under tbs pavement o f the sanctuary in 
Rouen cathedral, inclosed in a leaden 
ease with the inscription, “ Richard 
CcenrdoLeon, Duo do Normandie, Roi 
d’Angletgrre. ” —Westminster Gazette.

S u ic id e s  In  F r a n c e .
The minister of justice has just pub­

lished some statistics o f  suicides which 
are not without interest. They show 
an average of 4 per cent for males 
under 20 years of age and of 32 per 
cent for men over 60. Of snicides cf 
females, on the other hand, 9 per cent 
were those of girls under 20, while 
there were not more than 27 per cent 
for women over GO years of age. Twen­
ty-six per cent of the suicides wero at­
tributed to mental derangement and 20 
to physical suffering. Drunkenness is 
held responsible for 12 per cent and 
love affairs for 4.

Most of the men had recourse to the 
rope, while the women preferred death 
by drowning, though some took poison, 
which seems to he altogether eschewed 
by the sterner sex. Strangely enough, 
suicides are far more frequent in the 
spring and summer than during the 
colder months, which leads to the in­
ference that want, which is much more 
prevalent in the winter than in the oth­
er seasons, is not the usnal cause of 
these sad determinations to be rid of 
life.—Paris Letter in London Tele­
graph.

Greetings In  the East.
The Hindoos in Bengal, when greet­

ing, touch their forehead with the right 
hand and bend their head forward. As 
a mark of profound obeisance they 
place their right hand first on their 
breast, then on the ground and lastly 
on their forehead, while calling them­
selves the "obedient slaves”  of the ob­
ject of their adulation. In Ceylon a 
man will prostrate himself on the 
ground before his superior, incessantly 
repeating the names and titles of the 
latter. In the east, and more especially 
among the Mongols, most styles of sal­
utation bear the impress o f servile dis­
position. In China if  two persons on 
horseback happen to meet, the Inferior 
dismounts and stands waiting -for the 
other to pass. In Japan ai man of low

Tho circuit eomt of New Albany, 
Ind., has just disposed of a n a t .-r  over 
which there has been a groat deal of 
litigation the past three, months. After 
being out for IS hours the jury return­
ed a verdict to tho effect that Mr. Ben­
jamin Jenks had been guilty of main­
taining a nuisance in keeping three pet 
skunks in the window of his saloon on 
State street. He was fined $1 and costs 
and ordered to make way with tho 
skunks at once.

Mr. Jenks has obeyed tho la w, but he 
13 very indignant. He says he*is sur­
prised that 13 sensible men should re­
turn i nch a verdict. His pets were per­
fectly harmless, according to his testi­
mony and that of all his family, among 
whom are two pretty girls.

There were some 20 witnesses against 
him, however. Chief of these was Ja­
cob Stoneeiplier, who got Mr. Jenks in- 
dieted. Stonecipher keeps a restaurant 
next door to Jenks, and ho says the 
keeping of tho skunks was done to spoil 
tho restaurant business. Mr. Jenks 
also runs a restaurant in connection 
with his saloon, but has lost all his 
business, so Stoneeiplier avers.

These two had a good many quarrels, 
and one day throe months ago three 
tiny little ki'-tt :is appeared in the win­
dow on tho si cl o next tho restaurant. At 
tho f eme time there occurred an odor 
that f >*on drove every customer out of 
the r< stanrant. Mr. Stoneeiplier re­
monstrated, but Jenks only laughed. 
He said -the kittens wore perfectly 
harmless, an l that his family thought 
tho world iff them. J lfe customers did 
not mind thorn either, lie said, but Mr. 
Stoneeiplier said Jenks didn’t have any 
customers.

Finally Mi*. Stonecipher reported the 
case to tho p o lite , and Jenks was tried 
and fined $1. fie took an appeal and 
still kept tho skunks in his window. 
The appeal was tried last week just in 
time, for Mr. Stonecipher says tho 
skunks had not only ruined his Busi­
ness, but had made his wife and daugh­
ters sick.—Louisville Letter.

Pyroxylin.
It appears that tho pyroxylin used in 

pharmacy and the arts—dinitroeellu- 
lose—and usually regarded as nonex­
plosive, may, under certain conditions, 
become highly dangerous. Au account 
is given of the preparation of some of 
this articlo in the usual manner, the 
operator adding a small quantity of am­
monia to the water used for washing, 
so as to effect complete removal of the 
acids more rapidly. A  copper oven 
heated to 70 degrees C., used for dry­
ing about ouo ounce of the pyroxylin 
thus treated, was, after some three hours’ 
use, torn to pieces by tile force of an 
explosion, tho fragments of copper be­
ing hurled all over the apartment. 
From all that is known in respect to 
tho different degrees of temperature un­
der which ignition talces place in this 
class of substances it is believed that 
such an explosion must ho attributable 
to the use of ammonia in the washing 
process. A  little nitrate of ammonia 
probably was formed and dried upon 
the nitrocellulose in a state of fine sub­
division. and any trace of acid would 
then suffice to cause the salt to act as a 
fuse.—New York Sun.

"Woman’s Education.
At the twenty-fifth anniversary of 

Cornell university Dr. Taylor said, in 
speaking of tho higher education of 
women, that education was a unit, and 
that we must stop talking about men’s 
and women's education as separate 
things. ( km of tho oldest professors in 
the uni versify, speaking of a book of 
original scientific articles sent to him 
by bis former pupils, pronounced an 
article written by a woman student as 
so superior, accurate and comprehen­
sive that it alone forever disproved that 
women were not capable o f as fino sci­
entific work as men. Another inter­
esting fact we learn from the great co­
educational school is that one woman 
has this year won her way'fo a position 
on the editorial staff of tho college pa­
per through having contributed more 
and better articles last year than most 
of her political superiors.

Smothered In  Honey.
A  ccmplo of days ago at tlie farm of 

G. W. Hutchins, seven miles from Ma­
rysville, a bee tree was found near the 
east bank of Feather river, which wras 
cut to obtain tho honey. After the tree 
was cut down to the ground an investi­
gation was instituted and the honey lo­
cated in a hollow half way between 
where it was cut and the top. On cut­
ting open the body of the tree they se­
cured about 80 pounds of honey, 11 
duck eggs and a dead duck. It ap­
pears that a wood duck had formed a 
cavity through a hole that was origi­
nally large enough to admit her body. 
After laying 11 eggs she had com­
menced silting to hatch them, and 
while doing so the bees had filled the 
hole with comb so that she could not 
get out, and she died on the nest.—Red 
Bluff (Cal.) Democrat.

E g y p tian  P ap yri.
A  collection of Egyptian papyri re­

cently purchased by subscription for 
the Geneva public library is being ex­
amined by M. Jules Nicole. "He has 
discovered fragments of the “  Iliad”  
and the “ Odyssey,”  the former com­
prising portions of Books XI and XII, 
presenting great variations from the re­
ceived text. There is also a passage of 
Euripides’ “ Orestes.”  a thousand years 
older than any manuscript hitherto 
known. M. Nicole has likewise found 
a didactic elegy on the stars, an idyl 
on Jupiter and Leda and historical and 
scientific compositions. —Loudon Times.

Effect o f  Gas on Furniture.
Gas consumers often complain that 

books, furniture and pictures are in­
jured by the small quantity o f sul­
phur which, despite all precautions, 
passes through the burners But Dr, 
Odling, F. R. S., and Professor Lewis, 
in giving* evidence before Lord Sand- 
ford’s committee on the Crystal 
Palace gas bill, declared that this 
idea was an error. The damage was 
not due to  the sulphur, but to the 
heated zone o f  the atmosphere above 
the chandelier. The sulphurous in­
gredient was so small that four or- 
dinaryTucifer matches struck in the 
course, o f six hours would yield as 
much sulphur in a room  as the burn­
ing o f 100 feet o f  gas.

TH E  DIVINE SARAH’S FOOT.

Tiie Artist Simmy Says I t  Is Perfectly 
Formed.

“ How beautiful is the human foot 
when properly formed—according to- 
God’s own plan and not according to 
tho shoemaker’s !”  the artist Sarony ex- 

■ claimed tho other day as he put in a 
stroke or two about the feet of a maid­
en he was drawing in charcoal. “ You 
wilt remember, ”  he said^** that in all 
the great Greek and Roman sculptures 
the most shapely feet are those in which 
the large too is represented as being a 
little apart from the other four.

“ During Sarah Bernhardt’s last visit 
to New York she came to my studio to 
have some photographs taken of herself 
successively in three or four costumes 
of different roles she was then billed 
to impersonate. xVmong them was that 
dejected character of Leah, the for­
saken, I noticed that she wore the con­
ventional stage footgear, in which the 
big toe is given its own individual glov­
ing, so to speak, and the other toes are 
mittened together. 1 suggested that she 
remove tbe stocldngs, which, after a 
French shrug, denoting curiosity and 
donht, sho did. I never saw in my life, 
considering Mine. Bernhardt’s years, 
more beautiful and shapely' feet than 
hers. 1 posed her in such a way as to 
leavo ono foot in profile and the other 
in nearly a full view. Just at that mo­
ment a happy thought occurred to me.

"Taking from my waistcoat pocket 
a crisp bank note, 1 folded it into a 
wad a third of an inch or more thick 
and gently pressed it between her right 
big too and its immediate neighbor of 
smaller growth, so as to separate them 
according to tlio old established canon 
to which I liavo alluded. Mine. Bern­
hardt laughed heartily at my profes­
sional temerity, hut she was given a 
capital picture all tho same.” —New 
York Telegram.

This year Cornelius 
Vrooman has control, and he is show­
ing au example of the model railroad 
man. He not only manages the road, 
but sells tickets at the station and acts 
as conductor on the train. The rolling 
stock consists of one locomotive and 
two combination passenger cars, and 
the employees number an engineer, a 
fireman, a baggage master and a train­
man. When track repairs are needed, 
a farmhand is hired for a day’ or two. 
—Exchange.

School o f  Naval Architecture.
We have received from tbe Massachu­

setts Institute of Technology an an­
nouncement of the establishment at the 
institute of a course of instruction in 
naval architecture. It is a four years’ 
course: it aims to provide a thorough 
training in the theory' and methods of 
designing and building ships, and its 
grade a tt s receive the degree of bache­
lor of science. It is an optional branch 
of the mechanical engineering course. 
There are to be lectures twice a week 
during the third and fourth years, and 
students are required to make the cal­
culations and draw the constructions 
described in the lectures.—Engineering

The compound is boiled and applied 
hot. For dry ly’ing cables a thick mix­
ture of graphite boiled in tallow and 
one of c-mde linseed oil and vegetable 
tar have both proved a success.—New 
York Sun.
