Michigan Crop Report.:

Dec. 8, 1893.

The rveports this month, with rare
exeeption, show that while wheat has
made small growth, the plant, Decem-
ber 1, was in fairly healthy condition.
The small growth is due to late sow-
ing and dry weather. For the south-
ern counties, the average condition is
reported at 84 per cent; for the central,
89 per cent, and for the northern, 96
per cent, comparison heing with -vital-
ity and growth of average years, The
corresponding figures one year ago
were 82, 3, and 97. The presence of
insects is moted by a few correspondi-
ents, but the injury done by them, if
any, is hardly preceptible. The ground
has been well coyered with snow since
the 2d of December.

The total number of bushels of
wheat marketed in November is 1,704,-
351. The number of bushels reported
marketed in the four months August-
November is 6,358,371, which is 268,-
$25 bushels less that reported market-
ed in the same months last year.

Pasture this fall has not b=en good
particular in the southern conntias;
and the condition of live stock is ae-
porte from flve to seven points below
a full average. Stock is practically
free from disease of aby kind.

THE PEOPLE’S WORK.

REV. THOMAS DIXON ON THE ERA OF

COMMON HUMANITY.

The Columbian Exposition a Brilliant Il
lustration of thé Progress of the Masses.
Eulalie and Veragua Were There as Rél-
fes—*Snssiety’® Was Not In Xt.

New Yorx, Dec. 10.—~Rev. Thomas
Dixon, Jr., continned in Association hall
this morning the second series of ser-
mons on the “Prophecies of the World's
Fair.”™ The subject of today’s discourse
was “The Era of the Common People.”

He declared that this great exposition
was the achievement of the common peo-
ple. ©Sbciety,” so called, was not there.
The common people conceived it. They
planned it. They managed it. They
patronized it and made it a success.
(Qlass distinctions were lost in the vaster
iden of humanity. This trinumphant ex-
pression of life by the common people is
the prophecy of their early assumption
of the supreme control of the whole so-
cial order. The text chosen was from
John xii, 84, *“Wheis this Son of Man?*

It is a most significant fact thaf Jesus
Christ called himself the Son of Man.
This was his favorite designation of him-
self, It was his chosen definition of him-
self. The greatest revelation Christ made
to the world was himself, Andin this
title he declared himself to be the son of
humanity. He was not to be limited fo
any one family, to any class, to any na-
tion, to any race—he was the Son of Man.
The Son of Man shall come in his glory,
he told us. The promise in this title he
thus gives to humanity is full of richest
meaning. As this supreme representa-
five of the human race shall triumph and
to him every knee bow at last, so shall
humanity, for which he lived, of which
be was born. find its day of emancipa-
tion and trinmph. The Son of Man was
erucified, but ke rose again. Humanity
has been crucified through centuries on
the Calvary of pharisaism, *‘sacred” and
profane.

BUT IT SHALL RISE AGAIN.

(lass and sect and faction shall die at
length, never to live again.

The desire to be out of the current of
the great humanity is the sure index of
tiv uncivilized animal. Whether he wear
purple and fine linen and fare sumptu-
onsly every day, or whether he live from
hand to mouth and faunt the red flag of
an anarchist, it mattersnot. The princi-
pieis the same. Allclassideas and class
foundations as such are fundamentally
wrong. They are not only immoral, but
they are brutal, The self assertion of
class, whether of proletariat or heredi-
tary title or millionaire, is the assertion
of the antisocixl nature of man—the es-
sentially inhnman part of him—in short,
the brutal. There 13no other name for it.

It is o matter, then, for heartfelt con-
gratulation that this great exposition
was in the highest and best sense of the
word by the people, of the people, for
the people.

It was the affzir of Man—Man spelled
with a big capital.

There were no personages there.

It was the trinmph of the genius of
humanity.

There was no exhibit of ““sassiety.™

The Four Hundred were not there to
see the exhibit. It was not their day.

True, the Duke of Veragua was pres-
ent as the guest of the United States
sovernment, But he was present as a
relic. He was not exhibited as a mem-
ber of “‘society.” He was shown strictly
as a relic of Columbnus.

So the Spanish Infanta was a curio of
a romantic past surviving today. Only
in this sense were they a part of the
show.

HUMANITY'S TRITMPH.

For once class was lost in humanity.

The idea of the fair originated in the
brain and heart of the common people.

It was created by them.

It was planned and managed by them
and for them.

It was patronized and made a suecess
by them.

It could have been created by no lessa
power.

It could have been sustained by no
less a power.

No king or prince er empeéror of any
nation or empire in this or any otherage
could have done such a work. It meant
an expenditure first and last of about
£200,000,000. And more, it meant the
corporation in heart and purpose of mil-
lions of people of all races and nations
wwith one thought and one purpose.

The vast crowds of people who poured
through those gates from day to day and
filled those palaces and grounds were
the best looking people of equal number
that ever gathered on this planet in one
place.

And *sassiety” wasnowhere to be seen.
Let the dudes and loafers and butlers
who crawl up the stoops of the se¢ called
great and count it an honor towash their
dishes make a note of this fact,

This was a world’s fair.

And the world was represented there.
And the world was there to see it.

But “society” was not there.

' Where, then, is the place of this petty
mob that arrogates to itself so lofty a
title?

Nowhere.

IT IS A SUPERFLUITY.

It has no mission in the real work of
the world. It isfroth. There are two
great problems that now weigh on the
minds of *‘sassiety.” They are the two
problems that always arose to trouble
the peace of a distinguished cipher in
that august coterie. *There are two
things that bother me,” hesaid. “One is,
how the world got on before I came into
it, and the other is how it is going to
get on after I leave it.” .

This exposition, that marks the glory
of centuries of human achievement, has
given a most emphatic.answer to these
solemn queries.

Yet how many poor fools there are in
this big world of ours who actually be-
lieve that the universe is no larger than
their conception of a ‘*vlass,” or caste, of
artificial social distinctions!

Most of our sighings and heart burn-
ings are not over the great problems of
the hunman race and human heart, but

over the tremendous problem of our own
class position and limitations.

An uneducated man who had made a
vast fortune in a few years by specula-
tion, while driving in the park, encoun-
tered a plainly dressed middle aged man
on foot.

“That man,” said he to his wife, “be-
longs to one of the oldest families in this
city. His grandfather was one of the
signers of the Declaration of Indepen-

dence. He belongs to a set I cannat
enter, I would give half I am worth for

his position.”

Meantime the middle aged gentleman
on foot mused as he looked at the mag-
nificent carriage and equipments. “If1
had some of that man's money, how
many comforts I could bring into our
bare lives!”

So the Wall street magnate, who once
made a speech 3¢ minutes long at a din-
ner and saw his name in the papers next
morning, envies the peculiar glory of
the man of letters whose name appears
ﬂaily. *

So the poor man of letters sighs for
the gold of his neighbor and resolves
that if he ever gets enough of it he will
never write another line.

So when we aspire we hope to climb
Irom class to class.

WE LIVE IN CLASSES.

We think in classes; we forget the hu-
man, In proportion as a class is a class,
it is not human. The classidea is the es-
sence of self—that is, bratality. The so-
cial ideal in which we are willing to sub-
ordinate self to the good of others—this
is the very essence of humanity.

If this exposition can only burn this
great thought into the minds of the mil-
lions who saw its glories and wept

with the rapture of its beauty and har-

Scarcely a day passes in our history
but that the eable brings us the news.of
a divorge suit cr separation between an
American girl who married a titled brute
under the impression she was getting
into “society.” When will they learn
they are getting cut of society and join-
ing a contemptible little mob, the founda-
tion of whose class is the brute part of
man’s nature? -

The Iast news we have from the old
world is that the' daughter of a man
who rose from the ranks of the poor to
bemany times a millionaire and married
a title has sued for a divorce from her
“prince.” This prince, we are informed,
is a young debauchee, whom no decent
man could allow to enter his home be-
cause of his disreputable habits, and wha
boasted that he wounld yet take the inde-
pendence out of his American wife.

Well, the American girl whomarriesa
titled brute deserves no betfer than she
gets. And yet, the pity of it!

BTT ONE GOOD TITLE.

Let our girls and boys know there is
but one title to nobility—the nobility of
a great nature. The man who separates
himself from his fellow men by class or
clique wall is by ifs Hhmitations sc
much smaller a man. Theman who be-
lieves the sun rises and sets for 400 peo-
ple and aspires to be one of them has

- only 400 people, and very small people

at that. in the world in which he lives
and reduces himself to a stray poodle

“whining at the gate and hoping for ad-

mission in the dim by and by, when
Ward McAllister or some other great
butler shall smile. This exposition will
teach us here o most important lesson.

This trinmphant expression of life by
the common people is the sure prophecy
of the day scon to dawn when they will
rule supreme over thewhole social order.

The same reasons make this a certain-
ty which made the absence of *‘society™
in attendance and management a for-
gone conclusion.

First—The vulgar rabble, called the
commou people, seem to have a practical
monopoly of patriotism. Such a fair
was first a supreme expression of na-
tional. consciousness. *'Society”™ has no
national conscionsness. “‘Society” takes
no note of any of the vulgar affairs of
this dirty earth that originate and have
their being outside their “set.”™ The
smaller the *set™ the more perfect it is
considered.

There is no room in a set for a nation.
and anational consciousness among such
people is as unreasonable a demand aste
suppose them capable of thought.

Vacuity is the ideal aimed atvin their
mental development.

PATRIOTISM OF GREAT MINDS.

The love of country is a large thought.
It cannot dwell in small quarters. Nor
can it live in a vacuum. It presupposes
company. It presupposes something of
the human—something of human broth-
erhood and fellowship upon the largest
lines.

To love one's country means of neces-
sity to love the people who malke it love-
able. “Society” by its very cardinal
principle is forbidder under penalty of
deepest dammatior from loving large
numbers of people or from even taking
note mentally of their existence.

Besides ‘*society™ is forbidden to love
anything. TFor love is an emotion.
Worse, it is a passion. And emotions
and passions are extremely vulgar! Vio-
lent emotion, indeed any movement of
the soul one degree removed from vaco-
ity., is therefore sfrictly forbidden.
Hence the only love ‘‘society” does not
forbid is the love of a poodle.

Not only is it impossible for “‘society™
to love country because the country con-
tains millions of common people, and be-
cause love is a vulgar passion, but now
itismade still farther impossible because
the love of country really means the love
of humanity—and this is too large a
thought even for the great butlers of
“society”™ who wrire its guides to con-
sider.

True patriotism is to love one's coun-
try not as against the world—it is to
love one's country because it is a part of
God’s world, which he has givento man.

Every true patriot has a heart asbig as
the world. He loves his fellow man as
man, and is as ready to fight man’y bat-
tles in other climes and beneath other
skies, as beneath his own flag or his own
soil. Such world embracing emotions
are entirely 1mpossible in & vacuum.

THE VAPID ““SOCIETY" INTELLECT.

Hence any great function which has
as its basal principle the national con-
sciousness is utterly foreign tothe genius
of *socizty.” “Society™” does not even
deign to adjust its single barreled eye-
glass to see what it is all about. “Soci-
ety" simply plays with the poodle and
drinks tea until it is over. Moreover,
such a grand exposition could never be
conceived, much less carried to a suc-
cessful issme without a co-operation,
which means the snbordination of self to
the good of others. Subordination of self
isthe great unknown in “society.” “So-
ciety™ is born, lives, moves, has its being
strictly in and of the exploitation of self,
To subordinate self would anmihilate
“gociety™ at one full stroke. It would
destroy clique and class and exhalt hu-
manity. Hence ‘‘society” was nofin it.

And it could nof have'entered it with-
out abrogating its right to existence.
If it were indeed the World’s fair, and
“society” was not there, the place of
“gociety” is where? The echoes of vac-
uity answer ‘‘Nowhere!”

But why inveigh against -‘society”
with such warmth if it were not there
and 4id not profess to be there? For the
same reason an irascible old justice of
the peace once gave for a fine. A young
lawyer accosted him familiarly on the
street one day and wmade some remark
which at once aroused his wrath.

“Young man,” said he, “T fine you $5
for contempt of court.”

“Why, judge,” said the young offender,
**you are not in session.”

“This court,” responded the judge,
now thoroughly aroused; *“this court is
plways in session, sir, and consequently
is always an object of contempt.”

Second—S8uch movements presuppose
a boundless faith in man.

It required a measureless faith in man
to project inthe name of human progress
a mere show to last buf six months
which could not be held without levying
tribute upon the whole world, civilized
and savage. and expending the enormous
sum of $200,000,000.

Society™ in its fundamental creed for-
bids, under penalty of banishment among
the common herd, faith in man.

“Society” does not know “man.” He
has: not been presented. Nobody can
speak for his ancestors. And those who
do whisper the horrible rumor thas
folks say he is related by blood fo a mon-
key! Wherenpon *society” is shocked
and calls for sinelling salts and tea for
400!

FAITH AND PROGRESS.

Now, faith in man is the secret of all
hnman progress. -

For this reason the philosopher thinks;
for this reason the scientist toils, the
philanthropistsacrifices, and theinventor
never despairs.

Sweep from the human soul this sub-
lime thought, and civilization is dead.

It is this faith that has sailed unknown,
seas, opened the forests, tunneled the
mountains and brought to the whole
world the inspiring conception of its
unity and brotherhood. The poorestin-
vestment any man ever made is infidel-
ity—especially in man and of man. No
investment pays such returns as faith—
especially in man, the image of God.

' And no man can have faith in God who
. has no faith in man,

I read the other day a strange story of
a gulch near Shasta City, Cal. The writer
said that it is a deep ravine, with rocks
showing all the way up the sides. Gold

' in paying quantities had been found

along the stream, but it seemed to disap-
pear a few feet from the channel. One
day, while a gang of men were toilingin
the stream, a stranger, evidently igno-
rant of mining. came_along _and leaned

The miner near him took out a $5 nug-
get, and anxiety overcaing the ignorant
stranger.

“Say,” he asked, ‘““where can- I go to
diggin to find it like that?™

The hardy miner stopped his work,
and giving the wink to all the boys, so
that the joke should not be lost, pointed.
up to the barren rocks, where no gold
had ever been found.

#Yon see that rough lookin place?

“Yes," said the new hand.

“Well, thar it is rich. Jes' you stake
out a claim an go to work, an when we
finish here we'll come up too.”

The new hand thanked the miner, and
the boys all grinned their appreciation
of the joke. That afternoou & solitary
figure wag seen picking on the rocky
hillside, and every time the miners
looked up they roared with langhter,

But the next day the new miner struck
a pocket and took out several thousands
of dollars in gold. Then he came and
thanked the miner who had sent him up
there, and@ went down into the valley
and bought a farm, while the other min-
ers dotted that same rocky hillside for
days without finding a pocket.

So “society” lifts its nose in supercil-
ious surprise at the simplicity of a bound-
less faith in man, and would roar with
langhter at those who toil for that faith
were not roaring “vulgar.,” Born of
this measureless faith in man was the
uniform good nature and kindliness that
beamed on the faces of the hungry mil-
lions that c¢rowded those pdlaces and
beautiful grounds.

NOWHERE AN ANGRY, SCOWLING FaCRE,

Everywhere good natureand fraternal
kindness! Who that saw it will ever
forget that crowd of joy-lit human faces!
No drunkenrevelry! No envious glances!
No standing on privileges! Fraternity!
Humanity! Verily. ‘society” was not
there!

Third—The common people are hu-
manity. By the common people I mean
the aggregate, inclusive of the two great
. classes continental writers would desig-

nate as bourgeois and proletariat. In
Ainerica there is, strictly speaking, no
middle class as distingnished by hostile
“idealx from the working class. The mid-
dle class people with us are working
people, and they are identified in the
main with the working people in life and
aims and hopes. Human progress is
bound up in the common people. Prog-
ress that is not in them and of them is
not progress. The little cligues of peo-
ple that form themselves inuto petty un-
social mobs apart from the common peo-
ple may be grouped as intellectnal and
spiritnal paupers. and with other feeble
folk cured fur by the state may belefs
out of the account of the history of hu-
manity.

The one lesson the vastness of the fair
taught, with overwhelming emphasis,
was the measureless grandeur of man
and the insignificance of men.

Individual interests were dwarfed and
lost in the immensity of the world idea.

Corporations whose name circle the
earth, and whose affairs are discussed in
book and pamphlet and magazine as
though they controlled the destinies of
nations, had their little exhibits here
and were lost in the whole, The Stan-
dard Oil company cnts an insignificant
figure as compared with the great induns-
try of eggs and poultry.

The common people are humanity, bes
cause they fight its battles.

They do its thinking.

They do its suffering.

They do its work.

Take out of the history of the race the
battles to be fought. the achievements
of thought, the martyrdoms to be suf-
fered, the work to be done, and what is
there left? +Society!” Nothing! Let
idle loafers. the froth and the dregs,
take note, the day of humanity dawns!

Class munst perish, man be glorified!

Yes, man, whose inhumanity to man
has mads countless thousands mourn,
will ver come forth purified by,suffer-
ing. Yes, man, that pendnlum twixt &
smile and a tear.,” will yet live to see
tears turned to smiles upon the faces of
& nobler race! For the Son of man will
yet come in his glory!

A Chunee to Make o Million.

Five years ago a Russian princess who
died in this city left by will $1,000,000 to
the person who would consent to remain
for the space of one year in the chapel
which i erected over her tomb in the
cemetery of Pere Lachaise. The prin-
cess lies in a crystal coffin, Thus the
whole body is distinctly visible, and this
is what causes so much fright to all who
have as yvet attempted to gain the prize.
But the will forbids all visitors. The
candidate must be alone with the dead
for a whole year before the $1.000,000 is
won. No work is allowed. Books and
newspapers, however, are permitted, and
a servaut brings meals regularly to the
watcher. One hour's walk a day is al-
lowed, but this must be undertaken be-
fore § o'clock in the morning in summer
and 8 o’'clock during the winter months.

Interesting Rail Tests.

In tests conducted at the Watertown
arsenal it has been found that old steel
rails, when submitted to a bending test
in which the head of the rail is put in
tension and the base in compression,
will invariably fracture, making a clean
break across the rail, while if the same
rail is turned over and the head put in
compression it will bend without frac-
ture., Ageain, if before conducting a
test about one-sixteenth inch of metal
is planed off the head of the rail, there
will be uo fracture, no matter which
part of the rail is in tension,

But if in planing this head care is not.
taken to remove one-sixteenth inch of
metal from the corners as well as'the top
of the head, the rail will fracture as be-
fore. The explanation of the matter is
that a thin layer of metal on the head of
the rail has been greatly liardened by the !
contact and pressure from the wheels
passing over it and fractures when put
in tension. When once started, the frac-
ture of conrse extends entirely across the
rail, If this hard material is removed,
the fracfure cannot make a start, and
the head of therailis asgood as the base.
—Exchange.

As the exception to the section only
provides for the continuous absence of
the original marital partner for seven
years, the little 6-year-old Lilith was not
able to plead that justification. For three
days these two desperate young criminals
stood tearfully hand in hand in the dock
while their respective parents were being
charged with abetting the offense. It is
pleasant to be able to record that the jury
at length returned a verdict of not guilty,
and the youngsters went cheerily home
again wnn the smallest possible concep-
tion of what all the bother was about,—
Times of India.

Dauy of the Dead In Paris.

The Jour des Morts is observed by the
Parisians with great reverence, and it is
a touching sight te watch the crowds
pressing into the large cemeteries such
as Pere Lachaise and Montmartre on
Nov. 2. Crowds composed of all classes,
all fortunes and all professions make the
same solemn pilgrimage—the rich with
their carriages full of the gorgeous
wealth of flowers which Paris can pro-
duce in snch perfection,and the poor
with their bunches of vicletsand chrysan-
themums, tokens of love and remem-
brance of their dead.

A few visitors go from a feeling of cu-
riosity or from habit to see the tombs of
celebrities which have become national
monuments, sach as those of Heloise and
Abelard. of Rachel, Chopin, Moliere and
others in Pere Lachaise, or the tomb of
Cardinal Richelien in the Sorbonne, vio-
lated at the time of the revolution, when
his mummified head was taken out and
sold, or the Church of St. Denis, where lie
s0 many royalties.

The sale of flowers on this day is enor-
mous. The thousands of visitors to the
cemeteries buy in large quantities, and
as the chrysanthemum is now the flower

of the season there are masses of them

at low prices to be had everywhere—
golden, white and red, and a fine rose
pink,which color, an o0ld flower seller said
as a pretext for not having any left, was
produced by a dye.—Pall Mall Budget.

Japauese In Australian Colonies.

Largenumbers of Japanese are appear-
ing in the Australian colonies. There are
two peculiarities about them which will
tell upon the future characterof the pop-
ulation among whom they settle and the
present character of the labor problem.
The first is that they go tostay as genuine
immigrants and with no intention of re-
turning to their native land. In this re-
spect they differ entirely from the Chi-
nese, who, if possible, must find their
way back to China alive or dead.

The Chinaman is a mere periodical
migrant who wants to make his Iittle
pile among the outer barbarians, and
then return to the flowery land to spend
his declining years and to be buried in
the land of his fathers. The second thing
is that wherever they go they are dis-
placing Chinese labor. They are in every
way superior o Chinese servants, and in
Anustralin command wages on the Aus-
tralian or English scale. Men and women
alike emigrate, and the Japanese govern-
ment favors the emigration.—Melbourne
Letter.

Faithful to the Kilt.

One of the last of the Scotsmen who
never forsook the Xkilt, but wore it in
season and out, has passed away in Mr,
Alexander Robertson of Dunkeld, known
locally as -"Dundonnachie,” who wasson
of a former rector of Dumfries anda
man of mark in his district. His noto-
riety dated from 1857, when he began an
agitation for removing the toll from the
bridge over the Tay at Dunkeld on the
ground that the Duke of Athole, who
got the money, was not euntitled to it.
The military had to be called in to pro-
tect the tollbar, and ‘Dundonnachie”
gotsent to jail for the obsolete offense of
“murmuring a judge,” under an act
which had not been cnforced for three
centuries. Constant brooding over his
wrongs impaired his intellect, and his
life has been spent in a vain endeavor to
get his conviction canceled.—London
Globe.
