A LUCKY “SPEC.”

A black nor’easter was working its

They Tound iiim In Ceylon, Where the
Original Duddhisn: Is Maintained~—The
Chaplain Asked Questions, but Was Not
Converted by the Answers.

My companion, the chaplain, has a
keen intervestin all psyehological qués-
tions and (specially in ihe development
of the rcligivns man., In Japan and
China he puarsued his investigations
without vest, but hLe bad never found
tho cpportunity for which he longed—
to talk with some authoritalive expo-
nent of Buddhism. Here in Eandy the
opportunity offerad, amd it was speedily
embraced. I d: cided togoalong to give
a laymn’s view of the interview. We
learned that we couid see and talk with
the hish juicst by means of an inter-
preter., Now, Ceylon, youn must know,
is the place where the original Bud-
dhism has been maintained. In Japan
and China it has boen modified and cer-
rupted. In Cexion yonstill ind thezeal
article. Besides, Kandy, from having so
important a relic as the Buddha’s tooth
—large encugh to serve as a dentist’s
sign-—is the very holy of holies of Bud-
dhism. To this place must the seeker
after truth come, and here we were, the
secret almost within sight and hearing.
Sa we meandered half way round the
lovely c¢wmbowered lake which aderns
Kandy—an artificial construoction of
the Kandyan kings, 300 years old, fed
by a pure inuuut;:in_ stream—and came
1o a'maze of stone buildings. under bo
trees and spreading palms.

At the entrance wo were Jomed by a
numerous retinue of priests and monks,
draped in mantles about the size of
sheets, yeilow in  color, arranged to
leave tha right arm and shonlder bare.
This iz the cestume of one sect. The
other covers both shonlders. We were
conducted through narrow ways, under
projecting leaves, which gave a pleasant
shelter from the tropical sun, and with
considerable fiurty were introduced
into a room onening on a gallery occu-
pied by a single old man. Hoe was re-
clining on a lounge, and as his yellow
robe had slipj-ed down ho presented the
appearanca of a spare bronze figure. He
slowly rose to receive us, adjusting his
flowing roice.  (Chairs wers brought for
us, and we sat down, while the attend-
ant priests «tccd about, curious in pic-
turesque atiitudes,

Saving the chaplain for fhe more
Iknotty noints, I aunounced through the
interpreter that we were travelers from
Ameriea, having a lively interest in
the conntry, students of all formsof hu-
man development and happy to be able
to mect and converse with one who
stands high in the Buddhist faith; that
the name and iame of Buddha were not
unknown to us, and that we caize re-
spectiully to learn morve of his teach-
ings; that there were admirers of Bud-
dha and Buddhism in cur country who
would be glad to bear what he could
tell us better than anyhody else.

The high priest Lowed and furtively
sceratehed his sude under the loose folds
of his robe.  We took this as a favor-
able syinptomn, and the chaplain squared
bimsclf for the delivery of questions
which had Leen growing hotter and hot-
ter within him for three months. He

Tasked leading ynestions in his impa-
g 1

ticace to get on, and L cannot undertake
to follow them in their order. But the
substance of what we learned was that
Buddhisin is the one true way, and he
who obeys its laws obtains peace.  The
five poiuts of the law prohibit killing,
lying. stealing, unchastity and intem-
perance. The chaplain asked if ali the
priests in Ceylon are celibates. The
answer came out rather siowly that they
are all required to lie, and that when it
is discovered that one is not he is dis-
robed and can be pricst no more.

We were infurmed that Buddhism is
kept in its purity in Ceylon, and  that
Kandy 1s -nndonbtedly the true ceater
of it, because it hus the Buddha’s tooth,
They have a catechism which is taught
to the youth, and the priests give ethical
instruction to the people by preaching
and teaching at stated times. Thelaw,
against killing animals is very strict.
The chaplain zsked the high priest if he
would kill a cobra. He said he would
not. ‘‘What would you do if one came
inio your room?’’ asked the chaplain.
The reply was that he would remove
him, To the guestion, ** What is under-
stood by Nirvana®'’ the answer was that
it was a state of perfect peace, no de-
sire unsatisfied, conseious happiness.
One of the other priestsput in a remark
which seemed intended to madify the
last expression. He said: “*Ina warm
day we are fanned. We cannot see the
air, but it gives us pleasure.” They
used metaphors in several cases. They
spoke of life as a candle burning in the
wind, which disturbed its iame. Pro-
tected; it burns steadily.

The chaplain asked if they believed
in God. 'The reply was that there are
many gods—some gocd, some bad. But
who created the world? It came into
existence spontanecusly.

sprinkle over the whole a little vine-
gar and the juice of a lemon; let the
dish stand for a few hou.ls before
serving.” Try this recipe, and you
will see.—Harper's Weekly.

Snowhall Confectionery.

The youngsters of the city, ever fickle
in their tastes, have found a new favor-
ite in the ‘“snowball,” a confection large-
ly composed of flavored ice, and careful-
1y hoarded pennies are brought out and
.recklessly squandered in this Juxury. So
great a fondness have the children devel-
oped for the “snowball” and so many
are consequently being purchased and
eaten that several physicians have sub-
jected the new ices to an examination
and analysis to ses if they are injurious
or likely to harm the children.

Among these physicians was Dr, James
F. McShane, health commissioner, who
after examining the snowball ate it and
then pronouunced it ‘‘good.” Dr. Mec-
Shane says that the snowball is nothing
more mnor less than shaved ice, com-
pressed together in the shape of a ballor
cone. This ball will then be flavored by
the salesman with vanilla, strawberry,
raspberry or other kinds of flavorings
similar to those used in soda water. If
these flavorings are pure and not arti-
ficial, Dr. McShane says he can see noth-
ing injuriousin the snowballs, and the
children can eat them—moderately of
course—without fear.—Baltimore Amer-
ican.

are very pugnacious, When distuﬂ;ed
instead of trying to escape, they sit-ap-
right, hissing and showing fight.

Certain cultivated districts of Sweden
and Norway, where these creatures'are
ordinarily unknown, are occasionally,
at intervals of from 5 to 25 years, over-
run by armies of them, which stead-
ily and slowly advance, always in the
same direction, regardless of all ob-
stacles, swimming across streams and
even lakes several miles in breadth and
committing great devastation. ‘Tn"turn
they are pursued and harassed by
crowds of beasts and birds of prey, such
as bears, wolves, foxes, wildcats, ‘wea-
sels, eagles, hawksand owls. Even do-
mestic ammals—-cattle, goats and xem-
deer—join in the hunt. -

None of these migrant lemmings ever
returns by the course from which it
came. The onward march of the sur-
vivors never ceases until they reach the
sea, into which they plunge, and swiin-
ming onward in the same ﬂlrection as
before perish in the ivaves.

As a matter of fact, the ]emnungs
which perish in the seaareacting ander
the same blind impulse that led them
prevxously to crosssmaller pieces of wa-
ter in safety. No survivor® of the mi-
grating hordes ever live to -transmit
their final and . fatal experiericétosab-
sequent generations, and so this gigan-
tic mistake is periodically repeated.

Abnormal increase of number and
consequent necessity for food bring
about the migration from the highlands
to the lowlands, winding up ik ithe
ocean. The animalsonly trayel at night
and pause when they find sustenance
plentiful. Exhaustion of the food sup-
ply compels them to proceed, 'Natnral-

these journeys they multiply enormous-
ly and even more rapidly than at hiome.

Michigan Crop Report.

March 1, 1894.

‘'ha wheat fields of Michigan were
fairly well, though lightly covered with
snow during the larger part of Febru-
ary. A heavy snow storm occured
near the middle of month, but the
high winds prevailing lef; the snow
largely in drifts. The average depth
of snow in the lower peninsuls, on the
15th was from four to five inches, on
the 28th, in the southern and central
counties, about one inch.

The totzl number of bushelsof wheat
reported marketed by farmers in Feb-
riary, is 1,035,127, and in the seven
montbs, August-February, 10,285,039,
which is 243,854 bushels less than re-
ported marketed in the same months
last vear. At 23 elevators and mills
from which reports have been received,
there was no wheat marketed during
the month.

In condition live stock averages
from four to seven points beluiw a full
average, comparison being with stock
in good condition.

STATE I'TEMS.

Lowell buyers are holding about
100,000 pounds of wool, which they
bought last season at an average of
1425 cents per pound. ‘They had an
offer of 13 cents per pound for it last
week.

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SELF MEASUREMENT.

Deception About One’s Own Capacity Less
Cominon Than Formerly.

It is nearly impossible that the
new accuracy of self measurement
as to powers, be they intellectual or
physical, should not extend, in a de-
greo af least, to qualities, and we be-
leve it does. Ye will not say men
are not self deceived still as to their
virtues and vices, but they are much
less deceived than they were. They
know for the most part perfectly
well if they have tempers, or if
they are tyrannical, or if they are
greedy, or if they are selfish, or if
they are afraid of danger. They
may not admit a defect of qualities
as they admit a defect of powers, be-
cause their new clearness of vision
has developed a new dread of cir-
cumstantial opinion, but they recog-
mpze itfully and sometimes make of
%I%e recognition a basis for action in

e.

‘We have known at least two cases
of jealous men deliberately refusing
profitable positions in which that
passion would be strongly excited
and have repeatedly heard men as-
sign their tempers as difficulties
which would, as they saw with per-
fect clearness, impede their success
in life. As to greed, we believe its
recognition to be the commonest of
all things and a constant reason
with the man himself either for
choosing a career or deliberately re-
jecting one as too much surrounded
with ‘“‘temptations” for his particu-
lar weakness. The timid constantly
decline good prospects for careers for
which they know themselves unfit-
ted, and so, occasionally to the in-
tolerable vexation of their friends,
dothe lazy, who very often are thor-
oughly aware of and deplore a vice
—if it is a vice, which depends on
circumstances—of which they never-
theless cannot purge their natures.

“I know,” says the man so affect
ed, “that I shall shirkk the work.”
Liars, too, are keenly aware of their
special temptation, and though they
refuse nothing on account of it are
wonderfully aware of the risks they
run, and usually, though not always,
hate those who bring their vice into
active exercise.

Selfishness is a more subtle quali-
ty, because it takes to itself intellec-
tual disguise—the selfish desire for
dominance, for example, often pre-
senting itself under the appearance
of duty. But even selfishness, we
imagine, seldom hides itself from the
man whose nature it corrodes. Cer-
tainly the most selfish man we ever
encountered knew thoroughly that
he was selfish and excused himself
to himself, not by denying his vice,
but by attributing it to every other
person with whom he came in con-
tact. The view inwardly as well as
the view outwardly has cleared, and
the men of the day tend at all events
to realize the philosopher’s advice
and know themselves quite through.

‘Whether this clearness of view in-
duces modern men to purge them-
selves of their evil qualifies meore
than their more self deceived prede-
cessors, we cannot quite decide. On
the whole, we think not, and that
there is a strong alloy of cynicism in
modern clearsightedness, but there
must be reserves in that harsh judg-
ment, and more especially about
selfishness. We never knew a man
made less greedy by his controlling
will and never heard of a man cured
of laziness by anything but poverty
or other deep cutting whip. Even
that often fails, laziness being in

' some natures as dominant a vice as

the desire for excitement which we
call “dipsomania.” Butwe haveseen
desperate and successful efforts to
control temper and, -curiously
enough, real cures of selfishness ef-
fected from within. The man is
helped in that last effort by the mod-
ern passion for sympathy and some-
times lands himself in the opposite
and stupidly illogical position of one
who believes that the pleasant course
js the selfish course and therefore
past discussion the wrong course to
pursue—which it may be or may not.
—TLondon Speectator. -

Is Reading Necessary to Intelligence?

Books cannot take the place of ex-
perience, even with those who can
read as they should—that is, who can
rely on. themselves to ‘‘disembowel”
a book accurately, a number which
even among reading men is smaller
than the world suspects. Masses of
accurate knowledge existed in the
world before books began—witness
the older triumphs of architecturs
and hydraulics—and much of it was
handed on from generation to gener-
ation, as the secrets of farming and
cattle breeding are now, without any
writing at all.

At that time Thompson
was looked mwpon as an old man, while
the woman was called “mammy™ by the
children in the family,

After the two slaves were made free
by the war they went out in different di-
rections to make a livelihood. Theman
decided to follow the river, and he se-
cured a place in the dining room of a
steamboat. He continued at this until
several months aro, when he retired.
Thompson had saved enough money to
keep him in comfort for the rest of his
days. He looked up some of his chil
dren, now living in Louisville, but found
that they did not take any interest in
their old fatlier, not seeming to care
whether he was alive or dead. It was
while visiting his children that the old
man met Kitty Owens. They did not
know each other at first, and it wasonly
after they had compared notes that the
two recognized each other. A marriage
was shortly arranged between the two.
Yesterday they went to the county
clerk’s office together, where a license
was secured. The old people were ac-
companied to Mnagistrate Camp's ofiice
by a curious crowd. There the ceremony
was performed.

Thompson had heen inarried three
times, and his companion only one time
less. As the old conple were leaving the
office Magistrate Camp remembered that
his fee had been overlooked.

Carbolic Acid In Poultry Yards.

Carbolic acid is one of the best ad-
juncts of the pounliry house, but don’t
lose sight of the fact that it is a strong
poison. If carelessly left around, val-
uable fowls may be found dead. A
writer in The Pouliry Review refers
to a case where a careful breeder used
a solution of the common red variety
for a disinfectant, and the grains were
picked up by the fowls as it was scat-
tered on the ground. Two valuable
hens were found dead. and a post mor-,
tem examination revealed the action of
the acid.

As a disinfectant this acid is very
valuable, but it should be used in very
weak solution.

A small quantity added to the white-
wash when whitewashing the interior
of the fowlhouse is a great improve-
ment.

Keep the carbolic acid in asafe place

. and conspicuously labeled, and you may

save vain regrets afterward.

= Earthworms Not Blind.

James Weir, Jr., in a curious litile
study in evolution, shows that all the
five senses of manare found in the low-
er forms of animal life, Darwin, while
admitting that earthworms are sensible
to light, maintains that they are blind.
Weir, in Tlie North American Review,
maintains the contrary. He says that
the circumscribed spots on the dorsal
surface of the worm are primitive eyes.
The microscaope reveals in these spots a
transparent membrane, an accumula-
tion of pigmentary matter, a special

tending to the central mnerve structure.
The membrane is the cornea, the pig-
mentary matter a retina and the special
nerve an optic nerve. As thereis no
lens, the worm can distinguish only
light and darkness. The arrangements
for the sense of touch are not materially
different from thosein man. The sense
which they are without is that of hear-
ing, but sounnd waves are conveyed to
the sensorium through the sense of
touch. That worms have taste and
smell can be proved by experiments
with food. As to smell, put musk near
them, and it is amusing to see them
hunting their holes to escape it. **The
nerves of taste and smell are blended to-
gether and can readily be made out
with the microscope in the lips, so to
speak, of the oral pouch.’—Pittsburg
Times.
