CHAPTER XIV.

Tuesday and the day of tho long pro-
jocted german had come, and if over a
lot of gmrrison pcople were wishing
themsclves well out of o flarry it was
the social circle at Sibley.

The result of the Senatorial Conven-
tion of yesterday, while disappointing
to those who felt that a Berrien coun-
ty man should be nominated, and had
worked for and hoped that the choice
would fall on Mr. Blakeslee of Galien,
who had the support of a great major-
ity of the Berrien delegates, irrespec-
tive of locality, yet the Convention has
placed in nomination a man who is in
averyway eminently fitted to represent
this district, with credit to his district
and to himself. Mr. Jewell is no stran-
ger to Berrien Republicans, and we
elected him two years ago, and now,
when the ballots are castin Novem-
ber, Mr. Jewell may rest assured that
Berrien will give him a vote that will
far outnumber that of 1802, Mr. Jew-
ell will have the pleasurs of going back
to the State Legislature encouraged to
further labor for the cause of the
grand old party with the same zeal
and ability that he has shown in the
past.

Sugar Planters Bolt.

At the sugar planter’s convention, at
New Orleans, La., last Thursday, a
resolution was passed in favor of an
alliancejwith the Republican party on
national issues.

Renominated by Acclamation at the
Senatorial Convention.

Yesterday the Galt House at Niles
presented an animated appearance,
groups of men in earnest conversation
could be seen almost everywhere. The
cause of all this interest was the fact
that the Republican convention to
nominate a candidate for State Sena-
tor to succeed Hon, Augustus E. Jew-
ell of Dowagilac was to be held at the
Galt House at eleven o'clock. Shortly
after the appointed hour the conven-
tion was called to order by Geo.

The Committee immediately collected
the credentials, and in a few moments
reported that the same were in proper
form, and all districts were represent-
ed. On motion of Mr. Clark of Ber-
rien the temporary organization was
made permapent. An adjournment
was then taken until half past one, at
which time the convention prcceeded
to an informal ballot, which resulted
as follows: Jewell 19, Blakeslee 15,
Gard 8, Baker 2. The second, third,
fourth and fifth informal ballot result-
ed in Jewell 19, Blakeslee, 15, Gard 9,
Baker 1. On the sixth, seventh and
eighth ballots Baker’s support went to
Blakeslee and the result was, Jewell,
19, Blakeslee 16, Gard 8. On the ninth
ballot the record was Jewell 19, Biakes-
lee 17, Gard 8. The next three ballots
were Jewell 19, Blakesles 15, Gard 1,
The thirteenth ballot resulted in Jew-
ell 10, Blakeslse 17, Gai1d 8. The next
two ballots were Jewell 19, Blakeslee

16, Gard 9. Oan the sixteenth and sev-

enteenth ballots Jewell received 18,
Dlakeslec 16, Gard 9 and Mars 1. The
next two ballots resulted Jewell 19,
Blakeslee 16, Gard 9. The twentieth
and twenty-first ballots resulted in
Jewell 19, Blakeslee 17, Gard 8. The
twenty second ballot gave Jewell 19,
Blakeslee 16, Gard 9. The nexttwo
ballots gave Jewell 10, Blakeslee 15,

Gard 10. Seven more ballots resulted

in Jewell 19, Blakeslee 16, Gard 9.
The balloting was continued and kept
see-sawing around until the forty-sav-
enth, which gave Jewell 13, Blakeslce
18, Gard 8. This was the unvarying
result for thirteen more ballots and

After the seventy-fourth ballot was
taken Derrien delegites requested a
recess to enable them to go into con-
ference and eudeavor to agree on some
one io present to the convention as the
choice of the Berrien delegates. The
Cass delegation went in to supper and
the Berrien delegation adjourned to
the parlor. Afiter nearly an hour's
conference, a solution of the question
was a8 far away as ever, the minority
failing to see their duty to join the
majority and agree on a Berrien nom-
inee, At theendof that time a motion
was made to adjourn to the convention
hall and continue balloting. The 75th
and 76th ballots gave Jewell 20, Blakes-
lee 17, Gard 6, Vun Camp 1. Before
taking the next ballot Mr. James
Brooks of St. Joseph withdrew the
name of Mr. Gard. The next three
ballots gave Jewell 20, Blakeslee 17,
Van Camp, 7. The 79th ballot gave
Jewell 21, Blakeslee 16, Van Camp, 1,
Baker 6. The S0th ballot resulted in
giving Jewell 21, Blakeslee 17, Van
Camp 1, Baker 1, Morrell 4. The Sist
ballot was an informal ballot and gave
Jewell 22, Blakeslee 17, Van Camp 3,
Baker 1, Ward 1. :

At this juncture Mr. E. A. Blakesles
requested the privilege of addressing
the convention which was accorded
bim and in a manly straightforward
speech withdrew his name from the
list of candidates and requested those
who had voted for him to cast their
ballots for IIon. Augustus E. Jewell],
of Dowagiac. This annocuncement was
received with applause, and on motion
of Mr. F. M. Gray of XNiles, Mr. Jewell
was nominated Ly acclamation. On
motion B. R, Sterns, of Banton Harbor,
E. K. Warren, of Three Oaks, and Dr.
W. W. Easton, of Dowagiue, were
made the Senatorial committee.

Hon. Augnstus E. Jewsll then came
into the convention and upon being in-
troduced by Chairman Dix was enthu-
siastically received. He made a brief
speech and thanked the convention for
the honor of the nomination. Mr.
Gard was then called for but could
not be found and Capt. James Brooks
made a little speech apologizing for
him. A speech from Mr. Blakeslee
was then demanded and Mr. Blakeslee
made a brief address expressing his
views as a republican and pledging
himself to take off his coat and vest
and help roll np the republican majori-
ty from Galien. I.oud calls for Dr. Ba-
ker were then heard and the Doctor got
up and made a happy speech in which
he congratulated himself that at no
time had he lost more than two votes.
The convention then adjourned and a
general handshaking and congratula-
tions were tendered Mr. Jewell.

The recent rains have benefitted late
corn New Jersey, Pennsylvania,
Maryland, Illinois, Missouri and Kan-
sas, but were too late to be of benefit
to early corn. In Wisconsin, Minneso-
tea and Towa the greater part of the
crop has been cut. North Dakota re-
ports corn free from danger from frost
and is Illinois much will be beyond
danger in from 10 to 14 days. In Mis-
sissippi much injury has resulted to
corn from heavy rains, while hot winds
and dry weather has proved injurious
in Kentucky. Plowing for fall seeding,
which has bsen greatly delayed on ac-
count of drought, hai progressed rapid-
ly in those states where good rains
have fallen.

TWAS NO ELECTION,

Decision of Judge Coolidge in the
County Seat Case.

The RBlection Held Xast Spring with |

Reference to the Lonnty E:.'ut
Removal Adjudged Null
and Void.

Cireunit Court for the County of Berrien.’
Judson A, Peck et al.

The proceedings in this ease were insti-
Juted by writ of certiorari for the purpose
of reviewing the proceedings of the Board
»f Supervisors of this county, with refer-
e&nce to z proposal to remove the county
seat to the city of St. Joseph, submitted to
a vote of the electors of the county at the
snnual township election in April last.

No coutroversy has arisen as to the ma-
Jenal facts of the case, and the questious
10 be determined are purely Jegal, involv-
ing the construction of certain statutes and
the validity of the proceedings under which
3he election was held. A hrief statemeat
of facts is necessary to an intelligent un-
derstanding of the legnl questions in con-
droversy.

On January 5th, 1394, the Board of Su-
pervisors, by a vote of 18 yeas fo S nays,
adopted the foilowing resolntion:

“Resolved, That itis the sense of this
Board that the county seat of this county
should be removed from its present Joea-
tion to the city of St. Joseph, and that this
Board does hereby designate the city of
St Joseph as the proper place to which
said conuty seat should be removed, and
shat the question of removal of said connty
seat to St. Joseph shall be and is hereby
submitted to the electors of said county of
Berrien, at the time of holding the next
annual township election.™

OnJannary 6tlr, 1804, the® Board adopt-
#d aresolution providing that the County
@lerk should prepare and caunse to be dis-
tributed ballots, one-half of which should
‘be printed, “For the removal of the county
sent,” and one-half of which should be
printed, *“Against the remioval of the
gounty seat.”

On Feb. 1st, 1894, the Board by resolu-~
tion instructed the Clerk to prepare the
hailots for the election relating to the re-
moval of the county seat, in accordance
with Act No. 190 of the Laws of the State
for the year 1891.

On or about Feb. 23rd, 1894, the Judge
of Probate, County Clerk and County
Treasurer, claiming to act as a Board of
Flection Comumissioners for the county,
eaused to be prepared a form of ballot to
e used by the electors of the county in
voiing upon the question of removal of the
connty seat.’

The form was as follows:

For the removal of the County Seat to
St. Joseph.

Printed instructions were placed at the
top of the ballot, directing the elector that
if he desired to vote in favor of the remov-
zl of the county seat to St. Joseph, he
should make a cross in the sqguare opposite
the word “*Yes,” aud if he desired to vote
against such removal he should make a
@ross in the sguare opposite the word “No.”

These ballots, thus prepared, were de-
livered by the Clerk to the Board of Elec-
$ion Inspectors of each of the 3 voting
precinets of the county, and at the annual
township elcction which oecurred April
2nQd, 1894, these ballots were used and vo-
Jed for by the electors and no otherform of
ballot was voted. A special ballot box
was used in each of the voting precinets
Jor the deposit of the ballots so prepared.

At the election of April 2nd, 1894, no
State or county officers were voted for, nor
as any constitutional amendment or oth-
&r question to be voted upon by the elec-
1ors of the State, submitted to the electors.
In each township and city of the county, a
Tallot containing the names of township or
municipal candidates for local offices was
used and voted. This ballot was printed
separately from the ballot relating to the
gounty seat removal question and deposit-
zd in o separate ballot box.

On April 10th, 1894, the Board of Super-
‘yisors convened for the purpose of canyass-
ing the returns of tlwe election inspectors,
ju relation to the removal of the county
seat, and did so canvass them; charges
were made alleging fradulent and illegal
votes: in certain voting precinects, and a

. Tesolution to investigate and examine into
such charges was offered, but was defeat-
ed. Upon the canvass of the returns the
Board of Supervisors declared as the result
of such election that 10,990 votes had been
cast, of which 5,595 were in favor of the xe-
moval of the county seat to St. Joseph, and
$,370 against the same.

The poll lists returned by the inspectors
of elections disclosed the fact that in a
large number of voting precinects only oue
poll list was kept, showing only the names
of the voters voting at sueh election, but
mot showing the names or numbers of those
who voted on the guestion of removal of the
eourty seat, and net showing the names or
mumbers of those who voted the township
®r municipal ticket. The number of voters
voting in any such precinet upon the ques-
dion of the removal of the county seat
sould not be determined from the poll lists,
as the poll lists contained the names of all
‘yoters voting at such election,some of whom
may nod have voted more than one ballot.
In other words. it could nof be determin-
ed from such poll lists whether a voter
-whose name appeared thereon, voted both
3he ballot for loeal candidates and the bal-
3ot on the guestion of removal of the coun-
1y seat, or voted only one of such ballots,
in which latter case it would mnot appear
which ballot he voted. If the poll lists
which do not designate in any way the
mames and numbers of voters yoting upon
such question were rejected, the vote upon
3he retarn wounld stand as follows; Total
wote, 5,205, of which 1893 voted “Yes” and
3394 voted *“No.*

1t also appears from the records of the

proceedings of the Board of Supervisors
that certain lots in the city of St. Joseph
had been designated as the county site for
the county buildings by the Supervisors,
in case of removal of the county seat, be-
fore the election, and subsequent to the
passage of the resolution for snbmission to
the electors of the county of the question
of the removal of the county seat.

It further appears that among the 18
supervisors who voted for the original res-
olution of submission of removal of the
county seat to St Joseph, were two super-
visors who had not been elected by the
people, but who had been appointed by the
township boards of New Buffalo and Chik-
aming townships to fill vacancies. The
ill)Board of Supervisors consisted of 26 mem-

ers.

Upon this state of facts it is contended
by the petitioners:

That the supervisors of New Buffalo ind
Chikaming had no right to vote upon the
original resolution of submission, becanse
the Iaw required that such resolution can

"he submitted only by the vote of two-

thirds of the “members elect;” that the
phrase “members elect” means members

| elected by the people, and that as the stat-

ute evidently reqguires a vote of two-thirds.
of the supervisors of all the townships and
supervisors’ districts in the county, being
26 in number, if the votes of the New Buf-
falo and Chikaming township supervisors
be rejected, the vote for submission wonld
stand 16 for removal orless than the requi~
site two-thirds of the entire number of
sapervisors. In my opinion, this objection
is untenable. It may be suggested that if
we reject the vote of the supervisors of
New Buffaloand Chikaming on the grouad
that they were not members elect, the vote
would have stood 16 for submission and 8
against. All the members elect, being 24
in number, having voted, and two-thirds
of these having voted in favor of removal
it is difficult te understand how the reso-
Intion was defeated, even if the contention
of the petitioners as to the constrnetion of
the phrase “members elect” shall be correct.

But bowever this may be, I am of the
oipnion that the phrase “members elect”
does not exclude supervisors appointed,
andi s not restricted in its meaning simply
to those elected by the people. The word
“elect” is often used in statutes and con-
stitutions as meuning ‘‘chosen” or “‘select-
ed.” The manner of choice or selection,
whether by popular vote or by appoint-
nrent, is not material. This definition is
given by the standard dictionaries and
dictionaries of law, interchangeably with
that of “*elected.” I can see no reason why
supervisors appointed by regnlar authority
should not have equal powers with those
elected ; otherwise the towuship represent-
ed by such appointee would have no voice
in the action of the Board of Supervisors
in 2 matter where it is important that
every township should have an opportuni-
iy to be heard. If the intention of the law
were otherwise, it should have been ex-
pressed in langnage so clear and unambig-
uous that no room. would have been left
for doubt.

IL

It is contended by the relators that the
returos from all voting precincts, where
the poll Iists do not show the names and
number of the electors voting upom th-
question of removal, should be rejected,
and that if these be rejected the remaining
returns would show a majority against the
proposition for removal.

This manner of keeping poll lists where
there are two distinct kinds of hallots to
be voted and where two separate ballot
boxes are kept for the deposit of ballots,
may be open to criticism. In sach cases a
simple list of names canmot show how
many voters voted any particular kind of
Dballot. Persons who voted the ticket for
local officers mught not have voted wpon
the question ot county seat removal, and
vet by double voting or by collusion with
dishonest inspectors of elections, the num-~
ber of ballots in the ballot hox might equal
the number of names on the poll list.

My opinion, however, is that the court
has no power, under the state of fiets pre~
sented, to consider this question.

No provision is made that the poll lists
shall be 1eturned to the connty canvassers
or be inspected by tnem. The county can-
vassers, in canvassing and declaring the re-
sult of the election, act solely upon the re~
turns of the inspectors. In this case the
Board of Supervisors were not hound to
examine or inspect the poll lists. They
play no part in the process of canvassing
the returas of an election, or of declariug
the result of such election. The poll lisk
is kept for the sole use of the town inspec-
tors of election, in order to enable them fo
compare the number of ballots found in
the ballot box with the number of electors
voting, to reject and throw out,in a man-
ner prescribed by law, such number of
ballots as shall be in excess of the number
of votes appearing on the poll list.

The use and province of the poll list ends
practically with the canvass of the votes
by the local inspectors. The supervisors,
therefore, acted entirely within their juris-
diction in simply canvassing the retuins
of the inspectors, without reference to the
poll lists, and the courts, in a case of
this kind, have no authority to review the
proceedings of _ the Board of Supervis-
ors, stmply because the poll lists may have
been detfective.

It is cortended that the action of the
Board of Supervisors subsequent to the
passage of the resolution of subwmission on
Jan. 5th, 1894, in accepting and designat-
ing a certain piece of land in the city of
St. Joseph as a site for rhe counfy build-
ings, or as a site for the county seat, in
case the popular vote was in favor of re-
moval, rendered all the proceedings nuga-
tory; that this action modified the previ-
ous resolution of submission. and that in
order to constitnie a valid submission the
designation of the particular site selected
by the Board should have been submitted
to a popular vote.

11 1s true that the Board of Supervisors
1way designate a vertain piece of land or
territory less than that embraced in the
whole of any town or city, as the place to
vwhich the county seat shall be removed.

Double v. McQueen, 96 Mich., 42.

In the last mentioned case the place to
which the removal of the county seat was:
proposed was described as the northwest
quarter of section 12, town S0 north, range
2 east.

See also Atf’y Gen’l v. Camvassers of
Iron Co., 64 Mich., 611.

It is also true that if the Board of Su-
pervisors by any act, tantamount to a vote
of submission to the people, designate a
particular tract of land as the place to
which the removal of the county seat is to
be made, and the removal is made Gepend~
ent on the aequisition or selection of that
particular piece of land, then the ballot
voted for at the eiection must designate,
not the city or the township in which the
3and is situate, but the particular track of

land. If'in such case, the particular tract
of land is not dQesignated in the proposal
vuted for, the election and subsequent pro-
ceedings therennder are rendered void.

But in this ¢ase, I find nothing in the
records of the Board of Supervisors which
makes the removal of the county seat to
St. Joseph dependent upon the selection or
designation of the lands. It is true that
negotiations were had with the city of St
Joseph by which said city, in case of remov-
al of the county seat, was to seenrea par-
ticular piece ot land as a site tor the coun-
ty buildings, but the aecquisition of such
land was made dependent upon the remov-
al of the county seat, and the removal of
the county seat was not made dependent
on the acquisition of such land. The evi-
dent object of the Board was simply to se-
cure in advance, free of expense to the
county, a site for the connty buildings, in
case the county seat should be removed.

The act of submission to the people was
unconditional. It is immaterial what ne-
gotiations may have occurred, relative to
a particular site for the buildiugs. The
electors voted upon a proposition which
was entirely unconditional, and not depen-
cdent upon anything else, and therefore the

submission. so far as the question raised{

here is concerned, was vaiid.

The opinion in this case is apparently
deeisive of the point in controversy. The
courfisars: “There is nothing improper ina
Board of Supervisors, who are considering
the question of removing a county seat,
taking into account any local provisions
that way be made to relieve ihe county
from expenses incident to the removal. If
they finally pass an uncounditional resoln-
tion for removal, and the people vote upon
and approve a like unconditional proposi-
tion, that is sufficient. No inquiry can be
gone into to determine what is was that
influenced the minds of either supervisors
or people.” :

Iv.

The main contention in this case is
whetber there was prepored and voted at
the election. & legal, official ballot on the
question of the removal of the county seat.
Three questions arise in this counection. _

1st. Should not the question of removal
of the county seat have been placed at the
foot of the township or municipal ticket?

Second: Does the law contemplate
more than one ballot or more than one

ballot box at a township election, wherel

no state or county officer iz to be elect-
ed, and no constitutional amendment or
other question to be voted upon by the
electors cf the state is submitted to the
popular vote?

Third: Had the county board of elec-
tion commissioners any authority to
prepare and distribute the ballots con-
cerning the removal of the county seat,
or should such ballois have been pre-
pared and distributed by the township
or municipal board of election commis-
sioners?

In order to make the issue clear and
intelligible it becomes necessary for me
to refer to the various provisions of our
statutes, which govern elections of this
kind.

Previous to the year 1851, the question
of removal of county seats in this state
was left entirely to the control and di-
rection of the legislature. In that year
an act was passed vesting the board of
Supervisors of each county with the
power of “submitting the question to the
electors of the county, under certain
conditions and restrictions. That act
still remains in force except sofar as it
is modified and repealed by acts num
liuseged 190 and 194 of the publlc acts of

1.

That act also provided the form of the
ballot to be used. Those voting in favor
of the proposed removal should have
printed or written on their ballots the
words: *‘for the removal of the county
seat” 2. Those voting against such
removal shall bave piinted or written
on their ballots the words: **Against the
removal of the county seat.”

In 1891, a revolution was made in the
method of voting, and by act 190 of the
session laws of that year the so-called
Australian method of voting was intro-
duced into our elective system. That
act, however, was only partial 1n its op-
eration. Itapplied, according to section
one of the act ouly to elections at which
a presidential elector. member of con-
gress, member of the legislature, stato
or county officer or circuit judge was to
be elected, or au amendment to the
state constitution was to be submirted
to the popular vote.

Section 13 of this act somewhat broad-
ens the first section by providing thas
when a constitutional amendment or
other question 1s to be submitted to the
*‘electors of the state” the secretary of
state shall duly certify the same to the
clerk of each county in the state, etc.

The act provides_that in each county
at such election, the judge of probate,
county clerk and county treasurer shall
constitute a county board of election
commuissioners, who shall prepare and
distribute ballots and stamps for all offi-
cers tor whom the electors are entitled
to vote and for all constitutional amend-
ments and other questions to be sub-
mitted to *‘the alectors of the state for
popular vote.

These provisions seem to contem plate

| that no purely loeal or county question,

such as that of the removal of a county

seat, can be submitted to popular vote

under this act. Only such questions as

are to be voted upon by the entire body

?f the electors of the state are provided
or.

It is frue that section 18 provides that
where a constitutional amendment or
other question is to be voted, the ballot
shall e prepaved in a certain method,
but this provision must be construed in
accordanco with sections one, thir-
teen and fourteen of the act, to make
the section intelligible or consistent with
the frame-work of the act itself.

It is provided also by section 14 that
the board of election commissioners shall
cause any constitutional amendment or
other questions, subwitted to the elec-
tors of the state, to be printed at the fool
of the ballot containing the names ot the
candidates vofed for at snch election.

Section 18 provides that the amend-
menty or other question to be voted upon
shall be cleaxly indicated upon the bl-
lot and below the same, upon the ballot.
shall be placed in separate lines, the
words “*Yes” and “No.”” The voter
shall designate his vote by a cross-mark
[X] placed opposite the word **Yes” or
the word **No.” .

_Itis unnecessary to cite other provi-
sions of the act, as these are all that ap-
piy tothe questions which arise upon
this brauch of the case.

This act did not apply to town or mu-
nicipal elections, nor to any election
where question was submitted merely
to the eiectors of the countcy.

The legislature of 1891, however. sub-
sequently ‘passed another act, entitled

‘‘an act to prescribe the manner of con-|

ducting municipal and townsliip elec-
tions and to prevent fraud and decep-
tion thereat” being act No. 194, This
act provided that at such elections the
provisions of,act 190 should govern, so
far as consistent, and thus introduced
the Australian system into our township
and municipal elections. The act fur-
ther provides thatat such elections there
shall shall be a board of election com-
missioners for each township and city,
who shall perform the same duties rela-
tive to the preparation and prnting of
ballots ag are required by law of the
county boards of election commission-
ers. This board in the township, iscon-
stituted of the town board, and in cities
and villages by such persons as shall be
elected by the common council of such
villages and cities. _

Neither the act 190 nor the act 194 in
terms provide for the submission of the
question of removal of a county seat,
but our supreme court, in the cases of
Double v. McQueen and Pinkerton v.
Staninger, seem to indicate that the
Australian system of voting must be
applied to elections upon the question of
removal of county seats.

Double v. McQueen, 96 Mich. 39.
Pinkerton v. Staninger. 59 N. . W
Rep. 611, °

It may also be said that attorneys for
both parties in this case concede that
the Australian method of voting must
bhave been used at the election in con-
troversy. I shall therefore take it for
granted, without expressing an opinion
of my own, that this is the present stat-
us of the law,

It must be conceded that the ques-
tions raised are new and novel, and
somewhat difficult of solution. The
board of supervisors, although acting
under the advice of able attorneys, and
soliciting the opinion of the attorney
general as to the form of the ballot and
method of submission, were evidently
pergle.\’ed, and uncersain how to pro-
ceed.

The board first resolved that the ques-
tion of removal should be submitted un
der the Jaws of 1851, providing for two
forms of ballot, one reading for removal
and one against removal. Subseguently
the board passed a resolution that the
election should be carried on pursuant
to act 190 of the laws of 1891, but did
not by such resolution provide the form
or languags of the ballot. No reference
was made to act 194 of the laws of 1891.

Under the circumstances it would be
strange indeed if my own opinion were
entirely free from doubt. I can only
be governed by what seems to me the
mgst reasonable interpretation and con-
struction of statutes which are not only
new and novel in their character, but
ambiguous in their language and ex-
pression.

Under act 190 referred to, only one
ballot is provided for. Candidates and
questions for electors to vote for, are all
placed on one Australian ballos.

Act 194 howevar, provides for another
Australian ballot, a township or muni-
cipal ballot. This brings two Australian
ballots into the field, wheneyer both
state and county officers are to be voted
for at the same spring election, which
would occur the odd years. In even
numbered years, where no state or
county officers or state questions are to
be voted for, there can be but one bal-
lot, unless the submission of a question
to the electors of the county rendered a
second ballot necessary. Issuch ballot
contemplated by the law?

Now the law as expressed in acts 190
and 194, referred to as I have already
said, nowhere mention or refer to ques-
Lions regarding the removal of county
geals nor to any purely local questions
whatsoever. Seemingly there is an
omission of this question., Whether in-
tentional or not, it is not my purpose to
decide. No difficulty could havearisen,
if the election last spring on the ques-
tion of removal could have been held
under the law of 1851, All the difficul-
ties attending this controversy, have
arisen from the attempt to apply the so-
called Australian system to an election
upon a county seat question.

But as it seems to be conceded that
that election must have been held under
the Australian method, we are obliged
toraise inferences and suggest analogies
from the various provisions of the acts
of 1891, to enable us to form any theory
of what was the legislative intent as to
the method of procedure.

The only provisions found im the acts
referred to. relative to the form of the
ballot, or the manner of voting upon
te question to be submitted to the vot-
ers under tke Australian system, are
found under the provisions of the act
190, relative to constitutional amend-
ments or other questions to be submit-
ted to the electors of the state. Section
14 provides that the gnestion shall be
printed at the foot of the ballof contain-
ing the names of the candidates to be
voted for. Section 18 provides for stat-

'ing the substance of the question and

using the words *“No” and -*Yes” and
instructs the elector how to stamp the
respective squares opposite the words
(11 es” and ‘ﬂNo.”

Nowhere else is the least allusion to
the form of the question, or as to where
it is to be placed on the ballot.

Act No. 194 is silent upon this ques-
tion but it does provide that act No. 190
shall govern so far as applicable, elec-
tions held under it.

If the election was tc be held under
the Australian system, then act No. 190
was applicable, It stepped in and gov-
erned the election in question, because
act No. 194 nowhere pretends to pre-
scribe any regulations for voting uppn a
question to be submitted to the voters.
1f we have anything to guide us, if
there be anything by way of analogy
which we can use as a precedent, we
must resort to section 18 of act 190, to
ascertain just where this question of re-
movai shall be placed on the ballot, and
we cannot resort anywhere else. This
section tells us to place the question at

the foot of the ballot contairing the.
names of the officers; if we attempt to
resort to any other section, we are en-
tirely at sea.

It may be asked with some pertinen-
¢y, it seems to me, by what reasoning
or by what authority., was it determined
thac the question of removal should be
voted for on a separate ballot and why
was it not placed at the foot of the
local ticket? If the question must be
placed on one ballot, with the names of
candidates at a general election and at
the foot thereof, asis conceded, why
thould it not be placed on the same bal-
Jot with the names of candidates at a-
tté\:nshjp election, and at the foot there
of ?

The law makes no distinction. If it
applies to a state or county election. it
applies to a township election. It either
applies to both or neither,

One object of the Australian system

is to prevent multiplicity of ballots. The
fewer the ballots, the greater will be
the opportunity for secrecy. the less for
publicity and the greater the safeguards
against fraud., The genuine Australian
systsm, as established on its native
heath and preserved in its original puri-
ty, allows but one ballot, however, many
and diverse be the candidates or ques-
tions voted upon. This method has al-
ready been adopted in California and
some other states, and it is highly proba-
ble that within a few years, ifs adoption
will become universal. The tendency
is in this direction. .

The case of Union V. Ussery, 147 Ill.,
204, is directly in lire with this case. In
that case, the question of animals run-
ning at large was submitted to the elec-
tors of the county. A statnte had been
in existence providing the form of bal-
fot; that there should be a’ seperate bal-
lot and a seperate ballot box. Subse-
quently the Austiralian law was enacted,
which, however, did mot, in express
terms, repeal the prior statute in refer-
ence to the question in controversy. An
election was held when the question
was submitted by a separate ballot with
u separate ballot box. The court held
that the Austrahan law repealed the
former statute and that there was no au-
thority for a separate ballot and a sep-
arate ballot box, and held the election
voud.

‘With this tendency of legislation and
public sentiment towards the one Dballot
system, it may be reasonably urged that
the courts, with good reason in contru-
ing ambiguous provisions of an Austra-
lian law, should bend their weight
against encouragement.of a multiplicity
of ballots.

In direct connection w ith this question
as to whether the question of the remov-
al of the county seat could be voted for
on a ballot separate from that contain-
jng the list of candidates, and necessari-
ly involved in the same discussion, is
the question, by. what board of election

comumissioners was the kallot upon the|9

guestion of the removal of the county
seat to be prepared and distributed?
‘Was it to be prepared by the county
board of election commissioners, or by
the town board of election commission-
ers? At the election in question, it was
prepared by the county election com-
missioners and a separate ballot was pro-
vided for. The board of election com-
missioners for the county is provided for
by act 190. That law states when such
board is to act. and when it is to be
called into being. It provides and fixes
the time when they are to act by provid-
ing for theiwr action when a presidential
elector, meaber of congress, member of
the legislature. state or county officer
or circuit judge is to be elected, or any
amendments to the constitution or other
questions to be voted for by the electors
of the state are submitted.

Sections 1, 10, 14 and 18 of Act 190

of 1891.

The elections provided for in Act 190
are referred to and designated by Act 194
as general elections. It determines what,
within the meaning of the Australian law,
is o general election and -what is a town-
ship election, and determines that elec-
tions in the spring, when State or county
officers are elected, are general elections,
and that elections in the spring, when no
such officers are elected, are not general
clections. The election of last spring was
therefore only an annual township elec-
tion, because no State or county officers
were to be elected and no State question
was submitted to the voters. It follows
that Act 194 providing for township or
municipal elections, and for township or
municipal election commissioners, govern-
ed that election. That act nowhere pro-
vides for the action of a board of county
election. commissioners; it provides only
for a township board of election commis-
sioners.

The county election commissioners can
therefore only be called into existence at a
general election, as alveady defined. The
act which creates this Board does not ap-
ply or refer to any township or municipal
election.

The act creating the Board, having de-

termined when it can aef, it must follow

that they cannot act at any other time. It
cannot be reasonably contended that »
Board, clothed with extraordinary power-,
can possess more anthority than thar ex-
pressed by the act which creates it and de-
fines its jurisdiction.

Nor is there necessarily any ambiguity
about the law in this respect. Whenever
the county board cannot act, the law pro-
vides for another Board which stepsin
and sets the machinery of eleection in mo-
tion. One board is to act with reference
to preparing ballots for a general election,
and the other board with reference to a
township or municipal election. . 'Whenno
general election ocecurs, then nothing ex-
ists which calls the county commissioners
into existence, and the township or mu-
nicipal commissioners act.

It may be said that the question of the
removal of the county seat wwas a county
question and that therefore by implication,
county election commissioners should pre-
pare the ballots. But it has been held by
the Attorney General that.the ballots to be
prepared under the Local Option Law,
when the guestion of the prohibition of
the sale of liquor is to be submitted to the
vote of the electors of the county, must he
prepared by the township or municipal
commissioners of election and not by the
county commissioners. This practice has
prevailed throughout the State.

The same reasoning which will apply to

the method of preparing the ballots under’

the Local Option Law, will apply to that
which arizes under the law in regard to
the removal of county seats. If the town-
ship board of election commissioners have
power to prepare one they have the power
to prepare the other. :

The Attorney General has also held that
where, by a special election, a Cirenit
Judge is to be elected on the same day of
the regular township meeting, thatit is
the duty of the township election commis~
sioners to print the ballots for Judge.

My construction of the laws applicable
to the case, leads to the conclusion that
there should have been but -one ballot and

.one ballot box on the question of the re-

moval of the county -seat; that this gues-
tion should have béen printed at the foot
of the ballot containing the list of local
candidates voted for in eacl township and
city, and that the township or municipal
board of election commissioners was the
proper board to prepare the ballots.

Iu attempting to earry out and en-
force the adoption of the Australian
system of voting,as provided for by
recent starutes in mauny states, courts
have been inclined to give a striet con-
struction to the statutory provisious
and regulations. '

In the latfer case, the -court say:—
“Secrecy is impossible without unifor-
mity of ticket.,” That uniformisy can-

not be obtained unless the preparation
of the ballot is put in the hands of
some specified person or persons.”

It is contended by the respondents
that though the form of the ballot and
the method of election pursued may
not have been in aceordance with law,
the action of the board of Supervisors
in canvassing the returns and declar-
ing the ¥esulf of the election, was final
and cannot be reviewed by the courts.

Itis urged that the board of super-
visors is a nolitical body, in the nature
of a county legislature, clothed with
certain inherent powers which are be-
yond the reach of judicial review. and
that among such powers, is the deter-
mination of the result of an election of
this kind. The following cases are re-
ferred to:

But the cases presented, nowhere de
cide that the action of the board of
supervisors is conclusive and cannot
be reviewed by the courts, where the
election was illegal or not authorized
by the law. They decide simply} that
where the board has acted within its
jurisdietion, its action cannot he called
in question for any evil or wrong com-
mitted, on gquestions of receiving or
rejecting alleged illegal or fraudulent
votes or in canvassing the returns after
a legal election.

The supreme couri has frequenfly
decided that where the election was
illegal or the submission unauthorized
by Jaw, the action of the board on the
question of removal of county seats
was liable to review by the courts.

. It is clearly indlicated by these decis-
ions that the power of the board of
supervisors 1s not an arbitrary or un-
limited one; that the question of re-
movez] must have been legally submit-
ted to the voters,and that a legal elec-
tion must have been held in order to
make valid the proceedings for re-
moval
If my view as to the method of voi-

ing contemplated by thelaw be correct,

not a single legal ballot was cast upon
the question of removal at the spring
election® The question was not sub-
mitted properly by the board of super-
visors; the ballots were not prepared
by the only persons who were author-
ized by law to prepare them; the ballot
was a separate and independent ballot
and theretore void; a separate ballos
box was used in violation of the re-
quisifes of the law, and the question of
removal was jllegally submitted in not
being placed at the foot of the town-
ship or municipal tickef.

It would be difficult to conceive of a
wider departure both in sub-
stance and iIn  form, {rom
the requirements of the Australian law,
if the construction which 1 have given
be the true one. Such departure, if 2e-
tually made, was taptamount toan itle-
gal election.

1lam aware that it will be urged that
the will of the people has been expres-
sed and that the courts should not set
it aside, even though expressed by a
small majority, on account of some
irregularities in the mode of -election.
But in my opinion this is not a case of
irregularity. 1tisa case where the er-

iror is vital, and where it is sought to

set aside the most fundamental regu-
lations of the law. There can be mo
safety against corruption and fraud,nor
can there be any certainity in ascer-
taining what the will of the people ac-
tually is at an election, unless the ma-
terial forms and methods prescribed

by the law have been substantially fol- -

owed and the voters cast their ballots

1l accordance therewith. Every intel-

ligent observer of our election methods
appreciates and nnderstands the im-
portance and necessity of snch a rule,
and courts have unmiformly been gnided
in the construction of statutes regard-
ing elections, by this fundamental
principle. T

The election held on the 2d day of

- April, 1894, with reference to the ques-

tion of the removal of the county seat

is hereby adjudged to be null and

void, together with all proceedings of

the board of supervisors of this county

thereunder, and approprate judgment

will be entered accordingly.

THE LOST TRAIL.

Fort Milton was 140 weary miles
away from the railroad, and the mail
camo weekly from Florence by buck-
board. The arrival of the buckboard
swas the event of the week. Every one
greeted its coming, even the dogs. The
Mexicans and Indians who could not
write and reccived no mail regularly
asked for it. Every ono knew it. Even
at nighttime you could tell it by its
shuffling, pattering rattle, as if all its
joints were as loosc as those of the ivory
contortionists made by the Japanese for
children to play with. Im the daytime,
by its queer little team of dun mnules,
condemned from the pack train because
their backs had been defaced by ill fit-
ting aperejos and bad packing, patient,
pathetic creatures, nsed to abuse, re-
signed, not resenting.

Their driver, Christopherson, was a
long faced Latter Day Saint who had
served a term in Yuma for his devotion
to Hymen. In former years he had been
possessed of seven wives, all of whom
he had now completely descrted, being
old. The territorial laws were getting
severe, and he had our sympathy, for
his face showed very plainly that he had
suffered.

Those who frequent the habitat of
man, where life is multiform in its
pleasures and sensations and so filled
with change and whim that no trivial
event has relative or shadow casting
importance, will fail to understand the
part played at Fort Milton by Chris-
topherson’s coming. The youngster
““fromi the Point’’ wanted home letters
and large, squarc missives addressed in
feminine hand beginning always ‘“Lieun-
tenant .’ a title so new that it
still thrilled its possessor—letters which
next year wonld come thinner, less fre-
quent, and less noticed from numb
apathy born of absence and the dull
routine of drill and duty dore in the
superheated days of a torrid climate;
kind ansesthetics which render bearable
the narrow limits of garrison life and in
time temper even therebellionespirit to
resignation and forgetfulness of a home
in the pleasaut cast, making dnty for
duty's sake mere monotonous habit, de-
void of virtue, but permanent and en-
tirely satisfactory to post commanders,
who find enthusiasms hasty as transient,
aggressive and worth watching.

The older subalterns wanted St. Louis
papers which gave the army budget,
telling of exchanges of regiments and
troops, of deaths, transfers and resigna-
tions, of courts and boards, changes on
which depend promotion, pay, details
and pleasant station. It was there one
first found details and leaves of absence
granted, for the enterprising press is
quicker than the ponderous bureaus of
war. The ladies wanted shopping
parcels from the big eastern cities,
for the heavy wares common to the
country made the feminine heart very
unhappy, and, even in climates too
warm to wear them, women must bave
clothes. Christopherson brought the
magazines and illustrated papers, with-
out which life would be so empty, once
we have acquired their habit. He was

the bearer of their joys and sorrows,
their hopes and prizes, their disappoint-
ments and their bitter grief. He often-
est disturbed their quiet neutrality, was
their chief reaction, was the oneslender
thread that connected these prisoners of
the desert with the world in which they
had been reared, had for awhile resign-
»d and hoped again to form a part.

This was Friday afternoon, and the
mail was overdue. The crowd had col-
lected, awaiting its arrival. One could
hear the clatter of poker chips in the
officers’ club. Outside the general store-
room were gangs of tethered bronchos,
and near them, lying in their shadows
for protection from the sun’s rays, a
medley of mangy curs and pelon dogs,
panting with the heat, while stretched
on. the ground in the shade of the adobe
store was a motley crowd of Mexicans
and, Indians so nnused to haste that pa-
tience and waiting were instinct, hard-
ly habit.

Hodgson, the junior subaltern of the
cantonment, now galloped through the
group of tethered ponies and flung the
reins of his hot horse into the midst of
a pack of pamnting greyhounds that fol-
lowed and were soon crouching in the
scant shade of the adobe wall against

which the Mexicans wexo lying. Iodg-
sonwas clad in service cords, jevsoy and
sombrero, for he had been chasing jack
rabbits with groyhounds on the mesa.

He entered the trader’s store brusquoe-
ly. ‘‘Mail not in yet?'* he asked. **Ut
is not, lootenant,’ answored the trad-
er’s clexk from behind the lattice where
lo sat warking at tho month’s postal ro-
port.

In the remembrance
of these veteraus in their callow ‘‘shave
tail”’ days, knocking about badly and
hardly bridle wise, ho felt his opinions
were even entitled to respect, but he
kept them to himself, save when speak-
ing them to O’'Leary.

*0i moind that ye do, Dan’], an ut’s
divine service they’ll be afther giving us
nixt—asking forgiveness av the Houly
Virgin for showing her Son disrespect—
an psalm singing for sojering, av some
av thim had ub’s ordhering. *’

““An be dhrilling wid books instead
av carbines. Oi hear today there’s an
ordher out for scheol,”” added Coggins.

“School is ut? School!” said Tim.
“Ut’s cooks palace and camp cook and
camp herd guard they more be needing.
Before nor a week, Dan’l, as Oi predict
on ut, the recruities’ll be afther telling
men loike you an me phwat’s sojering.
Gineral Harney protect nus! Peace rest
his sowl! Widout school and wid good
free ‘thuinbing’ and swearing—begging
pardon av the Lord av Oi countenance
the being too free in vain wid his houly
name—made sojers—saojers loike you an
me, Dan’l! An the evil av at don’t sthop
wid the recrumities, fer ut’s invadin av
ther young orficers an shpoilin thim fer
shport,*’ whispered Tim.

01 moind phwat you say, Tim. An
yoz know Oi loike the lad, but moind
Oi’ve no faith in the craytures, barrin
me own mother, who’s been dead in Oir-
land these twinty years. Well, he's
afther running it full tilt on some frock
in the east. Wan day comes a photo-
graph by mail, an ho shows me the
sample av his goods—ut was fairer nor
one from Connaught, an the face has
taken good hould av him. Most beloike
ut’s in part the pink letthers, for Oi’ve
handled ivery ono av thim. Therc’ll be
breaking away there, Tim, for he’s as
loath to let go as a pointer pup is to
fthrop his fust pigeon.”

“We must deploy the lad’s affec-
tions, Dan’l. Av Oi had him fer a bit
av o brush on the bordher in skirmish
practice, wid a dozen Mexican damsels,
he'd be all roight in less nor a week.”’

““There’s the gnard calling 12 o’clock.
Oi must bunk in,’’ said O'Leary.

“An the mail mnot yit come? The
commanding orficer ull be afther sind-
ing a detachment for ut tomorrow,
Oi’ve been thinking,”’ said Coggins.

“And av the divils are afther again
disthmrbin the dignity av the mail
O’Leary’s the lad ull be first on the de-
tail, or John Connor is no friend av

moine.”” (Comnor was first sergeant of
K troop.) “Oi must bunk in,”! said
O'Leary. ‘‘Good noight!”

“*Good noight!’’ and O’Leary saun-
tered over to barracks by a route known
best to himself and unfrequented by pa-
trols after midnight.

The duty was net exciting. It might
prove only & 30 mile ride on hisfavorite
saddle horse across the weary, brown
desert under o grilling autumn sun, but
it was Hodgson’s first detached service.
He was to ascertain the cause of delay
of the mail, and riding along he tugged
ab his fatigne blouse to sce if tho order
given him by the adjutant on leaving
the post was still in his pocket.

Hodgson was secretly glad of this

Noewa khac comeo that a sheriff and dep-
uty, guur:iny jrisoners from Globe to
Floronce, had been overpowered and
killed.

WHAT SHALL ROYALTIES DO?Y

The Growing Embarrasgracsyes and Burdens
. of Their Pgsition.

It is a matter perhaps of little impor-
tanco, but as observers interested in so-
cial as well as political history we rather
wonder how ‘‘the royalties,”’ as people
begin to call them, will settle thom-
selves down into Europcan socioty.
Their present position is hardly toler-
ablo. Owing probably to some little no-
ticed chango in morals and to a relaxa-
tion of the rule against morganatic de-
scent being rocognized, the princes of
tho royal houscs, the people to swhom
you must speak standing, are becoming
numerous beyond all precedent. There
are litorally scores of them, all equal by
birth, all claiming topmost places and
all moro or less cut off from active ca-
rears. They may be soldiers still if they
like, but they cannot bo statesmen or
embassadors or viceroys, much less mor-
chants or captains of industry. They are
not permitted to marry out of their
own caste, there are noislands for them
to conquer, and they must not take to
tho now trade of agitation. They are
not oven allowed to mary heiresses
without renunciations which are galling
to their pride. And what are they to do
for a living?

The question is becoming a pressing
ong, for, rich as all royal houses are, ex-
cept our own, no family woalth will
suffico to maintain hundreds of families
all wanting to live with the wealthy
nobles and all deprived of the means of
making money. The grand dukes of
Russia, the archdukes of Awustria, the
princes of our vwn country, are becom-
ing clans, burdensome to the stocks
from which they derive their grandeur,
and at a certain point, now by no means
distant, that fact will be officially recog-
nized. Thoere are ‘‘royalties’’ even now,
who, in English eyes, would be account-
ed poor mon, and in the next generation
there will be royalties literally with
nothing, yot, if tho present system con-
tinucs, chicfs of society and observed,
as before this generation even kings
swere nob obscrved except at intervals.

What are they to do? Wo can see
nothing for it cxcept for the dynas-
tics to let them go, to make a rule
that ‘‘royalty’’ shall only extend to,
say, the tenth person from the throne,
and that the remainder ‘must sink back
among the people and win titles or rank
or fortune like everybody clse. Their
pedigrees will help them somewhat—
they spring from strong races, and they
may be, if they please, as well cducated
as their neighbors. They can help one
another if they like, as Scotchmen and
Jews do, and onco lost in the com-
monalty the strange jealousy of them,
which now keeps them out of public
life, would specdily disappear. They
could adopt names as the nobles’ sons
do in business and gradually would
como to remember their pedigrees only
as sources of family pride, and, let us
hope, as incentives to-specially honor-
able lives.

‘We are not joking in the least or
writing what would be particularly
foolish satire. The maintenance of poor
relations docs actually press closely
and heavily on most royal houses, and
in the next generation, if not in this,
will have to be met by some system. of
dropping the collaterals. The people
will not maintain awhole caste in idle-
ness. The roads to activity once so wide-
ly open to all of royal descent are now
closed to them, and the family fortunes,
great as they are, ave insufficient for a
burden which increases so rapidly. Ad-
mit that the Austrian income from
property reaches £600,000 a year—a
very largo admission—and still, if 60
archducal houses are to be kept up out
of it there will not bo much left for the
sovereign to spend.

The royalties of Europe not actually
close to thrones will, we are convinced,
within 80 years be disestablished, and
we confess to a curiosity to see the form
that painful process will take. Will our
children live to sco tho princes a noble
but unpaid caste, like the descendants
of Confucius, or will they see a Haps-
burg taken into parinership by the
Rothschilds or a descendant of Georgo
IIT secking fecs as a barrister or an ocu-
list? There is a ‘‘royalty’’—a real one,
too—who cures people’s cyes even now
—suppose his son takes pay for that
beneficial work? Seriously, the social
privileges which nccompany n descent
from kings must within one more gen-
eration bo confined somehow to a thin-
ner and straighter linc.—Liondon Spec-
tator.

“pugwump” In Eliot’s English Bible.

M. A. Lindscy of this city writes as
follows conceruing the subjectmention-
cd in tho headline: “‘Itis known to but
a limited few that John Bliot, the fa-
mous preacher, linguist and Indian
apostlo, was the author of the word
‘mugwump.’ Iliot was noted for his
philological scholarship and linguistic
talenit and as tho only white man who
acquired a completc mastery of tho Al-
gonquin dialeet, which was spoken in
his day by the Indians of tho Massachu-
setts Bay region. The word ‘mugwump,’
as it occmrs in his translation of the
Bible, has a meaning totally at variance
with our acceptation of the term, it be-
ing there used to designato a great chief
or captain, such as Gideon, Joah and
others, and not as a disgruntled parti-
san, as wa apply it.”’

edition of the Bible in question it ap-.

pears three timesin Genesis and Samuel
of the Old Testament and in the eighth
chapter of Matthew.

WAYS OF FISHHAWKS

A STUDY IN NATURAL HISTORY ALONG
THE JERSEY COAST.

Wingoed TMessengers of Good Luck Who
Make Thewnsclves at Iomo and Are Incl-
dentally Sometimes Nuisanees — Diving
TFor Fish' and Getting Them.

People who visit tho northern coast
counties of Now Jorsey in summer are
gtruck with the curious, bulky nests of
the fishhawks, which are so common in
that locality. These nests are about 8
feet across and about 2 feet deep and are
nothing more or less than a big heap of
brush or dead branches. The hawks are
protected in these counties by the im-
pression that they bring good luck, so
that no one would think of cven.so
much as throwing a stone at one of the
big birds, much less shoot at one:

There is no sign of spring so satisfac-
tory to farmers along tho coast as the
coming of the fishhawks. Tho coming
and going of theso birds arc peculiar
You get up some morning in April, and
thoy are here. After their young are
hatched and grown up it is October, and’
you get up some morning and find them
gone. The same birds come back year
after yecar, and they occupy the same
nest, which always neceds a bit of re-
building and occupies the birds for a
fow wecks.

It is gonerally believed that there is
a law protecting fishhawks, but it is a
mistake. There is an unwritten law,
and a well obeyed ono, of custom. A
boy is told that he must not disturb the
birds, and he does not. The good treat-
ment that the hawks have received has
made them so tame that their nests are

built in dooryards and by the roadsides, .

and the naturally timid birds have no’
fear of mankind. Thefishhawk is found
along many of tho inland waters of the
stato, but it is impossiblo to get near
them, and it is a rarc thing to find a
nest. They are tho shyest of birds in
these places.

Years ago the fisher folk along the
coast used to think that if a fishhawk
built its nest on one’s land it was an
omen of good luck, and that success
would certainly follow him in whatover
pursuit he should undertake, and al-
though there is less of such feeling now
those who own property on which the
hawks build welcome them in the spring
as old acquaintances and look anxiously
for their coming as soon as the winter
brealks.

Fishhawks get thoir entire food sup-
ply from the water. Their eyes arc so
constructed that cven at great heights
thoy can see fish that swim near the sur-
face, and then dive with lightning speed.
The fish is caught in the claws and is
taken to the nest of the bird before be-
ing eaten. The writer has seon a hawk
mako a mistako and catch a hard crab,
and when the crab got both his big
claws fairly at work on the tender part
of tho bird’s legs there was somewhatb
of shaking and diving in the air to get
rid of tho crab, buf it is not often they
get fooled. It is generally all in their
favor. A hawkwill iy away with a big
eel wriggling in its claws that a man
could not hold 80 seconds with both
hands. The hawks sometimes, however,
will dive at things they do not want,
and a thing ocomrred a few years ago
swhich is worth telling.

A steamer was passing Seabright. It
was a big coaster from Savannah to
New York, and a lady on board lost
overboard o handsome and valuable lace
shawl, which floated away after strik-
ing the water. The passengers, being.
intercsted, watchod theshawl as far as
they could see it, and finally saw a fish-
hawlk dive af if, get it fast in his claws
and fly inland with it. Tho lady was
very much put out at losing tho article
and advertised a rewaxrd for the same.
A lineman took a notion heo could get
the shawl after hearing the circum-
stances, and wwith hisspurs he started to
pay o visit to every fishhawk’s nest in
the county immediately back of Sea-
bright. The shawl was found hanging
on the side of anest on the Lewis White
farm, near Little Silver. What the
hawk wanted with the shawl is hard to
tell, for hawks use no such thing in
building their nests.

The top of a fishhawlk’s nest is as
rough as the sides, and without any de-
pression. The eggs would roll off but
that tho top of tho nest is too rough for
them to move. The tameness of the
hawks has in many cases made them a
nuisance. They build on telephone
poles, on chimneys and cupolas of houses,
and it is sometimes nccessary to con-
struct cupolas so they cannot get any
landing place, for the hawks do not
mind in the least having their nests torn
up. They build again right away.

A story is told of a pair of hawks
that built a nest onc year in a small
apple trec on the Hance property, on
Rumson neck. Tho nest was built on a
part of the tree which could not stand
the weight, and it broke down. The
hawks built in another part, and a high
wind came and ontirely uprooted the
tree. The birds then, for the third time,
built their nest in the hole where the
tree had been, and when they had
hatched out their young a weasel killed
them all, and they had to give up rais-
ing a family that season.

It is erroncously stated that the trees
in which fishhawks build die soon aft-
erward. The truth is the trees more
often improve. The hawks select an old’
scraggy tree, and, being about dead, it
does die, but oftener the trees im-
prove from the fertilization given by
tho particles of fish dropped by the
hawks about the trees. Within a radius:
of five miles from Long Branch inland
there are no less than 500 of these great
scraggy, awkward nests, but they form
paxt of the picturesqueness of the
scencry and are a part of its makeup.—
Philadelphia Times.

STRAW ON THE FARM.

It Is Worth More to Use at Xome Than It
Is to Sell.

Straw is worth more to any farmer to
use at home than it is to sell. The cost
of baling i £1.50 por ton, besides
boarding the four men and two teams of!
tho pressors. Add to this §1 per ton for'
hauling to market, and the amount'
reaches close to §8 per ton. Good bright'
wheat or oat straw sells at from $3 to
$4 a ton, seldom reaching the latter fig-
ure. Where the profit comes in is not’
clear, yet there are large numbers of
farmers who sell all the straw they can
possibly spare cvery year, actually de-
priving their stock of bedding to do so.
Thus writes a Michigan correspondent
of American Agriculturist, the author-
ity for tho following:

Straw is not of great manurial value
in itself, yot furnished freely to stock in
the form of bedding, or where they can
tread it into the littor of a barnyard, it
adds greatly to the value of the manure
by absorbing the liguids and holding
the gases, to say nothing of the added
comfort - to man and beast obliged to
travel over it.

But there is another point. On heavy
goil nothing surpasses straw to lighten
and loosen it. Spread the straw and
plow it under, and if it does not plow
under scatter it in the furrow for the.
next furrow slice to cover. Xf this plan
is followed, it will not be many ycars
before a change may be observed in the
sharacter of the soil. It will be more
friable as well as more fertile. It is
B practice to burn the straw. Give the
cattle, horses or sheep access to a stack
of straw through the winter, and there
will not be much of it left in the spring.
Oat and barley straw make good fced:
for stock given in connection with grain.
When hay is high priced, it would be,
wise to utilize a portion of the straw in
this way.

Another profitable use for straw in
many instances is in keeping out thej
cold from the stables. If thereisa place
where the wind whistles, nail poards to

the nside of the studding, beginning 4t
the bottom, and fill the spaco between
that and the outside with straw. It+yill
soon pay for tho expenditure in tho im-
proved condition of the stock. This is
especially true of cows in milk. Noth-
ing more quickly shrinks the flow of
milk than cold. In finding methods to
dispose of surplus straw do not forget
the hogpen. No animal more enjoys a
zgood dry bed than ahog, TFeed the
straw, work it into tho manure pile,

tread it underfoot in the barnyard, plow

- it underground, dispose of it as a mulch

around trees, berry bushes or grapo-
vines, but never scll straw off the farm.

A Fertilizer Plan,

The plan of the farmers who use
large quantities of fertilizers is to put
all tho manure on the corn, or, if they
do not grow corn, on some crop that has
similar feeding habits and is planted on
sod. The time for applying the manure
Is often just aftor the meadows aro cut
and harvesting is over. This is a much
more convenient time than in spring,
when all work is pressing, and the work
is done more easily, because the ground
is not soft or muddy. On level ground
it is not probable that much, if any, of
the value of the manure is wasted by
this smmmer application. This manure
and sod should provide ample food for &
heavy corn crop. Aftér that will come
potatoes, with a heavy dressing of fer-
tilizer, this crop to be followed by smail
grain and grass, says Rural New Yorker.

A Cheap Tilter.

A filter within the reach of all is one
contrived with two casks. Fill the one
into which is inserted the spout or in-
flow of water about half full of alter-
nate layers of gravel, charcoal and peb-
bles—a layer of gravel first, next six
inches of charcoal, then pebbles, them

charcoal again, then afew larger stones.
From the bottom of this cask to the bot-
tom of the next have a comncction of
thin gas pipe, which will rise in an el-
bow to about half way up the depth of
the second cask. The cask is filled with
gravel and charcoal, just the samec as
tho first. Thus the water is conveyed
from the first cask to about half way
up tho second cask, and as it falls by its
gravity undorgoes a sccond filtering.
At tho bottom of this cask tho water,
now twice filtered, is drawn off for use.
Water from a pump, whether from a
well, river or tank, may be as readily
filtered in this manner as rainwater.

“The men who go upon the teams
are better than the best marksmen
because they are the ones who can
do their utmost under the strain of
shooting in matches. There are fel-
lows in nearly every regiment who
can give large odds to the men in
their teams, but they break up and
go to pieces when they know that
they are shooting in a match for the
credit and standing of their regi-
ments.
