The R e c o r d  from time to time has presented to its readers some of the 
principal business interests of our now rapidly growing and beautiful little 
city. Among those already presented we may name The Zinc Collar Pad 
Co., the fine dam and power house of The Buchanan Power and Electric Co., 
and the plant of the Buchanan Waterworks. TMs week it is with pleasure 
that we add to theSlist off)busiuess interests the following article descriptive 
of the rapid business growth of The C. Bishop Grain Co., with an illustra­
tion showing their seed warehouse and office.

In the fall of 1885 Mr. C. Bishop began buying grain with very little 
experience in that line, hut with a firm determination to make a success; 
how well he succeeded the following will show:

A t first lie was content with building up the home market until Bnchan 
an acquired the reputation of being the best market in the county and at the' 
present time justly claims that honor. Not satisfied with so limited territory 
and in the face of a strong competition, Mr. Bishop then entered the market 
at Dayton, Mich., and by careful attention to business worked up a grain 
market of fairly good proportion, thus giving him the advantage of the large 
elevators belonging to the Michigan Central R. R. at these two towns. 
From this the business steadily increased until 1891, when the C. Bishop 
Grain Co. was formed, consisting of Mr. C. Bishop and Mr. J. R. Bishop, 
the business being conducted on the same lines as theretofore for some time, 
when the company began gradually to branch out

A t first the shipping interests were conducted wholly with grain brokers, 
but as the business increased and the demand grew greater, they began ship­
ping direct to their customers and buying of dealers, thus entering into the 
business of grain brokers themselves, and hy thus shipping direct to the large 
milling firms throughout the Middle, Southern and New England states have 
brought Michigan wheat into a prominence which it had never before pos­
sessed, thereby making a better market for the grain of tMs vicinity. This 
step proved so successful that last year they handled over a half million 
bushels of grain, and since July 15 of the present year, they have bought 
and shipped nearly 100,000 bushels of grain, including wheat, oats, rye and 
beans. Their wholesale trade has reached such proportions that they have 
entirely dropped the retail business, with the exception o f seeds, for lack 
of time to properly devote to that branch.

The company now have buyers at nearly twenty stations along the 
Michigan Central, Lake Shore and Michigan Southern, Vandalia, and Grand 
Trunk railroads, with a total storage capacity of 75,000 bushels, and as this 
is not sufficient to supply the demand for their increasing trade they buy of 
dealers all over this part of Michigan and a portion of Northern Indiana. 
The company also do an extensive wholesale clover seed business, to which 
they expect to add Timothy and other seed in the near future.

They now has a niee office in the front portion o f their large ware­
house on Day’s Avenue, a very good view of which can be seen hy the 
accompanying illustration. In connection with this warehouse and the many 
elevators along the lines of the different railroads with wMch the company 
deal, the}4 have just added a new elevator situated at the M. C. R. R. depot 
at this place which will increase their storage capacity at Buchanan 5,000  
bushels.

’ Their office Is fitted with all modem conveniences in the line of office 
fixtures. The office force consists of Mr. J. R. Bishop, secretary of the 
company, and Mr. O. P. Woodworth, his assistant. The senior member of 
the firm, Mr. C. Bishop, is occupied looking after their interests on the road.

The deposits of this company last month were over $10,000, and their 
telegraph and postage hills alone last month amounted to $130,00. From 
this we conclude that not everyone is suffering from the financial “tired 
feeling”  of the past few months. W ith wheat worth less than corn as at the 
present, to handle $40,000 worth of this cereal in a month augurs a prosper­
ous business.

HE’S A FIGHTER FROM WAY BACK.

To Land tho I la d d n a v  Tront There H o st  
B e  Stoat Tackle and No Slack Xine*

“ If the Mackinaw trout could bo 
fished for with a light rod and tackle, 
as salmon are, ”  said a New Yorker who 
has tried those game Lake MicMgan 
fish, “ the title of the salmon as king of 
game fish would fall at once. The Mack­
inaw tront is stronger than the salmon 
of greater average weight, equally 
tactful and as fierce a fighter as that 
Goliath of fresh water fish, the muskel- 
lunge. A  b.ut with one of the trout at 
the end of a hundred feet o f line on a 
supple split bamboo rod would give the 
sturdiest salmon fisherman enough of 
hard and exciting work to satisfy Mm 
for tho day. Eighteen, 20 and even 25 
pounders ore hy no means uncommon, 
and 30 pounders excite no more than 
ordinary comment.

‘But the Mackinaw tront, like the 
salmon trout of the New York lakes; 
isn’t built for fine tackle, and if  yon 
want Mm yon must work the oars of a 
boat faitMully aud trail your whirling 
troll at tho ond of 200 Or 300 feet of 
heavy line in from 50 to 100 feet of wa­
ter. Sometimes the fisherman ties his 
line to his leg as he rows Ms boat, hut the 
usual style is to hold it  in Ms mouth— 
that is, i f  he is fishing for trout any­
where on the lake but Traverse bay.

‘From time out of mind Mackinaw 
trout have been fished for in Lake 
MicMgan with a slender, minnow 
shaped troll, so made that it will whirl 
rapidly when drawn through the water 
and fastened to a staring white line as 
big around as a lead pencil A  good 
many fishermen had hold for years that 
this trolling lino was a detriment to 
fisMng, as it acted as a menace to the 
trout, which are shy and wary, and 
that with a line less in evidence in the 
clear waters of the lake greater success • 
would attend the sport of Mackinaw 
trout fishing. But no one seemed cour­
ageous enough to try any other kind of-- 
a line until a few years ago, when a 
citizen of Traverse City, who was not a  . 
fisherman, made np his mind that he 
knew how more and bigger trout could 
be caught, and he went fishing one day - 
w ith a fine copper wire for his line an- • 
"stead of the staring white twine of the 
fathers. This wire was absolutely in­
visible in the water, and when let ont . 
with the troll carried no suspicion to 
the MacMnaw trout’ s watchful eye. The 
result was that tMs citizen came ashore 
with a boatload of tho biggest Mackinaw • 
tront any one had ever seen in one lot 
from Traverse bay. Since then the fish;. 
ermen in that part have adopted the 
copper wire for a trolling line, but else­
where on the lake the hidebound old 
sportsmen stick to tradition and white 
twine.

“ There is no mistaking the strike of 
a Mackinaw tront on the troll, and the 
instant he makes it  all other business ' • 
must be subordinated to that of getting 
Mm safe into the boat. In the express­
ive and comprehensive parlance of the ’ 
Lake Michigan fishermen, ‘You’ve got. 
to keep a Mackinaw trout a-goin. ’ It is" 
no easymatter to keep a 15 or 20 pound ' 
Mackinaw tront going, and the in.ex- » 
perienced angler wiU find that the first '  
thing he knows the tront w ill he "keep- 
in him a-goin. ’ I f  the big fish gets the , 
least bit o f slack line, he will turn and 
dash away, sometimes actually pulling 
the boat around, if  not towing it. Once 
headed away from the fisherman, this 
game and Insty fish rarely fails to break 
the hold of the hook. The angler who 
can keep his tront going as he hauls in 
the lino hand over hand may get Ms ' 
prize alongside or within spearing or 
shooting distance in the course of 15 or 
20 minutes.

“ The Mackinaw trout fishermen never 
take the risk even of gaffing a big trout, 
Indeed some carry revolvers of large' 
caliber, and when the trout is hauled' 
alongside tho boat or within safe range . 
they shoot it in tho head and put the 
fight beyond all question. Others spear , ' 
their catches with long handed, sharp 
tined gigs. ” —New York Son.

I  lifted ono corner of tho blanket 
and found a snako between 3 and 4 feet 
in length. I  quickly hit it with a small 
stick, hut tho reptilo seemed hardly 
stunned, so I  picked it up on tho end of 
tho stick and threw 'it about 15 feet 
away.

‘ ‘The snako landed on a large ant hill. 
Almost instantly tho ants poured 
forth from their nest, which was un­
derneath, and began a vigorous attack 
upon the intruder, who was soon cov- 
ered by scores of his assailants, biting 
him foarfully. The battlo raged with 
fury, tho snake writhing about in tor­
ture. Tho contest at first seemed an un­
equal one, for the snake was rapidly 
thinning out his persecutors; but, on the 
other hand, the ants were very numer­
ous and quick in their aggressive move­
ments. The snake, with one blow of his 
tail, would kill or wound a long line of 
ants, hut the active little creatures were 
soon re-enforced by fresh troops and 
fought with a desperation wonderful to 
behold.

Thunder Doesn’t Sour M ilk.
, Science has disproved tho rural belief 
that thunder sours milk. It is now 
known that the souring results from a 
fuugous growth, and that this fungus is 
peculiarly fatal to nursing children. 
The old time rural belief was that the 
concussion from thunder acted mechan­
ically upon the milk and first soured and 
then solidified it. Tho theory is a plaus­
ible one, easily derived from observing 
one set of facts without knowing the 
existence of others more important to 
the situation. It happens that milk 
sours during or just after thunderstorms 
because the atmospheric conditions then 
prevailing are usually of a kind favor­
able to the rapid development of the 
fungous growth that sours milk. —Phil­
adelphia Press.

One is 
directly in the forehead, about two 
inches .in depth, and looks as though 
it had been done with a knife or some 
other sharp ’ instrument. The other 
wound upon the hack o f the head re­
sembles a knife cut. The case is very 
mysterious and will be thoroughly in­
vestigated.

HARVESTING THE CORN CROP.

W hen  to  Gut I t—Practices InDlIVcrcnt Sec­
tions—Cutting: b y  M achinery.

The season for harvesting corn is so 
long and the practice from extent of tho 
crop and pressure of work in other di­
rections so clastic and often so long de­
layed that the valuo of the crop, of the 
stover especially, is affected doubtless 
more seriously than farmers themselves 
imagine. Results of experiments at the 
stations toach that tho highest value of 
stover is reached when at tho stage of 
growth indicated by a well dented ear 
and tho first drying of tho blades Tho 
grain is best at the season of a well 
ripened ear and a half dried blade. In 
the process of ripening the grain there 
is little dcclino in yield or feeding valuo 
after tho best condition is reached.

Different practices provail in different 
sections. In Maine, where much of tho 
corn is for tho canncrs, it takes an un­
usual number of hills for a shock. In 
New Jersey it is usual to cut up corn 
from 48 to 64 hills to tho shock, accord­
ing as it is heavy and green. The aim 
is to cut as soon as tho grain on the 
ears is glazed, provided the weather is 
not sultry and warm. Tho husking and 
cribbing are matters of convenience— 
any time beforo the snow flies. In Ohio 
many ent 12 hills square, and husking 
is clone when convenient. In Pennsyl­
vania it is common to cut corn as soon 
as it is safe from molding in the shock. 
It is put up in shocks of from 60 to 120 
hills each. The wasteful custom of turn­
ing cattlo and hogs into the field to 
work their own will still prevails in sec­
tions of the south and the central maize 
districts.

Tho m ajority Of farmers continue to 
cut their corn in  tho old way, although 
there are on tho m arket machines for 
harvesting corn that save much time, 
labor and expense. There are a number 
of these machines, the more perfect of 
w hich aro doing aw ay w ith  the old 
plan of ty in g  gallows, w hich made con­
siderable w ork and took valuable time.

Tho mode of operation of a cutter 
that has given satisfaction is as follows: 

The horso hitched to the harvester 
walks botween the rows. The wings, 
with knives attached to the front edge, 
extend far enough on both sides to en­
gage all the stalks in tho two rows. Two 
men occupy «,ho seat on the machine, 
facing out, with ono hand reaching for­
ward to support tho stalks as the knives 
first strike them, and as they are out 
the other hand and arm is used to draw 
them back against tho leg, where they 
are easily held, tho butts resting on the 
wings until tho gallows row is reaohed, 
whon tho horso is stopped, and tho load 
— 12, 14 or 16 hills, as desired—is de­
posited at tho shock. Tho men return to 
the machine, stait tho horso and work 
as before.

Tlio Farm er’s Friend.
A writer in Tho Farm Journal writes 

about a devico which ho calls the farm­
er’s friend. Ho says:

While mills for pumping water cost 
from §50 to §250 my “ farmer’s friend”  
can he put up for about §12 or §15 and 
run for years without a dollar’s expense. 
I  bought three molasses hogsheads for a 
dollar apiece, soaked them out a few 
days and then had the blacksmith put 
on each four hoops of castoff wagon tire 
at 20 cents a hoop. I  built a staging 6 
feet high and set tho threo casks on it 
and connected them near tho bottom by 
a three-quarter inch lead pipe, then, ran 
a galvanized driven well pipo from one 
of them through m y wood shed into tho 
washroom, and to the end of this pipo 
attached a globe faucet. To make the 
pipe joints tight I  drove soft pine 
wedges around them, calked the holes 
with cotton and painted over the joint 
with thick white lead. Tho water is con­
ducted from tho house roof into the 
casks by troughs and spouts. I  have just 
completed a similar arrangement for my 
barn, and the cattlo liko it better than 
well water. Ihavo a brass valve screwed 
on the end of tho conducting pipe to 
shut off water from pipo in cold weath­
er to prevent freezing.

Kansas Farm ers R eport That Their E x .
pcrienccs T avor Tins M otliod.

One class of farmers bolieves that all 
grass seed ought to bo sown in the 
spring. Another favors fall seeding 
whenever circumstances will permit. In, 
Kansas a number of complaints have 
been mado concerning spring sown al­
falfa; that the young plants are too 
weak to begin with, and when hot, dry 
weather comes the grass dies down. In 
summarizing tho report of farmers who 
have practiced fall seeding of alfalfa 
the Kansas Farmer says:

All who have reported on this tiino of 
seeding have uniformly spoken in its 
favor. It is host to plow tho land thor­
oughly and as early as convenient after 
harvest. It should be harrowed until a 
good seed hod is obtained. As soon as 
the land shall liavo been thoroughly 
soaked by rain or artificial irrigation 
and shall have again settled sufficiently 
to ho in good working condition sow 
the alfalfa, about 15 or 20 pounds of 
seed per acre, using either a broad esni 
seeder or a press drill. Let-tho seed he 
covered about two inches deep on light 
land.

Experience indicates that alfalfa may 
bo sown at any time from tho beginning 
of May to tho end of October, although 
for late seeding a preference is expressed 
for August and tho first half of October. 
Alfalfa comes up almost as readily as do 
radishes and makes a rapid growth from ' 
the start under favorable cdhditions. Na­
tive grasshoppers aro very fond of it, 
and if numerous should ho either poi­
soned or caught.

An advantage mentioned for fall over 
spring seeding is tho lessened liability 
of choking by weeds while tho plants 
are small. I f a good stand of alfalfa is 
obtained, it smothers out everything 
else on tho land after obtaining a good 
start.

National Irrigation  Reservoirs.
There aro vast domains in the south­

west and west which cannot he brought 
into cultivation by tho ordinary proc­
esses of irrigation which tho individ­
ual farmer resorts to, hut which, with 
the aid of the government in tho con­
struction of largo reservoirs from which 
water can bo drawn as needed, can he 
made to bloom liko a garden. With a 
view to bringing about this happy re­
sult Senator Peffor asked congress to 
appropriate §500,000 with which to 
constrnct reservoirs in tho arid portions 
of the far west for storing water during 
tho winter and early spirng for irriga­
tion purposes when needed later. Tho 
Chicago Hay Trade Journal, comment­
ing on tho foregoing, says:

But Senator Peffer will find that 
§500,000 will only ho a drop in the 
bucket for eomploting the proposed en­
terprise The scheme contemplated is 
to construct huge reservoirs in the moun­
tainous and semimountainons portions 
of tho arid countries wherein the water 
from the spring freshets which now 
servo no beneficial purposes, and, in 
fact, contribute annually to a work of 
destruction in swelling the rivers and 
streams, can be stored for use when the 
hot and dry season comes on.

It is advanced seriously by those who 
have given this subject attention that 
nothing will so tend to change tho dry 
climatic conditions of these arid por­
tions as the construction of these same 
reservoirs, whore a constant evaporation 
will he taking place the year around in­
stead of being confined to a few days in 
the spring in which tho freshets occur. 
Once under cultivation, with the aid of 
irrigation, a vast change in general con­
ditions will no doubt take place.

It is claimed by some that, as our 
grazing lands are now being rapidly en­
croached upon by the demands of agri­
culture, it w ill be necessary to reclaim 
the arid regions for grazing purposes.

S e tt in g  F e n c e  P o s ts .
Posts that are to be placed in clay 

soil which is liable to heave by the ac­
tion of frost will retain their original 
position longer if  they are set in dug 
holes instead of being driven, according 
to American Cultivator. Unless^all the 
sharpened portion is placed below the 
action of the frost, and even then, if at 
the time of freezing the soil is soaked 
with water, the action of frost is liable 
to raise the post upward. However, as 
soon as frost leaves the soil a few blows 
on top of tho post with a heavy maul 
will return it to its original depth, 
which could not be so easily done if  tho 
post was square at the bottom, as earth 
would fall in the cavity. On most soils 
sharpened posts are best, and when of 
durable material, like cedar, oak or chest­
nut, and whero the fencing material is 
wire, a post 4 inches in diameter will 
last as long and he just as serviceable as 
one 6 inches or more in diameter; and 
the cost is usually less.

Clover and Its  Substitutes.
In a press bulletin from the Michigan 

station it is advised if clover is found in 
the spring to bo killed by tho root borer 
to plant tho Hold to corn or sow millet.

Omitting tho clover crop for a year 
w ill starve out the the borer and enable 
the clover to be grown again. In any 
case ono crop of hay may be expected 
from the clover beforo it fails. Alfalfa 
in Michigan gives seldom a greater and 
usually less yield than that of common 
red clover, Whilo tho plant itself is less 
desirable in several respects. Crimson 
clover, so far as tested in the west and 
north, has not been satisfactory. Sparry 
was recommended in a bulletin of this 
station last year as a valuable plant for 
improving certain light, sandy soils. 
Many have since tested it  on various 
soils as a forage plant, with unsatis­
factory results. It is too small and con­
tains top little substance to be of value 
where clover or tho ordinary grasses will 
grow. Moreover, it is somewhat inclined 
to become a weed. _____

Governm ent Seed Distribution.
After a passage of a bill by congress 

allowing each membor a clerk Secretary 
Morton notified members that the seeds 
would be furnished them for distribu 
tion by their clerks, thus saving the 
salaries of clerks employed to mail seeds 
to addresses given by congressmen. The 
house agricultural appropriation bill has 
had many reform features changed by 
the senate, and os reported from the con­
ference will compel tho secretary to send 
out §160,000 worth of seeds directly 
from tho department to addresses fur 
nished and to notify the receivers. For 
this work eight clerks will be required. 
The provision that seeds should be of 
rare varieties only has been struck out

The A pple  Crop.
The Farmers’ Review makes it appear 

that iirspite of the partial failure of the 
apple crop in the west we are" likely to 
have a full supply of that crop from the 
east. Maine, New Hampshire, Yermont 
and Massachusetts will have enormous 
crops, while the yield will be large in 
Rhode Island, Connecticut, New York, 
Michigan and all of the states of the 
Pacific slope. Prices, however, especial­
ly in the west, promise to ho high.

Odd m ention.
Clover and timothy seed will be 

scarce.
Reports as to quality of wheat and 

oats continue good, wheat uniformly 
and oats generally, Much wheat will 
he fed to stock.

"Washington is likely to become the 
banner hop state of the country.

Irrigation by pumps is one of the com­
ing factors of agriculture, being prac­
ticed already to considerable extent.

B ulletin  No. 15, issued by the d ivi­
sion of botany in  the department of agri­
culture at W ashington, w ill  he forward­
ed to any one m aking w ritten  applica­
tion to the department, and a specimen 
of any plant supposed to be the Russian 
thistle w il l  he positively identified upon 
receipt by the department of agriculture.

The New Silos.
The new silos, and there are many 

of them from ono end of the country to 
the other, are substantial wooden ones. 
The cheapest silos are the ones built in 
barns, for then the cost will not he much 
more than the price- of lumber.

Silos constructed in a barn that is 
raised a foot or more above the ground 
will never suffer from the wet. The in­
side of tho silo is - the most important 
part. This must be airtight, and so 
long as this is obtained nothing more is 
required. So far as the effectiveness of 
the silo is concerned, it matters not what 
material is used inside if it makes air­
tight walls. The inside can be ceiled 
up with a singlo thickness of flooring 
boards of the best quality or lined with 
inch hoards of a much cheaper quality. 
Cheap strong building paper should be 
used to line up the sides between the 
boards.

Productive Capacity o f  D'arm I<abor.
According to statistics furnished by 

Secretary Morton, in 1850 50 per cent 
of all the persons of the United States 
Who wero engaged in gainful occupa­
tions were farmers. But in 1890 less 
than 40 per cent represented those en­
gaged in agriculture. In 1850 five men, 
with the farming implements and ma­
chinery of that day, produced 500 bush­
els of grain. In 1890 five men, with im ­
proved farm implements and machinery, 
produced 1,000 bushels. In 1850 tho 
average product per man was 100 bush­
els. In 1890 it was 200 bushels. By im­
proved machinery, therefore, the "pro­
ductive capacity of farm labor has been 
doubled, as far as cereals are concerned, 
and in the case of cotton it bas been al­
most quadrupled.

The D eer Played tho S ca r  Against the Pan­
ther, and They K illed  Each Other—Then 
the Colonel Shot the X>ccr and Captured 
tlio Tw o S c a r  Cubs. v

“ I  bagged a panther, a deer and three 
hears once and only fired ono shot,”  
said Colonel Noah Barker of Gardeau, 
Pa. ‘ T was out after deer around the 
headwaters of Cowley run, in the 
Potter county woods. Game was abun­
dant in those days. A fellow didn’t 
have to do any hunting unless he want­
ed to. All ho needed to do was to sit 
dowff somewhere in tho woods and just 
wait. He wouldn’t have to Wait long 
before maybe a drove of deer, or a fam­
ily of bears, or a panther or two would 
come along by him. I  killed nine deer 
one day without getting up off the log 
I  Was sitting on. I  don’t believe there’s 
nine deer in the whole Simieinahono 
spread of waters today.

“ The day I  bagged the deer, tho three 
hears and the panther I  was still hunt­
ing around the headwaters of Cowley 
run.

“ I sat down at tho roots of a big fall­
en hemlock to wait and see what would 
como my way. I  hadn’t waited long be­
fore I saw a big she hear and two cubs 
come slouching up out of the hollow 
and tumblo into a clump of hushes not 
more than 20 rods away from where I 
sat I  was getting roady to send a bullet 
into the old bear when I saw a deer 
break out of the woods and come hound­
ing along tho open side hill opposite 
me. Only a few jumps behind it came a 
big panther hot on the trail of the deer, 
and as the panther was clearing more 
than 30 feet at every jump I  saw that it 
wouldn’ t he a very long chase before ho 
had his claws on that deer.

“ Tho course the deer was taking 
brought her—it was a doe—along above 
the bushes whero tho bear and her cubs 
were lying. I  saw at once that the deer 
either saw or smelled the hears from the 
way she kind of swerved as she went 
past the hush. Now, there isn’t anything 
a panther likes more than hear cubs, 
and there is the deadliest enmity be­
tween hears and panthers just on that 
account. Tho old she hear smelled the 
panther and got to her feet just as he 
was hounding by. The panther was evi­
dently too intent on the deer to either 
hear or see tho threatening hear. Of 
course this all took place in a few sec­
onds and before I had made np my 
mind just exactly what tactics to adopt 
to get the most benefit out of tho situa­
tion. I  hadn’t fully resolved yet, when, 
to my surprise, I saw the deer wheel 
like a flash, leap clear over her savage 
pursuer and take her hack track. The 
panther took np the chase with renewed 
fury and gained rapidly on the deer. I 
was on the point of stopping him with 
a rifle ball when I  saw by the action of 
tho deer that she had discovered the 
bears in the hushes, and it struck me 
that she had a scheme.

“  ‘There’s going to be some fun 
here,’ thought I, and I lowered my rifle.

“ "With tho passing of the panther tho 
first time the old bear, seeing that her 
cubs were not the object of the pan­
ther’s quest, had returned to the bushes 
and lain down with her cubs again. Tho. 
second time he went by she got np 
again and stood ready to tackle him if 
necessary, but the panther shot by with­
out noticing the bear. The deer bound­
ed on and into the woods. In less than 
a minute she came out again, with the 
panther dangerously close. This time 
the deer was headed straight for the 
bushes where the hear and her cubs 
were, and she slackened her pace.

“  Akal’ said I. ‘Smart deer! She’s 
going to turn that panther over to the 
hear!’

“ When she reached the bush, she leap­
ed over it, and the panther was only 
one easy spring behind her. He crouched 
to make it, hut he didn’t, for right in 
front of him, out of the hushes, rose the 
gigantic front of the savage she hear. 
The suddenness of this change in the 
situation seemed to surprise the panther, 
hut not for long. He was out for blood, 
and if he couldn’t get deer blood he 
would take his chances with hear. He 
lashed his long tail nervously on the 
ground for a second or two and then 
launched his big body straight at the 
hear. His claws were in the bear’s 
shoulders, and his red jaws at her throat* 
tho next instant. But the huge bear 
folded the panther iu her terrible em­
brace and put all her strength in the 
hug. I could hear the panther’s bones 
crack, and both hear and panther fell 
to the ground dead. As I  discovered lat­
er, the panther’s fangs had severed the 
bear’s jugular vein and windpipe both, 

“ The deer took hut two leaps after 
bringing the panther face to face with 
the bear. Then she stopped and became 
an excited spectator of the result of her 
strategy. When the bear and panther 
came together, her eyes blazed, she 
shook her head high in the air, stamped 
her feet and relieved her feelings by 
resounding snorts. She seemed to take 
fiendish enjoyment in the sight of her 
deadly foe in the toils of the" equally 
savage bear.’ When the two combatants 
fell to the ground and rose no more, the 
deer approached them cautiously, sniff­
ing and snorting and stopping every 
few steps to stamp her feet on the 
ground. At last she came to where tho 
two big beasts lay dead together. She 
sniffed at the carcasses. The hair on her 
neck stood erect, and she showed the 
fury she felt by rising on her hind feet 
and striking with her sharp fore feet the 
body of the panther. I  wanted that 
panther’s skin, and I knew that the 
deer would soon rip it into worthless­
ness with her hoofs, so I shot her where 
she stood. She never knew what hurt 
her. I  was always sorry that her vin­
dictiveness against the panther forced 
me to kill her, for she played a smart 
trick on him to save her life, and she 
ought to have it. I  captured the two 
bear cubs alive. And that is the way I 
bagged all that game with only one 
shot. ” — New York Sun._____
