Though She Bid Not M arry H im , She Ro- 
m ained Single and Never Told—A Love 
Episode In  th e  Poet’s Info T hat Made n 
Deep Im pression Upon Him.

The residence of 18 months in 
ford introduced him to a vigorous anti­
slavery circle of higher culture and a, 
more delicate refinement than any ho 
had known, and' within that circlo in­
carnated in a most lovely woman be was 
to find his fato.

Among thefriends tho biographer has 
mentioned Judge Russ, a man well 
known in that day for brilliant parts 
and a handsome person. The family 
was distinguished for beauty and bright^ 
ness. Of those members whom Whit­
tier knew, Mary, the oldest, married Si­
los E. Burrowcs. Mrs. Burrowes died 
of consumption in New York in 1841, 
at tho age of 84. There survived only 
an unmarried daughter, Cornelia, and 
one son, Charles James Russ, who 20 
years later was a prominent' lawyer in 
Hartford.

Cornelia, the youngest child, born in 
1814, was bnt '17 years old when she 
parted from Whittier in 1881. He was 
24. The strong antislavory zeal of the 
family throw the two young people 
mnoh together, and tho clear brain and 
tender heart of the poet yielded to very 
uncommon charms. One who saw her 
during the last year of her life describes 
her in this way:

“At 28 Cornelia was a most beautiful 
woman. She had dark blue eyes, like 
pansies, with long, dark lasbos, black 
hair and tho most exquisite color. If 
she was like the rest of her family, she 
Was a very brilliant woman. ”

Judge Russ, who was a member of 
oongress in 1S20, bad died in 1882. Of 
this Whittier probably heard through 
his friend Law, but that he ever heard 
of the death of Mary Burrowes or Cor­
nelia there is no evidence. When he 
was writing his letter of sympathy to 
the friends of Lucy Hooper, Cornelia 
was lying on her deathbed. She had 
nursed her sister through her fatal ill­
ness, had imbibed the poison and fol­
lowed her in tho April of 1842. \

The poem called “Memories,” to 
which Whittier attributed a special sig­

nificance, was written during Come- 
lia-’c last illness. He thinks of her as 
stilL-fftfjif aiiu .living, and when in 
1888 he desired the pool.', jo be placed 
at the head of his “ Subjective'- -eigo^ 
his heart was still true to her, but gave" 
no token that ho knew hers had ceased 
to beat.

After Cornelia’s death her papers 
passod into the hands of the only sur­
viving member of her family, Charles 
James Russ, who died in 1861. At that 
time her private letters came into the 
hands of his widow, who destroyed most 
of them, but kept from pure love of the 
poet the precious pages in which Whit­
tier had offered himself to her kinswo­
man. I havo not myself read the letter, 
Which is still in existence, hut one who 
has read it, the present possessor, writes 
me as follows: “The letter was short, 
simple and manly, as yon wonld know. 
He evidently expected to call next day 
and learn his fata ” Another who has 
seen the letter writes: “It was somewhat 
stiff—such a letter as a shy Quaker lad 
wonld bo likely to write, for that he 
was in spite of bis genius. He begged 
her, if she felt unable to return his af­
fection, to koep his secret, for he said, 
‘My respect and affection for yon are so 
great that I  could not survive the mor­
tification, if your refusal were known. ’ ”

Cornelia Russ was sought in marriage 
by several distinguished persons, but 
she died unmarried, and she kept Whit­
tier’s secret. His poem suggests that the 
stern oroed of Calvin held them apart— 
a thing very likely to happen in Con­
necticut half a century ago, but if be 
had known that she had changed her 
early connections for the more liberal 
associations of tho Church of England 
he would have seen yet more distinctly 
that “shadow of himself in her, ” of 
which the poem speaks.

Those who are familiar with “Mem­
ories” will recall tho “hazel eyes” 
and “ light brown hair” which it com­
memorates. -and fancy perhaps that there 
is some mistake. It is not likely that 
Whittier forgot the color of Cornelia’s 
eyes or hair. In some effusive moment 
he had shown the poem to James T. 
Field and Edwin P. Whipple. In 1850, 
when Cornelia had been dead eight 
years, they wished to publish it, and ho 
was very reluctant.' He had not out­
grown his early passion, and before it 
was printed undoubtedly changed a few 
descriptive words.-to seroen tho truth, it 
may be from Cornelia herself. She nev­
er saw it, bnt I think he died believing 
that she had.

Rumors of this story reached me long 
ago, bnt I  wonld not print a mere sur­
mise and by long and devious ways— 
leading through probate offices and town 
registers, through church records and 
private papers, in a varied correspond­
ence that has occupied two months, 
have I  followed tho story as I  tell it.— 
Springfield Republican.

THE EARTH 13 RUNNING SLOW.

B ut tho  Scientists Need Not A larm  Ono 
Seriously Yet.

Lord Kelvin estimates that the “run­
ning slow” of th j earth in its daily ro­
tation round its axis amounts to 22 sec­
onds per century.

The main cause of this retardation is 
the friction caused by tho tides, which 
act as a brake, 1 he. action of which has 
bqpn calculated by this eminent physi­
cist tu'ucuaual to a weight of 4,000,000 
tons applied on fbo equator.

Other causes have HhtojxiJyi tajjen in­
to account—as, for exampi^the increa'so 
in tho size of the earth, due to the fall­
ing on it of meteorie dust, which, if de­
posited at tho rate of ono foot in 4,000 
years, would produce the observed re­
tardation by itself.

Such a phenomenon as the annual 
growth and melting of snow and ice at 
the poles is introducing irregularities 
into tho problem, the growth at tho 
poles, by abstracting water from the 
other parts of the ocean, accelerating 
the earth’s motion, and the melting, by 
restoring the water, retarding it.

Against the retarding forces tbore has 
to bo taken into account a probable ac­
celeration, due to tho gradual sinking 
of the earth by cooling, bnt this Lord 
Kelvin believes to be very small—per­
haps not more than one six-thousandth 
part of the retardation due to tidal fric­
tion.

Professor Newcomb has declarod from 
astronomical considerations that the 
earth went slow and lost Seven seconds 
between 1850 and 1862, and then went 
fast and gained eight seconds between 
1862 and 1872, changes of rate explica­
ble by possible changes in the earth’s 
shape, so slight as to be quite nndiscov- 
erable in astronomical observations. — 
Chicago Times.

Colonel Whitehead is a story teller 
from way baok and has a reputation as 
a raconteur that spreads over a dozen 
western states and territories and from 
the waters of the Atlantic to those of 
the Pacific. He has had innumerable 
thrilling adventures, both in war and in 
peace, and when in the proper humor 
he will spin yams of the most absorb 
ing interest by the hour.

One story that he related as we were 
jogging along behind the mules on a re­
cent trip to the undoubted gateway of 
sheoi—L o., the sulphur banks of Kern 
county—is so uncanny and" Strange that 
I will venture to repeat it.

“ Some three years ago,” said the 
oolonol, “ I was engaged in making a 
survey from Rogers, on the Mojave des­
ert, to Antioch.

‘ ‘The words were scarcely out of his 
mouth when, apparently not more than 
a hundred yards away, the huge ball of 
fire appeared like a flash, dancing np 
and down and seemingly coming dead 
toward ua Now Book became almost 
beside himself with terror. ‘Let’s go, 
and the quicker the better, ’ shouted my 
now thoroughly alarmed companion, but 
suddenly, as on the previous night, the 
light vanished. Buck then recovered 
some portion of his equanimity, and 
though he was still anxious to return to 
camp I  finally persuaded Mm that there 
was danger that we would lose ora way 
if we ventured out on the desert after 
dark, while if we remained there was 
nothing to be afraid of. Neither of ns 
slept much, however, for I  must confess 
that I  had a sort of ‘creepy’ sensation 
myself, and we were up early next 
morning, completed our work and got 
an early start back to camp.

“While we were on the road Buok 
said: ‘Colonel, I  don’t  want to discour­
age you, but the people who are at the 
head of this scheme to hnild a competing 
railroad will die suddenly, and this 
work will stop. In fact, I  wouldn’t 
wonder if yon and I  both went over the

economy of this form of government 
is undisputed, while the absence of the 
political politician and his raids upon 
the public treasury, which is such a 
common feature in all city govern­
ments, is conceded to be a great advan­
tage. In  consideration of these bene­
fits, the substantial citizens of the Na­
tion’s Capital are perfectly willing to 
go without the exercise of the right of 
franchise.

I t  is admitted that this form of gov­
ernment is theoretically imperfect; in­
asmuch as there is no provision made 
for the exercise of the right of fran­
chise on the part of the citizens. I t  is. 
considered by those who have lived 
under this government, which rhas ex­
isted since the year 1878. that this de­
fect appears greater in theory than in 
actnal experience. A large number of 
the residents of Washington are no 
more disenfranchised than are a like 
number of residents in other cities of 
the country. I t  is admitted that one 
of the causes of the venality and cor­
ruption in the govenments of Ameri­
can cities is due to the voluntary with­
drawal from active participation in 
local affairs of many of the best and 
most substantial citizens. In Wash­
ington this class of citizens do not en­
joy" this right while, on the other hand, 
the control of municipal affairs is not 
•handed over to the 'ignorant and lower 
elements of the city’s population. In 
lieu of the privilege of casting a ballot, 
which seems to be valued more highly 
in theory than in practice, the citizens 
of Washington live under a clean and 
economical local form of goyernmant. 
The money that they pay into the 
public treasury is expended to a cent 
for public purposes, and for the com­
mon good.

The men who are selected as civilian 
commissioners are engaged in profes­
sional and commercial business, and at 
the close of the four years term of 
office they expect to return to the ranks 
of the citizens and to resume their oc­
cupations. They are therefore amen­
able to the will of the people, and are 
anxious to promote their personal pop­
ularity. In their intercourse with the 
officials of their city government, the 
average citizen suffers no dimunition 
of respect or influence because he does 
not exercise the right of a freeman at 
the polls. As a class it is said the cit­
izens of Washington are satisfied with 
the present form of government, al­
though there is a certain element who 
have not given up the hope that popu­
lar suffrage will agaiu be restored with 
the inevitable accompaniment of the 
distribution of the spoils of office.

The editor of a newspaper published 
in a county seat or a prosperous village 
is a personage of distinction. I t  is 
long since he ceased to be a dependant 
upon "the county printing,” or a hench­
man of the county politicians. He has 
his profitable subscription list and his 
more profitable advertising patronage. 
He thinks clearly and speaks boldly, 
and as a rule he lias a constituency 
that believes in him and stands by 
him. I t  is an idle compliment to say 
that the editorial matter of many of 
the counry newspapers is good enough 
for New York, Chicago, Boston, or 
Philadelphia. Many of the'editorial 
writers on the metropolitan press have' 
served in country offices- CTHo^nintry 
editor of today, all but invariably, is a 
man qf wide reading, of exact culture, 

-ergbo'd character, and of considerable 
importance.—Inter Ocean.

UNIQUE CITY GOVERNMENT.

A t th e  N ational C apital th e  City T reasury  
is n o t a t  th e  M ercy of L ocal Politic ians.
The revelations made by the inves­

tigations of the Lexow Committee in 
regard to corruption in the municipal 
government of New York city has 
called general attention to the govern­
ment of cities throughout the country. 
In some cities, through associations of 
private individuals and through the 
press, some steps have been taken to 
correct the most glaring of the evils 
which oppress the residents of the av­
erage city. I t  is but natural that at 
this time, owing to the awakened pub­
lic interest in this direction, that there 
should be considerable attention direct­
ed to the form of city government 
which prevails at the Nation’s Capital. 
Perhaps the most striking result, and 
the one which, perhaps, would com­
mend itself most thoroughly to practi­
cal minds, is that’such a very large per 
centage of the money contributed by 
taxpayers is expended directly for the 
benefit of the city.

As is perhaps well-known, the people • 
of Washington have no voice directly 
in their local government. The city is 
located in a territory some sixty miles 
square, which was ceded to the Unit­
ed States by the state of Maryland, for 
the purpose of establishing there the 
seat of government. Congress has ex­
clusive jurisdiction over his territory 
and holds the relation ot common 
council to the citizens of Washington. 
The form of government is by three 
commissioners, two from civil life, and 
one from the army, who are appointed 
by the President by and with the ad­
vice of the Senate. .The appointment 
of the minor officials of District gov­
ernment is entrusted to the Commis­
sioners.

All the laws of the government of 
the District are passed by Congress, 
but the Commissioners are authorized 
to make the police regulations, the 
building regulations, and the other 
minor regulations which are found 
necessary. The money collected from 
the assessment of real estate, from 
liquor licenses, the personal tax, and 
for privileges qf various kinds known 
as licenses, is paid into the United 
States Treasury, under the law which 
established this form of government. 
The United States is pledged to pay 
'one half of the municipal expenses of 
the District. The annual revenue of 
the District is about $3,000,000, and 
this is supplemented by a similar 
amount from the United States Treas­
ury; -

Congress passes each year what is 
known as the District Appropriation 
Bill, which provides for the various 
expenses of the city, on the basis of a 
gross expenditure of about $6,000,006 
This division of the burden of expenses 
of the District government was fixed 
upon because it  was found that the 
value of the United States property in 
the city was about 50 per cent of the 
valuation of the entire property, and 
in comparison with the valuation of 
taxable property, owned by private in­
dividuals, the property of the United 
States, and that of the District itself, 
and of other exempt property, was 
more than 50 per cent.

In  order to give some idea how the 
large sum of $6,000,000 is expended 
yearly for the running expense of the 
city government at the Nation’s Capi­
tal, some of the principal items are 
are given. The largest item in this 
expenditure is the one to meet the in­
terest on the debt which now amounts 
to about $18,000,000, and the sinking 
fund charges, a total annual expendi­
ture ef more than $1,500,000. In addi­
tion more than $660,000 is spent on 
on street improvements; over $942,000 
for the public schools, while the police 
department costs more than half a 
million. Some $480,000 represents the 
-cost of charities and corrections, while 
$396,000 is spent on sewers, and $236,- 
000 for salaries and contingent ex­
penses. The fire department $163,000; 
the courts, $98,000, and the malitia 
$20,000.

There is in  each House of Congress 
a committee which has charge of mat­
ters relating to the District of Colum­
bia. Citizens appear before these com­
mittees urge the needs of 'the. city. The

W hat to Put Cut Flowers In.
To get the best and most artistic 

effect from a flower, you must put it 
in a vessel whose shape is in harmony 
with its habit of growth. I f  you have 
any doubt about what to put it in, ex­
periment a little. Try vessels of vari- 
outs shapes. When you come to one 
that allows the flower to appear natur­
al, you will see that the two seem to 
“take to each other,” to employ a 
phrase in every day use. They seem 
made for each others. Then you know 
just what kind of a vessel to use for 
that flower and others of similar habit.

As a general thing vases are the 
most satisfactory when plain. Deco­
rated ones are likely.to draw attention 
from the flowers thev hold. They 
should not be, for the flowers are what 
you want admired most, and attention 
should be concentrated on them; there­
fore a plain vase is most effective. Its 
beauty should be in its form and its 
material, rather than in its ornament­
ation.—From “Flowers for Cutting,” 
in Demorist's Magazine for March.

THE NEW FODDER PLANT.

S  Consensus o f  tho  Published Opinions on 
the Yogotablo W onder, Sacaiine. v

Tho latest aspirant for high rank 
among forago plants is sacaiine. And 
it has indorsements from men whose 
word may not be gainsaid. ProfessorL. 
H. Bailoy, tho conservative botanist and 
horticulturist at tho Cornell university 
experiment station, “believes that it 
will bo a good thing for somo parts of 
tho country.” Professor J. L. Budd of 
tho Iowa Agricultural college considers 
it us “very valuable in tho dry west as 
a forago plant.” London Garden says 
that “cattlo are exceedingly fond of 
it,” and that “ as a forage plant it has 
an assured future. ” Its analysis com­
pares favorably with clover and alfalfa. 
Tho various other English, Froneh and 
Gorman horticultural journals praise it 
highly. Professor L. H. Parnmel of tha 
Iowa Agricultural college writes as fol­
lows in Garden and Forest:

“It is not ouly perfectly hardy in cen­
tral Iowa, as far as cold is concerned, 
but it stands tho dry weather remark-

ably well. Wo have had no rain to 
speak of since tho latter part of July, 
hut this plant is as green at tho end of 
September as it  was early in July. The 
root stock of this plant is sent out in all 
directions. Tho original plant has been 
in a dry place for many years, but in 
all this time it has not onco been killed 
back. It is a romarkabl9 grower. Early 
in Juno stalks wero 14 feet high. What 
is needed in the west is a plant that can 
bo used in August and September when 
pastures are nearly always short. If tho 
first and second crops conld be used for 
the silo (it is said they can), the crop in 
August and September would be excel­
lent for immediate use. ”
. This plant is a perennial, hardy and 
vigorous, with tho reputation of bear­
ing with equal indifference extremes of 
heat and cold. Tho favorite because 
tho quickest means of propagation is 
by setting tho young plant, but it can be 
grown from seed. The illustration of 
polygonum sachalinense, or, as tho 
French call it, sacaiine, is reproduced 
from Tho Irrigation Age.

Tho foregoing makes it apparent that 
sacaiine is worthy of trial in a small 
way—what, by tho way, is the only 
wise way with any new thing. As tho 
plants quickly fill tho soil, and, accord­
ing to somo correspondents, are as hard 
to eradicate as tho Canada thistle, this 
featuro ought to ho taken into account.

In others this is overcome by fas­
tening tho whiffletrees to a rigid bar, 
which is also objectionablo. Rural 
New Yorker calls attention to the plan 
illustrated, in which the whiffletrees 
have considerable play, yet a single 
horso cannot take advantage of this to 
lag behind, for tho chains connected 
with rods in tho wheels and with tho 
harness and shafts* hold them where 
they belong. Tho picture is simple 
enough for any ono to understand. No­
tice how the reins are fastened.

Law n Grass M ixtures.
Professor Beal, recognized authority 

on grasses, says: In land not likely to 
suffer from dry weather and exposed to 
sunlight, sow June grass alono or brown 
bent alone, or, better still, sow a mix­
ture of tho two. For land not likely to 
suffer from dry weather at certain times 
where exposed to sunlight, sow or plant 
a mixture of Juno grass and Bermuda 
grass. For rather thin soil or for any 
soil much shaded by trees, I  have never 
seen anything to be compared with the 
red fescues. The foregoing is for those 
who can appreciate a fine thing and can 
wait a littlo for it. But for those who 
are impatient for results and want a 
good display of green in tho shortest 
possible space of time, sow perennial 
rye grass, orchard grass, timothy, or even 
oats or rye, or almost any other grasses 
to bo found in the market. To bo sure, 
they will look bunchy and patchy, some 
starting quicker than others after mow­
ing, bat the lawn will bo thick and 
green.

KUSHROOM CULTURE.

How th e  E dible Species May Ho Grown In  
‘ Eeds Made I n  Cellars.

Considerable interest has developed of 
late years among market gardeners con­
cerning mushroom culture. The usual 
method has consisted in growing the 
mushrooms under benches in green­
houses, but many an amateur, who de-

sires to produce his own mushrooms, 
has not the convenience of a greenhouse, 
and i t  is for their benefit that the fol­
lowing. illustrations, from a bulletin is­
sued by the "United States department of 
agriculture, are hero reproduced. These 
illustrations represent beds made up in 
cellars, a method practiced by the 
French. The cellars should bo warm and 
dry, dark and not exposed to drafts.

Fig. 1 represents a pyramidal shaped 
mushroom bed made on the topi, of cask 
bottoms, which should be at least 2 feet 
6 inohes in diameter. They are built in 
the Shape of an old fashioned sugar loaf, 
about 3 feet in height. - The pieces of 
spawn are placed 1% inches deep-and 
IS inches apart..

Fig. 3 represents mushroom culture 
in barrels sawed into two pieces cross­
wise, each forming a tub. Holes are 
made in tho bottom of each tub, and a 
thin layer of good soil is spread over tho 
insido. They aro then filled with good, 
Well prepared stable manure,- as jn  the 
ease of ordinary mushroom bods. When 
tho tub is half full With matorial, well 
pressed down, six or seven good pieces 
of spawn aro placed on the surface, and

Uho remainder of tho tub is piled up 
with manure well pressed down, the 
operation being completed by giving to 
tho heap tho form of a dome.

Mushrooms may bo grown in a shelf 
in tho stablo. Strong bars of iron aro 
driven into tho walls, upon whioh are 
placed shelves Of tlio propor sizo covered 
with earth, upon which is formod a bed 
that is treated exactly as thoso made 
upon tho ground. These beds aro just as 
productive as any other kind.P ___ _____

E xperim ents W itli Tomatoes*
At the South Dakota station experi­

ments wore made with seeds from green, 
sun ripened and normal fruit, with out- 
tings and with different methods of 
training and pruning tho plants, with 
tho following summary of conclusions:

1. Thero is not enough gain to war­
rant tho additional trouble and expense 
of sowing tomato seeds before March 1, 
and for tho ordinary field orop they 
should not bo planted later than the 
middle of March. 2. Single stem train­
ing makes the crop earlier, but reduces 
tho quantity materially. 3. Seeds from 
green fruits gave larger fruits and a 
greater weight of fruit per plant than 
sun ripened or normal. 4. Cuttings aro 
decidedly earlier and moro productive 
during tho early part of tho season than 
normal or parent plants. 5. Pruning 
plants before sotting in tho field retards 
maturity of tho fruit.

Crossing: Lcfjhorns and  Brahm as.
By crossing Leghorns and Brahmas 

you will get a bird much moro meaty 
than tho Leghorn apd a onuoh better 
layer than the Brahma, but yon can’t 
have all the qualities of both. Tho Leg­
horns aro groat layers, but poor poultry. 
Tho Brahmas aro groat poultry, but 
sluggish layers as compared with Leg­
horns. By crossing them wo combine a 
portion of the good qualities of both 
breeds, and got both a good layer and a 
good market fowl, and got also tho ex­
tra vigor always soon in crossbreeds.

“At my first meeting with Sam 
Brown, tho famous desperado, ho did 
mo an honor that few men would caro 
to receivo, ” said Wash Parker, an old 
time Nevadan. “Ho invited himself to 
be my traveling companion on a two 
days’ wagon journey. I  was starting 
out ono morning with a wagon and pair 
of horses from a little mining settle­
ment known then, as Goldcrop. As I  
came opposito tho hotel a largo man 
standing on tho veranda hailed mo and 
asked if I was going to Virginia City. 
I  answered yes, and ha said:

“ ‘I  reckon I ’ll go along with yon.
’ “ ‘I ’m Sam Brown, ’ ho added. ‘May­
be yon don’t havo much confidence in 
mo since hearing my name, bn tl reckon 
we’ll travol along together all right. ’

“ Well, there wasn’t anything to bo 
said hut ‘All right; jump aboard, ’ and 
Sam Brown, with a carpetbag In his 
hand and his pistols bulging under his 
coat, camo ont to tho wagon and took his 
seat beside mo. He proved a civil 
enough companion, and we got through 
to Virginia City all right, with nobody 
killed on the way. Ho had taken along 
a bottle of prepared cocktails, and I  had 

’ a box of cigars, so that tho time passed

xnented and proper divisions made for the. 
arrangement and classification of stores, 
fuel, etc. In  tho cellar should bo arranged 
a laundry. Tho building should bo heated 
by hot water, Steam or furnace.

Tho reception hall on the first floor is of 
tho usual type, though the vestibule is ar­
ranged somewhat peculiarly. There is a 
post, as indicated^ which goes to the coil­
ing, and thence to  the wall is a screen 
varying in  elaborateness or complexity of 
detail according to  thp pocketbook and 
tasto of tho owner. In  case of limited re­
sources a rod and curtain would form tho 
vestibulo, and connecting w ith the posts 
in  the wall would ho an arrangement to 
which coats, hats, etc., could be hung.

Happily the fash­
ion has changed. Tho architectural tend­
ency of tho day is for rich and picturesque 
effects in  both oxtorior and interior con­
struction, dependont upon tho m aterials 
used. Stone, brick and terra cotta lend 
themselves to a groat variety of form and 
tem pt to many and variod original m eth­
ods of trcatnieut not possible to attain  in 
constructing a wooden dwelling. Yot we 
snny obtain a picturesque and attractive 
appoaranco in a different way, which will 
bo both appropriate and satisfactory.

There is a variety of outiino in  the ox­
torior o f  this house whioh cannot fail to 
attract tho attention of any ono who likes 
novelty. Tho odd arrangement of the 
veranda and porch in  the first story and 
tho handsome oriel window in the second 
aro two o f  tho most noticeable features in 
tho building. Tho hall is 6 feet 6 inches 
in width, with doors oponing from it  into 
tho parlor, sitting  and dining rooms and 
kitchen. Tho parlor is separated by por-

tiores from the sitting  room, while yon en­
ter tho dining room from tho sitting  room 
by means of a single door.

From tho main chamber above the din­
ing room tho oriol window projects, add­
ing a protty effect to the whole. The other 
rooms on this floor aro of good sizo and 
conveniently arranged, w ith bathroom 
complete in  the rear portion of tho house, 
w ith ample closet room for. the principal 
chambers and a handsome stairway There 
are two rooms finished in  the attic, w ith 
tho remainder loft unfinished. Tho foun­
dation walls aro of stono or brick. Tho 
bricks used in tho chimneys aro selected 
from tho hard brick stock delivered on 
tho ground, laid in  red m ortar and painted 
two coats. Tho building is framed, sheath­
ed on tho outside of walls, covered with 
paper and clapboards in  the first story and 
shingled abovo. Tho outside is painted 
in two coats.

Tho clapboards aro of a ligh t delicate 
brown, w ith corner boards, cornors, eto., 
of a darker shade, with the sash blaok.

Tho roof is left natural color—a silver 
gray—which tones down tho stronger 
shades of color. The stairs are of ligh t ash 
to correspond with tho finish of tho wood­
work in the building. A ll other wood­
work insido is painted in two coats. TEo 
building is heated by a furnace and is 
provided with a good range and boiler.

The front yard has a picket fence. 
Tho sidos and rear are fenced w ith ordi­
nary hoard fencing. Tho building also has 
electric bolls.

The cost of the abovo building would 
bo not far from $3 000.

VESTIBULE

FIRST FLOOR.
The vestibulo in a  hall or reception room 
makes th a t hall a valuable room. I f  thero 
is no rccoptaclo for tho articles which be­
long in a vestibule, tbo entire room is 
rendered useless otherwise than as a pas­
sage.

Thero aro thoso who would object to tho 
single stairway, but as arranged in this 
p lan  tho stairs aro entirely independent 
in their connection with any room on tho 
first floor, and the addition of another 
stairway would disturb tho idea th a t Is 
hero in mind—viz, economy of energy in 
housekeeping. Tho rooms m ight bo mado 
larger, but as soon as wo begin adding bay 
windows, balconies, moro porch or any­
thing of tha t kind wo add to the labor of 
housekeeping.

A great many people who build aro 
ground into tlio oarth by building too 
much. Thoy emulate tho example of 
wealthy neighbors. They feed a narrow 
desire for display and go through life u n ­
der a  constant strugglo or are compelled to 
yield up tlioir property under foreclosure 
Tho happiness tha t one can get out of a

home is by building only such as he can 
comfortably pay for and maintain. The 
mere satisfaction of having a large house 
Is buried in  the labor and anxiety of caring 
for it.

The exterior of this building is some­
w hat more elaborate than generally goes 
w ith  these plans. I t  is suggested by the 
examples of sixteenth and seventeenth 
century’architecture seen during a recent 
trip  th: .gh England and Scotland. To 
build tnis house a t a moderate expense 
such a design should not be adopted. This 
floor plan has been carried out in  a frame 
house, well and substantially built, a t a 
cost w ithin $2,500.

LIVING ABROAD.

Xt Xs N ot So Cheap as I t  Xs Commonly 
D eputed to  Bo.

“A man soon gets curodof many long 
cherished traditions respecting the cost 
of things in Europe by a littlo bit of 
personal contact with old world institu­
tions,”  said Colonel W. C. Chapman of 
San Francisco. “ I had an idea until I  
sojourned abroad ono summer that the 
cost of living was much lower in Lon­
don, for example, than in any Ameri­
can city. To my sorrow, I  found ont 
that to live in good style in London 
was dearer a good deal than to exist 
comfortably in New York.

“To be specific, I  went to the Savoy, 
the best hotel in the great metropolis, 
and ordered a dinner not at all more 
elaborate than I am used to having at 
home. There are some excellent restau­
rants in Washington not noted for their 
cheapness where that dinner wonld 
have cost abont $5.50—certainly not 
more than $6. Tho bill brought are 
called for £2, or $10 in American cur­
rency. Of course there was a small 
bottle of wine, but it was innocent of 
ice, as neither love, money nor tears will 
make those beautiful Britishers give 
you any ice with your drinks. I  don’t 
want to ever® hear again of European 
cheap living. I t’s a myth. I  can live 
better in this country on less money 
and have a ton of ice a day if I  want 
it gratis. Yon may be able to live over 
thero on a little money, but a man can 
exist very cheaply in China if ho will 
limit himself to rice.”—MemphisCom-

MANUFACTURING BRAINS.

Im becile C hildren and How Xliey A ro Im ­
proved Mentally.

The education of the imbeoile is one 
requiring an infinite number of repeti­
tions of a message, which at the outsot 
must bo unusually sharp and clear and 
unconfusing. If it is the sight and hear­
ing which are to be improved, the pupil 
is placed in a dark room, and into its 
darkness a singlo ray of bright light is 
admitted. And when this startling and 
antithetical phenomenon has caught and 
riveted the child’s attention, by repeti­
tion, a slide is passed through the beam 
of light, with sharply defined forms 
painted or engraved upon it—simple 
forms, too, such as tho square or tri­
angle or stan Then tho namos of these

figures are clearly and distinctly anu re-'; 
peatedly pronounced, tho name sonnded 
each time tho object is exhibited.

This is an example of the necessities 
of an extreme case—a very apatfietio 
and unobservant child. Usually it will 
be sufficient to exhibit objects by lifting 
them from the table and simultaneously 
telling their names. This must be done 
over and over again until the nerve 
fibers and brain colla are stimulated in­
to roadior action and developed into full­
er and more perfectperformances of nor­
mal functions.

Tho imbecile child’s brain is improved 
in the same way as the biceps mnsoles 
are more and moro enlarged. This ia 
done by tho repeated use of small dumb­
bells at first and then by tlio gradual: 
substitution of heavier and heavier 
weights.

The tenure of human life is so short 
that all that can ho dono for such ex­
treme types is to enthrone the disen- 
throned moral sense It would require 
an oternity lo tone up tho five physical 
senses. Nervous idiots are much more 
promising pupils and show remarkable 
mental improvement in a short time. 
But tho physical senses are always Im­
proved with tho improvement of the 
moral sense. A child who has been 
taught how not to ho an animal indoors 
will havo moro appreciation of color, 
and a child who lias learned not to cry 
and scream cn tho slightest pretext-will 
havo a far bettor regulated sense of 
touch, smell and hearing.- '  '
