Happily there is still room
to hope that accounts of injury are
greatly exaggerated, although there has
been some evidence during the week
that both the great crops have suffered
more than at first appeared. Other
changes ‘are almost favorable, and
some highly encouraging. Iabor
troubles are clearly less threatening.
Monetary conditions are satisfactory,
and the snbstantial increase in the
commercial demand is a good sign. Ex-
changes through the clearing houses
h.ave been greatly inflated by specula-
tion, and st this time last year were
cut down by the coal strike, and to-
ward the end of Mgy, 1893, greatly re-
duced by bauk failures, but for the
week they exceed last year's by 10.0
per cent., and fall only 5.6 per cent, be-
low those of 1808, while the daily aver-
age for May is 269 per cent.larger
than last year, but 7.1 per cent. less
than in 1593.

The Greenlander on his
barren coast, the Russian Peasant in
the heart of the mighty Empire of Rus-
sia, the British workman at his forge,
the Hindoo in his far distant home,
and the dwellers of the remotestislands
of the sea, arealike beneficiaries of the
nién who saved this Union, and stamp-
ed from the face of modern civilization
the blot of .American slavery, and
when I take the grey haired by the
hangd, I reverently think of him not
only as one of whom my devoutest
thanks are due for the preservation of
this Union in ifs integrity and the flag
in its glory, but as one of the grand
army that did great service to the
cause of Christian civilization of the
world than any other army that ever
battled on American soil.

Who was it that was
si_;arving, thirsting and famishing in
Southern prison pens and came forth
living skeletons, or perished in these
aWwful confines? Who was it, before
the war closed, filled three hundred

: Not long ago, while reading history
of this fierce contest where shot and
shell plowed their bloody way through
the ranks of living men, thousands
falling never to rise again, how the
shattered colums would close up and
face the storm of lead and steel ready
to do and die for their country and the
flag, I thanked God for the men who
stood fast in the hour of the Nation’s
peril, and braved death in all its forms
rather than see that old flag go down.

‘Iremember well, back in my boy-
hood. days, how little did I think of
being one to compose a great army of
two million men who fought two thou-
sand two hundred and sixty-two bat-
tles and skirmishes, in a deadly conflict,
where one man out of every sixty-four
veas shot dead upon the field of battle,
one man in every thirty was wounded,
one man in every nine perished while
in the service. This is an appalling
loss of life, unprecidented in history of
war. A quarter of a century and
more has passed since these battered
regiments returned home from the
great war. A generation has coma

upou the earth, since then; one by one |’

the old heroes drop by the wayside,
and we hear the footpalls of younger
men in the haunts and places of these
men who are passing away, and in the
not-far distant future, I can see the
last old soldier of the grand army of
the Union. It may be thirty, forty, or
even fifty years, but the day will come
when the last soldier of the great war,
with whitened hair and wrinkled brow
and bended form, will stand solitary
and alone amid the people of the land
he fought to save. Glorious and solemn
thought. What honor will be too great
for him then? TWhat matters where in
the broad land he may be, the whole
nation Will claim him; each tottering
step will be watched by the eyes of
thousands; each faltering word will be
caught and treasured. How reverent-
ly even great men will uncover and
honor themselves by honoring him.
How small, how petty, how uncompre-
hensible to the men of that day will
seem the dim controversy of this gen-
eration over the question as how much
this country owes, or whether it owes
anything to the men who saved it. Be
that as it may, comrades, stand by that
old flag which you carried over so
many battle fields! Stand by it until
until last drop of loyal blood shall flow
from your veins, and never suffer it to
be trampled under foot by any nation
upon the face of the globe. ’

This petition was referred to a com-
mittee consisting of Messrs. Graham,
Bishop and Dalrymple, they to look
into the matter and report at next
meeting.

The saloon bond of John W. Weaver,
with H. F. Kingery and Chas. Hoff-
man as sureties, was presented and re-
ferred to a committee consisting of
Trustee Graham, Bishop and Miller.
Several requests for water mains
received and referred to the Water
Commissioners, after which the Coun-
cil adjourned.

The adjourned meeting of the Coun-
cil was held Tuesday night, and quite a
number of citizens were present as
spectators.

The assessment roll of Elias Eaton
was received and approved, and it
was voted to levy . a tax, for gener-
al fund and waterworks purposes
at the rate of twelve and one-half mills
for every dollar of assessed valuation,
and for highway purpose a levy of two
mills. The total assessed yaluation of
the village for 1893 is $591,974, against
$562,100 for 1894, showing a gain of
$29,874 over last year.

The Clerk reported that the floating
indebtedness of the village was $06,700,
and that the Ereasury was overdrawn
$412.,57, thus making a total floating
indebtedness of $7,112.57, over and
above the bonded indebtedness of
$50,000.

The committee appointed to investi-
gate the matter of the petition of the |
Michigan Trust Co., reported that, in 4
their judgment, the matter was one
that should be decided by a special
election of the people and not by the
Council. The report was received and
the committee discharged.

The committes on thesaloon bond of
J. W. Weaver reported, that Chas.S.
Hoffman had filed a schedule showing
real estate amounting to $7,600 and H.
F. Kingery real estate amounting to
$5,400, and thabt in their opinion the
bondsmen were eligible. The report
was accepted and the bond approved.
The question of using so much wa-
ter was brought up, and an ordinance
was passed restricting the use of water
for lawns and gardens to four hours
a day, from 6 to '7:30 in the morning,
and 5:30 to 8 in the evening.

After some further action on minor
maftters, the Council adjourned.

Legislation Enacted by the So-
lons at Lansing.

BILLS APPROVED BY GOVERXOR.

A Resume of All tho Xm portant Measures
Introduced in the Senatoc and Nouse
\¥hich Becameo Laws—Full Text of the
Liquor Law and tho Antl-Fusion Act—
Many New Laws Enacted.

The following are the most Important
laws enacted by the Nichigan legisla~
ture, which bas just finished its session,
and approved by the governor. Therearo
still a few measures in the governor’s
hands which have not been acted upon.
Wegive aresume of all the Inws of im-
portance and thefull text of the anti-
fusion and liguor laws:

The Anti-Fusion Law.

Senate enrolled act No. 18—an act to
amend section ten (10) of act number one
hundred and ninety (190) of the public
acts of 1891, entitled “An act to prescribe
the manner of conducting and to provent
fraud and deceptions at elections in this
State,” approved July 8, 1891.

Section 1. The people of the Stato of
Michigan enact, that section, ten (10) of
act number one hundred and ninety (190)
of the public acts of 1891, entitled *‘An
act to prescribe the manner of conducting
and to prevent fraud and deceptions at
electlons in this State,’ approved July 3,
1891, ba and is hereby amended so as to
read as follows:

Sec. 10. The said board of election
commissioners shall cause to be printed
on the ballot the names of the candidates
nominated by the regularly called con-
ventions of any party, and it shall be the
duty of the State, district, or county com-
mittee of each political party to forward
to the chairman of tho said board of elec-
tion commissioners of each county in the
State, not less than twenty days prior to
any such election, a copy of the vignette
adopted by them and the mames of all
candidates nominated at any regalarly
called convention at which candidates
for any of the offices mentioned in section
one (1) of this act shall be nominated, and
no other names, unless authorized or in~
structed by said convention. All the
names of parties so nominated shall be
certified to by the chairman and secretary
of the respective committees: Provided,
That it shall be unlawful for said board
of election commissioners to cause to be
printed in more than one column on the
ballot the name of any candidate who
shall have received the nomination by
two or more parties or political organiza-
tions for the same office.

Any person so receiving the nomination
for the same office by two or moere parties
or political organizations shall, within
five days after his name has been certified
to sald election commission as having
been nominated by two or more political
parties for the same ofiice, give notice to
the board of election commissioners of
each county in the State, if said nomina-
tion be for a State office, and to the board
of election commissions cf each county in
the district, if said no:oination be fora
congressional, judicial or legislative office
and to the board of election commission-
ers of the county, if such nomination be
for a county office, specifying in snch
notice the column of which party or polit-
ical jorganization on the ballot he wishes
his name to be printed, and said board of
election commissioners shall print the
name of such candidate in such column
on the ballot so specified by him, and in
no other column. Such notice shall be
given to said eleciion commissioners by
delivering the same either in person or by
depositing the same in the post offize,in &
sealed envelope, with postage prepaid,
directed to the chairman of such board of
elcotion commissioners at the county

date so nominated by two or more parties
or political organizations for the samse
office, and whose names shall have been
vertified by the chairman and secretary
of the committees of such parties or politi-
cal organizations to said board of election
commissioners within  the time
snd as above provided, shall refuse
or neglect to give notice to said board
of election commissioners, as above pro-
vided, and within the time above named,
specifying in which column on the ballot
be wishes his name to be printed, then
and in such case said board of election
commissioners shall cause his name to
be printed in the column of the party or
political organization, from the chairman
and secretary of whose committee said
board of election commissioners shall
have first received notice of such psrson’s
nomination for said office, and said board
of election commissioners shall not cause
the name of such person fo be printed on
the ballot as a candidate for the same
office in any other column. This act is or-
