Of What Is the Matter With 
the United States.

GREEMUCKS THE CHIEF TROUBLE

A Message Almost Entirely Devoted 
to the Burning Question of 

Finance.

LITTLE SAID AR0UT THE TARIFF.

Boviow o f  tho Difficulty In K eeping the 
Gold Koservo Intact—Bond Issno That 
Gave Only Tem porary B e lie f—Sugges­
tions as to  W liat Should B e B ono to 
T u t U n do Sam’s m onetary Affairs on 
a  Safe Basis—Argum ent Against Free 
Silver — Bemnrlcs ou Cuba, Arm enia, 
and the Venezuela and Alaska Bound­
ary Questions.
W ashington, Dec. 3.—Tho president’s mes­

sage was delivered to both house of congress 
today. I t  begins with a recommendation to 
congress to give the department reports carof ul 
scrutiny and examination. He then calls atten­
tion to tho fact that the Argentine republic has 
amended its tariff, in recognition of the open­
ing o f our interest to  its wool, so os to admit 
to that country a hnmher of products o f the 
United States at reduced duties.

The first subject of importance touched upon 
is the disordered condition of affairs in China, 
following upon the close of the war with Japan, 
the consequent weakening of the central 
authority of tho government and the serious 
outbreaks of tho old fanatical spirit against 
foreigners is discussed. The demands of the 
United States and other powers for tho pun­
ishment o f the aggressors and the compliance 
o f the Chinese government arc related, os is 
the demand of the United States for a special 
commission to investigate t i e  disturbances 
when they first broke out.

Of theWaUer incident tho message says: "The 
customary cordial relitiousbetween this coun­
try  and France have bsen undisturbed with 
the exception that a full explanation of tho 
treatment of John Xj. Waller by  the expedi­
tionary military authorities of France still re­
mains to be given."

The official record of tho trial has been fur­
nished this government, says the message, 
"but the evidence adduced in support o f the 
charges—which was not received by  the French 
minister for foreign affairs till tike first week 
In October—has thus far been withheld, the 
French government taking the ground that its 
production in  response to our demand would 
establish a had precedent, Tho efforts o f our 
ambassador to  procure, however, though im ­
peded b y  recent changes in  tho Fronch minis­
try, have not been relaxed, and it  is confi­
dently expectedly that some satisfactory solu­
tion o f the matter will shortly be reached. 
Meanwhile it appears that Mr. Waller’s con­
finement has every alleviation which the state 
of his health and all the other circumstances of 
the case demand or permit.”

TAK ES Ul? TH E T A R IF F  PROMPTLY,

Refers to  Onr Com m ercial Relations W ith  
* K aiser B illy ’s Domain.

Onr relations with Germany he says are in­
fluenced b y  the “ delusive doctrine that the in­
ternal development of a nation is promoted 
and its wealth increased by  a policy which is 
under taking to  reserve its home markets for 
the exclusive use of its own producers without 
considering that such a  policy necessarily ob­
structs their sales in  foreign markets and pre­
vents free access to the products o f  the world; 
the desire to retain trade in  time-worn ruts, 
regardless o f  tho inexorable laws o f new needs 
and changed conditions o f demand and supply, 
and our own halting tardiness to Invite a freer 
exchange o f commodities, and b y  this 
means imperil onr footing iu  tho external 
markets naturally open to us, have created a 
situation somewhat injurious to-Am erican ex­
port interests, not only in Germany, where 
they ore perhaps most noticeable, but in  ad­
jacent countries.”  The effect o f this particu­
larly ou food products and also on onr insur­
ance companies is pointed ont. The necessity 
for open-handed fairness in dealing with other 
nations is stated, but it  is argued that if  neces­
sary to  provide restrictions similar to those 
from  which we suffer, in order to guard against 
nnfn.ii- discrimination, the way to such a course 
is easy, hat should not be lightly entered upon.

The president goes on as follows: “ It is not 
to he forgotten that international trade cannot 
be one sided. Its currents are alternating and 
its movements should he honestly reciprocal. 
Without this it almost necessarily degenerates 
into a device to gain advantage or a contri­
vance to secure benefits with only the sem­
blance of a return. In onr dealings with other 
nations we ought to be open-handed and 
scrupulously faff. This should be our policy as 
a producing nation, and it plainly becomes us 
as a people who love generosity and the moral 
aspeots of national faith and reciprocal for­
bearance.

“ These considerations should not, however, 
constrain ns to submit to unfair discrimination 
nor to silently acquiesce in vexatious hin­
drances to the enjoyment of our share of the 
legitimate advantages of proper trade rela­
tions. I f  au examination of the situation sug­
gests such measures on our part as would in­
volve restrictions similar to those from  which 
we suffered, the way to such a course is easy. 
It should, however, b y  no means be lightly en­
tered upon, since tbe necessity for the inaugur­
ation of such a policy would he regretted by 
the best sentiment of our people, and because 
it  might naturally aud logically lead to conse­
quences of the gravest character.”

Tho Bering Sea Question.
The vexatious points of the Bering sea ques­

tions referred to the failure of the arbritration 
tribunal to provide a means of settlement are 
pointed out. Tho insufficiency of the British 
patrol of Bering sea and the necessity for a 
more effective enforcement of regulations 
have, it  is said, been pointed out to tho British 
government, if  it  is hoped to save the seals 
from extinction. Of the proposal to pay §425,- 
000 to Great Britiau in  settlement of British 
claims for damages, which was refused by  the 
last congress, the president recommends that 
it again be considered and sanctioned.

I f  this is refused we are bound b y  every con­
sideration of honor and and good faith, he 
says, to  provide for a speedy settlement by  ar­
bitration. A  treaty of arbitration is to he laid 
before the senate. An appropriation for the 
completion o f  the Alaska boundary survey 
which follows the contour of the coast is 
recommended. The importance of an interna­
tional agreement as to the line of the 141st 
tneridan which forms the rest of the boundary 
is dwelt upon. Attention is also called to tho 
unsatisfactory condition of the boundaries with 
Canada in  the Great Lakes and the necessity' 
for a joint commission on the subject.

ASSERTS TH E MONROE DOCTRINE.

Substance o f  the Communication to  Great 
Britain A bout Venezuela.

Of Venezuela the message says that a state* 
ment of the interest and policy of the United 
States regarding the boundary dispute was 
sent to Great Britain in  July last. “ The gen­
eral conclusions therein reached and formu­
lated,”  says the president, “ are in substance 
that the traditional established policy of the 
government is firmly opposed to a forcible in­
crease by  any European power of its territorial 
possessions on this continent; that this policy 
is os well founded in principle as it  is strongly 
supported b y  numerous precedents; that as a 
consequence the United States is bound to pro­
test against the enlargement of the area of 
British Guiana in derogation of the rights 
and against the will o f Venezuela; 
that, considering the disparity in strength of 
Great Britian and Venezuela the territorial dis­
pute between them can be reasonably settled 
only by  friendly and impartial arbitration, and 
that tbe resort to such arbitration should in­
clude the whole controversy, and is not satis­
fied if one of the powers concerned is permitted 
to draw an arbitrary line through the territory 
In debate and to  declare that it  will submit to 
arbitration only tbe portion lying on one side 
o f it. In  view of these conclusions the dispatch 
in question called upon the British government 
for  a definite answer to the question whether 
it  would or would not snbmit the territorial 
controversy between itself and Venezuela in 
its entirety to  impartial arbitration. The 
answer of the British government has not yet 
been received but is expected shortly, when 
further communication on the subject will 
probably be made to the congress.”

Hawaii is dismissed with a reference to the 
uprising lost January, the demand made npon 
the Hawaiian government for the rights of 
American citizens concerned therein and the 
demand for  the recall o f Minister Thurston 

The padroni is denounced as responsible for 
such manifestations against helpless aliens as 
the lynching of Italians in Colorado. Con­
gratulations are offered on onr good relations 
with Japan, in view o f  her vast gains in great­
ness. Unimportant references are made to 
our relations with Mexico, Nicaragua and 
Russia. He also gives a brief resume of the 
British-Nicaragua difficulty, without comment.

The Insurrection in  Cuba.
Of Cuba the president says the United States 

inust preserve international faith, whatever 
the sympathy of our citizens with the insur­
gents. He continues: “ Though neither the 
Warmth of our people’s sympathy with the 
Oubau insurgents nor our los3 of material 
damage consequent upon the futile endeavors 
thus far made to restore peace and order, nor 
any shock our humane sensibilities may have 
received from tho cruelties which appear to 
especially characterize this sanguinary and 
fiercely conducted war, have in the least 
shaken the determination of the government 
to honestly fulfill every international obliga­
tion, yet it is to be earnestly hoped on every 
ground that tho devastation of armed conflict 
may speedily be stayed ancL order and quiet re­
stored to tho distracted island, bringing in 
their train the activity and thrift o f  peaceful 
pursuits.”

Hopes That E urope May Settle Turkey.
The president expresses his regret that the 

Turkish government should have thwarted 
the purpose to send to the d sturbed quar ter of 
tbe empire the United States consul at Sivas in 
order to investigate and report. Every effort, 
he says, is put forth to insu re the safety of 
American citizens and the United States min­
ister is alert. But, he goes on, several o f the 
most powerful European powers have assumed 
a duty as agents of the Christian world in 
Turkey to restrain fanatical brutality, and “ ;t 
Is earnestly hoped that p-ompt and effective 
action on their part will not be delayed."

W o have sent ships as far toward the points 
_o£ actual disturbance as it is possible for them 
“ to go. where they offer refngo to those obliged 
to  flee, and wo have the promise of other 
powers which have ships in the neighborhood 
that our citizens as well as theirs will be xe- 

'fceived and protected on board those ships. On 
the demand of our minister orders have been 
issued b y  the sultan that Turkish soldiers shall 
guard and escort to the coast American refu­
gees.

These orders have been carried out, and our 
latest intelligence gives assurance of the pres­
ent safety of onr citizens and missionaries. 
Though thus far no lives of American citizens 
have heen sacrificed, there can he no doubt 
that serious loss and destruction of mission 
property have resulted from riotous conflicts 
and outrageous attacks.

To Insure Against Massacres.
By treaty several o f the most powerful 

European powers have secured a right and 
have assumed a duty not only in behalf o f their 
own citizens and in furtherance of their own 
interests, but as agents of the Christian world. 
Their right is to enforce such conduct of the 
Turkish government as will restrain fanatical 
brutality, and if  this fails their duty is 10 in­
terfere as to insure against such dreadful 
occurances in Turkey as to have lately shocked 
civilization. Tho powers declare this right and 
this duty to he theirs a one, and it is earnestly 
hoped that prompt and effective action on their 
part will not bo delayed. The new consulates 
at Erzeroum and Harpoot, for which appro­
priation was made last session, have been pro­
visionally filled by trusted employes of the 
department of state. These appointees, though 
now in Tu key, have not yet received their 
exequaturs.

The arbitration of the claim of the Venezuela 
Steam Transport ition company under the 
treaty of Jm . 19, 1S92, betw. en the United 
States and Venezuela resulted in an award in 
favor of the claimant.

Used Our Good Offices.
The government has used its good offices 

toward composing the differences between 
Venezuela on the one hand and Franco and 
Belgium on the other growing out of the dis­
missal o f the reprentatives o f those powers on 
the ground of a publication deeme t offensive 
to Venezuela. Although that dismissal was 
coupled with a cordial request that other 
more personally agreeable envoys be sent in 
their stead, a rupturo o f intercourse ensued 
and still continues.

Our Consular Service.
Eu view of the growth of our interests in 

foreign countries and the encouraging pros- 
' poets for  a general oxpansion of our com­
merce, the question of au improvement in the 
consular service has increased in importance 
and urgency. Though there is no doubt that 
the great body of consular officers are render­
ing valuable services to the trade and indus­
tries of the country, the needs of some plan of 
appointment and control which would tend to 
secure a higher average of efficiency is not 
denied. The importance of the subject has led 
the executive to consider what steps might 
propei'ly be taken without additional legislation 
to answer the need of a better system of con- 
su' ar appointments. This matter having been 
committed to the consideration o f thesecretary 
of state, in pursuance of his recommendations, 
an executive order was issued on the £0th o f 
September, 1895, b y  the terms of which it is 
provided that after that date any vacancy in a 
consulate or commercial agency with an 
annual salary or compensation from officialfees 
o f not more than J.2,500' or less that SI,000 
should he filled either by transfer or promo­
tion from  some other position under 
the department of state of a
character tending to qualify the
Incumbent for the position to  filled, or by  
the appointment o f  a person not under the de­
partment of state, but having previously 
served thereunder and shown his capacity and 
fitness for consular duty, or by  the appoint­
ment o f a person who, having
been selected by  the president 
and sent to board for  examination 
is found, upon such examination, to  be quali- 

* fied for the position. Posts which pay less than

o f the locality, it  was not deemed practicable 
to put them under the new system.

The boundary dispute which lately threat­
ened to embroil Guatemala and Mexico has 
happily yielded to pacific counsels and its de­
termination has, by  the joint agreement of the 
parties, heen submitted to the sole arbitration 
of the United States minister to Mexico.

The commission appointed under the con­
vention of Feb. 18,1S89, to set new monuments 
along the boundary between the United 
States and Mexico has completed its task.

FINANCES o f  t h e  u n i t e d  s t a t e s .

The Im portant Question Given a Large 
Share o f  the Message.

Fully half the message is devoted to 
a discussion of the financial situation. By 
command of the people, the message says, 
a customs revenue system designed for the 
protect! ou and benefit of favored classes at 
the expense of the great mass of our country­
men and which, while inefficient for the pur­
pose of revenue, curtailed our trade relations 
and impeded our entrance to the markets of 
the world, has heen superseded hy a tariff pol­
icy which in principle is based upon the denial 
of the right or the government to obstruct the 
avenues to our peoples cheap living or lessen 
their comfort and contentment, for the sake of 
according especial advantages to favorites, and 
which, while encouraging our intercourse 
and trade with other nations, rec­
ognizes the fact that American 
self-reliance, thrift and ingenuity can 
build up our country’s industry aud develop 
its resources more surely than enervating 
paternalism. But this and the repeal of the 
silver purchase law, it is said, fall far short of 
curing the financial evils from which we suffer.

The currency denominated United States 
notes and commonly known as greenbacks was 
issued in large volume during the latec.vil war 
and was intended originally to meet the ex­
igencies of that period. It will he seen 1 y  a 
reference to the debates in congress at the 
time the laws were passed authorizing the 
issue of these notes that, their advocates de­
clared they were intended for only temporary 
use and to meet the emergency of war. In 
almost,if not all. the laws relating to them some 
provision was made contemplating their volun­
tary or compulsory retirement. A  large quan­
tity of them, however, were kept on foot and 
mingled with the currency of the country, so 
that, at the close of the year 1874 they amounted 
to S3S1,939,073.

[The president then gives a history of the 
laws providing for tho resumption of specie 
payments and the authority to issue bonds for

fiurpose, and that and the law forbidding the 
urther cancellation and retirement of the 
greenbacks passed in 1873.]

Brtidemption That Don’ t Redeem .
The law of lS78didnot stop at distinct pro­

hibition but contained, in addition, the follow­
ing provision “And when any of said notes 
may be redeemed or received into the treasury 
under any law from any source whatever, and 
shall belong to the United States, they shall 
not be Tetired, cancelled, or destroyed, but 
they shall he reissued and paid out again 
and kept iu circulation.”  This was 
the condition of affairs on the 1st day of 
January, 1879, which had been fixed upon four 
yea's before'as the date for entering upon the 
redemption aud retirement of all these notS3, 
aiid for which such abundant means had been 
provided. The government was put in the 
anomalous situation of owing to the holders of 
its notes, debts payable in cold on demand 
which could neither be retired by receiving 
such notes in discharge of obligations due the 
government, nor cancelled hy actual payment 
m  gold. It was forced to redeem without re­
demption and to pay without acquittance.

Fluctuation o f  the Gold R  eserve,
There has been issued and sold §95j500,000 of 

the bonds authorized hy the resumption act of 
1875, the proceeds of which, together with other 
gold in the treasury, created a gold fund 
deemed sufficient to meet the demands which 
might he made upon it for the redemption of 
the outstanding United States notes. This 
fund, together with such other gold as might 
he from  time to time in the treasury available 
for  the same purpose, has heen sinoe called our 
gold reserve, and §100,000,000 has been regarded 
as an adequate amount to accomplish its ob-

Ject. This fund amounted on the first day of 
imuary, 1879, to  §114,193,360, and though there­
after constantly fluctuating, it did not fall be­

low  that sum until July. 1802,. In April, 1893, 
fo r  the first time since its establishment, this 
reserve amounted to less than §100,000,000, con­
taining at that date only §97,OH,330. .

In the meantime and m  July, 1890, an act had 
been passed directing larger governmental 
monthly purchases o f silver than had been re­
quired under previous laws, and providing that 
in payment for such silver treasury notes of 
'the United States should ho issued payable on 
demand in gold or silver coin at the discretion 
of the secretary of the treasury. It was, how­
ever, declared in tho act to be “ The established 
policy of the United States to  maintain the 
tw o metals on a parity with each other upon 
the present legal ratio, or such ratio as may 
he provided b y  law ."

In view of this declaration it was not deemed 
permissible for the secretary of the treasury to 
exercise the discretion in terms conferred on 
him b y  refusing to pay gold on these notes 
when demanded, because b y  such discrimina­
tion iu favor of the gold dollar the so-called 
paritypf the two metals would be destroyed 
and grave and dangerous consequences 
Would be precipitated b y  affirming 
or accentuating the constantly widening

Highest o f all in Leavening Power.— Latest TJ. S. Gov’t Report

treasury notes issued in payment of silver pur­
chases under the law of 18JU were necessarily 
treated as gold obligations, at tbe option of 
the holder. These notes on tho 1st day of N o­
vember, 18J3, when the law compelling the 
monthly purchase of silver was repealed, 
amounted to more than §255,000,000. The notes 
of this description now outstanding added to 
the United States still undiminished by  re­
demption or cancellation constitute a volume 
of gold obligations amounting to nearly $500,- 
000,000. Tuese obligations are instruments 
Which, ever since we have had a gold reserve, 
have been used to deplete it.

l ’h s lvserv.-, as has been stated, had fallen in 
April, 1893, to §97,011.330. It has from that time 
to the pr. sent, with very f  - w  and unimportant 
upward movement-, steadily decreased, except 
as it has heen temporarily replenished bv the 
sale of bonds.

W H A T  CAUSED TH E SHRINKAGE-N
Several Reasons Given That B rought the 

Reserve Down to SG5,438,3,G,
Among the c i  uses for this constant and uni­

form Sarinzage m  th s fund may be mentioned 
the great f ,  ill tig off of exports under the oper­
ation of the tariff law until recently in force, 
which crippled our exchange of commodities 
with foreign nations, and necessitated to some 
extent tbe payment of ou • balances 
in gold; the unnatural infusion of 
silver into ou ■ currency and the 
increasing agitation for its free and unlimited 
coinage, winch have created apprehension as 
to our disposition or ability to continue gold 
payment; the consequent hoarding of gold at 
home and tho stoppage of investments of for­
eign capital, as well as the return of our se­
curities already sold abroad; and the high rate 
o f foreign exchange, which induced the ship­
ment of our gold to be drawn against, as a 
matter of speculation.

In consequence of these conditions the gold 
reserve on the 1st day of February, 1894, was 
reduced to §65,438,377, having lost more than 
§31,090,900 during tho preceding nine months, 
or since April, la93.

[The president then gives the history of tho 
two first bond sales, but says that in both 
cases aisappuintment was tho result, the re­
solve after botn sales becoming depleted in the 
same old way until in February, 1895, the re­
serve had fallen in §41,340,181. He also tells of 
his application to congress for authority to 
issue a low interest bond, which met with 
refusal.]

End o f  G old Payments Imminent.
In February 1895, therefore, the situation 

was exceedingly critical. With a reserve peril­
ously low and a retu-al o f congressional aid 
everything indicated that the end o f gold pay­
ment was imminent. The results of prior bond 
issues had heen exceedii.glyunsatisfactory and 
the large withdrawal o f gold immediate­
ly  succeeded their public sa lem  open market 
gave rise to a reasonable suspicion that a large 
part of the gold paid into the treasury upon 
such sales was promptly drawn out again by 
the present i tiou o f United States note3 or 
treasury notes and found its way to the hands 
of those who had o ly  temporarily parted 
with it  in the purchase of bonds. In 
this emergency, and In view of its surrounding 
perplexities, it became entirely apparent to 
those U| on whom the struggle for safety was 
devolved not only that our gold-reserve must, 
for the third time in less than thirteen month, 
be restored hy another issue and sale o f bonds 
bearing a hign rate of interest andbadly suited 
to tbe purpose, but that a plan must be adopted 
for tbeir disposition promising bettor results 
than those realized on previous sales.

The Celebrated Bond Syndicate,
An agreement was therefore made with a 

number of financiers and bankers whereby it 
was stipulated that bonds described in the re­
sumption act o f 1871 payable in coin thirty 
years after their date, bearing interest at the 
rate of four per cent per annum, and amount­
ing to about §62,000,OK), should be exchanged for 
gold, receivable by weight, amounting to a 
Tittle more than SO’,000,(XX).

This gold was to be delivered in such install­
ments as would complete its delivery within 
about six month from  the date of the contract, 
and at least one half of the amount was 
to he turnished from  abroad. It 
was also agreed hy those supplying 
this gold that daring the continuance of the 
contract they would by every means in their 
power protect the government against gold 
withdrawals. The contract also provided that 
if congress would authorize their issue, bonds 
payable by their terms in gold and bearing in­
terest at the rate of 3 per cent, per annum 
might within ten days be substituted at par 
for the 4 per cent, bondsdeseribed in the agree­
ment.

On the day this contract was made its terms 
were communicated to  congress by  a special 
executive message in  which it wife stated that 
more than S16,060,000 would be saved to the 
government if gold bonds hearing 3 
per cent, interest were authorized to 
fie substituted for those mentioned in 
the contract. The congress having declined, to 
grant tho necessary authority to secure this 
saving, the contract, unmodified, was carried 
out, resul ing in a gold reserve amounting to 
§107,571,280 on the 8th day of July, 189j. The 
performance of this contract not only restored 
tile reserve, hut checked for a time the with­
drawals of gold and brought on a period of re­
stored confluence aud suefl peace and quiet in 
business circles as were of the greatest possible 
value to every interest that affects our people. 
1 have never had ihe slightest misgiving con­
cerning the wisdom or propriety of this ar­
rangement and am quite willing to answer lor 
my full share of responsibility for its promo­
tion.

■Withdrawals o f  Gold Begin Again.
Though the contract mentioned stayed for a 

time the tide of gold withdrawal its good re­
sults could not be permanent. Recent with­
drawals have reduced the reserve from $107,- 
657,230 on the Sth day of July, 1995, to §79,333,- 
060. How long wil it remain large enough to 
render its increase unnecessary is only a mat 
ter of conjecture, though quite large with­
drawals for shipment in the immediate future 
are predicted in well-informed quarters. 
About §10,0()0,OK) was withdrawn during the 
month of is ovember.

The foregoing statement of events and con­
ditions develops the fact that after increasing
onr interest-bearing bonded Indebtedness more 
than §102,000,000 to save our gold reserve we 
are nearly where we started, having nowin 
such reserve §79,333,908, as against §65,438,377 in 
February, 1894, when the first bonds were 
issued.

Though the amount of gold drawn from  the 
treasury appea's t o  he very large, as gathered 
from the facts and figures herein presented, it 
actually was mu h lirger, considerable sums 
having been acquired by the treasury within 
the several perio is state I without the issue of 
bonds, The president here gives figures show­
ing that since Jan. 1. 1870, §403,000,000 in gold 
has been withdrawn, and of this §327,000 000 
went to redeem greenbacks all of which are 
still in circulation.

P A ID  THEM  BUT STILL OW E THEM.

Retirement o f  the - Greenbacks the Only 
Rem edy F or This Situation.

In other, words, tbe government has paid in 
gold more than nine-tenths of its Unite 1 States 
notes and still owes ihem alL. It has paid in 
gold about one-half of its notes given for silver 
purchases without extinguishing by such pay­
ments one dollar oi these notes, "when added 
to all this we are remiu ed to carry ou this 
astounding financial scheme the government. 
has incurred a oonded inde btedness of §95,500‘- 
000 in estahlis'-iing a gold reserve, and of 
§1')2,315,4U0 in efforts to maintain it: that the 
annual interest charge on such bonded in­
debtedness is more that Sll,000,'00 that a con­
tinuance of our present course may result iu 
further bond issues, and that we have suffered 
or are threat.-nei with all this for the sake of 
supplying gold for foreign shipment or 
facilitating its hoarding at home, a situation 
is exhibited which certainly ought to arrest at­
tention and provoke immediate legislative re­
lief.

The Only Practical Remedy.
1 am convinced the only thorough and prac­

ticable remedy for our troubles is found in the 
retirement and cancellation of our United 
States notes, commonly called greenbacks, and 
the outstanding treasury notes issued by the

government inpayment of silver purchases un- 
er the act of 1890. I  believe this could be quite 
readily accomplished by the exchange of these 

notes for United States bonds of small as well 
as iarge denominations, hearing a low rate of 
interest. They should be long-term bonds, 
thus increasing tbeir desirability as invest­
ments, and. because their payment could be 
well postponed to  a period far removed from 
present financial burdens and perplexities, 
when, with increased prosperity and resources, 
they would be more easily met.

One Feature o f  the Plan.
To further insure the cancellation of these 

notes and also provide a way b y  which gold 
may be added to our currency in lieu of them, 
a leature in the plan should be au authority 
given io the secretary of the treasury to dis­
pose of the bonds abroad for gold if necessary 
to complete tbe comtemplated redemption and 
cancellation, permitting him to use the pro­
ceeds of such bonds to take up and cancel any 
of the notes that may be in  the treasury or 
that may be -received by the government on 
any account. The increase of our bonded 
debt involves in tnis plan would be amply 
compensated b y  renewed activity and 
enterprise in all business circles, the re­
stored confidence at home, the reinstated 
faith in our monetary strength abroad and the 
stimulation of every interest and industry that 
would follow the cancellation o f the gpld-de- 
.mand obligations now afflicting us. In any 
event the bonds proposed would stand for  the 
extinguishment of a troublesome indebtedness, 
while in the path wo now follow there lurks 
the menace of unending bonds, with our in­
debtedness still undischarged and aggravated 
in every feature. The obligations necessary to 
fund this indebtedness would not equal in 
amount those from which w e have been re­
lieved since 1864 by  anticipation and payment, 
beyond the requirements o f the sinking fund, 
out o f our surplus revenues.

W liat W ould  Supply tlio  Currency.
The currency withdrawn b y  the retirement 

o f the Unit d  States uotes ana treasury notes, 
amounting to probably less than §480,000.000. 
might he supplied by such gold as would ne 
used oa their retirement or cy a n  in crease in 
the circulation of our national hanks. Though 
the aggregate capital of those now in  existence 
amounts to more than §664,000,000,, their out­
standing .circulation based on  lioruLaecurity

amounts to bTil.- ifConc §160,CO,IDO. "Tney arc 
authorized 11 issue notes amounting to 90 per 
cent, of the bonus deposited to secure their cir­
culation, but in no event beyond the amount of 
their capital stock, and they are obliged to pay 
1 per cent, tax on the circulation they issue.

I  think they should ha allowed to issue circu­
lation equal to the par value of the bonds they 
deposits to secure it, and that the tax on their 
circulation should be reduced to one fourth, of 
one per cent, which would undoubtedly meet 
all the expense the government incurs on their 
account. In addition they should be allowed 
to substitute, or deposit^ in  lieu o f  the bonds 
now required as security for their circulation 
those which would he issued for  the purpose of 
retiring the United States notes and treasury 
notes.

The banks already existing, i f  they desire to  
avail themselves of the provisions of law thus 
modified, could issue circulation in addition to 
that already outstanding, amounting to §487,- 
000,000, which would nearly or quite equal tho 
currency proposed to be cancelled. A t any 
rate, I  should confiidently expect to see the ex­
isting national banks or others to he organized 
avail themselves of the proposed encourage­
ments to issue circulation and promptly fill 
any vacuum and supply every currency need.

It has always seemed to me that the provis­
ions of law regarding the capital o f national 
banks which operate as a limitation to their 
location fails to make proper compensation 
for the suppression o f state hanks, which 
come near to the people in all sections of the 
country and readily, furnished them with 
banking accommodations and facilities. Any 
inconvenience or emmbarrassment arising 
from  these restrictions on the location Of 
national banks might well be asmedied by bet­
ter adapting the present system to the creation 
of banks in smaller communities or by per­
mitting banks of iarge capital to establish 
brandies in such localities as would serve the 
people—so regulated and restrained as to se­
cure their safe and conservative control and 
management.

W ou ld  E xpect G old to  Circulate.
But there might not he the necessity for  such 

an addition to the currency b y  new issues of 
bank circulation as at first glance is indicated. 
If we should be relieved from  maintaining a 
gold reserve under conditions that constitute 
it, the barometer of our solvency, and if our 
treasury should no longer be the foolish pur­
veyor of gold for nations abroad or for specu­
lation ana hoarding by  our citizens at home, 
I should expect to see gold resume its natural 
and normal functions in the business affairs of 
the country and cease to be an object attract­
ing the timid watch of our people and exciting 
their sensitive imaginations, f  do not over­
look the fact the cancellation of the treasury 
notes issued under the silver purchasing act of 
1890 would leave the treasury in the 
actual ownership of sufficient silver, includ­
ing seigniorage, to coin nearly S178,000,000 in 
standard dollars. It is worthy of consideration 
whether this might not. from  time to time, he 
converted into dollars or fractional coin and 
slowly put into circulation, as in the judgment 
of the secretary of the treasury the necessities 
of the country should require.

■Whatever is attempted should he entered 
upon fully appreciating the fact that by care­
less, easy descent we have reached a dangerous 
depth, and that our ascent will not he accom­
plished without laborious toil and struggle. 
We shall be wise if we realize that we are 
financially ill and that our restoration to 
health may require heroic treatment and un­
pleasant remedies.

EFFECT OF TH E REVENUE RECEIPTS.

No Gold N ow  B eing R eceived in  Payment 
o f  Duties on Xmports.

In tho present state of our difficulty it  is not 
easy to understand how the amount o f our 
revenue receipts directly affects it. The im­
portant question is not the quantity of money 
received m  revenue payments, but the kind of 
money we maintain and our ability to con­
tinue in  sound financial conditions. W e are 
considering the government Inklings of gold 
as related to tbe soundness of our money and 
as affecting our national credit aud monetary 
strength. If our gold reserve had never been 
impaired or it no bonds had ever been i-sued 
to replenish it; i f  there had heen no fear and 
timidity con-erning our ability to co i tiuue 
gold payments; n any part of our revenues 
were now paid in gold, and if  w ee  raid look 
to our gold receipts as a means of maintain­
ing a safe reserve, m e amount o f our revenues 
woul i i e an mfiu ntial fact r  in the problem. 
But un’ ortuna ely all the circumstances that 
might lend weight to this consi eration are en­
tire! . ia kin . In our present predi ament no 
gold is re ei .ed by the govermn nt m payment 
o f revenue charg s, nor would th re b - i f  the 
revenus were increased. Tue receipts of the 
treasury, when not in silver eert.fi-ates, cou- 
si>t of United Sta es notes and r  asury notes 
issued f..r silv r purchas-s. Thse lorms of 
money a e only u-.efu to the government in 
paying its current ordinary expe ses, audits 
quantitv iu g*» iwnim-n possession do sn ot in 
the least con rinute to warn giving us that kind 
of safe fif an,- at si a ding or condition which is 
built on sold.alo ic

Cocoannts I n  Florida.
Quite a number of tropical nuts have 

recently been introduced into cultiva­
tion in  this country. Already on the 
east coast of Florida are growing 350,000 
eocoanut trees, 42,000 being in one 
plantation. It is believed that the first 
trees of this kind in that state Sprouted 
from nuts brought from Central Ameri­
ca and the West Indies by the gulf 
stream. At Hey West and about some 
of tbe old forts cocoanuts were planted 
at an early day, as certain ancient trees 
now standing bear witness. In 1877 a 
bark freighted with cocoannts was 
caught in a storm off the coast of Flori­
da and beached near Lake Worth. Sev­
eral thousands of the nuts were saved 
and planted, the satisfactory growth of 
the seedlings giving an impetus to cul­
tivation.—New York World.

Thirty-Fifth Annual Convention.
(Report continuedfrom last uteeh.)

On Thursday morning a conference 
of township, county and district secre­
taries led by Rev. O. J. Roberts. A  
very large number met. and many help­
ful ideas offered. Among them were 
the following: Children should have 
a p ace on every program, RallyJDay 
should be carefully guarded, secreta­
ries ought to be in personal touch with 
with the workers. Upon tbe secretary 
depends much of the work of booming 
the interests of the convention. W e 
ought to invite all people to join in 
Sunday school work. Perform the 
duties of secretary faithfully, cheerful­
ly and promptly. The secretary ought 
to use freely the press.

B. F. Jacobs conducted a Bible read­
reading. He spoke of the prize o f the 
upward calling. W e are called to move 
upward. W e are to incline our ear to 
hear the message from God. A  boy 
once said of his teacher, “ May be God 
sent him, bnt it does not seem so.” W e 
are to press forward, forgetting the 
things that are behind Joseph named 
bis two sons Manasseh and Ephraim, 
signifying forgetting tbe past, and 
fruitful even in affliction. Forgetting 
the past leading to fruitfulness and 
possession.

Rev. J. C. Kieffer conducted a very 
suggestive conference on the house to 
house visitation. Its importance was 
intensely emphasized. In Texas town­
ship, Kalamazoo county, the Sunday 
school attendance was increased twen­
ty-five per cent. In one township sev­
enty-five per cent o f all people are in 
tbeSuDday school. In Kent county, a 
most wonderful work has heen done, 
thirty-two new schools organized. In 
Jaekon county, fifty new schools or­
ganized. W e are to put ourselves side 
by side with the “other fellow”. Ja­
cobs said that in Missouri a man and 
his wife went from house to house, 
visiting ICS out o f 110. They made a 
map, and on it was marked every 
house, and on every house where no 
one came to Sunday school a black 
spot was marked. This map was put 
up in the post-office, and soon very 
many people came to have the black 
spot removed. One family, a man and 
his wife who could not attend, hired 
a girl to come and live with them, so 
she might represent the Sunday school. 
Mr. Jacobs said that if we are not in­
terested in every district in the world, 
we are not living up to our privilege.

After this conference tbe committee 
reported on the Banner counties, when 
the prize banner was given to Kent 
county and the second to Kalamazoo 
county. Mr, E. Wright of Hancock 
spoke on the Home department, show­
ing it3 importance. The two great 
aims of our work are House to House 
Visitation and the Home Department.

Thursday afternoon opened with 
song, followed hy a conference on 
Rally Days. It was decided that it 
was not advisable to make Rally Day. 
a legal holiday. Mr. Jacobs led a con­
ference of superintendents. Several 
were called out to answer questions 
on graded schools. Primary depart­
ment grading was illustrated. "Mrs. 
Reynolds grades her school into five 
departments for children, from two 
and a half to ten. How to prepare for 
work was out-lined. Begin to prepare 
on Sunday afternoon for the following 
Sunday: look over the general plans o f 
the lesson, select illustrations, and see 
that the room is in order for the work. 
Dr. Patterson spoke on winning souls. 
Showing that this the teacher’s great 
work; the Sunday school is the harvest 
field of the church. He stated that 
very few persons were converted after 
50 years o f age, and proceeded then 
and there to demonstrate it,as follows: 
In that audience o f 2,500, only one soul 
had been converted when over fifty, two 
between forty and fifty, between thir­
ty and forty there were twenty-three, 
between twenty-five and thirty there 
were forty-one, between twenty and 
twenty-five there were 103, under 
twenty there were 2400, and under fif­
teen there over over 800.

EDWARD jJI. LAPIERRE,
A  Prominent Jew eller at Niles, 

Commits Suicide.

Saturday morning our citizens were 
startled by the intelligence that Mr. E. 
M. LaPierre of Niles, who was well- 
known in Buchanan, had ended his 
life by shooting himself through the 
head, Friday night.

During the day Mr. LaPierre had 
appeared to be in the best of spirits, 
and seemed to give no indication what­
ever of contemplating any such rash 
act. He ate supper as usual, after sup­
per calling at a friend’s house, and 
going to his store. About 8 o’clock be 
left the store bidding his son Guy good 
night as was his custom. Shortly after, 
Guy LaPierre, became alarmed about 
his father, and in company with Dr. 
Clark, drove oil in search of Mr. La­
Pierre, going direct to Silver Brook 
cemetery, where the bodies of Mr. La- 
Plerre’s parents are buried. A  search, 
through the cemetery discovered the 
lifeless body of Mr. LaPierre with a 
3S caliber revolver in his right hand 
and a bullet hole in the right temple.

The following sketch of Mr.LaPierre 
is copied from Saturday’s Niles S tar:

Deceased was born in South Bend, 
Ind., was 45 years o f age on May 9, 
last. F or twenty-four years he has 
conducted a successful business in 
Niles, owning his jewelry store, which 
was always a model of neatness. Mr. 
LaPierre has resided in Niles siuce he 
was 1 year old. He was a very con­
servative man. possessed with good 
business qualifications, and his friends 
are numbered among our best citizens. 
In manners, be was a refined gentle 
man, possessed with honor and staunch 
integrity, hating meanness and dishon­
esty. He was enterprising, upright 
and just in all his dealings, and was 
well liked by the whole community. 
He will he sadly missed. The wife 
and son have the sympathy of all. 
Mr. LaPierre was a member of the 
Blue Lodge of Masons* a member of 
the Chapter and Niles Commandery, 
Knights Templar. He also belonged 
to the orders of Knights of Pythias, 
the Knights of Maceabees with an in­
surance o f $2,000, and a charter mem­
ber of the Royal Arcanum, insurance 
$3,000. The jury impanelled to deter­
mine the cause of his death, reached 
the verdict that he came to his death 
by his own hand, while temporarily 
insane, by shooting himself through 
the head.

The funeral o f Mr. LaPierre oecur- 
Monday afternoon under the auspices 
o f  the Blue Lodge of Masons, with a 
Knights Templar escort o f forty-four 
swords. A t  the cemetery a short ser­
vice was read by Rev. R. H. F. Gaird- 
ner, and two selections were rendered 
by a quartette. The beautiful and im­
pressive service o f the Blue Lodge was:, 
held, and the remains of Edward M. 
LaPierre were left to rest, until the 
final summons of that great day is 
heard.

The 
movement of crops is only fair, both 
cotton and wheat being largely bept 
back in the hope of higher prices, and 
there is a prevalent feeling tjiafc for­
eign-imports will fall off, for the week 
at New York they were $1,200,009 less 
than last year, although for the past 
four weeks 20 per cent, larger than in 
that year. Exports show a little gain, 
for the week 12 per cent., and for the 
month about 13 per cent., although the 
outgp of cptton is still a threatening 
fact as respects foreign exchanges.

Itnsy Proposition to Answ er.
I f  it  is said tli.it not -t. i£ held by  tlie

govemnv. nt t an t>® ns ii to obtain gold for our 
reserve the a i wor soa - .*. t’lr puple draw 
gold from the tress i y on demand npon United 
States notes and tivn u®y not®-, but the 
proposition that the treasury can on demand
draw gold from the people upon them would 
be regarded iu the* e days with pvonder Rad 
amusement. And sven if thiB could be done, 
tiler® is nothing to prevent those thus parting 
with their gold from regaining it tho next day 
or the noxt hour by the presentation o f the 
notes they received in exchange for it. The 
secretary of the treasury might use such not 
taken from a surplus revenue to buy gold in. 
the market. Of course be could not do this 
without paying a premium. Private holders of 
gold, unlike the government, having no party 
to maintain, would not be real rained from 
making the best bargam possible when they 
furnished gold to the treasury; but the mo­
ment tho secretary oE the treasury bought gold 
on any terms above par ho would establish a 
general and Universal premium upon it. thus 
breaking down the parity between g ild and 
silver which tho government is pledged to 
maintain, and opening the way to now and se­
rious complications.

W ou ld  Do a Pretty State o f  Things.
In tho meantime the premium would not re­

main stationary, and the absurd spectacle 
might be presented of a dealer selling gold to 
the government, and with United States notes 
or treasury notes in his hand, immediately 
clamoring for its return and a resale at a 
higher premium.

It may be ela med that a large revenue and 
redundant receipts might favorably affect the 
situation under discussion b y  affording an 
opportunity of retaining these notes 
in the treasury when received and thus 
preventing their presentation for gold. Such 
retention to be useful ought to be at least 
measurably permanent: and this is precisely 
w hit is proni sited, so far as U n ite lS tit-s  
notes are concerned, by the law of 1878 forb d 
ding their farther retirement. That statute 
in so many words provides that these notes 
whan lecoiv eel into the treasury and belong­
ing to the United States shall be “ pa d out 
again and kept in cireul it on.”

It will moreover bo readily seen that the 
government could |not refuse to pay out 
United States n ites and treasury uotes in 
current transactions wuen demanded and in­
sist on paying out silver alone and still main­
tain the purity b tween that metal and tho 
currency representing gold. Besides, th • ac- 
cumulition in the trea-ury of currency of 
any kind exacted from tho people through 
taxation is justly regarded ns an evil and 
cannot proceed far without vigorous protest 
against an unjustifiable retention of money 
from the business of the country nnd a denun­
ciation of a scheme of taxation which proves 
itself to be unjust when it takes from the earn­
ings and income of the citizen money so much 
in excess of the needs of government support 
that large sums cau be gathered and kept in 
the treasury. Such a condition has heretofore 
in times of surplus revenue led tho government 
to restore currency to the people by the pur­
chase of its unmatured bouds at a large pre­
mium, and by a large increase of its deposits in 
national banks, ana we easily remember that 
the abuse of treasury accumulation has fur­
nished a most persuasive argument in favor of 
legislation radically reducing our tariff taxa­
tion.

LAEGEK REVENUE NOT A  EEIIEDY.

The Preside ill Thinks I t  W ould  Not Settle 
the Difficulty.

Perhaps it is supposed that sufficient revenue 
receipts would iu a sentimental v ay improve 
the situation by inspiring confidence iu our 
solvency and allaying the fear of pecuniary ex­
haustion. And yet, through all our struggle to 
maintain our gold reserve,there never has been 
any apprehension as to our ready ability to pay 
our way with such money as we had; and the 
questif n whether or not our current receipts 
met our current expenses has not entered into 
the estimate of our solvency. Of course the 
general state of our f uuds, exclusive of gold, 
was entirely immaterial to tho foreign cred­
itor and investor. His debt could only be paid 
in gold, and bis only concern was our ability 
to keep onhaud that kind of money.

On July 1,1811:1, more than a year and a half 
before the first bonds were i.su d to replenish 
the gold re erve, there was a net balance in 
tbe treasury, exclusive of such reserve, o f less 
than $13,0.0,006: hut the gold reserve amounted 
to more than §114,000,00 , which was tlie quiet­
ing feature of the situation. It was when the 
stock of gold began rapidly to fall that fright 
supervened, a d our sec. ritied held abroad 
were returned for sale and debts owed abroad 
were pressed for payment. Ia tbe meantime 
extensive shipments of gold and other unfavor­
able indie itious caused restlessness and 
fright .iinong our people at home. Thereupon 
the general state of our funds, exclusive of gold, 
became also immaterial to them, and they, too, 
drew gold from  the treasury for hoarding 
against all contingencies. This is plain.y 
shown by the large in rease in the proportion 
of gold withdrawn wh o i was retained by our 
own people as time and tunaieni .g incidents 
progressed. During the fiscal year ending June 
SO, 1SU1. nearly $85,000,000 in gold was with­
drawn from  tne treasury and auotit §77,000,000 
was se ,t abroad, while during the fiscal year 
ending June 30, 18J\ over 8477,1)00,1) 0 was 
drawn out, o f which only about $60,000,000 
was shipped, leavinga balance of such with­
drawals to be accounted for by domestic hoard­
ing.

Change in Our Finances Needed.
Inasmuch as the withdrawal of our gold has 

resulted largely from fright, there is nothing 
apparent that will prevent its continuance or 
recurrence with its natural consequences, ex­
cept such a change in our financial methods as 
will reassure the frightened and make the de­
sire for gold less intense. It is not clear how 
an increase iu revenue, unless it ho in gold, can 
satisfy those whose only anxiety is to gain gold 
from the government's store. It cannot, there­
fore. be safe to rely upon increased revenues as 
a cure for ou.t present troubles. It is possible 
that the suggestion of increased revenue as a 
remedy for tne difficulties we are considering 
may have originated inun intimation or distinct 
allegation that the bonds which have been 
issued ostensibly to replenish our gold re­
serve were really issued to supply insufficient 
revenue. Nothing can be further from the 
truth. Bonds were issued to obtain gold for 
the maintenance of our national credit. As 
has been shown, the gold thus obtained has 
been drawn again from the treasury upon 
United States uotes and treasury uotos. This 
opeiauon would have been promptly prevent­
ed, if  possible; but those notes iiai-mg thus 
been passed to the treasury, they became the 
money of the government, like any other ordi­
nary funds, and there was nothing to do hut 
to use them iu paying government expenses 
when needed.

Government Not ill Need o f money.
A t no time n hua bonds have been i sued has 

there been any eonsido: atiou of the question of 
paying the expenses ot government. auli taeir 
pruee.ds. There was no necessity to consider 
that question. A t the t.nie of each bond iisue 
we i ad a safe surplus m ibe tioas r y io r  ordi­
nary operations, exclusive of Hie „okl in our 
reserve In February, lbUl, w.,en the first 
issue of bonds was maue. sues surplus 
amounted 1 1 over §18,000,000: in November, 
wuen tlie secon i issue was made, it amounted 
to more than 84-.tW.U0 , and m February, 1S!I5, 
wln n bonds for the third t.me were issued, 
such surplus amouu.cfl to mo.o than 
SlUO.OOO.Uai. it  now amount to 808,- 
072,430.30. Besid s all this, the secretary of 
the treasury ha no authority wha ever to issue 
bonds to increase the ordinary revenues or 
uav current expenses. I cannot b.,t thine 
there has beeu some confusion of ideas regard­
ing the elfei ts ot the issue of bonds and t ,.a re­
sults of the wiilutraw.il of gold. Ii was the 
latter process-aud not the forme —that by 
substitutin' iu tne tieasnry United States 
notes and tr usu: y notes for gold men ased by 
tbeir animal the money which was m the first 
instance subject . o ordinary govermeat ex­
penditure.

Ah hough the law compelling an ncreased 
pnrehase of silver by th government was 
passed on tUe24tu ciav of July, J8HU, with rawals 
of go.d from the 'treasury upon the not.s 
given in payment ol such purchases did not 
begm until October, 1801. Immediately lollow- 
ing that date tho withdrawals upon boih these 
notes and Unned Slates i.o es increased very 
large.y and ha e eont nued to such an extent 
that s.iiee the pa sage ot that law there has

dined in value. The prophecy and tho ex­
pressed hope and expectation of those in the 
congress who led in  the passage of the last 
mentioned act. that it would re-establish and 
maintain, the former parity between the two 
metals are still fresh in our memory.

United States Could Not D o i t  Alone.
In the light o f these experiences, which ac­

cord with the experie.ices o f other nations, 
there is certainly no secure gronnd for the be­
lief that a i act o f congress could now bridge 
an inequality of 30 per cent, between gold and 
silver at our present ratio, nor is there the least 
possibility that our country—which, has less 
than oac-seveuth of the silver money in the 
world—could bv its action alone raise not only 
our own, but all silver, to its lost ratio with 
gold. Our attempt to accomplish this 
by the free coinage of silver at a ratio 
differ ng widely from  ac ual relative values 
would ho the signal for the complete departure 
of gold from our circulation, the immediate 
and large contraction of our circulating 
medium, and a shrinkage in  the real value and 
monetary e.r.ciency of all other forms of cur­
rency as they settled to the level of silver 
monometallism. Every one who receives a 
fixed salai'y and every worker for wages would 
find the do lav in his hand ruthlessly scaled 
down to the point o f hitter dissapointment if  
not pinching privation.

A  change in our standard to silver monomet­
allism would also bring on a collapse of the 
entire system of credit which, when based on a 
standard which is recognized andadoptedby the 
world of business, is many times more potent 
and useful than the entire volume of currency 
and is safely capable of almost indefinite ex­
pansion to meet the growth of trade and in­
terprise.

In a self invited struggle through darkness 
and unco: tainty our humiliation would be in- 
cre sed by the consciousness that we had 
parted com; any with all the enlightened and

Srogre sive nations of the world and were 
esperately and hopelessly striving to meet 
the stress of modern commerce and competi­

tion with debated and unsuitable currency and 
in association with the few weak and laggard 
nations which have silver alone as tneir 
standard of value.

W arned b y  A ll  History.
All history warns us against rash experi­

ments which threaten violent changes in onr 
monetary standard and the degradation of 
our currency in the past is full o f lessons 
teaching not only the economic dangers, but 
the national immorality that follows in the 
train of snch experiments. I  will not believe 
that the American people can he persuaded 
after sober deliberation to jeopardize their na­
tion’s prestige and proud standing by  en­
couraging financial nostrums, nor that 
they will yield to  the false allurements of 
cheap money, when they realize that it  must 
result in the weakening of that financial in­
tegrity and rectitude, which thus far in our 
history has beeu so devotedly cherished as one 
of the traits o f truo Americanism. Our coun­
try’s indebtedness, whether owing by tho gov­
ernment or existing between individuals, has 
been contracted with reference to our present 
standard. To decree by  act of congress that 
these debts shall be payable in less value dol­
lars than those within the contemplation and 
intention o f the parties when contracted would 
operate to transfer by  the fiat o f law and with­
out compensation in amount of property and a 
volume of rights and interests almost 
incalculable. Those who advocate a 
blind and head ong plunge to free 
coinage, in  the name of bimetallism and pro­
fessing the belief, contrary to all experience, 
that we should thus establish a douile stand­
ard and a concurrent circulation of both 
metals in onr coinage are certainly reckoning 
from a cloudy standpoint. Our p esent stand­
ard of value is the standai'd of the civilized 
world and permits the only bimetalism now 
possible—or at least that is within tho inde­
pendent reach of any single nation, however 
powerful t.iat nation may be.

While the value of gold as a standard is 
steadied b y  almost universal, commercial and 
busin ss us.', it does not despise ilver nor 
seeks its banishment. Wherever this standard 
is maintained there is at its side in free and un­
questioned circulation a volume of silver cur­
rency sometimes equal ng and some;imes even 
exceeaingit in amount, both maintained at a 
parity notwithstanding a depreciation or fluc­
tuation in the intrin ic value of silver.

It is neither unfair or unjust to charge a 
large share of on p. esent financial perplex­

o f 1S78 and is..'.:, compelling the purchase or sil­
ver by the government, wliich not only f  r- 
Uishea a new treasury obi;gat on upon which 
its gold e ,u!d be withdrawn, but so increased 
tbe fear of an overwhelming flood of silver and 
a forced descent to silver payments that even 
the rtp a. of tneso laws din not uitirely cux-e 
the evils of ti.mr existence.

Eri e Co.niig® o f  silver Discusn d,
While 1 have endeavored io  make a plain 

statement of tae disordered condition of our 
currency and the present dangers menacing 
our prosperity and to suggest a way which 
leads to a safer financial system, I have con­
stantly bad in mind the fact that many of our 
countrymen, »nose sincerity I  do not, doubt, 
insist tuat th - i  ure for the ills now threaten- 
ingus may be round in the single and simple 
remedy o£ the ire.* coinage of silver. They 
contend that oar limits s.iail at once be thrown 
open to tile tlie, ii.iinn.tea and independent 
comage of bo-n gold aUd -anver do-ntis of full
legal-tender quality, regardless of the action of 
any other government ai.d in full view of the 
fact that the ratio betwi en tho metals which 
they suggest calls s ir  110 cents worth of gold 
in the gold debar at tho present standard, and 
only 50 cents in intrinsic wor.li o f silver in the 
silver dollar. Wore thoi e infinitely stronger 
reasons than can bo ad.ut: oil for hoping that 
ncli action would secure for U3 as 
bimetallic currency moving on lines of 
rarity, an exper.me.it so novel 
and hazardous as that proposed 
might well stagger those who believe 
that stability is a ’ mp r .  i t  on dtion .o f 
sound money, ana no no n cent i.o human 
contrivance of 1® is;a ioil.h s ever been able to 
hoi til two me , is ng fl in free coinage at 
a ratio appre.fi 1. duereut fr  ,m ihat which 
is e tabllshed .n he mark ts of show orl1.

Tw ice Tried in Our H istory.
Twico’ in opr earl or li'story o r  lawmakers 

in attempting to establish a bimetallic cur­
rency undertook livp coinage upon a ratio 
which accidentally varied from  the actual 
relative values of the two metals not more 
than three per cent. In both cases, not­
withstanding greater difficulties and 
cost o f ti ansportation than now exist, 
the coins whoso intrinsic worth -was under­
valued iu the ratio gradually;. ml surely dis­
appeared from  our circulation and went to 
other countries where their real value was 
better recognized. Acts of congress were im­
potent to create equality where natural 
cause? decreed even a slight inequality. 
Twice in' our recent history wo have signally 
failed to raise by legislation the value of sil­
ver. Under an act of congress passed in  18178 
thasovernmeut wasrequireu for more than 
twelve years to expend annually at least- 
524, .01,000 in tho purchase of silver bullion for 
coinage. The act o f July 14, 1890,
in a still holder effort increased
the amount of silver the government 
was compelled to purchase, and forced it  to he-, 
come the bnver annually p£.54,000J)00ounces, or

Two Things tlie President Holds to  Ho 
Vastly Different.

There is a vast difference between a standard 
o f value and a currency for monetary use. 
Tho standard must necessarily be fixed and 
certain. The currency may he in divers forms 
and of various kinds. No silver-standard 
country has a gold currency in circulation! 
hut an enlightened and wise system of finance 
secures the benefits of both gold and silver as 
currency and circulating medium by keepinf: 
the standard stable and all other currency at 
par with it. Such a system and snch a stand­
ard also give free scope for the use and expan­
sion of safe and conservative credit, 
so indispensable to broad and growing com­
mercial transactions and so well substituted 
for the actual use of money. If a fixed and 
stable standard is maintained such as the mag­
nitude and safety of our commercial transac­
tions and business require tbe use of money 
itself is conveniently minimized.

Every dollar of fixed and stable value has 
through the agency of confident credit an as­
tonishing capacity of multiplying itself in 
financial work. Every unstable and fluctuat­
ing dollar fails as a basis of credit, and in its 
use begets gambling speculation and under­
mines tflo foundation of honest enterprise.

F ree Coiuago a  Serious M enace.
I  have ventured to express myself on this 

subject with earnestness and plainness of 
speech becauso I cannot rid myself o f the be­
lief that t here lurks in the proposition for the 
free coinage of silver, so strongly approved 
and so enthusiastically advocated by a multi­
tude of my countrymen, a serious menace to 
our prosperity and an insidious temptation of 
our people to wander from the allegiance they 
owe to public and private integrity. It is be­
cause I do not distrust the good faith 

! and sincerity of those who press
! this scheme that I  have imperfectly

but with zeal submitted my thoughts upon 
this momentous subject. 1 cannot refrain 
from i.egging them 1 1 re-examine their views 
and beliefs in the light of natriotio reason and 
familiar experience, and" to weigh again and 
again the console .ces of snch 1 gislation as 
their efforts have ipvit d. Even the continued 
agitation of the subject adds greatly to the 
cum ultics of a dangerous financial situation 
already "tbreed upon us.

In conclusion I  especially entreat the people’s 
representatives in the congress, who are 
charged with the responsibility of inaugurat­
ing measures for the safety and prosperity of 
onr common country to promptly ana effect­
ively consider the nls of onr critical financial 
plight. I  have suggested a remedy 
wlncfi my judgment approves. I  de­
sire however, to assure the congress 
that I  am prepared to co-operate with them in 
perfecting any other measure promising 
thn-ongli and practical relief, and that I  will 
glail.y. labor with them in every patriotic en­
deavor to farther the interests ana guard the 
welfare of our countrymen whom in our res­
pective places of duty we have undertaken to 
serve.

Mr. Bishop reported that the com­
mittee to confer with Mr. "Wm. Mead, 
regarding his suit for damages caused 
to his lot on Oak street, by reason of 
grading the street, would recommend 
that the village do $50 worth o f grad­
ing on Mr. Mead’s lot. Mr. Bishop- 
also stated that the committee had not 
talked with Mr. Mead, as they under­
stood he would not accept this amount 
in settlement.

A  communication from L . H. Wethey, 
receiver of the Hatch Cutlery Compa­
ny, was read, in which objection was 
made to the.bill rendered the company 
by the village for water used at the 
factory. The later claimed that the 
amount charged, $100 per year, was 
excessive and represented about one- 
eighth of the entire revenue from the 
water rentals. The communication 
was received and placed on file.

On motion of Mr. Bishop, the Clerk 
was directed to purchase two or three 
nozzles for the use of the fire depart­
ment.

No further business coming up, the 
Council adjournel. The members 
present were Trustees Graham, Mar­
ble, Bishop, Dalrymple.
