The youngest trooper of that auda­
cious hand, who, in insignificant num­
bers, marched a few years ago right in­
to the country of the most dreaded Kaf­
fir king in Bouth Africa, the ferocious 
Lohengula, rode off on his mission with 
a glad and. proud heart.

A n ­
gell cannot go to Constantinople in his 
diplomatic capacity.

five miles w est of h ere ,-a t 4:30 o’clock, 
caused the death, so far as is known, of 
nine men and the serious in ju ry o f  eight 
others. Tw o of the latter will die. The  
dead are: John R . Cooper, W ellsville, 
U ta h ; C. W .  Shields, aged 35, residence 
unknown; Janies Steffen, Dillon, M ont.; 
D . L . Thom as, D ayton, W a s h .; five u n ­
known m en, all sheep shearers heating, 
their way.

Chinamen Before the Aztecs.
Herm asillo, M exico, June 1.— M iguel 

R ojas, a  m em ber o f the M exican So­
ciety of Geography and Statistics, while  
m aking archaeolgical researches along  
the Y aqui river, southwest of here, dis­
covered a  huge rock upon which Chinese 
characters were clearly inscribed. This 
discovery has much interest in M exican  
archaeological circles, and lends color to 
the old Mexican legend that the early  
inhabitants o f Mexico cam e from  China.

Double Hungingat Chicago.
Chicago, M ay  29.—W illiam  Thom as 

Powers and John Lattim ore, negro m ur­
derers, were hanged on the sam e scaf­
fold at 12:01 o’clock Friday afternoon. 
The men died w ithout a  word regarding 
their innocence or guilt. Pow ers’ lue  
w as taken as a  nunishm ent for the 
murder of John J. M urphy. Lattim ore  
w as convicted of killing Louis M aravic  
at Summit, Ills.

Grand Junction, Col., M a y  29.— The 

A tlantic express, east bound, on the  
Denver and Rio Grande railroad, collid­
ed w ith a freight train near here F ri­
day m orning. The engineer and fire­
man were killed and several passengers 
were injured.

N ew  Y ork, June 1.— Six people w ere  

killed yesterday afternoon b y  a  collision 
on the Long Island railroad a t V a lley  
Stream.

MICHIGAN ITEMS WHICH WILL BE OF 
GENERAL INTEREST.

Bcport ol‘ the Terrible Grade Crossing A c­
cident Xeai' Brooklyn.

N ew  York. June 1.— President B ald ­
win of the L on g Island railroad re­
ceived reports Tuesday from  the crew  
of the train which M onday ran down a  
taily-ho party killing five and fata lly  
injuring others of the young pleasure 
seekers from  Brooklyn. Joseph Colli- 
gan, the engineer, and Conductor John 
Reeves say that the usaul w arning sig­
nal of blow ing the locomotive w histle  
and ringing the bell on the engine were' 
given as the train approached the cross­
ing.

Engineer Colligan said he did n ot see 
the tally -ho until it w as too late to 
avoid the collision. Engineer Colligan  
and Conductor Reeves have been in the  
employ of the L on g  Island railw ay for 
m any years and have good records. A n  
official of the railroad said the com­
pany has inform ation that the occu­
pants of the tally -ho were singing, 
shouting and m aking such a noise that 
it was hardly possible for them  to hear 
the locomotive’s w histle and the signal 
for the crossing until it  w as too late.

Poison in the Coffee.
H arrisburg, Ills., June 1.— Some per­

sons placed poison in the coffee pot o f  
a fam ily nam ed Duncan, six  miles w est 
of here. The mother and daughter were 
attacked w ith violent pains and vom it­
ing. The mother is dead and the daugh­
ter is not expected to live. Suspicion  
points to some parties having placed  
the poison in the coffee Sunday night 
while the fam ily  w as at church.

Father and Son Drowned.
Lincoln Center, K an ., June 1.— W hile  

bathing in  the Saline river, six miles 
east of this city Decoration day, George 
Repschere, 15 years old, got beyond his 
depth and Was drowned. H is father 
w ent to his rescue and w as also 
drowned. Neither could swim. Mrs. 
Repschere and five other of their chil­
dren saw  the drowning of Lhe husband, 
father and brother.

Runaway Horse In a Cemetery.
M arinette, W is ., June 1.— A  serious 

accident occurred duping the M emorial 
D a y  exercises. A  horse, frightened at  
the firing of guns, ran pell-m ell through 
the cemetery crowded with people. Sev­
eral persons were run over and one 
wom an w as seriously hurt. A  baby she 
carried in her arm s w as also injured. 
Some tom bstones were torn out.

Entire Fam ily Exterminated.
Centralia, Ills., June 1.— J, W . R ob­

erts, w ife and two children, were struck  
b y  an Illinois Central north-bound p as­
senger train at A lm a, a  sm all town, 
fifteen miles north of Centralia, Tues­
day morning, and all were instantly  
killed. T h ey were driving in a  w agon  
and were caught _at. a  crossing.

Short Review o f tlio W ork  o f tlio State 
Solons at Lansing— Other News of Inter­
est from  A ll  Over the Great State R e­
ported by Telegraph.

Lansing, M ich., M ay  28. —  Governor 
Pingree perpetrated a surprise upon the 
legislature by sending to it a  special 
message calling attention to important 
legislation not y e t acted upon and urg­
ing that the date of final adjournment 
he postponed from M ay 31 to June 14. 
W h en  the house recovered from its sur­
prise it adopted a  resolution to that 
effect by a vote of 63 to 31, hut when 
it  reached the senate it met with oppo­
sition and w as defeated by a vote of 
24 to S. The house refused to concede 
and a  committee on conference was 
asked, hut the senate adjGurned w ith­
out further action. The senate defeated 
the hill cutting passenger fares on the 
upper peninsula roads to 3 cents.

Lansing, M ich., M ay 29.— A t midnight, 
yesterday, amid great eonfusio.n, the 
M ichigan legislature ceased transacting 
legislative business after nearly five 
m onths’ session. M any of the so-called  
reform measures, fathered chiefly by  
the political friends of Governor Pin­
gree, were left in committees, together 
w ith  m any bills of a  more local charac­
ter. The final form al adjournm ent will 
be on M onday. L ast night Governor 
Pingree sent a final message to both 
houses, urging the recall of the M erri- 
m an  hill for increasing the taxation of 
railro3.fi earnings and the passage of a  
substitute which shall be more ade­
quate to accomplish the purpose in ­
tended.

Accom panjdng the message w as an  
estim ate o f the state railroad commis­
sioner, showing that the increase in  
taxes under the bill will be but $155,- 
700. The governor also subm itted a  
brief w hich tends to show that the act 
in  question is illegal, being “ an a t­
tem pt to usurp the power of congress 
to regulate and tax commerce am ong  
the states and w ith Canada.”  The gov­
ernor urged the passage o f an act 
against which, a t  least, no legal ob­
jections could he raised. The senate  
refused to take any action on the gov­
ernor’s m essage. A ccordingly both  
houses adjourned a t midnight.

Laiising, M ich., M a y  31.— The m em ­
bers o f the legislature kept up until a  
late hour their revelry incident to the 
closing of the business F rid a y  night. 
D u rin g the celebration a  valuable  
portrait of General Lafayette, which  
hung on the senate w alls, w as greatly  
dam aged, a  couple o f books having been 
thrown against the canvas, tearing it in 
two places. The elegant glass doors 
of the senate chamber w ere broken and  
the w alnut desks w ere defaced w ith a  
carpenter’s  ham m er.

Comedian Comes Near Death. 
M ctm t Clemens, M ich., M a y  29.— R ob­

ert G ay  lor, the Irish comedian, w as  
overcome b y  gas a t a  bathhouse and  
w as unconscious two (hours before he  
could be moved. In  spite of reoeatad  
warnings to guests a t .a ll the bath­
houses not to turn on m ineral w ater 
unless an attendant is present, m an y  
people suffer the penalty every season  
of trying to gratify  their curiosity. G a y -  
lor had taken his hath and then turned  
the faucet and allowed the clearm ineral 
w atei to run over his neck and chest, 
the result being that he alm ost lost his 
life.

Sixty M illions W aiting for Thom . 
Sturgis, Mich., M a y  2S.— A  m eeting of  

the R oyer fam ily  o f Indiana w as held  
here. T h e object o f the m eeting w as  
to form  an  association of all the families 
of that nam e in  the two states. There  
are similar associations a t  R ockford, 
Ills .; Akron, O., ana one a t  Lancaster, 
P a. The object o f the association is to 
give the right and title o f the R oyer  
heirs to the estate of Jaques R oyer, 
w ho died in St. Louis, M o., leaving no 
w ill, but w ho le ft his property in  trust  
to the Jesuit brothers until his legal 
heirs proved their right to it. The 
property, it is now claimed, am ounts to 
about $60,000,000.

Managed to Sever H is W indpipe. 
M arquette, M ich., M a y  28.— W illia m  

Fitzpatrick, a  section forem an for the 
D . S. S. and A . railroad, living in  A u  
Train, thirty m iles east o f here, at­
tempted suicide. Fitzpatrick, w ho w as  
bossing a  gan g on the track, w alked  
aw ay a  short distance and pulled out 
his pocket knife and slashed him self 
seven tim es across the throat, the last 
time cutting the wind pipe. H e  failed  
to kill him self outright, but he is very  
low and his attem pt has every , chance 
of being successful.

Fingree Asks a  Legal Opinion. 
Lansing, M ich., June 1. —  Governor 

Pingree has requested an  opinion from  
Dean H utchins, o f the law  department 
of M ichigan university, as to the con­
stitutionality o f the M errim an hill to 
increase taxes upon railroad earnings. 
The governor m ust sign or reject the 
bill b y  June 5, and he is undecided w hat 
to do about it. Its  chief alleged defect 
is that it is  in conflict w ith  the inter­
state commerce law .

Minister A n gell Goes to Washington. 
A n n  Arbor, M ich., M a y  28.—President 

A n gell has left for W ashington  in 
obedience to a  telegram  received from  
the state department. The summons 
w as entirely unexpected, and its nature  
is unknown. I t  is rum ored that D r. 
A n gell w ill be ordered to depart for  
Turkey sooner than he expected, prob­
ably within a  few  days.

People are doing more business than 
they realize. They reckon by values, 
but these are much lower than in any 
previous year of prosperity and leave 
little margin for profits. In quantity, 
there is almost as much business being 
done as in the years of greatest pros- • 
perity, and though the increase iD pop­
ulation would call fi r a material ex­
pansion, the comparison is not discour­
aging. The recovery is slow, hesitat­
ing and gradual, but more has been 
done on the whole in May than in A p­
ril, while returns in April showed the 
volume of business only 10 per cent, 
smaller than that of the best year here­
tofore. Y et hesitation is doing its 
work every week, and multitudes are 
waiting because of possibilities at 
Washington who ought to be swelling 
the demand for labor and the products 
of labor. Exports of $2,300,000 gold 
cause no alarm, as they7 are obviously 
the results of the premium paid by 
Russia, and it is well understood that 
goods imported in May, 51 per cent, 
larger than last year, are supplying 
wants for mouths to come, while ex­
ports of products, in Alay thus far 27 
per ceut. larger than last year, will 
much increase within two months-. 
The Treasury is doing well, and the 
money market has gained $2,000,000 
from the interior during the week, and 
has no apprehension. The encourag­
ing increase in the demand for com­
mercial loans still continues in volume 
as large and in quality of paper offered 
even better than last week.

Beet Sugar No Longer An E xp n i- 
ment. *

Results already achieved in field and 
factory on a commercal scale during 
the past six years, to say nothing of 
many thousands of farm "and labora­
tory tests, demonstrate beyond ques­
tion two things: (1) That the sugar 
beet can be grown in profitable quanti­
ty and quality over a sufficient area In 
the United States to furnish tbe world’s 
supply of sugar, and (2) (hat the cane- 
sugar industry can be largely develop­
ed. So true is tins that it is now re­
cognized, by all well informed about 
this new industry, that California, Io­
wa, Nebraska, and aDy one of several 
other States could a'one supply the 
United States with all the sugar she 
consumes. Once firmly established. 
American genius will so improve upon 
present conditions that in due time tbe 
United States will be an exporter of 
sugar. For experience bas shown that, 
once established, the beet can more 
than compete with cane.—From “Su­
gar—the American Question of the 
Dav.”  by Herbert Myrick , in June 
Review o f  Reviews.

We have 
the power to 1 eject it, i f  we will, but 
that does not excuse us. The pulpit 
owns the Sunday school allegiance be­
cause the Sunday school is an agency 
to present tbe trutb to tbe minds and 
nearts of men and women.

No Excuses A llow able.

State Dairy and Food Commissioner 
Grosvenor can now proceed to enforce 
the pure food law with vigor, the su­
preme court having on Tuesday made 
a ruling which makes that enactment 
a terror to dealers who sell impure or 
adulterated articles of food. This rul­
ing was made in a unanimous opinion, 
writ en by Chief J ustice Long in the 
case of Michael Snowberger, wbo was 
convicted by Cucuit Judge Liune at 
Alonroe for violating the pure food law.

Snowberger admitted the selling of 
adulterated mustard to Carl Franke 
oue of Commissioner Grosvenoi’s in­
spectors, but insisted that the mustard 
was purchased by him (Suowberg-r) 
as a pure article in good faith, and 
that he believed when he sold it to 
Franke that it was pure. Judge Einne 
was inclined to find'the accused not 
guilty, hut in order that the law might 
be tested he convicted him under pro­
test.

Snowberger’s counsel contended that 
it was the intent of the legislature to 
provide by the pure food law of 1S95 
th it no person should be convicted and 
punished for selling adulterated food 
or drink without it be shown that he 
knew the article to be adulterated.

The supreme court holds that the 
act cannot be so construed, saying that 
the offence under the act consists in 
selling an article entended to bs eaten  
or drunk, which is adulterated. It is 
held that section S, of the act, shows 
conclusively that the legislature d :d 
not intend to make criminal in 'entor 
guilty knowledge a necessary ing.edi 
ent of the off -nee. “As a rule.”  the 
court says, “ there can be no crime 
without a criminal intent, but this 
rule is not universal.”

What relation does tbe Sunday school 

sustain to tbe church?

superintendent. By virture o f his of­
fice, he is superintendent of the school. 
This relation ought to be further em- 
physized by electing all the officers 
from the membership o f the church.
How can a consecrated teacher o f a 

class o f boys lead them to Christ, 
when Christian parents dance and 
play cards?

We do not believe dancing and card 
pla\ ing are sins, per se, but we d > be­
lieve that the associations are usually 
demoralizing and the tendencies creat­
ed by the continued indulgence in 
these habits are downward. There­
fore, we reply to this question, by say­
ing, That it is a very difficult matter 
for a teacher to make his precept rise 
higher in its influence than that of the 
lives of professing Christians. W e do 
not wish to make any sweeping asser­
tions, yet our experience has shown 
to very clearly, that as a rule, the class 
of people that are deeply interested in 
dancing and card playing, are not 
noted for any marked spirituality.

Obituary.
H on. Ge o r g e  M. D e w e y , Sr., died 

at his home in Owosso, Mich, last 
Thursday evening. Mr, Dewt-y form­
erly resided in Berrien county, teach­
ing school in the couuty. In 1S56, he wa 
appointed deputy superintendent of 
public instruction at Lansing. A fter 
having served in this capacity, he locat­
ed in Niles, purchasing the Niles En­
quirer, and conducted the paper suc­
cessfully for nine years, then removing 
to Hastings, where he published the 
Hastings Banner for fifteen years. In 
1881, he located at Owosso, purchasing 
the Times of that place, transferring 
the paper to his son, Edmund O. Dew­
ey, in 1890. He was prominent iu the 
slate, both in politics and Odd Fellow­
ship, being Grand Master of the Mich­
igan Odd Fellows ,in 1888-9, and also 
publisher of the "Odd Fellow”, the 
state organ of the order.

E d it o r  K e c o r d .—I  thought I  would 
report again from North West Kansas. 
Everything is in a flourishing condi­
tion, at present. Rain is needed in 
this immeditate vicinity, but not badly 
yet. Corn is about all planted, and 
some of the planted-early is a foot 
high. Early-planted potatoes are bud­
ding for blossoms, with new potatoes 
the size of marbles.

I have noticed some fine fields of 
corn, this spiing. A  man can put out 
and tend 100 acres of corn, in this 
country, with three head of horses. 1 
talked with a man, the other day, who 
told me that, with the help of his two 
boys, lie would tend 310 acres of corn. 
A  boy here ten years old can tend corn 
nicely, and lots of it.

Rye looks fine and is ail headed out. 
Wheat looks the best I  ever saw in 
Kansas, and the acreage of both wheat 
and corn is the largest, I  believe, in 
the history of the state. Alfalfa is 
fine, til’ s spring, and is fast growing in 
favor. It is a fine thing for this coun­
try’. It will be in full bio un, next 
week, and ready to cut. We cut it 
fr 'in three to four times a year, usual 
ly three times. It roots very deep, an d 
is the earliest of all vegetaticn to come 
on, in the spring. Much earlier than 
anything I ever saw in Michigan. It 
is fine feed for hogs, horses, cattle,f 
sheep and chickens. I have a p atch o 
five acres that will cut over fifteen ton 
the first crop. The third crop is the 
seed crop, and it sells at §2.50 to §3.00. 
Wild plums are in great abundance, as 
well as wild grapes. Cultivated grapes 
do well here. I  saw peach tree loaded 
with Early Crawford peaches, the other 
day, that will ripen in July. They are 
as large as common marbles, now. I 
think that peaches, grapes and apri­
cots will be raised here in abundace, 
a very few years.

archy. T h e VKttrios i f  the M oslem  in 
Ilpirus. Macedonia and Thessaly have  
so enraged the Greek people over the 
m ilitary ir.oomp. ter.ey of K in g  George’s  
sens and his governm ent that they ut'- 
sire a  change*. The reaction toward a  
republic is extrema Iy pronounc-d at 
Athens. The very m en w ho drove the 
governm ent into a w ar w ith Turkey, 
w ho politically destroy, d flclyannis, and  
who cost the loss of thousands of lives, 
now demand that the m onarchy shall 
be stilled. The powers do not like this 
plan, ar.d their warships at Pharlorum  
are ready to land troops ar.d artillery  
in the e vent of disi rders occurring, to 
deter the revolutionists from  m aking a  
demonstration against She king.

I t  is net believed that any  
one w as ki'led  except a  sheep herder 
nam ed Hoover, whose m urder seme tone  
ago  caused the excitement, b’cttlers, and  
cowboys determined to avenge his 
death and give the Cheyennes an ob­
ject lessen to deter then: from  sim ilar 
acts in the future. T hey sent all the 
w om en and children to places o f safety, 
arm ed themselves ar.d congregated near 
the agency and. demanded the surrender 
o f the Indians accused c f  m urdering  
H oover. The Irdiar.s armed themselves 
and m ade threatening demonstrations 
against the whites, but no battle has 
been fought nor m assacres begun so 
fa r  as is known.

Six companies o f United States troops 
are at the agency. The Indians declare 
that they do rot want to fight w ith the 
soldiers, but are anxious to have a 
brush with the white settlers and eow - 
beys. There is a ci r.iliet of authority be­
tween the Indian agent. Captain St* uch, 
and the sheriff o f Custer county. The 
sh eriffs  deputies were ordered off the 
reservation by the agent. They re­
turned to M il.s  City and got warrants 
for the arrest of the agent for interfer­
in g  w ith the officers ar.d started back  
to arrest him.

L am e Peer is six ty  m iles from a tele­
graph office, ar.d the result c f  the ex­
pedition is not known. The trouble is 
due to the charges c f  the settlers that 
the Indian? kill and steal their cattle, 
and counter-charges c.f the Indians that 
the settlers continually intrude on the 
reservation.

Other end o f  the grounds, stru ck  the 
horse of M ajor B , B . E van s, an officer 
on A dju tan t General W a tts ' staff. The 
m ilitia had been given permission to 
use only h a lf  o f the grounds, but Gen­
eral W a tts  im m ediately requested, the 
ball players to w ithdraw  until the 
troops could m arch p ast to leave the 
field.

This the students refused to do, and  
the police declining to interfere, Gen­
eral W a tts  ordered the troops to ad­
vance. The students resisted, and some 
broke through the line. A  general riot 
followed, in the course o f which a  po­
liceman w as knocked senseless and a  
student nam ed M cColl had his head 
crushed, from  the effects o f which ha 
m ay die. Professor of H istory R . M eans  
D avis, interfering, w as knocked down  
by a  student as were two soldiers.

The soldiers w ere hardly to blam e. 
T h ey obeyed orders. The police being  
pow erless, the facu lty  finally quieted 
the students and the soldiers w ere  
m arched back  to their armories.

In constructing a tub silo it is usual 
to cut out every other space between 

the hoops for the 
doors. A  silo 16
feet high would 
need but two 
doors, and these 
shonld be put in 
as shown in tlio 
cut here repro­
duced from The 
R u r a l  New 
Y o r k e r .  Tho 
staves of the silo 
are put in place; 
the stave at one 
side of w here the 
opening for the 
door is to be 
should be cut 
about cue-half 
off, so that the 
saw can be in­
serted when the 

a  Ti’B silo. silo is erected, 
and the remainder of tlie door sawed 
out without making an anger hole. Saw 
the door at a bevel, making the opening 
larger on the inside, so the door will fit 
snugly in place when pressed home by 
the ensilage. The edges of the staves 
shonld be beveled, so that when set in 
place they w ill form a tight joint along 
their entire edge.

The silo need not necessarily be per­
fectly tight when empty, nor need it lie 
water tight when the filling commences. 
The hoops shonld be tightened before 
filling and the staves brought closely to­
gether so that no piece of ensilage can 
get between tho staves. Tho moisture of 
the ensilage will cause the wood to ex­
pand so that not only will the silo be­
come tight, but the strain may become 
so great upon the hoops that, unless they 
be loosened slightly they may he burst. 
A  tub silo always needs close attention 
for a few'days after filling and the 
strain relieved if necessary. A silo 15 
feet in diameter and 16 feet high would 
hold 54 tons of ensilage. For feeding 10 
cows 30 pounds per day this silo would 
hold an amount-nearly sufficient to keep 
them one year, according to the author­
ity quoted.

In building a silo outside of a bam in 
some localities it will be necessary to 
provide some means of protecting Ifc 
from the extreme cold. This may cheap-

The results of tests made and reported 

by the Maryland station show the new 
corn product to be a valuable stock feed 
richer in composition than the whole 
fodder, and the food compounds more di­
gestible. The new com product con­
tains more pounds of digestible food 
per 100 pounds of the original feed than 
dees whole fodder, corn blades or timo­
thy hay. Rations compounded with the 
new corn product as a base are eaten 
well by cattle. These rations are more 
digestible than the same grains fed with 
fodder blades and will produce more 
grain in live weight per 100 pounds of 
food fed than the fodder blades ration. 
Such rations are more easily fed and 
there is less waste than in feeding in 
the ordinary manner.

This new corn product is in shape to 
be easily mixed with ground grain or 
any of the byproduct cattle foods. By 
the use of this corn product as n base 
it is possible to mix a complete and

The subject is 
the present pontiff’s  favorite theme, 
nam ely, the union o f  a ll Christian  
churches w ith the see of R om e. I t  is 
the official and final declaration regard­
in g  the claim s o f  the eastern and A n ­
glican churches to the apostolic succes­
sion.

“ W e  therefore decree and order that 
on this year and forever a  novena shall 
be celebrated a t Pentecost in a ll the 
Catholic churches, and i f  the bishops 
think It wise in all other churches and 
chapels.”

which can bo fed at one feeding, so ob­
viating the necessity of feeding grain 
and hay separately. This is u thing that- 
has not been possible heretofore with 
any class of food products < n our mar­
kets in the shape in which they existed. 
Rations mixed in this manner are as 
staple and possess as great keeping 
qualities as cottonseed meal or wheat 
bran. Animals fed upon such rations 
ate them with relish and kept in nor­
mal condition at all times.

Sweet Potatoes In  tlio North.
An Ohio farmer writing to The Na­

tional Stockman says: The General 
Grant is the best variety of sweet pota­
to I  have grown. This is a “ viueless 
sweet potato”  of good size, excellent 
quality and productive. Seed of this va­
riety was scarce last season and was of­
fered at the rate of $4 per bushel. The 
Early Golden yam does well in tho 
north. I  have grown tnbers of this va­
riety that weighed three pounds each. 
It is very productive and of good qual­
ity. The Red Bermuda yam I do not 
consider as good as Early Golden, 
though it will yield nearly as well. T 
have not had success with the Nanse- 
mond or the Jersey sweets. Last season 
I  tried Early Carolina and Up Rivers, 
and though it was not a good season for 
sweet potatoes these varieties were quite 
satisfactory.

Rape grows well on mnek soils. It 
also succeeds on loams.

S W A R M I N G  A N D  H I V I N G  B E E S .

Some o f  tlie Methods In  General Use 
Among- Beekeepers.

Once the bees have clustered the op­
eration of getting them into the hive is 
not so formidable as it would appear. 
Like every oth«r operation in the work­
ing of the hives, the insects must be 
handled cautiously and gently. The 
hive must be ready beforehand. The 
frames shonld have foundation strips 
fastened to the top as “ starters”  for the 
bees to work upon, and to make sure of 
them stopping in the new abode many 
beekeepers give them a comb from the 
patent hive containing brood and honey.

An ingenious device used by some of 
onr beekeepers for catching swarms is 
described as follows by Prairie Farmer:

To make it, get a forked stick, bend 
the forks together in the shape of a hoop 
and just large enough to go into an or-

dinary sized coffee sack (or other open 
material that will not smother the bees), 
then fasten it to the month of the sack. 
Bend the sticknear the fork. For con-.

vcnience cut tho stick in two near the 
fork and fasten the two parts together 
again so that they can bo easily taken 
apart. Shako tho bees from the comb 
into the sack, turn it over, and no bees 
can escape. Carry them to the hive, 
tako the cover off and gently lay the 
sack on the top of the frames, so bees 
can crawl out of the sack down into tho 
hive.

Some people merely place the hive on 
the ground and put a wide hoard before 
it. Then cut off the branch to which 
the swarm is clinging and bring the 
whole to the front of the hive. When 
the bees are brushed off on tbe board, 
they will usually enter tho hive pre­
pared for them without much trouble. 
Others brush tho bees off the branch into 
a basket, box or tin dish and hive the 
bees in any convenient way. Once a 
number of them have entered the hive 
they will call the others that may ho 
still in the air, who will join them. Dip­
ping the bees off with a dipper is pref­
erable to brushing, as the latter irritates 
them exceedingly and should bo avoided 
as much as possible.

In hiving a particular point is to 
have the hives clean, sweet and light. 
Bees hate the smell of paint. Care 
should be taken that they should all be 
got into the hive, particularly the queen, 
or they may desert it again. If they lin­
ger about the entry and are slow in en­
tering, a sprinkling of water thrown 
over them will accelerate their motion.

Concerning: Asparagus.
If you want nice white stalks, Amer­

ican Gardening gives this advice: 
‘ ‘Have the ground over tho crowns of 
the plants as loose and mellow as possi­
ble and the plant hilled up, as shown 
at Fig. 1 of the accompanying illustra­
tion. In cutting the stalks care must be 
exercised to avoid cutting tbe smaller 
shoots and buds. If the soil is as loose 
and mellow as it should be, the stalks

may be gathered by running the finger 
down into the soil by the side of the 
stalk and breaking it off near the root 
crown. One of the la st mixtures to cov­
er over the plants consists of a compost 
of muck and clear horse droppings, or 
perhaps rotted sawdust in place, of the 
muck, or both. If you prefer g u . u 
stalks (and they are more easily grown), 
have the bed as shown in Fig. 2. In that 
ease the stalks are simply cut off at tho 
surface of the ground.”

Item s In  Potato Culture.
It is reported from the Cornell (N. 

Y .) station that for potatoes level cul­
ture is preferable to ridge or hill cul­
ture for conserving moisture. Ridges 
shonld only he used when the object is 
to relieve the soil of moisture as in low, 
damp fields. All other requisites being 
present to insure a satisfactory crop, full 
success cannot be secured unless the 
foliage he kept healthy and intact.

Odd Mention.
IZroomcoru is a favorite crop -with 

many farmers in central Kansas.
The Minnesota Beet Sugar company 

has been organized with a capital of $2,- 
000, OOu. A factory to cost §250,000 will 
be built, and others- will follow.

The culture of chicory is similar to 
that of the sugar btet. Nebraska is said 
to be particularly adapted to the culture 
of chicory.

The hay of the Puget sound country 
is largely a mixture of timothy and al- 
sike clover, and a yield of three tens 
per acre is not at ail unusual.

In experiments conducted at the Kan­
sas station it was found that soaking 
seed corn in fungicides does no good, 
though such treatment prevents smut 
in wheat and oat*.

It was determined at a recent farm­
ers’ institute in Wisconsin that sheep 
are profitable to raise on the farm for 
mutton only, and that tlie clear profit 
from sheep can easily be made to exceed 
tho market price of the wool.

C U L T IV A T IN G  W H E A T.

Methods Practiced by Xortbivest Farmers.
Harrowing W heat Iii Oklahoma.

On the small farms of Holland and 
France today, under intensive farming, 
the wheat is drilled and cultivated as 
we do onions, potatoes or com and 
yields more per acre than any Kansas j 
wheatfields in tho most favored sea­
sons. That wheat will yield more under 
cultivation is not questioned, but how 
to cultivate growing wheat under our j 
conditions and produce it for any less 
per bushel is the problem. In the spring | 
wheat country of the northwest farmers j 
are. now trying specially designed tools 1 
that drill the wheat in rows 15 to 20 
inches apart, and cultivate between the 
rows afterward till the wheat is a foot or j 
more in height. It is claimed that the j 
increased yield will lfiore than cover the 
increased cost. In addition to the fore­
going statements a correspondent of the 
Kansas Farmer, writing from Topeka, 
says:

The condition of our climate renders 
some form of cultivation almost a ne­
cessity to make a fair wheat crop, ex­
cept in a most favorable season. Good ; 
preparation will do much, but on soils 
that tend to hake after a heavy spring j 
shower and before the wheat can shade 
the ground it needs to be supplemented 
by a loosening of the surface soil again 
to restore conditions most favorable to 
the life of the wheat plant.

While onr northern neighbors are 
testing the merits of wheat culture by 
a new method may we not test more 
fully a modified form of culture by har­
rowing the growing wheat twice, and 
probably three times, in the spring? 
Some farmers already practice this, and 
many more have noticed the beneficial 
effect of dragging a harrow across a 
wheatfield in the spring because it 
Was the most convenient way to get it 
to the field where it was to be used.

The object of the harrowing or culti­
vation is to loosen and dry out tbe top 
soil so that n moisture saving mulch 
may he formed and baking prevented.

Beneficial effects are also reported 
from harrowing wheat on the red up­
land soil of Oklahoma last season, and 
several harrowing.-; proved to be better 
than only one. The most good probably i 
comes from harrowing after each heavy 
rain till the wheat is too tall to culti­
vate longer. It is usually safer to har­
row across the drill row, hut some har­
row both ways.

H ott Much C om ?

Will it pay to raise as much corn this 
year when it can be bought for less 
than the cost of production? This ques­
tion is being asked throughout the com 
belt. A  Nebraska farmer answers it as 
follows in tho columns of the Iowa 
Homestead:

When any crop becomes unprofitable 
people seek new fields. Corn for two 
years has lost money to the grower who 
sold it in the market. The acreage will 
be decreased 30 per cent this year, and 
an enormous crop or acreage at that 
will bo pnt ont, Right now is a good 
time to grow com as oats. It is also a 
good time to let go of the cattle and 
bny some good horses. I  tell you the 
time to go in any business is when peo­
ple are cursing that particular business. 
You grew more soft com  last year than 
was ever grown in Iowa in one year, 
and this big corn crop will go out of 
sight so quickly that you will wonder 
what became of it. Pnt out your regu­
lar acreage of com.. ___ _ ■ ■ •

WOMAN’S WORLD.
THE IRISH JOAN OF ARC AND THE 

WORK SHE HAS UNDERTAKEN.

Miss Anthony Answers Her Critics—The 
Xtage F or Plaiting—Summer W raps Is 
a  Serious Question—To Purify Water* 
Tlie Fashion In Gloves.

Miss Maude Goune, who has been 
called tbe Irish Joan of Arc because of 
all she has done for the Irish national 
monument., is about to visit tbe United 
States. The main object of her visit 
will be in reference to tbe centennial 
celebration to be held in Ireland next 
year.

Miss Gonne is the daughter of a colo­
nel of the English army. All her people 
are Conservatives and on the side of 
England. While visiting friends in the 
north of Ireland she saw some cruel 
eviction scenes. So touched was she by 
the sights she witnessed that she imme­
diately resolved to throw in her lot with 
the sufferers.

She worked for a long time among 
the. evicted tenants, then took up tho 
amnesty question, and when things 
looked dark and gloomy at home be­
cause of the Parnellite split sho went 
td France, where her reception was 
most flattering. Her latest move is to 
Etnrt a paper called L ’lrlande Libre, the 
title of which sufficiently indicates the 
object.

Tho following interesting answers 
have been given by Miss Gonne to ques­
tions propounded to her by a represent­
ative of The. World:

“ What is the object of the movement 
yon are organizing for 1898?”

“ The first idea is to keep green the 
memory of tbe revolution of 1798 and 
of the heroes who gave up their lives 
struggling for their country’s liberty. 
This is a national duty. It may appear 
sentimental, but it has immense advan­
tages. Besides its direct influence in 
the way of promoting enthusiasm

among the people, the celebration will 
afford a grand opportunity of setting 
Ireland right before tbe world as far as 
her relations with England are con­
cerned. England is constantly trying 
either to draw the veil of silence over 
Ireland or to spread untruths and to say 
the Irish are getting more and more 
contented under English rule.

“ I  do not say that all of ns Irish are 
entirely free from blame in this matter. 
For instance, England’s task is made 
easier by the fact that certain Irish 
members of parliament have actually 
voted extra taxation for Ireland for the 
purpose of strengthening the British 
fleet. Foreign nations have been thus 
led to believe that the Irish people are 
willing to bend the knee to their op­
pressors if thereby they gain a mere 
passing advantage.

“ All this is a great injustice. Tbe 
best way to counteract it is to invito 
delegates from tlie liberty loving conn ■ 
tries to Ireland to take part in the cen­
tennial celebration of next year They 
will then have an opportunity of wit­
nessing the enthusiasm of the people, of 
seeing that they are dissatisfied with 
English rule and that they have ample 
reason to be so.” — Paris Cor. New 
York World.

Miss Anthony Answers H er Critics.
An interview lately appeared in the 

St. Louis Republic with a Mrs. Beck­
with of Brooklyn, who accused the 
leaders of the suffrage movement of 
being in it from mercenary motives and 
of making ‘ ‘a fat thing”  out of it. Miss 
Anthony and others were mentioned by 
name. Miss Anthony wrote to The Re­
public in reply. She referred to her long 
connection with the movement and con­
tinued:

“ During that time I have never had 
§1 for my services, nor have I  ever re­
ceived any money from the national as­
sociation for my suffrage work in the 
last 50 years I am usually paid for my 
lectures by any society which sends for 
me to come to a special place. In all of 
the laborious state campaigns, including 
the long, hard one in California last 
year, I have given my services without 
money and without price. The various 
bequests that have been left to me to 
use at my discretion have all been ap­
propriated to the suffrage cause. Not a 
dollar of them has found its way into 
my pocket, and the slender income upon 
which I live is derived from an annuity 
purchased for me by my friends.

“ Not one officer of the National Wo­
man Suffrage association is or ever has 
been paid for her services, and most of 
these women have contributed many 
years of hard work and a large amount 
of their own money. Mrs. Carrie Chap- 
man-Catt, tbe national organizer, goes 
to her office every morning and does a 
full day’s valuable work without a cent 
of salary or other financial remunera­
tion, and this she has done for several 
years. She is able to do this because her 
husband is a man of good business and 
comfortable income. Rev. Anna H. 
Shaw depends for her own support and 
that of a number of relatives whom she 
is educating upon the money received 
for her lectures, which are always fur­
nished to suffrage associations at re­
duced rates and very often absolutely 
donated to them. I do not know one of 
tiie leading workers in the suffrage asso­
ciation who is making any money what­
ever ont of it, and I do know that all of 
them could make a great deal of money 
if they would use their abilities in other 
directions. The great obstacle to our 
success is the lack of funds to carry on 
the work.

“ I should not take the time or space 
to make even so much of a statement as 
this were it not that such attacks as 
that of Mrs. Beckwith are frequently 
made, and though I do not mind them 
personally I fear that they may injure 
tli<* cause of woman suffrage, which I 
value above all else iu tbe world. ”

Tlio Rage For Plaiting.

A wild craze has set in among the 
ultra fashionable for materials heat 
pressed in the manner known as sun 
plaiting, accordion kiltiDg, etc. To 
quote from a famous French fashion de­
signer, “ Every woman who respects 
herself must wear the radical plaiting 
in some form or other. ”  This mode of 
manipulating goods both thin and 
weighty extends to whole costumes, 
waists, capes, frills, collarettes, hats, 
fichus, etc., and in Paris much of the 
newest expensive underwear is kilted or 
accordion plaited. Some of the fresh 
summer toilets so arranged are certainly 
very charming, but, as was recently 
mentioned, the straight folds easily .mar 
when one is obliged to sit upon them, 
and this is a great disadvantage to the 
fashion, but it is greatly obviated by 
sash draperies at the back, and not a 
few of tbe plaited skirts are now half 
covered by the overdress, which seems 
to be persistently making its way among 
approved summer styles.

A ribbon belt passed through a hand­
some oblong buckle at the back of tbe 
figure, the ribbons tied either at the side’

or in front in a smart looking empire 
bow, is still the popular finish to the 
waist of demidress gowns. The most 
usual method of tying the ribbon i3 to 
form somewhat long loops standing up­
ward, with corresponding loops below 
the waist. These look better when 
slightly irregular in length. Attention 
to such details may appear unnecessary, 
but in reality they are not unimportant. 
Much more depends on trifles of this 
sort in the general effect of a gown than 
might be supposed. It is the Frenchwo­
man’s attention to the minor details of 
her toilet, however trifling, that hasen- 
dowed her countrywomen with the well 
merited reputation of being the best 
dressed women in the world. Be she 
parlor maid or marquise, it is all the 
same. Alike they are as perfectly and 
charmingly dressed as their several cir­
cumstances will allow them to he.— 
New York Post.

Summer W raps.
The matter of summer wraps and 

coats is a, particularly serious one this 
season, for the recent styles of dress de­
mand some outer garment, and yet, in 
spite of the sleeves being smaller, do not 
seem exactly suited to always being 
worn with coats and jackets. There is 
an unusual number of different styles 
in the wraps, and all sorts of materials 
are used, while in many cases two or 
three material? are combined. There are 
also several shapes to choose from, and 
there is a great difference in the weight 
among them, so it would seem as 
though every one might he suited and 
find a garment becoming and at the 
same time useful. All reports to the 
contrary, neck trimmings are very"fall, 
and chiffon and mousseline de soie are 
not yet b nisbed from the list of fash­
ionable fabrics. On tbe contrary, they 
seem to be more in favor than ever.'

Iridescent trimmings, jet, silk, sat­
ins and velvets—all these old favorites 
are again used, until positively some of 
the new capes look as though the con­
tents of a treasure trunk had been ran­
sacked in order to secure the desired re­
sult. A ll the smartest styles have silk 
linings, and not only black silk, but all 
the many colored taffetas are employed 
for this purpose, thus showing that the 
well gowned woman of today demands 
a good finish to everything she wears 
and is not content with a smart outside 
to her wrap and a cheap cotton lining 
inside. This very detail of finish is one 
reason that the new things look so 
smart and fine and have the desired ap­
pearance of being absolutely fresh. Two 
silks put together add each to the oth­
er’s beauty, and it does not follow that 
the expense is greatly increased, for two 
cheap silks are better than one expen­
sive one made up on cheap lining.— 
Harper’s Bazar.

To Purify W ater.
In an interesting talk given before 

the Brooklyn Woman’s club by Mrs. E. 
M. Richards from the Institute of Tech­
nology of Boston the speaker told most 
promisingly of the advances being made 
in the study of domestic science.

In the. discussion which followed Mrs. 
Richards’ talk many practical questions 
were asked by the eager housekeepers 
who largely made np the Woman’s club. 
The answer to one of them will be of 
interest to every housekeeper. This is in 
relation to a simple and efficient way to 
purify water. A small vial of the crys­
tals of permanganate of potash carried 
in one’s traveling bag will, according 
to Mrs. Richards, make ono compara­
tively impervious to the dangers of 
impure drinking waters. A  small piece 
or two of the crystals added to a pitcher 
of water that one is offered at the sum­
mer boarding house or the seaside hotel 
room or iu European stopping places, 
anywhere, iu fact, where the history of 
the water supply is either unknown or 
suspected, will quickly rid it of all dan­
gerous bacteria. The water should turn 
a rather deepisli pink, a condition which 
shows that the disinfectant has done its 
work and may be drunk iu this rosy hue 
with confidence.

Mrs. Richards evidently does not pnt 
her faith iu filtered water. She says, 
“ Do not boil and filter, but filter and 
boil.”  These are valuable bits of infor­
mation which, coming from such an 
authority, may he accepted with con­
fidence by the anxious house mothers 
who realize that, with all good plumb­
ing, cleanliness and wholesome food,
their families may still be exposed to 
the most serious contagion by way of 
the water faucets.

The Fashion Xn Gloves.
Fashion has changed more than usual 

as regards gloves the last year owing 
to the change that has been made in 
sleeves. It is quite impossible, now 
that the sleeves come so far down over 
the hands and fit so tightly about the 
wrists, to wear the long gloves, and the 
monsquetaires which have been in fa­
vor so long are uncomfortable and bulky 
with almost all the new gowns and 
jackets that have the new sleeves.

One button gloves cannot be said to 
have met with universal approval, hut 
are occasionally worn. The length, 
however, is equal to that of a two but­
ton glove. Two buttons have this sea­
son quite superseded the three and four, 
but they also are longer than, two but­
ton gloves were made formerly. Heavy 
kid and dogskin are generally used for 
them, as they are, as a rule, street 
gloves. For summer wear there is one 
style of white suede made on the same 
lines, and a heavy white glace kid with 
heavy stitching is also worn with wash 
gowns.

White glace, two, three and even four 
button, heavily stitched gloves are yet 
in favor for smart occasions—calling, 
receptions, etc. These gloves can only 
be worn once without looking soiled, 
particularly if worn with dark gowns 
or wraps. Even the utmost circumspec­
tion when wearing them does not seem 
to he of much avail. In consequence 
many women prefer the black suede, 
which certainly are more economical, 
and yet are not so effective.

W om an’s Capabilities.
The teslimony comes from Germany, 

where women are regarded merely as 
housewives and links between genera­
tions, and it is consequently the most 
valuable, as it is not open to the sus­
picion of being a roseate view of tbe 
case. It is a German professor—Klein 
of Gottingen—who pricks with the 
lance of practical experience one of 
man’s pet illusions regarding woman's 
capabilities. Says tbe professor, “ In ev­
ery respect have I found women stu­
dents equal to men in mathematics.”  
During the fight fer tbe higher educa­
tion of girls the conservative men have 
always maintained that woman might 
mafcter the lighter branches of learning, 
but that, save to the exceptional one, 
pure mathematics would be forever a 
sealed book. Although women long ago 
exploded this fancy—not by argument 
but by achievement—it is pleasant to 
note that, even in the stronghold of old 
world prejudice against the intellectual 
development of woman, she is gradual­
ly coming to bo recognized as some­
thing higher than a mere domestic ani­
mal.

Saved by au Unspoken Sermon.
How a sennou did good though it was 

not preached is wld by the Baltimore 
Herald. The sermon was written by the 
Rev. D. B. Greigg, and the subject of 
it—the “ Unemployed Masses” —Was 
announced in the usual course in the 
Saturday papers. One of the papers sent 
a reporter to Mr. Greigg’shouse and se­
cured a copy—or perhaps an abstract— 
of the sermon and put it in type for the 
Monday issue.

At that thpe evangelistic services 
were being conducted tbrougbout tbe 
city, and the committee in charge of 
them sent several speakers to address 
Mr. Greigg’s Sunday evening congrega­
tion. He at once gave way to the evan­
gelists, and the sermon he had prepared 
was not preached, hut was laid aside for 
another occasion. Tlvo next morning, 
however, tho daily papers contained a 
long report of the sermon which was 
as yet undelivered.

On that particular Monday morning 
there was in Baltimore a homeless and 
penniless young Scotchman. Every hour 
his prospects had seemed to grow darker, 1 
and finally desperation crushed ont what 
little hope had been left in his heart. 
He determined on suicide.

With his last few pennies he pur­
chased poison enough to end all and was 
leaving the drug store when his eyes 
fell on a newspaper. Probably tho 
glaucc would have been but a passing 
one if he had not noticed the headline, 
“ To the Unemployed Masses.”  This 
phrase struck a responsive chord, and he 
read the abstract of Mr. Greigg’s dis­
course.

Then it occurred to him that a min­
ister who preached such a sermon might 
he interested in his case. The latter 
man in him rose, and he made up his 
mind to search out the preacher if only 
as a last resort.

Securing Mr. Greigg’s address, he 
went to the house and was received with 
a heartiness that changed desperation 
into hope- The preacher himself was a 
Scotchman and listened with interest to 
the discouraged man’s story. What was 
more, he promised help. He communi­
cated with the Scotch societies of the 
city, and many hands were extended to 
the young stranger in distress. He was 
given temporary aid .and finally a posi­
tion, which he is now worthily filling.

And this was the result of a sermon 
never preached.

W om en N ot Emotional.
In defending tlio cause of woman’ s 

suffrage against the statements that 
women are too emotional to be trusted 
with tbe ballot Mrs. Alice Stone Black- 
well points out that in the states where 
for the first time women voted for a 
president not a single instance is record­
ed of a woman going insane through 
political excitement or committing sui­
cide or drawing a revolver or bowie 
knife, while she instances many cases 
where men did all these things in sou th­
em and eastern states. Moreover, in 
disputing the assertion made by a Mas­
sachusetts assemblyman in the state 
legislature that “ if women were allow­
ed to vote an insane asylum would have 
to be opened in every ward in Boston,”  
she says that the last state census proves 
that there are only three lunatics in 
Wyoming, and that these three are men.
