MICHIGAN MELANGE*

Important Happenings in the Siate During
the l'r.sl. I  av Pars iU'porte.I by  Tele­
graph—M itter yelectcil fertile Benefit oi
Our O'vn F-tiple.
Sault Ste. Marie, Mic-h., Sept. 20.—The 

information brought down by  the North 
Shore steamer Telegram from the Lake 
W aw a and Miehipicoten gold district is 
by far the most promising received yet, 
and the steamer would have taken very 
many more prospectors up with her Sat­
urday had there been accommodations. 
The dozen passengers w ho came down 
from  the district all had claims, and 
were enthusiastic over the prospects. 
B y  the boat the railroad syndicate re­
ceived a  letter from its export pros­
pector which states that free gold had 
been discovered in a  vein on then- prop- 
city on the south shore of the lake, 
and that another free gold bearing vein 
bad been found on the north snore.

W ill Turn Out Well.
J. L. Claverhill, the Montreal capital­

ist, in whose interest Professor M c­
Kenzie visited the district, paid $10,000 
cash for one share less than a  half in­
terest in the Dickinson-Mackey claim, 
and also agreed to erect the necessary 
crushing machinery. N. T. Yanve, late 
o f Colorado, who has had thirty years’ 
mining experience, w as interviewed and 
gave it as his expert opinion that all 
the finds in this legion would turn out 
well, as he believed the deposit was an 
extensive and not an isolated one. H e 
has assays from the Canadian govern­
ment showing a yield of from $10 to $250 
a ton, the specimens sent being from  his 
claims. Others go over $2,000 to the ton. 
It  was at first thought that nothing but 
quartz mining would develop in the dis­
trict, but C. I. Am ey of Ottawa, who 
explored the district from Lake Mani- 
toult to Lake W awa, brought here 
with him specimens o f washings which 
he obtained from rivers emptying into 
Lake Mat itcult and D og lake.

Foriy Cents to the Pan.
In these washings he found free gold 

from the gravel which yielded 40 cents 
to the pan. He had four bottles filled 
with these specimens, the nuggets vary­
ing in size front a mere speck to a  grain 
of wheat. H e refused to give any in­
formation as to location of these rivers 
until he could perfect his papers with 
the Canadian government. The govern­
ment has evidently recognized the value 
of the find, and has caused Crown Sur­
veyor Cozzens to post in the district 
notices to the effect that the ordinary 
land claim laws, allowing the settler 
to claim 320 acres, is no longer in ef­
fect, 4mt that the mining act now’  rules 
and no one person can take up more 
than twenty-two acres. Some of the 
miners who came down the trail from 
D og lake also report having found 
placer claims at a  considerable distance 
from Waw-a City, but none of them will 
talk concerning the location of these 
claims until they can protect them ­
selves.

Stateim*nt Utterly False.
I t  is now definitely settled that the 

statement made by one Johnson o f D e­
troit to the effect, that his father and 
a  Detroit syndicate spent $500,000 in 
sinking shafts in this district in the 
early 80’s, is utterly false, as no shafts 
have been found within ten miles of 
"Wawa City, the only one extant being 
in unpromising territory near the mouth 
o f the Miehipicoten river, where the 
formation is very different from  that 
around W awa. Not to exceed $10,000 
has ever been spent in this district by 
all previous prospectors. It is noticed 
that the c-rowds now going up are ex­
perienced miners, and the tenderfoot is 
not in evidence. The excitement is 
greater than ever before, and the next 
a-rival o f the boat is anxiously watched.

WATER POWER IN DEMAND.
Iinportimt. Additions to Manufacturing 

Plants at Ouinm- cc Falls.
Iron Mountain, Mich., Sept. 18.—C. B. 

Pride, an hydraulic engineer o f Apple- 
ton, completed a  survey o f the Sturgeon 
river falls, about ten miles from here, 
for the Maniiiton-Merryman company, 
which intends improving the same for 
the manufacture of paper. The sur- 
vey shewed a  fall o f  ninety feet with a 
flow o f 12,000 cubic feet o f water, suffi­
cient to develop 2,000 horse power. Mr. 
Pride is at the Quinnesec falls consult­
ing with Messrs. Frambaeh and Vilas 
regarding some extensive additions 
w’hich are to be made to the paper man­
ufacturing plant at that point. The 
company has 10,000 horse pow’ er de­
veloped there and is only utilizing about 
one-third o f  it. It  has been settled 
definitely that the concern will not re­
build its frills at ICaukauna, recently 
destroyed by fire, hut will concentrate 
its business at Quinnesec Falls.

For He AVas Korn on the Open Sea.
Muskeg-on, Mic-h., Sept. 21.—James P e­

ter Paul Lace Brown, the oldest resident 
of Muskegon and western Michigan, 
yesterday celebrated the 95th anniver­
sary of his birth. He was horn on the 
schooner Mary Jane on the Atlantic 
ocean one and one-half days’ sail from 
Cape May.

File Works Destroyed.
Philadelphia, Sept. 21.—The file works 

of Mayer, Landis & Co., at Twentieth 
and Allegheny avenue, were destroyed 
by fire Monday morning. The loss is 
$30,009. The building had scarcely been 
destroyed when Harry A. Landis, a 
member of the firm, was placed under 
arrest and held in $3,CC0 bail for a hear­
ing, charged with setting the place on 
fire. There was an insurance of $20,000 
on the place.

Alabama Mine on Fire.
Birmingham, Ala., Sept. 2L—Fire 

broke out in No. 2 mine at Belle Ellen, 
forty miles from here, Monday morning. 
About fifty men were in the mine at the 
time and it is said most c f  them es­
caped. Several are known to he still 
entombed and will probably lose their 
lives. The origin r f  the fire is un­
known.

CHANGES ITS NAME.

The National Association o f Builders Add3 
AVoi-il International.

Detroit, Sept. 17.—The National A s­
sociation o f Builders adopted an amend­
ment to their constitution designed to 
eliminate the intervention of state as­
sociations between the national associa­
tion and local exchanges. Considerable 
difference of opinion developed among 
the delegates over this and some amend­
ments o f lesser importance that were 
finally carried. Reports o f officers were 
listened to at the session.

The treasurer’s, depart showed- $1,400 
on hand, after expenditures for the year 
of §4,500. Secretary Seward's report 
showed the same membership as last 
year. The secretary expressed the opin­
ion that the plan o f arbitration of dis­
putes with employees adopted by the 
association could not be excelled. The 
Building Inspectors’ Auxiliary associa­
tion has forty delegates present. Thurs­
day the word international w as insert­
ed in  their name, taking in several 
Canadian cities.

Detroit, Sept. IS.—The National Build­
ers’ association convention finished its 
business Friday morning. Milwaukee 
w as chosen for the next convention, 
w’hich w ill he held the first Tuesday in 
February, 1S99. Thomas R . Bentley of 
Milwaukee w as elected president.

Try as they will the bears cannot 

get' wheat to the 90 cent mark al- 
tliougli their efforts to-day came 
reasonably near being crowned with 
success, as they sold December down 
to '(90#).

But it was noticeable that with all 
the selling there was little or no long 
wheat coming out, -which shows the 
holders o f the real article are not 
at all disposed to let it go at present 
prices. It is a matter o f common 
knowledge that a certain strong 
interest here has for some time own­
ed about 5,000,000 bushels o f Dec­
ember wheat bought at a figure 
far below the one now prevailing. 
Were they so disposed it would be 
an easy matter to take a large profit 
right now, and the fact that they do 
not do so is proof positive that they 
believe the market w ill advance in 
the near future. In any event they 
do not look for a decline, and their 
persistent refusal to sell is an effect­
ive and permanent check on the oper­
ations o f the bear crowd.

In corn the situation has cleared 
itself materially in the last few days. 
There were many weak holders of 
corn -whose lines have been liquidated 
and this has liad the effect o f clearing 
that market of a lot of dead wood, 
without which it w ill get along better 
and more naturally. To-day the tone 
o f the corn market was strong, and 
while during the inactivity of wheat 
it would not be natural for corn to 
advance much tlie^bcst judges deem 
it on a sure fouudation at present 
values. Provisions are also -well 
thought of, and the late buying has 
been of a good sort.

Gen. Gohiu’s Duties.
JI is AssihikmI the Comiiiiuidcr-in-Cliief, G. A. R.

Gen. J. P. S. Goble o f Lebanon has 
issued general orders from the head­
quarters o f  the general Army o f the 
Republic, assuming the duties of 
commander-in-ehief and announcing 
the appointment o f Gen. Thomas J. 
Stewart, Post No'. 11, department-of 
Pennsylvania, lo he Adjutant-Gener­
al and Charles Burrows, Post 28, de­
partment at New Jersey, to be Quar­
ter-master-general. In line with an 
economical administration of the 
affairs of the Grand Army, the com­
mander-in-eliief states that tlie ap­
pointees w ill serve without salary. 
Headquarties have been established 
at Independence Hall, Philadelphia.

WASHINGTON LETTER.
Special Correspondence

. Sept. 18,1897.
Aiuch interests is felt here In the 

Senatorial contests in the several 
States, especially Ohio, Maryland, 
New Jersey, Texas, and Iowa, for 
portions of the legislatures which are 
to be chosen in Iowa and New Jersey 
are to participate in the election of 
Senators.

AVliile all Senatorial elections are 
subjects of especial interest here, those 
this fall, especially in Ohio and Alary- 
land, are particularly so, because the 
control of the Senate from Alarch 4, 
1899, to 1901 may be determined by
them. On the Ohio election w ill de­
pend the complexion o f the Senate 
between this and 1899, provided a 
Republican is seated from Oregon.

So Ohio is the first to attract atten­
tion, because she may determine the 
control o f the Senate for the next two 
years, while she may, with the other 
States above named, control it for 
two years more. It is not surprising,
then, that every politician from Ohio 
is eagerly questioned on his arrival 
here, and that those from other States 
are also the subject o f attention when 
they put in an appearance. On the 
States above named may depend the 
control o f the Senate during all o f  
President Ale Kinley’s term.

There are now 43 Republicans in 
the Senate, 32 silver Democrats, 5 
silver Republicans, so-called, 5 Pop- 
uli?ts, and 3 sound-money Democrats. 
The death o f Senator George and the 
absence o f a Senator from Oregon 
leaves the total number but 8S. With 
a Republican seated from Oregon, 
and one elected in Ohio, that party 
would, with the co-operation o f one 
Populist, control the Senate. Even 
i f  a Democrat were appointed to suc­
ceed Senator Geurge, it is considered 
probable that at least one of the Pop­
ulists would co-operate with the 
Republicans, thus leaving that party 
in control o f the Senate with the aid 
of the Vice-President’s vote.

Thirty-one seats in the Senate are 
;>to be fiLled between now and Alarch 
4, 1S99. Eleven o f these are now 
filled by Republicans, fifteen by silver 
Democrats, two by Populists, two by 
silver Republicans, and one by a 
sound-money Democrat. It is con­
ceded that the Republicans will elect 
Senators from Alaine, Vermont, Alass- 
aclinsetts, Rhode Island, Conecticut, 
Pennsylvania, Iowa, Alichigan, and 
Minnesota; the Democrats in Virginia, 
Florida, South Carolina, Texas, and 
probably Missouri and Tennessee; 
and the silverites in Nevada, Montana 
and Utah. With the Ohio Republic­
ans successful this fall, the Republic­
an party is practically sure o f 41 
votes in the Senate in the last half o f 
Ale Kinley’s term, and the silver Dem­
ocrats 25.

There is reason to believe that the 
Republicans may be successful in 
sending members o f their own party 
from  Maryland, West Virginia, Ind­
iana, Wisconsin, North Dakota, Cal­
ifornia, New York, and New Jersey 
to succeed Democrats now holding 
seats from these States. Should this 
happen it would give the party an 
easy control o f the Senate. Should 
they only win in one-half these States 
they would he able to control the 
Senate with the vote o f the Vice-Pres­
ident.

It w ill be seen, then, that there is 
good reason for the intense interest 
with which the Ohio election o f this 
fa ll is being watched. Upon it alone 
may depend the control o f the Senate 
between this time and Alarch 4 th, 
1899, while upon Ohio, Alaryland, 
and a few other close States will de­
pend the control after Alarch 4, 1899, 
to the end o f President Ale Kinley’s 
term.

Therefore all eyes are on Ohio as to 
her possible control o f the Senate 
during the next 18 months, and on 
Ohio, Alaryland, and a few other 
close States as to the control o f that 
body during the remainder o f Pres­
ident Ale Kinley’s term.

Happily, the reports from all o f 
these States are very encouraging to 
the Republicans. In Ohio there now 
remains no doubt o f success, provid­
ed the members o f  the party in that 
State do not allow their good  pros­
pects to lead to a neglect o f duty. 
They have some very shrewd men to 
deal with, and some very unscrup­
ulous ones, too, and between these 
two they w ill need to get out every 
Vhte. But i f  they do so, it is con­
ceded that they will win. In Alary­
land the Republicans are very hope­
ful. They are all standing now WeU 
in line, and when the good round 
majority by which they carried the 
State last year is remembered, it is 
apparent that they have good chances 
o f success. Yet they have as shrewd 
and unscrupulous a man to fight as 
have' the Ohioans, for Arthur P. 
Gorman is a man who can only be 
beaten by the most heroic work on the 
part of the Republicans o f Maryland.

Advices from Ohio, indicate that 
the voters there understand pretty 
Clearly the heavy responsibility 
which rests upon them. A failure to 
elect a Republican from that State 
passes the control o f the Senate into 
tl)e hands o f those opposed to Pres­
ident Me Kinley, at least until March 
4,1899, perhaps to the end o f his term. 
It is a big responsibility, and it is

The Hope 
will coal here and then proceed to New 
York, where she will land the meteorite.

Discrimination in the- Alton, Ills., Schools 

Stirs Up Trouble.
Alton, Ills., Sept. 2L—The public 

schools o f  this city opened Monday un­
der the new arrangement separating the 
colored children from association with 
the white pupils, the former being as­
signed to two new schools by them­
selves. There is much dissatisfaction 
among the colored people over this 
change, based on race prejudices and it 
w as feared that there might be trouble.

In anticipation o f this the city coun­
cil vested all janitors in the white 
schools with police authority, but there 
has been no demonstration of any kind 
so far. The colored citizens haveraised 
a  purse of $500 and state emphatically 
that they will fight the new order on 
the grounds c f  justice, to the highest 
court.

MINERS AT WORK AGa IN.
Over 15,000 Go into the Mines in the Pitts­

burg District.
Pittsburg, Sept. 17.—A fter pearly 

three months’ idleness between 15,000 
and 18,000 coal miners in the Pittsburg 
district returned to work Thursday In 
acordacce with the action taken at 
Wednesday’s convention authorizing the 
men to resume w ork  in ail mines com­
plying with the provisions of the sale 
o f  65 cents at Columbus. The remain­
der o f  the 23,000 miners o f the district 
w ill be at w ork before the close o f  the 
week. I t  is estimated that the strike, 
which lasted sixty-five working days, 
ccst the people o f  the Pittsburg district 
from  $5.0GO,000 ’ to $7,000,000. O f . this 
amount the miners lost about $2,250,000 
in wages. The strike against the He 
Arm its w ill continue indefinitely, ar­
rangements having been made to assess 
the working, miners 5 per cent, o f their 
w ages to defray the expenses o f  keep­
ing up the fight until the 65-cent rate is 
made uniform throughout the district.

St. Louis, Sept. 21.—Mrs. Norman J. 

Colman, w ife of Norman J. Colman, ex­
secretary o f  agriculture, is dead at the 
fam ily  residence, 5471 Delmar avenue. 
The deceased had been an invalid for 
the last fifteen years, and for several 
months past she had suffered from a 
complication of diseases. Mrs. Column's 
name was K ate W right. H er father 
was a captain, George W right, a

ILLINOIS PROTECTED.
DR. EGAN TAKES PROMPT ACTION AT 

CAIRO.

THrtlal Quarantine I* Declared, Passengers 
from Louisiana. Alabama amt Mississippi 
Kot Beiiijp Allowed to Heave Trains Soutli 
o f  the Baltimore aiul Ohio Southwestern.
Cairo, Ills., Sept. 21.—D r, Guiteras un­

equivocally pronounces the t\yo suspi­
cious cases reported Saturday as yellow 
fever. The patients are P . J. Reynolds 
from  Point Pleasant and Mike Ryan, 
form erly employed on a  government 
dredge boat at East Cairo. These two 
men have been removed to the hospital, 
which has been isolated from  the city. 
N o fear o f  infection is  felt, and the citi­
zens are generally disposed to look upon 
the matter calmly.

Monday morning Dr, J. A . Egan, sec­
retary o f the Illinois state hoard of 
health and executive officer of the 
board, who has charge o f  the yellow  
fever inspection at Cairo, sent the fol­
low ing telegram to state officials at 
Springfield;

“ Until further orders no passengers 
from  Louisiana, A labam a or  Mississip­
pi, nor railroad employes accompanying 
the same, w ill be permitted to leave 
trains in the state o f Illinois south o f 
the line o f  the Baltimore and Ohio 
Southwestern railway running from  
E ast St. Louis on  the w est to Vin­
cennes, Ind., on the east. This prohi­
bition applies to passengers from other 
states who are transported in cars with 
those from  Mississippi, Alabama and 
Louisiana, and to all passengers from 
East Cairo, K y. AU passengers from 
the states mentioned and East Cairo, 
K y., must not be carried to any point 
In Illinois, Chicago excepted, north o f 
the line o f  the Baltimore and Ohio 
Southwestern railway above referred 
to, unless provided with clean bills of 
health signed by authorized national, 
state and municipal health officers. AU 
cars in which passengers from  infected 
districts are carried must be  thorough­
ly  disinfected at terminal points by 
means o f sulphur or  formaldehyde.”

TRIED TO KfLL DIAZ.
Italian Springs at the President Armed 

with a Poniard.

sassinate President Diaz by  a supposed 
Italian, named Arrayo.

The minister o f war in­
stantly seized the assailant and strug­
gled with him, throwing him to the 
ground and holding him there. Mean­
while the struggle had attracted at­
tention and a number o f police came 
running to the scene and placed the I 
would-be assassin under arrest. He is 
supposed to be an Italian named A r­
rayo, but sullenly refused to divulge his j 
object in making the attack. Diaz was ; 
not injured at all. ;

City o f  Mexico. Sept. IS.—Arroyo, who ; 
Thrusday assaulted President Diaz, was ; 
lynched Thursday night by a mob o f ; 
common people. About twenty o f the ! 
lynchers were arrested. Tlie mob had j 
apparently no organization, but it was j 
directed in some mysterious way. They 
broke into the jail by forcing the doors : 
with huge timbers handled by a hundred ; 
men. They overpowered the guards 
and surrounded them, while a detail o f 
men ran down the corridor and dragged 
out the trembling Arroyo. Crowds 
thronged the streets cheering for Diaz 
and the republic.

NEW CASES AT NEW ORLEANS.

Cooler Weather Gives Encouraging Hope , 
to the I’ llystchins.

N ew  Orleans, Sept. 21.—There were | 
thirteen suspicious cases o f sickness re- | 
ported Monday. A  considerable fall ' 
was noted in the temperature Monday j  
morning, and, though the cooler weath­
er is not entirely hopeful to the sick, it j 
encourages the physicians to believe the j 
fever w ill spread less rapidly. All pa­
tients heard from  except one or two 
were doing well. The Illinois Central 
discontinued two trains on Its valley 
line and two on its main line. Quar- j 
antine regulations have caused their ' 
w ithdrawal. Very few  trains are run­
ning on any o f  the roads, and there is 
consequent slowness in the delivery of 
the mails. Many towns continue to re­
fuse to receive New Orleans papers, 
fearing infection. The charity hospital 
has offered to send free physicians and 
medicines to the indigent who are at­
tacked with fever. The authorities do 
not care to receive yellow  fever pa­
tients in the charity hospital. Dr. Jo­
seph Holt, ex-president of the hoard of 
health, has reported nine cases of yel­
low- fever in his practice. H e says they 
w-ere all stricken violently, but were 
much relieved by prompt medical at­
tention.

St. Louis, Sept. 21.—Two special trains 

which left Mobile, Ala., are expected to 
reach here Tuesday morning. On the 
trains are the clerks and other employes 
in the general offices of the Mobile and 
Ohio railroad at Mobile, with their wives 
and families. The employes number 
about 200, and they with their families 
make a total o f 1,000 persons, who will 
remain here until the frost kills the 
yellow  fever germs in the south. Tem­
porary headquarters of the road have 
been opened up here by  Acting Presi­
dent E. L. Russell and General Auditor 
E. V. Taylor, who have been in the city 
.several days. Refugees continue to 
pour in from  the south.

Spots where crops will not grow be­

cause of alkaline material in the soil 
can he restored by applying large quan­
tities of barnyard manure and plowing 
it under to a depth of four or six inch­
es. The quantity will depend upon the 
amount of alkalinity, hut 80 to 40 large 
wagon loads per acre usually suffice. 
Apply at any time. Eight years ago I 
put 40 loads per acre on a spot of ground 
where it was impossible to grow any­
thing, even grass. Much to my sur­
prise, I  have raised seven bountiful 
crops of grain since then, all, with one 
exception, being wheat. The crop was 
remarkably free from rust and other 
diseases. It is probably best to seed 
Each land to oats after putting on the

The 
harness buckle in glaring silver or gilt 
will net he used, aud when not leather 
covered to match the material of the 
belt tin- buckle will be of metal aud 
almost as inconspicuous.

Jeweled bcckks in silver, polished 
or rough finished, iu silv ;r gilt or solid 
gold will be used only with siik or sat­
in beltings. Those new buckles all call 
for belts two inches aud upward in 
width. They are made iu mauy new de­
signs. There are buckles fer the bicycle 
girl, the athletic girl, the yachtiug girl, 
the skating girl, the golf girl, the 
horsy girl, the military girl, the danc­
ing girl aud even the old fashioned girl, 
who is supposed to Jike things plain but 
elegant. Metal belts will be as much 
used as ever. The newest designs are 
all made wider, though not sufficiently 
so to he uncomfortable cr clumsy look­
ing. Many of them show a profusion of 
jewels, anti Ihe most stylish ones are 
very ornate. An especially pretty belt 
of this kind was a succession of silver 
shells onnuM-lfd in natural colors and 
connected Ly tiny silver links made to 
resemble hits of seaweed. Another was 
a string of English daisies with jewel­
ed centers an J petals of polished silver. 
The connecting Jinks were of silver, 
green enameled, giving just a sugges­
tion of foliage.

For fancy girdles satin and taffeta 
silk are the favorite materials. They 
are made with points, either before or 
behind, or both, while some are plain, 
fastening iu front, just a little to the 
left, with a large upstandiug bow. 
Other girdles, so deep as to only need 
the addition cf shoulder straps to serve 
as bodices, are marie of bias silk or 
satin, fit as snugly to the waist as pos­
sible and are closed at the seam under 
the arm.

The Woman Librarian.
Among the professional avenues that 

the recent movement for the advance­
ment of women has opened there is 
none that offers greater opportunities 
for her peculiar talents or is better 
adapted to her physically, besides giv­
ing her a certain social position and a 
lucrative salary, than the newly devel­
oped profession of librarian. The wider 
scope and higher aims, combined with 
the perfect system o f the modern libra­
rian, have converted this calling into a 
profession requiring a special collegiate 
course. This need has been supplied by 
the establishment of a number of schools 
devoted to this specific training. There 
are as yet only four of these, with a 
strictly limited membership admitted 
after a collegiate standard examination. 
One is at Albany, known as the Na­
tional school and supported by the 
American Library association, which 
fittingly celebrates its twenty-first an­
niversary iu Philadelphia, having had 
its inception there in the rooms of the 
Historical society. The next in impor­
tance is the Drexel institute library 
class, under the efficient tutelage of 
Miss Krceger. Tlie other two are at the 
Armour institute, Chicago, and the Los 
Angeles Public Library schcol. There is 
also a summer class at Amherst, Mass.

Ont of the 700 members of the Ameri­
can Library association the large ma­
jority are women. There are various 
reasous why this calling is pre-eminent­
ly a woman’s. The bump of order seems 
to be much more developed in a woman 
than it does iu the. sterner sex. The 
work requires patience and promptness, 
two virtues which women possess in a 
high degree, and does not require hard 
physical labor. They are not exposed to 
the same unpleasant influences and the 
liability cf discourteous treatment that 
falls too often to the share of the women 
in the mercantile world. Besides all 
this sbe comes in contact with a more 
intellectual and cultivated class of 
people, aud iu this one profession there 
is really no salaried discrimination on 
account of sex, for she receives an ade­
quate compensation. The foregoing has 
been demonstrated practically by the 
fact that as tbe more important posi­
tions become vacant, even though pre­
viously filled by men, or new ones 
created women have almost invariably 
received the appointments.—Boston 
Transcript.

Gossiping* Women*
There is lamenting in certain quar­

ters because in the case of leisure class 
women latter day opportunities, includ­
ing collegiate education, have not pre­
vailed against tbe propensity the deni­
zens of Vanity Fair have for making 
miuce meat of one another on occasion. 
It is claimed there is no softening of 
tbe sternly critical attitude women 
maintain toward each other in matters 
of figure and complexion, and that bou­
doir and piazza talk is quite as spitefnl 
as before the advent of tbe higher edu­
cation for women. Just why booklearn- 
ing should have been expected to cor­
rect woman’s habit of flaw picking is 

’ not clear, unless it was supposed that 
au acquaintance with knowledge would 
suggest to her other and more worthy 
topics of conversation than tbe short­
comings of her associates. Be this as it 
may, the disposition to decry which is 
characteristic of the whole race, irre­
spective of sex or nationality, is an in­
heritance too strongly intrenched in the 
very fiber of the species to be eradicated 
by college going for one generation or 
by 1,900 years of religious teaching the 
burden of whose gospel has been, “ Love 
thy neighbor as thyself.”

Nothing supplies more convincing 
proof of the truth of the theory of evo­
lution than this well nigh universal 
habit of proclaiming tbe beams in oth­
ers’ eyes. It indicates a lusty survival 
of tbe tribal instinct of hatred for all 
other tribes than one’s own, a hardy 
remnant of savagery. It is a far cry ap­
parently from the well groomed, hand­
somely costumed grand lady tearing to 
shreds the reputation of her hostess of 
the day before to the rude savage mu­
tilating the body of his just slain tribal 
neighbor, but the same iguobie impulse 
actuates both the lady aud tbe savage— 
to w n  jealous hatred, instiuctive and 
overmastering. Beneath conventional 
manner, faultless gowning and social 
accomplishments lurks the savage eager 
to kill.tlie happiness, success, populari­
ty or charm of ether women, the spite­
ful comment and tbe mean, lyiug in­
sinuation being tbe modern snbstitntes 
for the tomahawk aud the poisoned ar­
rows of aboriginal days. Savages of 
civilization are the women of unchari­
table speech, aud their regeneration is 
the affair of the priest, not that of the 
schoolmaster.— Vogue.

A woman 
who staid at honiBund looked after the 
comfort of her husband and children 
w as‘ wisby washy. ’ She oramped her 
life, dwarfed her intellect, narrowed 
her horizon Clubs by tbe score, socie­
ties by the hundred, schemes and plans 
by the thousand were started, organized 
and devised to rid ‘poor woman’ of her 
‘ thraldom,’ aud these ‘ progressive’ 
women were so busy for the elevation 
of their sex!

But there were a few hundred thou­
sand women who kept right ou being 
busy elevating their children, helping 
their husbands and believing that the 
sex in general was perfectly able to 
take care of itself, and these women are 
still busy sewing, cooking and caring 
for their children, aud gradually they 
have seen sewing classes introduced in 
college and 'seminary courses, domestic 
science branches attached to nearly 
every educational institution which 
girls attend, while the care of children 
has received the indorsement of state 
and the specific attention of the na­
tional government.
